Undesirable Money.

{(Montreal Witness,)
In view of the profits accruing to ‘our
banks from their paper issues, they could

| well afford to renew their notes more fre-
| quently. It is an old complaint that many
| of our banks suffer their notes to get into

the most thocking condition, and at present
there are in circulation many greasy and
soiled noter, worn to rags. The teller of
one of our leading banks, the other day, in
paying out money to a customer, told him to
return any bills too bad to use, and as many
of these were dropping to pieces, the advice
was carried to a certain extent. Theinsani-
tary conditien to theee bills goes without
saying; they are indeed a real menace to
health, and it would bs supposed that the
banks, for their own credit’s sake, would be
ashamed to circulate them. The Bank of
Eagland never reissues a note, and even notes
used between one department of the bank
and another are destroyed. Of course, this
is for financial, not sanitary, safety, as the
money chiefly usad in circulation is gold.
Canadian banks, of course, could not afiord
to adopt this expensive procedure, and such
a radical recourse is not necessary ; what
should be made imperative, however, is that
their paper should be whole and fairly un-
soiled.

The United States often acts in a most un-
digoified manner in its treatment of Canada.
In the deepening of our canals, a purely pro-
gressive, economic measure, several of its
journals pretend to discover an unfriendly
act, and the whole intent of many of its poli-
ticans is to grab all that is possible from us,
and, in regard to our rights, te repudiate
what fairness would hasten to acknowledge.
It is not fair, however, to blame the United
States for taxing our bank notes ten percent
when used for the purpose of circulation
theve, as that is purely a domestic matter.
The tax has been in force as long as Febuary,
1875, and has to be paid by any banks re-
ceiving any notes, foreign or domestic, other
than national bank notes, and paying them
out again in the United States. It has been
suggested that a retaliatory law might be
paseed here, but such a law is not necssary,
ae each Canadian bank has already sufficent
interest in publishing the circulation of its
own notes. Apart from the effect on the
circulation of the banks, Canadians who ob-
serve how frequently United Ststes bank
notes take the place of Canadian bills here,
object that even & hotel keeper will.not
change a Canadian bill in the United States
without charging a premium. This action,
however, is not founded solely upon distrust
as is sometimes supposed, but is, to a great
extent, founded upon the law of supply and
demand. - There is considerable demand for
American bills in Canadian cities, for persons
about to travel and for petty remittances,
The traffic from the United States is so re-
munerative to our railwaye that they make
no trouble about changiug bills, and this ap-
plies to the hotels. Our banke, with their
systems of branches and agencies, have in
some instances quite an international charac-
ter and can dispose of a surplus of these bills
in the ordinary way of business.

With the bills of the United States re-
deemable upon a gold basis, their limited
circulation here is not a matter of very great
moment, but the case is different with the
mutilated American silver now so frequently
being received in change. Many efforts have
been made to exclude foreign coins from
general circulation, but, as this appears to
be hopeless, palpably ‘“‘sweated,” *‘plugged,”
and other mutilated silver ought certainly
to be rigidly banned and barred. This ap.
plies aleo to Canadian silver of the mutilated
description, a great deal of which is at present
in circulation, but, as the law does not seem
to concern itself with this species of fraud,
the only protection for the individual is to
be more careful in his examination of the
coins that are offered him in exchange for
his good money. The Treasury Department
does not provide any machinery, for with-
drawing debased coin from circulation, and
this traffic is left in the hands of dpriv-te
brokers, who will purchase debased silver
coins by weight.

Pork, powder and biecuit was the cargo,
with only a musket and a cutlass apiece fer
the squire and me and Kegruth and the cap-
tain. The reat of the arms sud powder we
dropped overboard in two fathons and a balf
of water, so that we could sce the bright
steel shining far below us in the sun, on the
clean, sandy bottom.

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Chinese in Canada.

