War Danger Averted,

Britain and Russian Agree to Submit
North Sea Outrage to an Inter-
national Commission.

London, Oct. 28.—All danger of war
between Russia and Great Britain has
been averted and the settlement of the
only points in dispute regarding the
attack by the Russian Baltic Squa-
dron on British trawlers October 21,
has been referred to an International
Commission under The Hague Conven-
tion. .
Premier Balfour, speaking at a
meeting of the National Union of
Conservative Clubs at Southampton
tonight, broke that silence which had
so long preserved and had brought
the people of the United Kingdom to
a condition of almost desperate irrita-
tion and given rise to misconceptions,
which Mr. Balfour tonight himself ex-
posed.

“The Russian Ambassador has auth-
orized a statement to the following
effect,” said Mr. Balfour. “The Rus-
sian Government on hearing of the
North Sea incident at onece expressed
its profound regret, and also promis-
ed most liberal compensation. The
Government has ordered the detention
at Vigo of that part of the fleet which
was concerned in the incident, in or-
der that the naval authoities might
ascertain which officers were respon-
sible for it; That these officers and
any material witnesses would not pro-
ceed on the voyage to the Far East;
That inquiry would be instituted into
the fasés by an International Commis-
sion as provided by the Hague Con-
vention.”

That, Mr. Balfour interpolated, had
nothing to do with arbitration. It
was the intention of an International
Commission in order to find out the
facts, and any person found guilty
would be tried and punished -adequate-
ly. The Russian Government under-
took that precautions would be taken
to guard against recurrence of such
incidents. Special instructions on this
subject would be issued.

Preliminary to this court, said Mr.
Balfour, will be the Coroner’s inqueat
at Hull over the dead fishermen, a
Board of Trade inquiry, and an in-
quiry by Russian officials at Vigo.
The Board of Trade inquiry would be
specially constituted by the British
Government to include fepresentative
men. The Russian Embassy had been
asked to send a representative and
give assistance. Apology and com-
pensation having already been offered,
nothing now remains but to deter-
mine which account is correct, Rojest-
vensky’s or the trawlers.

10th, July 22nd, July 30th and Aug-
ust 13th, the formula used being 6 lbs.
bluestone; 4 lbs. lime, 40 gallons wa-
ter. While the Colorado beetles were
active, eight ounces of Paris
were added to each forty gslions of
the mixture. For large areas the ex-
pense for bluestone would be in the
neighborhood of 86 per acre, and the
total expense probably not more than
