EA.RLY POST OFFICIE FRAUDS.
ln viewv of the recently ecebrated juhiiee of'

the Penny Post and of the Philatebie Exhibi-
tion held in London, the foiiow-ing extracted
froni the Bullionist sorne tinie ago, may be of
interest; The introduction of postage stanips

and postage envelopes proivod an enormous con-
venience to the publie and the Post Office, to
the latter ehiefly hy doing away witIi the clabo-
rate inter-office accounts which werc rcuderod
nccssary by the former process. The iirst
stamps were for one penny eachi and printed ini
black ink; and at the turne the Post Office used
rcd ink for scamping the lettors and cancelling
the stamipa. It was not long hefore a metlîod
ivas diseovered by which the red ink could be
romoved f rom the staxnps, wliiehi could thon ho
used again without fear of detection. Tlîe
Post Office, therefore, chianged thc color of
thieir stamping ink frora red to black-, and that
form of fraud was extinguishied. This was no
soonor donc thian it wns discovered that sonie
of the officiais in different offices colieeted used
postage staxnps and renîoved from. the letters,
the unused stamps, substituting used ones in
thieir place. This too w-as discovered, and
ever since ail postage starnps are eancelled by
hiaving the number of the office where thc letter
wvas postod stamped upon il or its naine.-

THE STAMES OF THE "SCINDE
DISTRICT DAWK."

Postage stamnps wcro issued in Scinde, a
district of the East India Company, in 1851,
under tie administration of' thc late Sir Bartie
Frero, by tic postmastor of the district, a Mr.
Coffey, whe proed hinîseif a "Iman of reseurces,"
and produced a sclienie by which, in the face of
a direct snub fremn the Governmcnt, was dc-
uîonstrated that the Post Office in India, as i
Europe, ceuld bc made to pay its ovrn expense,
and pessibly to produce a surplus.

Thc district w'as at tic tinie an almost new
acquisition, the local oxehequor was unable te
ineet the demands mnade upon it, and an appeal
beiug miade te the Government of India-the

East India Council-fer more post offices, and
for an internal postal system (external corrcs-
pondence %vas provided for previously by the
ships of the Company, etc., letters Nvould be
prepaid by B3ritish stamps), the applicantsý
'wore remninded oftheîr pcverty, and told that

when tîme Government of' India could afford
money te, spend in Scinde, tiiere werc in.any
things te bc previded before. post offices coula
be thoughit of." Thus plainly intimating that;
suchi luxuries as post offices were of ne use to,
the natives, and as f'ormiing, perhaps, siaîply au
accomnmodation te, tlîe officiais, would incur ex-
pense wvhicli the Governint was uuwilling; to,
bear. This -view ivas net, howover, Uccepted
by Sir Bartle Frere, and lie being invcsted
with power te naL-e the best arrangements
possible for ti e developmcint of' the courntry, a
seheme was devised by tic pestinaster 'which, in
the suecess of its execution, fully justifies Sir
Bartde 1rre's description of Mr. Coffey as a

IInan of resources." Stanîps were iinanuflac-
tured, and were Ilissued te stauip vendors; and
Goverunient officials ... and every police officer-
and native district collecter of land revenue,
custoins, &c., was ordered te receive and f'or-
ward, witlî lus ewn officiai papers, te his uin-
inediate official superior, ail letters bearing euee
of these mysterieus staîips ... Thus every
Governament office in Scinde becanie a district
post office, and the first officia. whe lad a real
post office at hand, sent te it ail the staraped.
lettors whicli he and his subordinatos hid col-
Iocted. Thc systemn Nvorked very well, and, of'
course, very cheaply, for wo get a complote net-
work of pest offices and postal linos ail ever the
country without oxpense."

It niay be noted that although muention is
mnade of' a system, of collection eof letters only,
there must have aIse, been arrang-ements made
for tlic dclivery of the mîissives, and wo may
infer tîmat tic saiue nîethods wore made use of'
ini the deîivery as in tue collection of lettors.

