WRITERS WANTED

HEALTH AND HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Milk, applled once a week with a soft
clllolb, freshens and preserves boots and
shoes.

Canned sardines, carefully brawned on a
double-wire gridiron, and served with lem:
on, are appetizing.

Silk hankerchiefs and ribbons should be
washed in salt and water, and ironzd wet to
obtaln the best results.

Finger marks may be removed from
varnished furniture by the use of a little
sweet oil upon a soft rag.

For convenience in cleaning lamp chim-
neys nothing is better than a small' sponge
attached to the end of a stick.

If flatirons are ronugh and smoky, lay a
little fine salt on a fiat surface and rub them
well, It will smooth them and prevent
sticking.

A very good cement to fastes on lamp
tops Is melted alum ; use as soon as meited
and the lamp will be ready for use as soon
as the cement is cold.

Four quarts of spinach, one large head
lettuce, one tablespoonful of butter, one tea-
spoonful of salt, half a teaspoonful of sugar,
a slight grating of nutmeg, one teaspnonful
of flour mixed with balf a pint of cream or
milk, Clean the spinage and lettuce and
put them in a stewpan with one quart of
boiling water. Boll rapidly for five minutes
theo torn the vegetabies into a colander,
and pour cold water over them. Press as
much water as possible from the vegetables
and then chop very fine, Put the butter in
a stewpan and on the fire. Add the minced
vegetables and seasonings and cook gently
for fifteen minutes ; then add the flour and
cream and cook fifteen minutes longer.

Hot Rolis.—Sift three pints of flour in a
pan ; add three tablespoonfuls of butter, two
eggs, a teaspoonful each of salt and sugar,
and one-half cupful of yeast; make into a
soft dough with swest milk. Setin a warm
place over night. Knead in the morniog.
Make in rolls and set to rise; when light
bake In a very hot oven,

Vegetable Soup.—Two or three pounds
of lean beef and salt pork mixed, one small
bead of cabbage, one turnip, one large onion,
one small beet ; boll separately from the
meat. When the other vegetables are be-
gloning to get done, add two or three po-
tatoes. When all are done well, chop fine ;
chop the meat, put together and season.

Bread Omelet.—Crumble a cupful stale
bread crumbs and soak them in half a tea-
cupfol of milk. Then beat them quite
smooth and add half a teaspoonful of salt
and three beaten eggs. Butter a shallow
puddiog dish well, pour in the mixture and
bake in an oven about ten minuates; serve
at once in the same dish, as it falls quickly.

Tarts,.—When pies are to be made itisa
good plan to make more crust thao needed
for present use, and bake it up in shells for
tarts. Bake in the gem pans. These shells
will keep quite a while in a close tin box,
and are handy for emergency to heat a mo-
ment in the oven, then fill with some nice
jam or jelly. They make a pretty addition
to the tea table.

Remedy for Whooplag Cough,.—The fol-
lowing remedy for whooping cough was
brough from Germaay, and its effect in this
country, has been so good that those who
bave used it think it marvelous, Take four
large heads of garlic and boil them in a pint
of water, letting the water boil down consid-
erably. Add two tablespoonfuls of lard to
the water, boil again, strain, and while
hot add one teaspoonful of turpentine. It
should be kept in a cold place, and used to
apply under the arms, inside the hands
uoder the knees, at the elbow joints, upon
the bottom of the feet and around the nack.
Heat it and rub it in well before the fire,

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The cataloguo of McCormick Theo-

ferent states and couutries.

The cause of international arbitration
of disputes and differences arising be-
tween nations, and which is undoubtedly
waking progress in Britain and.the Unit-
ed States at least, finds no favor with
Lord Wolseley, the Commandor-in-chief
of the army. Speaking at a public din-
nerat the London Press Club lately, he
said that he did not believe in universal
peace. He cbaracterized the wman who
believed that the time was coming when
there would be no wars as a daugerous
dreamer, especially dangerous if he hap-
pened to hold a public position. He
hoped that no such man would ever be in
the fore-most piace in public life in Great
Britain.

The appointment of Sir Donald Swith
as Canadian High Commissioner in Lon-
don, in the place of Sir Zharles Tupper, is
one which will commend itself to all right-
minded Canadians. He is largely identi-
fied with the most important interests of
Canada, isa Canadian of high distinction,
and of great and wise liberality, The
place he has of late taken in Canadian poli-
tics, for its moderation, wisdom and pat-
riotism has raised him bigh in public es-

teem, and served to relieve somewhat the |

otberwise unsightly spectacle which has
been presented at Ottawa. The honor
and dignity and good name of Cahada,all
will feel are perfectly safe so long as they
aro in the hands of Sir Donald Swmith.

The last Jewislt Christian speaking of
the rerarkable interest shown by Jews in
New York in work being carried on thers
by Mr. Warszawiack, whose name is
well-known in Toronto, says: * Ag in the
previous month, so during the month of
March, our meetings have been ciowded
night after night almost without excep-
tion. Thirty-one meotings weve held at
the mission during the wmonth, which had
tharty-one days. At more than twenty of
these meetings it was neceasary totput the
sign out reading: ¢ The house is packed
Juli. No more admittance” Large
numbers of people wore refused admis-
sion, and during Passover week and at
tho Friday and Saturday meetings bun-
dreds of Jews and Jewesses were turned
away because of the want of wore
room.”

The jubilve of Rev. Dr. Green, the
voteran professor in Princeton Theo-
logical Seminary, was celebrated yester-
dey. A portion of a private letter from
the Rev. Dr. B. B. Warfield, a fellow-
professor, printed in the Pittsburg Messen-
ger, a fow days ago, thus refers to the
occasion. ** We are very busy pre-
paring for Dr. Green's jubilee celebra-
tion. It prowises to be a grest success,
as it deserves to be, for who in the whole
Church deserves of the Church as Dr.
Green does 7 Great scholar, great teach-
er, great man, great Christian, with heart
as big as his head, and with & modesty
equal to his scholarship !—he is sn in-
spiration and a model to all who know
him,. We feel like praying God to give
him to us for another fifty years, Ab,
that such a thing could enly be !”

The late George Munro, the eminent
and successful New York publisher, who
lately died very suddenly at the age of
seventy at his Hudson country residence,
was, the Halifax Witness informs us, ¢ a
native of West River, Pictou, and educat-
ed at the famed Pictou Academy. He
was for some years Principal of the Free
Church Academy, Halifax. His prosperity
enabled him to help Dalhousie to the ex-
tent of $320,000. He was at the same
time bountiful in other directions. Mrs.
Munro is & danghter of the late Dr. For-
rest, and sister of President Forrest, of
Dalbhousie. Mr. Munro leaves two sons
and two danghters. Two of his brothers
and threo sisters eurvive. Not his own
family and relatives only but the thous-
ands that have benefited by his muni.
ficence towards higher education will
mourn his death, and gratefully cherish
the remembrance of the good that he has
done,”

The difficulties arising in the Presby-
serian Church of the United States,
North, from the case of Rev. Dr. Briggs
and his teaching in Union Seminary, led

‘the Presbytery of New York to .ask in-

structions from the General Assembly as
to how it should deal with students com-
ing from that seminary to apply for license
to preach. A committee of Presbytery
appointed to examine the Assembly’s in-
structions on this matter has just reported.
Of this report a partisas follows :—* But
the Assembly further proceeds to *en-
join' this Presbytery as to its action
with reference to the licensure of these
students. In thusattempting to author-
itatively control the Presbytery in this
matter, it seems to us that the General
Assembly exceeds its constitutional
powers and infringes upon the inherent
rights of the Presbytery, which are speci-
fically reserved to it by our constitution,
as to the exercise of its functions in the
reception and licensure of candidates for
the gospel ministry.” After some discus.
sion the Presbytery adjourned until last
Monday, when a vote was to be taken on
the question, of which wo have not yet
heard the result.

