Twenty active stocks advanced

limited. That the rye crop in many
part of the continent is partially
a failure, and also that it is to the
advantage of the big Wall Street
manipulators to uphold the price of
wheat in the Interests of the granger
roads. When the actuzl figures of
Chicago vissible supply became
known and that instead of this being
over 1,000,000 increase their was
scarcely one-third of a million. The
local shorts took fright and started
to cover with the result that prices
at one time were quoted a point over
Saturday’s.
