The gist of the speech is as follows, the
subject being *‘ The Solution of the Disestabliskment
Controversy by a Plan for Reunion of Scottish Presby-
terians.” e pointed out that the great ends of the
historic canflict in tho Scottish Church were seen in a
series of singular gains—the trlumph of the Evangel all
over the Jand, the complete ending of patronage in the
Churches, the security for spiritual independence.
These, he pointed out, were great things to have won,
and they owed them to the movements which parted
the Presbyterians in the land. Now that these were so
wonderfully gained, should it not ba the common effort
to secure reunion? Thero was need for a new move-
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ment leading to the reunion of the divided forces, By
many signs there was reason to_hope for a steady
advance if such a movement were condially attempted
in the spirit of brothethood and. in devotion to our
Lord. The new movement, he held, must be one which
honored the convictions which were conscientiously
held, even when they were at the opposite extreme from

our own ; and our effort must be to foster the brother- '
- hood which would bring out in due time days of

reunion.

‘The Japanese Government have given orders in
Switzerland for 18,000 watches, the cost of which isnot
to exceed 10s.

Peace with Contentment,

In a recent article entitled “God’s Dynamics** Dr.
Charles L. Thompson says : “ The place where God puts
us is the place through which the power rises.” How
true? Yet what truth is less acted upon in our daily lives ?
What a difference it would make to the world if all pro-
fessing Christians accepted and lived this truth. Instead
of discontent and murmuring with our lot, there would be
contentment and thankfulness; instead of coveting other
people’s riches and position, we would turn our immediate
surroundings to advantage on Ged's lines. We would
experience the truth that “man's chief end is to glorify
God,"” not to outstrip his neighbors in wealth and worldly
display.  Social questions would assume a different form
also. Some of the hard problems of the present day would

vanish, to appear no more, before a gospel understanding of
the relations of man to man.

The attitude of the church to social and labor questions
has been often variously discussed. The poor appeal to
her as the poor man's friend. The philanthropist holds
that her mission includes the alleviation of poverty and the
social and moral clevation of mankind. And so it does.
Itis also her high mission to make war on worldliness, on
worldly success as the aim of man's life, to proclaim that
man was not placed in this world to get rich, to eam a
comfortable living, or for worldly ends, to teach man that
his position and circumstances are incidental except in so
far as they aid or discipline him in building his spiritual
life and character for the hereafter, to assail all evil whether
sucial, economic, civil, political or moral, to resist tyranny

and oppression as manifestations of evil, to show that evi
must be overcome hy good, and to show that as long as
the majority of mankind make ecarthly happiness, and
wealth their great aim, so long will inequality, oppression
and wickedness in business prevail. Until professing
Christians accept of and live in the spirit of Christ there
will be no social amelioration, in the true sense. Class
feeling is more intensc to-day than at the end of the
last century, because Mammon is God and his worship is
prevalent. When a fair proportion of the population of
the civilized nations become Christians not in name only,
but in fact capital and labor will be harmonized and the
mad ““race for riches,” the curse of the world, shall cease.
That happy result will not be breught about by a juster
distribution of wealth than that prevailing, although that
should come, but by an acceptance of the true purpcse for
which man was created, Yet, when mankind places its
true value on evanescemt wealtn it will circulate the
easier, finding and comforting the needy, and when the
wants of the soul become a first charge on the heart
luxury and grandeur will no longer be a soutce of con-
tention and strife between man and man.

The Augmentation Scheme,

We call the attention of our readers to the circular
issued by the Assembly's Committee on Augmentation.
It is a strong appeal, packed with telling thoughts and
facts. All ity points are made with singular force, It
must convince the most sceptical of the necessity of the
scheme, and of the splendid results which are recorded
to its credit. Our church is with good reason proud of
the achievements of the Home Mission Scheme; but
the ground so vigorously overtaken by that Scheme
would often be ia a measure lost, if the Augmentation
Committee did not follow and hold the ground. This
is its main function, building up causes in their tran-
sition stage from mission stations to self-sustairing
congregations; and this memorandum shows how effi-
ciently the work has been done, in twelve years 250 cen-
gregations having developed into 2 condition of indepen-
dence. In this scheme the genius of Presbyterianism
1s crystallized—all the parts of the church making com-
mon with each other, the strong helping the weak. It
has been a characteristic of the teaching of our church,
that it has aimed at building up into a sturdy character
the souls that have come to the knowledge of the truth,
The administration of the affairs of the church show
the same wisdom, in maintzining grourd which it has
once occupied. * Hold fast that which thou hast” isa
divine injunction, which the church has embodied in
itsaimsand policy. Tenacity of purpose is ““writ large”
onour history; and we mistake the temper of our
people, if they will not continue to give this scheme
their hearty support. More especially now that the
managment of the scheme has complete mastery of the
facts needed to its satisfactory adminstration. Ifthere
ever were rotten branches on the tree, they have been
lopped off. The pruning knife has been unsparingly
applied. No effete or unneeded causes are now bolster-
ed up by the committee. To prevent the sympathy and
particality of Presbyteries from supporting unworthy
applications for 2id from the fund, Synods now revise
all applications coming from within their bounds.
Thus every guarantee is afforded «hat the money con-
tributed by the church to this scheme will be wisely
expended. Itremains tobeaddedthat while thescheme
is essential to the building up of causes in connection
with the aggressive work of the Church, in the new
scttlements, it is performing & no less important func-
tion, in helping to maintain ordninnces among the
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feebler, decreasing congregations, in the rural districts
of the Province of Quebzc and of Eastern Onterio.
1t is a sacred duty laid on the Church not to abandon
old friends or suffer the remnants of our people to be
merged in the superstition of the majority around them
as happened a hundred years ago about Murray Bay
and Reviere du Loup. And to accomplish all the work
cut out for them, the committee ask only the modest
sum of $28,000, Nothing moreis needed to ensure
that this amount will be placed at their disposal by the
church, than that our people shall read and inwardly
digest the contents of the committee's circular, which
fittingly closes witha pathetic reference to the illness
of the **beloved Convener,” of whom it may be said
that so long as health and strength were vouchsafed
to him, they were unsparingly devoted to furthesing
the interest of this scheme especially as well as to
aiding every good cause to which the church is com-
mitted.

