Shall the poet turn aside from
bis task when a theme so inexhaustible is pre-
sented to his mind? And shall the nineteenth
century be considered a non-poetic age, when
those who live surrounded by its blessings, with
grateful hearts trace all to the hand of an infinite
and omnipotent benefactor?
