A BAn of gold from the Caledonia suines,
weighing abolst 195 ounces and wortl nsearly
four thousand dollars, arrived in Halifax lust
week.

That Le sensi-
hilities of an entire continent can be
slehcked with iiipuinity thirough the desire
of soine pitiful scribe, of zoolngical tend-
encles, te earnl a few dollars by the dis-
semination of false intelligence semins te
us to be a very serions inatter. Wc trust
that the Newfoundland Governiment will
leave no stone unturned te discover the
author of these ridiculous telegramus and
to mete out o im the punishiment lie se
richily deserves, as should he escape scot-
freo in this instance, he may repeat his
erroneous and sickening statements else.
where and thus the charitably disposed
iay bc in titme led te looek with well-

grouinded suspicion on any appeals for
their aid and consequently refuse help te
those cases which nay really deserve
their assistance.

UNDESIRABLE EMIGRANTS.

For some time past the attention of poli-
itical economists has been directed te the
uiisatisfactory and undesirable nature of
many of the recent emigrants to our
shores. Fortunately for the well-being and
prosperity of Canada, Our enigrants, up to
the present ine, have consisted mainly of
the inhabitants of the Northern nations of
the Teutonic and Celtic races, a sturdy and
industrious people, home seekers and hone
maklers, forming the most valuable of all
accessions te the Canadian population in
that they develop the natural resources
of the country li thjeir thrifty endeavours
te be found a home for their children and
to carve out for thenselves a competence,
if not a fortune, froin the nany opportuni-
ties offered by this Domiion. Up ta. the
present Lime our emigrants have as a rule
been people wIho have cast ofi (tguratively
speaking) their attachment te the soil fron
whlience they caine. In coming te this
country, they have done se with the in-
tention of founding homes here, and of
identifying theinselves with the fortunes
of the colony in which tLey cast their lot,
and thuls have becoie Ianadians il Lle
fullest sense of the word. Such emigrants
forim thea veille strength and sinew of every
new country, and it is to such inca, men who
have voluntarily thrown i tlier fortunes
with ls withi the object of increasing their
own means by developing by tleir honest
labor, vlelier with hand or brina, the
great natural resources of the country, tha
the steady rise and progress of the Douil
ion is principdily due.

]lut this last year, another and extreme
ly unsatisfactory class of cmigrants la
commenced to arrive on these shores,
class typical of the worst varieties of th

English race, bred in the lowest slums of
the great cities, and whose aim it appearst
to be to endeavor to obtain the meatns to t
gratifying their vices by any netiod out-
side et legitimate labor. Of late, thne nnm- S
ber of stowavays lias enoi mously. increased s
and the stateinent of the police authorities
that these stowaways arc usually men of
the lowest and mnost vicious class, a chuss
but feebly imnitated by our so-called "sun-
lish," cainot but urove disagrecable te all
who desire te maintain the present char-
acter of the city for norality and comîpara-
tive absence froin crime.

Another unsatisfactory class of emiii-
grants, but oe which fortunately, up te
the present moment lias preferred te iiflict
itself ou our cousins across the border
rather thian upon ourselves, is represented
by the, imostly indigent, Italians and
Greeks who are now becoming so numi-
crous li the eistern cities of United States
andti are commencing to arrive in smnall
uumnibers li Canada. This class of emni-
grant conifers lie advaitage Oit the country
of his temnporary adoption ; hq lias no
intention of forming for himsolf a home on
Canadiai soil, or in any way identifying
hilmself with the progress and develop-
ment of the country. Uilike lte nortiern
cinigrat, bis oîîly aimu la te seenire stifil-
dient neanls te enlahle hlm. te returîl anîd
live aI. case ii tlîe poverty strickeîî towîî

liougli as yet, the solid comnion sense
aid sturdy industry of the Canadian bas
swamped their incendiary efforts on this
ide of the line, the increasing nunîber of
die and unemployed men of the vicious
classes li oui cities must eventually formu
i fraittul grond för their mischievous and
vicious doctrines. The Dominion is pro-
vided with àin ellicient and well organized
Bureau of Emigration and now that the
attention of the Governinent Oflicials has
been fully aroused, the business commuan-
nity must te a large extent rely upon the
organized efforts of the Departient to
prevent the socialist ani dynamiter fromi
effecting a lodgement on oui shores or
propagating his liendish doctrines in our
midst. The good sense, honesty, and
innate justice of our countrymen will do the
rest.

MONTREAL FINANCES.
The steady progress of the city and its

increase in population and wealti is a fact
which iimust come te the surface ait times,
even if Montrealers are less fond f dwelling
on such topies than seeis to be the case
with soine of the young, ambitions cities
of the west. Motreal, aside from being
the chief commercial centre, is really the
representative city of the Dominion, con-
taining large coimnnîities of ail classes of
tIe population, and we fancy no Canadians
will be found who will not be pleased and
proud te bear that she is still advancing
towards greater prosperity thaln she bas
vet known.

