It has been announced that the Bishopric of

Rath and Wells has been offered to the Right
Rev. Dr. Kennion, Bishop of Adelaide, Aus-

tralin.

Mr. GEoRGE HAZELHURST propo:ed 1o read
publicly during the meeting of the Wesleyan

Conference at Birmingham, lanst month, the
sermon of the Rev. Jchn Wesley, known us the
“ florah Sermon.”

Tue Bishop of Salisbury dedicated a new
church at Bourne Valley, near Bournemouth,
in the third week in July. The church has cost

several thousand pounds, will seat about 600
persons, and is of very handsome design.

Tug now church of St, Hilda, at Sunderland,
erccted Lo the memory of the late Bishop Light-
foot, has been consecrated by the Bishop of

Durham. The cost has becn nearly £8,000,
and there is nccommodation for about 500 peoplo
in the church.

Tug Birmingham Daily Gazette says that on
Sunday, 15th July, the Doun of St, Duvid's en-
tered his ninety-third year, having been born on

St. Swithin's Day, 1802, Dean Allen is in vig-
orous health of mind and body, attends the
cathedral sorvice twice daily, and superintends.
all business.

Tue Third International Congress of the OLp

Carionics will be held at Rotterdam on the

28th and 30th August, inst. The last Confer-
ence was held at Lucerno, and those who were
present considered that its debates and inter-
course did much to promote harmony and fur-
ther Christian Unity.

Tur Rector of Richmond, Yorkshire, the Rev.
Canon Danks, has been appointed by the
Bishop of Ripon to the Archdeaconry of Rich-
mond, vacant by the resignation of the Ven. G.
Cust, who is now 90 years of age, and has held
the office for the past 26 years. Canon Danks
recontly refused the Bishopric of Wellington,
New Zealund., '

Tug Bishop of Worcester recently received a
large number of Birmingham workingmen at
Hartlebury Castle, and addressed them on the
hearty enthusiasm of the workingmen at the
mootings of the Church Congress, and spoke of
the enormous power for good they might exert.
in their own neighbourhood, and how they
conld help forward the work of Church exten-
sion in the city.

TrE Worcester Diocesan Magazine says that it
is proposed to place in the great church of St.
Michael, Coventry, (probably on the north wall
of the interior of the great tower,) a very large
and beautiful memorial brass, in memory of all

the Bishops who have ruled the several dioceses
in which that old Saxon tower has been placed
from the time of the creation of the Mercian see
at Repton, in the year 656, If suificient.neans
should bo obtained in time, itis hoped that the
memorial will be unveiled and dedicated by the
Bishop of the diocese at the time of tho pro-
posed diocesan conference at Covenlry in Octo-
ber next,

Tue Touse of Laymen of the Province of
Canterbury, through their Chairman, Lord Sel:
lorne, addressed, last month, a formal Protest
to his Grace the Archbishop of Canterbury
against the Bill for the Disestablishment of the
Church in Wales, expressing the hope that the
attack—one * really upon the whole Church of
England’ —will be ~trennousty and everywhere
resigted by Churchimen.

Tre Rev. C. Arthur Lune has a very long
list of engagements for his Picture Lectures

“during the coming season : more, in fact, than

in any previous year to date, over a hundred
nights being already definitely taken up. IHe
is to be in London, suburbs, and South Coast
towns betweon Michaelmas and Christmag,
and in North of England towns (Lancs, Yorks,
and Cheshire,) from Christmas to Lent. Mr,
Lane is busily engaged in preparing a large
number of additional illustrations for further
improvoment of the work.

TrE Church Army have concluded the ar-
rangemerts for taking possession of the whole
of the Thelnetham estate, near Thetford, Suf-
folk, which will now, under the direction of
their manager, Mr, T. R. Johnson, be fitted up
in every way as a preparation for young men
without means for colonial life. Tho training
will includo a slight knowledge of carpentering,
tailoring, boot-making, blacksmith work, etc.

The farm will work in close touch with the .

emigration agency of tho society in Montreal,
and ulso with the numerous labour homes of the
society.,

Ix the Upper House of the Convocation of
Canterbury, at its session last month, it was re-

solved, upon the Report of a Joint Committee
of both Houses on the Sunday opening of
museums and picture galleries: “Thatitis the
duty of the Church to remind the people of
England that the foremost privilege of the
Lord’s Day is the privilege and responsibihity of
worship.”

The following motion, introduced by the
Bishop of Rochester, was opposed by the
Bishops of Gloucester and Briatol, Ely and Lon-
don, and was lost by o large majority : “ That
gince it is evident that an increasing number of
persons—for whom Sunday is the only day of
leisure—find the reasvuable use of libraries, pic-
ture gallerios and museums on that day to be
wholesome and profituble, it i3 necessary, in the
highest interests, both of visitors and at-
tendants, that such Sunday opening should bo
carefully guarded against unfairnoss or mis-
use.”

A the opening of the new Church schools at
Kingston, lately, the Bishop of Rochestor
stated that in his diocese there woro upon the
books of the Church schools, in 1884, 76,000
children; but to-day they had upon theip
books 101,000, in spite of the Board sehools
that had beon built on all sides. In 1884 the
number of schools that were marked by their
inspectors as “ very good” was 135; but last
your the number marked “very good” had
ricen 10 305. There figures should rouse Church
people in South London to greater exortions
than ever on bohalf of this, undoubtedly the

- most important work of the Church, :£7,200

was the amount voluntarily subscribed townrds
building these new schools at Kingston, but a
sustentation fund will bo needed to keep them
going, and the Bishop's advice to the managers
to multiply the number of people who really
cared about the education that was to be given
to the children was just what is noeded at this
time. It is the small subscriptions of the many
rather thun the larger ones of the few that is
required.

“Many Churchmon are much perplexed,”
says tho Pall Mall Gazette, “ over the ceremony
at the White Lodge, when the 1nfant son of the
Duke and Duchess of York was baptized by
the Archbishop of Cauterbruy. The sorvice
took place iu the drawing-room, but it is quite

clear from the rubrics of the Baptismal.Offico
in the Book of Common Prayer that private
baptism should be resorted to only in the case
of necessity—for example, when the child’s life
s in danger. The newspapers stated that
the service was the samo as that used for
baptizm in private houses, It would be intor-
osting to know whether the Archbishop for-
mally *received this child into tho congrega-
tion of Christ's flock.” Oris it contemplated
that the infant Prince shall bo hereafter taken
to church and the prescribed service gone
through? The matter will doubtless appear a
smull one to the man of the world, but the
clergy feel very sirongly thatin these days,
when discipline in the Church of England is all
too lax, the rulers of the Church should set an
examplo of rigid obedience to the plain direc-
liong of the Prayer Boolk,

Ir appears from the annual report of the
North Wales Baptist College at Bangor (says
the Bhyl Journal) that the financial affairs of
this small institution are not very flourishing,
‘‘owing to commercial depression and the Lib-
crator failure having affected many sub-
geribors.” There is & balance due to the
treasurer of £155 15s 23d. A suggestion that
a further appeal for congregational funds should

be made, was met by the Rev. Owen Davies,
Curnarvon, with the honest but significant de-
claration tbat ‘it was not o time at present to
lay additional collections on the Welsh churches,’
Comment is 2lmost needless. These, let it be
romembered, are the very people who propose
to confiscate Church property for the erection
of wash-houses, museums, etc., and to devote
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funds given for the spread of the Gospel to pur-
poses which will best serve the ends of tl.xe secu-
Jarist and sceptic.  Let it also be borne in mind
that there are betweon four and five hundred
parishes in Wales in which Nonconformity can
not afford to support a singlo resident minister,
and we have a vivid description of the actual
state of the Principality should a certain class
of agitators succeed in influcncing British clec-
tors at t he forthcoming General Klection. The
balance-sheet of the Baptist College is but ono
of the many little key-holes through which the
inner condition of Welsh soctarianism may be
viewed." :

A LESSON 1IN RELIGIOUS STATISTLCS.

