My Lords and Gentlemen,—I ocontinue to
'hold - relationa of amity with all farelan
powers, Commercial negotiations with
france, which were proceeding in February,
did not result in the conclusion of a treaty,
but the French Government and Leglslature
bsve purened an enlightened pollcy, snd
consequently toero bas not been any general
declin: §n the deallngs between the two
countries.

BGYET,
Operatlons in Egypt, both naval and military,
which were progecuted with such energy and
fidelity in sil departmeats, were brought to
an early stcoessful lesae. I take this oppor-
tunity of plnolng on record my gratitude to
the able officers' snd victorlous forces, of
which my Indian “army’ sapplied a distin-
gulshed part, Recent events, in Egypt bave
entanced my obligations in regard to its
affaizs. I shall study to discharge my dutles
in such a manner as to maintain international
engagements, uphold and oonsolidate pr!vl-

prudent_development of their insﬁtutlons,
and avold any messore which might tend'
towards disturbipg the tranquility of thé
East, Ijeel confident my aims and tbe Ye:
sult of my counsels will commend themselves
to the spproval of the Powers, my allles, in
thefr geveral relations to that interosting re-
glon.

The Roman Catholfo prees of this oty has
baen authorizd by His Lordsbip Myr. Fabre,
Btshop of Montreal, to punlish His Lordship's
ordivance, conoerning the Diocesan deut, and
whioh was read Iast Bunday in the charches
of Notrs Dame, 8t. James and Sr. Patrick,

His Lordehip, addresstog the Cures and
faithfal of the churches above-named, recalls
to their memory the fact that in the varions
city parishes and-euburbe, where the Brmi-
nary nas been anable to retain the admiuis.
tration of the churches, the Blshop has been
obliged to call upon the falthrul for a madest
snrual contributton towards the cost of enter-
tsining the pacish priests and thelr vicars.
‘This appeal, His Lordstip is glou to say, was
vory woll received, aund slready, owing tn
the strong religious tendencles of the
population, it has borne good frult.
However, as there are grave incon:
veajences that the parisbes of Notre
Dame, 8t. James and 8t, Patrick should alone
not be asked to conform to thia rule, as
there is no necesity in those parishes ol comlog
in ald of the clergy, there is every mnecessity
that they should asslst the Fabrique, which,
notwithatanding all its8 economles, sees its
revenie decrease yesrly, aud will be unable
sooner or later to meet the enormoune debt
whick for such a long time haa
been welghing on it, Bis Lordship, there-
tore, has deemed it proper to lssue to
the above-nomed parishes tke Ordivance of
the 31st of May Iast, not jor the keepiog up
of the clergy, but indeed fo pay off graduslly
the debt of the diocese.

7¢h, ‘It will not apply tho product of these
subscriptions for any other purpose except
towards the extinction of its present debt.

Eoglish ideas under Malcolm Qanmorg com-
mences & political change, which went on to
the more complete acoeptance of Norman
ideas nader David I. These idens, however,
futroduced smong a wmainly Oeltic popula-
tion, were alwrys very Ilargely: modified
by.it. The struggle of the War of Ia-
dependence wag in a great measare a
‘popular Oeltic struggle against a more fully
developed Normanism ; and when what may
be catled Medmvalism fell, ae 1t seems to me
to hava fallen, npgon the field of Langside, the
leaders of the order of totags which then tri.
uamphed, however themsolves connected with
the Eoglish Court, were malnly indebted tor
thelr power to the support or complaissuée
of a population mainly Canmbrio Qelts. . And
it is in the hands of these malnly British
populations that the governfog power
has really einoe principally lain. XNever-
thelegs, 1t {8 diffiecnlt to form :a
very definite idea upon the natural poli-
tical {ostincts of the Cumbro-Ceitic 1ace,
because their almost invarluble tendency to
give way before Teutons prevents our baving,
as far as I know, any reslly typical inetance
of their nataral political development.

