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OVERVIEW 0F THE ARGENTINE TELECOMMUNICATIONS MARKET

INTRODUCTION
The Argentine telecommun icationis market bas uridergone a phenoinenal
transformation in the last two years. Argentina's ailing state-
owned telephone company was privatized and the industry deregulated
and restructured. This has opened the way for a new industry
structure and a competitive marketplace. The Argentine
telecammunication sector i. now making up for years of
mismanagement and neglect.

This new business environment has opened Up excellent opportunities
for supplier. of Canadian telecoxmuunication products and services.
The marketplace, however, can be characterized as being very
political, highly competitive with strong owner/supplier alliances
with European manufacturer. and typically Latin in business
negotiations. Only Canadian companies willing to maintain a
sustained market presence in Argentina vili be able effecýtively to'
compete.

A primary objective of the State Reformu program launched by the.
Menem government was the restructuring and privatization of
inefficient state owned companies. One of its important
achievements to date has been the privatization of the Argentine
state national telephone company ENTEL (Empresa Nacional de
Telecomunicaciones) which served 90% of the Argentine telephone
network. The privatization of ENTEL, which included the sale of
assets belonging to the government and the granting of licenses for
the. rendering of basic telephone services througiiout the. country,
was completed after a year of difficult negotiations in November
1990. The. primary goals 0f the government'u privatization program
for ENTEL were the modernization and expansion of the. existing
telephone network and an improvement in the. quality of service.

year period is divided Up into two years of exclusive operation as
a transition period, a further f ive year exclusive licence. if
minimal requirements in the efficiency and expansion of service are
met and an additional three years if these requirements are
exceeded. As an additional incentive for purchasing ENTEL, the new
operators have been guaranteed a 16% profit margin during the two
year transition period.

WARDING 0F ENTEL
Telco South was awarded to a consortium headed by Telefonica of
Spain now off icially named Telefonica de Argentila 8.1.. Telco
North wam awarded to a consortium headed by Stet of Italy and
France Telecom now off icially na3med Teleom Arq*ntina Stet France-
Telecom B.A. These two campanies operate individually as private,
limited liability companies and operate together through two wholly
owned subsidiaries named Telintar B.A. for international services
and Startel B.A. for other competitive teiscommunication services.

With the exception of basic and international telephone services
for which the present operators have been granted an exclusive
licence, the Argentine te lecoimmunicat ions market has been opened
for the rendering of all other services by any interested party.
This includes cellular services, national telex, data transmission
and other value added services. The two new telcos have f ormed
togethier Startel B.A. to compete i.n this competitive services
market.

The two -new telcos ihrtda telephone -network and service



about 10% of the Argentine telecommunications market and has just
recently been bought out by the telcos. Telintar and Startel,, joint
subsidiaries of Telefonica and Telecom respectively, handie
international and competitive services. A US-Argentine consortium
led by Motorola and Bell South, known as Novicom, have one of the
cellular telephones operating licences for Buenos Aires. The second
cellular licence has been awarded in ?4arch 1992 to Startel. The
local industry is grouped under four dit ferent telecommunication
chambers of commerce.

The major telecommunication manuf acturers in Argentina are: Equitel
- a subsidiary of Siemens; Pecom-Nec - a joint venture. with the
local f irm Perez Companc and Nec of Japan; and Compaftia Standard
Electric Argentina formerly a subsidiary ot ITT now sold to an
Argentine group with Siemens holding a minority share. Siemens ha.
a long history and strong presence in the marketplace. It was one
ot the f irst companies to set up a subsidiary during the Per6n
Government policy ot national integration when ENTEL could only buy
equipment from suppliers with tactories in Argentina. At the end of
the 1970s, Siemens bought its principal competitor and the
Government allowed Pecom-Nec te set up a subsidiary te prevent a
monopoly in the market.

Other important local manufacturers which are mainly subsidiaries
0f foreign f irms are Ericsson, Alcatel, GTE, Telletra, Italtel and
Pirelli. These f irms produce and assemble telephone sets and cable,
switching equipment, and private branch exchanges. Huch of the
assembly is don. locally by importing components from the parlent
companies.

COMMEA NEA AIN
The major telecom importer. in the newly privatized Argentine
telecommunications market will b. the two nov telephone operating
companies Telefonica de Argentina and Telecom Argentina and their
joint subsidiaries Telintar and Startel. Other large users include
the local, provincial and federal government agencies, the
military, and the state-owned companies. Many of these state
companies are going through their ovn privatization eg. railways,
hydro-electric, gas and petrolsua. This will mean an influx of new
capital and an impetus te improve telecommunication
infrastructures.

MAgKEING CANADIAN TELECOMMUNICATION PRODUCTS AND SERVICES
Canadian companies can work at locating potential representatives
or identifying possible joint venture or technology transfer
partners through the four dif feront local chambers that group
together the local Argentine teleconununications inclustry. Canadian
f irme; need aggressively to market their products through local
agents that have excellent contacts in the technical and purchasing
departments of different buyers and- also at a senior executive
level. Any representation agreement should only be considered after
the Canadian company has visited and made a personal assesament of
the local company and the markcet conditions unique to Argentina.

Merchandising, distribution, promotion and sales can all be
effectively handled by a capable and reputable local
representative. Sales promotional materials should ideally be
prepared in Spaniah but can work effectively in Engliah. Mailings
of product literature need to be followed Up by regular visita to
prospective buyers to outline the f eatures and advantages of the
equipuent, product or service. Company visita should not be solely
left to the local representative as Argentine buyers also expect
direct personal contact with suppliera. An annual congreas and
trade exhibition is organized by the local association of usera of
informatica and communication products.

