London, April 1.—The new depart 
ment Of overseas trade is ready with 
a plan for the reform of the consular 
service and the establishment of com­
mercial attaches. It is proposed to 
spend at least £ 1,000.000 annually on 
the consular service and nearly 
£250,000 on the commercial attaches.

Several associations of British 
manufacturers intend to take advan­
tage of this new activity on the part 
of the government. The largest of 
these represents directly, or thru 
allied organizations, nearly 20,000 
firms, with a capital of £4,000,000,000. 
The director of this federation said:

“We shall spend this year a third 
et our income and another £20.000 
from our reserve on the development 
of British overseas trade. Our first 
commissioner has been stationed in 
Greece. We have another commis­
sioner in Madrid, and a third will go 
to South Africa and report on the 
possibilities. »

“We have invited eight leading 
Brazilians to tour England this 
mer. One of our r 
Siberia with the 
commercial mission, and another has 
gone to Holland to Investigate the 
offer made by the Dutch to form a 
corporation to encourage British 
trade. If we go on as we have begun, 
we shall cover the world with British 
trade commissioners. They will not 
be selling agents or commercial tra­
velers. but they will have a freer hand 
than the consuls or commercial at­
taches, and their reports will reach 
British manufacturers the day after 
they come to hand."

The residents of North Toronto 
hardly knew how to Interpret the 
Yonge street-Metropolitan conference 
yesterday at the city hall.

April 1.—While there 
now exists no “effective control of 
the maximum price of wheat or wheat 
flour." the United States 
ministration grain corporation intends 
to do everything in its power 
duce-prices to the government buying 
level, which necessarily

crop begins to move into the. markets 
within 90 days.” according to a state­
ment here tonight by Juliue H. 
Barnes, president of the corporation.

"America," he said, "has a surplus 
of rye, and barley, and oats, and ln 
order to relieve the strain of foreign 
buying upon our markets, we have 
advised the neutra! governments that 
America will be unàb'-e to furnish any­
more wheat- or wheat flour to them; 
that they are tree to buy these other- 
grains in our market, but must eend 
their Ships for wheat to other sources 
of supply. '

"Also, commencing next week, the 
grain corporation will buy, for ship­
ment in relief- to liberated countries 
in Europe, rye flour, corn flour, and 
barley flour, and wtil thereby reduce 
its current purchases of wheat flour.

“Should all these factors • fail to 
control the price of flour in the 
United States at a reasonable level, 
then we shall relax Import restrictions 
and allow ail wheat and wheat flout 
to enter the United States from Can­
ada, Argentina and. Australia."

P. E. Blondin, postmaster-general, 
which asked the men to send five re­
presentatives of the employes who 
had sent the ultimatum to Ottawa, to 
come to the capital city to meet with 
the officials of the government in 
order to arrive at an amicable settle-

Parto, April 1.—Lord Robert Cecil, 
the British authority on a league of 
nations, today met a committee from 
the international socialist conference 
recently held in Berne and received 
various amendments which the mem­
bers of the committee desired to be 
included in the covenant of the league 
of nations.

The committee was composed of 
Arthur Henderson, G. H. Stuart Sun­
ning, and J. Ramsey McDonald, for 
Great Britain; Jean Longuet and 
Pierre Renaudet, for France; HJalmar 
Branting, for Sweden, and Camille 
Huysmans, for Belgium. The commit­
tee claimed to speak for the Social­
ists of 26 countries, represented at the 
Berne congress. * '

Among the principal amendments 
that the Socialists proposed was the 
introduction of provisions facilitating 
the entry into the league as soon as 
possible of Germany and Russia, 
which they believed 'to be essential to 
disarmament and the prevention of 
the spread of anarchy. To this, Lord 
Robert replied that it was impossible 
to admit states without stable gov­
ernments. The committee proposed the 
supervision of disarmament, to which 
Lord Robert replied by giving the 
reasons which had led the league of 
nations commission to reject a pro­
posal for the continuous International 
inspection of armaments.

Proper Election System.
The committee also had proposals 

respecting the method of choosing 
delegates to the league, expressing the 
belief that nominating by the govern­
ments would not be representative. 
They said they preferred the elective 
system Lord Robert explained that 
this question was for the various 
states to decide themselves. Regard­
ing war. the committee thought that 
it should be totally abolished, except 
where the league itself made war to 
enforce its mandates, 
agreed in principle, but thought that 
the world had not yet attained the 
development to make it practicable 
and possible.

Other points presented were the be­
lief that mandates should be defined 
in detail before territory was handed 
over to 
that no
until all nations had been admitted 
to the league. In reply, Lord Robert 
sÿ.id,.ha believed- .that. All. mandates 
would be defined In special treaties 
before the mandatory power undertook 
its functions of government, but dwelt 
upon the necessity for the appoint­
ment of mandates in many cases as 
soon as possible.

The committee expressed a desire 
that the league undertake to distri­
bution of raw materials in order " to 
proven1- economic inequality and fin­
ally voiced the hope that peace would 
be concluded speedily.

’.east one point seems to have been 
reached jn the peace conference dis­

The foreign ministers also consid­
ered the question of holding business 
session at Versailles when the German 
delegates arrive there. Because of 
the inadequate heating arrangements, 
and its inconvenient location, there 
is some doubt whether Versailles 
would be satisfactory for a business 
session, altho historic reasons make it 
imperative that the peace treaty be 
signed there.

Electric Commission, the Toronto 
Power Co. to the same organization, 
the Toronto Electric Light to the city, 
the Toronto Railway to the city and 
the throe radiais to the Hydro Radial 
Commission.
