The following fllustrates the opera-
tion of the new Ontario Act relating
to births, marriages and deaths in con-
nection with contagious diseases. Ac-
cording to reports from the Medical

d- | Health Office an epldemic, which some

local physicians pronounce “contagi-~
ou: u?rey throat,” has prevailed for
some time in one of the Provincial
towns.

A number of deaths oceurred and
membrane from the throats of geveral
patients on microscopic examination
showed the disease to be diphtheria.
Still two of the local doctors refused
to report cases to the Medical Health
Officer, as they are required to do un-

der the new act.
In. one instance & doctor reported a
)’ stating that the
patient, a child, had been isolated at
the request of his parents. The case
proved fatal and the physician report;
ed the'cause of death as “agthemisa,
which _simply means ess| The
Medical Health Officer demanded a
proper return and the doctor acknowl-
edged that deceased had suffered from
“gore throat.” The Medical Health Of-
ficer thereupon ordered a private fun-
eral and a thorough disinfection of the
house . in which the boy dled. Until
the Medical Health Officer thus gave &
certificate the interment of the child
would have been illegal.

As the act relating to births, mar-
riages and deaths provides for the pun-
{shment of anyone who makes a false
return regarding the cause of death in

case, it would be interesting to
know what the Registrar-General will
decide to do in the matter. The act
provides for a find of $60 for a false
return by any person, and in‘case a
physician makes such false return he
may be disciplined by - the Ontario
Medical Council.

WHAT THE N P. HAS DOXE AND CAN DO

Yesterday we referred to the bicycle
‘business in Canada and showed con-
clusively that the wonderful develop-
ment it has achieved during the last
few years is attributable aitogether to
protection. The duty on wheels is a
moderate one, being only thirty per
cent. Still it has been sufficlent 'to
build up in Canada several large fae-
tories, and if the duty is continued at
the same figure, it will not be long be-
fore the importation of bicycles into
Canada will be a thing of the past.

We will refer tc-day to another indus-
try in orderto prove that an excessive
duty does not mean an excessive price
to the consumer, as the Ldberal papers
Phave endeavored to convince the pub-
le. Weé will take an industry with
which nearly all editors of Canada are
-conversant, an done to which the
facts we allege will not be disputed.
It isione of the best cgses that can be
addueed to prove the merits of pro-
tection of the McKinley standard:

" Probably three-fourths of the dally
and weekly newspapers in Canada are
in the habit of using stereotype plates.
Some eight years .ago these plates
were imported exclusively, there be-
ing not a single housge in Cana;da fure
nishing them. At that time the duty
was a yhoderate one, and the supply
to.the Canadian press came from Buf-
falo, |Chicagq, and Boston. It appear-
ed to the Government that this indus~
try was one which could be established
in this country, provided the home
market*were given to Canadian manu-
facturers: In pursuance of this view,
dn excessive duty wés imposed on ste-

| reotype plates. The duty was at one

time two-thirds -of a cent per square
inch, which was equal - to per}npﬂ oné
hundred and@ twenty-five per cent.
The duty at the present time is not £o
exorbitant,. being. ‘three-eighths of a
cent, but it is still a very large duty
compared with the rest of the tariff.
The result of placing an excessive
duty on this industry’ had the irhme-
‘diate effect of establishing the busi-
ness in this country, and after a short
‘time the American plate houses were
obliged to come to this country and
transact their business here. Where~
as eight years ago there was not a
single Canadian factory for manufao-
‘turing these plates,there are now three
Canadian houses, two in Toronto and
one in Bt. John, N.B. There is, besides,
an American house at Fort Erle. We
think we are safe {n saying tnat mnot
a single publisher in Canada pays a,
cent.in the way of duty on newspaper
plates. Every column is made in Can-
‘ada, or at least, if a small percentage
are still imported, the manufacturer
is obliged to pay the duty and furfiish
Lthem to the customer at the prevall-
ing pri.ce list, free or duty. Not onily
do the publishers avoid duty on-these
‘plates, but the competition between
the Canadian houses has been such as
to reduce 'the prices below what pre-
vails in the United States. It is only
a few months ago that the American
house was obliged to lower its rate
dwenty-five per cent. in order to com-

‘| pete with their Canadian rivals.

The American agency at Fort Erle
was  located there bhecause it was
~thought by the firm controlling that
business in New York that the Liber-
.als might come into power this year,
and that a free trade tariff would be
introduced by them. All they would
then have to do would be to remove
their plant from Fort Erie to Buflalo,
and d@o the Cahadian business from
that city. If the Conservative Govern~
ment is sustained and the National
Policy maintained in its vigor, it is
quite probable that this house, which
has "its agency on the border, will
come to Toronto and locate here for
good. The uncertainty of the tariff is
operating in a similar way to ‘many
other businesses. There is a feeling
among American manufacfurers that
the return of the Liberal party means
a free trade taTiff,”and as long as this
tdea prevails they will not commit
themselvés to any permanent location
in this country. :

The National Policy has established
the stereotype plate business in Can-
ada. The industry gives employment
to a large number of hands. The price
of plates is cheaper in Canada than
that which prevails in ‘the! United
States. The Canadian publisher has
not paid a cent of duty for soe yeara
back. Ay

‘What more could be wished for ?

In this industry, at least, the N.P.
has scored a perfect success. Even the
Grit editors cannot dispute our state-
mexnt.

STREET CLEANING BY CONTRACT.

The propssal to clean the streets by
contract is so thoroughly antagonistic
‘to the prevailing ideas of modern civic
government that we are surprised to
see the matter referred to a sub-com-
mittee,of the Board of Works for con-
The principle involved is
thoroughly unsound. Phe chief inter-
est of the contractor would be to make
the most money possible out of the job.
The official responsible for cleaning our
streets should have no pecuniary inter-
est in scamping the work. It should be
hig duty and likewise in his interest to

" see that the most efficlent service is ob-

tained for the money appropriated. If
the officials at the City Hall cannot be
trusted to clean the streets it is time
someé big changes were made. We must
not admit the principle that a civic of-
ficial will not do his duty to the corpor-
ation. On the contrary, we shouid hold
him strictly responsible, and insist on
faithful services from every one in the
city’s employ. If it be good policy to do
our street' cleaning by contract, it is
equally good policy to do half of the
whole work now performed.by city em-
ployes on the same system.
