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CONVICTION QUASHED

Judge Morson Says Delivery of Li-
quor Not Proven,

Judge Morson yesterday guashed the
policé court donviction ‘of- the Turner
Co., Limited, wholesale liquor dealers,
Front-street, who were fined $50 by
Magistrate Denison for
selling and delivering
liguors to a man nRamed
in Cochrane.”

“On the whole,” said the judge,
“YT am quité at loss ™o ' under-
stand how the magistrate came to the
conclusion he did. In my opinion the
cenviction was -net- - warranted and
must therefore be quashed, but wnth-
out <osts.””

The question which Judge Morson
had to destermine was whether on the
evidence taken in the police oourt the
Turner Company were property con-
victed of delivery.

“After a careful consideration of the
evidence before me,” he said. “I have
¢ome t6 the conclusion that tlie mag-
istratée was clearly wrong in conclud-
ing - delivery of the liqudr to Fitz-
gerald was provéd. In my opinion
there was absolutely no evidence what-
ever of delivery, either actual or con-
structive. . . . It ¢annot be contend-
ed that  Pitzgerald ever actually re-
ceived it, as the undisputed fact is,
it was seized by the crown at Coch-
rane rajlway station while in transit
to Fitzgerald and never came into -his
pcssession or custody. Neither can it
be contended that there was_con-
structive delivery. No contract of
sale was proved which might in law
have shown constructive delivery. . .

Brodeur, minister of marine.

The city’s application is nof the only
one for the property.

Controller Spence told Sir Wilfrid.

dition to its park system, and that if
the application was successful, the
city would promise to protect the land
by means of revetment walls and top-
dressing, and that the intention is to
run street cars to the north side of the
new channel, operate a free ferry across
the channel a,d transport citizens to
a fine park on the lake front of the
island for ene fare.

“We propose that you grant the land
to the board of harbor commissioners
for Toronto,” he said, ‘“‘and the com-
missioners will then lease it to the city,
the revenue to be used for harbor
works."” .

Mr. Pugslpy—“That
government/a great deal of money. 1
am told it1s worth from $2500 to $5000
an acre. Then'how can you justify,
from a Dominion standpoint, a free
gift of that property to the city?’ We
also made 18 acres of land for the city
while we were dredging there;, and
could have made much more, but you
would not let us.” :

Controller Spence—‘“We ask you to
give us the land, but if the government
feels that it should receive some return
for the money spent, then we feel so
strongly that it iz in/the public inter-
est for us to own it that we will say
to you, put your price on it and we
will buy it in.”

Sir Wilfrid—“To refer to a matter
foreign to this application. how long
is the great City of Toronto going to
continue polluting the waters of Lake
Ontario by pouring sewage into it?”

Mayor Geary. explained the trunk
sewer system and. the progress. heing
made on it. “Well, ‘that will be very
satisfactory,” commented the premier.
While he had the opportunity Con-
troller Ward put in a plea for a grant
of the water lot west of Queen’s Wharf,
which is held by the C.P.R. under a
! patent from the Ontario Government.

A Preacher Whe is, Proved to Practics
His Serfmons, A v

“What ig it that makes Mr. Reose~
veélt the poweér he unguestionably is?™
asks The . London . Chronicle,, ‘‘He is
not a deép or subtle thinker; -his lec-
ture last Saturday in Paris; like most
of the harangues with which hé has
familiarized his countrymen and the
world during the past ten years, was
little more than a string of eminently
estimable platitudes; yet it thrilled
the audience to whom it was address-
éd, and it will, no doubt, thrill the
greater audience who can only read it
in print.

“The truth is in part that Mr. Rqose-
velt brings to the problems of life and
conduct and polities first, a thoroly
fresh, pristine and elemeéntal type of
mind and character; and, secondly, the
courage to say out loud what most
men feel, but few even whisper. The
cynicism is an unlovely attribute; that
the mere critic is inclined to be a fu-
tile member of society; that the com-
monplace, everyday qualities and wvir-
tues are of more importance than in-
tellect; that every man should have
‘the will and the power to work, to
fight at need for himself or his coun-
try, and to have plenty of healthy
children’; that an unjust war
crime against humanity, not because

or journalist whose words do
not make for courage, sobriety and
