Before the war British tonnage had
heen just adequate and since that time
there had been an enormous increase in
the demand for tonnage. More than 1,-
000,000 tons of British shipping had
heen allocated to France alone, and a
very considerable amount had been set
aside for Russia and ltaly. In addition
a considerable amount had been sunk.

Mr. Lloyd George said that for somne
time there had been a shortage of ton-
nage required for the gencral needs of
the nation and even a slight shortage in
the tonange for military purposes. 'The
nation should realize absolutely what
the conditions were.

“If we take drastic measures,” he con-
tinued, “we can cope with the submarine

" inenace, but if the nation is not prepared

to accept drastic measures for dealing
with the menace, disaster is before us.

“The government is hopeful of finding
means of dealing with the submarine,
but we should be guilty of folly if we
1ested tranquilly upon the expectation of
vealization of that hope. We have to
deal ruthlessly and promptly with the
tonnage problem by measures which in-

ose great sacrifices upon the country.

GERMANY BUMPTIGUS
ON- COURSE TAKEN
BY UNITED STATES

Washington, Feh. 28—A strong re-
minder has been unofficially communi-
cated to this government through a neu-
tral source, that Germany views with
United
States to isolate Austria-Hungary from
the alliance of the Central Powers.
Through the same source the government
has beeh advised that Germany is mani-
festing the keenest interest in the plans
now in process of development in this
country to prepare for any eventuality
that the execution of the threat and
warning may involve.

The Kaiser’s government considers
essentially warlike
character and is constrained to inter-
pret them to mean that the United States
is merely seeking an excuse for inviting
a state of war. It is the official German
view that the United States means to
test the value of the German submarine
decree by countenancing the arming of
American passenger and cargo ships and
encouraging the owners and commanders
of them to disregard the strictures pre-
scribed in the “barred zone” decree.

THE SUBMARINES

New York, Feb. 28.—A news agency
despatch’ from Paris says:

“lf Germany is building hopes that
her new submarine blockade will cut
off the Allies’ supplies, decrease their
military strength and thus end the war,
their hopes are misplaced. The block-
ade will never succeed.”

Admiral Lacaze, French minister of
marine, gave this reply, when asked for
a message on how France views the Ger-
man submarine war,

“It was German trickness,” he said,
“that inaugurated ‘commercial submar-
ines’ ostensibly to carry merchandise,
but in reality to supply war submarines
on the open sea. It is impossible for
me to see how competent German offi-
cials believe their new move—which is
said to be aimed principally at France
and Italy—can’ achieve the hoped for
results, On the whole, it cannot change
conditions much from the past.

“If the German people are looking to
the submarines for peace let them take
cognizance of the fact that since the be-
ginning of the blockade on Feb. 1, about
the same number of French mercantile
ships have been arriving at our ports as
before.
daily. That figure is imomutable.

“This is the third time the Germans
have announced merciless submarine
warfare. The loss of world tonnage in
the past has never been such as to bring

Allies* supplies are concerned. Even
suppose that the German submarines
destroy more than formerly, the situa-
tion simply resolves itself into the ques-
tion as to who is able to hold out the
longest.

“Germany, long immersed in economic
difficulties, is now deprived of all sea
trade, except that of Scandinavia. The
Entente’s margin, on the other hand, is
still the widest. The worst that can
befall us is more rigid restrictions to ci-
vilians. Rest assured we will keep al
necessities. But this is mere hypothet-
ical—we have not begun to worry about
supplies.”

! Safety Guaranteed?

London, Feb. 28—It is quite possible
that the American steamers Rochester
and Orleans may escape German sub-
marines on their way through the barred
zone from New York to Bordeaux, says
a Berlin paper, lL.okal Anzeiger, but
America should not rely upon their
doing so.

In Berlin political circles it is believed
the submarine commanders’ have been
definitely instructed not to sink these
American ships.

and later did newspaper work for scv-j
eral New York papers. |

The grand jury today will start an |
investigation into the ramifications of
the bureau conducted by Sanders and
Wunnenberg.

New York, Feb. 28—One of the most|
important witnesses before the grand|
jury will be Robert Davis, who is serv-
ing a two year sentence in Sing Sing
prison for larceny. Davis will be|
brought from his cell to tell what he!
knows about Wunnenberg and Sanders.

Davis, according to the federal au-
thorities, has charged that the alleged |
spies received large quantities of mail |
brought over by seamen on neutral
ships. He has also told of seeing letters
that passed between supposed spies in
this country and their connections -in
Furope treated with a chemical to bring
out writing in sympathetic ink.

Halifax, Feb. 22—Judgment was de-
livered today in the investigation into
the stranding of the steamer Retlaw,
near Segg Island, Feb. 5, held by Captain
D. A. Scott and Captain F. D, Chapman.

The evidence showed that Jeddore
Head was mistaken for Pennant Point.
The shocks were very slight, the engines
kept running, and from the distance the
ship was off shore the court concluded
the ship could not have struck a rock.

