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THE WAR NEWS

The general outlook from the stand-
point of the Allies grows more encourag-
ing from week to week. The heaviest of
the fighting continues to take place on
the eastern frontier, where the tre-
mendous pressure of the steadily grow-
ing Russian armies is gradually break-
ing down the defence of the Germans
and Austrians. We are told that the
Russians are now on the offensive along
their whole front from the Baltic to the
Roumanian border, and in the Cacausus.
They are pushing back the Germans in
North Poland and have made further
advance in the Carpathians. They have
defeated the Turks in Trans-Caucasia.
The Russian menace, therefore, grows
steadily more formidable both to Ger-
many and Austria, while the defensive
power of the latter 1is steadily worn
down.

The official British observer with the
French army says that two facts have
been established by the operations of
recent weeks. One is that the German
front can be pierced, and that a serious
attack on one point affects the enemy’s
at other

meet the attack in force. The Germans
have also been much more sparing of
their ammunition of late, and this is a
significant fact. The Allies have the best
of the fighting in the west as well as in|
the east. :

The German government has sent a
protest to Great Britain and a threat of
reprisals if the captured crews of Ger-
man submarines are not as well treated
by the British as other war prisoners.
Sir Edward Grey replies that prisoners
from German submarines are humanely
treated, and adds the caustic remark
that German prisoners in England are

. better fed and clothed than British pris-

oners in Germany, ana are not subjected
to forced labor. The British secretary
further directs attenetion to the fact that
while more than one thousand officers
and men of the German navy have been
rescued and are being cared for by the
British there is no record of any offi-
cers or men of the British navy being
rescued by the Germans. In connection
with German appeals for humane treat-
mént, there is food for thought in a
Jittle book which has just been issued,
containing the official report of the
French government on German atrocities
in France, The ‘record is one of such
atrocious savagery as to shock the civil-
ized world.

The flying squadrons of the British
and French have been doing splendid
work of late, and appear to be greatly
superior to those of Germany in their
power to inflict damage upon the points
of gttack. There have been rumors that
Germany intended to launch a Zeppelin
attack upon England at Faster, and we
ghall soon know' what foundation there
is for the report. The deliberate de-
struction of three British trawlers by a
German submarine was explained by the
commander of the latter when he said:
“We have orders to sink everything.”
This is another evidence that The Hague
convention and the rules of civilized
warfare are “scraps of paper” to the
Germans.
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THE REFORMERS.

A distinguished group of civic reform-
prs appeared before the legislature at
Fredericton on Thursday with a petition
gaid to bear some twelve hundred
mames, and gravely asked the legislature

“to give the downtrodden and sadly de-

ceived people of St. John an opportun-
ity to depose the czar and go back to the
ward boss. Mr. Daniel Mullin, K. C,,
proved himself to be an out and out
Britisher, despite vanious official visits
to Washington, “Away with Y_ankee
notions,” says Mr. Mullin, and one can
easily imagine that the great men of
the past in our provincial history, whose
portraits look down frm the walls of
the assembly chamber, assumed a be-
nign expression and even smiled upon
the living patriot who waved the old
flag in defence of the ward boss, that
noble institution of hoary antiquity
which the foolish and ill-advised people
of St. John had thrust into the limbo
of past crudities. But Mr. Mullin was
not alone. He was nobly supported by
other men whose services in the cause
of civic reform ‘have won them lasting
fame. Mr. John R. Vanwart, ex-chair-
man of the safety board, and rigid dis-
ciplinarian of the cbuntry market, was
there with an enthusiastic following of
humbler reformers, eager to destroy and
vebuild. It is said that some of the
names signed to the petition are mot
found in the St. John directory. FPos-

sibly many of them are the names of

men who would have signed the petition
if they had been alive and had been
asked to do so. It is true there are
many thousands, probably  thirteen
thousand taxpayers who did not'sign the
petition, bul thirteen is an unlucky num-
ber and ought not to be considered in
connection with a matter of so grave im-
portance. So far as the record goes,
the reformers did not submit to the
legislature the names of the gentlemen
whom they would elect as the new city
council under the old ward system, but
they probably assumed that the law
makers would take it for granted that
they would not elect reformers less ard-
ent and less eapable of extracting this

unhappy city from the awful, situation
into which it has been plunged than they
are themselves; and we all know that a
city council composed of the gentlemen
who formed the delegations would make
St. John a model city if the task were
committed to its hands. The members
of: the legislature should be very grate-
ful that St. John is on the map. Law-
making would be g dry and dreary busi-
ness but for the joyous and enlighten-
ing hours afforded the members by dele-
gations of reformers from this eager and
aspiring metrcpolis.

A LOST CAUSE.

A friend in the United States has sent
The Times a copy of an interesting cit-
cular which is being distributed in the
United States. It relates to a “German
information service,” which is supplied
from New York. It is a daily news
sheet containing war news, and is com-.|
mended to “all those who belive in)
justice and fair play.” It is explained |
that this information service is being!
carried on by private subscription, “at
the request of a number of American
citizens who believe that the public
desires to be informed as to both sides
of the war” A blank form is sent with
the circular inviting the recipient to sub-
seribe at two dollars per month. As an
illustration of the accuracy of the news
sent out we find a copy of the New
York American’s ridiculous story about
a British plot to kidnap Sir George Case-
ment. There is also a circular dealing
with a new book, *Germany and Eng-
land,” by Bernhardi. The circular says
“England as well as France and Belgium
violated the neutrality agreement before
ever a German soldier set foot on Bel-
gium so0il.” Other headings are:—
“War was forced by England, Germany
is not to blame,” “World power, not
world dominion,” “Germany friendly to
the United States.” Of course the pur-
pose of this bureau is to create sym-
pathy for Germany and arouse prejud-
ice against Britain. As a matter of fact,
however, American feeling against Ger-
many grows all the time stronger,

The Germans in France and Belgium
appear to be especially anxious to de-
stroy churches. The religion of “kultur”
has no use, for edifices of this sort.
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There is much interest in the action
to be taken by the United States in con-
nection with the death of an American
citizen on a vessel torpedoed by a Ger-
man submarine.

