He provided maps and directions which 
Tabemer on hie first trip found to he ac­
curate. He succeeded in locating the old 
camps and workings. It is said the gems 
are in the blue :lay workings which geo­
logists have said are the proper forma­
tion for diamonds. Other prospectors have 
visited the north but have failed to bring 
back anything better than good looking 
diamond matrix.

the receipts from the opening game in the 
world series here next Tuesday will ex­
ceed $80,000. The high water mark last 
year was $77,000, but it was charged that 
many seats which fell into the hands of 
speculators remained unsold. Under the 
new arrangement, it is figured that all the 
38,000 seats will be taken and there will 
be standing room for a few thousand more 
in the broad promenade in the rear of the 
grand stand.

The remaining reserved seats, about 4,- 
000 for each game, Will be placed on open 
sale next Monday, not lpore than two 
tickets being allbwed to a single purchas­
er. The.30,000 unreserved seete—13,000 at ...

Rev Dr. Abraham Kuyper, the former 
prime minister of the Netherlands, and 
who has sometimes been described as the 
Dutch Gladstone, has been compelled to 
retire from political life. While he has 
undoubtedly been for many years a vtery 
commanding figure in the public life of 
Holland, and1 a most important factor in 
its politics, his retirement will excite lit­
tle or no regret, owing to his imperious 
and arbitrary character. «

The doctor visited the United States 
during the presidency of McKinley, oil 
which occasion he received the degree of 
LL.D. at the University of Princeton, 
and delivered the series of Stone lectures 
there. He likewise called at the White 
House and spent an hour in conversation 
with President McKinley. He was not im­
pressive-looking, and the American news­
papers, in describing him, alluded to the 
negligent character of his attire.

In addition to being a Calvimst divine, 
and a pulpit orator of note at Amster­
dam, he has also been professor of theol­
ogy of the university of that city; is the 
author of a monumental “Encyclopedia of 
Theology,” and was for many years.editor 
of the important Amsterdam newspaper 
“Der Standaard.”

Berlin, Oct. 3—Berlin is aghast 
murder committed with a deliberation and 
callousness indicating complete indifference 
to the sanctity of human life. In the early 
hours of the morning the concierge at a 
house, one of the main residential thor­
oughfares of the West End, reported at 
a police station that cries for help had 

, been heard from a flat occupied by 
tired grocer named Fuss. A constable ac­
companied him back to the house and 
demanded admittance to the flat, which 
was, however, refused by an unknown 
voice from within.

| Reinforcements were brought from the 
Police station, and, with the assistance of 
a locksmith the door was burst open. No­
thing suspicious was found until the din­
ing-room was reached, but here someone 
inside the apartment attempted to hold 
the door to, and, finding it beyond his 
strength to do this, pointed a revolver 
through the widening gap and snapped it 
twice at the police. Fortunately both 
shots missed fire, and a bold rush over­
powered the owner of ÿhe weapon.

Beneath the window of the room was 
found the corpse of Herr Fuss, bleeding 
from many deep gashes in the face, neck, 
and tchest. The murderer, a sickly and 
undergrown youth of twenty, Pietrucze­
wski by name, being unable to deny his 
guilt, endeavored to extenuate it with the 
object of saving his head. He pretended 
that his fatal blows had been preceded by 
a quarrel and a struggle, and if he can 

i persuade the jury to believe this he can­
not be condemned to death. The police,

I however, say that they have evidence to 
I prove that the crime was premeditated, 
j Herr Fuse, it appears, formerly had a 
grocer's shop in Schrimm, near Posen,

: and there came to know the prisoner, who 
was employed in a similar business. Some 

! time later, happening to be stranded in 
j Berlin, Pietruczewski sought out hie old 
acquaintance, who advanced him $2.50. Re­
cently the murderer returned to this city 
and set about watching his benefactor. He 
easily discovered that the woman who 
waited on Herr Fuss slept out of the 
house, and on Friday night he waited until 
she had taken her departure and until 
Fuss had come home.

Berlin, Oct. 3—The unusual spectacle of 
3 judge standing in the dock instead" of 
being seated on the bench is reported from 
Dresden. Dr. Walker Snell, the prisoner, 
bears the high-sounding title of Land- 
gcrichtsrat, but so poorly paid is the judi­
cial profession in Germany, that his salary 
in that capacity amounted to only $1,200 
a year. As he had no other source of in­
come, and cultivated the acquaintance of 
actresses, it is not surprising that he got 
into debt, but it was precisely because he 
had no apparent prospect of repaying the 
loans which he had contracted, amounting 
altogether to about $15,000, that he now 
stands charged with fraudulent borrowing.

