Depositors in the Government Savings
Banks,thinking only of their personal in-
, not infrequently plain of the
reduction in the rate of interest from 4 to
3} per cent, which was made about 15
months ago. It should beborne in mind,
that the government, as a borrower, is
supposed to avail itself of the cheapest
markets just as they areavailed of by pri-
vate individuals ; they are bound to do
this in justice to non-depositors, who
itute about nine-fenths of our pop-
nlation. Should the government pay
their Savings Bank depositors four per
cent for the use of their money
when all they require can
be borrowed abroad at about 3} per cent,
non-depositors would have good grounds
for complaint that they were taxed un-
4 ily, the cost of carrying the pub-
lic debt being needlessly enbanced.
This being the case we think any agita~
tion with a view to restoring the rate of
interest paid by the Savings Banks to4
per cent is unreasonable, aims at an in-
justice to the majority of our people, and
should not succéed. Under present
regulations.very much of the money in
the Savings Banks is placed there for a
limited time and more with-a view to
security than profit; it is always sub-
ject to withdrawal at any time,
fand in ‘emergencies ' is  hard-
ly Jess - useful to depositars
than if it were in their own pockets.
While this is & great advantage to the
lender it is quite as great a disadvantage
to the borrower, as individuals who
lend and borrow between the..selves will
evéry where certify. While we hold that
the government kas no right to borrow
except in the cheapest markets, or in
other words, to pay our own people
lurger interest than they find it necessary
to pay abroad, we hold- that our Savings
Banks regulations in the interest of
the government and the people might be
reformed. At present the maximum
amount to be received from any one
depositor is $1,000, and the maximum
amount to be received in any one year
is $300. There is no doubt that
if these “restrictions were removed the
amount of the deposits in the govern-
ment Savings Banks would be doubled
in a very few months,for in q
of these restrictions very much of the
money that is offered at these’ institu-
tions has to he turned away:. Were
these restrictions rethoved, however,and
the present rate of interest maintained,
ittie government would be paying § per
cent. more for the use of vasy sums ‘of
money than at present they fild neces-
sary, and this, as said before, wonld be
an injustice to our 4,500,000 people who
are not depositors. Were all restrictions
removed on the amount of individual
deposits,and the rate of interest reduced,
to 3 or 3} per cent.or the rate at which the
government are able to borrow abroad,
we doubt much, though it might not be
advisable to adopt this policy, if the gov-
ernment would often find it necessary to
go out of the country for a loan. But al-
lowing the rate of interest to: remain as
it is, we think the government can af-
ford to raise the maximum of individ-
aul deposits to $5,000 and the maximum
amount to .be rdeived ° in
any ‘one year to $800 or
$1,000. ' This would be a concession
to which non-depositors would probably
raise no serious objections, and one
which might open & way to the abandon-
ment, of borrowing in foreign markets
altogether, except under exceptional cir-
cumstances.

T NE PIIOTEE. QUESTION.

The time is notfar distant when there
will be a demand too strong to be re-
g “for_the abolition of compulsory
" pilotage. In the meantime the bill ex-
empting coasting vessels under 250 tons
~from payment of pilotage-should be
passed. The present laws requires all
vessels of 125 tons tu pay pilotage fees
and the result is the construction of an
infefior class of vessels especially
builtto evade this law. It is a great
absurdity to compel the Ccaptains
of coasting vessels who are
quite competent to navigate the Bay of
Fundy to pay for a pilot which they do
not require. There are now thirty-one
pilots in St. John and the fees received
by them in the course of a year ‘amount
to about $24,000 which does not leave. a
la! um to any one of them if equally
divided. ‘It is evident there are too
many.pilots and that twenty would be
quite:safficient to do the business of the
port.. The owners of our coasters are
surely,_entitled to some ideration
in a matter of this kind. The pilots will
be well advised to accept the proposed
ar; ment for raising the  size of ves-
sels sibject to pilothge to 280.tons, for if
it comes to a stand up fight .between the
_shipping interests and the pilots ,com-
pulsory pilotage will have to go.

DEATH OF Mi. BARNABAS TILTON.

The End ofa Busy Life.

Last evening the Gazerte announced
the death of Mr. Robert Cunard, aged
88 years, which occurred on the prev-
ious day at Indiantown, and now we
have to chronicle that of Mr. Barnabas
Tilton, of Larcaster Heights, by which
his departure was followed the succeed-
ing day. Mr. Tilton was born in 1801,
and had nearly completed his ninetieth
year.

Mr. Tilton’s ancestors emigrated to
America from Tilton, “Lancashire, Eng.
