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gap can be seen a vast area of yellowish 
gravel and mud. A very deep basin in 
the centre back of the dam, rising at 
each side in bluffs 30 feet high, and slop­
ing more gradually backward away off, 
until it curves to the left and is cut off 
from view by a point of land. At the 
further end of the curve are the big club­
houses and a number of cottages erected 
for members of the club, gay bits of color 
in the midst of masses of green trees. 
This mud valley is not less than a quar­
ter of a mile wide at its narrowest point. 
It is generally much wider,and is said to 
average a mile and a quarter. There 
would seem to have been not enough 
water to wash away Johnstown in the 
parts of the huge basin that can be seen 
through the gap in the dam, but the 
whole length of that basin, as it winds 
irregularly back among the hills, ie three 
miles, and all the water in that area of 
three miles by a mile and a 
quarter passed out through the 
gap in the dam and poured 
itself upon the devoted valley below in a 
torrent 75 feet deep and 200 feet wide, 
rushing through with a velocity almost 
inconceivable for so vast a mass. It took 
a full hour to exhaust the reservoir, the 
tremendous pressure from behind surg­
ing the flood on to its most disastrous 
work. Something of the awful force of 
the torrent can be seen on the land be­
low the dam. Formerly it was a dense­
ly wooded little valley, nearly straight­
away for half a mile, where it turned 
so abruptly to the right as to make al­
most a right angle. The creek coming 
down through the sluice way and the 
mountain side wandered in a crooked 

throughout the bottom of the val­
ley. Just before the turn it swept out a 
good way toward the left, and made on 
the right bank a long point of land, 
this point was very heavily wuuueu. 
On the opposite bank was a high bluff, 
covered with forest to the water’s edge. 
For three-fourths of the distance from 
the dam to the curve the formerly wood­
ed flats are now covered with gravel, 
coarse
20 feet deep at the upper 
less than 10 at any point 
through the 40 foot gap, where the waste 
gates used to be, and through a deep 
gully in the mass of gravel and stone. 
There is no vestige of trees or under­
brush. Just before the long curve begins, 
where formerly there was a bridge, the 
deposit of gravel is thin, but the heavily 
wooded point on the other side has dis­
appeared and gravel 10 feet deep 
the spot On the opposite bluff the trees 
have been stripped away and the side of 
the hill torn out for 40 feet up, a clear 
evidence of the terrible force of the tor­
rent, as it whistled about the right-ang­
led turn.

Pittsburg gentlemen that has for four or 
five years past been endeavoring to 
establish a sportsman’s paradise at 
Conemaugh lake. When they leased the 
lake they closed the waste gates 
through which all the water that had 
ever before accumulated in Conemaugh 
lake had found quick and safe exit. It 
is measurably certain that had the waste 
gates been maintained the dam would 
never have given away. They were re­
moved, it is said, because whenever they 
were opened the fish with which the 
lake was being slocked would escape.
The fish have escaped, all the same, and 
the lives of 8000 hu'man beings have 
gone with them.

The candidates 
thus nominated by the boss are frequent­
ly the weakest that could he selected,hut 
this is a matter of no consequence to the 
boss so long as his private contracts are 
safe, and his paper receives heavy gov­
ernment subsidies. The loss of a local 
election, does not affect him, it rather 
increases his importance, so long as the 
general result throughout the country is 
favorable to his party. The boss of 
course cares nothing for his party except 
that he may use it as a milch cow, 
and a means of promoting his 
own private interests. Any proposal 
to start another party newspaper of the 
same political stripe,he views with great 
disfavor, and his best energies are em­
ployed in endeavoring to destroy it His 
secret hand is engaged in attempts to 
prevent the party in power from giving 
it a share of the public advertising, and 
his toutere and parasites have many 
sneers at "the new journal, and are loud 
in their predictions of its failure. When 
it reaches assured success he sulkily 
accepts the inevitable, hut the hand 
that is extended towards it, although it 
seems the hand of a friend, is that of a 
secret enemy.

Such is the political boss and such are 
his methods, as developed in American 
cities, and in Canadian cities also, where 
the voters are weak enough to allow him 
to flourish. We doubt if there is room 
for a political boss of this stripe in St. 
John. Our people are apt to resent the 
iron rule of a party manager,as much as 
they resented the nejretism and favorit­
ism of the old family compact. They 
have an impression that they know what 
they want quite as well as tlieir would be 
instructor, and that they are perhaps 
safer in declining his advice than in 
adopting iL

The Telegraph has become seriously 
alarmed for fear that the new council 
will so far consult the interests of the 
city as to vote to place tire harbor in 
commission, 
esteemed contenu>orary to deliver itself 
of a weighty éditerai on the subject in 
which it says:—

The dominion government will have 
the power of appointing the chair­
man and a majority of the com­
missioners, and thus have practical con­
trol of the harbor. We know full well 
how greatly New Brunswick influence in 
the cabinet is subjected to that of Nova 
Scotia. We cannot very well afford to 
place St. John harbor under the control 
of Halifax. The malign influence which 
20 years ago side-tracked our city, by 
locating the Intercolonial along the 
North Shore, and which has more recent­
ly been felt in the matter of the winter 
fort and Atlantic mail service, must not 
he admitted to take [wssession of our 
harbor. St. John jieoplc must “hold 
tlieir own” by retaining possession of 
what remains to them. The harbor is 
s' il I our own, and it will he an evil day 
when Halifax, through the dominion 
government, is permitted to take a hand 
in its management. The newly elected 
aldermen will hardly fail to note the 
importance of this point.

This ingenious idea must have been 
suggested by the new member of the 
Telegraph staff, who has been called in 
to assist the editor in the heavy task of 
preparing three quarters of a column of 
editorial a day, chiefly stolen from other 
pajiers. But it perhaps may strike less 
gifted persons than the Telegraph man, 
that even if the Dominion government 
have the appointment of a chairman and 
a majority of the Harbor Commissioners, 
that the men they will appoint will lie St. 
John men and therefore not likely to be 
amendable to Halifax influence. Does 
any man pretend to assert that if Sheriff 
Harding were appointed chairman of the 
Harbor Commission he would manage 
the harboi so as to favor Halifax at the 
exjxnise of St John ? We are willing to 
trust any SL John man, be he Grit or 
Tory, with the single exception of John 
V. Ellis, to stand up for St. John against 
Halifax influence, and we challenge the 
Telegraph to name a man likely to l>e
