Development of the Language Facuity
Among Brutes.

The creatiom of something like a lan-
guage g@mong our civilized dogs has npa-
turally been accompanied by the develop
‘ment of ‘an understanding of human
speech. Although' we cannot attach:fhudh
| importance o the mass of anecdofe on
this ‘point, there is enotgh which is well
attested, sufficient indeed which has come
within the limits of my own observation,
to make it clear that dogs, even without
deliberate teaching, frequently acquire a
tolerably clear understanding of a num-
ber of words, and even of shorb phrases,
They will catch these not only when giv-
en in distinct command, but when utter-
ed in an ordinary tome without any sign
that they relate to their affairs. It is
true that these understood words geéneral-
Iy relate to some action which the dog is
accustomed to perform, yet there are in-
stances so well attestéd that ‘they de-
serve credit, which seemy to show that
the creatures cam get some sernSe of the
drift of conversation even when it is
carried on by persons witly whom they
are not -familiar and does ‘mot clearly
relate ito their owm affairs. =" -

. HEIR TO BRITAIN’S THRONE.

A Son Born to the Duke and Duchess
of York.

Richmond, Eng., June 23,—The Duch-
ess of York, wife of Prince George,
‘heir presumptive to the throne of Great
Britain, was safely delivered of a son
to-day,

At 10.30 dispatches coneerning the con-
finement of the duchess began pouring in-
to London. Telegrams were “at once
sent ‘to the Queen, the Prince and Prin-
cess of Wales and Home Secretary As-
qqith, who . was. sitting at Losely park
with. ‘Henry White, awaiting a call to
represent the government at White lodge.
The Princess of Wales left London -at
once, 'and the Prince followed her a little
late-x:. Mr. Asquith at once tgok the
&pecial train which had been waiting,
with the engine steamed up, for mbore
than a sweek, and in fifteen minutes he
was at the house. A telephone was
&ept busy to inform the Queen of the
dqchess’ progress.  The first news of the
prince’s birth weached Her Majesty be-
fore ten o’clock, or within five minutes
afte; the duchess was delivered. The
official dispatches were sent almost im-
mediately. At the Mansion house  the
news. was announced in a bulletin ‘which
attracted much of 3 crewd. Hundreds
of e_cmgratulations were being received at
White lodge.: The Duchess of York up
1o her confinement was in excellent
health. -Her mother, the Duchess of
Teck; is an excellent nurse, and has de-
voted most of her time to her daughter’s
comfort since her arrival at 'White lodge.
The Queen and the Princess of Wales
were informed as to her health twice
dnily for the last fortnight.

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DOMINION FRANCHISE.

In introducing his franchise act amend-
ment bill’ Sir John Thompson gave an
explanation “throwing =a little ° further
light on the subject. As the franchise
is the mest important topic .which the
citizen has to consider, we need offer mo
excuse forreproducing the following sum-
-‘mary of the premier’s statement; .
* "The principal features of the bill were:
First, “In reférence to the revision of the
present year to bring into force the pro-
visions of ‘the redistribution act of 1892.
It will follow that the revision of the
present year will be made on the basis
of the constituencies as rearranged by
the act, alihough the act would not come
into force until ' the expiration of the
present parliament, but it is the duty of
the goveenment to see that the ‘constitu-
encies shall be ready for a general elec-
tion, g0  that while it is possible that
there will be another revision mext year
and" before ‘a dissolution, we must keep
the constituencies in 'a pésition to have
the "vote taken at amy-time. In making
this revision care mtist be taken that the
polling gub-divisions  shall ‘not run from

. the old 'to the new constituencids. Thére-
fore if ‘a Dbye-election should take place
in. any of these- constituencies ‘in the
medntime the list of elettors for the con-
stituenaids can be made from the sheets

- of ‘the=danstituency as it now stands, so

that “the two ‘principles can be held in

~be adopte the  franchises of
the sevemal provinces. 'While he admitt-
ed that this was s new departure, it was
not zat all-a surrender of any principle
for which: the government had contended
in the past.

A CHANCE FOR ENTERPRISE.

An American paper exiracts from a Te-
port of ‘Comsul ‘Mason, of Frankfort Ger-
many, an interesting discription of “the
new  procesd - whereby  -electricity is
employed © in the ' smelting - of irom.
The smelting. or casting.  is effec-
ted by - electriet: © heat —under the
itfluence of rarefied air, and is’ performed
at a reduction of 50 per cent. in' the pres-
ent cost of casting iren, and other metals,
besides a saving in time-and an import-
ant gain in the character of the product,
the castings being free from oxidation
and blow holes. Mr. Mason deséribes
the apparatus as consisting:of an airtight
furnace which is lined with glazed fire-
brick aad has its hearth connected with
amolds into: which the fused metal flows
in obedience to the law of gravitation.
The firebrick Iming forms an efficient
insulation, and the electric current is
sent through the charge direetly without
the use of any fuel or the employment
of carbon electrodes. ' The fused metal
is nearly pure and free from carbon,
seeming to be melted away from the re-
fractory element. The continued exhaus-
tion of the-air'and the produced gases in-
creases the finidity of ‘the molten metal,
preventing -exidation and blistering, and
permitting ~the production: of castings
which are dense within, smooth outside;
and  possessing ~the hjghest mechamical
gualities. - In d small experimental fur-
nace:a ton and a half of pig iron was
smelted in fifteen minutes by a current'of
30,000 amperes and 50 volts, or about
- 2,000 horsepower. The remarkable thing
-about this process appears to be that no
fuel is required: Using the language of
the unphilosophical . man. who: regards
glectricity as a material fluid, one may
say ‘‘the electricity. is pumped im” upon
the eold ‘metal, warms it up to its work,
and effects the separation without the aid
of other heat than that given by the éur-
rent, though that may be obtained from a
watenfall. So that the possibilities of
the new process must be immense if it
be all that is claimed for it. It is point-

“THE MYSTERY OF THE SITE.”

