An Italian organ grinder named Giovanni 
Colorossi, has been arrested in Sheffield on the 
charge of having murdered Gniseppe Piu three 
years ago. Prisoner shot deceased with a gun, 
and althongh he absconded, he was tried and 
sentenced to 10 years’ penal servitude. He 
came to Sheffield, where he has been living 
with his wife and three children. He ad­
mitted the charge, and said the gun went off 
accidentally. He has been removed to Scot- 
land-yard.

At Bow-street, the other day, D. Colorossi, 
an Italian, was brought up for extradition, 
charged with murdering one Gniseppe Piu. at 
Setterfrati, in 1889. Colorossi escaped, bnt 
was sentenced to 20 years’ penal servitude in 
his abcence. A short time since he was in 
custody at Sheffield on a charge of stabbing, 
and as the result of correspondence with the 
authorities at Bow street, Inspector Thomp. 
son, of the Sheffield police, told him that he 
held a warrant for his arrest for murder in 
Italy. He at first denied the crime,, bnt on 
the following day admitted it, adding that 
that the man Piu wvs holding the muzzle of a 
gun at the time, and that whether he (the 
prisoner) pulled the trigger accidentally or not 
he did not know. He afterwards said he was 
guilty of the crime, and asked to be tried in 
England, saying that if he went to Italy he 
was a lost man. The magistrate committed 
him for extradition.

This is none too 
large a ration for large-sized cows. In pre 
paring this ration mix the short ent corn fod­
der with the silage, and then moisten it a 
little more. Having mixed the cob meal, 
bran and cottonseed meal together, spread 
this over the silage, and mix all evenly to­
gether. Give this in three feeds, smallest at 
noon, and it should produce a good yield and 
quality of milk.

In Scotland it is proposed that a premium 
be offered to all boys and girls taught to milk 
at school.

bnt these I do not think at all necessary, as 
artificial udders and teats are already in the 
market, and no difficulty need be experienced 
in providing India-rubber udders, which, 
when filled with water would serve as a 
ready and suitable means for teaching the 
children how to milk.”

One of the St. John 
papers says he was born on a steamer in 
1800 on herway to America from England-

even thought of at that early day—or one 
to cross the Atlantic until 1835, or there­
abouts.

Four years ago, in company with a 
New York gentleman, Mr. Deblois and 
his friend tarried over night at the B. r 
ker House, so as to be ready for an early 
start for the fishing grounds next morn­
ing. Mr. Deblois’ friend was taken sick 
that night and was a corpse ere the 
morning’s dawn. His friends were noti­
fied and in a day afterwards his wife and 
son arrived in Fredericton from New 
York and took the body home. This 
gentleman was in the flush of health and 
fine spirits on his arrival here and visited 
many parts of the town the same evening 
and was greatly pleased with the place 
and especially the rural grandeur of the 
old elms which lined the streets. Alas 1 
he was no more in twenty four hours 
after, and Mr. Deblois returned to St 
John after the sad occurence which 
brought his fishing excursion to a close 
for that season. Mr. Deblois was then 
88 years of age—tall and straight as a 
pine—and seemed as if he would have 
reached the centenarain period of exis­
tence. No man was better known in St 
John; or more highly respected than 
Thomas Deblois. But he too is gone.

Mr. Fred. Winters may well feel proud 
when he hears on all sides expressions 
of delight from those who have visited 
the Assembly room, and admired the 
decorating which has been done solely 
under his supervision.

The storm which commenced Thurs­
day morning and continued until Friday 
was the worst experienced this season, 
the light snow being whirled and carried 
in all directions by the heavy wind, leav­
ing drifts in numerous places through 
our streets, seven and eight feet high.

At last Tuesday’s meeting of the city 
council the miscellaneous licence motion 
which has been agitated by Ald.Farrellwas 
brought up and discussed at consider­
able length and resulted in the resolution 
being defeated by a vote of six to three.

The water committee propose to charge 
the roads and street denartments for 
water used this year. This has never 
been done before and consequently the 
result is an assessment for the water de­
partment this year of $2,200, or $1,300 
less than last year.

At Tuesday’s meeting of the city coun­
cil a resolution was passed expressing 
the regret felt by the council at the 
death of ex-Ald.

Macpberson, with regard to the 
depositing of the Scott Act fines in the 
treasury for that purpose, and that the 
police be instructed to strictly enforce 
the act, also that any expenses caused 
by sn6h enforcement be paid out of the
monies collected from fines for the viola­
tion of the act The resolution was car­
ried by a majority of two.

F1TZ8IMMDN8 WINS.The estimated cost of the pumping 
engine, boiler and buildings required by 
the water committee is in the neighbor­
hood of $5,000, and the cost of laying the 
proposed new mains will be abont $1,000.

About 6,000 persons witnessed the con­
test Both the men were in fine condit­
ion Fit?eimmons weighted 165 pounds and 
Maher 178. Time was called at 9.15 
o’clock. In the first round Fitzsimmons 
scored the first knock down and the 
blood. In nearly every subséquent 
round Maher got the worst of the battle 
and at the call of the thirteenth round 
Maher gave up the ghost He was bad­
ly punished and week.

The fight goes to Fitz in twelve rounds.
Fitzsimmons is a fighter. He has 

fought his way from the anvil to a posi­
tion where he can demand $10,000 for 
punching his fellow man into unconsci­
ousness. He was a wheclright and 
blacksmith in Australia a and a good 
one. For years he dabbled in fighting 
as an outside speculation. He loved 
the art and he occassionly earned £5 or 
£10 by ontponching one of his neighbors 
It was not until he demolished Champ­
ion Jack dempsey that he become noted 
the fighting world. Tha? feat was the 
making of his fortune as a pugilist Bat 
ih the meantime Fitzsimmons had beat­
en many other men before he got a 
chance to strive for championship hon­
ors in the middleweight class.

Inhabitants of the island of Nevis are in a 
deplorable condition. Pauperism is rampant 
and a great majority of the people are unable 
to procure t|ic means of livelihood.

In the supreme court, Tuesday, the argu­
ment in the North British Insurance Co. vs.

The mail and all the cargo in the forehold of 
the steamer Eider, stranded off the Isle of 
Wight, has been removed. The attempt to 
float the vessel has been postponed.

The court 
went ont of mourning on Friday last, which 
is a godsend to London tradesmen. The 
shop windows on Saturday blossomed out into 
bright colors for the first time since tho royal 
death.

Monday night whiteeaps attacked the 
house of Mrs. Aim French, a wealthy old 
lady of 90 (at Belfast, Me.), who married a 
young peddler named Herbert Penny. They 
broke in the front door, ransacked the house 
and found Penny half dressed hidden under 
a hay mow armed with two revolvers. He 
was roughly handled and pelted with eggs, 
and notified to leave town before Tuesday 
night or he would be tarred and feathered. 
They then rode him on a rail to the town 
line. Penny captured one whitecap and lock­
ed him in a closet at the point of a pistol. Rev.
