Winnipeg, Feb. 23.—The Gold Rock 
chocolate poisoning case has taken a new 
turn, when Chiverton was arrested at 
Wabigoon, on Sunday, and taken to Rat 
Portage, awaiting Detective Emmons’s 
investigation. Chiverton is the man who 
received the box and distributed the can­
dies.

London, Feb. 24.—The debate in the 
Commons on Mr. Beckett’s 
amendment to the address in reply t’o the 
King’s speech at the opening of parlia­
ment, the terms of which were tanta­
mount to a censure on War Secretary 
Brodrick, concluded to-day.

In the course of, the debate the Lib­
eral leader, Mr. Asquith, remarked that 
the debate was of greater significance 
than the division on it, and would be 
remembered long after the Sixth 
corps had vanished into thin air.

Premier Balfour, in winding up the 
debate for the government, compliment­
ed Mr. Ashquifh on going to the heart 
of the question, namely, whether the 
army was too large and costly for the 
Empire’s needs. Of course, he said, the 
fleet stood first, but there were limit# 
to the uses of a fleet. It was impos­
sible fo bru>g a war to an end with a 
fleet which could not even strike a 
heavy blow to most enemies with which 
Great Britain might be engaged with­
out a strong attacking force of soldiers, 
and it would be folly to deprive th» 
country of a means of offensive action 
in the event of an emergency. Mr. 
Balfour contended «that three 
corps were necessary for work outside 
the Empire. They had to consider the 
defence of India. ' Ha regarded 
between Great Britain and Russia as 
in the highest degree improbable, but 
it was impossible to forget that the 
Indian frontier was the key of Great 

I Britain’s military position in the event 
of such a war, and! without being an 
alarmist he wished to impress upon 
them that the events moved rapidly 
in Central Asra.

In conclusion, Mr. Balfour claimed 
that the government deserved the Im­
perial wishes of the country. The gov­
ernment did not trim it sails to popu­
lar fovar, and if the House desired 
an army on a scale that the government 
thought inadequate, the House must look 
to another government.

The House finally rejected the amend­
ment by 267 votes to 145. The division 
revealed fewer defections in the Union­
ists ranks than had been expected.

Cleveland, O., Feb. 24.—As a result 
of a head-on collision between a west­
bound passenger train and «an eastbound 
freight train- last night’, four mail 
clerks were burned to death and several 
trainmen were more or less seriously 
hurt. All the injured are in a hospital 
in Cleveland. It is reported that no 
passengers were hurt.

The passenger train was well filled, 
and many of the passengers were school 
superintendents and teachers on their 
way to Cincinnati to attend a meeting 
of school directors and teachers in that 
city.

The unfortunate mail clerks were 
caught like rats in a trap within their 
car when it caught fire, and being lock­
ed in, were unable to release them­
selves. - . ,

The scene of the wreck is but a1 few 
miles west of the -city of Cleveland, and 
relief was started out immediately on 
hearing of the wreck from this cit*y.

The injuries to the train crews con­
sisted mostly of cuts and bruises, and 
are not considered serious. All but two 
of the ears of the passenger train were 
destroyed by fire, which probably start­
ed from the overturning and explosion 
of oil lamps in the express- and mail 
cars.

m AGAIN SNOWBOUND.

Express Trains Unable to tMake Any 
Progress in Newfoundland.

St. Johns, Nfld., Feb. 24.—The belated 
express 'trains are again snowbound. 
One train after making 60 miles in the 
direction of St. Johns, found further 
progress impossible, and was sent back 
10 miles to a divisional point, where 
supplies of food and coal are stored, 
which will enable it to remain a long 
period without causing anxiety. The 
other train, on the western side of the 
plateau, in the middle territory, was un­
able to retreat to the settlement of Bay 
of Islands, as had been planned yester­
day. A working train with two engines 
and a crew of fifty men, carrying pro­
visions, started last night in an attempt 
to cut the express clear and keep Those 
aboard in provisions. Meanwhile the 
other sections of the road are also 
blockaded, but as no trains are moving 

them, there is no cause for anxiety, 
tfticept in the fact that the greater part 
ûf^SM-r isfcittd i» eut off-from St. Johns. 
The» first mail into the colony for nearly 
a fortnight, consisting of 400 bags of 
British, United .States fend Canadian 
mail, arrived to-night by steamer Dan- 
ana from Halifax.

