PRINCE CHING
ASKS FOR TIME

Presidént of Board of Foreign
Affairs of China Asks For-
pearance of Other Nations.

Pekin, Nov. 19.—Prince Ching, presi-

dent of the Board of Foreign Affairs, has
forwarded direct to all powers friendly
to China, a personal letter in the name
of Pu Yi, the infant emperor of China,
setting forth the crisis through which the
throne has passed during the last week.
""hese communications make a plea for
the new rulers of China who are unac
customed to Chinese procedure, and em-
phasize the efficiency with which the
events of the past.ieek have been com-
dtcted. Several of the foreign legations
here have expressed their surprise and
gratification at the manuer in which the
government’ is managing the situation.
Tt had been expected th:lt the deattl:
of the am%r ager Empress would precipitate
g 4*%"&: he' \mﬁn which the gov-
er t  has ined  its responsibility
has created confidence among the diplo-
matists, and many of the foreign observ-
‘‘ers declare today that China bad done
as well under the trying circumstances
as any other government confronted with
similar 'difficulties. 1 The provinces still are
quiet and the governmental macninery
continnes to work ‘well. The autumn
! yanoeuvres of the Chinese army have
been curtailed, but otherwise they are
being carried according to the original
programme.

Shanghai, Nov. 19.—The recent evenis
at Pekin have been fully reported here
and it is felt in Shanghai that the future
of the empire is safe providing the Regent
Prince Chun retains the services and the
support of- Yuan Shi Kai and Chang Chi
I'ung, the two members of the grand
council who are the strongest of the pres-
ent day statesmen of China. There is no
fear here that the revolutionary societies
will make trouble and no troops have
been sent from Shanghai or its vicinity
to Pekin.

T'he Prince Regent is regarded here as
a good man. but inexperienced in affairs |
of government, and weak. The fact that|
he is in 'daily consultation with Chang |
Chi Tung is regarded as a favorable indi-|
cation. The valedictory of the late em-
peror issued in the form of an imperial
degree at DPekin extols Chang's virtues
and accords him praise for the reforms he
introduced in the matter of sechools, local
industries, railroad construction, but pac-
ticularly the promise to put the empire
on a basis of constitutional government
within nine years. This decree is consid-

{ ered as presaging the policy of the new
®overnment,

“There exists in China a marked ten-
dency on .the part -of certain elements
toward the revolutionizing of the army,
the navy and the civil system. To say
that these elements are organized as a
party is, perhaps, going too far, but that

THE KAISER

The surrender of Emperor William to
i the Reichstag is a fact significant of much
in European politics. The Emperor oi
| Germany has been regarded as a world-
figure, and a ruler whose opinions and
influence counted for much in internation-
i al affairs. His voice, in general belief,
| was the voice of the German people. His
itendency toward imperialism and his
igreat ambition made him one whose ut-
| terances were to be seriously weighed in
| the chancelleries of Europe. While it
was recognized that something of the
theatrical was associated with his atti-
tude upon any question there was mo
strong evidence that he did not {fairly
| interpret and express the views of the
| nation. He was, thefore, a formidauve
i'ﬁg'ure in the affairs of the continent.

The change that has occurred has

i been epoch-marking in its effect. The
,l(}erman parliament has practically if not
| openly censured the Emperor for discuss-
?lng matters of grave import without first
| consulting his ministers, There has been
an outburst of popular resentment and
| the German press has criticised the em-
! peror with unexpected freedom of expres-
| sion. His chancellor has plainly told him
| that he must mend his ways, and the
| Reichstag stands behind the chancellor.
There was much curiosity, not unmingled
fwith grave concern, to learn in waatl
spirit he would accept the rebuke. His
reply is a surrender, and the result will
be far-reaching. The emperor is not an
autocrat. The people rule.

One cannot but contrast the Emperor of
Germany with the King of England. The
latter gives out no interviews. He under-

! gtands the spirit of his people, and re-
spects the unwritten constitution under
which he is the head of the state. This
does not imply that he has no infiuence,
for his influence in international affairs
is greater than that of any other Euro-
pean ruler. When delicate matters of in-
ternational concern are to be discussed,
there is none more prudent, diplomatic
and impressive than King Edward. He
does not thrust his own personality into
a discussion, after the manner of a man
who seeks personal glory. When Edward
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. | they have been able to concentrate in the

interest of some tentative reforms has
been made apparent on several occasions.
Much as she may have disliked their pol-
icy, the Dowager Empress adopted it in a
modified form in partially remodelling the
army, in simplifying the complications of
the civil service and in holding out to

hope of a constitutional government.

“The supreme authority passes for the
moment to Prince Chun, a serviceable
tool of the Dowager, who becomes re-
gent for his three-year-old sop, now de-
cleared Emperor. Chun is a reactionary,
opposed to anything that savors of pro-
gress. He would keep the empire with
its vast population and undeveloped re-
sources in the groove in which it has
moved throughout the sleepy centuries of
Manchu rule. Whether he will be able,
either by a policy of half concessions or
one of iron despotism, to maintain him-
self and his line in full power at Peking
will be revealed as the months pass.
Anything like a wholly representative and
responsible government is impossible in
China under the present conditions of
popular ignorance, superstition and indif-
ference; but it is not impossible that
some leader shall arise who will fuse the
intelligent classes in a demand for a mod-
ernized government, by which an end
may be put to the corruption and in-
efficiency now prevailing. Educated China-
men are not unmindful of what has been
achieved by their neighbors, the Japa-
nese, nor can , the movements for free
government in Turkey and Persia have
been without an effect upon them. It
will surprise no one should they seize the
opportunity presented by the removal of
the Dowager Empress and press their de-
mands upon the regent even so far as
to precipitate a complete revolution.”

