Some experiments were lately made
in a Russian town witha fire-extinguish-
g powder. Upon contact with the
flames, the powder produces heavy
funes in such overwhelming quantities
as to completely stifle the fire. A few
boxes were thrown into a burning naph-
tha and petrolum store, and the doors
and shutters were securely closed. In
two hours the building was opened and
found to be filled with the dense fumes
from the powder, but entirely free from
fire. The powder is expensive, but, as
is wisely remarked, not so expensive as
conflagration.

Considering the sense of painin fishes,
Mr. C. 8. Bentley concludes that the
peculiar nervous system and very small
perceptive brain of a fish, together with
the fact of its being cold-blooded, pre-
cludes it from being highly sensitive to
pain. This view is extensively corro-
borated.

Among the many practical applica-
tions of Faure’s electrical accumulators
suggested, is that of using them for uti-
lizing the waste of water power during
the honrs when such power is not em-
ployed in ordinary work, as at night,
etc. In many localities waste energy
might be stored up in this way to ad-
vantage.

Observations as to fuel consumed
have been made on locomotives of the
Hanover Bremen railway, showing,
among other results, that the locomo-
tives are sometimes run with a loss of
only fifteen or twenty per cent of heat
up the chimney.

Sea-watercontains about two percent.
of salt, while the water of Great Salt
Lake has twenty-two per cent.

The earth seems destined soon to
lose its giants. No creatures of the
present day approach in size the mon-
sters of early ages; while an eminent
French anthority has recently observed,
that all the larger living animal species
the world over, including the lion, tiger,
gorilla, yiraffe, elephant, hippopotamus,
and others, are rapidly becoming ex-
tinct.

The Austrian Society of Engineers
has had its attention called to @ new
application of electricity in the form of
an underground railway for the trans-
mission of mails. The locomotive and
train can be constructed of any conve-
nient small size, and will perform the
same service for any distance which the
pneumatic tube will perform for short
distances. The locomotive will require
no accompanying attendant, as, the
battery or motive power not being on
the locomotive, it can be guided and
controlled frow a stationary point.

“From the rarity,” says Sir John
Lubbock, ‘“ and in many cases the en-
tire absence, of reference to blue in
hiterature, Geiger—adopting
and extending a suggestion thrown out
by Mr. Gladstone—has maintained that,
even as recently as the time of Homer,
our ancestors were blue-blind. Though
for my part I am unable to adopt this
view, it is certainly very remarkable
that neither the ¢ Rigveda,” which con-
sists almost entirely of hymns to heaven,
nor the ¢ Zendavesta,” the Bible of the
Parsees or fire-worshippers, nor the Old
Testament, nor the Homeric poems,
ever allude to the sky as blue.

The great telescope—perhaps the
largest equatorial telescope in the world
—now being constructed for the obser-
vatory near Nice, is to have an object-
glass three feet in diameter and a focal
length of over fifty feet.

A veteran Swiss watchmaker claims
to have devised a means of keeping
watches runming for years without
winding up. A sealed box containing
two watches was placed in the keeping
of the municipal authorities of Vouvry
on the 19th of January, 1879. The
box has just been opened, and the
watches were found going.

The discovery of a new island off the
coast of Peru is reported. It is about
a mile in length, of nearly the same
width, and evidently of volcanic origin.

Great accuracy is necessary in the
construction of standard weights, and
numerous precautions against error are
essential in making final comparisons.
Some of these have been described by
Messrs. Deville and Mascart. A
balance should never be opened during
the long serics of operations upon which
the comparison of two weights is based.
Its cage, composed of two envelopes of
glass, bordered with cloth, should be
guarded from the external air, which
would change the hygrometric state ot
the interior and would introduce dust.
The particles of dust notch the knife
edges and change the velvet linings of
the weight boxes into a material com-
parable to emery paper. Air may be
forced into the interior at the rate of
four or five quarts per hour, having
been first freed from dust by filtering
through cotton and dried by chloride of
potassium. The substance which seems
to produce the least wear on alloys of
platinum and iridium is ivory, which
has the further advantage of resisting
moisture and other atmospheric influ-
ences. Standard weights should, there-
fore, be kept in glass cylinders, with
ivory caps at top and bottom.

