consideration. One of the worst fea­
tures of the Quebec increase is that it 
prejudicially affects property that was 
acquired, has changed nands and has 
been accepted os security on the basis 
of the old duos, tho value being sud­
denly and unexpectedly diminished by 
the increased tax. Those who new ac­
quire timber limits in the Province of 
Quebec will not bo subject to this 
wrong, for they will value the limit 
with reference to thb amount of the 
rental and dues. Not having immedi­
ate access to information as to the duea 
formerly exacted in New Brunswick, 
weeannot say whether the same injus­
tice has been done there. It would 
seem so from the language used by the 
Advance, which says:—“Our govern­
ment knows that its victims cannot at 
once withdraw their capital, and they 
seem determined to secure as much as 
possible of it while it is within their 
reach.” This is where the injustice 
comes in; it is no valid excuse to say 
that the leases are only for the year, 
since relying on the established prac­
tice and custom, men have iu good 
faith invested capital for their opera­
tions, have bought limits, or have ad­
vanced money on them, and now find 
that their confidence in receiving fair 
play has been misplaced. We would 
be glad to learn from our contemporary 
what changea, and when, there have 
been made in the New Brunswick 
timber dues.—Canada Lumberman for 
December.

STONE WORKS !.i>v65. The Crown Land policy of the 
New Brunswick Government is com­
plained of because it has directly ef­
fected those actually engaged in the 
lnmber business, mill-owners being 
the chief sufferers. As we under­
stand the matter in the upper prov­
inces the crown timber lands are held* 
in perpetuity. That is,the lessee holds 
his limits indefinitely, so long as he 
complies with the regulations of the 
Department. That being so, a large 
interest in these lands is acquired 
by third parties—capitalists—who 
make advances to the limit-holders, 
their security being the latter's ten­
ure of the lands and, therefore, de­
pendent on the stability of the Gov­
ernment regulations. The Govern­
ment of Quebec and—we believe— 
that of Ontario, also, have increased 
the mileage end stumpage charges, 
which, of oourae, lessens the value of 
these lands to those who have treated 
them as a security for moneys ad­
vanced to the operators.

Capitaliste who make investments 
in connection with the trade in this 
section of New Brunswick do not 
secure themselves in the lends held 
by lessees, tor the tenure of the lat­
ter is for a fixed period—ten years— 
at the end of which the "limit*” are 
opened to general competition, Tho 
capital invested is, therefore, in mills, 
booms, facilities for moving lumber, 
such as steamers, barges, scows and 
the other plant connected with the 
business. The cause of complaint 
with us is that at the time when our 
largest permanent investments were 
made in these facilities for carrying 
on the business, there was no reason 
to believe that the Government tax 
on Crown Land lumber would be 
even one half what it is at the pro- 
sene time. Not only so, but the 
utterances of members of the Gov­
ernment at that time, in the legisla­
ture, were calculated to create tlie 
belief that the then existing rates 
would be decreased rather than in­
creased. We refer to a period about 
fifteen years ago when an annual 
allowance of $150,000 a year was ar­
ranged for between the Dominion 
and local governments, to be paid 
by the latter to the former, in consid­
eration of New Brunswick relin­
quishing her right to levy export 
duty. That arrangement relieved 
the trade of the provincial export tax 
of twenty cents per thousand sup.

The community ira. shocked on Friday 
morning last by the turn shat Mr. John 
Saxemith, a very wo .by and respected 
men, in the employ ot Mr. Alex. Mor­

al neon, had mot with a very tnddon and. 
violent death by bring thrown from 
.Clark’s (or Mortise *) Cove Bridge, 
which is about a mil- and a half above 
Chatham. Many pen..ns went up to the 
sosne tf the fatality aH found the facta 
ee stated.

The bridge if an old structure, end the 
Government, about four years ago, ad­
vertised for tenders to ■ the erection of n 
new one, but, for som. reason it was pot 
built, the old one .‘wing patched up. 
About s month ago te vlers for the repair 
of the old bridge were naked and a contract 
awarded for the work, which is to be done 
daring the pteeent winter. For * good 
while the bridge has been considered by 
many a very unsafe et- .rature, not only on 
account of the decayed condition of the 
abutments but of th- span and railing. 
The span is one of 57 'est end the height

Suppose we should nnd a man round 
the country to place a sign upon each 
bridge stating in plain terms the exact 
condition of the woik, we should have 
something like this: ‘‘This bridge it 
guaranteed te carry a moving load of one 
ton per running foot, but half that load 
will break it downs" "The iron in the 
bridge is etrs’ned to double the safe limit 
by the weight of the bridge alone; passen­
gers will please to trud ему;’’ “Not 
more than one turn ate time mast go 
over this bridge, sad not over 20 people 
must oro-s st the same time; it ia liable 
to fall at any moment with a huvy load." 
“The publie is warned not to cross tin» 
bridge when the wind blows, as it hu no 
lateral bracing.” "This bridge will be 
closed until next summer, u the weight 
of the snow upon it is all that it can safe­
ly rarr».” What would the long suffering 
tax-paying public say to notice» of this 
kind 1 Yet thit is exactly what ought 
to be placed upon a very large number of 
the bridges in this country.
