EDWARD CARTER.

Identiffed as an Ex-Convict From Dorchester
Penitentiary.

HALIFAX, N. 8., March 19.—Edward Cart-
er, aliags Edward Hughes, who shot and kill-
ed policeman Keefe, of Everett, Mass,, last
month, has been identified by Detective Pow-
er of this city as George Hughes, a notorious
Halifax criminal, who was recently released
from Dorchester penitentiary.

He has served terms in prison for arson,
burglary and shooting with intent to kill.

In 183 he attempted to break into Senator
Kaulback’s residence, in Lunenburg. He was
detected in the act by Nathan Owen, who
grappled with him. Hughes, finding that he
could not get away, drew his revolver and
shot Owen twice through the mouth, but did
not kill him.

Hughes was captured, tried and sentenced
to 20 years in the penitentiary. He conduct-
ed himself well in the prison and the sent-
ence was reduced, he being released last
November.

His identification was brought about
through a circular and photograph received
here from the chief of police of Everett.

Report That Kitehener Will
Withdraw Banishment
Proclamation,

If De Wet and the Other Boer Lead-
ers Give Up the Fight.

PRETORIA, March 23.—Acting Pre-
¢ident Schalk-Burger, F. W. Reitz,
€x-secretary of state of the Transvaal,
and Corumandants Lucas Meyer and
Krogh, with their secretaries and at-
tendants, errived here yesterday,
March 22, at 2.04 p. m.,, on a speclal
train from Balmoral, about 50 miles
east of here. They came into Balmoral
under a flag of truce. Upon arriving
here Mr. Schalk-Bargher and his party
drove immediately to Lord Kitchener's
headquarters, where he had an inter-
view with the British general. The
Boers afterwards proceeded to the
railroad station and started at 5 o’clock
for-Kroonstad, whence they will go out
under a safe conduct.

For a week past Mr. Schalk-Burger
and his colleagues have been stationed
at Rhenoster Kop, north of Balmoral,
where they have been closely pressed
by British columns. Despatch riders
enlered Balmoral Friday night and
notified the British of the approach of
Mr. Schalk-Burger and his party. It
is reported that the Boer position at
Rhenoster Kop had become almiost
hopeless and that Mr. Schalk-Burger
once narrowly escaped capture,

LONDON, ifarch 23.—It is believed
here that Acting President Schalk-
Burger, F. W. Reltz and Comandauts
Lucas Meyer and Krogh, who reached
Pretoria today and left for the Orange
River Colony, intend to see Lord
Kitchener, who is directing the opera-
tions against Delarey.

LONDON, March 24.—There is little
disposition in London to regard the
news of the Boer government's visit to
Pretoria any too hopefully. Official
circles express the doubts, held
throughout, of the ability of Schal-
burger and the other civilian leaders
of the Boers to induce such men as
Generals Dewet and Delarey to sur-
render. Possibly they think the re-
presentatives of the Transvaal gov-
ernment are desirous of suing for peace,
but there is nothing to show that they
have any authority to impose submis-
sion on the commanders in the field.
The most hopeful sign they see is the
announcement that Lord Kitchener
permitted Mr. Schalkburger and his
companions to proceed to the Orange
River Colony, the contentjon being that
unless the British commander-in-chief
in South Africa, who is on the spot,
and therefore most thoroughly convers-
ant with the situation, recognized the
possibility of fruitful results and be-

The Star has quite frequently record-
ed the fact this winter that immigrants
have been landed here who were suf-
fering from trachoma or from favus.
Such persons are not permitted to ent-
er the United States, but they are not
shut out of Canada. Trachoma is a
disease of the eyes, causing a thicken-
ing of the cyelids, the formation of
pustules under the lids, and ultimate
loss of sight. It is infectious, and in
its pronounced stages incurable, Favus
is a disease of the scalp, and can also
be communicated. American immigra-
tion officers are always on the watch
for these two diseases. One of them,
Mr. John Francis, who was formerly in
Montreal, but is now stationed at
Niagara Falls, has beeen interviewed
by the Montreal Witness. ‘What he
says is of speclal Interest, in view of
the landing of so many immigrants at
St. John:—

“There I any amount of trachoma
today in Canada’' he remarked, in the
course of some talk, “just because your
government has no law on the subject,

There was a time when
the United States was careless, be-
cause it desired population, just as you
are careless now because you desire
population, but the time will come, and
come soon, when you will be glad to
enforce such a law a8 we have. It
costs money to examine and deport,
but the process saves our people from
disease, and the result is worth the ex-
pense,

“Sometimes,” Mr. Francis continued,
“the medical man may be deceived,
but from the experience I have gain-
ed, I can always tell whether the per-
son coming forward for examination
thas got either of the diseases. Some
who are conscious of the existence of
the disease resort to all sorts of evas-
fons. That is to say, rejected at one
port, they will find their way to anoth-
er, until they are ultimately caught.
In the matter of deporting the rejected
persons, I may say that I have never
had any trolible, the persons being
for the most part willing to come with
me, but, of course, in the last resort, I
would be at liberty to handcuff them
should resistance be offered.”

