Wilfred Fenwick, agent in the coun­
try market for Jones Bros, of Apohaqui, 
was arrested by Sergt. Campbell this 
forenoon on a warrant charging him 
with stealing almost seven hundred 
dollars, and over two hundred pounds 
of butter. Hearing of the case, which 
was In the nature of a preliminary ex­
amination, was begun this forenoon and 
Mr. Fenwick was remanded until a 
quarter past three o’clock this after-

ROCHBSTER, N. Y., Feb. 26.—The 
great fire that statred In the heart of 
the business district of this city this 
morning Is still raging fiercely. The 
weather Is ideal for fighting fire, as 
there is scarcely any wind blowing. 
Had there been even a moderately high 
wind, the firemen say nothing could 
have prevented a repetition of the ' 
Baltimore fire. As It Is the firemen 
are battling under extreme difficulties 
as the water mains are not working as 
they- should. The extreme cold this 
winter has frozen up many of the 
mafns and for the past two weeks the 
firemen have been engaged in thawing 
out the pipes. On account of the lack 
of proper apparatus this work has been 
slow. Chief Little and commissioner 
of publie safety, Oilman, telegraphed 
to Buffalo and Syracuse for assistance. 
At nine o’clock the the fire Is burning 
fiercely although the fire department 
are sanguine that they can prevent it 
spreading. Commissioner of Public 
Safety Gilman estimates the loss at this 
hour (nine o’clock) at between five and 
six millions.

The granite building at the corner of 
Main and St Paul streets will be a 
total loss.

The building occupied 
Rochester Dry Goods Company, Just 
east of the granite building Is totally 
destroyed and the walls have fallen.

The fire Is reported to have started 
In the basement of the Rochester Dry 
Goods Company at 4.30. A fuse con­
nected with the electric motor that 
runs the elevator blew out and the next 
moment flames were rushing UIT the 
elevator well; In a few minutes the 
build'ng was wrapped In flames. The 
fire spread to the Walk-over Shoe Co., 
Just east of the Rorchester Dry Goods 
Co., and this building Is entirely 
gutted.

PEKIN, Feb. 26.—The director gen­
eral of Chinese railroads reports that 
one hundred Russian Infantrymen, an 
officer, a gun and a large supply of 
ammunition are at Yao-Yang-Ho, and 
that 200 Russian cavalrymen and two 
guns have arrived at Lui LI Chang.

DETAILS OF JAPS’ REPULSE. FURSST. PETERSBURG, Feb. 26—The 
Rus this morning publishes the follow­
ing from Port Arthur, under date of 
Feb. 25: “On the night of Feb. 24 the 
Japanese attempted to blockade the 
exit from Port Arthur Bay In order to 
enclose the fleet concentrated within. 
Under convoy of torpedo boats and 
transports the enemy advanced four 
freighters, In ballast at full speed to the 
gateway, where It was Intended to sink 
them, but the manoeuvre was observed 
on the battleship Retvizan, which was 
standing in the bay before the entrance. 
The Retvjzan at once opened fire, and 
after it, the batteries on the peak and 
those on the promontory took part. As 
a result the ships with which it was 
designed to blockade the port were de­
stroyed and their mission rendered un­
successful. According to a wholly un­
supported report, one Japanese tor­
pedo boat was sunk.

"Tj)a cannonade began before three 
o’clock In the morning and continued 
until 7 o’clock, From 5 a. m., however., 
there were merely single discharges. 
The Japanese fleet, at long distance an­
swered our fire ineffectively. This evid­
ently was done merely to cover the re­
treat of their torpedo flotilla.

“The enemy’s squadron consisted of 
ten large vessels, and 17 torpedo boat 
destroyers, which appeared yesterday 
about five o'clock in the morning, man- 
oeuvered In sight of Port Arthur until 
noon and then began to withdraw and

The warrant on which the arrest was :

made alleges that during the past four 
years Mr. Fenwick, who was acting as 
agent for George B. Jones and William 
A. Jones, of Apohaqui, received from 
them goods to the value of upwards of 
seven hundred dollars, the terms of 
agreement being that he was to account 
weekly for such goods, but that he has 
fraudulently failed to account for and 
has thereby stolen $682.43. Also that 
he received two hundred and six pounds 
of butter and has fraudulently failed to 
Account for It.

