You have lost' the sense
of assurance, and it 'is -enly as Jve
came at first, by simple trust, that we
ean find the reality of heaven, Heaven:
‘is'real only to those who are sure, But
we all may be sure, for over us therc
is the loving Father, and there is-tho
power of the forgiving Christ; and
whehever we become certain of the
forgiveness we become graciously cer-
tain of the reality of heaven® and the
blessedness of 'Christian fellowship.
But what is more, the Holy Spirit has
emphasized the fact of the companion=
ship of Jesus Christ. My friends, Chris-
tianity  is not merely a memory of
Christ. Greece has thé memory of her
great days, but that memory, instead
of being an inspiration, is a paratysis,
for all her greatness is in the past.

The Christianity which speaks of
‘Jesus Christ in Galilee is no sufficient
Christianity with men struggling with
the problems of the twentieth century.
Nor is Christ as an ideal sufficient for
men living among the temptations of
everyday life. Let us make this clear.
We all, believe that all good men - sur-
vive this life.. If so the greater, risen
Christ survives, being the-leader of all
the good. There. is no such thing as
space in the given life or in the mental
life,. Our blessed dead are not beyond
us; they are here. Christ is here., We
think of him'in terms of corporeal life;
let us think of him in terms of the
spirit life. It is not distance, it is con-
dition that. appreciates  spiritual near-
ness. Christ and our dead  are - with,
us now ‘nearer than hands or feet.” It;
is this companionship of Christ which
the Holy Spirit emphasizes, and this
is the secret of a satisfied life. It is
the secret of freedom from discourage-
ment, and we are emancipated from
the dominion of the world, !

Lastly,”the Holy Spirit emphasizes
the leadership of Christ. One of the
greatest literary critics of our time said
that the great writers of fiction may
‘be divided into two classes: First,
those who use their imaginations; and.

‘Whereas, the genius of the Christian
life is to let Christ lead; to give life
oyer to him. Let him: direct it where
He may. Commit all destinies to Him..
These, I believe, brethren, to be some
of the places of emphasis in our past
experjence, out of which we. have
grown rich in character, and if we
have lost our grip upon the great veri-
ties of divine fruth, amid. the babble
of the seductive - voices of our time,
“Whereto we have already attained, let
us. walk by the same rule; let us mind
the same thinge.”

THE COST OF  OFFGE

——~

In a New Brunswick coeast village
a small industry was established some
years ago, The proprietors, Who were
their own managers; produced an ar-

ticle which: acquired a .provincial re-"

putation and ultimately found a mar-
ket ~in Ontario, where it came -into
competition with the 'output of much
larger ‘industries. So'large was the -de-
mand at length that after a fire had
destroyed some of the-shops it was
thought best to rebuild-on a larger
scale in a more convenient aistribut-
ing centre. Accordingly, additional
capital was called in, a joint ‘stock
company was organized, and the new
plant was soon preducing on a much
larger scale than  the old concern.

A meeting of the shareholders, held
last week, resolved to .sell the plant
and wind up the business of this com-
pany, though it had been organized
oenly three years ago. . The press an-
nouncement gives two reasons for this
action. It is stated that the company
lost heavily by its first year's opera-
tions, and has never quite recovered
from. this misfortune. = But it is the
other cause of trouble to which atten-
tion is here- directed. .. Explanation is
made that the. business suffered by
the withdrawal of one of the original
partners, who retired- from manage-
ment, two or three years ago to be-
come collector of customs for the port
of St. John. This gentleman was one
of many aspirants. for the collector-
ship. His personal and political claims
were strong. He had been a successful
As the
most influential Liberal in his neigh-
borhood he had done his party good
service. from the time he was old
‘énough _to vote wuntil he took office.
‘For several terms he sat in the Legis-
lature and he was one .of the senior
members of the provincial adminis-
tration, holding an important port-
folio. All these political and official
duties did not interfere with his priv-
ate business which continued to grow
and prosper so long as the original
firm remained.

No fault has been found with the
administration of the St. John Custom
House by the present collector.. The
sufferers are not the importers, but
the collector himself, who has seen his
old business come to this crisis; then
other shareholders, who find their in-
vestment less profitable than they
expected, and the operatives who may
be deprived of their employment. There
were many who could  have gﬁ'en sat-
isfaction as collector of customs, and
some of these gould, perhaps, have
been well spared from other affairs.
But the statement publisher by the lo-
cal press conveys the impression that
it was not so easy to fill the place of
the fortunate applicant in the busi-
ness position he had previously occu-
pied. It is, therefore, a grave ques-
appointment was for-
tunate. .

Thirty years ago the position of post-
master of Halifax became vacant. The
Mackenzie Government had a large
choice among citizens desiririg the of-
fice. Finally the appointment was
given to a man well qualified for the
position, and entitled to it by party
service so far as that establishes a
claim. He was one of three brothers,
who were proprietors of & newspaper
and a printing office. They were all,
young men, and were then probably
taking in profits and earnings less than
the salary of the postmaster, At ‘the:
time ‘the appointméent was ‘made the
brother who recelved it would doubt-
less be considered the most fortinate
of the three,

Mr. Hugh Blackadér s still post-
master of Halifax. His salary is sev-
eral hundred dollars larger than it was
at. the beginning, but is still short of
$3,000. He has been a good officer, and
probably has no reason to complaifl of
the treatment he has recelved from the
Government or the public. But it is

‘obvious. that he canpot live well and
acquire. a competence, out.of his sur-
‘plus "earnings,

The other brothers. took over the
newspaper and printing business and
gave it their exclusive attention. One
of them died a few years ago, leaving
an estate,- which, as an investment,
yields two or three times the salary of
the Halifax post office. The other re-
tains the newspaper and printing bus-
iness. He is besides a large ‘real estate
owner, a_.bank director and has numer-
Ous investments. It is known that he
has refused a senatorship, and it is
believed that he.might, had he chosen,
have been Lieutenant-Governor of his
own province. He may be worth a
quarter of a million or more. His life,
especially during the last ten years,
has been ‘quite independent. He is able
to travel when and where he pleases,
to live according to his inclinations and
to give generous assistance to public
and private charities. Yet a quarter of
a century ago this man would have
beer- congratulated if he had received
2 $2,000 appointment and had aban-
