The Humble Petition of the Magistrates, Merchants,
Slip Owners, Mill Owners, and other Inhabi-
tunts of the City of Saint John, in the Provinee
of New-Brunswick.

May 1t vrease Your Masesty,—

Your Pefitioners have learnt with deep concern,
frotn a reply recently made by His Excellency the
Governor Genetal to a Deputation of Canadian
Merchants, that the long since settled question of a
revision of the Wood Duties, would, i all probabi
fity be again introduced by Yoat Majesty's Govern-
ment to the eonsideration of the Impetial Parlia-
ment,

The annotncement of so anexpected and as
tounding a tmeasure has filled Your Petitioners, in
cotmmon with all Your Majesty’s Loyal Suljocts in
this Province, with great alarm, constertiation and
distnay, wote ranmulvuly when no information had
retched this Provigee from any other source that a
projact so vitally affecting its l{vet-[m«l iferests, was
to be af all agitated dariog the present Session of
Partiament, and when, if ramour be correct, it is to
be hrounght furward slmost immediately alter the
Easter tecess.

The withdrawal of the menstire in 1835, ecaused,
ad Yout Petitioners hoped and believed, by the
strong represenitations ther tmade by all classes of
Your Majesty’s Loyal Subjects in these Provinces,
us well us by the Patitions frotn Ship Owners and
others residing in the United Kingdom, us to the
disastrots consequences thut must inevitably utise
from it, impressed Your Majesty’s faithful North
American Subjects with the firmest eonvietion that
a "l'rade got up and fostered by British encourage-
tant, at a titme oo when stpplies of 80 necessury
anid indispetsable an artiele conld not be vbtdined
from any othet quarter of the world, would continue
to recelve that eflieient protection; without which
the iminense amount of capital invested in Ships
and Establishimeuts absolutely necessnry for its i
gorous prosecution, would beevme almost ntirely
lost, and the numerous purties interested involved
in irretrievable rain.

Since 1836, under sueh confident expectation,
and lulled into secutily by the events of each sue-
ceeding yeur, the Capital invested in thie Provitce
alone has been greatly incrensed, the amount of Ex-
porta has mueh sugmented, and the impertations
from Britain, during the last year, amounted to up-
wiards of Une Million Sterling.

HOUSE OF COMMONS—Avrr 30,
CORN-LAWS—~THR MINISTRY.

Ford John Russell rose amidst the most profound
gilence. The foble ford said :— My object in rising
i 1o give notics that, on Monday, the Zist of May,
¥ shall move that the honse resolve itself into a com-
mittes of the whele honse, fo take into consideration
the a¢ts rélating to the trade in corn.

‘This announcement éalled forth the most deafen-
ing cheers we never reeollect to have heard ; and
as sooty as one ebullition of fecling subsided, anoth-
o and another followed, eagly, if possible, more ani-
mated. Indeed, we never witnessed sacli a scene
of aminvation i the Flouse of Commons.  During
fhie noise that prevailed soveral remarks were mide,
hut it was atterly impossible to hoar the voice of the
gpeaker.

I answer o an obszervation by Mr. Duncombe,

Lord J. Ruseell said he fownd the day that he had
mamed for coosidering the corn-lawg fell in the
Whitsuntide holidays.  He shoald therefore bring
forward hie resolution on the first day after the-bouse
re-assembled.

Lord. J. Russell asked if Lovd Stanley intendad
fo proceed witl his rish registration bill on Wed-
neaday wext?

Lord Stanley rose and approached the table, but
what the noblé lovd said it was impossible fo colléet.
The noise oceasioned by the cheéering on both sides
of the house was so great, 4« to baflle all attempts
at deseription.

Several notices of mofion were given, bat from
s samo eanse they were not heard in the gallery.

Mye. Ewart prosented a pefition signed by 53,000
of the inhabitants of Liverpool and its neighborhood
10 the same offect, but more especially praying for
the repeal of the corn laws.

