Ottawa, March 2.—The naval debate 

began late in the afternoon. The Arst 
two speeches were In French by Mr. 
Nan tel and Mr. Roy (Montmagny). 
Mr. Nantel supported Mr. Monk's 
amendment, he observed that clause 
18 of the bill Is unconstitutional, the 
B. N. A. Act having empowered Can­
ada to defend herself, but not to 
place her forces at the disposal of 
Great Britain. Mr. Roy advocated the 
building of a navy to defend the Can­
adian coast.

T. W. Crothers delivered a vigorous 
and witty speech. In which he pointed 
out that Britain Is facing an expendi­
ture of a billion dollars, not for any 
paltry picayune policy of defending 
the British Isles alone, but for the 
farthest portion of the empire.

He completely destroyed 9lr Wil­
frid Laurler's argument that the gov­
ernment Is executing the policy which 
It has followed since 1907, 
that In 1VU7 the premier cancelled the 
promise of a naval inllltla which he 
made In 1902.

If the road could be operated by the 
Î. ('. H. on a long lease, and having 
connection with G. T. F. with the 
through business and local traffic, 
earnings would be ample to Justify 
She government In guaranteeing the 
bonds to the extent of twenty-five 
thousand dollars a mile.

THE DOUBLE SUBSIDY,MANAGING DIRECTOR—Jas. H. Crocket. 
EDITOR—S. D. Scott. The Dominion subsidy to the Valley Railway was 

described in the debate yesterday, and on many previous
It Is nothing of 

The terms of the subsidy are those of 
the general subsidy acts. In 1897 Mr. Blair changed 
the regular subsidies by providing that the minimum 
should be $3,200 per mile, and that on all roads cost­
ing more than $15,000 per mile. "a further subsidy of 
‘fifty per cent, on so much of the average cost of 
the mileage subsidized as is in excess of $15.000 per 
mile, such subsidy not exceeding on the whole $6,400 

‘per mile." This per centage subsidy was voted that year 
to 32 railways and branches; In 1899 to Gl; in 1900 to 
40; In 1901 to 28; in 1903 to 112; in 1904 to 16; In 
1906 to 31; in 1907 to 27; and in 1908 to 83. Altogether 
between four hundred and five hundred railway mileage 
subsidy votes have been passed since the present policy 
was introduced, and every one of them gives as much 
as that of the St. John Valley Railway.

Many other railways have received special treatment at 
Ottawa, obtaining larger subsidies or guarantees, but 
none have received any less than $3.200 per mile, plus 
one-half the cost over $1G,000 per mile, until the maxi­
mum of $6.400 has been reached. It may be further 
stated that the maximum is usually attained. There 
may be n few possible exceptions in prairie roads, but 
railways in the eastern country easily cost in late 
years the $21.400 per mile required for the $6.400 sub­
sidy. It will therefore be understood that while the 
Laurier government has given larger subsidies to 
some railways the Valley line gets the regular schedule 
treatment.
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TUBERCULOSIS.

The commission appointed by the provincial gov­
ernment to make Inquiry Into the best method of fight­
ing" tuberculosis has "submitted a report and u series of 
recommendations. They advise the provincial and muni­
cipal authorities and boards of health to take seriously 
the work of protecting the people from this disease. 
The series of re<*ommendatlons submitted are In line 
with the most advanced methods adopted elsewhere. 
The proposals include the establishment of dispensaries 
in connection with the public hospitals, and the appoint- 
luent of public nurses to visit private houses, assisting in 
the treatment of the malady, and giving advice and in­
struction.
. Compulsory disinfection of premises where tuber­

culosis patients have been is advised, and it is recom­
mended that the public bear the expense of precaution­
ary proceedings which are found necessary.

An interesting feature of the report is the recom­
mendation concerning a provincial sanitarium, 
commission has considered all the conditions which 
ought to guide the selection of a site for such an es­
tablishment. and lias reached the conclusion that the 
most available location is some point between Wells- 
ford Station and Fredericton Junction, near the Cana­
dian Pacific line of railway. The establishment would 
at the start be a residence building, and one for ad­
ministration.

If the site is well chosen and the place attractive, 
We might expect that in addition to the residence pro­
vided in the first instance, there would be many cot­
tages built by generous people for small groups of pa­
tients. by fraternal societies for their members, by 
churches and charitable societies, and perhaps by indi­
viduals for themselves. At Muskoka much use is made 
of tents. We should expect that a colony of this kind 
once started might be capable of expansion in many 
ways, all the members having the services of the medi­
cal staff.

