London. Feb. 5.—The British steam­
er Eavestone, of 1,791 tons, lias been 
sunk and the captain and four mem­
bers of the crew killed, says a Lloyd's 
agency announcement 

It Is officially announced that Rich­
ard Wallace ,an American seaman be­
longing at Baltimore, was killed when 
the boats which left the sinking steam­
er Eavestone were shelled.

The official statement says:

“That the. survivors of the Eave­
stone who were landed today report 
that their ship was sunk by shell fire 
from a German submarine, that the 
crew abandoned the sinking vessel 
and that the submarine then shelled 
the boats in which they took refuge, 
killing the captain and three seamen 
and severely wounding the second 
mate.

“Among the killed was Rtchârd Wal* 
lace of Baltimore."

Dugal and Mr. Pelletier, of Mada- 
waska, in the House of Assembly. But 
Dr. Smith, who went through a stren­
uous and costly campaign in his suc­
cessful effort to keep a cabinet posi­
tion from going to Westmorland last 
year, was not destined to lead the
party" in the legislature.

"The rest of the regiment are in the 
trenches now,” he continued, “and al­
though we are longing to see bur loved 
ones, from whom we have oeen parted 
tor twenty-four months, we shall not 
object to get back, and be ready to 
take part in the big drive which will 
surely be taking place as soon as the 
ground is in condition."

"The Canadians?" ho said, in answer 
to a question. "Yes we saw them, in 
fact for some time were close to them 
in the front line trenches and there 
are few fighters like them. When the 
officers give the word, nothing can 
hold them back.”

While certain In­
dications point to the probable termin­
ation of the war at no distant date, 
yet we cannot afford to deceive our­
selves that the utmost preparation 
must not be made to continue the 
utruggle until a peace Is concluded 
that will absolutely assure the world 
for generations jo come of a continued 
peace from German menace.

For over a generation not only Eu­
rope but the whole of civilization has 
been menaced by the peril of Prussian 
militarism. The continuous building 
up by the Teutonic powers for the 
laat forty years of an unparalleled 
■war machine consisting of armaments 
«nd munitions of all kinds, threw up­
on every country In Europe the neces­
sity of expending fabulous sums In 
making preparation to meet this Im­
pending peril. So great had the strain 
become upon the different nations ln 
Burope, the result of which we 1n Can- 
•«da also felt, that It was almost with 
,« sense of relief that the allies enter­
ed upon the struggle for the purpose 
of. crushing the meet dangerous men- 
acdVjhut of late years civilization had 
faced. The war programme of Ger­
many was obviously to smash France 
and Russia and then concentrate Its 
attention upon Great Britain. Having 
been engaged in preparing this pro­
gramme for some forty years and con­
centrating all the National energies 
of the Germanic people toward this 
end, it is not surprising that during 
the first year of the war Germany 
found Itself ln possession of large ter­
ritorial areas ln France, Belgium,

But In the case of the other girl the 
danger that threatened came slow­
ly. She had ample time to give full 
consideration to the peril she would 
encounter If she remained at the 
hoard. Undoubtedly she could have 
reached safety if she preferred to do 
so; but she didn’t. Her decision to re­
main at her board and spread the 
alarm was the means of warning hun­
dreds of persons, who were thus en­
abled to get outside the danger zone 
in time.

Instancing in this latter case George 
Muller, who raised all the money to 
support 3,000 orphans solely through 
his perseverance in prayer.