Toronto, Aug. 9.—The Rev. R.-P. Mac:
Key, foreign mission secretary of the Pres-
byterian Church, states that there are 15,000
Chinese in Canada, of whom only 275 urein
Toronto. It is a matter for congratulation,
says Mr. MacKay, that in this ciiy che
Chinese have had to endure so little of the
persecution to which Mongolians on the
Pacific coast, and especially in the American
cities, have bheen subjected. In Montreal
and British Celumbia even justice has not
been shown, but in the end the British fair
play usunally prevails. Thereare five schoole,
Mr. MacKey says, in Toronto for the in-
struction of Chinese in English, with an
attendance varying from fifteen to sixty-
five, the total attendance being 185. The
lessons taught are charged with Christian
truth and to more advanced pupils in some
cases, the Bible itself is the text book. The
Chinese are proverbially grateful for kind-
néss received and manifest it by word and
look, and also by gifts more frequent and cost-
ly than their teachers are willing to accept.

Trade With Trinidad.

Ottawa, Aug. 4—A report has been receiv-
ed from the Canadian commescial agent in
Trinidad under date of July 20, in which he
says that owing to the prolonged drought,
especially during the latter part of 1899,
the sugar erop, which ended last monthy fell
far short of previous years. The highest
level of prices was fortunately maintained
and next year’s crop shows up well.

Exports to Canada have especially fallen
off, he says, but this may be expected as long
as the Jnited States markets offer special
advantages. The imports from Canada have.
grown slightly and may be expected to fur.
ther inerease when the fast line is establish-
ed direct between Canade aud the British
Weat Indies.

The Relief of Pekin.

¢ The Japanese consul at Che Foo wired
under date, Aug. 17th, to the following ef-
feet :

“The foreign forces attacked on the east-
ern side of Pekic Wednesday morning. Fhe
enemy obstinately resisted. lu the evening
the Japanese blew up the Chiso Yang gate
and the Tang Chih gate of the eity and suc-
ceeded in entering. In the meantime other
foreign forces eatered the Chinese city by
the Tung Pien gate. Detachments were
sent immediately to the legations and open-
ed oommunications. The ministers and
staffs were found safe. The Japanese loss
was over 100, including three officers,
namely, Captain Michiiyea and Lieut.
Watanabe wounded, while Lieut. Yasaki
was killed. The Chiueae loss is computed at
about 400.”

Pekin comprises practically four cities in
oue. In extent of areait is about the size of
New York city. The four segments of it
are the Chinese, city, the Tartar city, the
imperial city and the forbidden eity,” which
is the residence of the Emperor and the seat
of the imperial court. Nobody is allowed
within its massive walls except by special
permission of the Emperor and HBmpress
Dowager. The foreigners who have entered
its gates are comparatively few in number.

Late last night the Japanese minister re-
ceived the following advices from the Japaa-
ese foreign office at Tokio :

London, Aug. 18,—'‘Pekin waa relieved
on the night of the 15th.” This message was
recieved 7&3& evening at the imperial customs
office in London from the commiseioner of
Che Foo, It is the only official message
that has reached England in confirmation of
the earlier reports, Admiral Remey’s des-
patch not having arrived in time for pub-
lication iu the London morning papers,

The Morning Post, which is the only pap-
er printing the Che Foo message, saye:

“Today is not only a day of national re-
joicing, it is nleo a day of congratulation for
all the powers of the world.”

Proceeding to discuss the probabilities of
a cessation of hostilities, the Morning Post
assumes that the United States are willing to
abandon any idea of further. aggressive
aotion, but it questions the disposition of
Germany and the other powers to agree to
such a course.

Washington, Aug. 17.—The allied armies

have captured and entered Pekin in the faco
of obstinate resistance, and the members of
the foreign legations are safe. Official con
firmation of the fall of the Chinese capital
came to the United Statés government to-
pight in the shape of two cablegrams, one
from Admiral Remey aud the other from
Conaul Fowler at Che Foo. The cablegram
from Admiral Remey came to hand finst,
early in the evening, followed very soon after
by that from Consul Fowler and'the officiale,
realizing the great public interest in the
events which it was believed had happened
in Pekin, at once made them publiec.
Admival Remey's despaich is as followe:
Taku, Aug. 17, 1 a.m.--Bureau Navigation,
‘Washington: Just received telegram from Tien
Tsin, dated 16th, 10 p. m.: ‘Pekin was captured
on Aug. 15th. Foreign legations are safe. De-
tails follow shortly.
Previous information which has been re-
ceived heré showed that that the allied ar-
mies took possession of Tung Chow on the
12:h inst. From that cit) v 1 vewm tue dis-
tance is not very great, not more than a doz
en miles. It seems evident, therefore, that
the armies halted for a time at Tnog Chow,
probably for the purpose of giving the men a
rest and to prepare for the attack on the
capital city in force, after waiting until the
rear of the advaneing hosts should arrive at
the front. Possibly aleo the delay was the
result of negotiations inaugurated by the
Chinese officials locking to the delivery of
the ministers with a Chinese or other escert.
If negotiations were attempted they wmust
have failed, as the army continued om its
march and attacked the capital three days
after reaching Tung Chow.