Tlîe general shape and design of the stanup
is as follows: Shape circular, design forzned
by a gartor with buckle, bearing thc inscription,
ciScinde District Dawk." Tic centre is filled
with a heart-shaped slîicld, divided inte thrce,
iu whieh are the letters ~--.Above the shield
is a cluaracter resembling the figure 4, but hav-
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ing a minute creýcent 'tt end Of the horizontal
stroke, thus 4c. Below the shield the value.

The first issue ivas ?ý auna, circular, in relief
on vihiite paper. Garter with a single riiigy to
outcr edgre. T1his was issued in 1851, and wvas
spccdily followcd by a second issule, Of sonie-
whiat similar design,'but from a more carefully
prcpared die, and having a double ring to outer
cdga of Garter. Thiis stnnip remained in use
sonie littie time, and 'was displaced (probably
ou account of the stamp net being easily dis-
tinguished) by the tliird issue of cxactly sanie
desigrn and value,- anua, circulai', wax red. on
a liard enamclied surface, being alnîost of the
nature of a seal. This stamp possessed the
menit of' being plainly discernible, but froîi its
nature was very bnittde and ea3ily daniaged, in
addition to beingô badly adiiesive, se that it
ailmost imimediately gave place to the fourth
issue, ý auna, designa as before, but characters
in white relief on a blue ground.

Thîis stamp continued in use until superseded
by the generai issue for British India, when,
the success of au internai postal systcmn hav-
ing heen couclusively dcmonstrated, the British
Governuient (the country hiaving in the inean-
time, in consequence of the Indian iMutiny,
becorne part of the British Empire), adopted
a postal systema for the Indian Empire, and in
1 b54 there appcared the succcssors to the
staxnps of tAie IlScinde District iDawk," whicb
are of' great inti'est net ouly from their history,
but also as being pioneers of the new postal
systein, for they are

TIIE EARLIEST POSTAGE STAMPS 0F ASIA.

On the introduction of the postage stamps of
the British Goverument, there is, I think, good
evideu'ce thiat the remaining stock of Scinde
stamps was permitted, to be used up, as occas-
jouai specimens may be met with, bearing the
caucelling marks as fouud, on the stamps of
India.

As might, be expected fromn a locally pre-
pa"red hand-stanup, there are varieties as to
paper, etc. .A portion of the white issue were
struck, (by baud) in ruied squares. I have
spectmnens showing the blue ruled square, also
a speciuîen beariug distinct traces of a double
embossin. The earliest specimens are roughly
exeouted, and were evidently tbe production of

an amateur. Later issues, pspecially the red
and blue vanieties, were issued after some ex-
perience hiad been gaincd, and they preseut a
much fluer appearauce.

Appended is a liet of the varieties of Scinde
scnmps. Ail are adhesive, and all circular, but
issued with corners formning a &jquare. The
rt;d vnriety being the only exception, it ivas
issued in circular shape, exact to the die from
whicli embossed.

The varieties on fawn paper may be from
tAie guni, but the pape.r is much, thieker than
in any of the other varieties.

In conclusion, I give au extract from G ff-
cial Catalogue, London Philatelic Etxhibitiow,
1890, by Mlajor Evans: "Scinde District
Dawk. These unpretending.looking discs were
the forerunners of the general issues for Britiblh
India, having been iutroduocd iu Scinde in
1851, by the late Sir Bartle Frere. Until à
few months age, only the white and blue vari-
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eUies wvere known, and they wcrc l'airly reek-
oued aînoiigst the unattainables. à recent find,
however, lias broughit a few copies of' ecd into
the nîlarket, and lias revealed the existenei of'
an unknown varicty, in Uic third of' the nation-
alI colours. Ail British collectors ivill long for
tic Scinde Dawk stamps in red, ih itc, and blite,
but they iyon't ail -et ti .- rr the 0.ffi-
cial Gazc-ttc of fthe I. P. i.