Attention continues to be still very
much fixed in Britain upon the state of
things in Africs, and for the present,
interest in the Egyptian expedition is
eclipsed by the more critical state of af-
fairs in the south of Africa. While the
look of things in general is decidedly
squally, interest is concentrated on Briu-
wayo snd the fate of the handful of
Englishmen  beleagured there by the
Matabeles. It brings to mind some of
the events in the Indian mutiny. It may
be earnestly hoped that the efforts being
put forth to relieve the besieged will bo
completely successfal. What their fate
will be should it fail one cannot coptem-
plate withouta shudder of horror. The
sentence of death, although commated,
which bas brought great relief, pronounc.
ed upon members of the Reform Commit-
tee by the High Courtin Protoria, yet
gives reason, along with the refusal of
President Xruger to visit England with
a view to set upon a satisfactory basis
Transvaal affairs, for great anxiety
about what the outcome of this South
Africa ombroglio is to be. It is to be
hoped that bostilities with the Boers may
bo averted, as it is impossible to foretell
what{complications with European powers,
uspecially Germany and France, might not
be the result.

THEM?

Y KRNOXUNIAN.

For the next seven weeks the air will be
nlled with (omments on our public men.
Common-place comment will at times rise
to the high level of first class criticism, and
at times slnk down past personalities aod
abuse to the low plain of political black-
guardism. Part of the comment will be
truth, part half truth—the worst kind of a
lle—and part will be uablushing, brazen
faisehood. Here and there anmudst the dust
and din a voice will be heard denouancing
politlzs and politictans, The owner of the
volce will always be sure to saythat he takes
no interest in politics and that he considers
all politiclans a bad lot.

Now it might occur to some one to ask
if this country would stand much better poll-
tician than those we have. [Is it possibleto
govern Oanada by as clean methods as those
by which a high class merchaut or other
business man conducts bhis business. May
it not be possible that our government with
all its faults is just as good as a majority of
the people would support. It is easy to say
we ought to have better government, but
that is about as sensible as saying a stream
ought to be purer than the fountain from
which it flows.

Moses was a good man, a great leader
and wise legtslator. Supposing Moses wers
to rise from his unknown grave and stand
for a Oanadian constituency what would be
his chances for election. In some con-
stituencies he would not have the ghost of a
chance. We doubt very much f he could
secure election 1n any. If the people actu-
ally wanted the highest kind of pa riot, leader
and legislator Moses should have his choice
of constituencies and be elected by acclama-
tlon. Would he have any such choice or be
elected in any such way? The chances are
a million to one that in no coastitueacy in
Cavada—not even in North Oxford—would
the great legislator poll 2 sufficlent number
of votes to save his deposit,

Daniel was a high class statesman. He
was Prime Minister of a mighty empire of
one hundred and twenty provinces. There
are only seven Proviaces in this Dominion.
Danlel gave the Empire clean government.
His bitterest enemles said :  ** We shall not
find any occasion agalast this Danlel, ex-
cept we find It against him concerning the
law of his God.” His accounts were
straight. Their was neither boodle nor
bribery during his Premierskip. How long
could Daniel hold office as Premier of this
Dominion? We doubt very much if he
could find a constituency in all Canada.
The whole tribe of boodlers would go dead
against him. Belog a total abstainer he
would have to fight againt the liquor Inter.
est. Not belog a Patron he could not get
the Patron vote if there happened to be a
Patron in the field. It is pretty hard to say
just how the Torles and Grits and McCar-
thyites would look on the candldature of a
manp like Daniel. Most likely they would
say he was a very good man, but not a
practical politician sulted to the exigencies
of Caunadian politfcal life.

We imagine we see a8 score of readers
look up and mutter something about irrev-
erence. Talk right out please, and say it is
irreverent to speak of statesmen like Moses

and Daniel in connzction with Capadian’

politics. That s exactly what we want youn
to say. Now we have you in the very corn
er we want to have you in., Why does it
seem to you like irreverence to conoect the
pame of a legislator of the character of
Moses, and the name of a premier like
Dapiel with the government of Capada?
Were they not good men, wise rulers, great
leaders, high class statesmen? Is it be-
cause Moses was such a good man that you
cannot bear to thiok of bim fo conuection
with the public life of Canada? Then so

~
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much the worse for Cauada, Is it because
Danlel was such a pure, honest, lofty
statesman that you feel shocked to hear
hls name mentioned In connection with
the Premiership of this country’> Then
so much the worse for the premlership. A
good citizen might be proud .and grateful
for such a Premier as Danilel, but you are
shocked to hear his naunie mentioned in con-
pection with the office. Why?

Nobody would be shocked if the name
of the political trimmer, Pilate, were men.
tioned in connection with out political life.
Nobody would say It was irrevereat to name
Felix as a candidate.

Why feel hurt at the names of Danlel
and Moses and take kindly to such names
as Pilate and Felix, Is there any better
way of making an estimate of the political
morality of the country than by asking what
the electors would think of such statesmen
as Moses and Danicl? Perhaps our poli-
ticlans are quite as good men as the
country will stand.

THE ELDER MODERATOR QUES-
TION.

BY A NEBW TESTAMENT ELDER.

In the end of my last article on this
question I referred to objections that have
been urged against the appointment of
Elder Moderators, and that might be urged
agaiost the illogical and unscriptural dis-
crimination agalost such appolatments,
which bave been so general in the past.
Some of the former I shall state and answer,
and some of the latter I shall state, and leave
for some on else to answer from Scripture
or reason, if possible, before I vete to cen-
sure the Presbyteries that have ventured to
depart from the use and wont of the Church,
in this matter. It has been objected against
the 2ppointment of Elder-Moderators .—

(1.) That *“the office of Moderator in-
volves the exercise of functions belonglog
exclasively to the ministry, c.¢, the offering
of <he ordination prayer, with the laying on
of hands.” This is not admitted. Ordina.
tion is an act of Presbytery, of which elders
are equally members with ministers. The
Moderator in sucha case is but the exscu-
tive officer, or spokesman of the Presbytery,
and might as appropriately be a raling as a
teaching elder. But though it were granted,
it were a simple matter on such occaslons for
the Elder-Moderator to request a ministerial
brother to officiate, pro Zemnpore.
heard of an objection to a zealous and effici-
ent elder laboring in word and doctrine, on
occasion, which Is a far more distinctively
ministerlal function than merely presiding in
session or Presbytery.

(2.) “Ruling elders have no right to ad-
minister sentences of suspension, etc.” Why
not? The ministerial Moderator has the
right only because he is Moderator. It is
not a personal but an officiat act. Any other
view Is of the essence of prelacy, against
which Presbyterianism is a scriptural and
perpetual protest.