For the Young.

The ever deepening interest mainifested by the
church in her young people is most praise worthy. It
bodes well, in these days of disjointed, lame, views of
life, that the young are being attracted to the churches
and are banding themselves together for their mutual
protection from error into societies. The work entrusted
to the general assembly's committee appointed for the
oversight of these societies is of a most important

character, youth has its future before it; what that
future may be must depend largely on theimpulse given
it at the start of its career, surrounded by Godly
influences, nurtured in sound views of responsibihity
to God and groundedin the shorter catechism there
would be little to fear of a good course and glorious
eading. But cutloose from these, what a sad outlook?
The design of the societies is good, their work thus far
has received approval, and the committee willdo much
in guiding these societies for the future. The com-
mittee is in earnest and all friends oughtto contribute
what they can, for much is needed. -Our word shall
never be awanting on the right side, but over and above
that word we shall use our columns for the words of
others. To-day, in this issue of the PRESBYTERIAN
Review will be found a page devoted to the work of
the Committee and filled with practical, interesting
reading for the young people, The page will be
regularly continued. It will be the young people’s
page and we hope will be taken advantage of by alj
who wish to do real service to the cause it seeks to
further,

Foreign Mission Funds.

The attention of congregations is drawn to the fact that
at the present time the Foreign Mission Fund is in arrears
to the exteat of $27,426.28, i.c., we are paying interest on
that amount of moncy borrowed from the banks. Congre-
gations will help the cause by remitting their contributions
to Dr. Reid at as early a date as possible, and let it be
remembered that 2 considerable increase in the Foreign
Mussion staff requires increased liberality. It is hoped
that the Young Peoples Societies of the church, will this
year contnbute the $8000, necessary for the support of the
mission in Honan, and thus not only help to meet the
present obligation but to extend the work. It is still true

Boottish Professor Marcus Dods, criticizing a
Ritunllam.  report of the Scottish Church Socicty's
second conference. says : “ During the last half-century an
object lesson in the meaning and results of ritualism has
been exhibited by the Church of England. From it, even
he that runs may read that ritualism is not merely the
childish stage of religion which St. Paul deplored and
strove to abolish, but that it directly tends to externalize
religion, to put ordinances in place of spiritual transactions,
sanctimoniousness in place of sanctity, and to breed
Pharisaism instead of godliness. That Scotland of all
countries should be found following the lead of England
after such opportunity of sceing what ritualism leads to is
indeed pitiable and very ominous Happily the teaching
of this volume, and the entire tendency of which it forms a
part, are so counter to the traditions of Scottish Christianity,
and so alien to the temper and spirit of the people, that it
is scarcely credible the fellow countrymen of the Cove.
nanters will allow the clock thus to be put back.”

Liquor Returns from Washington on the internal
Btatistios.  revenue contain some remarkable and
suggestive figures on the liquor trade of the United States.
According to the returns there are 208,380 retail liquor
dealets in the United States and 4,555 wholesale dealers.
In addition there are several thousand dealers in malt
liquors at retail and wholesale, 1,440 recufiers and 1,771
brewers, making a total of 232,295 persons or firms
engaged in the liquor business in a population of 65,000,-
ooo people, or one to every 280 inhabitants. Coming to
states, New York with 41,176 licenses heads the lists.
lilinois is second with 17.833, and then follow in order,
Ohio, Penansylvania and California. \Vhen one considers
the ill-repute of the saloon in America as contrasted with
the descent European public house, says the Inierior, and
the alarming rapidity with which groggeries multiply under
low license laws, that army of 232,293 persons inevitably
recalls the Cadmeian story of sowing the dragon’s teeth.
‘There is no harvest quicker, surer, or more terrible than
that the saloons of America are Sowing.

A New Year's Greeting.

“ Tho Lord Jesus be with thy spirit.”"—2 Tim. 1v. 22,

Usually, when people wish cach other a happy New
Year, they mean a year of happy circumstance, a year of
gladsome event.  But that is not the first thing to be thought
of. Thegreat thing is to come out of 2 New Year better
in soul and character than when we entered it.

We can never tell what a new year may bring; how it
may open out; what consequences it may entail. We can
glance backwards, but to see into the future is beyond us.
We have no means of determining the course of events, or
the turn circumstances may take. We have not gone this
way herctofore. But our true life isnot a life of circum.
stances; ror is our true good at the mercy of events. These
may serve as a scaffolding which, though essential to the
rearing of the building, forms no part of the fabne itself,

The vital point concerns the spirit we arc of—all else is
drapery and detail. It is not a question of escaping this or
gainining that. Rather it resolves itself into a question of
inward demecanor. How am I to comport myself in this
new year of vicissitude, which greets me with face as expres-
sionless as that of the sphinx? Havel so learned Christ
that, let what will befall, the light of the Christly spirit shall
gleam through all?  If losses are appointed me, shall I bear
them in the Christian spinit?  Or, if bereavements, if new
trials and infirmities, shall I so meet them, in the temper
and mind of my Saviour, that, however rough the outward
aspect of the year may be, it shall indeed prove a blessed
and successful New Year?

Paul's salutation to Timothy, as given above, accentuates
this point. Paul had been brought bzfore Nero the second
time. The Second Epistle to Timothy, therefore, ranks as
a farcwell letter.  Its whole style, tone, and contents mark

the man whose house is set in order.  How calm he is, how
soul-sustained, how assured of an amaranthine crown, how
ready to be offered!

And how tenderl How his heart goes forth to his dearly
beloved Timothy! He would like to see him before winter
set in; but, whether or no, he has a salutation to send, the
last that isrecorded, and it is this: “The Lord Jesus be
with thy spirit.”

No one knew better than Paul what it was to have been
weather-beaten and storm-tossed.  More than the far-famed
Ulysses himself, had he been tossed on life’s billowy sea.
Even then he knew that he was appointed as a2 sheep for
the slaughter.  Butnone of these things moved him.  The
Loxd Jesus is with his spirit, and hence he dwells on the
sunny heights of jubilation. And as enriched himself, he
would have Timothy enriched in like mznner.