We have before us the annual report of
tie City Treasurer, just issued, and froin
this it is lcarned tlat the total revenue
last year was $1,700,137, the largest sun
yet realized in any one year, and $14,822
in excess of that of 1884. Thalt the result
would have been even more gratifying but
for the epidenie, goes withoiut saying. We
are told that " the water-rales fell short by
$18,718.30, due chiefly te the suspension of
the rule for stoppage of supplyfor unon-pay-
ment, which vould have been unw'arrant,
able during the prevailing distress." hie
chief revenue, of course, arose fromn assess-
mnts on real estate, whichli are 1 per cent.
for municipal purposes, and one-fifthi for
school tax. The ceollections iinouited te
$704,489.30. A noticeable feature is the
annually decreasing amnount available from
arrears of assessmnents, showing that an in-
creasing nuinber of citizons aire in a posi-
tion to malke prompt settlements. The
water-rates are a source of profit, seconid-
only to th real estate assessments, reacl-
ing about F460,000 li ordinary years; many
will no doubt think that Lie Corporation
night de as well from "liglht-rates," and
thus ease the taxpayer, provided a cheap
and economical system of illumination
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wore adopted. Businoss duty atd personal
taxes brotgightl in 810,72P, tit excess over
tite precedling year. Despite the increase
in private butchers' sitills anid np-town
stores, the market revenues were n1o less
than S85,242, of whicb Bonsecours market
contribute 34 ,0.

inttrodtuced tat would cover lie entire

AL preseit mniuiy strejee' are kept

from insuring their premises by their
inability to thoroughly grasp the entire
meaning of their polioy, shrouded and en-
cuemberedi as it is by technical provisions,
and their consequent unw'illingness to
citler into a contract in w'hich they fear
they' nay be overreached; and thus
should they be so unfortunate as to be
burntt out, it inie cases out of fifteen the
loss, which would otherwise have been
borne by the insurance conpany, falls
upon creditors as little able to afford it as
the sufferer limînself. A simple and con-
prehensive forin of poliqy that would cover
the stock of the ordinary general store,
withouit anty but the plaitest and most dis,
tinct exceptions, would be a boon to all
parties, and there is but little doubt that
the company who fßrst introduces it will
reap a rich and well deserved harvest.

AT HOME AND ABROAD.
The main interest at present centres on

the iiarvest, which is now in progress
Ltrotghtout ithe country. The reports of
tiis so-far received are better than was ex-
pected. The crops are not uniformly good,
but it many places they run so far over
the average tiaLt the general result eai
se'arcely rail te bo satisfactory,

In 'Manitoba, notwitistanding ite
drought, which at one time threatened te
destroy a large portion of the harvest, the
yiokl of whieat is fuily two-thirds of all
thalt was looked for. This should give a
limdsoine miargin for export. lI Western
Ontario the fall wleat has generally yield-
cd excellently, and other crops are fair.
Eastern Ontario reports discolored bailey,
but a good grain crop on the wiole.

In anothergreatstaple-lumber--we are
sorry to iear thit markets are depressed
for almost every variety of goods. In
square timber nothing ihatever is doing
at present, deals are inactive, and the
trade with the United States and South
A merica is duit and inactive.

Generail business is quiet, as usuai at
tIhis seon of thte year. Inimoney matters
we learn that rates for call Joans, which
haid been settling down, are stronger again,
in sympathy w'itl the inprovement in the
New York inarket. Sterling rates are on
the downward iove, being ruled by the
New York quotations.

The rates of discount on ordinary con-
ierchil piaper are uichanged,

The nioney market in New York is mr-
tainly firmer. Demiands frot the interior
for te iandling of the crops, and increas-
ed confidence in the immeiiate future on
the part of those controlling the supplies
att the linancial centres, tire giviig a firm-
or torn tou rates. There is also a larger
ainount of commercial paper oetring, antd
rates for these are mtirkedly higher. The
range is now 'ý'of , u; against 3®84 a
short Vtie ago,
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The Morrison bill for regulating the
Treasury surplus, wyhich was recently men-
tioned as a niischevious factor in the finaig
cial position, has passed the senate; but's
altered and amended 'as ta be shorn of
mîost of ils objectionabl&enàtures and if it
becomes law in its present shape, it will do
littIe harm. As anded, the Secretary ai
of the Treasury must have ut least $20,000-
000 of a working' balance, and $10,000,000
wherewith to redeemn bonds, abave ýthe
limîit of $100,000,000, which Mr. Morrison
eideavored to fix. Tu addition ta this, it
empowvers the Secretary ta suspend further
calls wvheuever, in his opinion, the publia
interest requires it, and for "such period
of time as siall be necessary ta maintain
the public credit unimpaired."