To those who are intercsted in roligious sta-
tistics the following statistical facts may be of
gome value. They are gleaned from the first
volume of “ The American Church History Se-
ries,” entitled “The Religious Forces of the
United States.” Its autbor is H. XK. Carcoll,
LI.D., who is in charge of the Division of
Churches, Eleventh Census of the United States,
His statistical results are recorded under the
seal of the United States, and are, thorefore, as
trustworthy as statistics cun be:

There are in the United States 143 denomin-
ations, The largest is the LRoman Catholie,

with its 6,257,871 communicants; the smallost
a communistic eociety, the Adonai Shomo, with
its 20 communicants. TFive denominaticnal
families—viz: Roman Catholics, Methodists,
Presbyterians, Boptists and Lutherans—have
over 1,000,000 communicants; six less than
72,000, Theincreaseof communicants between
the years 1880 and 1800 is over 40 per cent,,
while the increase of population for the same
period is only 21 per cent,, and during thesame
period Protestant Christinnity grew faster than
the popuiation by 17.19 per cent. Notwith-
standing the large Roman Catholic immigration
between the years 18.0 and 1890, its increase of
communicants was only 30 per cent , while the
T'rotestants, with a comparatively small immi-
gration, incroused 41 per cont. The prosence
of o Papal Ablogate and the cry of “Rome!”
“ Rome ! " neod cause no alarm in this Protest-
ant country.

The torms fvangelical and non-[vangelical,
non-orthodox and non Christian, applied to the

" difforent donominations, are misleading, forit is
almost impossible to know where to draw the
line. If wo leavo out the Uuitarians, Jews and’
othor non-orthodox and non-Christian denomin-
ations, which amount to 423,567 souls, we have
a grand totusl of 20,194,840 communicants who
worship God tho Father, God tho Son and God
the Holy Ghost.

With a few oxceptions all of those 143 denom-
indtions are classified under one of the three
great systems of Church polity. The number
of communicants under each is as follows:
Rpiscopal, 11,273,076; Congregational, 5,802,-
614 ; Presbyteriun, 3,088,184, Do not thewe
figures give us some light as to a possible and
rongonanle solution of tho great problem ef
Church Unity? Tho Jpiscopato claims more
than half of tho Christians of this country now.
Why can it not claim all? The Epscopate is
good, but the Historic Lipiscopate! * Romel!”
“Rome!” ‘Unclean!" ‘“unclean!!” Thay
rojoice in the sbadow, but flee from the real
substanice, The pale light of the moon gives
life, but the glorious light of the sun breeds

estilence! And while L am on the subject of
burch Unity, let me bring forward a fow
figures that will tell their own tale and will show
that the Historic Episcopate is not the only
stumbling block to Church Unity. The Bap-

tists, with 3,717,969 communicauts, have 13

separate divisions ; the Luthorans, 1,231,072

communicants, 16 divisions; tho Mothodists,

4,580,284 communicants, 17 divisions; the
Presbyterians, 1,278,332 communicants, 12
divisions. Brothren, for sweet charity’'s sake,
unify your own families before you cast re-
proach upon your neighbors. It is much easier
tor 85 bodies to come to an agreement than tor
143.  “Verbum sat rapienti.”

It 1s interesting to notice how these roligious
forces aro distributed, New York is first in
population and first in communicants; IPonn-
sylvania, second in population and second in
comraupicants ; Illinois, third in population,
but fourth in communicants ; Ohio, foarth in
population, but third in communicants; Mis-
souri, fifth in population, but sixth in commun-
cants ; Massachusetts, sixth in population, but
fifth in communicants, The percentage of
communicants to the population in Now York
36.21; in Pennsylvania, 52.84; in Ohio, 33.31;
in Illinois, 30.43; in Massachusotts, 42,11,
The highest in any Stale is 44.17, in South
Carolina ; the lowest, 12,84, in Nevada, The
highest percentage is found in the Territory of
New Mexico, 66.85 ; the next in Utah, 61.42,
Pennsylvania is the stronghold of the Luther-
ans, the Presbyterians, the Moravians, the
Meunonites, and the Roformed (German);
North Carolina of the Methodists ; New York
of the Romanists, the Jews, the Episcopalians,
the Universalists, and the Reformed (Duteh);
Massachusetts of the Congregationalists. the
Unitarians, Swedenborgiuns and Spiritualists ;
Georgin of the Baptists; Missouri of the Disci-
ples of Curist; Indiana of the Friends; Ohio of
the United Brethren.

With regard to Church property the Roman-
ists stand first, $118,000,000; the Methodisf
Lipiscopal second, $97,000,000; the Protestant
Episcopal third, $§81,000,000; the Northern
Presbyterian fourth, $74,000,000; the Baptists
fifth, $49,000,000. The graud total of Church
property is $679,694,43%.—Southern Churchman.

PRACTICAL COUNSELS TO THE
YOUNGER CLERGY.

The Bishop of Winchester, in “ Practical
Cuunsels, chiefly for the Younger Clergy,” in
his Diocesan Chronicle, says :—* DOCTRINE i8 4
very delicate matter in which to interfere, and
I have somelimes observed that those who use
the most pungent and even offensive reproaches
to & bishop, for not being careful enough to ob-
serve his consocration vow in banishing and
driving away ‘all erroncous and strunge doc-
trines contrary to God's Word," would bristlo
with indignation if any one ventured to explain
to them that their own doctrines were liable to
bo arraigned for the very same reasons, and

that it is really only their own private sonse of
what is contrary to God’'s Word that they wish
to be defended and enforced. It has been pun-
gently observed that there 18 no Pope like a
Protestant Pops, and perhaps bishops are in-
cluded in the aphorism. But surely a bishop is
bound by the communis sensus of the Church, and
the legal value of her formularies, and by no
other rule whatever. He will have, he must
have, if he is a true man, his own personal views
of Christian truth,.but he has no right to force
these on others, if they can claim that their views
are legitimately within the four corners of the
Anglican formularies. We may advise, and
explain, and exhort, but to lay down our private
views of iruth to be accepted in opposition to
individual conscience as a mutier of dutiful
obedience, is an arbitrary and unjustifiable act,
harmful all round, and which no fair-minded
man will care to try.

“Once, lot me confess, many years ago, I
thought it right to press Hooker's view of the
Real Presence on ouc vl my young clergy ; but
he repudiated my appeal with auch a keen sense
of personal injustice, that I was set thinking

about my action when he was gons. While it
dil not interfere in tho least with the warm uf.
fection we felt for each other, it tuught mea
losson, which I have never forgotten since,
Some who read this may have hoard of an ex.
perimont mace long yearsaro by Bishop Marsh
of Peterborough, which almost amounted to 4
now test of orthodoxy. HHo wuas beaten, and iy
would be impossible to attempt il again,

* Rrruarn is another matter where, as T Lave
good reason to know, private and gentle moni-
tion seldom quite fails. Where a parish is likely
to be shaken to the foundations, quiet Christiun
folk disturbed, ths chapels filled, and the
Church’s influence paralysed, the suddon intro-
duction of strunge coromonies is not only an of-
fence against man, it is in a way a sin againgl
God, Let me bear emphatic testimony to the
fact that this is much more felt and acted on
now, by men who value ritual, than it was Len
years ago. Toleration is a wonderful help to
good sense and moderation, The Lambeth
judgment is still working for good.

“ DiscIPLINE i8 another question; bul this

deserves a paper to itself. The point I have in

my mind, suggested by recont circumstances
which have attracted some public notice, is that
of the clergy ministering in Nonconformist
chapels, whether in their own parishes or out.
side them, In my former diocese there were
goverul instances which compelled my interfer-
ence, When the incumbent of a parish claimy
from his bishop protection against the invasion
of his jurisdiction by tho ministration of a bene-
ficed or licensed clergyman,1tis at once a claim
which every incumbent can, if he pleases, muke
in his turn, when there is occasion for it, and the
bishop is bound to listen to him, even when he

" doubts the wisdom of such an appeal. This I

can truly say, that not & word of roughness or
acrimony passed on such occasions, and though
in ono instance a warm and close friendship was
a good deal tried, it delightfully stood the trial,
In such cases it seems helpful to propose an in-
terviow for candid and friendly discussion,
Such a domostic method, if adopted, smoothes
away many difficulties, and it' bishop and pros-
byter cannot consent to agree, ut leust there s
no public scandal. This department of godly
mouition and discipline is of courseone in which
the ordinary has to udminister or declare the
law, s he understands it, quite irrespuctively
of his own personal views with respect to it, or
of the wider considerations that it involves,
There would not be much duty dono in this
world if we always shirked or postponed any-
thing likely to be disagreeable ; and the fear of
giving pain is only less fatal to duty than the
fear of enduring it. On the whole, there are
very few instances indeed where this promise of
dutiful obedience is either eontumeliously vio-
lated, or, may I venture to say, inequitably
pressed.’” —Family Churchman.