which that arrapgement was derigned to pro-
mote were mainly dynestic and commerciat.
I cannot say that the history of the commer-
clal proeparity of tiils couotry seem to me to
stow that the Union bhrougit it aboumt. It
seema somsthing very like Tonterden steepls
and Qoodwin sands. The dypastio fact is
great and ablding, snd wocld now be great
and abiding under any clronmatances. But
underneath thig great fact there are divers
consequences which must needs claim the at-
tention of any thunghtfa! Scotchman. They
are mainly social aod political. I might
doubtiers clte many things, but I will refer
only to one—the notorions difficuity of got-
ting our nationa! busine«s done in Eoglund,
and when: it is done, done in contormity with
the sepae of the peopls of thiz country,
whether it be by nu: Eogl{sh minieter, with
his bauds full, or by an Imperlal Parlizment
whiob has more to do than it can accomplich,
and .iln which we ure ropresented on .u
scale .different . aod smealler than that
on which the other two kisgdoms e
reprehanted though 1 venture to think that
in intelligence ns well as in compacativy
wmaterlal. prosperity wyg are not inferior to
them. I bave ventured to allude. to these
things not the less beceure there are, I fanoy,
mavy who will agrea with vae that they are
not so much talsoed about as-they ought to
be;: albeis one hears wors of them now thau
ons used to do some time ago, nor the lass
that, osfac ps I have studled the utter-
ances of those distinguished men from

and the entire world is indastriously in-
formed of every detall of the deed; large re-
warcs ara offered for the capturs of the crimi-
nals and the gallows are the inevitable end.
Murder gets no fifteen months o lreland, but
it geta mil the publiolty whbich pen and wire
cso give it.

A rEw years ago a new Epgland ofticial
gsve it a8 his opicion that the French Cana-~
dinns who emigrasted from Canada to the
manufactaring towns in the Enstern States,
were worse thap the Chinese, and that like
them they shounld go. This statement which
was published In an important document
gave great offence, s well it ight, and in-
digoant protests agalnst this upjust and noialr
language came from all quarters. Since then
a grest change seems to have ome over
either the Yaukee's mode of thinkingand ap-
preciating, or of the Canadian exlles condi-
tion, for we find In one of the latest bulletins
of the Ceneus Bureau of the United Btates
an arilcle on the specific cotton manufactures
of the country ia which the writer Mr. E.

This is a de-
oldedly fAatlering ploture of thelr condltion ;
it varies considerably from what we have been
aocustomed to.

DANKS AND DEPOSITORS.

Qur banking iestitutions are showing them-
gelvea to be very greedy corporations; and
the effacta of this greed welgh heavily, if not
upjastly on the poorer classes. A poor man
saves one hundred dollars and he deposits the
whole in a Bank. The Baok nuses
that money for & year and reallzes
a profit on it of seven or eight dollars or
more ; and when the depositor wishes to
draw it the Bank allows him but & minimom
Interest of three doliars, Now, this is not
acting squarely and justly by the poor that
are thrifty and eaving, and. there s not much
encouragement to be 20 in a three per cent
rate of interest, especially when they eee
that the Banks can and do obtain from seven
to eight per cent. on the mcney ceposited..

'THE EXTEADITION TREATY.

calied pablic attention to the question of ex-
traditton, especially aa it regards Canads and
the Doited Btates. The laws of extradltion
#8 contalned in the Ashburton Treaty areof a
higbly uneatisfactory nature. The treaty.
distlogulshes between certain clsgses of crime

¢8y8 that the extradition of a prisoner must
not be effected except for an offunce whioh is
epeolally mentloned in the treaty. For in.
stance 8 man In the Ualted Btates may de-
fraud by embeazlement, and if he coma to
Cinada he cannot be extradited; but if he
bed committed a forgery the Capadian aun-
thoritles could aond the pritcner back to the
Uoited Blates.