In the last year, trade restrictions and tarif f rates -have been
dramatically reduced. The customs duty currently for most imported
tel ecoiumunicat ions producta i. 22% on FOB value, plus 18% VAT, plus
10% for miscellaneous taxes. This is a signif icant improvement over
a customs duty of 45% only a year ago.

The Intelsat system provides telephony, telex, telegraph, data and
television services in the country. International traffic by
satellite in transmitted by two earth stations, one in Balcarce in
the Province of Buenos Aires and the other in Bosque Alegre in the
Province of Cordoba.

Continuing restrictions exist on satellite transmission. Additional
competitors viii not b. permaitted until as late as the year 2001.
Data transmission is flot able to go straight through the. regional
satellite Inteisat as it does in Brazil and Chule but is channelled
through Telintar which charges a levy on ahl international
transmissions.

C.N.T. They
arrived at this agreement based on the reduction of telephone
interurban tarif f. and thie cost for the, connections of new
telephone lines.

ENTEL vas responsible for 90% of Argentinals telephone network and
CAT, a private company controlled and ovn'ed by Ericsson, vas
responsible for approximately the remaining 10%. CAT provided
telephone service in the six rural provinces of Mendoza, Tucum&n,
Salta, Entre Rlos, Santiago del Estero and San Juan.

Despite its amall size,, CAT of fered more efficient service than
ENTEL did. At the beginriing of 1990, CAT had installed 250,000
lins and had announced plans to move f rom manual switching ta
automatlc svitching and ultimately ta fully digitized serývice. CAT
had also installed the f irst fibre optic cables in Argentina.

CAT, as recently as April 16, 1992 bas been bought out by Telecom
and Telefônica Argentina after a year of difficuit negotiations.
CAT purchased most of its equipment needa f rom its parent company
Ericsson and in expected ta continue ta do so in the near future.

Cellular telephone communication i. nov available onlyý in Buenos
Aires. The company CRM (Compaftia de Radiocomunicacoles Môviles
S.A.) has the band "au licence for cellular telephones for the city
of Buenos Aires. CRM ie a consortium made Up of Bell' South#

Motrol, and the Argentine companies BGH, Astra and Macri. cRm is
known in the market under its brand name MovicoL.

Cellular communications are proving ta be increasingly popular. The
service has only been available since 1989 and, as of nid 1991,
there are approximately 27#,000 subscribers - Market projections look
good for the future. The cellular netvork bas been used by



subscribers primarily to bypass the inefficient telephone system.
In the markcet, major suppliers of mobile radio equipment include
primarily Motorola through their local manufacturer license
(Sicom) . Telephole equipment sellers include Motorola under the
brand name Movicom, NEC and Novatel. A previous reguirement was
that compaflies wishing to sell cellular telephones had to assemble
locally.- Now new mobile telephonesare rapidly entering the market,
eg. Panasonic. Movicom has plans to, exparid its retail operations,
and is looking for cellular accessory products.
cellular services are off ered in the'800 Mhz band.

Officially, two cellular concessions are to be made available in
each major city. Startel was awarded in March 1992 the. band Ilbl
licence for Buenos Aires directly vithout a public tender. A new
public tender is expected in June 1992 for cellular licences in
other cities, eg. Côrdoha, Santa Fe, Mar del Plata and Mendoza.

The CNT proved not to be able to meet al
the. demands placed upon it and the. Subsecretaria de Coiuunicaciones
was reestabiisiied in January 1992. It is not clear at this time
vhat the, division of reaDonsibilities viii b. between the.



Government agency regulating telephone operators in Argentiia. Dr.
Palazzo vas named the interventor in January 1992. The CNT along
with the Subsecretaria de Comunicacioies is the body responsible
for issuing licences eg. cellular and for overseeing the
privatizatian of other telecom entities eg. ENCOTEL (Argentina's
postal systema), radio-spectrum management, domestic satellite, etc.

The CNT was estabished after the. privatization of ENTEL. This new
regulatory autiiarity viii b. f unded from the revenues of the nev
telcos so as flot ta burden government finances. The. CNT is the.
government reguiatary board for telecommunications in Argentina and
is similar ta the CRTC in Canada..

The CNT is unable at this time ta cape with all its
responsibilities. The. privatization of ENTEL vas accelerated for
political reasons before the. regulatory framework was put in place.
The CNT is under cantinuous pressure for rulings by tiie tva nev
telcos and other private companies interested in participating in
the nevly privatized and deregulated telecommunications market.

In addition ta its many otiier responsibilities, the CNT has a
complaints department ta diagnose the. main faults existing in the.
services of fered by the, tva nov telcos.

External Affaira and the Department of Communications Canada are
working ta demonstrate ta the. CNT Canadals experience, expertise
and capabilities ta assist tiom. in developing a telecoumuni cations
regulatory framework.

Argentina. Thie new telcos Telecom and Telefonica own a 60% share in
the, privatized ENTEL% 0f the remaining equity: 25% has been sold on
the. Buenos Aires Stock Exchange; 10% has been iianded over ta the.
employees and 5% ta the provincial phione cooperatives which run
approximately 10% of the. country's telephone syst.m.

The Argentine goverrnent received $214 million US'in cash, $380
million Us in six year promissory notes and about 5 billion in
Argentine external debt instruments for its sale of ENTEL.