The court 'is of the opinion that if the
steamer struck at all it was a submerged
wreck, and notwithtsanding the state-
ment of Captain Hiscock, the court is
under the impression that the damage
was caused by explosions. The court
severely censures the master for not
sounding when approaching the coast.

For this reason and the fact that he
used his best judgment after the acci-
dent and succeeded in saving the lives
of all on board, the court does not con-
sider it necessary to deal with his cer-
tificate. Al]l the other officers are exon-
erated.

How he watched German soldiers
march four days and four nights stead-
ily through the city of Brussels, how he
was treated as a spy while attempting to
cross into Holland, and of the indigni-
ties and cruelties which were heaped
on him and his party when they were
sent to a German prison, and how they
finally were pardoned, were told in a
vivid manner by the Rev. R. G. Bour-
chier, of St. Judes-on-the-Hill, London,
England, to a large audience at the
Ritz-Carlton last night.

The speaker said that he went to
Brussels with another Englishman and
Mrs. Stowbart as an advance party of a

Red Cross unit, of which Mrs. Stowbart
was directress. They arrived in Brus-
sels three days before the Germans.

After realizing the attitude of the
Germans, the party with difficulty got
a passport for the Dutch frontier. They
were halted thirty miles from the bor-
der, the passport was treated as a for-
gery, and they were declared to be spies.
The party was sent in a train to Tong-
res, where they were sentenced to death,
a sentence commuted to oné of three
years’ imprisonment only through the
efforts of a kindly colgnel. After suff-
ering the greatest of hardships, they
were finally thrown into a vermin-in-
fested cell. They were eventually re-
leased through the efforts of a kindly
disposed officer, and were sent under
escort to Holland.

THE GITY GRANTS

The Mayor's Hope — Other Mat-
ters Befere Common Ceuncil

That the civic grants which last year
totalled $8,875, should be provided for
without putting an additional assess-
ment on for them next year was the
opinion expressed yesterday afternoon
by Mayor Hayes in asking the council
to take up the grants at its committee
meeting Monday. The sum of $8,7560 has
already been placed in this year’s esti-
mates to provide for these grants, which
have been paid in the past largely from
the general revenue; with the revenue
very much curtailed during the present
year it will be a difficult matter to
handle the grants without reducing the
amounts. It was felt that where the
Playgrounds Association last year had
$4,000 and ended the year with a sur-
plus of some $700 or $800, that it might
be able to get along this year with

$2,500.

“I think it is a very bad practice to
start in so early in the year on next
year'’s assessment,” said the mayor, “and
I am hoping that we will be able to take
care of the grants without doing so.”

It was expected that Fred. G. Spencer
and H. A. Powell, who are interested in
the construction of the new Strand The-
atre, against which it is understood that
Commissioner of Public Safety H. R.
McLellan was offering some objections
because of the site, would appear before
the council, but neither Mr. Powell nor
Mr. Spencer was present. The commis-
sioner said to the committee yesterday
that he objected to certain features of
the new theatre, and had suggested to
the builders that they come before the
council, inasmuch as there might possibly
be a diversity of opinion on the plans as
submitted.

Commissioner Fisher asked authority
to enter an agreement with Kane &
Ring, contractors, for the removal of
rock in Rodney street, West St. John,
near Lancaster avenue, the contract
price to be ten cents a yard. The con-
tractors wished to secure some 2,000
cubic yards to be used in an operation
now under war. Inasmuch as the city

would eventually be obliged to do the
work if the street is to be extended, and
i# would be both a benefit and source of
income, the commissioner was given au-
thority to go ahead and make such an
agreement after consulting the records to
determine at what figure such rock was
sold the last time.

The request of Corey & Stevens that
the city accept a cash deposit of $500
instead of a five-year maintenance bond
for the same amount for the granite
block paving on Main’ street, was made
known through Commissioner Fisher. It
was passed. A similar resolution affect-
ing the same firm was moved by Com-
missioner McLellan in connection with
the city market work, but in this case
the cash deposit was to replace a three-
year bond.

In order to eliminate the necessity of
breaking into the surface of Dock or
Mill streets in the event of the installa-
tion of new fire sprinkler systems in any
of the large buildings there, Commis-
sioner McLellan asked why it would not
be possible to extend 'and enlarge the
pipe line in Drury lane, providing a
means for supplying the water from the
rear. Commissioner Wigmore promised
that he would have a sketch made and
estimate submitted at the next meeting
of the committee on the probable cost
of the work. This was the only busi-
ness transacted at thé meeting. Owing
to illness, Commissioner J. V. Russell
was unable to be present.

END OF THE “LEAK™ INQURY

Washington, Feb. 22—Vindication of
all public officials whose names were
brought into the investigation of charges

that there was a leak to Wall street on
President Wilson’s peace note was voted
unanimously today by the house rules
committee.

It is understood that the committee
finds that Thomas W. Lawson’s sensa-
tional charges were not substantiated;
that R. W. Bolling, brother-in-law of
the president, had nothing to do with a
“leak,” and that advance information
concerning the note was furnished to
brokers by J. Fred. Essary and W, W.
Price, local newspaper men, who con-
nected deductions with facts obtained in
conversations with other reporters, who
had been told in confidence by Secretary
of State Lansing that a note was com-
ing.