Ludiow Street Church. >

The church was organized and met
for public- worship for about ten years
in the “Old Meeting House,” at the head
of King street, now known as the. W.
C. T. U. hall. 'This old building is close-
ly identified with the early religious life
of the community and is the scene of
many cherished memories and was the
centre of extensive religious revivals, It
was there that the pioneer group solemn-
ly covenanted together as a New Testa-
‘ment church. The following is a list of
the twenty-nine original members, all of
whom have passed to their eternal re-
ward. ’

John Christopher, Sr., Elijah Spragg,
Jacob Richard, Mary Baker, Mary God-
frey, Catherine Chriatop;:er, Susan

The oldest living member of the
church is Mrs. Albinia Boyd Beatteay.

In 1848 the church called their first
pastor, Rev. John Mann, who served but
a single year during which time a large
number were added to the membership.
In 1844 Hev, Samuel Robinson was again
found attending to the néeds of the

ck. ,Rev, J. Francis was pastor from
1845 to 1846, during which time the work
made excellent progress. Mr. Francis
resigned to take up work among the
Chinese in California. Rev. Alexander
McDonald succeeded to the pastorate,
remaining until 1849. During this per-
iod there Whre few additions, but the
church was greatly strengthened spirit-
ually in her membership.

From 1849 to 1852 occurred the short |
pastorates of Rev. E. N. Harris and his |
father, Rev. David Harris.’ During the
latter’s ministry the mew house of wor-
ship was commenced and in 1880 the
congregation moved into the vestry. Rev.
Edwin Clay, D, D., began one of the
most important pastorates in the
church’s history in 1852. During his min-
istry large numbers were added to the
church by baptism and on Sunday, Feb.
6, 1858, the new building before refer-
red to, at the corner of Ludlow and
Duke streets was formally opened with
special services.

In 1858 Salem Mission,, Sand Cove, |
was opened for worship. The church at
Sand Point, known as “Bethel” Chapel
was organized in "1854, These missions
displayed considerable interest for a
time, but circumstances existed which
prevented permanent growth and they
exist today only in name. In 1868 the
Western Association held i%s annual ses-
sion with the Ludlow street ¢hurch, °

In July 1860 Doctor Clay severed his
connection with the church, much to the
regret of the congregation Rev. Isaiah
Wallace, M. A,, who was on his way to
Digby, was induced to take up the pas-
toral work of the church in succession |
to Doctor Clay. He remained with the|
church until July, 1861, and during his
ministry he had the joy of receiving
twenty-six into the church by baptism.,

tor in Sept. 1861, but, having labored
beyond his strength, was stricken and
died in April. - The funeral was held

from the church. In November follow-

ing the death of Mr. Lockhart, Rev, J.

C. Bleakney assumed the pastorate, re-
maining with the church for about one
year. He was followed in the leadership
of the church by Rev. Geo. Seely in
May, 1864. Mr, Seely remained with
the church until April 1866. In Decem-
ber, 1865, the vestry of the present
building which had been opened in 1853
was publicly dedicated.

Rev. E. Foshay, although in feeble
health, took charge of the church in May
1866, remaining for only a short time, his
ministry was most acceptable to the peo-
ple. From May, 1867, to July, 1868, the
church was pastorless. In May, 1868,
Rev. 1. E. Bill, D. L. D., editor of the
Christian Worker, took up the work,
remaining with the church as its beloved
pastor until 1872. He came to the
church at a time when the cause was
languishing and he assisted it to new
life. At the beginning of a revival un-
der his ministry a day was set apart for
fasting and prayer. Rev. FEdward Hick-
son succeeded Doctor Bill as pastor in
1872, remaining with the church for ten
years, during which time he received 151
ch. He was as-
sisted in special work by the late Broth-
ers John McKinnon and I. W. Corey.
Rev. Mr. Hickson’s ministry was a great
blessing to the church. At this time the
membership of the church was 259.
Rev. J. Cahill was pastor from 1882
to 1887, during which time much was
accomplished. Mr. Cahill was followed
by Rev. Dr. C. Goodspeed, who served
the church as supply for nearly two
vears, during which time his intense
earnestness inspired them. He gave his
services without remuneration. Through
his efforts the mortgage was diminished
ope half. Dr. Goodspeed won a large
place in the hearts of the people. Rev.
J. A. Ford began his ministry in Sep-
tember, 1888, remaining with the church
for some years, during which time the
church building was remodeled, the bal-
ance of the mortgage paid off and a con-
siderable gdin made in the church mem-
bership. Rev. Judson Kempton follow-
ed Mr. Ford and was greatly blessed in
his ministry.

Other pastors since that time have
been Rev. Mr, Hierins, Rev. George W.
Schurman, Rev. Beverly N. Nobles, Rev.
Frederick S. Bamford, and Rev. E, C.
Jenkins. During the pastorate of Mr.

" Nobles the church property was greatly

improved by the building of a large ad-
dition on to the front of the church. Mr.
Jenkins succeeded in clearing the church
of a $1,400 mortgage during his ministry.
Large additions were made to the church
membership during these different pas-
torates. i

The present pastor, Rev, W. R. Robin-
son, assumed the pastorate on Nov. 22,
1908.