Tjie Standard alleges that The Telegraph, 

by publishing the prices offered for pota­
toes by dealers in various sections of the 
provinces, is doing a vast injury to the 
agricultural interests. If that be the case 
the interview with Mr. Clements published 
in the Standard some days ago must have 
been a grave injury to the farmers, and it 
was the first contribution on the subject. 
Possibly that is why the Conservative 
journal ignores that particular interview.

Moscow, Oct. 3—Details of an extraor­
dinary scene, which took place while the 
Czar was inspecting troops near Moscow, 
are now leaking out.

At first it was feared that an attempt 
was being made on the Czar’s life, and of­
ficers standing by threw themselves 
the soldier. It was ascertained, however, 
that the man merely wished to present a 
petition, stating that he had been forced 
to serve in the army instead of his bro­
ther. He was placed under arrest.

The Czar was greatly annoyed at the oc­
currence, and ordered the punishment of 
all officers connected with the regiment. 
The chief commander of the military dis­
trict has received a severe note, the com­
mander of the army corps a caution, the 
commander of the division a reprimand, 
and the commander of the infantry regi­
ment a severe reprimand.

In its materials or ingredients it is quite 
a complex substance.

It is composed, very largely, of water, 
87 or 88 parts out of every hundred con­
sisting of this liquid. Of the so-called 
"•solid’’ substances existing in milk, 3 to 
4 1-2 parts per 100 consist of fat, that is, 
butter; about 4 1-2 of sugar, 3 to 4 of pro- 
teids or nitrogenous matter such as is so 
largely found in the muscular part of meat, 
and about one-half part in every hundred 
consists of mineral matter or "salts.”

It will be noted, therefore, that with 
the exception of starch, of which bread 
and potatoes so largely consist, milk con­
tains a fair proportion of all the necessary 
elements of human food. Indeed, its lack 
of starch is more apparent than real, for 
this substance in other foods must be 
changed to sugar by the system before it 
becomes of actual value as a food. In 
good milk these various substances are not 
always exactly in constant proportion. 
They vary somewhat, as'is welPknown, 
with respect to .the breed of cow from 
which the milk ia obtained, and also, with 
respect to the season of the year. For 
instance, during the latter part of the win­
ter, the proportion of butter-fat becomes 
smaller because of the somewhat "run­
down” condition of the cow in consequence 
of long confinement in stables and what 
we may call an "artificial” condition of 
life, generally.

Again, in the early summer when the 
young grass is plentiful and juicy1, the 
amount of water will be somewhat in­
creased, thus reducing the proportionate 
amount of the "solid” contents, butter

It is quite important to know this, as 
milk very rich in cream will be lighter, 
that is, its specific gravity will be less 
than one not so well supplied. On the 
other hand, milk poor in cream will have 
a weight greater than normal, provided 
its watery content is not increased. Should 
the latter happen, the specific gravity may 
not be other than normal. A good vand 
ready means to ascertain the “richness” 
of milk is to measure the cream which it 
will produce. This may be done by near­
ly filling any narrow glass vessel having 
the same inside size throughout, with 
milk and sitting it aside in a «Sol place 
for 24 hours.

The cream which rises to the top should 
about eight parts out of every

Athletic clubs received each $90,108.72; the 
Athletic players received $76,746.37 and the 
New York players $51,162.24. At the rate 
of 60 and 40 per cent, of a players’ pool 
for the four games they were * entitled to 
participate in $127,910.61. Twenty-one 
players on each team were eligible to a 
share in the world’s series money, which 
means each of - the Athletics drew down 
$3,654.58, while each eligible Giant receiv­
ed a check for $2,436.39.

Park was arrested on the charge of 
breaking and entering the office of the 
Canadian Sereal * Milling Company in 
Dock street, having been caught in the of­
fice by J. H. Pritchard, the manager of 
the company. While in custody the pol­
ice succeeded in securing evidence suf­
ficient to lay a charge of breaking and en­
tering the Salvation Army headquarters in 
Prince William street, and stealing *12 
and several articles. Park pleaded 
to both charges. It was on the 
charge that he was sentenced this morn­
ing, the other matter being allowed to 
stand against him, pending hie good con­
duct on being released from Dorchester.