Te the Editor: Perhaps you will allow
me space to reply to the very. suggestive
articles - in ‘your paper yesterday, ‘with
reference to the purchase of a site for
the city electri¢ light station.

My opinton was, and still is, that the
site should hrave -been on the city proper-
ty on James Bay flats. At the east end
of the bridge is a Tocky place sufficient
to erect our buildings, close to the salt
water at all tides, and moreover the ash-
es - from. the furnaees would have filled
up some of the ugly mud-holes over there,
and thus saved the cost of their removal.
Instead of putting money in land it could
‘have beeit used in making a -better sort
of building to ernament the neighborhood-
1 ‘advocatéd thig plan in‘the oouneil, and
at the meeting to select a site T moved
in: this direction, but my ‘metion was not
entertained.” Having shelved my James
Bay scheme, the -council settled down to
business, and the sites were reduced to
two. I was therefore compelled to de-
cide: between them, and in doing so I be-
lieve I thave acted in the best interests
of the ' city. In giving my ‘reasons for
the course I took I will deal with the two
gites  and” speak of them as you have
been pleased to designate them, viz.:

Site No. 1, the “electrician” site (lots
2 and 3, blk.'8, Johnson street.)

RBite No. 2, the *fouar of the aldermen”
site (lots 122 and 123, Telegraph street).

Before considering the sites’it may be
well to ‘state for the information of the
public that after the city had received
certain ‘offers of sites it was deemed ad-
visable to advertise, which was done,
with the result that ‘No. 2 was tendered
by the owner, instead of the agent, as
had previously been done, at a reduction
of $700 from the origimal tender.

In answer: to this letter several editori-
als on the subject were published in the
Montreal papers and to show theé feeling
of the public towards British Columbia
I send you one which appeared in the
Herald: ]

‘‘We draw the attention of our read-
ers to the letter in another column from
Mr. Begg, of Victoria, every word of
which we endorse. There is in British
Columbia starvation, sickmess, destitution
and desgpair which comes from <rretriev-
able loss; and shall we in this great city,
the commercial heart of 'Canada, pass by
onx ‘the other side like the Levite?  Out
brothers and our sisters in British Colum-
bia require help to regain their feet after
the disaster of the past week, and sym-
pathy-to eheer them in their misfortunes,
and we should mot iag behind in tendering
both. - Other cities have taken steps to
raise money for the sufferers, but - be-
yvond some handsome individual contri-
butions, mothing has been done im this
eity. ' It ought mot to be possible to say
this after to-day. ' "We call upon Mayor
Villeneuve to recognize the seriousness of
the situation amd assume its’ respousi-
bilities.”™ .

Whem British iColumbians who were in
Ottawa when the above was written, and
who had been through the flood of 1882,
credited the ‘reports we saw in the pa-
pers it is no wonder that all partiés were
im: an anxious mood aboub: the outcome
in our fair provinee. 1T saw several lead-
ing men in Montreal—the board of trade
commnunicated with our members at Ot-
tawa—private firms and compahies were

sharted a list to which replies with $100
checks were being sent in and word came
from Toronto, Hamilton, London and
Winmipeg that movements swere on foot
to send aid. Everwm British Columbian
here had a hand more or less in bringing
about these movements when the mess-
ages came from [LieutenantiGovernor
Dewdney and Mr. Davie stating thab the
provincial government could provide for
- thie ‘sufferers. = This put a stop at once
to-amy further efforts to obtain assistance
for the settlers. I think I am - wibhin
the mark 'when 1 say that from $50,000
and $100,000 would have been raised for
the sufferers but for this.

‘We ‘were, however, all glad to hear
that the reports of the flood had beemex-
aggerated and that no help was needed.
I hope this 'view is mot' a too samguine
one on the part of the authorities. - It is
impossible almost to coneeive that the
settlers along the Fraser will nob require
aid to tide them wover, and under the cir-
cumstances I ‘cannot see swhat = harm
there would have been in allowing them
the benefit of any outside aid offered. It
was the duty of bhe government to cor-
rect any false Teports about the floods
amnd this being done and the exceptional
features of the freshet fully explained, T
don’t see that what has happened should
injure to any extenb the oredit of the
province.

I must confess, until I hear more, that
I consider it a pity that the settlers should
have been shut out from receiving the
aig they could have obtained here. It
is & pleasure to hear that the provinéial
agtihorrtiea, corporations and private in-
dividuals came forward so mnobly to ‘the
rescue of the sufferers but I also think
it a pity that British ‘Columbians here
were not allowed to do something alsc.