NOTES FROM OTTAWA.the government is engaged in 
framing a great measure of justice and 
appeasement for Ireland, which, in the 
words of the King’s speech, will “com­
plete the abolition of the dual ownership 
of the land.” All he (Mr. Redmond)

The Trouble Arose Over Attempt to 
Arrest Miners Charged With 

Violating Injunction.

Charleston, Kanawaha County, W. 
y Va., Feb. 25—At Stanniford, Raleigh 

County, a terriblembattle took place at 
dawn to-day between the joint posses of 
Deputy United States Marshal Cunning- 
ha m and Sheriff Cook on one side and 
xioting miners on the other, as a result 
of which three miners were killed, two- 
others mortally wounded and a number 
of others on both sides more or less seri­
ously hurt.

The trouble grew out of the attempt. 
to arrest 34 miners for violation of the 
blanket injunction issued by’^Pederal 
Judge Keller last August. De#$ity Mar­
shal D. W. Cunningham went last Sat­
urday to Afkinsville, a mining towij, in 
Raleigh county, to arrest; "the men 
charged with violating the injunction. 
He was surrounded by a large party of 
miners armed with Winchester iriflek 
who ordered him to leave the place, an 
order tvhich he quickly obeyed. Sheriff 
Cook' at this time attempteÿ^to make 
«ome arrests under process issgefi by tlte 
State court, and was treated.in like, 
manner. _ >

Cunningham returned to t’his city aIw) 
reported to the marchai and district afo 
torney that he could do nothing without 
a large posse, ,and then only at iminii- 
ent risk of precipitating a bloody con­
flict.

It would be painful to con- i 
template the astonishment of a tourist E 
to Victoria when told that there was no 
opera house here.

It is true that plays at the Victoria 
throughout the past season have not been 
largely patronized, but it is equally true 
that Victoria is a pleasure-loving com­
munity. A well equipped opera house 
conducted at popular prices and present­
ing excellent attractions would' not suf­
fer for want of patronage. The present 
playhouse would have to be thoroughly 
altered before it could be described as 
“well equipped.” It would be impossible 
to conceive of an opera house less adapt­
ed to the accommodation of its patrons. 
The stage can’t be seen from many see*, 
tions, while the boxes are so arranged 
that the top ones are of use for exhibi­
tion purposes only.

Two hot-air registers in the aisles on 
the ground floor make enjoyment of even 
the best plays on the part of those in the 
immediate vicinity impossible, while to 
add to the discomfort a number of the 
•chairs lack arms. Some of the seats 
have racks for the accommodation . of 
coats—and some of them haven’t.

Mr. Çamieson the other day dropped 
a hint which would lead one to believe 
that there is “something in the wind.”
It is quite certain that shrewd oqtsiders 
will ultimately venture into the show 
business ii\ Victoria, but to the minds of 
many citizens this is not the most wel­
come prospect. One gentleman this 
morning expressed the view that Vic­
torians should help themselves m the 
matter, that they should be public-spirit­
ed enough to fake stock in an enterprise 
which was bound to prove of value to 
the city. He pointed out that while the 
agitation for a tourist hotel here was 
well founded a modern' opera house 
where tourists could be entertained was 
equally urgent.

TAKES HOPEFUL VIEW.

Earl of Dunraven on Dublin Conference 
and Irish Land Question.The Canadian Cycle of Musical Fes­

tivals of which Charles A. E. Harriss, 
Ottawa, is promoter and organizer, is to 
be the means by which Canada will 
make more progress, musically, this year 
than during the past twenty years. The 
series will begin in the latter part of 
March, will continue through April, and 
will include musical festivals at all the 
leading centres of Canada. The emin­
ent English musician, Sir Alexander 
Mackenzie, will personally conduct the 
programme of music and song in the 
various cities.

The- choruses organized include con­
siderably over 3,000 singers distributed 
as follows: Toronto, 650; Montreal, 650; 
Winnipeg,, 250; Victoria, 250; Van- 

250; Lond 
200; Hamilton, 200; Brandon, 150; New 
Westminster, 150; Woodstock, 150; Hali­
fax, 150; St. John, 150; Moncton, 125.