The developments in Northumberland
have placed Hon. John Morrissy in a deli-
cate position. He has endeavored to keep
federal and provincial issues apart in
Northumberland. The Conservatives have
repudiated a candidate who was satisfac-
tory to Mr. Morrissy, and have nominated
a straight party man, at a straight party
convention. Mr. Morrissy has in turn re-
pudiated this candidate. The Chatham
World has vigorously assailed Mr. Morris-
sy and Mr. Hazen. The Liberals, on their
side, will have a straight Liberal candi-
date in the field. Mr. Morrisey is a Lib-
eral. :

The Liberal government in Prince Ed-
ward Island is sustained, but by a very
small majority. The defeat of three mem-
bers of the government is a feature of
the contest. The opposition cry for bet-
ter terms from the federal government,
and for cheaper school books, appears to
have had considerable influence upon the
minds of the people. Moreover, the Lib-
erals have been in power for seventeen
years. One result of yesterday’s contest
will be constant watchfulness and keen
strife between the parties in the new
house.

THE MOVEMENT
FOR PLAYGROUNDS

What Was Done in Beston
During the Past Season—
Used 24 Parks.

(Bangor Commercial.)

Since the editorfal on the need for public

playgrounds was published in the Commercial
of last Saturday, we have received two re-
ports which give much information on the
condition and uses of the playgrounds in
Boston for last year. One of these is the
report of the board of commissioners on the
public parks; while the other is the report
of the superintendent of the public schools.
The park department of Boston gave over
to the school board the entire control of 24
parks for the use of pupils as public play-
grounds. These parks vary in size from one-
fourth of an acre to that of 77 acres. Frank-
lin Fleld, which is the largest playground in
the Boston park department. Sizes of the
various playgrounds are two, six, ten, 14
and 18 acres respectively. On these parks
all kinds of out-door games are played in
summer, while they are flooded in winter
and make safe skating fields. On Franklin
Field, in fine weather,
people enjoyed themselves on Saturday after-
noon and on holidays, cheering and giving
support to their friends, contestants in the
games. The expenditure of the parks and
playgrounds in the city for the year 1907
was $336,144.

The report says: ‘‘Additional playgrounds
are needed and additional funds to make
more available those we now have. We call
the attention of our public-spirited and be-
nevolent fellow citizens to the enduring \jal-
ue of a present of a playground to the city.
No one could desire or obtain a better or
more lasting monument than such a gift.”

We wish we had room to transfer to our
pages what the special report of the com-
mittee of the Boston school board has to
say of the schoolyard playgrounds—what a
revelation it would be to Bangor people. Be-
sides the 28 schoolyard playgrounds, the
school committee also had charge of 24 pub-
lic parks, portions of which were set aside
for playgrounds.

These playgrounds were in_the
crowded centres of the city proper, South
Boston, East Boston, Charlestown, Roxbury.
Dorchester and Brighton. In addition, play
corners were establiehed in 18 parks, many of

BOSTON AS A TEA PORT

Increase in Importations—Gov-
ernment to Send Examiner.

Boston, Nov. 18.—The tea business of Bos-
ton is increasing so rapidly that the govern-
ment will establish the office’ of the exam-
iner here. Then the importations are likely
to grow still faster. In spite of the fact
that they have to send their samples to New
York and hold their importations until the
release comes from that city, the merchants
are entering practically twice as much
through Boston ag they did a year ago.
They imported about 2,600,000 pounds through
this city in the year ending June 30, 1807,
and the amount for the fiscal year of 1908
was over 4,000,000 pounds.

Yet the method of entry is somewhat cum-
bersome here. When the cargo arrives the
importer arranges his cases according to
grade, so as to have all of the same grades
in one compartment. Then he takes one
sample of each grade and the United States
appraiser takes one.

Here is a pen picture of the late Emperor
of China from one who saw hlm(at the time
of the Boxer outbreak:

“His Majesty looks ol@ér than he reéally is.
With sunken head and yellow face, he looked
shyly at the assembled diplomats, and his
heavy. eyes were Jit up for the oceasion by
opium or morphia. A‘sorrowful, weary and
rather childish smile played about his mouth. |
When his lips are parted his long, jrregular
yellow teeth appear, and there are great bol-
lows in each cheék.

“His face is not entirely wanting ia sym-
pathy, but rather betokens indifference, and
from its features nothing of interest can be
read; in fact, the Emperor impressed me as
being self-restrained, cold, apathetic, want-
ing in capacity, worn out, and as though half
dead. 1 felt that whatever passed before his
eyes had not the slightest interest for him,
and that it mattered not in the least to him
whether he understood the meaning of the
ceremony. 1 may, indeed, be wrong in my
judgment, and it may be that the Emperor
of China is a highly intelligent monarch, edu-
cated, well read, a keen student, and anxious
for the welfare of his people. I may be en-
tirely wrong, but I cannot believe that I am.
A man who wears a look as if his life were
2 burden to him must surely be on the down-
ward grade. I must bé bold enough to re-
produce the ‘Son of Heaven' as I saw ‘him
and as he ‘struck me, and not as others would
wish me to picture him.”

Whether the observer was correct in his
estimate is never likely to be kmown, for the
Emperor had no real friends'who would know
him intimately, ‘and his critics would see too
little of him to have much information as
to his character.