M. Dogiel's recent researches show
that music affects the circulation and

respiration of animals as well as of

human beings.

a greater depth than about 125 feet.
More recently, however, M. Asper has
exposed: more sensitive photographic
plates at a depth of 300 feet under
water, and the traces of light were dis-
tinctly left on the plates. Light must
therefore, penetrate clear water at least
300 feet, while rays so feeble as to
escape detection by any means at our
command—and yet so powerful as to
exert an influence npon some forms of
sub-aqueous life—may reach still great-
er depths.,

The President of the' American So-
ciety of Mechanical Engineers, Mr. R.
H. Thurston, points out three fields for
invention, in which success must mean
fame and fortune. The first is some
plan for producing electricity, without
loss, directly from burning coal, with
no intervention of special and costly
apparatus such as is now employed.
The worker in the second Seld must
find a plan to produce the soft light of
the firefly in such a manner as to be a
practical and commercial success. Re-
cent progress has nearly solved th.s
problem. The third great field for n-
vention is the navigation of the air.

Prof. Stillman has excavated, at
Gnosso, in Crete, the remains of what
he supposes to be the historical laby-
rinth famous from the story of Theseus
and the Minotaur.

Concerning the moon’s effect on tides,
the Astronomer Royal for Ireland re-
cently stated that, while the day is
grandually lengthening through lunar
action on tides, the earth reacts on the
moon and drives it away farther and
farther. Looking backward, the moon
must have been nearer and nearer the
earth, and at one epoch in the remote
ages of the past—perhaps about 50,000,-
000 of years ago—the two bodies must
have been very close together. Then
the day was but three hours long in-
stead of twenty-four. At that distant
period, the earth rotated once every
three hours, and the moon revolved
with it in the same time. So near was
the moon that, if there had been oceans
in those days as now, the tides must
have been 216 times as great as at the
present time; and, rising to an immense
height, would have swept over the
whole of England.

Animal life in the Sahara is somawha
peculiar to the region, and, according
to M. Vogt, the traveller is struck with
the absence of all bright colors in the
animals of the desert. As a rule, their
hue approaches that of the ground, and
the adaptation is most remarkable in
birds,  reptiles, grasshoppers, etc.
Black and white exist in some animals
-—for instance, the male ostrich—which
have nothing to fear from enemies ; and
a single e:sceptinn to the rule occurs
among insects—the Coleoptera are near-
ly all black. To explain the existence
in safety of these insects whose color
must make them conspicuous, M. Vogt
states that they feign death on approach
of danger, and in that state closely
resemble the excrements of gazelles,
goats and sheep. This deception, with
their disagreeable odor, gives them
sufficient protection. The general color
of the ground in the desert is, of course,
that of sand.

The number of varieties of insects is
vastly greater than that of all other
living creatures. The oak supporte 450
species of insects, and 200 are found in
the pine. Humboldt, in 1849, calculat-
ed that between 150,000 and 170,000
species were preserved m collections,
but recent estimates place the present
number at about 750,000 species.

It is a very general belief that great
burial places exert a noxious influence,
which must render the localities very
unhealthy as places of residence. This
idea is shown to be a mistaken one by
the results of an inquiry into the sani-
tary condition of the cemeteries of
Paris. The composition of the air in
the cemeteries is reported to be indis-
tinguishable from that of arable lands.

At the Crystal Palace, London, a
second international electrical exhibi-
tion is to follow closely on the heels of
the first at Paris. The objects to be
exhibited are chiefly comprised in these
classes : Apparatus used for the pro-
duction and transmission of electricity ;
magnets, natural and artificial ; mari-
ner’s compasses : lightning conductors ;
and applications of electricity—to tele-
graphy and the transmission of sounds,
to the production of heat, to lighting
and the production of light, to the ser-
vice of lighthouses and signals, to
apparatus giving warning, to mines,
railways and navigation, to military
art, to fine arts to electro-chemistry and
chemical arts, to the production and
transmission of motive power, to
mechanical arts, to surgery and medi-
cine, to horology, to astronomy, to
meteorology, to geodesy, to agriculture,
to apparatus for registering, and to
domestic uses. It is expected that the
exhibition will prove much more attrac-
tive to Americans *han thatl at Paris.

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The Appraisership- A “ Difficulty”
Settled.

Even before Mr. A. D. Shirreft re-
signed the office of Customs Appraiser
at Chatham, Newcastle and Douglas-
town, names of half a dozen
citizens were mentioned as being booked
for the vacancy. Each of them had his
friends—some in Chatham and others
in Newcastle—and the two fragments
of the Tory party in the respective
places were watching each other in the
matter with about the same loving in-
terest as would be manifested by two
cats hung by the tails over a clothes
line. Sir Charles, who seems to be
the man with most influence in matters
affecting the Miramichi, insisted that

the

the two factions should unite on one
man. but as the Newcastle influence
seemed to be strongest, the Chathamites
compromised and agreed reluctantly
that no new man should be appointed:
The Government had obliged the Col-
lectors at the respective ports to do the
appraising while the wire-pullers were
trying to agree, and it was after a great
internal struggle that the latter acknow-
ledged the task entirely too much for
them.