DROWNED AT BELLEISLE.

Cotiidillor Gilbert Crandall of Spring-
field Meets a'Sad End.

Councillor  Gilbert Crandall of
‘Springfield, ' Kings Co., was drowned
on Saturday afternoon within sight of
his own home while endeavoring to
cross the swollen tidé of the Belleisle
in a canvas canoe.

The ice had gone out 6f the upper
part of the river, but had jammed sol-
jdly further down, causing the ac-
cumulated waters of the freshet-swol-
len stream to rise rapidly. Shortly be-
fore five o'clock Mr. Crandall, whose
residence is close to the bank and not
far from the wharf wherg the steamer
Springfield lands, noticed a quantity of
lumber across the river to be in dan-
ger of breaking loose. Taking a canoe,
with R. Neily as a companion, he
started across with the view of secur-
ing them.

But the water was high,
intensely strong, and therc
wind blowing at the time,
ed to fill the frail craft, so that before
the middle had been reached the oc-
«\mmm were in great danger. Recog-
nizing this, Mr. Neily threw off his
coat and boots and prepared for the
worst, Mr. Crandall, either more reck-
Jess or more hopeful ‘of the result,
retaining his. It is possible that the
motion attending Mr. Neily's action
hastened the result, for hardly had he
removed his clothing than the canoe
swamped and capsized, throwing bith
the men into the icy waters.

Bound by his heavy coat and
weighted down by his long rubber
boots, which filled with water, Mr.
Crandall sank immediately and never
reappeared. His companion, less
rampered, was able to swim to the
canoe, upon which he was able to
climb. The accldent was observed
from the shore, and in a very few
minutes a boat put out, rescuing Mr.
Neily, who beyond his suffering from
the shock, chill and exposure, Wwas
little the worse. Grappling irons were
at once procured, and after a couple
of hours’ work the body was recover-
ed only a short distance from where
it went down, and taken to the sor-
row-stricken family. The funeral will
be held tomorrow.

The deceased is a son of Joseph
Crandall , formerly postmaster at
Moncton and still a resident there.
His brother, Steadman Crandall, is at
present postmaster at Moncton, and
another brother, William, is with the
Western Union there. He leaves a wife
and twg children, both girls, and aged
about ten and twelve. His wife was
formerly a Miss Hunter and has rela-
tives in this city. He was aged about
forty-five years, and has always been
a resident of Springfleld. He has
many friends in this city, who heard
yesterday of his sad demise with deep

Springfield for quite a time in the
Kings Co. Council, was an aggressive
politician of the Domville school. In
more recent years his fighting worth
was recognized by Mr. Blair, and he
was employed in the interest of the I.
C. R. on matters that necessitated his
presence in Cape Breton for months at
a time. Recently he has been-Hispect-
ing the works at Port Mulgrave, The
liberal party of Kings has lost a fear-
less fighter by Mr. Crandall’s decath.

WILL MEET AT HALIFAX.

Proposal for a Canadian Agent and Of-
fice in England Supported—The Pre-
ferentlal Duty on Goods Imported.

(Toronto Globe, Friday.)

Halifax is to be the next place where
the Canadlan Manufacturers’ Associa-
tion will hold its annual meeting. Win-
nipeg wanted the manufacturers, and
so did St. John, N. B., but the execu-
tive councul of the association at its
meeting yesterday decided that the
manufacturers should go to Halifax,
and that the meeting should be held
early in August. It was decided also
to establish a branch of the association
in Nova Scotia, with Halifax as the
headquarters.