J. В. M1. Baxter appealed for the 
prosecution today, while Mr. Fenwick 
chose to remain without counsel.

George B. Jones, who made Inform­
ation gave evidence, 
custom of settling with Mr. Fenwick 
at Apohaqui on Mondays, when the re­
turns for the week were checked. On 
January Uth Mr. Fenwick had gone to 
Mr. Jones' office as usual, and after 
the settlement had been reached he ad­
mitted to Mr. Jones that be was $309 
behind in his cash. He said that he had 
beeen gradually going back and fre­
quently bad to borrow money In order 
to make his account come out right. 
Mr. Jones replied that this was not 
satisfactory and asked what was to be 
done. Mr. Ftenwlck then gave a note at 
four months for three hundred and odd 
dollars, signed by himself and his son.

On the following Monday, January 
18th, Mr. Fenwick again went to 
Apohaqui and made his settlement for 
the week.
that the accounts which he kept of 
goods which had not been paid for by 
customer* were correct. On this day, 
January 18th, during a conversation 
about the transaction of the previous 
Monday Mr. Fenwick admitted that 
his former statement was not correct, 
and that a number of the accounts in 
the ledger which had not been marked 
paid, were really settled. This money 
had not been accounted for to Mr. 
Jones. The defendant and Mr. Jones 
then went over the ledger and squared 
off the accounts which should have 
been marked settled. The amount of 
money involved in these was some hun­
dreds of dollars.

“My first trance,” said Mrs. Heigh­
am, “was brought about by a shock. 
I was told that all my property had 
been lost. The news was quite unex­
pected, and it sent me into hysterics.

“Then I lapsed Into Insensibility, and 
at the end of two hours my limbs be­
gan to assume the rigidity of death. 
My eyes were open, and I could see 
what was happening, but I was un­
able to move hand or foot or to show 
that life had not yet left my body.

Now it has flailed so dismally that 
another session of parliament must be 
called to try and put It In working 
order and there extets a grave doubt 
as to the possible success of the at­
tempt.

All the money which these things 
cost comes from the pockets of the 
people of England, Scotland and Ire­
land, which are very small sections of 
the empire. Canadians enjoy their pro­
tection for which the expenditure Is 
made, quite as much as those who live 
in the British Isles, but Canadians do 
not contribute one cent to the cost of 
that protection.

■ A meeting of the special committee 
on harbor improvements was held yes­
terday for the purpose of completing 
the draft of the agreement with the 
C. P. R. Two sections of this remain­
ed for consideration and these were 
finally dealt with. One was that re­
lating to the wharfage charges to be 
collected by the city on local freight 
handled on the new wharves, and the 
other concerned the land between 
Beat ley’s rocks and Fort Dufferln.

Aid. Macrae submitted an amend­
ment to the first, which provided for 
the payment to the city of a specific 
amount per standard on all local deals 
loaded from the new wharves which 
might under ordinary conditions be 
floated or driven to St. 
charge to be in lieu of any side or top 
wharfage.

Regarding the land grant, Aid. Bax­
ter suggested an amendment under 
which it is provided that the property 
may revert to the city at the end of 
five years if the C. P. R. has not sub­
stantially proceeded with the work of 
improvements on the land, otherwise 
the railway at the end of ten years 
holds the land. Another clause in 
the amendment makes it conditional 
that the C. P. R. shall grant right of 
way over any tracks which may be laid 
to the proposed new yard. This will 
make it possible for another railroad 
to enter upon and make use of the land 
lying to the east or outside of the pro­
perty conveyed to the C. P. R. The 
city will also receive the 1,600 feet along 
along the bar.