Lord Francis Egetton expressed his astonishment
fiot that the corn-laws wers abont to be invaded by
& ministry whose chiel had bat lately declared such

8ir R, Peel condemned the wanton and unneces-
gary suspense occasioned by the delay of Lord
Jolin's motion, and by the ambigaity ad to whether
it was expeetod to raise 4 revenue of £400,000 or
£1,600,000 from corn. Unless Lotd John consenit
ed to submit hig motion at once he tmight be cotn-
pelled, for the hotuse would not wake itself an in-
strament for agitation.  With professions of re-
tranchwent on estering oflice, and a surpluy reve.
siite, mitiistors would be left ut the end of the present

Srate axp Prosrrcrs oF TiE Country vsber
e Cosservarive Masorirv.—The great battlo
of the Whigs and Conservatives has at length been
fonght, aud the Conservatives have carried the vie-
tory.  Up to the time st which we are writing, the
universal question is, what will be the ultimate re-
sult of this great snceess of the conservative cause §
will it be such as to transfer to thewn the reins of go-
vernment, and, in the event of the full and entire
resignation of Lord Melbouin, will the conserva-
tives be enabled to furm sich a government us inay
be effuctive and durable ? I the ministers should
not dissolve parliament, will it not be necessary for
the conservatives to resort to this expedient? At
the present mowent the political wind s so waver.
ing and sv changing frotn one quarter to the other,
that it becomes alinost impossible to form any opi-
nion upoh what point it will rest.  All that ean be
done under citentstances and incidents varying
with every hotir, is, therefure, alternately to assutme
the two main points of the question, and examine
what may be the expected result under each of the
possible events now expeeted.

The first qhestion is, whether the ministers will
vesign either with or without a dissolution, and if
they should not resign, what will be their course in
order to elade their present difficnlties, and get
throngh the present session of parliament.  The se-
eond question is, supposing that the ministers should
give in their fnll and entire resignation, u will
be the eotirse of the conservative leaders; tirst, as
10 accepting the adwinistration and eluding the
known diffienlties which axist at the Palace, and seo.
condly, in earrying on the government with the
present House of Comtmons ?

As to the first of these questions, premising, as
wo must do, that affairs nmy change even during
the time at which we write, the general opinion at
present is, that the defeat must at all events be fatal
to the ministry. Ttwill be seen in the columns which
report the debate of "Thursday last, that the subject
of disenssion was the second elaase of the Trish bill,
which was moved by Lord Morpeth, After ro-urg-
ing all the former argnments for defining the fran-
chise, and thus putting an end to the discontent and
agitation under which Ireland is suffering. he ealled
upon the honse, with more than usual earnestness,
10 consent to the £3 quahfication which was now
proposed,

This is one of the most embarraesing
vircumstances in the present position of the conser-
vatives, and it is very ditlicult to coneeive how they
ean elude it. We think the experiment will be
wade to carey the bill, and to take the chance of
going on with the present parliament.

Another difficulty in the way of the conservatives
is the old question of the (Qiueen’s household. How
will Bir R. Peel enconnter the resolute purpose of
the Queen ?  One or the other of the two parties
must give way. Such are the diflicnlties and em-
| barrassments which surround this question. A few
{ hours, perhape, may disperse some of the clonds,
One thing only is certain; that the conservatives
are all united as a man, and that there will be no
intrigies amongst themselves to throw difficnlties
in the way of their leaders. "The health of the Duke
of Wellington, it is apprehended, is, indeed, such
as to indispose him to acept the place of head of
the administration, but his advice and influence are
at the call of her Majesty, and in the event of the
resignation of ministers he will' probably be s
moned to nominate the cabinet. Lord Lyndhurst
will take the seals, Mr. Herries will be Chancellor
of the Exchequer, and Sir R. Peel will be first mi-
nister.— Bell's Weeldy Messenger.

Severul similar accidents, thotgh to a compara-
tively smaller extent, have oceasionally occuried,
but, whilst they created alarm at the time, they have
ot had the effect of deterring persons from conti
nuing to build in so perilous a sitaation, but one so
convenient for the dealers in Marine Stores, and
the keepers of those lodging and bparding recepta-
cles which receive sailors, raflsmen, and the poorer
clastes of emigrants during the season of naviga-
tion,  "I'he cause of theso disasters, the present in-
elided, appears to arise from the numerous springs
filtering through the creviees of the rock 3 these ful-
ling into elefis expand by frost during the winter,
increnso the fissures, and loosen large muasses of
rock, which subsequent natural operations entirely
detach, till whole bodies are removed from their po-
sitions, oceasioning such devastation and rfiin as
was yesterday, unhappily, witnessed. It was ap-
parent to the most superlicial observer that the lligﬁl
work which erowned the precipice could have had
no share in precipitating the rock at its base from
the position it had so long ocenpied. Tt will, how-
ever, require much labour and no inconsiderable
expense to rebuild the curtain, scarp the face of the
rock, and to replace the part of the fortification de-
stroyed, in a safe and sufficient eondition,