The report of the Nova Scotia Labor Commission 
that an immediate provincial eight hour law would be 
fatal to the industries of the province will be generally 
accepted. Two strong reasons present themselves at 
once. The first is that the length of the day’s work 
should not be the same in all industries. Eight hours 
is too long for specially trying work like that of a rail­
way engine driver. For light out door work eight 
tours is not a long day. Farming, Ashing and many 
other employments call for longer day's work at some 
seasons than others.

The other difficulty Is the fact that Industries 
within the eight hour area would have to compete with 
those In a nine or ten hour sphere. This would be 
ruinous. A compulsory eight hour rule, to be equitable, 
ought to apply over a much larger region than a small 
province.

At a meeting of the water and se­
werage board last evening, the city 
engineer was Instructed to report on 
the necessity of Installing new water 
mains in some sections of the city. 
New hydrants were recommended for 
Camden street and South Wharf at 
the corner of Ward street. There was 
some discussion on the Importance of 
developing water power for industrial 
purpoaes. The chairman expressed the 
opinion that there was enough power 
on the Mispec if properly developed 
to light the city and run a street car 
service. Aid. Frink occupied the chair 
and Aid. Christie, Kelley, Likely. 
Hayes, Lewis and Scully were present 
with the city engineer and common 
clerk.

Mr. H. S. Smith of A. E. Smith and 
Co., was present and made a state­
ment In reference to the leakage of 
water from the mains supplying the 
cattle yards on the West Side.

He said that a leak had been dis­
covered in the pipes supplying the 
new yard som«i time ago. and that 
iiad been repaired. But it appeared as 
If the report of a new leak in the old 
yard sent lu about the middle of Feb­
ruary had been misunderstood. In the 
last three months between 4,000,000 
and r..000,000 gallons of water had 
passed through the meter, though very 
little had been used "to supply cattle. 
The bill for this amount of water had 
been presented to the C. P. R.. but as 
they were leasers of the yard hie 
company would have to meet It. Mr. 
Smith thought it was rather unfair 
that they should have to pay for four 
times as much water as last year 
when a much larger number of cattle 
had been kept In the yards.

The chairman and Aid. Kelley were 
appointed a committee with power to 
deal with Mr. Smith’s complaint re­
garding the waste of water.

Water Extension to Simonds.
The bill to authorize the city of St, 

John to supply water to the inhabl- 
of the parish of Simonds. was 

then taken up. It provided that the 
city should have power to assess for 
water purposes all the property lying 
two thousand feet on either side of the 
water main.

The city engineer said this was rath­
er drastic: the water main would pass 
near the Fernhlll cemetery and there 
were people there who thought they 
might ardently desire water could 
neither use it nor pay for It. Besides 
there were proprietors with whom the 
city had made special agreements for 
rights of way.

The chairman thought the city was 
under certain obligations to supply 
the people with water.

The bill was referred back to the 
recorder and the director of public 
safety for alterations.

Some discussion took place over the 
question of installing a hydrant on 
Camden street, near tide water. The 
city engineer recommended that a 
two way hydrant be installed, and, af­
ter some argument, bis recommenda­
tion was indorsed.

The city engineer recommended that 
a new water main be laid up Duke 
street from Germain to Sydney street, 
and along Sydney to Queen Square.

To Submit a Report.
On motion of Aid. Likely the city 

engineer was instructed to prepare a 
report for the next meeting, showing 
requirements as to water mains and 
the cost of effecting the desired im­
provements throughout that district.

States has no occasion to quarrel with 
Canada on account of the sp 
accorded the Mother Country, uecause 
the United States accords a 
tariff rate to products from 
Rico and the Phillipines. The United 
States has no more reason to be pro­
voked by the favors Canada gives the 
Mother Country than has Canada to 

provoked by the favors Washing­
ton accords Manilla. Both are strict­
ly family matters.

an important factor in lifting prices. 
The present element in the specula­
tion has been distrustful of the re­
covery and has put out short lines at 
serious stages in the expectation of a 
reaction. Buying orders designed to 
stop losses on the short side were en­
countered in large volume in the 
course of today's advance.

The movement against the shorts 
showed evidence of organization and 
the possession of large resources and 
also of the employment of the usual 
methods to push the price movement.