A Wonderful Chemical Discovery.

New York, Aug. 15.—Highly interesting
demoustrations of the properties of bioxide
of sodium have just been'given before the
French Academy of Science, says o Paris
special to the ‘T'imes.” Bioxide of sodium is
found to possess the property of renewing
oxygen in air that had been breathed, and
absorbing carbonic acid gasgiven off. Thus
with an apparatus containing sodium, shown
yesterday by MM. Desgrey and Balthouard,
at the academy, a diver can remain under
water and walk about without- having the
air renewed by the pumping apparatus at
present employed. Moreover, by means of
the new apparatus, miners will be able to
penetrate into poisonous gases and foul air,
and firemen into smoke, without fear of as-
phyxiation. It will also reuder practicable
submarine boats. Ample proofs of all that
is claimed for it was given yesterday -at the
academy. The experiments are creating the
greatest interent jn scientific circles.

Race Riots in New York.

New York, Aug 15.—A mob of several
hundred persons formed at 11 o'clock to-
night in front of the home of Policeman
Robt, J. Thorpe, 37th street and Och avenue,
to wreak vengeance upon the negroes of
that neighborhood because one of their race
had ceused the policeman's death. The
negroes fled in terror into any hiding place
they eould find. The dpolloo reserves, num-
bering 400, were called out, and they, with
the refular police, fought the mobs, The
mob of white men, which grew with great
rapidity, raged through the district and
negroce, regardless of age or sex, were indis-
criminately attacked, scores being injured.

It took the combined efforts of the re-
serves, with as mapy more policemen on reg-
ular patrol duty to restore order. Clubs
were used until the policemen were almost
exhausted. Revolvers were emptied into
the air and in one or two instances, fired
at the upper stories of the negro tenements,
from which the negroes defensively fired
bricks, paving stones and other missiles.
That many negroee were not killed outright
is marvellous.

The trouble grew out of the death of
Policeman Robert J. Thorpe, of the West
37th street station, as the result of a murder-
ous assault by a negro early Sunday in 8th
avenue and 4lst street. Thorpe was at-
temping to arrest a negress when Arthur
Harris and anether negro attacked the po-
}ilcemnn with razors. He died the following

ay.

of soda, though on the unlimed sulphate
of ia plot the Its were ex ly
poor as compared with those where lime was
applled; comparing the two limed plots
bat little difference in the two forms eof
mitrogen was noticeable.

Swiss chard, like beets, to which It is
closely related was wonderfully helped by
lime and gave far better results with nitrate
of soda than with sulphate of ammonia.

Chiocory was not helped; but, on the con-
trary, apparently injared by lime upon the
nitrate of soda plots. Where sulphate of
ammonia has been used continually lime was
however, useful. Sulphate of ammonia gave
Better remlts than nitrate of soda ou the
limed plots.

Leeks were helped by lime In a most strik-
fng degree even upon the nitrate of soda
plots. For this crop the superiority of
nitrate of soda as compared with sulpbate
of ammonia, even upon the limed plots was
also marked.

Eadive plants were materially helped by
lime, though in’s less degree than asparagus
or Swisachard, These plantsshowed marked
ability to withstand the conditions wpon
the unlimed sulphate of ammonia plot where
leeks and Swiss chard failed utterly. Ni-

trate ofsoda gave better results than sul- .

phate of ammonia upon the limed plots,
though the difference was less siriking than
in the case of many other plants.

Carrots have indicated usually varying
benefit from liming npon our quite acid soil,
but upon a neutral alkaline one heavy appli-
cations might exert injury.

It would seem to be wise to intredace this
orop into a rotation two or three years after
liming, an idea which is suggested by occa-
sional injury noticed seon after lime was
applied.