(3.) *‘If elders were appointed Modera
tors there would be differences of opinion as
to what they might do acd what not, leading
to discussion and possibly unseemly divi-
slnns.” But ifelders have a right to the
cffice they have aright to do in it whatever
they are qualified to do, and Presbyteries
would not be apt to appoint any to the office
about, whose qualifications for their duties
there was any dcubt, as is sometimes done
now, under the role of ¢ ministers only, and
they by rotation,” so as to preserve the parity
of Presbyters, overlooking the fact that rul-
ing elders are New Testament Presbyters,
or then they have no place by right in Pres-
bytery.

{4.) * Moderators in conducting and giv-
ing official autbority to proceedings need
the highest qualifications and experience.”
Granted . but this principle logically follow-
ed would rnle out a great many ministers as
ineligible, ~nd would result in the appolnt.
ment, as permanent Mcderators, of the most
bighly qualified and experienced ministers.

.

Who ever .
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Along this line we should not have to go far
before we should find a fully-fledged Presby.
rerlan Bishop. Moderators of Synods would
be Arch-bishops. The Moderator of the
General Assembly, Primate—a sott of petty
Presbyterlan Pope.

(5.) "It would lead to uuseemly emula-
tlon and rivalry between elders and minis-
ters.”” Sarely aot. But, if so, what mast
be the feelings of the elders under the rule
that excludes them., Aad, perhaps after all,
it might not be a disadvautage if some of
elders were somewhat more ambitious of
‘ purchasing to themselves a good degree,”
and some of the ministers somewhat less
jike Diotrephes of old.

‘6 ) Dr Hodge says: * This new doctrine
must, either 1n virtue of its making elders
bishops and ministers, and yet setting the
pastor up as their official superior, issue in
prelacy ; or, lu virtue of making bnth elders
and ministers in the same sense Presbyters
and representatives of the people, Issue in
congregational iodependeacy,” Bat, the
so-called “pew’-—but scriptural—doctrine
does not set up the minister as the oficial
superior of the elders. That Is just what
the opposite doctrine, and the preseat almost
universal practice of the Church, does. Botb
ministers and elders arenow, as a matter of
fact, representatives ofthe people, and in
precisely the same sense ; as both are cal-
led to office by the people, and both have
precisely equal authority over the people
and equal authority to speak for them,
thongh it must be admitted that ministers
sometimes arrogate to themselves powers
and privileges to which their position gives
them no scriptural claim.

Allow me now, very briefly, in ‘conclu-
slop, to state some objections to the theory
of Church government which holds that
there are two orders of elders, the one,
higher than the other, whose ordination is
different, and who aloneare entitled, regard-
less of natural or acquired qualifications, to
preside in the courts of the Church.

Those who hold this theory may be fair-
ty asked to point out the passage ot scrip-
ture, which, by a correct exegesis, supports
it. Itcaonotbedone. Your correspondent
Mr. Calder, quotes many authoritles for the
present practise of the Cburch, and cites
many passages of Scripture, tut not one of
them enunciates the principle, or formulates
the doctrilne, of the official superiority of
one class of elders. The theory is of the
essence of Prelacy, which has never failed
to foster natural pride and ambition, and to
corrupt the Church.

The policy of discrimination is illogical
and inconsistent, in that it permits and en-
courages elders to preach, without special
instructios, aod even without licease,
while it forbids them to preside, even in a
meetiog of Session—the local Presbytery—
for the transaction of even routine business,
which is surely far less responsible work
thao preaching. .

This, in the eyes of many, is the strong-
est objection to the elder-moderator, viz,,
that if an elder may be Moderator of Pres-
bytery, why pot of Sesslon, and of Synod
and General Assembly? Whynot? Elders
are chosen to rule, to exercise spuitual
authonity and junsdiction, but by making a
ministerial Moderator essential to a meeting
of Session the elders in a congregation are,
in tbe absence of a minister to preside,
practically deposed, gro fem , because, hav-
1oz no personal authority, they can act
officially only, aod then only when met in
Session. Aond thus, this honourable and
scriptural office 1s made void in all our
vacancies, through our traditional prelatic
predilections and practice, practically para-
lyzing the Session. A Session without a
Moderator is no Session, and one with an
outsider and straoger, as Moderator #ro
tem, is practically worthless for the transac-
tion of any but mere routine business.

What a reflection on our elderskip sucha
rule is:  Aa elder, however wise 1n counsal
or ripe 10 jadgmeant, may not preside, but 2
mere vovice fresh from college, who may
never have been at 2 meeting of Session in
his life, who knows nothing of the elders,
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and as little of the business to be done,
must be brought, even if It be twentp,
thirty miles, before a meeting can be hely,
practically depriving every elder i,
vacancy of his office, except when 1y
¢ clerical  Moderator Is available,

The theory breaks down at every oy
It illogically insists on a permanent Clesigy
Moderator of the local Presbytery ihe .y,
sion while steadfastly resisting (he ¥
pointment of a permanent Modetatn
Presbytery, Synod, or Assembly.

P
doesn't send to the minister at Ephesusy
call a meeting of his Sesslon at Miletus, 3
to come to Miletus to meet him and bny
his elders with him. There Is no bty
clerical superiority or supremacy.

But enough! There is no praciy
danger to the Church In the appointrieny
elder-moderators, either in Session or P!
bytery, Synod or Assembly, but great py
sibleadvantage. Theless that is madeoiis
office of elder, and the more reluctance thaty
shown to confer upon elders the honor iy
autbority that are their due, the less mayk
expected of them, in the line of their on
proper work. The past policy of t
Oburch suggests an answer to the questis,
so often asked, why so many of the eldersd
our Church are content to be mere perfux
tory officlals, whose principle functionsar
to agree with the minister in Session, audy
pass the elements, ib the observance of i
Lord's Supper. .

It is to be hoped that the Synod ¢
Toronto and Kingston will follow the leadet
the Synod of Hamllton and London, in
ferring the whole question of dealing x4
Presbyteries that have appointed el
moderators to the General Assembly, a
that the Assembly will be content to o
tinue the lower courts in possession of thy
scriptural rights, from which they haveny
yet been debarred in Canada by any speak
legislation. :

THE NEW PROFESSORS.

MR. EDITOR,—The Board of Kuox
College has nominated two men that hail
from non-Canadian Colleges to fill the vac-
ant professorships. Is this an attempt to
induce young men studying for the ministry
not to study in Canadian Theological Col-
leges ; but to seek seminaries of other lands,
as being more likely to lead them into pro-
fessorships ¢ Whether this be the aim of
the Board or not, the action of the Board,
especially if it be adopted by the Assembly,
will certainly have the eftect of sending
many a bright student to foreign seminaries
in order to develop the special kind of
¢ feathers " that *‘far off " birds have the
monopoly of growing.