To the eye of Paul loomed increasing trials for the infant
Church. Errors were creeping in; evil men were multiply-
ing. ‘Timothy would bave rough weather and stormy seas
to cncounter.  But Paul’s greeting discsuntsall.  The spirit
compsnionized by Jesus is more than conqueror,

1. There is a pecular depth and richness of meaning in
the form of this salutation.

It occurs nowhere else. It calls attention to the most
mysterious and distinctive feature in the human constitution,
It presents the Lord Jesus in the closest possible relation
to His redeemed.  For whatever may be the precise distine
tion between the soul and the spirit, there can beno doubt
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that the spirit, is the innermost part of man's nature, and
thatin which he specially holds fellowship with God.
Hence, if we may speak of health of body as good and health
of suulas better, health of spirit is best of all.  The concerns
of the spirit are supreme in the case of each one of us; and
how much this involves probably none but God can appre-
ciate. It is in virtue of the spirit inus that we take rank
above the animal, that we are capable of religious thought
and feeling, of conscience and responsibility, and that we
hear, evenin an unconverted state, at times the footfall of
the Almighty.

Paul's salutation, therefore, concerns the marrow of
neced and the acme of blessing,  *“The Lord Jesus be with
thy spirit.” Then though thy body be much mauled about,
and thy soul pierced with many sorrows, thou shall have
abounding compensation in this life, and in the world to
come life everlasting.

11. The precise character of this saiutation will appear
from a consideration of the temple Solomon.

The temple was, like man’s constitution, threefold.
There was the outer court, for the general congregation,
answering to the body; the inner court, for the officiating
priests, answering to the soul; and the innermost court, the
Holy of Holies, answering to the spirit.

The parallel here is much closer than one might suppose.
Take, for example, this innermost court. Wko dwelt there?
The Lord only. Unless He were there the chamber was
vacant. Is it not so with respect to the spirit of man? _Yes,
the proof is complete. At the centre of unrenewed Being
is a vacuum, a void, a sense of lack, a feeling of desolation
that nothing can relieve. Man's nature is such that what-
ever the body and soul may have, the inner sense of empti-
ness remains. ‘The Lord has deserted the temple, and the
glory of the Shekinah is gone.

Pre-eminent, then, among greetings is this one:  “The
Lord Jesus be with thy spirit.” The spirit is His peculiar
abode. No person or thing can take His place. The spirit
is vacant which He does not inhabit, and, if vacaut, then
desolzte.

Another instructive feature in the parallel is this, that
the holiest of all had no natural light.  There was no window
in the Holy of Holies. Unless the Lord Himself was the
light of it, and unless the glory of God did illumine it, this
innermost court was outer darkness.

How true is this of the spirit of man! No natural light
can penctrate the dark spirit.  All the wisdom of the schools
will not furnish you with so much as a spark of spiritual
illumination. *The Lord Jesus be wi*h thy spirit”; for no
one has an illuminated spirit whose ex serience this is not.

II1. The bearings of this greeting are very precious,
If the Lotd Jesus be with thy spirit, taou shalt never be
solitary. However lonely thy path in life may become (and
it has grown lonely indeed with some of us)there will be
the heart-cheer of living fellowship with the Lord—a portion
more sufficing by far than any amount of earth’s convivialities
and friendships.

Another result will be that in His light thou shalt
see light. How many lose heart in the battle of life!
They bear up bravely for a time, and then despondence
ending in despair begins. As one after another of the
footlights of this world expires, they ask themselves,
“Why struggle on? Why battle more? Is life worth
living? Itisnot. We have no heart left for further
action. Let us drift with the stream and give ourselves
over to remorseless fate.”

Not thus shalt thou ever hold soliloquy with thyself
“if che Lord be with thy spirit.”” His light is “thelife
of men "; His outshining is everlasting bnightness. No
beam emanating from the uncreated light can ever
expire. Let the worst come to the worst, yet cannot life
be shorn to thee of its meaning, or existence of its
sweetness,

What can better bring out the value of our New
Year'’s greeting than the demeanor of Paul, the aged, in
the circumstances under which he sent it ? Nero’s
brutal sentence has no terrors for him. He greets
Timothy from his own felt experience of good. The
greeting is a legacy of priceless worth. ‘¢ The Lord
Jesus be with thy spirit.” That is all, and that is
everything. The Lord fulfil the greeting to every
reader, that whatever the New Year may bring of cir-
cumstance and event, of joy and sorrow, all may be
sanctified and transfigured by temple service and divine
commuhnion.

Born into the Kingdom.*

ENTRANCE INTO THE KINGDOM OF GOD TO DE DESIRED.
Since the earliest days it has been recognized that
God has a kingdom upon earth. The prophets spoke
enthusiastically of its coming ; the Jews of Christ’s time
considered it as soon to be established ; Christ Himself
taught and His followers believed that in His coming it
was set up and was winning 1ts way to universal
supﬁax:?; we find them, are bent on having their own
way, and hence are in rebellion against God and are
not in His kingdom. Christ's effort is to makF them
God's loyal subjects, * Be ye reconciled to God.” It is
2 marvellous thing—this silent and unseen kingdom
steadily extending itself over the world, conquering heart
after heart, modifying character, .xpfus.mg its influence
into nations, developing a new civilization and so chang-
ing the face of the world. The Jews thought of this
kingdom as a mere temporal government breaking
down others and securing to Jewish favorites place and
power. In subsequent centuries Christians who suc-
ceeded them possibli swung to the opposite extreme
and thought of the kingdom only as a matter of the
hereafter. We of to-day are secking a middle ground.
Canon Fremantle has ably taught us that the kingdom
of God is in the living present, and vitally related to all
the questions of modern sociology. . .
To be in this kingdom is evidently a privilege. This
was implied in Christ’s Janguage, ¢ Except 2 man he
born anew, he cannot see the kingdom of God.” There
is a blessing in the kingdom. What blessing? Why,
the peace that results from being in harmony with God.
Created for a life under divine laws, we cannot be happy
or successfui while resisting God.

ENTRANCE INTO THE KINGDOM OHLY THROUGH THE NEW
BIRTH.