It is perhaps open to the interpretation
that paymnent of the Bonds in lågal tender
silver dollars is no impairment of the
"public credit," but the credit of the gov-
ernment in another sense is strictly pledg-
ed ta the payment of its obligations in
gold.

It is, however, still expected that the
president will veto the bill, even in its am-
ended forni.

Sterling exchange in New York has ut
length broken away fron the high rates so
long maintailed.

The experience of exchiange deulers this
season has been entirely outside of the
usial lie. For years past rates have
moved in a ragular and anînost miechanical
vay, reachîing the lowest point il October

and the Iighest in May or June; but
since last fall the old path has been aban-
doned. This lias been partly the result of
the changing Conditions of trade, especially
in grain, whici no longer flovs ta the
Englisi markets as soa as marketed, but
is carriei largely on this side. lu addition
ta this, Aimerica hits ce-ased ta be the chief
source of supply and a less proportion of
the crop goces forward.

Another importaut factor is the silver
question, wlîich comes up fromn Lime to
Muie, and brings with it fresh access of
distrust in American securities, leading to
thieir return ta American markets. The
same cause, acting on this side, lias lessen-
ed confidence in American enterprises, and
sti'mulated investiment in sterling bills as a
good gold security ; thus adding other ele.
ments ta ailect abnormally the exchange
market

lThe position of tle silver market is
naturally attracting much attention in the
United States. The price lias receded to
an nbeard of point, and for some little
tine it vas unsaleable even at the low
figures quoted. The value of the silver in
in a standard dollar is niow under 72 cents.
Silver mines are feeling the depreciation
severely. Sane of then, hvere the ore is

lnot rich, and work bas bean carried ou at
a moderato percentage of profit, cannat

make ends meet at the reduced prices, and'
are suspending operations.

The English money, market at laies t
cable reports, ls stronger. The street rate
bas increased during the past week from 1
per cent. to 1&®19 per cent., although gold
is flowing back ta the llank of England.

QUARAENTINE.
The recollection of last year's epidemic,

with its consequent loss of trade and other
inconvenieuces, is still fresh in the minds of
the business community, and the inost
vigorous and effectual efforts are .being
made by our local lealth authorities to
effectually preclude any prospect of its
ever again devastating the city. But
it mnust be reniembered that unless the
same rigorous inspection is enforced at
quarantine there is always a loophole for
the introduction of disease from foreign
shores.

A commercial contenporary states that
out of 161 sea-going vessels who passed the
quarantine station ut Grosse Isle, only 3
reported ta the doctor and weïe examined,
and that most of the larme ocean steamers
are accustamed to pass the station, voyage
after voyage, without ever submitting to
any examination as ta the state of the
health of their nuierous passengers or
crew. The station at Grosse Isle has been
most thoroughly and carefilly litted up, it
is presided over by a medical man of
known ability, and is provided with all the
most recent appliances for the destruction
of infectious gernis, but of what avail are
all these if, through want of the necessary
authority, the quarantine oflicer is unable
ta make the vessels passing subnit ta
examination ? Many foreign sailing vessels
annually pass, some doubtless havinig on
board cases which should be isolated, or
cargo, et.c., which should be fumigated, but
iless .the captain voluntarily clcoses to

stop at the quarantine station there
appeurs ta bu no steps taken ta compel him
ta do so. The Order-ii-Counicil directing
that every vessel coming up the St.
Lawrence from Europe; or ports foreign ta
Canada, appears to be construed in so
liberal a spirit as ta be practically a dead
letter. Wlen the Provincial Board of
Iealth enquired of tle quarantine oflicer
why he did not detain the steamer Lalke
Huron, which had small-pox on bourd, he
replied that under a departmental letter of
18S4 his instructions are : " That when a
vessel reports lierself at Grosse Isle with a
case or cases of ordinary infectious disease.
if such case or cases have been isolated in
the ship hospital, he is ta take off the case
or cases of sickuess, direct the ships's
doctor as to disinfection ta be used during
the further passage ta Quebec, and ta
allow the ship and the rest of the passen-
gera ta proceed," What practical methods

of disinfection eau be carried out in the
steerage of a crowded passeuger steamer is
not said, nor is any stress laid on the
widely diflering character of the so-called
ship's hospitals fromn the confortably
appointed sick bay ta the niserably little
cabin, too afen adjoining the crowded
steorage, which le frequently' dignified
Vith that naine.