OUR BOYS AND GIRLS.

I ono of the Gospeis for this month—that
for the Thirteenth Sunday after Trinity—we
have the beautiful story of the good Sumaritan
who rescued the poor, robbed, and wounded
traveller when his own countrymen had left him
to perish. Our Lord told this story to ascribe,
a man whose profession it was to oxplain the
law, in answer to his question, “ Who is my
neighbor? * The moral is a plain one, Any,
body to whom I may do zood is my neighbor,

When we think of doing good, we are tooapt
to consider only the great things. Wo read

perhaps of a rich man buying a steamer and
giving it to the State for the use of sick emi-
grants, or of a wealthy lady who has built &
hospital for sick children at her own cxpefiso.
Our hearts glow, as they should, at the neys of
such generous deeds, and we think, “ Obfif [
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could only do somothing like that, it would be
worth while.”

Such deeds are in the power of only a few of
(iod’s children, But there is not a person in
the world possessed of his senses who cannot do
good to somebody. Children can help their
purents in a thousand ways if they only desire
to do so. They can help their teachers by dili-
gence and order, and pleasant ways, School-
mates can holp each other by kind words, and
by willingness to share their advantages., Thoy
can carry a bunch of flowers or a little fruit tn
sume one wha is sick or helpless. The boy who
is strong and quick with his hands can perhaps
help some poor old man or woman by cloaring
snow or carrying wood. The girl who is skill-
ful with her knitting or c¢rochet needles can
make somo little shoes for a child’s hospital.
And wo can all give kind words and pleasant
greotings and thanks, which help to lighten
burdens and make life pleasant, Kven the sick
child in the hospital can make the worl of her
nurso easior by patience and choeerfulness, and
docility. _

Then God has given us an instrwinent for
doing good which can be used by all—even by
the sicl child, the old man or woman in the
almshouse, even the prisoner in his cell. That
instrument is prayer. Wo can pray for each
other when we_can do nothing eclse. We can
help ovun our worst cnemy in this way if in no
othor, Such prayors bring down blessings from
the Fountain of all Good not only for those for
whom we ask, but for ourselves,

Try during this vacation season, boys and
girls, to soe how much good you can do, But
beware of priding yourself upon your doings,
Remember that all your powers and faculties
aro the gift of God, and when you havedoneall,
suy to yourselves, “ We are unprofitable ser-
vants ; we have done that which was our duty
todo,” (St, Luke xvii. 10.)— Parish Visitor, V.Y

CIIURCH (OF ENGLAND) SANITARY
ASSOCIATION.

E.rtracted from the * Yorkshire Herald” of
Saturday, May 19th, 1894

How ro PrEvVENT CoNsuMrTION.—A meet-
ing in connection with the Church Sanitary
Association was held yesterday afternoon in St.
Mary's Parish Room, Castlegato, when a paper
on ‘“How to Prevent Consumption,” by Dr,
Tinuis C, Purkos, was read by the Rev. F. Law-
rence, vicar of Westow, hou. sec, of the Asso-
ciation, The chair was taken by the Rev, H.
Vyvyan, who gave a brief sketch of the his-
tory of the formation of the society. The Rev,
F. Lawrence then resd the paper, from which

the following is extracted: The people who
wors predisposed to take consumption were
those living under the unhealthy conditions
enumerated below, namely : [1] Those who
live in damp, dirty, or overcrowded houses or
cottages, [2] Men and women who, living in
fairly  healthy homes, are engaged for many
hours of the day in overcrowded, heated, and
ill-ventilated work-rooms, more especially those
whose occupations are sedentary, or which ne-
cessitate cramped and contracted attitudes,
such as tailors, seamstresses, and dressmakers,
[3] Men and women who work in shops and
tactories where the air is always dusty, very
much heated, or very damp from the presence
of steam. Breathing in dust particles into the

lungs causes bronehitis, and issuing from hot,
" rleamy air into cold raw winds causes lung in-
flammation. These constantly-repeated lung
troubles develop into consumption, [4] Those
who, from poverty or ignorance, live on insuffi-
viont or improper food—more especially in-
fants and young children. [5] People who lay
100 great a straio or tax on their vital powers,

from over-work, anxiety, and exhaustion. To
ondeavour to provenl consumption was the
duty of ull. Dirt and over-crowding in dwalling
houses wete more easily remedied than damp-
noss of walls and floors arising from wetness of
the soil under or around # house. Damp rooms
must be regarded ag untit for human habitation.
Want of ventilation wus especially injurious in
bedrooms, Those engaged in sedentary occupa-
tions for many hours u day should make a
practice of spending one hour at least of the
twenty-four in aclive exercise in the open air,
Gymnastics, and open’ air games which expand
the cheat, should be encouraged amongst the
youths of both sexes. Those who work in very
dusty atmospheres in factories should wear re-
spirators when cemployed, Those working in
heated and steam ladened air should wrap up
warmly before issuing out of doors, and on
reaching home should sponge the body with
topid water Lo remove perspiration, and change
their underclothing. IFor adults the food should
contain u fair amount of butter, dripping, or
fut from meut, and the drinking of tea al evory
moal should be avoided. Infunts aftec boing
weaned, and young children, should be largely
fed on boiled fresh cow's milk. The arms and
legs of ll little cuildren should be protected by
clothing, and not be exposed in the prevailing
sensoless fashion, Atter measles and whooping
cough particular care should be taken to pro-
teet delicate children from chills. Over work,
anxiety and exhaustion should, ns far as pos
gible, bo avoided, No healthy person should
sleep in the sume room a3 & person in consump-
tion.

At the close of the paper a vote of thunks to
Dr. Louis C. Parkos was accorded on the mo-
tion of Mr. E, Taylor, seconded by Mr. Church-
warden Shannon. '

Biocese of Algoma,

Tho Bishop returned from his visitation in
the Nepigon district on the 28th ult., and was
to leave again on the 11th inst. for his island

tour, and hopes to vi it the Missions of St,
Joseph's Island, Gore Buay, Sheguiandah and
Manitowaning,.

The Rev. W. C. Bradshaw, formerly incum-
bent of St. Luke’s, Ashburnham, Ont,, and for
the past five years rector of St. Luke's, Denver
Col., has been appointed to the. parish of DPort
Arthur, and will enter upon his dutios there this
month,

At Asepin, on Juno 1st, the Bishop confirmed
thirteen persons; and there are already a dozen
more candidates in course of preparation. Tho
missionary says ‘ please God. we shall win the
whole country in this neighborhood.”

On Suunday, June 17th, thelittle churci of St,
Paul at Sunpripak was conseciated by Bishop
Sullivan, and a Confirmation held, at which the
Reov. C. Piercy, the incumbent, presented ten
candidates for the Apostolic rite. Holy Com-
munion fullowed, and the Bishop preached an
eloquent and stirring sermon in defence of the
teaching of The Church concerning the Baptism
of infants and Confirmation. Tracts just pub-
lished in England and spocially directed against
the Church of England were lately steathily
circulated throughout the mission through Ana.
baptist agency.

At the church of All Saints, Burk's FavLls,
on tho evening of the same day, the Bishop
confirmed four persons, and in his address added
to his words of counsel in the morning, laying
special emnphasis upon tho loyalty due to the
Church and those who minister ‘at her altars,
He prouched from Prov. xiv. 9, to a congroga.
tion of mnoarly 200 persons, the larger number
of whom were connected with Christian hodies
other than the Church.

The evils of sectarian divisions is well illus-
trated at the little village of CARTIER in this
diocese, The incumbent in a lotter to the
Algoma Missionary News snys: ‘‘Cartior can
only be worked on o week day; there are but
elyhtg-three Protestants here. Divine service is
held in the school house. The eighty-three aro
divided as follows: 29 Presbyterians ; 27 Chuarch
of Bngland ; 10 Baptists; 16 unknown; and 1
Methodist, The place is visited on Sundays by
both Presbyterian and Methodist ministers,
We get a good attendance and a hearty service
even though we do go there on a woek day.