that all kinds of criminals take their chances
of escaplng justloe by flying eitber to the
United Btates or Canada. Then when they
are caught it takes months and yeara before
they can be returned to the scenme of their
misdeeds for punishment, aa they zenerally
avall themselvas of all the Qourts from the
lowest to the Bupreme, to fight againgt
extradition ; and the cosis of these legal con-
tests are paid out of the money, which was
obtained either by forgery, embezzlement or
robbery, or other unlawfal means. It would,
therefore, be advlsable to reconsider the ex-
‘tradition laws, and make the treaty briween
the two counirles cover all crimes that are

ot political. This 1is the opin-
ion of the .learned Judges of the
Ontario Court of Appeal, which has
just given its decision in the cause

celebre of Hall who came to Canada with
moaey that did not belong to him. This man
wanted to prove himeelf an embezeler and
not a forger; if he had succeeded he could
not have been extradited ; but be failed, and
beceuse he is a forger be will be Landed over
to the American suthorities. Thoe absurdity
of the position, and especlally of the law
that glves rise to i¢t, s evident. e qunite
sgres with the views of Chief-Juatico
Bpragge upon this question of the policy of
extradition when he says :— 1 entirely agree
with those who think that it 18 In tho interest
of our country 88 well as of the United Btates
that extradition of criminals should not Be -
fenced round with the difficulties that it ie..

It cannot be to our interest any more than it
i8 to our honor that our country should besu
ssylam for forgers, cheats and embeaslers,

togitives from justice, and I cannot but think
that as foew impediments a8 possible ehould
be allowed to exlat to their belng returned to
the country against whoso laws they are offen-

Thomaa, tell us'that a teacher of philosopby
should olearly comprohend what be. is golng
4o talk about, and define correctly the terms he
{ntends to use, “'I‘ shall ask’you to.take for
giaated  that I underitand my subject
guffiolently: well, X will - this evening
defins the terms I intend to use. ‘These
terms are tbree—mental, moral, philogophy..
Ppere ore three kinda of definitions: defini.
tione of words, deflnitions of thoughts and
definltlons ot things; or, a8 they are some.
{lmea oalled, -etymologioal, logical and
sonl defioittons. The word Philosophy
i3 a_ compound of two Greek words,
and, in its compound sense, seignifice
1ove of wisdom. Wisdom i8 the scleace of
things in their higheat canse. Sclence in
general i8 the knowledge of things in their
caugo—acientia est cognitio per causa. And
there are varfous kinds of sciences just be-
canse thele are various kinds of canres. The
principal causes are four : efficient, material,
jormai sund final. The efficlent cause
ig that which makes , a tbing;
the material-cause, that of which the thing
is mode; the formal csnse I8 the idea in the
mind of the maker, whioh iz seen in the work
ke maker. The final cause is the end which
the worker intends. The 8culptor is the ef-
foent caufe of the status, the marble the
materlal cauge. The idea fn the artist's mind
which, expressed in thc marble, makes the
gtatse what it is, & man or a tlop, and so

forth, 18 the formal cause. Plensure
or profit or gloryr may be the
fnsl cane. 'There may be many final causes,

that s, the worker may intend many things,
but “fomething, some end, must be Jast, and
to tbiz 1ast end all the other intermediate
ends must necessarily tend. In the order of
causes the material cause i* the lowest, the

eficlent first cause fs the highest,
the formel and final come in be-
tweev. Physical sclence couslders the

materisl couse. Wisdom oontemplates the
great first cause. Philosophy, mental and
moral, vousiders the formal and final cause.
Physical sclence studies matter in motlov.
Mental and morel philosophy studies mind
in motion and mied inection. = Mental philo-
sophy may be defined the gcience of thinkiog
according fo truth, And moral, the sctence
of acting according to the principles of
reagon and rectitude. ‘There  soismoes
ate perfectly settled, their foundations are
deep and lssting, thelr principles, eternal.
The heavens and the earth may pass away,
and so mey physical scienco. Mentsl and
moral pbilosophy shall never pass away. But
you msay gay to me how can that be gettled,
which . Is so subject to change s
the thought and the actton of 'man?
The question sngRestsa & distinetion
that 1 would ask you to bear in mind. Tae
diffioulty, you will cbeserve, supposes that we
are golng to conslder only what man actuslly
thinks and does. Now, this ia precisely what
wo are not golng to consider; the objuct of
our stndy will not be 8o much what man doee,
or may do, but what he ought to do. You
may tell ms yon can think and act rg you
like, I am going to prove thai youshould
like to think according to truth and
act according to reason and right.  Ofcourse
we shall consider such as they actuslly are,
as they live and move to act; but wo shall
look on ag phtlosophers, cur study shail be
scientific, we sball not stop at the surface of
things, we shall not be content with observ-
ing faots or effects. We shall always seok
for the cause, and we ghall ficd that
the thought eand action of wman s
raled by the true and the good, that truth
is the formsl canse of thought, and tbut
good is the final csuse of action, and that,
thereors, montal and moral philosophy
sbon!d occupy iteelf with the formal and fiasl
cause of the thought and action of man. Bo
much for our definitions. Perhaps you will