THROUGH THE GERMAN
LINES .. TARDS

Canadian Record Lost to Leadon'
Troeps—Turks Hard Pressed |

From a Staff Correspondent of
The Associated Press, British Head-
quarters in France, Feb, 22, via Lon-
don, Feb, 23—Further details re-
garding the successful raid made by
the New Zealand troops south of
Armentieres show that they entered
the German lines to a depth of 300
yards and remained there For half an
hour, wreckinig dugouts and various
trench works,

They found the enemy support
lines full of dead from the bombard-
ment which preceded the raid.
Forty-four prisoners were brought
back by them.

Hon. C. W. Robinson Answers Government
Misrepresentation — What the Plain Facts

Are.

Hon, C, W. Robinson, who was asked by The Telewraph for a statement
regardiag the Crown lends and stumpage collections, subjects on which the
govesament press and speakers hove made much gross misrepresentation, yester-
day geve the following iatesvicw for publications

‘A comparison published in the Moncton Times this morning|
shows the rate of increase in territorial revenue for a number of)

years past, from $100,000 up to the present figure of $500,000. An
analysis of this shows that the increase under the old administration,
even with the poor lumber market and poor prices, was 300 per cent.
in a comparatively short space; and if we had time to go into the
cost of collection and the outlay thoroughly we would find that the
cost of collection of territorial revenue was under $10,000 under the

old administration and that now the two items of stumpage collec-
tion and fish, forest ana game wardens together are $31,000 each, or

a total of over $62,000. :

“‘The-increased value of lumber has stimulated the business.
Now the greater portion of our stumpage is collected in the three
countics of Restigouche, Gloucester and Northumberland, and the

Restigouche and Gloucester industries are a matter of comparatively
recent growth. Sixteen years ago there were practically no large

mills in these counties, and now the immense plants at Campbellton,
Dalhousie and Bathurst are turning out as much lumber as the whole
province did at one time.
shipments from crown lands have increased at the expense of the
standing timber. An examination of boom surveys now will show

that the average log coming through the boom is only about one-half

what it was sixteen years ago.
‘“ And when we talk of the increased revenue from stumpage we

are, as Professor Miller said, ‘beating the tom-tom at our own
funeral.’ We are simply cutting down the forests without regard
to the growth. The government has reduced the size. We are not
getting fair value. In comparing private lands with Crown lands,
it will be shown that in some cases stumpage from private lands is
as high as $8.00 a thousand, while the adjoining Crown lands are
only paying $1.50. The present government has bound itself to the
lumbermen not to increase the stumpage, no matter what the profit
on the lumber may be. This is part of the Flemming deal which his
successors have adopted. I believe that all lumbermen should be

| dealt with equally and that all should be made to pay.stumpage in

equal proportion; that there should be no favorites. It is as easy a
matter to collect stumpage as it is to colleet custom duties or sue-
cession duties.

““The government has had 'eight years in which to place this
question on a proper basis and they have done practically nothing
except make deals. The Act calls for a survey and classification of
the lands not later than 1917. They have already surveyed about
50,000 acres in the Counties of York and Northumberland, as I am in-
formed. The average stand per acre on this tract showed only about
800 feet, where formerly by estimating the area by the visible stumps
over twelve and sixteen years of age, the estimate for the standing
timber at that time was 3,400 feet per acre. Assuming this to be cor-
rect, and my informant is an expert on this line, it looks as though
our Crown lands were being pretty roughly handled and as though
we had really destroyed a very large amount of the timber of the
provinee in the las few years with a very small return of stumpage.
‘We will probably wake up when it is too late. I do not think this
government has anything to its credit in this regard.”’

Halifax, Feb. 28—Last night the
steamer Frederik VIII, carrying Count
Von Bernstorff and staff left her anch-
orage in Bedford Basin and steamed
down to Pler 2, where the examination
of the passengers and cargo will be con-
tinued. .

The Frederik VIII prepared to leavce
Halifax this morning. The move from
Bedford Basin was rendered necessary
partly because the vessel had to take on
water and coal, and partly because the
customs officials had found it impossible
to examine baggage in her hold because
of cramped quarters and it was too cql(l
to operate on deck. The baggage remain-
ing to be examined will therefore be
handled in the pier sheds. It is thought
that the steamer should get away by to-
morrow night,

The members of the German ' party
were all ordered to keep below decks
while the Frederik VIII was in the har-
bor, while armed guards on the wharf
kept at a distance numerous people who
tried to get a glimpse of the ship and
her noted passengers.

Rumors have come from the ship that
some of the neutral passengers have not
taken kindly to the methods used. It is
said that some have threatened to send
protests to the American government.
The possibility® that the German party
on the ship might inspire malicious in-
terviews and distorted descriptions of
what had taken place on the vessel was
pointed out to the responsible naval au-
thorities here and the request made that
details of the operations of the examin-
ation be furnished the press to offset
them,