All the above choruses have to be sup­
ported by orchestras. A Montreal 
orchestra will provide accompaniment 
for the festivals in New Brunswick and 
Nova zScotia; one from Chicago for 
Ontario and Quebec, one from Minne­
apolis for Manitoba and one from Port­
land and Seattle for festivals held in 
British Columbia. Tlie expense attend­
ing these various great musical events 
will be enormous. For instance, the 
music alone for the choral work will cost 
about $4,060, which is a mere bagatelle, 
however, compared with the salaries of 
leading soloists, payment of orchestras 
and other large outlays. So far Toronto 
has done handsomely in contributing 
$2,500 towards the subscription list.

It is Mr. Harriss’s idea to take all the 
Canadian choruses to one centre, prob­
ably Toronto, at the end of the season.

The most interesting piece of news « 
make known at Monday’s meeting of the 
city council was the announcement made 
by Manager Goward of the intention of 
the B. C. Electric Railway Co. to im­
prove the tear fsërvice to Oak Bay, and 
to the Jubilee hospital, supplying a 
twenty-minute schedule to the former 
point and a ten-minute one to the latter. 
Manager Goward’s letter to the council 
is as follows:

Victoria, Feb. 23rd, 1903. 
The Mayor and Corporation of the City of 

Victoria:
Gentlemen I ftave the honor to inform 

you that it is the intention of our company 
to lengthen our present switch situated at 
the junction of bel mont street and Cadboro 
Bay road, to a point near the junction of 
Fernwood. and Cadboro Bay roads. I may 
say we have been over tUe ground witn 
the city engineer, and are having a plan 
of the location of the proposed new track 
made for his approval.

According to by-law, the city may at their 
option insist upon 34) days’ notice being 
given before a new track is laid. If, how­
ever, you are desirous of this being strictly 
adhered to in this case, I shall be obliged 
by your waiving the same, as we are 
anxious to get the new track down in 
ample time before the holiday season. I 
may say that when this new long switch is 
in working order w*e shall give a direct 20- 
mlnute service to Oak Bay, which will do 
away with the present annoying change at 
the Junction, and a direct 20-mlnute service 
to the Willows, which we trust will be ap­
preciated by residents in that district. This 
new schedule will also give a ten minute 
service from all points up to practically 
Fowl Bay road, as all residents 
Cadboro Bay road and Oak Bay avenue can 
take either car.

An explosion of gas at the Uruno col­

liery, the property of the Imperial iron 
foundry, Kahogori, Fukuoka Ken, oc­
curred on the morning of the 17th 
of last month, killing 64 men who were 
working in the mine at the time. The 
disaster was caused by the ignition of a 
fuse. It seems that two of the miners 
were engaged in blasting work with 
dynamite in one of the shafts. By some 
means fire from the fuse came into con­
tact with the gas in the shaft, and 
violent explosion followed. The whole 
mine was at once turned into a roaring 
furnace. There were 200 miners work­
ing below at the time. Every effort 
made to rescue them, but the generation 
of gas was so fierce that one of the gal- 

. lories leading to the tunnel below col­
lapsed, and only 130 or so were saved. 
All the rest were imprisoned in the mine 
and must have been burnt to death.

A correspondent adds: '“The accident 
is the most disastrous since the Hoshu 
colliery disaster, which took place about 
a month ago, when over 200 miners were 
entombed.”

Prior to the departure of the Kaga 
Maru, which arrived here yesterday 
from the Orient, a terrible calamity oc­
curred at Nanking. A wharf crowded 
with people disappeared into the Yang­
tze. The nremises in question had a 
length of 380 feet, says a correspondent, 
and the land was well bunded, with a 
large godown on it.

The frontage was crowded at the time 
witTi coolies and hotel runners and 
others, the Peyang having brought a 
large cargo and’ many passengers, and 
the loss of life must have been very 
large; how extensive will probably never 
be known, but twenty-two corpses were 
counted floating about the chains short­
ly afterwards. The landslip, for such 
it was, the river having evidenly under­
mined the whole piece of ground, 
followed by a huge wave, swamping 
everything in the vicinity, and the river 
was full of overturned sampans. The 
Chinese have already discovered a pic­
turesque explanation of the disaster. Ac­
cording t'o native accounts a great turtle 
struck the place suddenly. There is, as 
might be expected, great excitement 
among the Chinese population, who re­
cognize in the occurrence something 
much more than a great,and deplorable 
disaster, to be accounted for by natural 
causes.

The Kobe Herald reports that the 
number of cases of cholera for last year, 
from January to December, amounts to 
13,412, of which 9,259 cases have proved 
fatal.