The Appraisership has,therefore,been
given to Mr. Thos. Crimmin, who will
perform the duties of the office, in addi-
tion to those ¢f Landing Waiter and
Clerk at Chatham,as heretofore. Thus,
by no new man being appointed, the
managers think nobody is offended.

There is a great pull for the little
spoils now. going on between the two
factions, while the main body of real
Conservatives are amused over the
situation. Two years ago the ¢‘ Left
Centres” were a party without leaders
—now, they are leaders without a
party.

Therefore,
until its dear and intimate friends the
Marquis and Princess return to Canada,
we may expect the Sun to abuse British
institutions as roundly as it did on
Thursday last. It seems to the Sun an
outrage that chicory, cocoa, coffee,
raisins, rum brandy, tea, tobacco,
snuff, wines, ale, beer, naptha, gin,
etc., should be taxed in Great Britain.
But the crowning fiscal crime of the
mother country, according to the Sun,
is the fact that it taxes ‘‘ about ninety
or one hundred articles chiefly from
America and principally patent medi-
cines.” The Sun characterises the
English system of taxation as one under
which the taxes are levied *‘in the most
objectionable form imaginable,” a sys-
tem which it hopes ‘ may be long
absent from our Canadian Dominion.”

1000 Lives Lost.

Vienna despatches of 8th inst. state
that the Ring Theatre took fire at seven
o’clock at night, just before the beginning
of the opera ‘‘Les Contes d’Hoffman.”
The fire was caused by the fall of a lamp
on the stage. The house was tolerably
full and the loss of life is very great. Up
to half-past nine seventy hodies were
recovered. Many persons were injured.
Sixty were saved by means of ladders and
by jumping into cloths held below. The
greatest efforts were made to save life.
The scene was terrible, the flames shooting
up through the roof and eventually gutting
the entire building. One hundred and
forty-five bodies had been brought out of
the theatre by eleven, but the dead were
still numerous, many bodies having been
consumed in the galleries and other elevat-
ed parts of the building. The chief cause
of the catastrophe was that in the confu-
sion the iron partition separating the
stage from the auditorium was not lowered.
Thousands of people assembled in the
neighboring streets, where they could hear
the cries of agony of the people at the
windows of the theatre praying to be
saved. The rapidity of the flames pre-
vented the people from taking advantage
of the ordinary exits. Only a small pro-
portion of the audience saved themselves,
which they did by leaping from windows
three stories high into cloths held below.
At midnight the taking out of bodies from
the theatre continued. It was then esti-
mated that three hundred persons petish-
ed. Some of the bodies were fearfully
disfigured. Several persons were injured
in springing from the windows of the
Theatre. Most of the bodies identified
were those of tradesmen and minor offi-
cials. On the spreading of the news of
the disaster, the performances at the other
theatres were stopped. The London
Standard’s despatch from Vienna says :—
‘It is estimated that the audience in the
theatre numbered 2,000. Many persons
were trampled to death in the panic which
ensued. As soon as the fire was seen
there was an explosion of gas, and the
audience were plunged in darkness.”

Later accounts show that the disaster
was more appalling than at first realised.
A Vienna despatch of 10th says :--

The extent of the calamity has been
much understated. Eleven hundred and
thirty persons are announced at the police
bureau as missing, and assuming that
many ofithese will turn up, it is feared the
total ioss will not be much less than 1,000.
It is now probable that there were 600 in
the fourth galley. All the persons in the
third row of the parquette perished.
Some persons who entered the theatre a
few minutes after the fire was discovered,
remarked at the time that comparatively
few escaped. The theatre holds 2500.
Every place was occupied except the
parquette and boxes, and the total loss
may be found to be nearly 1000. Three
hundred and sixty tickets were issued for
the fourth gallery seats for the night’s
performance; of these about 50 have been
found. They had made their escape from
the inside only to tind death by suffocation
in the passage way, which had no exit.
The rest were up to 3 o’clock on Friday
afternoon seen lying within the fatal gal-
lery, a vast barricade of human bodies.
About 2 o’clock the fourth gallery fell in,
and the firemen are carrying out lumps of
charred bodies without form, and far be-
yond the possibility of recognition. Who
these victims are will not be known until
their relations announce them missing.

Mr. Brown, of the firm of Brown Bros.
& Co., of New York, who, with his wife
and family, visited the theatre on Thurs-
day afternoon, at the matinee concert,
and, therefore, left the theatre about an
hour before the catastrophe, says that the
stairways were narrow and winding lead-

ing from the lobby to the parquette seats
—searcely wide enough,for two persons to

pass, and that he had vowed after arriving

in the open air never to take his family
into such a death trap again.