There were several resolutions from
the Maritime Board of Trade before
the Executive Council. One to the ef-
fect that the preferential duty should
be given on goods coming into Canada
only when they came directly through
Canadian ports an? another approving
of the subsidizing by the government
of a fast Atlantic service were referred
to the Rallway and Transportation
Commrittee. A third resolution advoc-
aied the granting by Great Britain of
a preferential tariff on colenial pro-
ducts, and it will be pointed out to the
maritime board that this is in line with
a resolution already passed by the
Manufacturers’ Association,

A proposal to have the government
appoint a Canadian trade commission-
er in London, and to open a Canadian
office there, will have the continual
support of the manufacturers. A com-
munication will be sent to the Domin-
ion government, pointing out that On-
tario has already promised financial aid
to such a product, and that ald may be
reasonably expected from some of the
other provinces. A committee was ap-
pointed to draw up a comprehensive
plan, which will be submitted to the
government. The following compose
the committee:—W. K. George, George
H. Hees, P. W, Ellis, James P. Mur-
ray, W. K. McNaught, R. J. Christie
and J. O. Thorn.

The Western Fair Assoclation in
London notified the Canadlan manu-
facturers that they were entitled to two
members on the fair board, and ‘the
Halifax association wrote that they are
entitled to one member. These mem-
bers will be elected by the representa-
tives in the different districts.

Fifteen new members were received
yesterday, making 105 for this year,
and bringing the total membership up
to 925,

RAILWAY TRACKMEN.

Efforts Being Made to Make
+ Order Purely Canadian.

the

(Montreal Witness.)

There has been considerable talk in
labor circles, both in Montreal and
Ottawa, in regard to the desirability of
making labor organizations which are
at present affilla‘ed with orders in the
United States purely Canadian in char-
acter. It is urged that the country has
sufficiently developed to justify this
step, which would make for indepen-
dence, a better tone with emgloytrs,
and which would attract many mors
members as there is in certain circles
a distrust of the international order
whose headquarters are in a foreign
country, whose chief executive directs
“operations from a great distarte, and
which depresses local interests for the
sake of the order as a whole.

This has especially been statad to be
the case with regard to the-Order of
Trackmen, and it is understood that
there is a movement to eliminatg the
foreign element and organize the order
upon a purely Canadian basis, This
has been hinted at in connection|with
the present meeeting of the trackmen’s
committee, as certain elements have
felt that the foreign authority domin-
ated the situation, making a settlement
with the C. P. R. difficult. Whether
this will eventuate in a movement for
the re-organization of the order,
whether this movement, omce com-
menced, may become general all over
the country, is matter for conjecture,
but the question is freely discussed.

Send Mother and Child to Death in the
River.

Crazed by months of grief
husband and confronted with
tion for herself and family of five
children, Mrs. Annie Lukacs, of Bel-
mont, N. J., kiled her infart by throw-
ing it into to the deep waters of the
Passaic River Wednesday night and
then hurled herself after the child,
ending her own miserable life.

At her humble home four children,
from two to ten years old, waited in
vain for their mother to return.

The county physician found a cavity
in Mason’s wooden leg in which was
conrealed e will, $15,000 in bills, and
the pledge he had taken and kept for
25 years. The will set aside a certain
amount to pay the gxpenses of burial
and provided for the care of the dog
as long as he shold live, gave $5,000 to
a friend, the residue to be spent in
buying artificial limbs for worthy
cripples in Mercer county.

Two days after the death of Mason
the dog was found dead on the grave
of his master. In accordance with
Mason’s wish, expressed in his ; will,
the dog was buried at his feet.

SOTUH AFRICAN GRAVES.

(London Telegraph.)

Among the many praiseworthy ef-
forts that have been made to mitigate
the suffering caused by the war not
the lcast meritorious is the work of the
Guild of Loyal Women in Sc:th Af-
rica. With the aid of a func collect-
ed by the Victeria League the o ladies
aave devoted themselvas to task
of identifying and caring for _he #ol-
diers’ graves. At a meeting held re-
cently in the house of Sir Forrest Ful-
ton, with Lord Windsor in the chair,
the Rev. A. Helps, who served as
chaplain at the front, said that the
goldiers themselves would spare no
trouble or hardship in order to raise
some memorial of a comrade's grave.
Men who had been fighting from dawn
till dusk would volunteer for a bury-
ing party by moonlight, lest the bodies
of the dead should be left on the veldt
or thrown into a nameless grave, But
their efforts were of necessity inade-
quate. Anything and everything was
used to leave some distinguishing mark
on the graves, but often the name and
number and regiment of the deceased
could only be written in peucil on
wood, or put on paper and enclosed ‘in
a bottle, and left to the mercy of the
weather and the cattle. Sometimes the
Boers exhumed bodies in the helief
that ammunition was buried heneath
the corpse—a device which they prac-
ticed themselves. Unleas action were
taken at once great numbers of graves
QQuld never be ldentified. Mrs. Bagot,
who went out with the Portland Hos-
pital, and Dr. Taylor Smith, chaplain-
general, also spoke in high praise of the
work being done in South Africa.