Mangel-wurzels fully corroborated the ex-
perience of previous years, showing striking

benefit from the use of lime and great

superiority of nitrate of sods over sulphate
of ammenissrhen titrogen in these forms is

ployed in like aad under identi-
cal conditions.

Watermelons give indication that the in-
Jury otherwise resulting from liming can
probably be avoided if the melons are intro-
duced into the rotation three or more years
after the lime is applied.

This seagon nitrate of soda proved, when
weed without lime, but slightly better than
sulphate of ammonia, though on the limed
plots the nitrate form of mitrogen was much
superior.

Muskmelcos have fully agreed with the
tests in former years, indicating great benefit
and the superiority of nitrogen in the form
of nitrate of soda.

Manual Tralning for Canadian Sehools.

It is doubtful if any money could be spent
te better advantage for the good of the peo-
ple of Canada than in the introduction of the
tralning of the powers of observation and
manipulation into our school system, as is be-
ing done under the noble foundation of Sir
William Macdonald. The school of the past
has studiously suppressed these powers while
trying to train the mind apart from the body
and the senses. ~ So leng as the school was a
amall episode in a child's life he made up for
his loss largely on the farm, in the shop, or
on the playground. When the echool began
to absorb the child’s powers it came to be
realized that even the best intellectual re-
sults could not be had by a purely intellec-
tual training—that the seases and the hands
must be put to use if the brain is to be in
working order. Moreover, a pure book
teaching has had the effect of unfitting the
people of this continent for mechanical par-
suits and for dealing with material things,
se thas the largess and mest ative
interests of the community have been large-
ly relegated to the uneducated, while the ed-
ucated people are reduced to living upon the
actual producer by means of commerce or by
the professions, all of which callings are
overcrowded and for the most part com-
paratively under-paid. This is the natural
result of educating the understanding with-
out developiug the powers of observing and
doing. It is to be hoped that this part of ed-
ucation will be actually grafted upon the
school system. If attempted as something
separate, it is likely to be very slow in get-
ting hold of the people, who will refuse it
the moment it begins to cost them money.

Te Prevent Premature Burial.

Application for a charter for the Ameri-
can Society for the Prevention of Premature
Burial was sent to the Secretary of State of
New York last night. Premature burials,
it is said by those interested in the new
measure, are 8o many that it is absolutely
necessary that laws be enacted by the State
to prevent them.

Oaq this subject, Mr. H. Gemald Chapin
said: ““By the provisions of our charter it is
hoped that all physicians certifying to the
death of persons in this State will have to
sign a certificate of death, the formula of
which will be prepared by the society after
the first meeting, which will take placo early
in October. The tests will be: Two or mare
incisions in an artery; ihe palm of the hand
exposed to the flame of a candle put not mere
than flve inches away; a mirror of crystal
held to the lips and no sign of reapiration; a
hot iron or steel placed against the flesh

without producing blisters.

The Steawberry Crop.——The season was
Iate to start in with, says a writer in the
Practical Farmer, yet by giving a light
dressing—really a mere sprinkling of 50 te
76 pounds per acre of nitrate of seda, we have
had berries even earlier than in average sea-
sons. The first berries I picked June 4th,
and sicce that time we have had a fairly
good supply, in splte of dry weather, while
some of the beds around here have at this
writing (June 25th) only just begun to give
ripe berries. But most of these late patohes
will give very light yields, some less thana
quarter of a crop, unless rala comes at once
and that very heavy. Prices rule high, on
the other hand, and it takes a poor berry
that will not bring from 10 to 12 cents a quart
wholesale. Such prices pay the half suc-
cessful grower very [Hberally, and mag-
nificently where a big yield is secured. The
reason why our average strawberry plan-
tations caanot stand dry weather is very
plain and simple. We have too much watted
row—toe many plants. Indeed some of the
beds around here are entirely covered with
plants, leaving not even room for a well
defined path between the rows. Look ata
meadow in the warmer and dryer part of
the season. Why is it that you will find it
dry as dust down in the subeeil? Because
the plants (grasses and clovers) that are
growing on it, have been pumpiog up the
water and sending it up into the air as
vapor. Tons and tons of water, indeed,
bave besn removed from the soll every day
right along and the supply has become about
exhausted. And so it is with the strawberry
patch that is kept covered with plants, and
uot in shape to have the surface loosened up.
The conditlons are altogether different in
our vegetable patches. Here we bave a
parrow strip that is covered with plants,
and then a wide strip that we keep as bare
of plants as a board floer. Oaly compar-
atively few.plants are kept on the area, to
pump up the water. The soll mulch (stirred
surface) prevents evaporation from thespaces
between the rows, and as fast as the plants
in the rows remove moisture from their im-
mediate vicinity, additional moisture is fur-
nighed by capillary aetion to the strip of seil
on which the vegetables grow. Thisexplains
why meadows and matted strawberry patches
are dust dry, while our cultivated vegetables
have a fairly good supply of moisture. If
we can supply water artificially, and in
abundance, or in a wet season, strawberry
plants in matted rows er matted beds, if
well enough provided with plant foods, will
give good, prephaps enormous yields, Bat
I am going to provide for a dry season in a
better way than I have heretofore. Most
people set their plants, when making new