I had myself a little weakness for seek-
ing my theological training in deserved!y
popular old Princeton, when I graduated in
arts. But [ changed my mind and pursued
my course in a Canadian Seminary. Then
I crossed the water and tasted the fruits of
Edinburgh theological training for some
months, and later on took another post-
graduate course in Princeton. Both in
Edinburgh and Princton I found good men,
both in the chairs and in the students’
seats. But wherever I was, I met Canadian
students and graduates, and did not find
them inferior to their classmates. Indeed,
when the chair of Hebrew Exegesis was va-
cant ip McCormick Seminary, Chicago, the
largest Presbyterian seminary in America, I
was pressed by Dr. Green of Princeton to
apply for the chair, having promise of his
cordial support. Speaking of the writer of
this note, in connection with a chair of Old
Testament Literature and Exegesis, Dr.
Green, in a letter of recommendation that
lies before me as 1 write, says: * From
my personal acquaintance with him and
my knowledge of the work which he has
done, and the ability and thoroughuess,
which he has shown, I have no hesitation in
saying that he gives high promise of eminent
success as a professor in that department,”

Now I do not write this to “bring water to
my own mill.” I have not got any * mill,”
except the *‘ tread mill ” of a pastor’s work ;
and tread mills do not require water. I
simply write to correct an impression that
‘** Dative Case’ men are so much more
plentiful abroad than thev are at home ;
and have introduced a reference to my own
acquaintance with the ¢ Dative Case,”
merely to prove that 1 was more or less
competent to pass an opinion as to the mer-

its of foreign “ Dative Case” men, when |
met them in their own colleges.

This Is the conclusion to which I have
come, as a result of a somewhat extensive
acquaintance with protessors in several
seminaries : The man who is to train stud-
ents for the ministry must be conversant
both with the subjects of the department
which he is to teach, and—more important
still—with the active duties of pulpit and

" pastoral work for which he is to train them, .

I believe that in nine cases out of tenm, the
theological college which calls to a chair a
man who has not had a fairly good experi-
ence in the ministry is making a most seri-
ous mistake. 1 could illustrate my state-
ment by reference to professors in Scotland
and in the United States, were it not un-
necessarily invidious to do so. Most men
will easily think of illustrations. You have
to be careful that your inexperienced * Da.
tive Case” man, does mot show more
knowledge of the nominative case than he
does of how to inspire, and teach, and train
men who'are to go forth to the preaching
and teaching of the Gospel of our Lord
Jesus Christ.

I 'am not a graduate of Knox College,
and, therefore, perhaps, am the more at
liverty to say that, in my judgment, the
College and Church will make a mistake, if
they go outside of Old Kunox's own gradu-
ates to hill the vacant chair.

The mater which is not alma to its own
graduates, may soon find abundant occasion
to call itself no longer Naomi but Mara, It
may even succeed in so far forgetting its
owa contribution to its misery as to exclaim,
when it sees -its most promising students
moving to foreign seminaries, as the places
where professors are produced, ** The Al-
mighty hath dealt very bitterly with me.”

The Canadian nephews of Knox College
do not want to see either their kind old auat
or their well-trled, orthodox, scholarly,
godly cousins wronged ; and we think a
considerable risk is being run when inex-
perienced, youthful strangers are given pre-
cedence to Knox men in invitations to chairs
in the home of their alma mater
TALMID.

REV. W. H. HOGZ'S NOMINATION.

MR. EDITOR,—* Ontario,” in his letters
of 15th April, referring to Rev. W, H. Hogg,
says, ‘* The gentleman in question offered
himself as a candidate for the chair of Old
Testament Literature and Exegesis.” It
should be clearly understood that Mr. Hogg
never offered himself as a candidate for any

“chalr in Knox College. The nomination was

entirely unthought of and uasolicited by him
and no one would be more surprised to hear
of it than he himself. His name was first of all
suggested by the Rev. Prof. Orr who lectur-
ed in Manitoba College last year. It was
taken up by ministers who include former
fellow students of Mr. Hogg, who have al-
ways followed his distinguished career with
interest, and also not a few graduates of
Knox College. '

Mr. Hogg was asked by friends, not
enemies, of our Church and of Knox Cellege
to offer himseif as a candidate for the Old
Testament chair. In letters which are
probably extant he pointedly refused to do
so. Of all that has transpired since, he has
most likely remained in ignorance uantil of-
ficial notification of his nomination to be
chairman of apologetics reached him. Sure-
ly, then, Christian courtesy should decree
that there will be plenty of time to makea
noise and use such language about his
nomination as has appeared in another sheet
after he has signified his intention of accept-
ing the nomination. That he will do this is
extremely doubtful.

Jesus gave several lessons upon the subject of
* work and wages in the kingdom of God.” His
parabolic utterances upon this question are con-
tained in the first three ““home readings ™ given
above. All three are necessarily taken into view,
if we wish to avoid misrepresenting the Lord in
this matter. Three things will be taken into con.
sideration in determining the * ethical value of
men’s work,” iz. the quantity of the work done,
the ability of the workers, and their motive in
working. Our lesson this week illustrates the
principle that when ability is equal, unequal re-
sultsnecessarily and justly receiveunequal rewards.
Perhaps the general division of the parable under
the headings 7he King and His subjects will
serve to bring the matter clearly before as.

I. The King.—There can be no doubt that
here Jesus gives * a veiled parabolic history of
the present and future fortunes of Himself.” In
no other. person conceivable could we find the
strange blending we find in the nobleman of our
parable. He is at the same time a nobleman and
a private person—a king and a trader, and a
trader on a scale so meagre that he can afford to
give to each of his servants no greater capital
than a pound. Jesus Christ is the only person in
whose life were such incongruities between His in-
trinsic dignity and His outward lot. Here then

‘is the King—of noble birth indeed, but having

His greatness veiled for a time, poor and despised
and humble, going away to receive a kingdom, to
return again clothed with majesty and power.
Meanwhile to His faithful servants He has entrust-
ed His wealth, small and insignificant as the world
measures worth, but mighty to the pulling down
of strongholds aad the accomplishment of God’s
eternal purposes.

His Subjects. ~There are two great class-
€8, those in rebeliva and those who acknowledge
the right of their king to ‘reign. For the former
who remain in persistent rebellion, thereis noth-
ing in the future save wrath and destruction from
the presence of Him whom now they despise,
For the latter there remains reward when their
Lord shall come again, but reward to be given
in proportion to the degree of faithfulness they
bave shown in the use of that with which the
Master has entrusted them. What then is the
stock in trade of these loyal servants? To each
was given a pound, all were treated alike. This
represents the common heritage of the saints,
*¢ the faith once delivered to them,” the Word of
God, the gospel of Jesus Christ. With this we
are to go forth ** trading " for the Master. Twice,
or three times, do we find in the Acts and Epistles,
references to the Word of God as an article of com-
merce, it * multiplies,” with it the apostles do
not dealas “huckstering traders.” But by and
by the king returns and then comes the day of
reckoning. The first great division is along the
line indicated above. Then among the loyal set-
vants there are found three classes, those who
have thrown themselves heart and soul into the
work (their pound has gained ten pounds), those
who have been only halfin earnest (their pound
bas gained ffz¢ pounds), and those who have been
so selfish, that they have rested content with pos-
sessing the Word themselves, and have done noth-
ing to bring it to others. There are a number of
delightful touches here which space forbids even a
reference to. Note, to the second class the Lord
does not say * Well done,” that the reason why
the third did nothing is because be did not think
he could satisfy his Lord, and that thereis no
hint of the last class being utterly rejected, but
only excluded from reward.