But how do men come i=to a harmonious relation to
God as His loyal subjects 2 The law_of heredity and
the law of habit both touch us here. We have been in
the habit of living in defiance of the Government of
God. The great fundamental Jaws of Hiskingdom have
been constantly disregarded. And so strong is the law
of heredity upon us that we insensibly and naturally do
as others have done before us in placing self before the
will of God. How shall these influences be overcome?
One force only can do it; we must be born anew. A
supernatural divine influence must give us a new life,
This thought was continually set forth in Christ’s teach-
ings ; it profoundly impressed the mind of John, the
mystic philosopher, and he brings it out repeatedly and
in varying forms in reporting Christ's words. The Holy
Spirit enters the soul of man, turns his mind in a new
direction, changes his whole purpose, gives him new
desires and motives, and makes him anewman, Jerry
McAuley, the river thief, was but one of many who have
undergoue this amazing transformation. And more—
whole nations have been lifted out of barbarism and
made cultured, humane and self-denying. No human
force has wrought this change or isadequate toit. The
new birth, or the sudden and complete change of pur-
pose and character and often of outward conduct that
takes place on accepting Christ, is the standing miracle
of the present day, the onc thing that is manifestly
wrought by the direct interposition of divine power.
This 1s a new life so complete and wonderful that it may
well be called a new birth.  When we enter a kingdom,
we are ordinarily born into it. Paul was fortunate that
he could say that he wasa Roman born. By an unhappy
heredity we were not born into the kingdom of God.
How, then, shall we have unquestioned right there as
citizens? By a new birth,

KNOWLEDGR REGARDING THESE MYSTERIBS COMES THROUGH
CHRIST.

Here are great mysteries, How shall we compre-
hend them ? We cannot comprehend themin full. We
may know the results of the Spirit’s influence on the

soul of man, but we cannot tell Hismethods. His work
is like the movement of the wind,— Thou knowest not
whence it cometh and whither it goeth,” Here we are
dependent on testimony. Christ asked Nicodemus
‘¢ Art thou the teacher of Isracl and understandest not
these these?” This was probably not so much a
rebuke for not understanding as it was a suggestion that
he could not know by his own learning. No eatthly
training or position could give the knowledge. It could
come only through divine revelation. We must humbly
accept these doctrines from Christ. They are not to be
wrought out of human reason. They cannot be forged
in the white heat of philosophic thought. Christ who
has seen these truths in practice, Christ who Himself
lives the divine life, Christ who has come down from
heaven as the Messianic Son of Man, as it was pro-
phesied He should, Christ who is Himself divine and
therefore represents the kingdom and receives all who
enter it,~—this Christ bears testimony concerning the
terms of our admission and says Ve must be born
anew.” Mysterious words, but words not to be ques-
tioned.

And not only must this knowledge be revealed by
Christ, but we, to understand it even, must have been
born anew. ¢Except a man be born anew, he cannot
see the kingdom of God,”—not only cannot enter it,
but cannot even see it. The humbie Christian alone
is sufficiently docile to see the truth. He alore stands
at the right angle to catch the distant gleam of sunlight.

This view of divine truth is made practical and com-
patatively clear as we sce it in its earthly applications.
‘“If { told you earthly {.ings,” said Christ, *“and ye
beliave nat, how shall ye believe if I tell you hecavenly
things ? ” Avery phase of divine truth has its illustra-
tions in the affairs of earth, The kingdom of God is
unquestionably set up among men and is showing its
power and worth in modifying the conditions of our
daily life. 1f, ther, we would know what that kingdom
is, we must study it in its present applications. If we
fail to do this, we can know little of the life hereafter.

¢ He carried with hitn in manascript the travzlation of the
Biblo into classic Chineso, upon which ho has beon epgaged for
many years, and tho typewriter cabinet upon which it was made,
Thas nears conclusion ouo of the stupendous literary works of tho
present century.  Tho performance .2 it is an honour to Christian
Americy, sud tho sight of this patient and devoted scholar in tho
midat of it has been an inspiration,

‘‘Bishop Schercschowsky (pronounced Sherreshevsky) i a
Ruwian Luthuanian. Ho was educated partly in his native town
of Tanropgen, partly in Krazi, partly in Zhitomer, pardy at Bres-
Jau. Hao was a convert from the Hebrow roligion to the Christian,
snd hois onoof theaccomplished lingnists of tho age. In his
youth ho mcmorized tho entire Hebrew Bible, In twenty-ouo
yeers of residenco at Pekin ho became a Chineso acholar, Tho Noew
Testament orought him to Christianity, asd Christianity brought
him to tho Dnited States, and the Charch in tho United States
educatad him for tho ministry and sent him back to China s &
missionary, and in 1877 made him a bishop for that vast cmpira. His
first great literary work was a tranalation of tho wholo of tho Old
Tostament, Scriptures into Mandarin, which is the spoken language
of 200,000,000 of Chinese, and of which some thirty editions havy
been published. Ho was also one of the translators of tho Greek
Now Teatament into tho samo tongue. His incidentsl works bave

It surpassed all preceding visitations of the kind, nor was it

ezpected that succeedirg generations would see anything more
sevoro, Swarm after swarm of theso greedy croatures swept over
the country dovouring everything in theircourse, ¢ Tholand was
as tho garder of Edon boforo them and behind them a desolato
wilderness.” Tho batley crop was destroyed., It was the flrst
torlpon but the locusts overtook it. The whoat crop coming some*,
what lator becamo their proy. Fruit of allsortssufferod similarly,
Grapos, figs, apples and pomegranates wero completely ruined.
Fiven tho wild fruits wero notspared. Every treoand vine whether
in garden or fleld woro entircly stripped. Not even tho bark was
loft. Yor prossed by hunger these relentless armies of tho desert
consumed fruit and bark alike leaving nothing behind but tbe
whitened skeloton of trunk and branoh. Throughout the summer
thoy continued to come swarm upon awarm. Appearing firt in
tho north they swept over tho land cloud after oloud. Should
anything esoape the passing hordes or spring up iv their desolated
path it would be licked up by thoso that Jollowed. What the
palmerworm loft tho locust would eat, what the locust left the
cankerworm would cat, what tho cankerworm left tho caterpillar
would cat, each succeeding swarm devouring what was left by tho
preceding. \Woll might the prophet say : ** Thero hath not been
over tho liko neithor shall be any more after them.” The srophet
gives two touches that especially emphssizo the countloes multi-
tuds, Onois that as a deep dark cloud they hid the sun moon
and stars, keoping back the lighte The other is that being
doatroyed their decayed carcases for days tainted the air. No
wonder that the people in the prosence of such a visitation wero
dismayed.