The appointment of a iedical olicer for
the port of Montreal bas been urged by
such bodies as the Board of Trade and
Local and Provincial Bourds of Hlealth.
The departinent at Ottawa declines ta make
such an appointaient on the ground that
it would interfere w'ith the existing
quarantine regulations ait Grosse Isle
which are held ta be sullicient, but if these
regulations are not enforced, this grouînd
of refusal is palpably insufflcient, and the
absolute necessity for a niedical oflicer at
this port to prevent the introduction of the
germs of infectious disease by ocean vessels
becomes once more apparent to the busi-
ness community of the city.

This cannot be considered a mere local
question asuch an epidenic as occurred
last year may be looked upon, in its' bear-
ing on Canadiau commerce and travel, as
little less than a national calanity. Thanks
ta tohe, energy and public spirit of our
citizens the danger of its recurrence from
the land side is entirely obviated, but the
presence of the loophole by sea, which, we
have just pointed out, nust lbe a con-
tinual mniîace ta the health of the country
unless the -quarantine regulations are
more rigidly enforcod.

epressedl as mîîany branches of the
ietal trad hae liubeen, in rocent ycars, it

is questioiable if the ruinous effects of
excessive production have been imlore ali-

parent than in the iianufacture of tin
plates. 'Ile illrclise lin coastinption lias
bean cnornuis all over the worl, but
despite thils, the production of the ErItish
ills hlas mlore than keplt pace with legiti-

mito requirements, und sales, in many
instances, have been iade below' a paying
basis.

''lis ceiiapinîess of tin-plates has led
to considerable developienit inI aIl its
branches of the caniiiiig trade and tin-
waro manufacture, and it is esjtimaited
ilat in the United Stites alonte the con-
sulptioi for hlie first half of this year is
fully -100,000 boxes li excess of the ]ilîo
pericd iast year. Caliners of vegetables,
fruits, fish anid meats took over 200,000
boxes more than inîst yeur and that the

petroleuni enners have boight to a iich
ilarger oxtent than hist year is apparent in
the fa t Li their exparts of ail in cans
have bcîn fuiily 30,000,000 gallons in
excess of the corresponding period of 1SS5.
But the intcrcalse lias iot been confined ta
tthes.prominent sources of consuimption.
i te iaiiufacture of miseollaneous pack-

liges for varions coimodities in house-
ieepintg tLinware, the increase ias bcu
considerable.

The oxtraordinary large outpi t fron
Great Britain and thc abnorially low
prices hlis offered little inducement for
fureign makers to enter the field but the

lsit deposits of tin recently discovere in
the Black uils tire now directing attention
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ta the possibility of the manufacture being
undertaken on a large scale in the United

States. A conipany lias been quietly dir-
ecting surveys of water-courses and quartz
and placer-grouînds, until it las now se-
cured ail the water avalable and accessory
ta the tin deposits running from1 Hill City
ta Ctster, Il distance of 18 miles, and
nearly 6 miles in width. It bas literally
coralled not only the great deposit but the
pover necssary ta its development, and
its concentrating plant at Etta Camp is
said ta have cost no less than $100,000. A
correspondent has stated that one claim
showed " crystals as large as walnuts and
thoroughly permeating the ore." "This
marvellous ,claim," we are told, "is on a
five-foot vein of pay ore, and extending to
a distance of 4,500 feet." The ore assayed
i a crude way showed fron 15 ta 25 per

cent of tin. On many of the properties
shafts htave been sunk, and the prepara-
tiens seem to point ta an active era of
mining in the icar future. The first re-

parts of these richi deposits read too much
like a pleasing myth but there appears to
be little doubt that ore in paying quanti-
tics has been found and the discovery is
ait important onie ta the United States as
tbat country imports immense quantities
of British plates.

CONCER1NING BUTTER AND CHEESE.

The second of the series of farn bul-
]otins issuîed by he Ontario exporimiental
farm, at Guelph, is designed for the im-
proveient of the dairy product and gives
sane very instructive rules for the patrons
of ceese factories and creaimeries in re-
gard I to [he treatment of cows and their
milk lin order that the most satisfactory
results may be obtained in this direction.
The business of dairying when intelligent-
]y und carefully followed insures to the
farimer a safe and steady income. Canada,
as a country is especially favored with all
the naturai advantages of water, grass and
alitate, for tlie production of ebeese and
butter of the finest quality; and 'as the
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permanent success of ihe dairy industry
depends upon the quality of the product
every dairy farmer is or should be inter-
ested hi its improvement. In producing
and supplying milk to cheese factories and
creameries the following points require
attention in order that the best results
may be obtained.