The Bishop wisited Warreny Mission and
StoraeoN FaLLs on the 25th and. 26th June
and administered Confirmation, colebra‘ed Holy
Communion and preached.

Diocese of Qudppelle.

The tenth anniversary of Qu'Appelle Diocese
was observed with an early celebration of the
Holy Communion in the north-west chapel of
St. Paul's Cathedral, London, At 3p.m., the an-

nuul meeting was held in the Church Iouse,
under the presidency of Bishop Anson, Canon
Liddell (3t. Alban’s), having said the opening
Office of the Qu’Appelle Association, read a let-
ter from the present Bishop of the diocese,
dated May 31st, Mr, Vietor A. Williamson
(treasurer) made a brief statement rospecting
the diocesan fund. A much large amount of
support was, he said, needed to adequately cope
with the needs of the diocese. He trusted that
their friends in England would not suffer the
good work which was going on to be starved
from lack of pecuniary support. The chairman,
after expressing his regret at the compulsory
absence of their good friend, Canon Body, said
that they ought all of them to feel indebted to
the S, P. G. for the extra grant which they had
so generously accorded to the diocese. Earn-
estly did he hope that there would be no falling
away in their income. The Rov. A. Edmund
King' gave an account of a three months’ visit
to various parts of the diocese. The clergy he
found to be very hopeful in their worlk, al-
though it was often done under most difficult
conditions, Those at home must realise thoir

* responsibility to the very full, and sec that they

followed those who had gone out with the min-
istrations of the Church, The Rev. Leonard
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Dawson (late of Qu'Appelle) spoke of his recent
work among the Indians, and-gave many io-
teresting and encouraging records of personal
experience. The Chairman, after a fow brief
and enrnest words, dismissed the meeting -vith
his Benediction.

QU’APPELLE STATION.

The Lord Bishop held his second confirmation
at St, Peter's on July 1st, when eleven candid-
atos were presented (eight males and threo
fomales) for the holy rite of laying on of hands.

INDIAN HEAD.

Services are now being held every Sunday in
the Town IIall, which are well attended. Ten-
ders has been asked for building the church,
which is to be given by Lord Brassay.

His Lordehip the Bishop of the Diocese con-
ducted the eervice on Sunday evening, July
15th. On Tuesday, His Lordship, accompanied
by W. B. Sheppard and . A, Cameron, chose
and incpected a site for the new charch, which
will be built on the south side of the railroad on
part of the Ailiance Farming Co.’s land,

FORT QU’APPELLE.

The church in this district is the poorer lo-
day by tho loss of onc of her most active and
hearty members, Mr. T. G. Vidal, a lay dele-
gate of the Synod, who died with startling sud-

denness at his residence at Katepwe, on Thurs.
day, July 12th, from heart disease. A man of
mo-t kindly and genial nature, a keen politician,
and a true churchman ; ho will be much missed
in the neighbeunrhood which he adorned with his
influence, e was buried on Saturday after-
noon near the west ond of the church at
Katepwe. Tho lnst time hoe worshipped in that
church was some three Sundays back, when he
walked all the way from his house—five miles
in the blazing sun, and he was one of the Com-
municants for what proved to be for him the
last time,

The chiof acts of Synod wore as follows :—
Reports of Secretary of Synod, of the Déancrios
of Culgary and Macleod, of the Treasurer of the
Diocese, and of the Scciotary of Diocesan Book
Commitleo wore adopied. Much intoresting
and valuable mat!er was contained in these re-
ports and will be published in tho authorised
report of proceedings of Synod.

Tho following were electod to represent the
Diocese in the Provincial Synod: Revs. Dr.
Cooper, H. H. Smith, W, H. Burnes, I B.
Brashier, H. W. G. Stocken, J. W. Tims, R.
Hilton, and Mossrs, Justice Mucleod, Jeph~on,
Wood, Wolley-Dod, Penrce, Christie, and
Cavanagh. The roprosentation of elective
clergy and laity on the exccutive commitlee
was onlargoed from three each to five cach, and
the committee now consists as follows:  The
Bishop (president ox-officio), Reve. Dr. Cooper
(ex-officio as Secretary ot Synod), Stocken.
Tims«, Brashier, Hilton, Buarmes, and Messrs.
W. H. Hogg, (ex-officio as Divce-an Treasurer),
Jephson, Poarce, Justice Macleod, Christio, und
Wood, Mossrs, Morris and Gibb of the Impor-
ial Bank were appointed auditors, A motion
by Rev. R. Hilton to restrict the office ot vos-
tryman to communicants was negatived.

At tho evening sossion the committee ap-
pointed to report on the Bishop’s address
brought 1n their report as follows :

The committeo having concluded that their
consideration of the address should be chiefly
gonfined to the financial portion of the same,
report: : .

1. With roforence to tho amount raised for
the Bishopric endowmont fund, it would appear
that the accumulations through interest on tho
amount already raisod, goes to principal till
£10,000 aresecured, and further thut as 8. P. G.
have considerably aided in procuring the said
amount, and are particularly well qualified to
act an trastees for same, your committee desire
to endorse what has bzen dono in this respect.

2, The Committee approve of the Bishop's
action regarding the money raised for the ercc-
tion of a seo house, and would respoctfully urgo
on the Synod the nocossity of raising suflicient

moneys for the erection of a suitable see house
at Calgary.

3. That with regard to funds known as the
Calgary school fund, your commitlee recom-
mend that this matter be roferred to the Execu-
tive Committee for such action as it may deem
necessary.,

4, Tho Commitleo expreseed its satisfaction
with tho conduct of the Diocesan Book Deposi-
tory, and recommended the sppointmont of a
commiltee t7 carry it on,

5. With reference to the publication of the
Diocesan Magazino known as the # Sower in the
West,” the committeo recommended that it be
continued and that the elergy and laity bo urged
10 assist in making it a success, and considered
that if morespace were devoted to local matters
it would increase ils prosperity.

6. The Committee considerod that his Lord-
ship and the Synod were Lo be congratulated on
the progress made in the Indian work, parti-
cularly with regard to the boarding schools,
which has been eminently saisfactory.

7. That with reforenco to the appointment by
the Bishop of the Diocosan Registrar, the ap-
proval of the Synod had been so emphatically
expressed in the election of Mr. Jephson on the
Executive Committee (first on tho list of lay
members), and as delogate to Provineial Synod
(second on list), that no further allusion to it
WAS NCCOSSALY,

8. That the address ns delivered be printed
as part of the proceedings of this Synod.

Tho report of Comwmittee was unanimously
adopted. (

The Bishop then named the following mem-
bors of the Diocesan Boolk Committeo: Revs,
Dr. Cooper, J. W. Tims, H. W. G. Stocken, W.
F. Webh, and Mossrs, Wolley-Dod, C. B, D,
Wood, W. M. Ruker, and M, Morris.

A lengthy discussion on the method of ap-
pointing delegatos to the Gouoral Synod re-
sulted in the re-election by the Synod of Rev.
Do Cooper and Mr. Justice Macleod,

A vote of condolence with the diocese of New
‘Wostminster, and with Mrs, Sillitoe, in the
death of the Bishop was carried by a standing
vote,

The congratulations of the Synod were ten-
dered to his Grace the Primate on his accession
to that dignity.

Thanks were accorded to various organiza-
tions agsisting the Chureh's work, to the C. P, R.
for special fucilities granted to clergy, and to
those who had so hospitably entertained non-
resident members of Synod.

After a cclebration of Holy Communion on
Friday, July 20th, at which service Rev. R,
Hilton, of Macleod, delivered an address, the
Synod adjourned to the school room for the
completion of business. Tho {follswing wore
the remaining acts of Synod :

A vote of thanks to Rov. R. Iilton for his
able and instructive address at the preceding
servico. ' The appointment of a committce
consisting of Revs, A. Stunden (convener),
Cooper. Tims, Hilton, Barnes, and Messrs,
Justice Mucleod, Col. Elton, Pearce, Bourchier
and Stunley Stocken, to consider the cuestion
of religious education and to roport at tho next
meeting of Synod.