say it 1a a lttle too much, that tbis
definition business 1a watber dry to
begin with, and $bat big ~words

are hard to remember. I- confees, I myself
telt I was 1o danger of acting the part of the
fool in the play by trying “to plant in your
memory an army of fine words.” Bat, I
think yon wiit find on rcflection, that my
words have much meaniog, and L sm sare you
will'gee thelr sense and utility as we proceed
with our subjeot.

MAYTERS: FOR THE. COMMISSION TO'
T INVESISGATE. -

A Brief Rynopais of 1the Alleged Irregulari.’
ties and.of. the ;Prin: ipsl Acousations
agalcst the achool Commissloncrs, .

The following is a translation of the peti-
tion of the Fiench-speskiog cltizzns which
was pregunted to the City Counctl three years
B0, in connection with the administration of
‘our school ifirs, by the Cowmisstoners. It
is a remarksble document, snd we draw the
attention of the Commission to the gerious
charges ocontalned therein :— )

‘To Hss Honor the Mayor and Aldermen of the

City of Montreal: - :

The humble petition of the undersigned,
all oitizens sud taxpayera of the city of Mon-
treal, humbly sheweth : . ' ‘

That sour. petitioners are called upon to
pay, and do pay anausliy, as do likewise their
fellow.citizcua professing the Roman Catho-
lic and Apostolic falth,a conaiderable spacial
tax to bs devoted to the estublishment snd
maintenance ot Catholic schools in the city
of Montreal.

That this apecial tax, modernte enough
when first levied, hss greatly Incresssd for
many years, and has reached for the cnirsnt
year the sum of seventy-eix thousand doliara.

That the oitizens and the Corporation ave
jastly indigoant in consequence of the magni-
tude of these figures, and have agitated, with
reagon, the question of addressing the Quebec
Logislatare, asking that the smount of the tex
at present imposed be reduced.

Thsat your petitioners belleve that one of
the prinoclpal causes of the complaints of the
citizens in this matter ia the want of control,
and abeolate absence of responsibiiity of the
Commilssloners of the Oatbolic Schools 10
whose hands - tsxes raised are vested, snd
who have the complete control of snch funds.

That this wsnt of control, this abeence of

responsibllity on the part of the Commis-
sloners’ havo given rise to abuses which it is
high time to remedy.
*=That the Commleiloners of the Catholic
Bcbools, or rather some of them, in the cox-
structton, the repairiog and the maintsnance
of the 8chools, ag well 48 in thir general sd-
ministration, have shown themselves incom-
petent, inexperlenced and negligent, or even
gulilty of more reprehensible acta.

That your petitionsrs are credibly Informad
that it an enquete wete made iotn the geners)
aiminfsiration of the Sovool Commiseioners
they could easily establish toe following
fscts, and many others of a similar nature,
an abuse resuiting from the system and the
bid ccnduct of some of the Qommissioners.

1st. Having bougbt naeless land, afterwards
divided into lots, which thess gentlumen to-
day offer st a lower price than cost, theraby
showing the Commission to loga ifootishly a
sam which masy be copalderable.

20d. Haviog built & school honse in a lo.
cality where it wae not required (on Boy
gtreet) that the citizens did not ask for, in &
hollow, on land for which too mach bad been
pald, and which was g0 ill adapted thet tbe
foundation ulone necessitated the expendi-
tore of A vum ten times larger than would
have sufficed to purchase, even in the vicl.
nity, reveral joint lots which were then slso
offured for sale.