> £ütsu (mysterious persons), whose doings 
have not been effaced from the memory 
of the Japanese since the Japan-China 
war. Still, most of the Japanese do not 
know to what extent the influence of 
these* two men is being exercised in 
Tientsin. Their influence is beyond 
imagination, and ; their-power is para­
mount in -finaficial matters th^re., They 
have won the hearts -of fhe Chines 
high officiate and their position is tçlo 
much for the so-called Japanese ad­
visors. j ..

The action of the Germans in Tientsin 
is without precedent, and by virtue of 
their influences and taking advantage of 
their high position, fhe smuggling of 
munitions of war is being freely earned 
on. When we consider that such actions 
are practiced in the customs under the 
supervision of Sir Robert Hart, it is 
quite natural t'o suppose that in Man­
churia and Mongolia, where continental 
trade is carried on, a similar state of 
affairs exists.

In the matter of Russia, the importa­
tion of arms in large numbers into Man­
churian districts by the Chinese is pro­
hibited, and while such conditions may 
not be considered in operation it must 
not be assumed that they in any way 
add to the value of the protocol. The 
adherenee of the Japanese to the proto­
col prohibiting the importation of muni­
tions of war for a period of two years, 
while others are reaping fabulous pro­
fits, must be regarded by other nations 
as passing strange.

Germany, for instance, is the power 
which lias resorted to the most drastic 
measure in exacting reparation against 
fhe barbarous acts of the Chinese, and 
such a violation of the conditions of the 

i Pekin protocal as is here referred to is 
a clear proof that the restrictions put on 
the importation of arms have no effect 
whatever. We urge our government to 
seize this opportunity to suggest to the 
powers that the clauses anent the im­
portation of munitions of war be either 
annulled or rigorously enforced. There 
is another thing that calls for attention 
—it is a fact that an arsenal is to be 
established in North China—and while 
the question as to the site is now under 
consideration, it is probable that it will 
he established in' fhe province of^Shan- 
tnmr. Does this simply imply that the 
establishment of such an nrsonal in an 
oiKui port would be disadvantageous in 
ease of an emergency, as China experi­
enced during the siege of Tientsin, or 
is there some particular object behind it 

“ that we do not’ know about? We cannot 
suppress fear that in the event of its 
establishment we shall ouietlv allow 
<dhers to derive all the advantage from 
the arsenal.

zens. He cited a ease in which a mine, ; 
he believed the Centre Star, was by this 
forced to pay a tax of 12 per cent, on 
its net profits. Mines were forced to pay 
as high as 22 per cent, on the net profits 
reaped from the ground. The provincial 
mineralogist points out that the output 
from the mines was increasing from year 
to year. Bat no attempt was made to 
show the profit which was being made. 
He could say that none of these mines 
which were producing this output were 
paying a dividend. There were, there­
fore, little inducement to investors to pur 
money in the province’s mines.

It was asked that a substitute be ask­
ed for this. Suggestions had been made 
from time to time yet they had not been 
attended to. Was it after all the duty 
of those asking for the removal of an 
injustice that a substitute should be sug­
gested? (Cries, no.) This money was 
taken out of the pockets of a few mine 
owners who were hanging on by effort. 

^ The low grade ores were being neglected 
and the mine owners avoided taking 
these out. It was iniquitous that an 
owner should have to pay 22 per cent, of 
the profits to the government. All 
chances of failure were entailed by the 
mine owner, yet he was called upon to 
pay this tax.

Judge Townsend contended that if the 
2 per cent, tax was taken off the popula­
tion would double or perhaps treble in 
these districts, and the government would 
thus get its returns for the removal of 
this tax.

E. B. Kirby, Rossland, said that they 
were usually asked ‘"How is this 60 
burdensome? and what do yon propose 
to substitute?”
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The burden, while not large in the ag­
gregate, was paid by a very few, and 
was very unequally divided among the 
members. This tax had an odious repu­
tation among, investors of Toronto, Mon­
treal, London and New York. It was 
difficult to realize how this tax acted as 
an irritant to investors. Its removal 
would aid much. The third objection 
was that it. had a very peculiar effect, 
that it was a progressive tax, a tax 
which gradually seized more of the pro­
fits as these were reduced in the in­
stance of low grade ore. He knew of no 
other tax which resembles this. The 
low grade ore was the back-bone of the 
mining industry, as it formed the founda­
tion for steady development.- Quoting to 
illustrate how the tax worked, he showed 
that the imposition of the tax of 2 per 
cent, upon the gross value made the tax 
on the net profit much higher on account 
of the increased cost of mining in propor­
tion to the value of the ore. As the low 
grades of ore were reached the profits 
were all absorbed. The result was that 
mine owners would not tackle low grade 
properties. This 2 per cent, tax forced 
them to abstain from investing when 
from 10 per cent to 20 per cent, of the 
profits would be taken up.