Rev. Henry Ward Beecher on Pro-
tection.

The New York Herald reports the first
of a course of lectures under the auspices
of the Brooklyn Revenue Reform Club
which was delivered by the Rev. Henry
Ward Beecher, on Thursday Evening, 8th
inst. The title of the lecture was ‘‘The
Morals of Free Trade and Protection.”
Mr. Beecher said that the necessity of po.
litical economy forming part of the educa-
tion of the people, was evidenced by the
fact that there were, at least, ten millions
of the inhabitants of the United States
that were producers of property. The
purely political side of socialistic doctrines
were but a small part of the discussion
that was going on. Every foundry was
now a lectureshop, and every workshop
was a debating society. In relation to
these subjects the pulpit was greatly
neglectful. It was in the difficnlties and
pressure of business that men were most
assailable by temptation. Six days were
stronger than one day, and every one of
the six days was stronger than the seventh
in the practical formation of habit and
character. This great question in political
economy was brought before the attention
of the common people because it was their
votes that would determine the policy of
the nation. He (the lecturer) entered with
zeal into the advocacy of free trade prin,
ciples, because he believed that protection
was not only wrong in its methods of de-
veloping itself,but also because he believed
it to be wrong in its fundamental princi-
ples. (Applause). A protective tariff was
protected immorality. If there was one
thing that caused the American heart to
beat more than another, it was the love of
liberty. Men were free in every direction
until their liberty impinged upon the
liberty of other men. The American
might command the manufactures of the
world, but he must not bring them home.
If a man admired a painting or a statue
he must pay heavily to the government to
allow Lim to bring it from the country in
which he had found it. The government
stood with its officers at every port and
obliged him, when he returned, to swear
that he had brought nothing home but
himself and his skin, It was said, how-
ever, that this was a protection to Ameri-
can industry. On many foreign made
articles there was a penalty of nearly one
hundred per cent. The idea seemed to be
that the Yankees were our brethren, but
that Englishmen were our enemies. By
this policy American commerce had been
well nigh destroyed; the building of ships,
that was once the most extensive trade in
America, had now well nigh disappeared.
A protective tariff was a source of mis-
chief further, inasmuch as it was the
parent of indirect taxation. When tax-
ation was direct, every citizen was com-
pelled to think about what the govern-
ment did with its money. When one and
ten cents extra per yard was put on cloth
that was bought, the taxation was not
perceived, and the government could not
only more easily raise a revenue, but they
could cover up improper appropriations of
money more easily. As a matter of wis-
dom, there was no doubt that direct tax-
ation commended itself to every states-
man. The government of the United
States was in far greater danger of a sur-
plus of money than it was of a want of
it.

Revenue tariffs might be tolerated, but
when a tariff was introduced for the pro
tecting industries, then a very different
thing was brought to bear upon citizens.
The moment an industry was protected,
then all enterprise and skill was thereby
blighted. But it was said that this was
done to protect the wages of the working
people. But of those people nine and a
half millions were injured by it and only
half a million benefited. It was said that
America was a young country and could
not stand in competition against a country
that was long established and had cheaper
labor. It was further said that nascent
industries, like children,mdst be protected
in their growth. For a limited time in-
dustries might be helped by a protective
policy. Now for twenty years, however,
they had had that help; but where was
there an industry to be found which had
had that help that was now willing to
give it up. All these protected manufac-
tures were at the teat, and lay upon the
breast of the government. Any attempt
to carry a free trade policy outin a cam
paign would be met by these very pro-
tected manufacturers by a fund of $5,000,-
000 to prevent it being successful, and by
the very men who were making the most
noise about the corrupting influence of
British gold. The statistics of the mauu-
factures of this country showed that they
throve best when from the very beginning
they were without protection. It was a
fact that fully one-third of the wages of
the workingmen was required to be paid
to those who had their industries protect-
ed, and which, but for this protection, the
workingmen would not have to pay. Mr.
Beecher concluded by setting forth the
moral delinquencies tnat persous were
guilty of, when taking the oath at Custom
Houses, and before the officers who re-
ceived them when landing from a foreign
country.

Grand and Imposing Ceremonies.