It is upon
this increased cutting that the rapid
impairment of New Hampshire's for-
est is primarily blamed, but some seri-
ous -objections have also been raised
to the manner in which the cutting is
carried on. Some of the largest cor-
porations engaged in getting out Jum-
ber from the state have admitted that
the usual plan is simply to buy stand-
ing timber, take off, the pine, and sell
the land again for whatever it may
bring. It is generally agreed that there
is urgent need to correct some of. these
evils, and to establish a more carefal
method of cutting if the forests are to
be preserved,

At the same time, however, in isolat-
ed instances, some rather encouraging
news as to experiments with pine
growing Naé Béen made public. It has
been shown that on the tract, the
broadcast sowing of pine seed was fol-
lowed by an appearance of little pine
trees, which at the end of five years
m;)re sommmng like two or three feet

high. In another tract, a sana hill,
five years old pine were set out, and
12 years afterward they had so grown
that many of them measured seven
inghes ip,dameter two feet above the
ground.

Other lands which were cut I2
years ago, but on which the younger
growth was )et’t could be cut agaiw
now, ,aec ing: 40 the 4 of the
society's forester, not omly with con-
siderable profit, but also with about
ten yvears’ saving in the time uneeded
for producing a _markstable pine. Near-
ly as preat possibility of economies im
thia regard is remarked in tracts which
some 12 years hgo were simply thin-
ned. The society is still bent upon an
energetic agitation for exempting con-
servatively cut pine lands, and pine
plantations from taxation, a measure
of encouraging forest cultivation which
it is hoped to enact Into law at the
coming session of the legislature.

Water Rising at Indian
tioally Cledr to Frederioton
—Steamer Movements.
e

Despite the change of weather the
river continues to rise at Indiantown.
At high tide today the water had
reached a point within three inches of
last spring’s freshet mark. There ap-
pears to be little doubt but that point
will be passed tomorraw. The J, W.
McAlary Co's warehouse was flooded
to some extent this morning and other
buildings along the water front are
threatened.

The steamer Springfleld reached
Gagetown Saturday, encountering but |
little ice on the trip up. She lay a th
regular whart yesterday and started of
the return trip this morning. There i
a large amount of stuff at the different
points along the river, which she is to
bring down.

The Hampstead did not get away on
her first trip until yesterday morning.
She went up as far as Wickham and
will return today. The Hampstead will
go up every other day.

The St. John river is now practically
clear of ice fromr St. John to Freder-
icton. The ice that was Jjammed
against the Fredericton bridges ran
out on Saturday for a distance of three
miles above the city. The big jam of
logs and ice for 25 miles further up has
not yet broken, and it is hoped that it
will gradually wear away and the
logs be saved.

J. Fraser Gregory, with the
Waring, Kingsville and G. K. King,
and a crew of men with scow and
boom plant, left Indiantown yésterday
for Palmer’s Point, to stretch a boom
to catch floating logs and sheer them
into Tennant’s Cove. There is an elec-
tric light plant on the scow to facili-
tate night work.

The islands above Fredericton were
all flooded last week and about 20
barns swept away. At Dumfries 3,000
spruce logs were carried away. The
Davidson bridge at the Barony was
carried away.

Six million feet of logs were scatter-
ed over the reaches of the Nashwaak,
below Stanley. There is a big jam at
Goodspeed's, eight miles above Marys-
ville, and may cause trouble. Nash-
waak bridges suffered severely.

The Star Line steamers will not com-
mence running for at least eight or ten
days. All the necessary repairs have
about been completed and only the

inting remains to be done. The out-
slde painting cannot be gone ahead
with until the weather turns fine, and
it will occupy at least a week. The
boats, even when ready, will not move
out until the jam in the river above
Fredericton breaks on account of the
danger to which they would otherwise
be exposed by the running ice and logs.

Almost all the river steamers are be-
hindhand with their repairs this sea-
son. The owners calculated on the
river opening from one to two weeks
earlier than usual, and made prepara-
tions accordingly, but the opening is
even earlier than was expected, and
they are not ready.

Considerable work has yet to be done
on the May Queen and it may be three
weeks before she starts for Belleisle.