o] should like '"“EW' 1_plmut ions, as close as one foot apart in the

rows. I bave i aiad vogated settipg
them not lees than uxev feet apart Lerhaps
even four where the varlety is a good plant-
maker. They will, on good soil and under
otherwise fairly good conditions, make all
the plants needed for a matted rew. I have
had the entire area between the rows cover-
ed with plantseven then. Hereafter I shall
calculate on, and make provisions for con-
tinued cultivation, keeping the rows quite
narrow, the excess of young plants kept
down or removed, so that the harrow or
cultivator can be used in the patch pretty
nearly up to the time of berry ripening.
Then if the winter mulch of marsh hay
(which was removed for cultivating purpeses
in Spring) is put back between the rows, we
can expect to get a full crop of berries with-
out artificial water application, even in the
very driest season.

It is an old and often discussed question
whether we can succeed in growing a profit
able crop of strawberries from plants set in
the Fall. Potted plants are usually recom-
mended for this purpose, and the directions
are given to set them in July or not later
than early August. The troubie is that
usually at this time the soil is dry aud hot,
and we cannot succeed in making even the
best potted plants produce a good growth
and a reasonable number of early runners
that will be in condition to bear a crep next
Spring. I have another plan that I think is
going to work all right. For family use,
we have had a number of rows of good sorts
in close proximity to the kitchen door, and
just on account of their cenvenient local
tion they have been kept fruiting for a
number of years. Every Summer after the
picking season, the rows have been narrow-
ed down by plowing a light furrow away
from them from each side, so that only &
narrow strip of plants was left in each row.
The strips on each side were then worked
with cultivator and hoe, and usually fertili-
sers or fine manure were applied liberally to
the strips, and the plants allowed to run
again over a wider strip.. A bed can thus be
kept growing almost indefinitely, Bat it is
some work to get the strips between the
‘rows, after plowing, in good shape again
and I have made up my mind, this year,
to take out chunks from the matted rows,
say a foot equare, with the spade. and re-
plant them, four or five feet apart, after the
whole remaining row has been plowed over,
and put in shape with harrow and cultivator
or else to start an entirely new patch in
this way alopgside the other. If we plow a
deep furrow, it will not be difficult to move
these chunks ever from one row to another

and reset them in the furrow.
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Push the Calves Ahead.

The calf makes the cow. If goed cows
are desired or stock is to be improved, it is
through the calves that it may be done most
effectively and cheaply. The epring calves
should not be confined to pasture, and this
generally poor, but should be fed with un-
stinted generosity. The rule should be te
feed the calves with the greatest liberality
with the best food, and to push them ahead
the first year of their life, and never relax
the generous treatment until the cow gives
up business. The animal is the machine
through which the food is changed from a
cheap material to a much more valuable ons.

Thus the milk feeding should be continued
to the age of five or six months, some dairy-
men eay all through a cow’slife. And doubt-
less this is true, for why should not the food
that makes a good cow be still employed to
sustain her? It has been proved by practice
in many dairies that the skimmed milk
makes 50 per cent. more return when fed te
cows than by any other way of disposal.
Bat it is certainly good for the calves, tend-
ing to give them a strong frame, a well-de-
veloped digestive function, ability to dispese
of much food to advgntage and well-devel-
oped vital organs thus building up an animal
fully supplied with every facility for making
profit for her owner in her after life. But
with the milk a generous allowance of grain
food must be given.