Let us remember that greatness of action de-
pends on twc other kinds of greatness ; on our ap-
preciation of the greatness of the occasion when it
can be done. It has been well said, by an emia-
ent French writer, that the true calling of a Chris-
tian is not to do extraordinary things, but to do
ordinarythings in an extraordinary way. The most

" trivial tasks can be accomplished in a noble,

geotle, regal spirit, which overrides and puts aside

all petty, paltry feelings, and which elevates all
little things,— Dean Stamley.

* Lord, give me great thoughts,” It is a
prayer that we may well make our own, and
I think it is most profitable at the very be-
gioning of a meeting, such as this, to bring
before our minds some one great thought
which we may keep as the key-note to all
our proceedings. I kaow of none more in.
spiring in this work for which we are gath-
ered together to-day than that of the king-
ship of our Lord Tesus. It suggests the
greatness,” importance and universality of
our work. We are engaged in the King's
business—it is not given to us by any subor-
dinate ruler-—not circumscribed in its opera-
tions, nor confined to our own country or
people, but as far as our Jesus rules in this
world so far our aims extend. Christ’s king-
dom will come whether we help or not, that
is certain. There is no haphazard about it,
peither is it based upon the promises of one
who can fail. The religion of Buddhism,
Brahmism, Confucianism have many grains
of gold among the heaps of rubbish—even
cruel Mahomedanism hastheone great thought
of the one God, “ Allah is Allah |” but they
have no loving seed within them, no vital,
. soul-saving, sin-destroying doctrine. These
systems shall wax old and pass away, but the
kingdom of Christ shall never pass away.
It shall break in pieces and consume
all these, it shall stand for ever, and our
King shall rule when the kingdoms of this
world shall become the kingdoms of our
Lord and of His Christ.

These things being so, what manner of
persons should we be? What influence
should this thought make upon us as work-
ers in this kingdom ?

1, It should make us earnest and eager.
The Kings's business requireth haste. He
salth to one ‘' go, and he goeth.” * Go
quickly and tell.” The overpowering won-
der, of the converted heathen seems to be,

Oh,
let us see the hand of God in the affairs of
the nations. Let us have faith in Hls pro-
mises and in the ultimate triumph of the
gospel of His grace. The prayer book ver-
ion of the 4th verse of the ggoth Psalms
comes often to my mind at such times as
the present, ** The Lord is king, be the peo-
ple never so impatient ; He sitteth between
the cherubims bethe earth never so unquiet.”
Where is the place for anxiety and alarm
with such a verse as that?

" 3. It should make us loyal to our King.
We koow well what the fe¢ling of loyalty
is. We have seen its exhibitions during the
past winter in our own country. Never at
any previous time has there been such a
burst of loyalty—never such a rally on the
part of ocean-sundered colonies to the dear
old land—never such a feeling of unity and
brotherhood—never such an assured con-
sciousness of the greatness of the race to
which we belong. Thank God for that!
But shall we be less loyal to our great spiri-
tual king—the king and head of the church ?
God forbid !

4. It should make us earnest and con-
stant in our prayers. “ We are coming to a
king, large petitions let us bring.” He has
power to grant us our heart’s desire ; He is
willing to give us great things for the king-
dom. ] wish I had time to expand this
thought in reéard to our special work for
Foreign Missions, but I am limited to time.

5. It should inspire us with hope and
joy. Oh! Ilove to think of Christ coming
down the centuries, the ** Ercomonos,” the
coming oue. I often have a vision of Him,
clad in white, as I saw Him in the picture
of Dore’s * Christ leaving the Pretorium,”
only with the sad look all gone and inits
place one of victory and regal conquest.

Yes,
‘¢ Thou art coming, oh my Saviour!
Thou art coming oh my King!
In Thy beauty ail resplendent—
In Thy beauty all transcendant,
Oh the joy to see Thee reigoing,
Thee my own beloved Lord !

So, my dear friends, let the thought of
our King dominate our minds and hearts
during these days of our meetings.

LORD'S DAY OBSERVANCE ACT.

[During the last session of Parliament
Mr. John Charlton, whose name has become
assoclated with legislation of the most im-
portant kind for the public good, introduced
a bill for the better observance of the Lord’s
Day, and in doing so supported the measure
in the speech which follows and which we
gladly commend to our readers.—EDITOR]

I desire to say just a few words upon the
provisions of this Bill which are contained in
four sections. The first provides that the
issue and sale of Sunday newspapers shall
be prohibited. The second provides for the
closing of the Dominion canals from six
o'clock on Sunday morning until ten o’clock
on Sunday night. The third section makes
provision for the reduction of railway travel
as far as Is possible at the present time. The
regulations go to the extent of forbidding
local freight and local passenger traffic, but
it does not interfere with through freight
traffic or through passenger trains, but con-
tains a provision that when the United
States Government prohibits freight traffic
on Suanday, then through freight trains from
one point on the American border to another
point on the American border, shall not be
permitted in Canada. The fourth section
prohibits Sunday excursions by steamer or
railway, or in part by steamer and in part by
railway. This is substantially the same Bill
as that introduced last session. It is sub-
stantially the same Bill that met the ap-
proval of the late lamented Sir John Thomp-
son, the session before last. He supported
the first two clauses of the Bill, and it was
largely due to the efficlency of his support
that these clauses passed the House. I am
quite conscious, Mr. Speaker, that I am the
subject of a good many jibes, some sneers,
and no small amount of ridicule because of
the position I have taken with regard to this
Bill. I suppose the opponents of the Bill
think it high time that my persistency in
pressing this Bill should cease, and that I
should allow the matter to rest. But I am
encouraged in the course I have taken in
this regard by the success I finally met with
in Parliament some years ago with a Bill
providing for the punishment of seduction.
At first that Bill was scarcely treated with
courtesy by the House. Bat it finally
passed this House ; and, after three at-
tempts, it passed the Senate of Canada, and
it is now the law of the Dominion. 1 say
that the success I met with in that Bill en-
courages me to suppose that it is possible
that the Bill I now present to the House,
which is one of vastly more consequence,
and one calculated to confer much greater
advantages and larger blessings upon this
country, may also finally become the law. 1
observe that my friends the reporters and
editors of the newspapers, are sometimes
somewhat facetious with regard to my hobby,
my fad, as this Bill is termed. Well, Sir, I
think the reporters of this country are inter-
ested in the matter of having one day out of
seven to themselves. If they understood
the position of their brethren of the press in
the United States, I do not think they would
desire to exchange circumstances with them.
I believe the life of a newspaper man upon
the press which issues Sunday editions is a
life of slavery. I am told that the reporters
upon the American daily papers which pub-
lish Sunday as well as week day editions
have a professional life oi about seven years
on the average—at the end of seven years
they are played out.

‘“ While paying the company for pioneer-
lng work, my son and others have hadto
hire smali labor cutters, with no comfort and
dangerous salling, in which to visit aew and
out of the way places—work which will be
easily and comfortably done now by our new
mission ship,”

THE AMERICAN PRESBYTERIAN
MISSION IN PERSIA.