Nor was thisall. It issaid that calamities nover come-singly.
.Atany rato the plague of loousts was not the only calamity that
boltll Judah during that eventful summer. A severedroughtaleo
vimted the land. Irdeed the drought may have been the cause of
the first named calamity. For one thing is sure, tho locusts do
not thrivo during a wet eeason and can hardly survive heavy rains,
In {tsolf, however, tho drought was a heavy disaster. It was so
severe that much of the grain sown in the spring nover gorminated;
aund it any did gerininato and succeeded in escaping the locuats it
oould not through lack of moisture reach maturity. It was this
the prophet had in view when he said : ** Tho secds rot under the
clods,” and again *‘ The corn is withered.”

In addition to tho locusts and the drought there was a third
aud lossor calamity. Fires swept over parts of tho land. Tho
pastures cod woodlands cspecially suffered from this scourge. To
this tho prophot rofers in the words * “*the fire hath devoured tho
pastares in the wildornoss and tho flimo hath burned all the trees
of tho fiold,”

Nor isit to be forgotten that somo timo befors thia Judea had
boeen invadod by a foreign army which carried away somo of the
pooplo to be 8old as slaves. To this the prophet refors when he
speaks of tho children of Jadah and Jerasalem being sold to tko
Grecians, a boy being excbanged for a harlot and a girl sold for
wine. Sach on oxperionos would naturally make tho subsequent
visitations all tho more disasterous. So that with locustsand
drought and fires following closo upon an invasion the cup of the

nstion's sulforing was slmoat foll. No harvest, no frait, iocksand
herds p.rilhin% from hunger and thirat, tho very besats of the
field panting for thelr woll-known springs, wearily ceeking tho
well-knowa pastures ! Was it any wonder that tho people turned
palo and trembled at the cutlook,

It was in theso circumstances that Joel made himself known in
all his God given power. Ssmo of the psoplo doubtless know him
beforo. Ho may, indeed, in & quiet way have been known as a
gmchor of righteonsness. It was theso calamities, howover, that

rought him to tho front. Long befors the desolation had reached
ita higheat he had boen distrossed by tho suffering which hosaw on
every hand. Ho longed to bo of service to bis afllicted people.
He agonized for them in spirit. Whils thus possessod by godlike
thoughta and desires the divine spirit flooded his soul in's manner
and to an extent thas he had not before experienced, tolling him
the meanicg of the nation’s desolation and how it could baremoved
sud urglog him with au ircesistible impulse to gownd tell the
desconvolate people what ho had learned to kuovw.

Through the Bheel Country,

Fuor the Presblerian Review,

T'r Buohanan and I having boen appointed by the Mission
Oounoil's Committeo to visit tho wholo Bheol country and fopors
on tho most desirable location for placing a missionsry to work
among there aboriginies, on Monday the 87th Oot., wo loft Mhow
via Dhar and Birdarporo for Ali Rajpore,

It having besn {mponiblo on xooount of. other bnsinoss to
dooido tho date for etarting until tho very day wo loft our propara.
tions wero somowhat hurried. Howavor wo did not reqoire maoch
baggago, a small tont, & bed apiccs and our olothos and food wero
all we took. Thoso with three of our Christian prcachors we sent
on in & bullook cart while we followsd in my tongs, The latter is
a two whoaled rig pocaliat to Ialia built more for strength than
beauty, belng able to traval over tho réughost of roade, and yot
glive manch moro spoed and somtart than the bullock carte.

The journcy to Dbar, 83 milos, waa tzken at night as the sun
fustill vory hot at this scason of the year. Aftor spending the
day thoro looking after the intercets of our now miesion we
pushed oo to Sicdarpore 25 miles furthor on. Here our firat daty
was to moot tho Politioal Agent, Colonel Gaisford, who is in charge
of the whole Bheol conutry. He reccived us most kindly and
promited to do all ho conld to bolp uv. Ho gave us tho use of his
mape to make out our $rip and also wrote to the Dawans or
Ministers of the two largost states we passed through to do what
they could to help us. Tho sympatby and assistance of tho
Political Agent ars probably tha greatost human help wo could
recoivo fn ssttling in such & ocountry for be ia practically absolute
in hie rale. Ho gave us the farther onoouragiog news that the
plaus woro out for oconstructing & govornment road through the
hoart of tho Bhiosl country, an improvement which as you will seo
Iater on will immonsoly faocilitato mission work in this gection.

It was Thursday noon bofore wo left Sirdarpore, and good
roade, to thread our way smong the jungles and hills of Ali
Rajporo and Jhabua. This would have been impossible were it
no} that at cash village we received a guide who showed us the
way to tl.2 noxt village. Strango to eay many of these Bheel
guides, who know avery foot of the way as far as tho neighboring
village threo or four miles away, csuld tell us nothing of the road
beyond, in mauy oases had nover bsen beyond.

Boing prossed for time, and having good moonlight we deoided
not to camp at sandown but to press right on down the ghata
hoping to reach a Iargs villags by abont 9 o'clook, Bat the stesp
ghat was moro than wo bargaized for. It waa diffioult enough to
get tho unloadod tonga down but the loaded bullock cart was too
much for the ballocks, stones as big as your head lay in the
wheol tracks, whilo on eitber side of the narrow road, only wide
enough to admit of tho oart, wero immenee boulders or the ovar-
hsoging hillside. Wo tiod the wheols of the cart and joining
foroos with the bullocke started to drag the cart down thoe steop
read, but being old and not strong it broke und wo were forced to
unload and carry part of our load down the hill. It was noarly
midoight when finally wo haited on the banks of a beautifal clear
atreans. \Ws were too tired to eroct our ten$ so aftor gotting a
cup of tea and scmoething to eat wo lay down to a refreshing slesp
in tho shelter of a largs Mowa tree. Tho next day’s Journey was
& most delight{al one. Tho road though rough led through a
boautifal tract of conntey. We waded through opwards of 15
sircams In logs than thas nomber of miles, and on the plains
between theso streams wo passod between beantifal fielde of msizo
aud jawari, a'l onltivatod by the Bhosls whosa littlo grass huts Isy
soattered abous on overy hillsido. This whole seotion of country
in the dircotion of All Rajporo is very rich and shickly popalated
with Bhsols. That night by a aiistake of tho guides our cart went
on a different road from the tongs and wo had to lie dowd
suppearlsss on thg ground with, fortanate;y however, & warm quilt
sach to wrap aronund us. Noxt morning we had an interview
with tho Rsja of a small siate namoed Jobat. He seemed inter-
estod t0 heat onr purposs and woald I havo no doubt be pleased to
to bave something done for the Bboeh Wherever wo found
oppe-tunity in the villagee through which wo passed wo pubhished
the messago of Ohrist and His Salvatioa. In the towns which
are oocupied obiefly by Hindus we found ready audisnoes but the
Bhoeals in this seotion are somowhat barzed from us on scocount of
sheir langaage, for they talk a very broken Hindi mixed with
some words af their own, A few moaths ;.actios however wonld
onablec & man to understand them pretty well. Tho Bheels do not
live in tho towns but In small villages, or in houses separated some
distanoo from one another. \Work among them therefors wonld
be largely itinorant presching to groups of two or thres or to
Iarger orowds that gather at their marriages and testivals,