1. Mjilk fron hcaltly cows only should be
used, and not until at least four days after
calving.-2. Any harsh treatnent that excites
the cow lessens the quantity and injures the
quality of ler yield.-3. Cows should be al
lowed an abundant supply of wholesome,
suitable food and as much pure water as the'
will drink.-4. A supply of salt should be
placed where the cows have access to it everi
day.-5. Cows should not be permitted to
drink stagnant, impure water, nior to eat
cleanings from horse stables, leeks, turnip
tops, nor anything that wouild give tie miilk
an offensivc taint.-. Al nilk vessels shoau
be thoroughly cleansed i first being well
washed, then scalded witl boiling water. and
afterwardà sufficiently aired ta keep tlien
perfectly sweet.-7. Cows should b milked
with dry hands, and onli after the udders
have becn waslied or well brushed.-8. Milk-
ing should b donc and mailk should be kopt
only whero the surrouinding air is pure and
frce from all objetionable and tainting odors.
Milking li a foul-smîelling stable or yard
imparts to milk ai injurions talit. Soiu
wliey should never be fed, nor should hogs be
kept li a milking yard, or near a milk stand.
-9. Tin pails only slhould be used.-0. Al
mnilk should be properly strained, immnediately
after milking, and for tlat purpose a detaclied
strainer is preferable to a strainer-pail.

POI CIese rAcTOES.-11. In preparing
mnilk for delivery ta a cheese factory, it should
imimediately aifter straining he thoroughly aired
by pouring, dipping or stirring. This treat-
ment is as beneficial for the morning's milik as
foi the evening's, and is even more necessary
wien the weather lS cool thaln wlen it is
warm .- 12. Ini warn weather all milk should
lie cooled lfter it la been aired, but not
before.-3. Milk kept over night in snali
quatiiities--say in tin pails-will be in botter
condition than if kept in larger quantity in
une vessel.-14. When both messes of milk
are conveyed ta the factory in one can, the
inixing of the morning with the evening's
milk elould bc delayed till the milk-waggon
reaches the stand.-15. While the milik is
warner than the surrounding air it shouild b
left uncovercd, but when colder it may with
advantage be covered.-10; Milk-pails and
cans should bo protected from tle rain, and
milk-stands should be constructed ta shade
the cans froin the sun.-17. Only honest milk
with its full creain and full share of strip-
pings should bc offered ; violation of this re-
quiremaent leaves the patron ]iable to a heavy
penalty.

Fon CiEAMEuE.-18. in preparing milk for
delivery once a day to a creamery wl:erc the
whole milk is received, the treatient should
be simailar to that recommended for celcese
factories.- 19. For creamerics recciving cream
only, the milk shoild b well aired but net
cooled before setting.-20'. Ailk should be set,
for the separation of the cream where no
lipure air will reach it.-21. Orceain rises
beat with a falling temperature, and the
separation of cream fron the milk is pro-
mofed by cooling, after setting, to at lest 400.

Foi BUTrrrEaIîAKIsu AT FAaM DAiîu..-22.
When the creun-is used for butter-making at
the farta the foregoing treatnents and con-
ditions Imay' bo observed with profit.-23.
Good ventilation for a milk-house, milk-cellar

or dairy-rom, is most essential, and amay b
provided for by leading an air drain under-
ground, for say 200 feet. Through it a suppqly.
of pure, fresli, cool air may b admiîitted. 'Tie
foui or warma air may be allowed to cqý.ape
through ventilators or windows in or cnear
the ceiling.-24. Creai shoild invarially be
renoved fron the miilk before the iîilk is
sour.-25. The creai for cei clurning
shoiuld b gathered into and kept in one
vessel.-26. The whole of the creai îlihuld
be well stirred every time fresh creaîn is
added.L27. In suinier, crcai should ilotbe
left longer than three days before chninîlitig.-
-28. The best churiiing teiperatures aire
between 570 and 60° duîring the suiiiIIi'r, and
between 00° and 64° diring hlie winter.-20.
Butter can be more thoroughly washied frec
front butter-milk while in the. graniu'ar con-
dition than after it is gatmhered or pressed into
a roll.-30. Only the best pure salt, of mediun
and uiniformn finciness of grain shohild be used,
and from tirece-qiarters to one omince 01 salt
per poind of butter will be fund satiiftLetory
for Ilie summeriii,.-31. The timiiost cleanliieis
in milking, in vessels, in uîtensils and li all
surroundings imlist be observed to preserve
the flavor and body of the milk, cremn, butter
and checse froin contamination.

A desire liaving been expressed for the
formation of a dairy class, to be trained in
butter making at the creaiery il cou-
nection witli the Experinental farin, Sept-
cînber lias been chosen as the mnost
suitable mointh for a beginnuing, and
farinis' sans and daugliters and others
will now be afforded an opportuniLy of
learning how ta inprove u(pon the or-
dinary mnthods, which we hope will be as
rapidly superseded by the new as thie
breed of cattle lias by the superior stock
now generally prevailing lin the Province.