Most cordisl thanks of Synod given to the
Socicty for the Propagation of the Gospel in
Foreign Parts, the Colonial and Continental
Church Society, and to the Society for Promot-
ing Christian Knowledge, for substantial aid
given more particularly for the work among
the settlers in the Diocese.

In conclusion the Bishop expressed his plea-
sure at the sympathy and confidence shown by
the Synod in their Bishop at this and all former
meelings, and at the unanimity shown through-
out tho sossions, and spoke in torms of high ap-
preciation of clergy and laity of the Diocese.
His Lordship then pronounced the Benediction
and thoe Synod adjourned sine die. :

" matters of importance perfect agreemont ex-
isted, yot by no moans a lazy acquicscence,
The intelligent interost and valuable counsel of
the lay members was especially noticed, and
the interest which all took, even in matters of
smaller importance, in spite of hot, close,
weuather, marked the fuct that the Synod is no
mere form, but that it is & living factor in and
powerful adjunct to the church, of which it is at
once the legal embodiment and legislative as-
sombly.

g (Continued.)
The second visit was to Herschel [sland, and

was undertaken at the beginning of winter.
Taking a train of dogs, sled, provisions, and
overything nccessary for a journey over the
snow, and accompanied by an Indian, he loft
the mission on Oct, 27th, and recched the Is-
land after fourteon days travelling. It was a
trying journey. A dense fog compelled thom

to hug the shore and thus increzse the distance.
The sudden bresking off from the shore of a
largo sheet of ico nearly caused their being car-
ried out to seca, and ondangerod their lives,
They also narrowly oscaped a visit, during the
night, from a large polar bear which was look-
ing out for winter quarters, and perhaps for a
supper too. They fell in with a party ot Iski-
mos and stayed with thom a day. They seemed
to be uttorly ignorant of the Gospel. le had
therc his first experienco of living in a snow
house, and had one of his own. * The first,” he
says, * I ever owned.” About fiftecen miles from
the Island they came across another party
whom they were glad to meet as their provi-
gions bad run out. They were all strangers to
Mr. Stringer, and many of them had never
seen o missionary, He says: ** I bad seon somo
relutions last summer, and they plied me with
quostions about them, for they had not heard of
thom sinco last wintor, In most casos I was
ablo to tell them some news of their distant
frionds, and 1 could ecarcely get away from
them. But I promised to come back in a fow
days, and at last broke away and made for the
ships. I was sorry to learn of tho death of
Oobouk, the Xskimo whom I accompanied to
the fort last spring. He died tho night bhefore
I arrived® A number of Iiskimos were living
near the ships. I visited those a8 much as pos-
gible and taught them what I could. I made
two trips to tho village on the mainland, stay-
ing over night cach timo, and wus much pleased
with their eagerness to lenrn. Thoy used to
gather in tho largest house, and were very at-
tentive as [ read them what I had translated
and tried to explain to them the Gospel. Their
houses were the half underground ones, built
partly of poles and covered with sods and suow.
In the house where I stopped there were about
twonty people living. The building was about
aix feet high in tho centre, slopod to the sidos,
and would have n floor arca of about fifteon
square foot| 1 was kept busy while'there hold-
ing little sorvices with them, and trying to
answer all the questions they asked. Ono man
gaid he hnd killed another & long timo ago and
oagorly onquired if there was u chanco of his
going to heavon, A woman wanted to know if
they used tobacco in houven! Some of thom
had been at Peel River some time ago, and
Archdeacon McDonald or Bishop Bompas had
given them some instruction, but most of them
wore from further west and had never beon to
tho fort. And to think of these puor peopls

living aud dying witkout the opportunity of
hearing the blessed Gospol! It was little that
I could do in such a short time, and with my
limited knowledge of the langunge. But it was
1 beginning, and surely it was a privilege to
bring the Good News to them, if only in an
imporfect and limited way. They were as kind
as could be, and wanted me to stay all wioter.
Then they wanted me to come back snd stay
all next winter, and said they would hunt for
me and got me a supply of meat,” The whalers,
too, were very kind and entertained him right
hospitably, and when he loft, after a stay of
about a fortnight, laded him with such things
as were necessary for the journey.

The cold weathor was now setting in, and the
days were becoming 8o short that it was neces-
sary to return withont further deley. Already
tho sun peeped above the horizon for only a
vory short timo ; and after leaving the ships
thoy did not sce it at all for several days until
they got farther south, The journey occupied
fourteen days, and was even more trying. Pro-
visirns again failed, the wolverines baving do-
stroyed two out of the four caches which they
made on the outward journey, and for a time
they had to live on *tea and sweeties,” (sweot
biscuits ?). They slept sometimes in snow
houses, sometimeos in snow drifts, or wherever
they could find shelter from the biting wind.
Along the const they found drifiwood under the
snow whorewith to make fires, but sometimes
they had only ico-conted willows, and once they
had no fire at all, and had to boil their kettle
over a candle! And this in intensely cold
woather ! * Tor days at a {ime the thermome-
tor stood at 50° 1o 55° below zero, (Fah.)" No
wonder that they made “ roaring fires ” when
thoy reached the pine woods! No wondor that
Mr. Stringer trozc his heels! It scems almost
a wonder that they should ever care to leave
the house again when once thoy reached home
safery | which they did on December Gth,

The above needs no comment from mo, and I
am sure his appeal for an assistant will come
with pecaliar force after reading such an on-
couraging account of his labors.

“ During the past year,” ho says, “I have
renlizod that one man cannot do the work. Tho
spring and the summer are tho best timos for
visiting the Iiskimos on the coast: in fact about
the only times that satisfactory work can be

“~done. There are three or more placos hundreds

of miles apart that should be visited at the samo
time of the year; and how can one man do it
unless ho have wings? Influsnces aro bearing
in from different quarters that will make the
work far more difficult in yoars to come. If a
foothold is not gained now many opportunities
of good will be lost for ever. I am persuaded
that it is now or never. What is to be done?
Where is the man? Where are the means?
The harvest is ripe, and I have faith that
another laborer will be sont forth in God's good
time, and surely that time is now. An unor-
dainod man would do just as well for tho present
if he bo the right sort of stuff and possess pa-
tience and tact. I fully beliove that a few yeurs
will soe the salvation or the ruin of the Eskimos.”
Ho says much more to the same effect for
which tbero is not space n this lewter. I earn-
estly commend this work to the consideration
of God's poople ; His laborers and His stewards,
Asking your prayers for my co-workers and
mysel.

ATTEMPT 10 DESTROY TiE FRENCH ANGLICAN
CHATEL, QUEBEC,

Tothe Editor of the CuuRcH GUARDIAN :
Sir—Itis as an Englishman, presen*ly acclima~
tized in Canada, and as an eye-witness of the
acts of vandalism which took place in this city
on the oveuing of tho Gth instant, that [ desire
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{o say a fow words with regard to that disgrace-
ful scone. I am a member of the Church of
England, and will narrate simply what took
lace in our French “Church of England”
Chapel. The mission to the French peoplo of
Episcopali:m belief was started three or four
years ago, when a few French Protestant fami-
lics exprossed a desire of joining our Chureh.

Tho services of the Reverend Mr. L. V. La-
riviere were sccured, and for some time the
Sunday afternoon service was held in Trinity
(Anglican) Church, whick was kindly placed at
their dirposal by the Rector and Churchwar-
dens.

Last autumn Mr, Lariviere was obliged to
resign his charge, owing to the delicate state of
his wife's health,  The mission was, thus, for a
short time, suspended. Mr. Larivicre, having
returned from the Sunny South, has resumed
his old charge, He rented a suitable hall in a
respectuble portion of the city ; and, on last
Sunday, tho 3th August, the inaugural services
were held. The congregation, though small,
wus highly rospectablo and intelligent. The
services were hearty, bright and instructive.
In the morning the Pastor took for bis text
lomans xiii, v. 8—* Owe no man anything hut
to love one another: for he that loveth another
hath fulfilled the law.” The duty of loving our
fellowmen wag forcibly insisted on, and clearly
illustrated by examples taken from the Word of
God. The sermon was most Scriptural and re-
plete with godly advice. Everything passed
along kmnothly, —* with decency and in order,”
—in tho new quarters, But on Monday a mob
of rowdies, to the number of 600 or 700, paraded
the streets, howling und shouting like demons;
and when arrived at the hall they joined chorus
of “Down with Lariviere’s Chapel.” This
was the signal for a shower of stones, varying
from the size of an ogg to that of a sugar-bowl.
The windows and doors were sma hed to pieces,
cousing damage of, at any rate, $75. To escape
with life would have been a miracle had there
been any one in the building at the time.  For-
tunately there was no person present,

On that lawless night if no murder was com-
mitted we must thank Providence. No thanks
are due to the police, nor to the band of rutfians,
The latter acted cruelly, the former cowardly.