Î The week has been chiefly remarkable for 
the generally -fair weather conditions ami 
light precipitation In British Columbia. 
Xvest of the Rockies winde have been un­
usually Hght, except at the entrance to 
the Straits of Juan de Fuca, where fresh 
to strong easterly gales have occurred. The 
atmospheric pressure has continued abnor­
mally high over thç North Pacific slope, 
the 22nd being the only day on which the 
barometer fell below tuirty Inches. South 
of the Straits the rainfall has been chiefly 
on the Coast, the heaviest fall being on 
the 22tid-23rd at Ènreka, CaL, when nearly 
one inch tell during the 24 hours. Light to 
heavy irosts occurred in this province and 
also in California and the higner lands of 
Oregon and Washington; and at’Salt Lake 
City several inches of stidw were reported. 
In the Northwest several areas of low 
pressure of moderate energy have passed 
over the upper portion of the Territories 
and centred Manitoba, causing In their 
passage fresh to strong westerly winds or 
gales, but very little précipitation has oc­
curred. During the early part of the week 
the cold wave continued and temperatures 
were extremely low, but as the week ad­
vanced the cold, greatly moderated and 
much milder temperatures prevailed.

The mayor and aldermen being duly 
elected by the vote of the people, their 
duties should be of a directoral character, 
being divided Into committees for the better 
carrying out of their work—all executive 
work being carried out by the respective 
persons under whose delegated authority 
It should come, subject, of course, to the 
directoral oversight of the Mayor and 
council, whose duty it shall be to decide 
all questions of work and expenditure. It 
is hoped that such rearrangement would so 
lighten the aldermanic work 
to make it an honorary body.

Although other matters of detail might

The C. P. R. had 
boats on this side of the continent, and 
would shortly have them on the other 
side. In Vancouver that railway had 
almost absolute control of the harbor. If 
it was the desire to encourage the Grand 
Trunk or any other railway to come here 
the harbor should be put in the best con­
dition, and to accomplish this it should 
be vested in a board of commissioners. 
If appointed the duties of the board 
would be: 1. To take evidence as to the 
present state of the harb’or of Victoria, 
its sufficiency or insufficiency to meet the 
growing demands of the commerce of the 
port; 2. To prepare plans and charts of 
the harbor as existing, including all the 
surrounding properties to the streets 
bounding same, and also of the Indian 
reserve, to plot upon the surface of the 
harbor the depths of water, and by bor­
ings ascertain the nature of the bottom 
to a datum line of 30 feet below ordin­
ary low water level; 3. To prepare plans 
of such improvements as the board may, 
after mature conference, deem necessary 
to provide for the commerce of the port 
and for the general advantage of Can­
ada ; 4. To estimate the cost thereof and 
the probable revenue to be derived there­
from; 5. To report their conclusions to 
the proper departments of the govern­
ment at Ottawa.

This system was in vogue at Mon­
treal, Quebec and other points and 
everywhere it had worked well. There 
were nine commissioners at Quebec, hold­
ing office for three terms. When at Ot­
tawa he had advocated the appointment 
of a board of harbor commissioners for 
the port of Victoria upon the following 
terms:

W.

as reasonably
That, as voters and citizens, it is our 

duty to consider in n reasonable business­
like manner the various railway charters 
now before the country, 
should receive the first consideration, and 
our undivided support. The prospect of a 
line of railway stretching from Montreal 
and Toronto through the fertile plains of 
the Northwest and the Rocky Mountains 
to Eute Inlet, thence by ferry to or near 
Seymour Narrows, luen on, to Victoria, was 
hailed with great satisfaction by the people 
of Victoria.

To this scheme, an all-Canadian route 
with its Western terminus at Victoria, the 
provincial government is committed by an 
act passed last session of the legislature, 
the Edmonton, Yukon & Pacific railway is 
to receive for construction of the- railway 
from Bute Inlet to Yellow Head and the 
eastern boundary of the province, for 480 
miles, a subsidy of $5,000 per mile, in all 
$2,400,000.