A despatch of 8th inst. says:—Rome has
just witnessed the splendid spectacle of
canonization. The government precau-
tions insured perfect order. Numerous
police guarded the eutrance to the Vati-
can. Three companies of Bersaglieri were
under arms behind the Church of Santa
Maria. The persons invited entered the
bronze gates, where the Swiss guards par-
aded; the Papal gendarmes were at the foot
of the Regia stairs, the Palatine guards
half way up and the Noble guards at the
summit. Thus all confusion was avoided,
Passing through the Sala Ducale the spec-
tator entered the long hall over St. Peter’s
vestibule. It was splendidly illuminated
and tapestried with gold cloth and large
painted banners representing the Saints’
miracles. An abuadance of beautiful
flowers covered the Papal throne at the
southern end of the hall.

At the third demand he read the ritual
of sanctification. The church bells were
ringing and the cannon firing. After the
“Te Deum” the Pope said the ‘‘Confiteor”
and gave the Papal benediction, with
plenary indulgence. Then he assumed the
pontifical vestments to celebrate mass.
After the epistle and gospel had been read
in Latin and in Greek, His'Holiness deliv-
ered an elegant Latin homily, alluding
first to -the festival of the Immaculate
Conception and eulogizing the Blessed
Virgin, and passing afterward to the heroic
virtues of the newly canonized saints,
The expected allusions to the political
situation by the Pope were restricted to a
mere expression that, whereas formerly
these sacred functions were always cele.
brated in St. Peter’s, such was now pro-
hibited, ‘‘hodie prohibemur.” After this
modest complaint, he exhorted the bishop®
to discharge their duty with zeal. Then
the choir chanted the ‘‘Credo,” the cardi-
nals of ritas went to the Chapel of the
Sacrament for the oblations, presenting
them to the Pope,according to the custom-
The Pope then ascended the altar, conse-
crated the host and completed the cere-
mony on his throne. He then received
the purde with five gold crowns from St.
Peter’s chapter pro missa bene cantata.
The Pope retired to his private apartments
at about three o’clock. During the cere-
mony Cardinal Mertel fell in a fainting fit
and was carried out. During the whole
ceremony an orderly crowd filled St.
Peter’s Church and the piazza, and splendid
equipages occupied the courtyard of the
Vatican Palace. The weather was mag-
nificent. At the Papal chapter next Sun-
day the bishops now in Rome will be pre-
sent.

The Guiteau Trial.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 8th.

Among the witnesses to-day was the
Rev. Dr. R. S. MacArthur, pastor of the
Calvary Baptist Church, Twenty-third
Street, New York. The oratorical style
of the pastor’s testimouy was quite a con.
trast to the usual proceedings. After
stating how Guiteau and his wife, ten
years ago, applied to him with a letter for
membership in his church, Dr. MacArthur
began to tell about the hospitality of his
congregation and to culogize one of the
committee to whom the application was
referred as once an Indian Commissioner.
At the suggestion of Mr. Scoville the
pastor’s praise was limited, and he was
confined as far as possible to the material
facts. When the pastor took the stand
Guiteau said, ‘I have owed him $95 for
ten years.” He was induced to let Gui.
teau have 895 once, because, as the wit-
ness stated, *“ When my heart goes out to-
ward a man believed to be worthy, my hand
goes out in helpfulness.” Guiteau here
stated that as he expected to recover $5,-
000 from the proprietor of the Herald for
the damage done his business in 1874, he
would immediately send the parson $125,
Dr. MacArthur, without smiling at +his,
continued his statement, and Guiteau re-
marked, ‘‘ He is an orator. Youn can tell
that from the way he talks.” The witness
next stated that Guiteau had been tried
and dismissed from his church on three
indictments—first, for taking his wife’s
money ; second, for adultery, and third,
for disease. He said he was chairman of
the committee that tried Guiteau for these
offences and that the prisoner admitted
his guilt.

*“ That's false. I was not present, and
did not admit the truth of these charges,”
was the exclamation of Guiteau. The
prisoner. was deeply chagrined at this ex.
posure of his immoral conduct, and, after
saying, ‘I committed the offence in order
to get a divorce,” seemed to justify his
turpitude on the ground that he had
‘‘married the woman on ten hours’ notice:
and that was certainly enough cause for
all this.”

The audience laughed and Guiteau
seemed pleased with the mirth he had pro-
voked.

The minister next gave a graphic acconnt
of his visit to the jail were Guiteau was
confined, and alluded to the fact that his
intercession in behali of the prisoner
would have secured his release. Dr. Mac-
Arthur eaid, *“I set aside the promptings
of my heart and told him he was a bad
man.”