Seed Saving in the Garden.

Already the seed pods of some of the an-
nuals and perennials have ripened, and the
prudent gardener begins to save for next
year's sowing. This is a subject worthy of
more attention than is usually given te it,
and is very important. If double flowers
are wanted select seed from the choicest,
keeping the inferior flowers picked off. If
single ones are preferred choose the most vig-
orous that are of the color wanted, Ina flow-
er bed, there are some plants superior in ev-
ery respect; and from these make a cheice of
seed. 1t is the same with vegetablee, In-
stead of taking the first ripe tomato tri-
umphantly to the table, leave it to ripen for
s¢ed; in this way the crop will be much
earlior next season than if you saved only the
latest to ripen. This year we have some
celery plants ripening eeed. and it is inter-
esting to learn what it will develop. Let-
tuce, too, can saved in the same way,
one plant be more than sufficent. Careful
selection will give a higher type, and all
developments are a work that is worthy the
attention of the amateur gardener.

Milk for Chickens.

The great value of milk for young animals
of all kinds is too well known to need com-
ment, for with a good supply of it fed with
judgment, the best of thrift always attend
the young pige, calves and colts, and the
chickens are no exception; indeed we know
of no creatures that respond more readily
to milk feeding than they do.

As we raise young chickens there is not &
great deal of liquid used in mixing the food,
for we have it very dry while thiey are young
but as soon as they are six or seven weeks
old we make it moister and so get more milk
into it. Duoring the fattening period we use
s great deal of milk and consider it of the
utmost value. We like to give the young
things milk to drink part of the time and
good olean water the rest of the time,
When we use milk we consider it necessary
to wash out the dishes thoroughly every time
before giving them water. Milk is a great
luxury and one of the choicest of foods for
man as well as beast, but we know nothing
so foul and positively nasty as dirty milk,
or dishes that have had milk in them until
it has become sour and dried on. No filthy

1 is more repugnant or disagreeable
and we can understand how gapes in young
chickens can be produced, by allowing such
favorable breeding places to exist for the
growth and multiplication of the gape werm.
Milk is a wonderful food, with its nutritive
properties perfectly adapted to the needs of
the growing chick, and it is so easily and
completely digestible that the poultryman
who can-secure it at anything like reasonable
prices is very fortunat8, but it must be pro-
perly fed.

To the grower who cannot secure milk,
the fine dry animal meal is the next best
thing, and as the birde-get older it should
be used even if there is an unlimited supply
of the milk. There are not enough worms
and insects in an ordinary range to anything
like supply the demands of several hundred
chickens, 5o we must meet the shortage by
providing them the meat meal. Experiments
conducted show the advantages of its use to

be imperative.

.The Art of Sweeping.

e
The first essential for the proper sweeping
of a raom is to have good tools to work with,
namely: a couple of good sized clean cheese-
cloth dusters, a broom that is not too heavy
(the kind with aspring in the bandle is by
far the best), a sweeper and a long handled
brush, for dusting the tops of doors and pic-
tures. Dust the bric-a-brac, and lay it a-
wayeither in the bureau drawers or on the
bed—if a bed room—covering the bed with a
slip of some kind. Dust the farnitare and
remove that which is remevable, also dusting
that which remains in the room, not omitt-
ing the backs of pictures. Now your ship is
¢gleared for action,” Do not begin by mov-
ing the bed and sweeping under it, as is
frequently done, for the dust will be almost
sure to fly underneath againin the sub-
sequent sweeping. Begin in one corner,
taking firm strokes with your broom, bat
there is no necessity for digging at the floor,
which is not only fatiguing, but wears out
both the broom and the carpet. Instead of
sweeping &ll the dust into a pile in the
widdle of the floor, take it up with a carpet-
sweeper a8 you go along, for much less dust
will be raised in this way. Sweep carefully,
not forgetting the floors of the closets, and
when a heavy piece of farniture is moved
out, dust behind it before patting it back.
Now that your room is swept the rest is
‘plain sailing’ to use a nautical phrage. Give
a thorough dusting, for this is just as import-
ant as the eweeping, so pay careful attention
to the pictures, the tops of doors and wind-
ows and furniture, using for this your brush
with the duster wrapped about it. Having
satisfied yourself that everything is free from
dust, bring in your furniture again, and re-
arrange your bric-a brac. Pat down your
ruge, having previously ehaken or swept
them well, and add the other little finishing
touches necessary. If the work has been
theroughly dene, the room will have a feel-
ing of cleanliness which nothing but a good
sweeping and dusting can give.
daily attention with sweeper and duster to-
gether, with care in keeping the room “pick-
ed up,’ will do much toward keeping it in
-good order until the next sweeping day.;