Twenty-five years ago the whole mission
was centred in the single station of Oroom-
iah, with alittle band of five missionaries,
ope of whom was a physiclan. At preseot
there are six principal statlons, four of which
are large and important citles, There are
sixteen ordained missionaries, five mission-
ary physiclans, and one lay worker. The
entire missionary staft at the present time,
including ladies, Is 63. The native preach-
ers, from 53 have increased to 121 ; the con-
gregations from 64 to 119; the organized
churches from 3 to 38 ; while solid founda-
tlons for orderly ecclesiastical development
have been laid in Presbyterles and Synods.
From 746 church members the roll basin-
creased to 2,823, while the total additions to
the Cburch during the quarter of a century
pumber in all more than 3,000.

Educatlonal work bhas expanded from
two boarding-schools to nine thoroughly
equipped iustitutlons with an aggregate of
450 pupils in their vatious departments, In-
cluding academic, theological, and medical
lines of Instruction. The total of pupils io
all schools has increased from 865 to
3.502.

The valuable medical arm of the mission
has assumed a position of great inflaence
and usefulness, with three established hos-
pitals located at Orcomiab, Tabriz, and
Teheran, and five large dicpensaries, one of
which will soon be another hospital, at
Hamadan.

The soclal iofiuence of this expaaded
work caannot be photograpbed in words, but
traces of it may be sten in the new appreci-
ation of education, the breaking down of
prejudice, the disintegration of superstition,
the guickening of the splrit of reform among
the people, the elevatlon of home life (es-
pecially among Christian converts), and the
transformation of some of the more objec-
tlonable soclal customs, Christian forces
are rallylog, and the spiritual leaven Is
working.

A SUNDAY SPIN?

Decidediy vot, if 1t tokes von away from
your home and your church. Itis around
these that the Sabbath centres. Under the
old law the Sabbath day's journey practically
kept everyone at home, where God knew
they would be more likely to spend the day
well than amidst the distractions of even a
visit to near frieads. The synagogue or the
temple, too, would be near by and attend-
ance thereat, on that account, more likely.
It looks as if the struggle to retaio our Sab-
bath as a day of rest and worship were golng
to be to the very death. Every Improvement
in rapld transit, whether by steam or
electricity or the wheel, isturned at once
against the sacred day. This column has
no single word to say against the blcycle.
[t isno longer a toy. It Is often a minister’s
good frlend. His sick people will have to
thank the speedy safety for many an extra
visit. But just at present, when the craze is
running so high, there is a very pecullar
temptation to our young people. Sunday
Is so long aday and so free a dayto those
cooped up in stores or workshops all the
week, that it iscasy to reason oneself into
the talking of a Sunday spin. There is no
special sin in bicycling on the Sabbath any
more than in ordinary walking, or going by
trtam or boat. They are all one. But the
facility with which the wheelman can run
long distances and thus carry himself out of
reach of his own home and his own church
makes it the enemy tothe Sabbath most to be
feared at the present time. This is especlally
true of the young pecple ; for the wheel and
youth go together., It isa case where self-
restraint is cailed for. Of no necessary use
of the blcycle should anyone complain.
But the self-denial that lays down the rule,
** My church and its services, my home and
its qulet charitles first,” will receive ample
compensation. But to speak of the blessings
that will come to yourself, your example
will help those who are weaker and to whom
a Sunday spin would inevitably mean a Sab-
bath waste} and profaned.

CHRISTIAN CITIZENSHIP,

The Christlan Endeavor movement has
emblazoned * Christian Citizenship " oa its
banners., This does not mean that Christian
Endeavor socletles are to become political
clubs or that the movement as a whole is to
attach itself to any party or attempt to form
a new party, Whenever Christian Endea-
vor shall shunt on to these lines, a wieck is
imminent. Its position is precisely analog-
ous tothat of the Church ; for is it not
simply a portion of the Church organized
for certaln special objects ? The Church, as
a Church, forgets its character and mission
when it goes into politics. ‘¢ My kingdom
is not of this world,” sald the Church’s
Founder. It lives in spirituality ; and in
the long run adds nothing to the success of
the cause it takes up. The Church’s duty
is so totrala its members that they shall
obey conscience in the smallest detail of
dalily life, and that they shall act in a Christ-
like way in all things—honestly, truthfully,
charitably. The Christian Endeavor Society
must follow In the same direction. Its object
is to lead the young people to the Saviour
and to lift them into a high plane of Christian
manhood and womanhood. Young Endea-
vorers who have votes should use them,—
us them as understanding and conscience in
the sight of God shall direct ; but Christian
Endeavor Socities should fight shy of going,
as socletles, into any political contest, even
where temporary gain for the right may ap-
pear possible,

The words of Carist, as recorded in the
text, bave speclal reference to the rewards
which shall be meted out when Christ comes
lo His glory accompanied by the holy
angels. But we should never forget that
even in this life Jesus bestows rich and ap-
proprilate rewards upon those who do His
will, While it is true thata place at His
right band is reserved for those who love
Him, itis also true that here and now, He
comes with rewards in both His hands lor
those who abide in Him and keep His com-
mandments, What are some of the earthly
rewards ?

Jesus blesses His people with peace,
Or~ of the last legacles which he bestowed
up.a His followers before taking His de-
parture was peace. ‘ Peace I leave with
you ; My peace glve unto you ; not as
the world giveth, give 1 uanto you.” There
is no peace to the wicked. They are like
the troubled sea when it canaot rest. Before
Hedley Vicars was converted, he appeared
to be so happy and jovial that his compan-
ions used to call him * The happy rake.”
But he declared that sometimes he envied
his dog, preferring to be a dog rather than
a man who must give an account of him-
selfto God, “The peace of God which
passeth all understanding shall keep your
miod and heart through Christ Jesus.”
When abldiag in Christ, conscience cannot
accuse ; rather must it smile approvingly
upon our conduct. We are at peace with
God because through Christ we have re-
ceived the reconciliation. ¢* Being justi-
fied by faith we have peace with God
through our Lord Jesus Christ * (Rom. v. 1).
We know we cannot be condemued, neither
can anything be lald to our charge since
Christ has died—yea hasrisen, and Ged has
justified (Rom. vlii. 33-33). We have peace
from the dernands of law, for the law of tae
spirit of life hath made usfree from the law of
sin and death (Rom. viil. 2). We arekeptin
perfect peace because our minds are stayed
on God (Is. xxvi. 3, 4). Great peace have
all they that love God’s law (Ps, cxix, 165).

¢ O, what peace the Saviour gives !
Peace I never knew before,

A.nd my way has brighter grown,
Since I've learned to trust Him more."

Then, too, we are rewarded with power
when we do Christ’s will. No man can be
really strong unless he abides in Christ, and
looks for the help of that divine Spirit who
was promisedas the Church’s Teacher, Guide
and Comporter. We receive power whep
the Holy Ghost comes upon us and the
Holy Spirit comes when we sweetly rest in
Christ’s love (Acts. 1. 8.)