In Al Rajpore which we reached Baturday evening we
received a gordial woloome from the Dewan, the young Raja baiug

away studying in tho Rsj Kamar College a$ Indore, Wa stayed
in the Guost ouss whero the Ministor and bis assistant paid us
a long vislt giving us much valuablo information as o tho Bhools,
tholr numbor, thoir oustoms, and our liklihood of guccess in
working among thom. It appsars that thoro are fonr main roadc
branching from Ali Rajpore on all of which the Bheols arc to be
numorounsly found. Tho soil is good and tho country not very
hilly so that one ocould move about pretty frocly in the raing.
Bailding can bo dono cheaply here, wood boing plentital. Fruis
is oultivated to groat advantago and tho richest of orops might bo
prodaced if tho Bhools were truined to bo bottor farmers. This
tha state Is seokiog to do by introdaoing Hindu cunltivators, but 1
foar it will only tend to Hindaise and oreato oasto distinotions,
Ali Rajporo can best bo reacboed not by the route we traversed but
from the Ratlam Godra Ry., tarough Gojeras. It is 40 miles
distant on a fair road, which the Dewan tells ua is soon to bs
.nacadamiecd.

All along tho route we found memories of Mr. Campboll and
his men who have beon over the distriot more than onoe, One of
the numerous frionds they made was of great use to us. His son,
& young Bhoel boy who roads and writes very well, esoorted us to
& Bheel villago noar the town whors we wore mado very welcome
on account of our guide. It was &t night that wa visited them
and $ho dark faces of onr listencrs showed up weird and strango in
tho moonlight; but thoy listened attentively whilo we held
a shord servico and wo hopo that our constant repetition and
rraple languago left something of $ho message in their minds and
he =ts, Liaaving All Rajpore wo traversed o beautifal section of
oountry watered by oloar fresh streams. On this trip we wers
again soparated from oar ox-oaré through sn error of the guides
and not only had to spend the night on tho bare ground, but went
huangry for a day and in no little anxiety about onr lost cart. As
we aoared Jhabua ihe country began to get hilly and broken again
and tho steop rocky appreaches to the rivor near the city were o
sovero strain fo the tonga. In Jhabum we were made thrico
weloomo. Tho Dewan bimself inspected all arrangements and
insistod on our being his gaests dnring our stay, sven our mons’
food ho provided, We explained to him our purposs in visiting
the state and ho made evory arrangement whereby we oould seo
the whole district to bost advantage. Ho introduced us to the
youung Raja who ssemed pleasod to meot us and hear of onr work,
When we left ho provided us with a mounted guide who remained
with us through tho rest of tho trip. From tho Dewan we
learned that the Bheols had boen guite subdued bnt not civilized,
thoagh several had beon oducatod and we onrselves eaw some of
their boya in the sobools. We oonld gather from what ho said that
uotil the hoart was roached and higher motives implanted the
Bheel wonld romain the wild man of the woods. It would bs
tedious fo tho reader to describe the rest of our trip. Under tha
caro of Jhabua's sowar wo no more lost oor way, thcugh we
{ravollod some roads that made me very much afraid for the
horses and tonga.

Jhabua ia not asrlch a country as Ali Rsjpore nor as thickly
populated but it preconts geveral advaniages as & mission centre.
It is healthier being at a higher altitude, and is on the ronto of
tho new Government road which when completed will bring the
towo within 8 miles of the railway at a point ayme 50 miles east
of Rutlam It wasfrom the next station to this that wo finally
took train bome after visiting Rumbapura and Thandla the
rosidonoos of the two northern Thesildsrs of Jhabua statz,

Much might bo said of what we saw and heard thst wounld
prova of groat interest but my letter is alroady too long. Every-
thing pointa however to the {ime having fully arrived whon this
work should bo takenup, Tho country is being opened and roads
buils, $ho Agens in {riondly ag are also tho Dewans of both states,
who duaring tho minority of their respoctive Rajas hold tho reing
of power. Moreover it will not be long before tho ocuntry is
invaded by Hindus .- the Bonya money-icader and she Brahmin
priest. If wo do not take up the work it wili be lofs to the Roman
Catholios and what littlo belp can be given by sthe missionaries in
Gaojerat. In the two siates of Jhabua and Ali Rsjpore alone
there are over 150 thousand Bhoels and not less thad 50,000 more
in the smaller states. This groat people ig still un-Hindaoised and
in their aboriginal simplicity presen$ an abundant oppertunity
to the Misaionary of the Cross. TWho is to bs tho pionser of our
mission in this work wo do not know but ho will soon be chosen,
and I trast the prayers and interest of cur Church will follow him
to his fleld of difffonlt though promising Iabor.

The
revponsibility for all other matter rests solely with thocontributor
in charze of tho department.

TWQ IMPORTANT RECOMMENDATIONS.