TIIE BRITON MEDICAL AND GENERhL
LIFE ASSOCIATION.

Tlie notice issuiied by the provisional
liquidator ta flic sharcholders of thils coin-

pany, calling upon thema ta attend il ieiieting
to decide whether ai order shall b made by
the court ta wind up the affairs of the As-
sociation, or whether tbey will give their
sanction ta a scieme for fle reconstruction
of the coinmiany on the basis of a reduction of
its contracts, contains two startling iainoiince-
ments. It states that defalcations have becn
discovered ta the extent of £100,000, and
also that the preseit state of flie accoints
shows that the assets onlîy ainouat to less
t han onîe-ialf of the sumi iocessamry' ta mecet
the existing liabilities. These liabilities con-
sist of policies now current, amnouinting to
£3,215,118, and annuiities ta the anuuîîîît of
£910 per annim . To reinsure these lin-
bilities would, it is cstimated, require a sam
of £1,043,408, while the assets, including, it is
presumed, premimins praid uip ta tlc date of
the report, arc only estimiateud et £400,000,
or less than fifty per cent. of flc ainount
rcquired. In provious articles on this subject
in these coluins wu have urged the policy
holders ta avold te ruinous resuîlts of wind-
ing up the association, and we trust that their
sanction may be obtained for the recon-

struction of tlie company upoi the basis of
an equitable rediiction of its policies. Any
other course couild not, fail ta be more pre-
judicial to tlhir initerests.

IIUS'TlhESS IRON.

The Bower-larff process for fhe treatment
of iron to give protection fromt rust, is par-
ticiularly well adipted for gas and water pipes.
It consists in coating the iron with a layer of
black or magnîetic oxide of iroi, and, as is
well kinowni, this oxide does n1o uiiiderg anity
furthcr' oxidation on exposure to air or water,

irovcd by the imagnetic iron-ores and suids,
which wltlihitaîul any aiiouin t of weatlering.
This procss-described at lengtli la tue Popu-
lar &cience M1ont/1-is accolispliiled it less
cost flm gaIlvaniiizinig or tinnling, and any ane
who has had occasion to ise vater wVhich lias

passcd tliraoughi I iew iron pipe, or aine that
hia nt been uîsed for somie fi îme, and which
becom es clear onlv ifIter somin Cime of constant
use, will readily ierceive the aldvantages of a
coting by which no trouble of the kind can
iccuîr. It ls a wcll-known filt thLt water

ruiniii ng tiroughi lead pipes isvery alit ta con-
tain leail lia solution, the continuiîed ise of
such water causing lead poiloning, for al-
thoughli the amunt dissolved ieay be very
saall, still it, accumuîflates in the systei and
finally cîtmase sî:kicss îand disease. Ai
Amnerican, cheînist lias recently de0imonstrated
tlat water passing through galranîized pipe
ilso dissolves quite anti appreciable quanîmtit' of
the zinc coating. Tin-lined pipes, intil flic
introduction of t.he 4£rust.less"l pipe-by the
Bower-Birff process-weire considercd the
best, but were far from being all that could he
desired, as la inmany instances, aifter uîsing. for
a time, the coating was coipfletely destroyed.
Tin pipe ta b botter han lead imiuist b coat-
td witi I ining of pure tii, but as titi is often

mixed with lead, anmd the alloy is Iiuch more
soluble than cither lead or tin alone, sich Lin

pipe would b worse thian the coamon lead

pipe. 'ie liabilityr of iron ta rust is a great.
dIralwbacuik ta its uîse for many puiriposes, and
hie practical value of au process which will

protect it, i a aslight expense, is self-evident.
The color on cast and wrouiglt iron whenio
treatedi a a blilh gray, which in saeil cases
may be objectionable, but hie coating takes

paint and retaIins it far better thanl the un-
treated iron. For polished work the color lm
n lustrous ble-icblaîck, adding greatly to ic
beauty' of the article treated. Up to the pre-
sent time only fuîîr furnaces have been built
an the con tinient-two in Brooklyni, N. Y.,.
onie at Little Ferry, New Jersey, and ane in
Philadelphia. The processes diff'r as he iron
is cast, wrouight, or polishied, the Bover pro-
cess being the botter for cast iron, and con-
sists in oxidizing ih by meanus of caurbonmic acid
and air, and the arfif mnethod for wrouglit
iron and polished work is produced by super-
heated steamîm. The air treItenCIt is muore
speedy and coisequently less costly, but cain-
not bc used for wrought iron and polisled.