[ am personaliy acquainted with Mr. La-
riviere, He is a man ot’ very amiuble disposi-
tion, kind and gencrous; and, as far as I can
judge, popular and highly respected, even vy
the better class of Roman Catholies.

Some of our local newspapers are inclined to
regard this art of vandalism very leniently;
characterizing it as *“a childish amusement!”
Barbarous, cruel amusement, worthy of the
Park Ages.

Tourists, who are now passing in crowds
through the city, and sometimes stopping for a
fow days, must receive a very poor impression
of Quebee, and think that wo are, at all events,
three centuries behind hand.

_ But, supposing that Mr. Lariviere had lacked
.|1.1(l‘gmont in carrying on hix worl, and were
giving offence to his' Roman Catholic country-
men, why not complain to his Bishop? Our
Bishops, s o class, are men of clear judgment,
and of pacific and Christian disposition. 1f Mer,
Lariviere were guilty, one word from his
Bishop would be sufficient, and the culprit
would roon be removed from his post. Bug, if
the contrary be true, and Mr. Laiiviere be
entirely innoeent, then this act of lawlessness
must be regarded as an otfence, notonly ugainst
him, but also his Bishop, Churchmen in goneral
and the British flag also, For we are all British
subjects.  The cifonders should hasten to make
lhcilmendc honorable.

NEW BOOIKS.

From T. Whittaker, 2 and 3 Bible Ilouse, New
York.

Lay RruapeErs—Their history, organization and
work; an account of what laymen have
done, are doing, and can do for the exten-
sion of tho Xingdom of Ged, by Rev, H. B.
Restarich, Rector of St, Paul’s Church, San
Diego, Cal,, Dean of Southern California.
(Cloth pp. 370, $1.00.)

This is an admirable, instructive and oxcel-
lent work, and one which will bring much help
and encouragement to the constantly increasing
num ber of devout and earnest lay workers in tho
Church. It will, too, we think serve to protect
aguainst o danger which accompanies such work,
viz,, that of over-estimating their own position
and office. It will too inspire them to more de-
finite and aggressive work for the extension of
the Kingdom of Christ. Dean Restarich traces
the origin of tho ‘ Reader’ from the time of the
Apostles onward, and shows it to have been an
office well recognized in and used by the Early
Church, having its distinct duties, subordinate
to those of the Priest and Deacon; he follows it
into the Church of Englund, and adduces his-
torical ovidence from Statutes, Injunctions and
Eccleriastical Law of the existence and use of
the Lay lteader up to 1775, when it ceased, only
to be revived in 18G6; he also examines the ac-
tion of the Church in Scotland, the United States
and the Colonics in this respect; and has gath-
cred together an amount of interesting historical
fact and information generally which would not
be available to the laymen generally. e also
treats of the Prepaiation for the work of the
Reader, in the Service, Mission and Parish ; his
attitude towards Christians of tno various de-
nominations ; his Spiritual Life, and the future
of Lny work. Lvery Tay Reader should get
the book; indeed the publishers would do the
Church a service by issuing it in cheaper form,
so that it mirht have the widost possible cir-
culation, We heartily commend the book.

Hanvsook of THE Bin.e—A Compendium of
IFacts and Curiosities, by Rev, Wm, Turner.
(Cloth pp. 236, $1.00.)

This we find to be another most useful and
dosirable volume; valuable, not only to Lay
Readers, but also to Sunday School Teachors
and all who take any interest in moroe than the
meore lotter of the Bible and desire to know
something of its history, authenticity and
claims.  The author aims to answer such ques-
tions as these:  What is the antiquity ot the
book ? How has it attained its present form,or
was it always s0? Above all on what grounds,
real or supposed, do its pretensions rest? s
the book . (and in what sense) truly divine?
We find the work full of information; gleamed
from many sources ; exceedingly well arranged ;
and, as far us we can see, accurate. 1t touches
on points which cvery earnest teacher must
constantly find coming up in connection with
"The Book, and to which he will find a succinet
answer in its pages.

THE TRUE PRIESTHOQD.

A Sermon delivered on the occasion of the Jubilee
of the South American Missiouary Society, in
Westminster Abbey, on Wednesday, 4th July,
1894.)

By tue Riaar Rev. toe Lorp Bismor ow
Derry, D.D.

« After the similitude of Melchizedek thore
arisoth another priest, Who is made not after
the law of a carnal commandment, but after
.the power of an endless lifo.”—HEBREWS, vii,
15 and 106,

——

Those who delight in tracing the connection
between the livangelist; St. Luke, and the
author of the Epistle to the Hebrews, must
have remarked that the Ascension of our Lord
has  special charm for the spirit of St. Luke.
The Gospel according to St. Luke moves on and
up to the Ascension of Josus Christ. Even so
oarly as in a part of the ninth chapter of the
Gospol, before our blessed lord’s agony and
passion, when He was yet on the way to Jeru-

galem, the author of the third Gospel tells us
that the time of His being taken up drew near,
The most pregnant of all commentators re-
marks that the style «f the Evangelist there
imitates the feeling of the heart of Jesus, and
the Acts of the Apostles contains the history of
the Church down from the Ascension. so to
speak, living with His Life, strong with His
supernatural power. And there can be no doubt
that just iu the sume way the Epistle to the
Hebrews is the Manual, so 1o speak, of the
theology of the Ascension of the priosthood of
Jesus carried on behind the veil. This day, as
nearly all of those who are now in the Abbey
kuow, this day is the Jubilee of the South Am-
erican Mi-sionary Society. The first meoting
of the Patagonian Society, as it was at first
called, was held at Brighton on the 4th July,
1844. We owe it to the kindness of the pre-
siding authority of this Abbey that we have the
opportunity of meoting here this afternoon for
our solemn service, Let me suggest to you, by
way of preparation for the offering, some
thoughts: first on tho priesthood, the priestli-
noss of our blessed Lord; and then on the
priesthood, the priestliness of His Church.
First, then, for the priesthood, for the priest-
liness of our blessed Lord. The treatmeont of
the stately and august episodo of Melchizedek
in the Epistle to tho Hebrews is not drawn from
criticism or from history, but it is drawp
ideally. 'When we read the history of Melchize:
dek in the Book of Genesis, what is there that
stands out Lo the higher imagination—and by
that I do not mean the fancy ¥ Wo are told in

the Epistle to the Hebrews first, the significa-
tion to one who spoke the Hcbrew language
and belonged to the Hebrew race. the significa-
tion of the name—King of Righteousness and
King of Peace ; then the divine origin of that
priesthood, its fsolation, so to speak, from gene-
alogy or priestly descent; thon its appareat, its
ideal immortality ; of the birth, of the infuncy,
of the cradle, of the death of Melchizedek no
word is spoken. Around him there broods a
mystery; he breathes, so to speak, the air of
otornity; and thus the writer goes on to tell us
in the third verse of this chapter * Ho is made
like the Son of God.” Not “islike;” the like-
ness is in the conception, is in the story told;
the sacred author seems, 5o to say, to drink in
the spirit of the history in the 14th of Genesis
and of the 110th Psalm. Lay aside the critical
questions which may arise on the one hand or
on the other., Sce Melchizedek in that narrative
of “old forgotten things, and battles long ago.”
His genealogy is unnoticed. his birth is untold.
There is but this onc brief interview with
Abraham, and then he is drawn back into the
mystery of the silence which lies among tho
Syrian hills. A great thinker of old said that
*“the past is, as it were, the domain of God.”
Ruise yourself to the high eignification of this
purt of the past, Through the mists of time
thero arises before us the ideal of all priesthood,
beyond and ubove the Jewish priesthood,
beyond the pettiness of rubrics, Of all mar-
tinets, the rubrical pedant, the rubrical mar-
tinet, is one of the most troublesome. There
are people whose high gift it is to seo the great
gide of little things; the part of the ecclesiasti-
cal martinet is to see the little side of great
things. And so, in the case of Melchizedek, we
have the type of a priesthood more ancient,
more august, more stately, universal, and
royal; but above all there is tho ETERNITY of
the priesthood. The historical Melehizedek
died, no doubt, and his dust mingles somewhere
with the soil of Syria; the ideal Melchizedek
lives deathless on a page that will never die.
They ¢ are priests, having become g0 ;" thoy are
“more priests,” in the plural number. They
were death-stricken, he is death-untouched.
Look at the text, What vitality there is in it!
What elasticity! There bounds forth, so to
spoak, before us on the page of history, a priest
of u different kind, Yes, the. High Priesthood
of Jesus was greater than that of the Hebrews
of old time. The words high priest and priest
are only in this Epistle direcily applied Lo our
Tiord. These are the key-words first found in
it, and applied to Jesus only in the Hebrews.
Yes, Jesus fulfilled all the idea of the priest-
bood ; the human nature, the capacity which
He had with it of suffering and sympatby, the
helpfulness for His people, the divine appoint-
ment, all these aro in the priesthood of Jesus.