The Victoria & Seymour Narrows Rail­
way Company is to receive for construc­
tion of a railway from Victoria via Nanai­
mo and Alberui to a point at or near Sey­
mour Narrows, and establish from there a 
steam ferry to a point "on the Mainland at 
or near Eute Inlet—for 150 miles, a sub­
sidy of $5,000 per mile—ip

These two companies are virtually one 
and the same, the Edmonton, Yukon & 
Pacific Company is to be bound to carry 
out the obligations of the Victoria & Sey­
mour Narrows Company.

The subsidies to these companies come to 
$3,150,00*0. Taking into consideration the 
portions of the province to which such rail­
ways will give access, and the facilities 
they will afford for mining, lumbering and 
agriculture, together with the Commercial 
advantages to Victoria aud the other Coast 
cities, it is the duty of the league and of 
all citizens from Victoria to Cariboo to 
give all the support and assistance possible 
to the provincial government by strengthen­
ing its hands to carry this great work—an 
all-Canadian railway—to a successful ter­
mination.

The Imperial Pacific Railway Company 
was incorporated two years ago with po 
to construct a railway from Victoria to 
Seymour Narrows, thence by Bute Inlet 
and Yellow Head to the eastern boundary 
of the province. The intention of this com­
pany is not known. The Comox & Cape 
Scott Railway Company have a charter to 
construct a railway from Wellington to 
Cape Scott, about 250 miles, and In the 
event of its proceeding with the work, the 
company is entitled to a subsidy of $4,000 
per mile, in all $1,000,000. This company 
by uniting with the Victoria & Seymour 
Narrows Company to construct one line 
from Wellington to Seymour Narrows could 
construct at half cost to each.

Next in importance to the Yellow Head, 
Bute Inlet & Seymour Narrows line comes 
the Coast-Ivootenay railway, to construct 
from Vancouver to Midway ' in the Bound­
ary district, and south of the Fraser river 
through Delta and Surrey to the mouth of 
the Fraser river, connecting with a suit­
able ferry with Vancouver Island, giving 
speedy and direct communication with the

all $750,000.

city of Victoria, and maintain a first-class 
service between the Mainland and Victoria 
—for which the province gives a subsidy 
for 330 mues of $4,500 per mile—in all 
$l,4bo,000.

The Midway & Vernon Railway Company, 
with a subsidy of WvuO per mile for 150 
miles—In all $750,000, to construct between 
these two points. This would complete a 
circle from Midway back to the Coast, 
opening another avenue of commerce with 
Victoria.

The Kitimat & Hazelton Railway Com­
pany has a subsidy of $5,000 per mile for 
135 miles for a railway between these two 
places, and is very important, as part of 
an all-Canadian route to the Yukon, avoid­
ing the delays and annoyances of custom 
house regulations.

There are other railways to which subsi­
dies are promised, of which time will not 
permit of special mention. The province 
is now liable in round numbers for about 
six millions of dollars for railways. That, 
with two of the most important of these 
railways under construction, terminating 
ultimately in Victoria, the people should 
realize that much is in a fair way to be 
accomplished. All should fully and clearly 
understand that the credit of the province 
is limited, and that its revenue will be 
charged to the full to meet interest and 
sinking fund on the large amounts borrow­
ed already and to be borrowed.

This will come up for discussion at 
the next meeting.

Mr. Sorby moved as follows, seconded 
by Mr. Clements:

That the league appoint a delegation to 
confer with the Mayor and council, the 
council of the board of trade, and that of 
the chamber of commerce, with a view to 
urging upon the Dominion government, 
through our Senators and representatives, 
the necessity of incorporating a board of 
harbor commisslorfers for the port of Vic­
toria, similar as to powers and jurisdiction 
to those already existing at Montreal, Que­
bec and other ports, as being 
for the general advantage of Canada.

Mr. Martin, representing the Ship­
masters’ Association of Victoria, said 
that he was much pleased that action in 
this matter was being taken.

J. Peirson pointed out that the latest 
returns showed Victoria to be the second 
city in Canada as regards tonnage. This 
should be made known to the authorities 
at Ottawa, and might have some effect 
in securing a grant for harbor improve­
ments.