Soon after this there was another ex.
citing scene, in which Guiteau, Mr. Cork-
ill and Mr. Scoville were the dramatis
personce perforce of the situation. Proba.
bly no writer of plays could have devised
a scene more thrilling or more confusing
than was this onme,’ Guiteau launched
forth such vehement words as one would
scarcely expect from a person at all con-
siderate of his own safety in a trial for
his life. The impressive elocution of Dr.
MacArthur, calm and dignified on the
witness box as if in his own pulpit, the
droll buffoonery of the prisoner, the pro-
fessional eagerness of the attorneys, the
hilarity of the audience, the wonderment
of the jury, the puzzled look of the bailiffs
and the unrelenting dignity of the Judge,
were the features in this dramatic scene.
At no time of the trial has Guiteau been
more passionate or more highly incensed.
His eyes flashed and his face quivered with
anger. This was when the witness (Dr.
MacArthnr) with an earnest frankness
spoke of the obliquities of Guiteau.
“Keep silent!” said Judge Cox in a stern
voice tc Guiteau. ‘‘Pay no attention to
him,” remarked District attorney Corkhill
to Dr. MacArthur. The latter,continuing
his testimony, repeated Gulteau’s state-
ment when arraigned by the church for
his misconduct., This again infuriated
Guiteau, whose anger was somewhat ap.
peased by the tittering amongthe audience
at his derisive remark about members of
the church committee. Dr. MacArthur
proceeded to give the details of Guiteau’s
trial, conviction and expulsion from his
church. Mr. Scoville objected to his tes-
timony. He said, ‘‘ Dr. MacArthur has
been a willing witness, and ke has answer-
ed much more than was asked.” Judge
Cox sustained the objection, which was
based on the admission of the proceedings
of a committee which was not acting un-
der oath nor subjected to the rules of law

and evidence.

Thereupon Mr Corkhill said:—*What
we wish to show is that the alleged in-
sanity is devilish depravity.” This elicited
applause from a certain portion of the
audience. The proceedings were suspend-
ed and a deputy marshal ordered to ascer-
tain who made the disturbance. A healthy
looking lad of eighteen was identified as |
the instigator of this contempt of the
Court. An officer seized the youth and
hastily led him from the court room. Twe

When is this Court going to ad-
journ?” asked Guiteau. 1n a minute more
he amused the audience by saying, ‘‘Look
here, Corkhill, how many more witnesses
like this do you expect to bring here? You
will break the government. 1f you had
to spend your own money you woulds’t
have such witnesses here.”
WasHINGTON, DEc. 9th.

Some exciting scenes occurred in the
court room during the Guiteau trial to-
day. T. MacLane Shaw testified that
Guiteau formerly rented desk room from
him, and now owed him mouey. He had
frequent conversations with the prisoner,
who once told witness that he was bound
to have notoriety in some way before he
died; if he had to kill some big man and
imitate Wilkes Booth. At this testimony
Guiteau became enraged, and used most
abusive language toward the witness, call-
ing him a liar, sneak and puppy. Several
other witnesses testified to the prisoner’s
vanity, egotism and desire for notoriety,
but they saw no evidence of insanity. The
court adjourned until Monday.

W asHINGTON, Dec. 12th.

To-day, Dr. Spitzka. of New York, was
present and the prosecution suspended the
rebuttal testimony to allow him to be
examined for the defence. He gave his
opinion positively that Guiteau was in.
sane. It is stated that a consultation has
been held by sixteen of the experts
summoned on either side in the case, and
it is found that they unanimously agree
in the opinion that the assassin is sane
and legally responsible fur the death of
the President.t¢ They think there is noth-
ing in the family thus far shown, out of
‘the usual run, and that his actions in the
court room, which have been narrowly
watched by them, have been but a clumsy
attempt on his part to feign insanity.

Gales and Disasters.

The most severe weather ever known
on the Atlantic has been recently experi-
enced, and the disasters are very numer-
ous. Steamship *‘Prince Edward,” from
Liverpool Nov. 10 for Charlottetown, has
not yet arrived, and there are good
grounds for anxiety. The Allan steamer
‘“ Hibernian,” (the fortnightly boat from
Liverpool to Halifax) after a 17 days’
frightfully boisterous passage, arrived at
St. John’s, Thursday night, from Queens-
town. She lost her boats, skylight, donkey
engine, and a portion of the forward bul-
warks. ‘While the third officer and two
seamen were engaged in securing the
tarpaulin on the hatch, a heavy sea wash-
ed all three over. The two seamen clung
to the ropes and were savad; the officer
was swept astern and perished. Two
large steamers are reported as drifting
about in the Gulf of St. Lawrence either
abandoned or rudderless. Advices from
the west coast of Newfoundland state that
on the 24th ult., an unknown ship went
to pieces in the breakers near Bonne Bay.
Three bodies were washed ashore. Large
quantities of oak and pine, timber, oak
staves, apples and considerable clothing
were washed ashore. Four of the over*
due steamships arrived at New York on
Wednesday and all reported severe
voyages. A number of sailors were killed
and injured, boats were washed away, and
the vessels were damaged otherwise. ‘I
have had more than 20 years’ experience
at sea, yet I never in all that time had
such a succession of gales, hurricanes,
tremendous seas, damage to vessel and
injury to crew, as during the voyage just
completed,” said Captain Joucla of the
‘¢ Labrador,” which arrived from Havre
more than a week overdue.