—An ideal sponge cske should resemble
its namesake only when that article isof the
best quality, close and soft, like velvet. If
the following advice is followed, two bowls
snd a half-pint cup sre all the dishes needed
for perfect results.

Break 4 eggs earcfally, the yolks into a
mixing howl, the whites into a deep pint
bowl. Now with a double-wheeled beater
whisk the eggs (first, without fail, adding a
pinch of salt) until stiff enough to allow in-
verting the bowl while the contents are in.
Measure an even cup of fine granulated sugar
powdered will not do, as the result will
be tough. Beat half of the sugar little by
little into the stiff whites, and put aside.

Next beat the yolks the same length of time
as the whites (watch the clock), adding the
sugar after the first beating, exactly in the
same way. Stir into this the finely grated
yellow peel of half a large lemon or orange,
and a tablespoon of juice. Measure exactly
three parts of a cup of flour. See that the
oven is right; grease a brick-shaped pan, with
paper on the bottom, then toss the white in-
to the yellow in the mixing bowl, and blend
with the beater. Beware of beating after
the flour is in; upon this rock amateurs split.
Sprinkle the flour in little by little, folding
it under with the big spoon. Just as it is
put into the oven sift fine granulated sugar
over the top; this gives the desirable brown,
rather sticky top crust. Bake in a steady
oven for 20 minutes, covering the top at
first. At the end of this time try with a
straw without taking out. Take out of the
pan as soon as the cake may be handled, and
place on an inverted sieve.

Qaly two bowls to wash, the one that held
the whites, almost unsoiled, and the other
scraped clean! Ten minutes is ample time
to allow for mixing this cake. A shallow
dish with a * whisker” may be used for
whipping the whites if preferred.
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Traveling Children.

While traveling on boat and
train last summer [ saw g0 many restless, un-
occupied children that I wondered how
mothers who are thoughtful about wraps
and rubbers, clean pocket handkerchiefs and
luncheons, can forget to provide for the
amusement of their children. Thelittle ones
soon become weary of watching the seenery
and they begin to fret, to the discomfort of
their friends and other travelers as well.

When they turn away from the car win-
dow and insist upon knowing how much far-
ther they must go, then it is that the wise
mother opens her bag and brings forth mater-
ial for their entertainment. A pair of blunt
scissors and a newspaper will furaish amuse-
ment for some time. A slate and pencil or
a drawing slate,a eimple little game, a picture
book, brightcolored paper to fold and weave
sliced animals—all will be welcomed by the
little enes, and it will take dinjte a long jour-
ney to exhaust these resources,

Seasonable Hints.

Fruit stains may be usually removed by
pouring boiling water through the stain, If
obetinate, use oxalic acid, dissolving three
ounces of the crystals ina pint of water,
Wet the stain with the solution and then
steam it by holding over a kettle of boiling
water or in the sunshine. The instant the
stain disappears rinse well. Wet the stain
with ammonia, then rinse again. This will
many times prevent injury to the linen.

While oxalic acid is the launderer’s friend
in the removal of obdurate stains and should,
thererore, be kept on hand for use in the
laundry, it is extremely poisonous and should
be plainly labeled and kept out. of the way
of the children. Bay the acid in crystalized
form, put in a bottle, and cover with cold
water. If part remaims undissolved add wat-
er as the solution is used.

Fruit napkins and finger bowls are the pro-
p:radjancts to the fruit course. Every house-
keeper realizes the extra work entailed in
removing fruit stains from her white table
linen, and it is the wise woman who mini-
mizes this necessity.

Covering Jelly.

If the paper which is pub over jelly be
dipped in the white of an egg, it will when
dry, be tight and firm, and keep the fruit