There are many other blessings with
which Christ’s followers are rewarded in this
life, but the text has to deal especially with
the rewards which He bestows upon them
when He comesto judge the world, Then
He will say to those on His right hand,
¢ Come ye blessed of My Father, inherit the
kingdom prepared for you from the founda-
tion of the world.” To hear the Master
pronouace those words will more than repay
for sl the trouble, the disappointment and the
discouragement wehave met with ia entering
the kingdom. He will reward us then with
a place ina kingdom prepared from th
foundation of the world—a kingdom which
shall never pass away, and one which has
none of those elements of weakness that are
characteristic of earthly kingdoms. The
mother of Zcbedee's children desired that
her two soas might sit, the one on the right
hand and the other on the lett of Christ
when He assumed kingly digrity. But
every one who trusts Christ for salvation
will be given a position of bonor far grander
than that ambitious woman ever dreamed
of. Shein common with many plons Jews
thought only of an earthly kiugdom, where-
as the kingdom we shall ioherit is grand,
glorious, everlasting. Al Christ's frieads
are made kings and priests unto God. Maoy
a hard and bitter struggle has taken place
for an earthly crowp, but there wiil be no
need to struggle for a crown there, for each
one shail have a crown of his own. ¢ Be
thou faithful unto death and I will give thee
a crown of life,” .

The
public mind soon tires of one question and by that
time a good many other questions will have come
to the front.

INTERNATIONAL ARBITRATION.

E have frequently of late referred to this
subject incidentally and in brief notes, as

being a living question, and very recently we an-
nounced the holding in Washington, United States,
of an important conference to promote the cause
of settling national differences by arbitration. Al-
though the subject has been before the public for
a long time, especially in Europe, that which led
directly to this conference was the dangerously
near approach to an unnatural war between Britain
and the United States, arising out of the action of
President Cleveland with respect to the Venezuela
boundary dispute. The bare possibility of such a
war taking place was felt by multitudes on both
sides of the Atlantic to be so shocking, so un-
natural and monstrous, that hardly had the fever
of feeling, on this side of the ocean at least, cooled
down than wise and good men began to take steps
to avert, as far as that can be done, the possibility
of such a thing as war between these two countries.
The spectacle of such a war, and still more the after
results of it, appeared on calm reflection to be so
ghastly, so disastrous to the whole civilized world’s
best interests, and to the name of the religion
which in common we profess, that men shrank from

it as too terrible to think of, and so began to take -

active and practical steps to promote the settle-
ment in the future of all such differences by the
peaceful, the rational, not to say Christian, method
of arbitration.

. In pursuance of this objecta conference, to be
composed of some of the leading and most in-
fluential men of all classes, was called to meetin
Washington on the twenty-second of last month.
An account of those present at this meeting, and
of the meeting itself, is given in the last New York
Independent, and the subject is so important, we
are so thoroughly and heartily in favor of it, we
so wish it to prevail that we condense for our read-
ers the substance of the account.

Its membership was drawn from forty-six
States and Territories and it included some of the
best know men in the country. There were re-
presented in it the army, the great educational in-
stitutions by such men as presidents Eliot, Patton,
Angell, and Gates ; the congress, the Seoate, and
there were present two ex-cabinet officials, the
Hon. John W. Foster and the Hon. Carl Schurz ;
authors Warner, Hale and Atkinson; leading
lawyers, judges, and clergymen, such as Dr. Cham-
berlain, Strong and Curry.

A third change he notes is that “ the popular
papers rely more and more upon popular features,
and to extend their circulation by meectiog the
wants of the age.” With regard to public educa-
tion, the writer of this article mentions what ap-
pears very strange to us in Canada, namely that,
half a century or less ago, the religious papers
argued that the statc had no right to concern itself
with the education of the people, FEdward Miall
said, *“To arrive at the conclusion that it is the
duty of the Government to feed and clothe all the
people of the realm, would be just abeut as logical
as todraw thesame inference with regard to ed-
ucation. Who made it the duty of Goverment to
interfere with the direction of mind? Whenever
the rulers of a people get hold of the minds of the
people, they frame them to patient submission, to
oppression, and to sympathy with cvery slavish
doctrine.” How differently do we in Canada,and
do they in England now view this question of the
functions of the State.  “Our idea of the State,”
says Mr. Nicoll, “its functions and responsibilities
has greatened, and it is necessary that our idea of
the Church, its powers and offices should greaten
also, grow no less than this, ‘the Church which is
His body, the fulness of Him that filleth all in
all’”

Mr. Nicoll indicates in a few words what he
conceives to be two needs of the religious Non-con-
formist press in England, which would also be .
great boon to Canada, but which, if England with
its wealth and large population has not yet reach-
ed, we cannot expect for a long time yet in Cana-
da. The first need “isa penny weekly Non-con-
formist newspaper of the type of the Speczator,
which would consider from a high standpoint of
principle and knowledge the cvents of the weck.
The second is something in the nature of a moder-
ately priced magazine and review, in which theo-
logical, political and literary subjects might be dis-
cussed in a Christian spirit.”

With regard to the pecuniary-prospects of such
veotures as these even in IEngland, how much more
in Canada, the writer, who isa competent judge,
utters a caution to all who are about to engagein
them, “ that they would never be undertaken by
anyone in his senses for pecuniary gain. If they
paid their way it is as much as could be expected.”
And with regard to new attempts of this kind he
adds, ‘‘ Any man who undertakes a new religious
paper adds ten ycars to his age. The anxieties of
the beginning are overwhelming, and it costs so
much to secure a hearing, that patience and capi-
tal alike are sometimes exhausted just when the
tide is about to turn.” Another suggestion he
makes, which, if our Church would only rally to its
support might be of the utmost benefit, is “the
issuing of cheap, standard little books on our
principles.” The Archbishop of Canterbury, he
mentions, is having prepzred a penny history of
the Church of England for universal distribution.
Speaking of Non-conformists he says, what is true
of us in Canada as Presbyterians. “ We are miser-
ably poor in literature of this kind, but we cannot
complain.” The attempt has been made amongst us,
on a small scaleit is true, it must necessarily begin
in this way, but for want of the encouragement and
support from the Church at large, which such an
endeavor might fairly expect its failure has been
such as not to warrant another attempt of this kind
for some time tocome. The Church in Canada,
especially perhaps ourown branch of it, and with
the exception of the Methodist body, shows, and
to its own loss, a most lamentable lack of appreci-
tion of the capacity that is in the press to render
service not only to her highest interests, but also
of what itis possible for it to do, as a great arm of
the Church'’s service for the advancement of all the
best and highest interests of the country and of the
kingdom of our Lord Jesus Christ. But we be-
lieve a better day is coming. A race of younger
ministers is growing up, and intelligent laymen
who take more kindly to the press, and who if only
more pecuniary encouragement could be given
would scon render most valuable servicee We
would fain hope, but. of this we are more doubtful,
that the education and the whole training of the
young in the home and in the Church is suchasto
produce a large class of intelligent and appreciative
readers, who will be able rightly to value ‘and by
their sympathy to encourage the best class -of
writers, : .

HOW THE MONEY CAME.

Ou the nurth shore of tha St. Lawr.
ence and on the main highway between
two well-known cilics, isa livtle Freach
village called St. Cassir. The village,
like all its kiadred throughout that Prov-
tiw, crasists of a cluster of red-roofed,
whitewashed log houscs, in the midst of
which rises a large, stone Roman QCatho.
lic Church, with its conspicuous tin
steeple, and Presbytery and convent hard
hy. Itisa very old village as some of ity
dwellings might testify. It was firat set-
tled in the days of Champlain,and now and
then tho ploughshare turns over a ball or a
hone, reminiscences of the early conflicts
with the Indians. St. Cassir differs from
moat of the Quebec villages in that it has
a small Protestant community comprised
of persona employed in the paper mills
which abound in that vicinity, and from
tho fact that somo miles back in the
country thero is & sottlement of English
and Irish imigrants who cke ont 2 humble
living by a kind of primitive farming.
Thoe peoplo of Hardwick, for this is tho
name of the scttlement, aro an uncoath,
but honest and industrions cluss and fond
of practical joles.