Two quoetions of great importance to all Yourg Poople'a
Societios are : The proper mothod of raising money ; and the bost
uso to mako of it aftor it is raised. Tho following resolutiop,
pasaed by tho Assembly’s Committee on Youong Peoplo's Societies,
is commendod as foraishing moat satizfactory answers to these
quastions:

“ That Sociolioe be recommended : {1) To adopt scme systom.
atic and voluntary methed of raisiog funds. (2) To give the fore.
most place to the support Al work connected with their own con.
gregation, and to the groat missionary, edacational and banevolent
Schemos of tho Church.”

The firs recommsendation. as to the metbod of raising money,
is ono that should bo adopted by overy Socioty. Itissensible,and
it is scriptural. No better mothed bas beon devised than that
suggosted by Paul to the Christians at Corinth: * Tpon the first
day of the week lot every one of you lay by him in store, as God
hath prospered him.” Tbis method is volantary, systematio and
proporliopata. It is better than all the teas, bazaars and enter-
tinmeats ever undertaken. Try this mothod in your society. Let
every membar contribute some definito amount regularly. Though
the sura given cach week, or cach month, may be small, yet in the
aggrogeteat will be foand 30 be considerable. **Many mickise
make a mackle.”

It the queation of raising money is animportant one, a0 is the
¢ oof spondingit. Many ways ol disposing of the funds of the
sociotios might bo suggested. The Committes seeks to indicate
the best. Whils, asindividuals, the young people should contri
buto, according to tho method employed in their own congro-
gations, to the support of ordinances, wo think that the funds of
tho Societies should bo devoted mainly to tho missionary and
othor Schemos of the Church, Tho Committeo does not undertake
to docide which of tho Schemos are moat worthy of support. This
inleft entirely with the Sooleties themaelves to determine. It is
vory important, however, that every Socicly should make some
contribution to ono or more of the Schemes. Thero is urgent need
of funds by ssvoral of tho Committess in order to overtake the
work in negleoted districts, orto preveat a serious deficit. Let
every Society como forward this year with a gift tothese 8chemes
Even if the contribution is small, it will bo welcomed asanindica-
tion of the willingness of tho Young People to azzist the Church in
all branchos of her work.

The Templo incident occurred in tho year A.D. 8, Christ being
twelvo years old.

INTRODUCTORY.—~Six months after tho birth of John, Jesus vas
born. Though living at Nazareth, Joseph and Alary went to
Bathlehem in obedienco to an edict requiring all the people to bo
enrolled. On the right of their arrival the holy Child was born
in tho stablo of tho inn. Iis birth was announced by angels to
somo shophierds. YWhen forty days old ho was presented to the
Lord in tho temple at Jerusalem. Luke ii. 22.38.

Soon tho wise men of the East came, seeking the child who
was born King of the Jows, Hered was much disturbed by their
enquiries, and sent the wise men to find the child and bring him
word—his gecrot intention being to destroy him. Warned of God
not to return to Herod, tho wiso men went home another way.
Herod then dotermined to kill all the children of Bethlehem ~fiwo
years old and under, and God warned Je .pn in a dream to fles
with3f 5 and tho child Jesus to Egypt. After Herod’s death
Joseph, Mary, and the child roturned to Nazarcth. Here Jesus
dweli as boy and man for nearly thirty years.

Verse by Verse.—V. 40. Tho child grew—waxed s$rong—filled
with wisdom.—Threo things ave here told of Christ’s development
from infancy to boghcod. e grew; growth is the atrongest
evidenco of lifo ; Ho was lifc itself ; if Ho is in us thers will bocon-
tinual growth, Ho waxed strong; moro increase in aize ia not the
trucst growth; solidity of foundation, quality of material, and
strength of superstructure are essential qoalities. He was filled
with wisdom ; growth and strength aro gecod aund necceesary, but
without wisdom they arc useless. Ho whowasfilled with wisdom,
is now mado unto us wirdom, 1 Cor. i. 30. Tho grace of God was
upon Hii,—This was the sourco of His growth, strength and
wisdom. The samo sourcoe is as freely and fully ours.

V. 42. When Ho was twelve years old.—At this age tho Jowish
boy assumed for himself legal obligations, began to wear phylac.
terics and learn a trade. To Christ must havo como strongly at
this time tho senso that He had upon Himsclf the legal obligaticns
of tho whole world.

V. 43. Thecbild Jesus tarried in Jernsalom.~-What strange
thoughts must have filled the boyiah mind as Ho lingered in the
Templo which He now realized was rightlolly 1.8 dwellizg plece.
What wonderlcl foreabadowings of eventain years to como must
have flooded His imagination as Io walked the strects of thocity,
its rejected King.  Hw tarried behind, not heedlesly, but on His
Father's busincss which 30 intimately concerned tho salvation of
you and me. His mother knew not of it.—This is astriking
tribate to tho loving trust and cunfidence so implicitly pu. iu the
divine Cbild by His motker.

V. 46. They found Him in tho Temple.—~How often to-day we
hear the complsint of too much charch goiog, and too many
meatings for our yoang peaploe oo the part of professing Christian
parents. They forget that tho church is 1n au especial sensc God's
eorlhly dwelling place, and that we must be abourt our rather's
butiness. Strange, bat we dn not find worldly paronts urgiog
their objeclions so stroagly ageinat too much party going, or too
many dagoes.  Must we conclude that the worshippers of mammon
ars more zealous than tha worshippers of God? 1lu tho midst of
the doctors.—Siace that matable Jay whea the twelve year old boy

perploxed and astonished the loarned dootors of Jerusalem, G cd
has been using tho weak things of tho world to confound the
mighty, and the fuolish things of tho world to confound the wise.
A child in ysars orjutelleet may possess tlie wisdom of God in
such measuro as to mako foollsh the philosophy of a Huxley or a
Darwin,

V. 40. How is i that yo sought mo?—Mary might have kuown
where Ho would bo found, His natural placo was in Ilis Fathor's
liouso, Hia occupatinn, about His Father’s business. OQur friends
should bo able to say of us that whereovor wo are, wo are in our
Fathera company, and wbatover we aro Jdoing, it is oor Father's
businress.

V. 50. Thoy understoad not.—You mast expect to bo leoked
upon a3 impractical and misunderatood il you talk about your
Fathers business,

V. 51, 52. Ho was subject unto thom—and increaged in wisdom
and stature and in favor with God aud wman.—So Christ was
blessed in tho path of obedicaco, and His greatest bleasing was tho
favor of God. Tho favor of man did not last long, nor serve Him
in tho hour of extremity. Wo can afford to count it out of our
calculations if wo aro sure of being ablo to count on tho approval
and blessing of tho Father.