Tlie raisin
yield of1 885 is placed at 500,000 boxes, and a
supply of 700,000 boxes is looked for this
year. It tikes 4 to 5 pounds of grapes to
produce 1 lb. of raisins. ic Elastern demailind
for fresh grapes is growing, as the railway
hles are offering better facilities for their
transportation. 'Tlie growth in the pro-
dIction of California fruits lias becn more
rapid thanilI te developient of niew markets.
The growers of oranges are now working
lore and more for reputation. This season's
shipments have been very satisfaictory. The
return cf nearly $1,500 net for one carlaild of
fruit by Onc of the comimiiission mln nt New
York hald a stimuîîlating effect. Orange
growers arc feiring Mexieînn Coipetitlon, as
the inhdistry there lias licou stiiiilatetd by
the prospects of al reciprocity treaty. Aneri-
cans have invested in Mexican lands and
plinted groves, elaiming that oranges could
bu piroduced clieaper in Alexico thaîn Cali-
fornia, in conscquience of clcaper labor. The
raising of walnuts is oine of the plcasantest
occupations of the fruit grower, as Ilie treus
reqpîire litile pruiiniig, are free fron insect,
pes(s nnd bear every year, the yield being
fromî 100 to 200 pounîds, briiging an average
price of 7 cents at the station, thlus piayinîg
wcll, is it is an expensive crop to raise.
Over 2,000 carloads of oranges were shipped
Enast. ls year. Ciicago las been the prin-
eipal market, but New York rut urns the best
prices for fancy fruit.

-An Aincricani fin have leased the larges
sardine weirs at Deer Island, N. B., for thrce

years. It is said they are to pay an annufial
rentia Of $6,060 l advance and $3 per llid
for ail the fislh obtained.-Mackerel continue
in demand at New York, but inquiries. are
chiefly for the botter grades, whiclh are yet
exceedingly scarce. The catch so far this
season is certainly very discouraging, the
falling off as coipared with last year being
50,000 bbîs, with the sane tine in 188.1, 00,-
000 bbls, and with 1883, over 100,000 bbls.
Somte few new Block Island lave been re-
ccived and sold at $11.50 @ $12 for No. 2, and
$21.50 Q $22.00 for No. 1-The trade in New
York is excited over slaughter prices for
doiestie sardines. . A sale wvas recently made
of 2,000 at.41c net Cash. The cost to pack
these fisi and lay them down is fuîlly 5c,
therefore a positive lors is represented upon
every sale. The truc inwardneass of this con-
dition of affairs is given out to be the efforts
making by certain parties to control the trade.

Tis shipping trade of Quebec te the 30th
June, 1885 and 1886, lias been statistically
dealt wi'tl. In 1885 the total unumber of vos-
sels which were reported iniward.renched 268
vessels, 283,081 tonnage, and C,465 men. In
1886 the figures show 208 vessels reported in-
ward, 230,500 tous and 5,440 men-a decrease
of 60 vessels. In 1885 there vere 124 British
ships and 1.14 of foreign' origin whicli arrived
in port, while in the present year, the number
of British vessels was 06 and of foreigns ones
there were 112. For 1885 the rettrns show,
besides 1241 British, 136 Norweginn and 'wed-

isih, 5 Gerian, I Russian, 1 Dutch. In,1880
the returns stand thus, British, 906 Norwegian
and Swedish, 103 i German, 4; Russian, 2;
Dutch, 1, and Argentine Ilepublic, 2. With
regard to the slowing of vessels nutward
bound, we find that in 1885, the total number
whiclh left Quebec amlouinted ta 190, tonnage
182,711, men 4,15.1, and in 1880 the number
of vessels was 153, tonnage 143,978,: men
3,1401. These latter belonged to the followinig
couîntries: British 79, Norwegian and Swedish
104, Germuian 4, Ilussinn 1, Duteh 1, Argentine
Republic 1. Tlicy were despatlied te the fol-
lowing ports, viz.:-United Kingdomî 125,
British Colonies 15 and other foreign coln-
tries 13.

AT a recent private meeting of represen-
tatives of the fast American and Canadian
freiglht lines, it was showi that the freight
returnus for 1886 werc larger than those for
the thrce preceding yeirs, and (Uit the pros-

pects for the future were brighter. Mr. L. J.,
Sargeant, of the Chicngo & (t'rand 'Trink,
was elected president. A resolution was
passed respecting lumber rates to take effect
on the 1st inst. These will b fixed at the
printed estimated weighits given in the
Canîadianîî Joint Freiglht Book, londs to ho
liîmited to 24,000 lbs. per car, shippers giving
the exact quantities. If an excess is allowed
it will be rated at fourth-class tariff rates.
Another resolution was adolitel naking the
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estiiated weiglit of expert live stock via the
St. Lawrence, Joaded !in cars 30 feet 'long and
under, te be - Sheep, single deck, 13,000
poinds ; double dcck, 20,000 pounîds ;eattie,
18,000 pounîds. Agricultural im'plenents; it
was finally agreed, should be charged at
actrual weiglit, subject to classification.