Now, then, for the idea of the priésthood or
the priestliness of His Church. | am nol speak-
ing now about the institution of any particular
order of men in the Church. I am speakingof
the idea of the priestliness, of the priesthood of
the collective Clurch of Christ. All God’s
people under the Old Testament Dispensation,
hiorarchical as it wus, wore still priests, a
kingdom of prissts, a holy nation, and this high

‘privilege extends to New Testament times—* a

chosen generation,” ** a royal priesthood.” He
Who redeemed us by His Precious Blood hath
made us to our God kings and priests. Now
tho principle of the priestliness of the Church,
of its true sacerdotalism, lies mainly in those
words of our blessed Lord that He, the Son of
Man, came not to be ministered unto, but to
minister; and to give His Life a ransom for
many. Not only in countlries to which the Re-
formation does not extond, but in our own land
and in other lands, the priesthood, the order is
tco much looked upon as a clerier. profession,
Ono of old asked, and asked well, tho question,
“ Are not the Ilaity, too, a priesthood 7" Yes,
priosts they arc; they wore washod in boly

baptism, they were ordained, they roceived tha
Laying on of Hands solemnly in Confirmation,
The appointed minister is, so to speal, in sacred
thiogs, the hand and the tongue of the people,
When the preacher looks down {tom tho pulpit
behind him and before him he sees a gongrega-
tion of priests who are mute by agreement for
the time being. The unworthy priest is folt to
be the shame of the peoplo, and so he may he;
and yet in the sight of Almighty God You, tuo,
my brethren, men and woilien, you are priesis
too. You are in essentials bound by the same
vows, you are pledged not indeed to do the
same things, but to thesame life ; you are called
to the same exquisite purity; you are called
upon to stand in the army of God with a trum.
pet sounding the same ad¥vauce.

Now, think of the Church’s priestliness in
work. There are those who say that if you
enter far upon this conceplion of the priestly
idea of the Church you are sute to come upona
rampant eacerdotalism at the end of it. Con:
sider this: Priestcraft is impossible tn a living
Church. Priestcraft in the badscnse is a fungus
upon the dead wood of & Church thatis dying
or dead, When we read the records of the past;
no doubt we can read too olten of prido, of
cruelty, of selfish pomp and vulgar self-asser-
tion in the official priesthood. In the immortal
page of the great author of Latin Christianity
you can read about the doingsof Hildebrand at
Canossa, when the emperor was forced again
and again to pass baretoot over the snow, and
50 obtain the absolution that was needed ; but
even in those days, even in the darkest times of
the Middle Ages, thero was a better and a Lruer
side to the matter., Thero were men, official
priests of God, who felt from the bottom of
their hearts the idea of a priestliness which
their Muster had given to His Church. Theso
men felt that even material benefits woro part
of the Church’s priestly servicee. And now, my
triends, thank God our Church in realization of
the iden of her collective priestliness, advances
upon the Mission-field. For a hundred ycars
pust, or for well-nigh & hundred years, the cull
has been ringing in the ears of the Chureh, and
the people of England, from India, from Africa,
and latterly from South Ameriea, Never, it
may be, in the whole of thoannals of the Church
has there been a truer devotion to the Mission
work. In view of the selfsacrifice of mission-
aries, we do not hear quite so many taunts as
wo did a few years ago, It has been rolated by
u great writer in a very striking little pamph-
lot, which he igsued on the self-sacritice of the
Missionary life, that he mot a friend in Africa
who had been much in con:act with Mission-
uries, and he asked him what they thought of
them. The answer was: ** They are very good,
kind people indeed. I only know one thing
against them, and it is this, that after a few
years they mostly die.” Mackenzie, Hanning-
ton, Smythies, these are names which have
their places in the noble army of martyrs. This
South American Missionary Socicty may truly
be called the Mission of the Three Trophics.
These three throphies are: Tirst, the great
Nuturalist Darwin’s Subseription to tho South
American Missionary Society, after a noble ad-
mission that he had underrated the possibilities
of the Missionary work and of Missionary zeal.

The Second is a Gold Medal, which they
possess still and which was given by the King
of Italy in 1882, Mancini, the Forign Minister
of 1taly, writes in the nume of the King: “ His
Mujesty has been made aware how thoroughly
these apostles of universal civilisation have
maintained the character of their holy calling.
He bas learned of the succour that by the
greatest good fortune reached his subjects from
tho Missionaries of Qoshooia, His Majosty
has learned that it is due to their indefutigablo
Chrislian labours that the very savagos of
Tierra dol Fuego, who were formerly such ob-
jects of dread, have shown Lo how great an 0X-
tont their old forocity has been laid aside. i
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Majesty has given order that his thanks should
bo tendoted to the Committee of the South Ara-
erican Missionary Sotiely, and that the expres-
sion of them should be accompanied by a Gold
Medal bearing His Majesty's eﬁigy and the {n-
stription signifying that religion has brought
safety to fatiners who were almost drowned
in the oceaii.” Sufely there is a testimony—
there i3 a trophy of whicli out Missionaries may
beproud. _ .
And the Third of these Trophies is that
wondrous journal of Allen Gardiner, which re-
calls endurand@ as hetoic as even the annals of
a Christian Church can anywhite produce, A
wondrous book indeed, which lay four mcrthe
on that wild shore, and which is scarcely
totiched or stained by the spindrift of thespray.

“The Collect prays for the three great Chris-
tian graces of Faith, Hope, atd Charity—all
as tonducing to the spirit of freo Iove of God's
sorvice, by which alone wo can attain to His
promses in heavon, because by it alone we can
_have tho true heavenly mindedness. The prayer
for the day is for growth in grace: ““ Give unto
its the intrease of Faith, Hope, and Charity. It
is of tho natuie of fruit that it should grow.
Growth is the irresistible sign of life. So with
the fruits of the Spirit, viz., Faith, Hope, Love;
thoy should develop and strengthen, taking in
new objects, lending to grea‘et offorts, moro
complete satrifice, highor motives, more perfevt
service, sublimor helghits of knowledge and
loftior hopes,  St. Maik ix, 23 24, * Lord, I be-
lieve, help Thou niino unbeliéf,” True Faith
never satisfied. It accepts what God doos, ns
contrasted with the fauith of the deévils, who
only “iremble,” but do not “obey.”

Tho Epistle roveals the fraits of the Holy
Spirit, which are tho proofs of that “increase”
for which we pray today. * The flesh”—that
corrupl nature which we inherit from our first
parents. The word does not apply only tolusts
and affections of the body—many of the faults
here enumerated are mental sins, e.g., hutred,
heresies, emulations, ete, Tho first fruit of the
Spirit named is Love. Next we have tho re-
sult, peace, joy. Love ot God and of man for
God’s sake,  The seen loved for the salke of the
Unseen, not necessarily for any inherent wor-
thiness in the object loved.