Mr. Grant said that there was no 
doubt that better harbor facilities were 
badly needed. A great deal of money 
had been expended on the harbor from 
$time to time, which, if used in a sys­
tematic way would have had more satis­
factory results. When the Indian re­
serve question was settled the harbor 
could be greatly improved. Action along 
this line should be taken.

Mr. Morley complimented Mr. Sorby 
upon his work on harbor matters. As 
secretary of the Chamber of Commerce 
he invited Mr. Sorby to attend the next 
meeting of that association to give an 
address on harbor matters.

Mr. Morris reports that much interest 
is centering in Dawson over the newly 
discovered gold fields on Duncan creek.
The Tanana country was also attracting 
considerable attention, but many were 
placing more confidence in the Duncan 
creek country.

A few days before Mr. Morris left 
Dawson, while a heavy gale was in pro­
gress, the steamer Thistle, owned and 
operated by the Merchants’ line, broke 
loose from her moorings at the foot of 
Lake La Barge and was swept down the 
Thirty-Mile river. After drifting with 
the current for a mile the stanch little 
craft lodged against a mass of,ice floes.
C. B. Tipping, watchman in the vicinity, 
procured the assistance of telegraph line­
men and others and in a short time had 
the steamer back at her berth and se­
curely moored.

WILL BUILD SMELTER. w
J. A. Manly on Works to Be Carried 

Out in Boundary—Railway 
Proposed.

John A. Manly, of Grand Forks, has 
returned from a trip East. He announces 
that he has been successful in interest­
ing Chicago and Kansas City capital in 
a big mining, smelting and railway pro­
ject. involving the erection of a 2,000 ton 
smelter at Grand Forks and the expendi­
ture of four million dollars in Boundary 
district and the state of Washington. 
Said Mr. Manly :

“Our plans are already matured, but 
several years .will be occupied in their 
realization. Chicago and Kansas City 
capitalists have subscribed all the money 
needed for the proposed enterprises.- 
Work will be started this summer de­
veloping two thousand horsepower on the 
Kettle river, seven miles below Grand 
Forks. This power will be transmitted 
by wires to a smelter, which will be 
erected in the vicinity of this city. The 
plant is primarily intended to treat cus­
toms ores from the Boundary mines and 
mines on Colville reservation, and will 
begin operations with an equipment of 
two furnaces. This plant will be en­
larged from time to time as may be oc­
casioned by the opening up of our min­
eral resources. My associates are wil­
ling to invest four million dollars and 
a portion of this amount will be devoted 
to mining enterprises and in building 
railways to sections that do not enjoy 
transportation facilities.

“I am not at liberty just now to go 
into details respecting the route of the 
proposed railways, 
certain legislation and other powers. 
However, a year hence will see the en­
tire project well under way.”

Mr. Manly added that he found East­
ern people remarkably 
specting the mineral wealth of the 
Boundary, but experienced 
difficulty in overcoming the objections of 
some of his associates to invest. A num­
ber of them dwelt strongly 
per cent, mineral tax, while others main­
tained ithat the uncertainty of mining 
legislation tended to divert capital from 
British Columbia.

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HOWARD’S REPLY TO
DEMANDS OF MINERS

Fuel 0Ü Is Still a Formidable Rival 
of Coal in San Fran­

cisco.

As stated in Monday’s Times Pre­
sident Howard, of the Western Fuel 
Company, lias sent to the Nanaimo 
Miners’ Union a statement representing 
the stand which his company takes upon 
the questions involved. In this he says:

“The Western Fuel Company grew out 
of the changed conditions of the coal 
business in California. Crude oil has 
been developed far in excess of the de­
mand that could be created for it, and it 
was and is being forced upon the market 
at prices that are ruinous to most of the 
producers. It has displaced coal as a 
fuel in nearly every steam generating 
plan in California, and it is a strong bid­
der for the trade of the steam vessels. 
The strongest corporation in the world 
is now slowly concentrating in its own 
hands the bulk of the marketable fuel 
oil, and with tankage to store millions of 
barrels it stands ready to contract for 
the delivery af large quantities to re­
sponsible consumers. Crude oil has ab­
sorbed the trade of nearly all the gas 
companies in the state; to-day there are 
only three concerns manufacturing gas 
by the use of coal, and these employ 
anthracite imported from Wales.”