Dratight Horses.

In Canada as well as the United Stateg
the attention of farmers is beiug turned to
the raising of draught horses of the most
approved breed. The Chicago T'ribune
has of late interested itself to a consider-
able extent in the subject of Draught
Horses, and to enlighten its readers in
this direction, publishes a three-column
article, in which it appears that it had
detailed reporters to interview the leading
horse dealers of New York City andChica-
go, who buy and sell, in the aggregate,
some 40,000 horses annually, as to the
following points:

If they handled the several breeds of
heavy draught horses known as French or
Percheron-Norman, the Clydesdales, the
Euglish and Belgian, of which breed they
handled most? Why most of particular
breed? What were the particular merits
that made this breed more desirable, there-
fore more salable, than the others &c.?
The result shown by the detailed inter-
views gives overwhelming evidence that
the Percheron-Normans eclipse all the
other breeds as favorites among the deal-
ers, owing to their vastly superior selling
qualities. The evidence condensed briefly
trom this mass of testimony is, that those
who buy their horses to wear out, greatly
prefer the Percheron-Normans to any
other breed, because they are more com-
pactly and powerfully built; are more
enduring, having better feet to stand the
hard wear of the city pavements; have
better dispositions and are willing work-
ers; are easier kept and generally give the
best satisfaction. The Clydesdales were
frequently criticized as being slim-waisted,
coarsely coupled, and generally having

bad feet.
The general advice of the dealers to

farmers was to breed to Percheron-Nor-
man horses in preference to any other
breed with reference to raising horses to
sell on the city horse markets, . It was
also gathered that these grade Percheron-
Normans bring from $50 to $75 more than
any of the other breeds of same weight
and condition.

Fifteen of the largest dealers in horses
were interviewed in Chicago recently, and
the number of horses they handle given.
We extract from the interview with Mr.
I. H. Dahlman who is the most extensive
horse dealer in America, all space will

>
permit. It is but a reflex of the other
dealers’ testimony. He said: ‘I handle
between 9,000 and 10,000 horses annually
on my own account. Of the draught
horses I handle, nearly all are Norman-
Percheron horses. . These Norman-Per-
cheron horses are docile, intelligent, broad
between the eyes, and have some brain-
They are easily broken, and are steady in
harness—meaning that they don’t fret
when they do their work. They are
powerful horses, and compactly built,—
short in the back, deep in the body, and
broad in the chest. Thisgives them what
we call a good dinner basket.”

“They have the best feet of any horse
in America. They have a high cup foot.
Their feet will stard work on the pave-
ment better than those of any other breed.
The Norman-Percherons generally give the

best satisfaction to the people who buy

them to wear out. They are very finely
developed for their ages. I put them in-
to the heaviest work when four years old,
and they stand it. Am buying them as
old as I can get them, but cannot get them
over four years old. I buy these horses
because they give the best satistaction to
my customers.”

Being asked about theClydesdale horses,
Mr. Dahlman said: ““I will not give you
any criticism on the Clydesdales. I buy
very few of them. I prefer to pass their
stables and say nothing about them.”

Newoastle Rink.

Our Newcastle friends have earnestly
taken hold of the Rink question, and de-
cided to erect a building of sufficient size
to afford accommodation to both curlers
and skaters under one roof. The struc-
tare will be of rectangular form. The
general dimensions of ground plan are
about 180x80 feet. The Curling Rink
will be in the centre, about 138 feet long
and 37 feet wide, while the skaters will
have the space around the curlers’ ice.
This will afford, for skating, a complete
circuit of the rink over 20 feet wide and
520 feet long, with four turns. The ice
will, we understand, be all in one
sheet for both skaters and curlers, with
only posts at regular distanzes apart to
mark the separation. This arrangement
will afford opportunity for throwing the
whole of the ice open to either skaters or
curlers for masquerade or bonspeil—a
feature which highly recommends the
plan adopted. There will be suitable ante®
rooms for both skaters and curlers attach-
ed to the main building.. The undertak.
ing is in the hands of a joint stock com-
pany, and Mr. Troy, the well known
Newcastle builder has secured the contract
for the work. The shiretown has dis-
played an enterprise in this matter which
is highly creditable to its citizens and we
wish the undertaking every success.