The spiritual wants of the Protest-
ants of St. Cassir woro ministered to by
» middle-aged man, a gradusto of an Eng.
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lish Collego, who had forsakon tho chances
of a poor curacy at home to obey the urg-
ent appeal of a colonial bishop. Thither
tho Rov. Jacob Wilkins had gone in the
early sixtios with his young wife; and
although not a brilliant man be performed
the duties of his mission to the best of his
ability and with a conscientious exaot-
noss, Money in those days was scarce
and salaries small. Although his family
bad increased by four duringthe seven
years of his incumbency at St. Cassir,
the otipepd rewained (.> same and by
dint of rigid economy it was barely pos-
sible to make ends meet,

The services were held in a barn-like
wooden structure and not far from it was
the building which did service asa day
school as well a3 a parsonage. It was
one of thoso old stone houses not nncom-
mon in the ecarly settled parts of the
Province, with its huge chimuneys, steep
roof and thick walls this latter featuro
being a precaution of the builders againat
the frigid extreme cold of a Canadian
winter and the torrid heat of summer and
likewise, that in case of necessity it might
serve as a barricade against the probable
attacks of Indians.

It was a cold, dreary November night,
and Mre, Wilkins left the nursey where
she had just put four little sleepy heada
to rest, and entered her husband’s stady,
for we can hardly dignify it by the name
of library. Here the Rev. Jacob sat
musing over a long sick list. The weckly
paper bad fallen upon the floor. A little
while ago the clock had struck nine, and
he had drawn the last whiff from his pipe
and was toasting hix feet before the stove,
in which a fire burned briskly. At the
entrance of Mrs. Wilkins with a bag full
of stockings, all niore or less in nced of
repair, and with a tired and anxious look
upon her faco, a couversation at ounce be-
gan upon domestic affairs and a calcuala-
tion was made regarding the income and
expenditure of the current montb. The
wind blew in hurricanes. The angry rain
dashed sgaiast the windows and an occa-
sional murmur of thunder could be heard.
The forest trezs were long since dismantl-
ed of their leaves, though the first smow
had not yet come. It had been an ex-
ceptionally wet antumn, and wkat with
bad roads and swollen sircams, pastoral
visitation, of which that sickly season de-
manded a great deal, was far from pless-
ant. Still Pargon Wilkins toiled on,
never murmaring at the nardness of his
lot, nor shrinking to go where daty call-
ed. He had never been knownin all the
seven years of hig incumbency to miss an
appointment.

ITOW THI: BOERS LIVE.

A writer in the Forum gives the fol-
lowing description of the daily life of a
Boer family :—

1The daily iife of a Boer family isa
gimpleone: At daylight, all thoe mem”
bers assomble in the main room-—the
kitcher and eating room, althongh most of
tho food is cooked in the open air—where
tho head of the family reads reverently a
chaptor or two from the Bible—generally
the Old Testament—a simple, manly
prayer is then oftered, followed by tho ob-
servance of an ancient DBible custom. A
colored handmaid enters the room with a
basin of water and a towel. The guestis
first approached, and invited to wash his
hands and face and wipe them on the
towol. The head of the family is next
approached andso on around the room,
until 811 have been included in the cere-
mony. This constitutes the day’s ablu-
tion of the femily. The morning meal
consigts of a dish of meat—desr or mut-
ton, and somctimes beef cut into large
picces. They all sit around the board
while tho father says a long grace. Each
man, for the women eat alonc, selects the
particular pieco of meat that strikes his
fancy, ana as soon as the ‘Amen’ is
spoken, sticks his fork into the piece se-
lected. It bappens sometimes thattwo
solect: tho sarac piece; then, the quickest
man gets the booty. Dry bread, some-
times butter, and strong black coffec, com-
plote the bill of fare, which may stand as
a samplo meal.”

Tho oye slways sces what it wants to
see, and the car hears what it wants to
hear. If lam intent upon birds’ nests in
oy walk, I find birds' nests everywere.
Somo pcople sce four-leaved clovers
wherever thoy look in the grass. A friend
of mine picks up Indian relicsa ail about
the ficlds ; ho has Indisn refics in his oye.
X havo scen him turn out of the pathat
right angles, as a dog will when he scents
wdmething, and walk straight away soveral
rods, and pick up an Iodian pouading-
stone. Ho saw it ont of the corner of his
oye. I findthat withont conscions effort
I scoand hear birds with liko ease. Ego
‘aud aar are alwsys on the alert.—John

ANNIVERSARY SERVICES.

REV. JOHN THOMPSON, D.D., SARNIA.

Oa Sunday, Aptil 26th, the Rev. J. Thompson,
D.D., of Sarpia, celebrated the thirtieth 2aani-
versary of his ordination and induction 2s pastor of
St. Apdrew's Lhurch of that town. The Rev.
V. G Jordan, B.A., of Strathroy, preached two
sermons of singular power and appropriateness,
which were highly appreciated by the large con.

30,
3t. At cach service Dr. Thompson gave 2 shoit
address, in which be cotdially recognized the
kindness manilested towards bim by the conprega.
tion, and reverently acknowledged the kind
Providence that had watched over him during
the years of his long pastorate. Without attempt-
ing a lengthy and detailed review of his mioistty
the doctor called attentioa to some noleworthy
tacts as follows :—~Thitty years ago he wasor-
dained and inducted to his first pastoral chage,
and although other spheres of labor bad at timss
been open to him, he bad seen it to be his duty to
remain in the same place ever since, doing his
wotk steadily and according to his best ability.
Of the 129 who signed the call only 38 now re-
mazin, and of the 75 communicants only 17 are
left. The population of the town has oaly dogb!-
cd in that time while the commuanion zoll has it~
creased tenfold.  Sothat there ate now three con-
gregations in the place of the ooe small congrega-
tion. Of those who attended the ordination ser-
vices on the part of the Presbytery, cight ministers
have besea taken away, while one, the Rev. G.
Cuthbertson, of Wyoming, still lives and wosks
among us. The thirty years of service had ben
matked by ubinterupted peace and steadily in.
cieasing prosperity which should call forth the
gratitude of botd minister and people. The
1adies of the congregation had prepared a surprise
for their minister, in the form of 2 gift of a set of
handsome pulpit robes, which the doctor zc-
knowledged in 2 few well chosen words.

On tbe following evening a social meeting
was held in the school toom, which had been
conveaicatly arranged and tastefully decorated
for the occasion. A substantial suppzr was serv-
ed from 6.30 1o 8 o'clock, znd alterwards 2 pro-
gramae ot instrumental and vocal music provided
{or the entestainment of those preseatl. Ia the
counse of the evening shott  coogratulatory
specches were delivered by Revs. G, Catbbertson
aud W. G. Jo:dan, o which at a later s:age suit-
able tespose was made by Dr. Thompson. The
1adies of 1he conpregation are certainly 10 be cone
gratulated on the very enjoyable and §uccesslal
social gathering which concinded the anniversary
celebration.