Subjoct unto them.—~Should any true-hearted child, however
great his gifts, consider the child place in a home unworthy, sincd
tho Son of God fornd the Father's busincss for so many years in
such a humblo poasant homo ! Says Canon Farrar, “ A life spent
in brushing clothes and washing crockery and sweeping floors—~a
life which the proud of tho earth would havo treated as tho dust
under their feet- -a life spent at tho clerk’s desk, a lifo speat in the
narrow shop, a life spent in the labarer's hut, may set bo a lifo
30 conodied by God's loving merey that for tho sake of it a king
might gladly yield bis crown.

1. *Tho Church Seorvice Socioty' was
formed in 1865 in connection with the Estab.
lished Church of Scotland. The aobjests s
defined being ‘‘the study of tho liturgies
‘“apciont and modorn of tho Christian
¢ Church, with a view to tho preparation and
“ ultimate publication of certain forms of
‘¢ prayer and servioo for the adminlstration
¢! of the sacraments, the celebratior of marri-

the Reformation, several of which raunk higher
in some respects than the old Soottish Servioe
Book. DBasilos the Scottish typs of Presby.
teriasnism wo have the Dutch, the German,
the Fronch, tho Swiss and tho Boglish ; and
in addition to the Liturgy of Kunox there are
arailablo for consideration the Liturgiss of
Calvin, of Lasco, of Polanus, of Bucer, of
Melanothon and of Baxter, tho latter ueing
remarkable for its simplicity, appropriatencss
and fullness, and held by sume authorities to
bo porhap~ tho best Liturgy known. Even
the Church of England gr;’yer book might
with advantago be consni*ad, for wo cannot
forget that some of its unest passages ows
their origin to Presbyterian sources, In 1551
Johu Enox was appointed chaplain to Edwanl
VI zod assistod in proparing the Book of
Common Prayer itsued the following year,
Calvin too was invited to sasist and his mind
and nfluence aro traceable in soveral of its
forms. It would be of espocial advantage to
consult the Book of Comiwson Prayer revised
and amended by the twenty-one orthodox
Presbyterian divines in the Savoy Conference
{1661), a Liturgy containing tho choicest
formulas of tho Relormstion froed from every-
thing to which exception was taken by the
fathess of our Church.

All historical ovidenco establishes that the
Prosbytorian church i not aoti-liturgical,
but the Scottish branch of the Chureh and its
descendants havo boen so long non-liturgical
that it would be futile to impossupon congre-
gations the inflexible verbal rootins ol an
ordinary liturgg. It may be od that we
have only to receds to the period when our
{orefathers wers compelled to abandon the
liturgy which they cherished zud begin afresh;
it is donbtful, however, if any real advance
can be roade by going back, and ifit be held to
be inexpadiznt to revert to the usage; of our
own church two aod & half centaries sgo, it
must be still lees expedient to imitate other
branches of the Christian church in their
prectices of to-dsy. Ifour worshipis to ba
reformed, in my judgment the best reform will
partake of the cheracter of 2 development,
u‘;gnging from tho usages we now follow.
While the principles of our Church in no way
conflict with liturgical forms, o attempt tho
Testoration of a lit:::s would iu 1oy view be
unwise and ill-advised. The 2ffect woald bo
to postpone indefinitely the adoption of im-

rovements in our services greetly more
important than the re-introduction” of any
formne? liturgy. Approaching the twentieth
century it iz not strangs th-.t we have out-
grown the oonditions of the sixteenth century,
whea Calvin and Koox and those associated
with them found liturgies expedient. The
new conditions demand somsthing better
than a liturgy, they point to the remodellin
of the present observed form of worship, an
t the sabstitution of doly autborized
00D tional devotions in placs of tha
ministers’ extemporaneons prayers.  We re-
quire for tho services of the Church a book of
rayers in which would be found not one
itargy, but the cream of all liturgies. From
atich and copious devetion:l litersture wo
ootld bring into the services of the snetuary
a foll and complete oollection of prayers of
every Slass,—prayers of confession, supplica-
tion, thanksgiving, and intercession—prayers
for the Holy Spirit, Divino grace, heip and
guidance—~prayers for rulets and those in
authority—prayss for pardon 2nd pesto—
prayers for various times and sezsons. The
contomplated Book of Prayers would be a
treasary of common Christian devolions and
iz vsirg it there shounld be full scope for
ministenial {reedom. Guided by thoe Directory
of the Charch it wotld be the minister’s func.
tion to arrange the service for the day,
selocting such pealms, hyn:ns, readings and
PraysTs most appeopriste and ofectiva in con-
dection with the aetnon to be doliversd s
adding sach speciz] peayers and exhortations
a3 circumstances may csll for.  Asthessrmon
hasalwags beeds the cental featare of our ser-
vice, distingzishing Presbytesian worship from
the ritoalistic type of Christianity, the minis-
2ot would continne to give bis boat powers o
the secmon.  Each Sabbath day would being
soch aew combinations in the devotions as the
ainister may deem desirable, and all would
becharactarized by aolemnity, aimpliity and
beauty. While the repetitions other ob-

I will only add to theso remarks thatl
sppreciate to tho fullest oxtent the important
work to bo performed by the committee, I
caunot bat think that the time hes arrived for
giving full consideration to tho quostion of
change and modification in our mode of wor-
ship. I am profoundly convinoed that it
wou)d bein the interests of the Church, on
the ono hand to lessen the extent to which
mipistors are called upon to offer extempere
prayers, as the prayers of the oongregation,
and on the other hand to admit congregations
to a fuller participation in theact of public
worship than they now ez&oy.

It is with diffidenco that I sabmit theso
zuggestions for consideration. Itisa sonso of
duty that impels mo to bring them to the at-
tention of the Committee. I am firmly of
opinion that Presbyterian polity is in harmony
with the spirit of the sge; and that we owse it
to ourselves and to tho community to divest
public worship of its defocts, to maintain its
simplicity and increase its solemnity while
satisfying the reasonable desires of those who
are now members and adherents of the Church,
or who may hereafter join its services.