Tue U. S. Governunent tee farmu in South
Carolina is to be given IpI and the renant
of the plants distributed. This recalîs re-
miniscenses of the reign of Le Duc, the
classimate of President Hayes, whito was ap-
pointed Commissioner of Agriculture. He
conceived the idea that the United States
ouglit ta raise their own tea as wbll as pota-
foes, involved the Governnent in an expense
S100,000 or more in denonstrating thit they
cannot do it. H1e did succecd in raising a
little ten, and passei it round amoiig the
Congressmen and Senators w'heneýver lie vant-
cd a new appropriation, in order te convince
thelm that lie was getting on finely and would
soon diive te Asiatic lcatlici out of the teni
trade, but if was bitter stuff and cost several
thousand dollars a pound. The ta farn has
run to weeds during the last few years, and
now if is decided te abandon it entirely.

TiE Wininipeg PaIcking and Provision Com-
palny lias ipplied for incorporation. Its
object is to fouînd al pork-packing establisli-
ment simîîilar te those .'which' have (lone so
""uclh te ilerease Chicago's wealth. The com-
pany will apply to the City couincil for a
bonus of $10,000 ; and if this is granted they
Wil immediately begin the erection of suit-
able buildiigs whicil will be coipleted and
ii riining order by the iniddle of Septenliber.
'Tie stock is being rapidly taken up and it is
expected flic eltire capital, $75,000, wIll be
subscriibel for within ten days. It is said
tlit fle proprietors of ranches at Calgary and
elsewlere have int'inaîtfed that if Winnipeg
daes noet Iake an carly stir the great packing
trade of fle CaIadian Nortli-West.wvill centre
at somtie olier enterprising town, as there will
soon be an unlimited supply of live stock
available.

The anuiual statement of Ilie bu.sinless of tlbe
l'OSt Oflice Savings Rank of Canada lias just,
beeiI publislied for the fiscal year. nded 3t,
Jine, 1881, and shows a mostsaftisfictory state
of ilcreuse th1rougho0ut the year. Tlie total
amuîcuint st fhe credit of deposits bas low
reached thei uinequalled amounit of $17,159,372,
beinig an increase of $2,008,832 over last year,
and the largest increase iin ail ene year since
1883. The total cost of management was
S4 1,38, being an avertage of 21 0-10 cents for
ech transaction. This shows an increase of

S5,007, which is sinall comapared witlh tlie
large increase Of business and the nunber of
lew' offices opened. The percentage of cost of
mianagemîeut, te the balance of the depositors
reinains tle saime as last year, Ianely 24 per
cent.

NEW ERuX'swou crop reports, as furnished te
flic Board of Agricultire,.are not uniformily
good. There-has beenta Idiig period of dry
weatlier, and in sone plces the ariy w'ori
lias;appeared. in considerable force. 'lie liay
crop will be considerably below flic average.
Weat alone las comle througli the ordeal
unliarmecd, the promise for this cereal being
in almost every .district remiarkably good.
The time-of danger, ihowever, is net yet alto-
gether passed, and wbeat is not, it appears,
se extensively grown as other grain. Potatocs
have excellent prospects all through, despite
the prevalence of the Colorado beetle, acd
fruit, where grown, promises a bountifil
yield. [n the northern counties the crops
hlave all done well.

AN order in council has been passed declar-
ing that a special forn of oath shall be
requircd by all collectors of customs, te be
made and subscribed before tlema by the
importer concerned i each case wlienever
any free citry is tendercd et the cutstoms for
wire rope on flic grounîd that it is intended'
for use in rigging for ships and vessels. A
similar form is also prescribed for fisl-hooks,
nets and seines and lines and trawls. Steel
strips when imported inîto the Doiniion by
manufaîcturers of buckthorn and plain strip
fencing will be admitted to entry free of
custons duty until otherwise ordered ; also
steel round wire rods under half-inch in
diamîeter, wlen imported by nanufacturers of
wire.

Tiinni lias been exceptionally fine harvest
weather in -western Ontario, and already,
according to the London Fruee Press file biullk
of the fall wheait and barley lias been housed
in excellent condition. Tlhresliing lias con-
menced, and froin reports received bothl te
samîîplesi of whecat and ftle yield are aIl that
could be desired. Soie few fields of eaily
oats have been cuit, but genecrally speaking
they are liglt in the straw. Spring wlieat is
turning and will be ready for lte riper next
week. The lay crop has been liairvested ii
flic fiest, condition that was ever known,
as flic mIajority of thalît cut hardly got a
sprinkling of rain. Two weeks more wuill se
the grain harvest pretty M'ell tliroighi with ini
Ontario-onc of flue earliest in this country.