_The Gospel gives us a bright examnple of
Faith in one who was a derpised Samaritan,
Te alono had that **increase of Faith” above
the others which won for him. our Lord's
peculiar blessing and commendation. His the
“ Detter part.””  The ninc had faith in Christas

far as to oboy his bohests and ge'to the priest,...

but the Samaritan believed more, and  thereforo
did a more complete service und reccived o
greater benediclion, An example of special
gratitude for *“particular” mercies. ~(Sce Gen-
eral Thanksgiving, B, C. P.) The Lord ob-
served the netion of the stranger. ** There uro
none who returned to give glory to God, save
this stranger,”

The First Morning Lesson, LI Kings =, 9. The
vengance of Jehovah upon the dynusty of Ahab,
whodid not “love the thing” that God com-
manded. The shameful death of Jezebel, a
“cursed woman,” but a * Queen’s duughter,” v,
34, who had so terribly misus<ed her high ostalo,
and persecuted the “Lord’s anointed” in the
person of Blijh.  * The wholo houso of Ahab
perished,”  Johu, the choson instrument for tho
txecution of the Divine ¢hastisement, did what

God comniatided in vindicating thethonour¥of
religion, stid of the servants of righteousness,
whose blood was fequired at the hands of Ahab
and Jezebel, v. 7. G

_The Second Morning Lesson, 1 Cor. vii, to v.
95, t¥ente of marriage and its blossings. The
bond of mar¥isge not to be created as a matter
of mere civil contraét, v. 14, Also verse 10 im-
plios a lifelong union, for the Apostle says the
Lord commanded that *the wife depart
Bot ffom her busband, and if she depart lec her
remain uamattied,” The Church could never
sanction divorce and re-marriage in the face of
this counsel, The dispensations of Rome for re-
lations to marry, as well as for divorced per-
sons to form new contracts, are without real
authority. The only safeguard of the State is
the Home. The on?;f safeguard of the Homoe is
Christian Marriage, the bond to be binding
“till denth us do part.” To triffe with this
udstion is to trifle with the key-stone of the
arch of sotial fife, e.g., the condition of home
life in countries whete diveree is common, and
oven faghionable. .

out the dark places of the earth, irradiating
tho souls and consciences of men, and lifting
up in Christ that which was cast down in
Adam.

It is an Kternal one, for it must be
self-moved, 1tis o Personal, or Self-knowing
Jnorgy, for it cannot know less than itself, It
is an nbsolute and unconditioned onc, for Per-
souulity does not imply limitatiou, but the want
of Personality would. i )

Pyychology also confirms our belief, Man is
part of the riddle, and his own nature helps him
(o the auswer. Our montal procosses rovesl
(tud's oxistonco, just as the act )
tion reveals an atmosphere. We all begiu to

of bodily respira .

reason in accordance with'a pre-existing, men-
tal law of causation, which is as independent of
man’s existence as are the laws of mathematics,
We assort that some truths are absolutely and
eternally and universally true, and we know
them to be so, though all that our reasoning
processes can demonstrate is that they are
probably true. In other words, some of our men-
tal processes are performed just as 2 machine in
o factory moves by being connected by a belt
with the great shaft that runs through the
room, which is itself set and kept in motion by
the great engine out of sight. Thus our mental
processes reveal Him in Whom we live and
move and have our being, and without using
Whose intellect we can no more reason and

know as we do than without His Power we can

draw a breath, Moreover, having spiritual
powors as well as mental, we can, as spiritual

beings, hold communion with God. The hypo-
thesis of reason can bedemonstrated by experi-
mont. We can come to know Him. We can

not only speak, as through a telephone, and get
His answer as from a distant throne, but wo

can find Him very near indeed, even within

ourselves, Let us cease from reasoning, from

doubting and listen and act. “Be still then and

know that I am God,” Every movement of

conscience, every aspiration for a better life is

fromt Him. The felt misery, unsatisfactoriness,
omptiness of a Ife apart from Him, is a proof
that interior communion with His Life is needed

to give satisfaction, peace and joy to the soul.

The soul was made for God, and it is full of un-

rest until it finds its rest in Him, and deep with-

in the soul an allforgiving paternal Voice is

heard saying, “ My child, come back, come

home to God.” :

Radiant in His moral beauty, stands Jesus
Christ among the children of men. If we are
united to Him wo are in a new and higher way
than that of nature uvited to God. Are wo
growing in that union 7 Hore are some good
signs : If we are discontented with our present
spiritual condition, If we are more cognisant
of our neods, weaknesses, and have less trust in
ourselves, If we are dopending less on our
resolutions and strength and more on Christ’s
aid, If we are learning to live one day at a
timo and leaving our spiritual future to God. If
we foel that God has something for us to do in
the advancoment of His Kingdom. If any
special devotion is kindling in our hearts draw-
ing us to an imitation of some feature of our
Lord's life. If any one of these signs is to bo
found within thee, take courage. There is no
life 50 full of joy as a life of devotion. Bogin
anew and let Christ lead thee on.—.Selected,

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TEMPERANCE,

Is ToERE A SPEcIFIC FOR THE CURE
oF INEBRIETY ?%*

Sinco 1845 hundreds of Temper-
ance revival waves have come and

gono, Many thousands of enthusi-
astic honest victims have supposed
they were pormuanently restored,
only to find out their mistake and
disappear. All these means and re-
medies used have been open aud tan-
gible. There has been no secrecy—
simply an assumption of a certain
chain of causes, to be met and cured
by certain clearly defined remedies.
The supposed cured men were equal-
ly enthusiastic and positive, and held
themselves as examples to prove the
truth of the means, as those who are
now vaunting the secret gold-cure
specifics,

An epidemic wave of Gospel Tem-
perance is now passing through Con-
pecticut, In Hartford 11,000 persons
have signed the pledge, put on the
blue ribbon, and claim to be perman-
ently cured, Curiously enough, the
¢ gold-cure specific” vaunters have
joined this movement, and seck to
malke capital bycombining the theory
ot disease and moral depravity with
specific drugs, pledges; and blue-rib-
bon emblems. The testimony of the
victims who assert that they are
cured is the same, and by the same
class of men who huve been promin-
ont in every Temperance revival of
the past,

Another view of these gold-cure
specific reveals the paradoxical posi-
tion of claiming disease, and its cura-
bility in a brief time, by any remedy
secret or otherwise. The fact of dis-
case makes the possibility of cure,
by aoy chemical or other remedies,
an impossibility in any brief period
of afow weeks. There is no parallel
to this in any range of medicine or
scientific investigation, No cure of
any discase is offected except through
long periods of time and by slow pro-
cossos of restoration, aided by nature
and art. A fractured bone is only
hoaled by the slow operations of na-
ture. No secret remedies, no en-
thusiasm of the victim, can complete
this process. The fracture and in-
jury of the higher brain centres
among inebriates must be governed
by the same general conditiona.

The absurdity of such claims would
be quickly recognised, even if the
romodies were made known, But
when the remedies are concealed, the
subject becomes empiricism, unwor-
thy of any serious attention—the ab-
surdity becomes mountebankism,
which thrives most when condemned
and noticed.

For a year past' our Association
has been the contre of an enormous
correspondence, pamphlet literature,
testimonies, and effects to enlist our
influence to sustain this or that
specific.  The boldness and duplicity
ot some of the so-called discoverers
of these specific romedies are pheno-
menal,

Whilst it is unpleasant to note the

credulity and dishonesty of the ad-{
vocates of these specifics, it is cheer-
ing to realise that this is-simply an
empiric stage in the evolution of this
topic, which is a part of the natural
history of every groat truth. The
disease of insanity has passed the
same period. The diseasc of opilepsy
is just emerging from this empiric
stage. [Sven now, the remodios to
“ cure fits,” seen in the religivus and
daily press, are the dying echoos of
charlatanism thatis past, Gold enres,
mind cures, cinchona cures, and
every other cure for inebrity, that!
make claims as specifics, are simply
beating up against the great trade-

currents of credulity, ignorance, and
delusion, which will quickly die
away. They are doomed by condi-
tions and forces beyond any per-
sonality, or any possible condemna-
tion from societies or individuals.
Specifics for the cure of inebrity,
secret or open, urged by any man or
combination of men, are delusions
and absurdities, opposed by all known
principles of science. They are out-
gide the lines of scientific work and
development. IEveryadvancein our
knowledge of the physiology and
pathology of the brain and nervous
system brings the strongest confirm-
atory evidence of this fact.