Under these circumstances the selling 
price of gas has been reduced to 50 
cents per thousand feet. “The result 
that for many reasons, such as economy, 
cleanliness, etc., thousands of gas stoves 
have been introduced into households 
that heretofore were consumers of coal. 
It was these conditions and the forward 
outlook that impelled the owners of the 
Nanaimo mines to sell their property, 
and it was these conditions that created 
the necessity for the Western Fuel Com­
pany, which through the purchase of sev­
eral concerns, expect by concentrating 
the efforts of all in the marketing of one 
product to control sufficient trade to fully 
employ the mines at Nanaimo. Every 
contract made for the purchase and sale 
of imported coal contains a printed 
stipulation that any change in the exist­
ing, rate of duty shall be for or against 
the buyer. This is to protect the seller 
against an increase in the rate of duty, 
as was the case under the Dingley Tariff 
Bill adopted four years since. It also 
protects a buyer in the event of the low­
ering of the duty, as in the present in­
stance.”

Australian coal, which excelled that 
of Vancouver Island, it it pointed out, 
could be landed in San Francisco at from 
$4 to $4.25 a ton.

Going into the matters in dispute the 
statement points out that the introduc 
tion of the Wolfe safety lamp would do 
away with any disadvantage funder 
which the miners suffered. It was not 
usual to make a special allowance for 
the use of safety lamps.

On the question of the lower seam 
working it is stated that work was re­
sumed on it simply to provide work for 
men thrown out of employment by the 
exhausting of No. 5 mine. The increase 
to $1 a ton for mining this coal would 
result in a loss.

Concerning theMemand for an increase 
in the wages, it is pointed out that 
under an agreement in force between the 
former owners and the men no strike is 
to be declared until every other means 
of conciliation is exhausted, and that 
thirty days’ notice is to be given before 
the agreement under which they work 
can be terminated.

Expeditions Altogether.

“O. E. Talbot has furnished the first 
tangible evidence that the construction 
of the TransrCanada railway will soon 
be a factor in stimulating all branches 
of industry and employment* on the 
coast,” says the Vancouver Ledger. “A. 
E. Hill, of New Westminster, has been 
commissioned to form a survey party 
to proceed to Port Simpson by the next 
boat going north. Mr. Hill has already 
secured a number of men from this city 
and New Westminster. A. Morris, an 
English engineer, from Eastern Canada, 
arrived on Monday and will accompany 
Mr. Hill’s party. The survey party is 
busy at present making arrangements 
for the expedition, which is expected to 

most of the summer. The sur­
vey is to include an exhaustive examin­
ation of the terminal facilities and the 
topographical conditions of the rojite 
which the nailway will traverse in ap­
proaching Port Simpson, or any other 
terminal which may be decided upon as 
the most convenient.”

In this connection, while here, Mr. 
Talbot informed a Times Representative 
that simultaneously with the commence­
ment of the ,survey from Port Simpson 
another party would begin working west 
from Norway House, a point on the 
north of Lake Winnipeg. Altogether 
three survey parties will be at work.

“The production of ore in the Rosslnnd 
camp for the week ending Saturday 
night was somewhat below the previous 
week’s record,” says the Rossland Miner. 
“The Le Roi lost the first day of the 
week, under the new management mak­
ing alternate Sundays holidays, and 
sundry other minor reasons served to 
bring down the shipments of other 
mines. It may be statedi that the coke 
and fuel shortage generally did not in­
terfere with local operations last week. 
That the coke shortage at the smelters 
is likely to pinch Rossland mines seems 
to be demonstrated by the experience of 
flie Giant company. The mine has been 
shipping regularly for nine months to 
the Trail smelter, but last week the 
smelter issued a notification Chat it 
could no longer accept Giant ores, be­
cause of temporary inability to keep the 
plant running. Accordingly the property 
has been closed down, and will remain 
closed until the coke shortage is relieved 
and the Trail smelter once more in po­
sition to take ifs output. The Giant has 
been operated exclusively from the pro­
fits or ore mined and shipped, and the 
forced cessation of shipments naturally 
hampers the company’s operations.

“The War Eagle and Centre Star 
mines also ship to Trail, but their oper­
ations will not be interfered with until 
the worst comes, and there is a very 
general impression that the coal miners’ 
strike will be brought to a speedy end. 

. “Shipments from the Rossland camp 
for the week ending February 21st are 
as follows: Le Roi. 3,730 tons; Centre 
Star. 1,310 tons; War Eagle, 1,110 tons; 
Giant, 40 tons; Velvet. 150 tons; Le Roi