The Smallwood Correspondence.

NewcasrtLg, Dec. 13th, 1881.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

Sir :—In my present letter to the public

I shall not only ghow the shameful way

in which we have been neglected by our
Councillors, but also touch upon other
matters affecting our best interests. Our
Councillors,instead of using vigorous mea-
sures to combat the laxity of affairs which
exist, are either not able or willing to
grapple with them. Our jail is in a
wretched condition, being neither well
ventilated nor supplied with proper fuel.
The officer of it, however, faithfully dis-
charges his duties, but is somewhat re.
stricted in those duties by a too economi-
cal committee. The dangerous condition
of our publia wharf during especially the
summer months, should have called for
immediate action. To see people having
to step from a steanser to a wharf partly
composed of very decayed planks and then
to make their way to town without suffi-
cient lamplight, showed' culpable negli-
geuce on the part of the same Board. I
may- here state that about $225 are receiv-
ed by the Sec’y-Ireasurer on account of
wharfage rent. The wharf at Bushville
and the landings atNeleon and Indiantown
are also very inconvenient for our steam-
ers and, as a consequence, our enterprising
citizen, R. R. Call, Esq., suffers some-
what in public patronage. Onr town too
is not sufficiently lighted, thereby giving
loafers a chance of nightly insulting
respectable people, and also depriving our
Police Officer in detecting on dark nights
who the loafers are. A stranger remarked
to me that he was surprised that a town
of the extent and population of Newcastle
should not be better lighted and said if
through that he met with an accident he
would sue the proper body. To rectify
this wretched state of affairs which exists,
requires councillors who readily perceive
the wants of our community, fearlessly do
their duty and are not easily discouraged
when success does not at once crown their
efforts. In conclusion I may state that a
lawyer of ability has strongly urged me
to take action against that Councillor who
was unqualltied on account of holding a
Retail License under his son’s name, aged
about sixteen. In my next letter I shall
deal with the Local Legislature.

- Miss Annie Robert-
son is still teacher of the village school,and
aecording to what Inspector Cox says, this
is one of the best taught schools in the
County. 1t was written, I think, by the
pen of inspiration that ‘‘ A prophet is not
without honour, save in his own country.”

When [ am writing about the Village
school, 1 would respecttully advise the
Trustees thereof, to purchase from J. B.
Williston, Esq., a small corner of ground
to square the school lot; which has been
lately measured off and is angling to-
wards the highway. District No. 1, Es-
cuminac, has had a new school built the
past summer. In consequence of this the
school in this district was not open the
summer term. Inspector Cox visited
Hardwicke the latter part of October and
was well satisfied with the pupils in the
several schools that he visited.

RELIGIOUS.

At an eveniug service held in the Church
of St. John the Evangelist, on the 10th of
Nov., the Rev. W. J. Wilkinson was in-
ducted as Missionary of the Parish. The
Rev. Mr. Forsyth, Rural Dean, inducted
the Missionary and preached from Jere-
miah, 3 Chap., 15 Ver. The Rev. W. J.
Wilkinson has been the Missionary in this
Parish since the removal to Restigouche of
the late incumbent. The new missionary,
by his kind and courteous manuer, is
making friends for himself everywhere,
and I think that under his ministrations
the Church of England will live and grow
in Hardwicke. 1t is a hope expressed by
Church people down here, that he and his
worthy lady will long remain among
them.

ROAD GRANT,

There was a grant of three hundred dol-
lars on the road from Philip Lloyd’s to the
Lighthouse, the past autumn.

THE EXODUS.

A great many of our young men have
left Hardwicke the past Autumn for the
neighboring Republic. The famed N. P.
did not keep them at home. They watch-
ed as travellers would watch for the
shadow of a great rock in a weary land, for
those paper and starch manufactories that
were going to spring up in Hardwicke if
only the Grit Government was defeated.
But their waiting and watching has been
in vain. Instead of factories they have
the increased taxation under the National
Policy, with nothing to assist them in pay-

ngit. This has driven our young men
out of Hardwicke to the iron works of
Bangor and the lumber camps of Pensyl-
vania. Plenty of employment and good
wages, said the Tory Candidate and his
canvassers at the last election, if Sir John
A. Macdonald only gets again the reins of
power. He got them, and behold the re-
sult,—all the necessaries of life taxed and
nothing in return. Is it any wonder that
our young men are leaving a country so
wretchedly oppressed as this.
