Dublin, July 29—The Irish Bar
Council was invited a few days ago
to declare whether it was ‘‘profession-
al misconduct” for a member of the
Irish Bar to take part in or practice
before a court set up by the Dail
Hireann (Irish RepubMean pariia-

ment), and the council decided in the,

fiirmative. This decision, 8o prompt-
y arrived at, has eplit up opinion
amongst Irish barristers in a way that
may possibly lead to very serious
trouble.

Offence s taken not so much at the
decision announced, for very few bar
risters except those who are deep 1in
the Sinn Fein movement have appar-
ontly any thought of taking practice
in these courte, but it is strongly ob-
jected that, when in 1913 the Ulster
Provistonal Government was formed
to oppose fhe then pending Home
Rule bill, many leading lawyers took
Ligh Tplaces fin it, and no move was
mayle by the bar council or any other
legal authority to take disciplinary
measures against those men. Thus, at
that time, Sir Edwand Carson was
chairman and leader of the provision-
a! government. and Sir James Camp-
bell (now Lord Chancellor of Ireland)
was legal assessor. Six other promi-
nent King's coursel were members of
tho provisiona! government, and since
then two of these have been raised to
the bench as judges and one other is
now solicitor general for Ireland.

It is held that the movement In
which these eminent lawyers con-
spired was frarkly seditious, and yet
no step was taken to warn them
against the illegality of their action.
The Sinn Fein courts are, of course,
essentially fllegal, although in the
Houvre of Commons recently Mr. Denis
Henry, the Attorney General, had to
admit that there was no evidence to
grove that they were other than irre-
gwar arbitration tribunals, the find-
ings of which the partles concerned
bod agreed to accept. Nationalist
members of the Irish bar are writing
strongly “to the newspapers making
comparisons on what they regard as
the partial attitude takem by the bar
ccuncil.

POLAND OWES U. S.
$100,000,000

Unless Poles Are Able to
Establish Stable Govern-
ment This Sum Cannot be
Collected.

Washington, July 30.—The material
interest which the United States will
have in the settlement of peace be-
tween Poland and Bolshevist Russia
became very spparvent tcday when de-
tuiled figures as to the obligations of
Poland to this country weére obtained
from the report of the liguidation com-
mission of the War Department which
extended credits in the form of sup-
piies to the new-born republic.

The total obligation of the new gov-
ernment to the United States at the
present time totals more than $100,
000,000 and cther applications for fur-
ther supplies are still under consider-
ation by this government, i

No diplomatic moves were made In
the Polish sitvation by this govern-
ment toduy. Developments that have
arisen in the past few days were
placed before the President, but meim-
bers of the cabinet said that thero
had been no conclusion reached and
the matter had not gone by in the
consideration of the subject in all its
aspects. No steps have been taken on
the plea of the Poles that this govern-
ment issue a message of confeience in
the Polish government designed to
tkrow the ‘“moral support” ef the
world behind Poland.

The vital factor in the supplies
which this government has sold to Po-
land is that payment depends entirely
upon the fututre stability of Poland.
The goods, sokd both by the liquida-
tion commission from surplus war ma-
terials in France and in this country,
are secured only by natic nal notes of
Poland bearing interest at 5 per cent
and payable in three, four, five and
six years. Sc far as could be learned
none of the interest on these obliga-
tions has yet been paid.

Of the supplies sold to Poland by this
government lees than $5,000,000 can
be classed as war material, according
to the figurss made public by Newton
D. Baker, Secretary of War. The
total of the supplies disposed of to
Poland by the liguidaticn commission
wag $59,365,111.97. Material sold to
Polish agents in this country amount-

In Des Moines two cars, one a privately
owned Essex that had previously gone 7000
miles. the other one which had seta 24 hour
record over country roads. (‘nmbine(} they
travelled 481 6 miles in 144 hours of non-
stop motor running. During the six days
the cars were stopped 2137 times and car-
ried 1602 pas sengers.

At Dallas, Texas, an Essex which had
seen 12,000 miles of service, established
the world’s dirt track record by covering
1.261 miles in 24 hours—average 52);

miles an hour.

An Essex Sedan, fully loaded and on
original tires that had carried the car 15,-
000 miles, traveled 221 miles over Mary-
land hills, averaging 23 miles to the gal-
lon of gasoline.

A Columbus, Ohio, owner drove his 10-
months' old Essex which had gone 16,-
000 miles to Washington, D. C., 403 miles
in 11 hours, 4 minutes. The crack Penn-

sylvania Railroad train requires 15
hours, 34 minutes for the trip.

The
winning car averaged 24 miles to the gal-
lon of gasoline. Average for all 24 over
216 miles of route, for each was 18.7 miles
to the gallon. One car had seen 35,000
miles of service and averaged 21.2 miles
to the gallon,

The wife of U. S. Senator Deitrich
drove an Essex from Hastings to Lin-
coln, Nebraska, 109 miles, averaging 29
miles to the gallon.

Four women drove from Los Angeles
over the coast route to San Francisco
and return via the Inland route with an
average of 22.3 miles to the gallon of
gasoline—no stop for any mechanical
reason. A car starting from San Fran-
cisco made the round trip of 843 miles in
33 hours, and averaged 24.5 miles per
gallon of gasoline.

Also Takes Famous
Hill Climb Records

The Rim O’ the World Record, in San
Bernardino Mountains, was taken by
Essex, climbing nearly 5,000 feet eleva-
tion over 8.8 miles of difficult mountain
road in 17 minutes. An Essex defeated
19 other entries in the Sacramento, Cali-
fornia, dealers’ reliability run over the
Sierra Nevada Mountains—distance 261
miles—24.25 miles per gallon of gasoline.

And in Utah 281 miles of mountain
roads with heavy grades, climbing 4,528
feet, an Essex carrying 3 passengers
made the run in 52 minutes.

Through a blinding snow
storm over Tioga Pass with an altitude
of 9,941 feet and over grades of from 6%
to 37%, Essex traveled 432 miles, averag-
ing 15 miles to the gallon, and using 3
pints of oil. It ran several miles hub-deep
in mud and towed another car containing
5 people, itself carrying 950 lbs. of weight

SKELETON FOUND

Remains of Person Who Lived
5,000 Years Ago Discover-
ed in England.

London, July 20.— A skeletod,
buried at least 2,000 B. C. probably
nearer 4,000 B. €., has been unearthed
near Peterborcugh by a local ant:

Dutch and Kog Ages on. &n
equal footing, in the schools, the pars
liament and the country, were' respon-
sible for the loyalty of the Boers to
the British Bmpire.

Such was the keynote sounded by
R 8. Ward-Jackson, chairman of the
South African journalists acecompany-
ing the Imperial Press Delegation on
their tour of Canada, in his address
to the Canadian Club at Bond’s last
evening, &

The problems  faced »y South
Africa after the Boer War, which are
being gradually solved in a spfrit of
tolerance and good-will by the Dutch
anc British praces in the AUnion of
Soutli Africa, were listened to with
much pleasure, the problems of
Canada being so néarly identical.

At the request of the President, A.
M. ‘Belding, grace was offered by the
Rev. Father Young, of the Mission
Church, In Introducing the speaker,
President Belding spoke of his pleas-
ure at seeing so many members pres-
ent, knowing as he did that many of
those not present were with the other
distinguished journalists at Rirverside.
It gave him much pledsure to in-
troduce the guest of the Club and
Speaker of the evening, Mr. Ward-
Jackson.

That the members of the Pross Del-
egation’ were very womscious that the
object of their present tour was to
learn and not to teach was the state-
ment made by Mr. Ward-Jackson in
his opening remarks. They had come
to see what they might learn fram
Canada and take back with them to
impart to their own countryma:n, that
they might benefit aecordlagly.

He had been asked to tell some
thing of South Africa, and, Judging
by his own rather false conc sotion of
Canada, hoped he might bs able to
shed & better light on South Africa.

Her history was equally romzatic as
that of Canada, and as full of uppos
ing ideals, of misunderstandiag and
mistrust, and the problems which
faced the Africanders were similar to
those faced by the Canadians,

Few, he said, were well informed as
tn what has transpired in South Africa
since the Boer War, and the general
idea of the trend of affairs was not at
all correct,

Difficuities, some of which were

dangerous ones, had been met and
were still to be met with, but in all
the dominions in the Empire none had
weathered the crisis caused by the
Great War, and the ‘period that has
followed, with mere success than has
South Africa.
With the énding of the Boer “‘r
the boundary problems of the country
had been solved by abolishing boun-
darjes.

Problems of greater importance re-
mained to be solved. The Government
was faced with the conversion of “an
enemy into a warm friend and loyal
subject. f it had failed, then the war
had been fought In vain,

The British Government, guided by
the good sense of it leader, Sir
Henry Campbell-Bannerman, saw by
the application of the best principles
of English liberalism that South Africa
could be saved as a daughter nation.

The work of salvation was entrust.
od to the great general and statesman,
Sir Louis ®otha. Botha, sald the
speaker, was the great man of his
country. He was a man or sinck ity
and possessed of enormous sympathies
and understanding. A man who com-
bined foresight and commonsense to
a4 degree seldom possessed by any
man. Louis Botha typified all that
was best in his country, South Africa.
He it was that fourteen vears after
fighting the British, took the field In
command of the loyalists against the
rebels,

The outstanding difficulties faced by
his Government were the two lan-
guages and thé two religions of the
country. The religious problem was
solved by granting complete freedom
to each.

As to the language, the only right
given the Boers at the close of their
struggle with the British was the
right to speak their own language in
the Provincial Houses of Parliament,
When confederation was accomplished
in 1910 by the union of all South
Africa, the Dutch and the English
languages were placed on an equal
busis throughout tlle entire country,
It was to the. credit of the British that
in so short a period complete equality
had been given the conquered.

In every school both languages are
taught, general instruction being
given in the mother tongue,

‘The Natignalist party arose as an
outcome of the language question. By
some they were regarded as a separ-
atist party, but the speaker was of
the opinfon that, once placed in power,
they would ses to it that the Unjon re-
mained within the British Bmpire.
Their stand at present he thought to
bs mype a matter of paolitical expedi-
ency than conviction,

Although South Africa had not
reached to a world “status equal to
Canada, she was yet destined to big
things, possessing ad she did vast coal
fleids, adjoined by undeveloped and
extensive iron areas, both within
short distance of good harbors,

Her large cattle ranges had been
hindered in their development by cat
t'e diseases, but these were being over-
come, Her grain fields had been both-
ered by locusts, but these, thanks to
scientific research, had been brought
under control. \

The country was destined for great
things, and her trade, which was con-
trolled by Germany before the war,
was steadily Increfising, and offered
splendid opportunities. which Canada
should seize. A mutual exchange of
commodities would assure closer rela-
tions, and South Africa and Canada
would become more intimate, their
friendship the warmer,

In conclusion, he askell that Cana-
dians never believe but that the blood
of their sons who fought and died in
South Africa hag been shed for any-
thing' else than that a Dominion might

one day arise as prosperous as their
own. . ]

Mrvs. W. B, Nelson, all of Calgary.
William Megarity leaves his wife,
three daughters, Hazel, of ‘Ottawa:
Edith, and Myrtle, at home, and one
son, Everett, with the St. John branch
of the Monfreal Oil Company.
«The late Mr. Irvine had been In
the railway employ for forty vears,
while the deceased engineer was em-
ployed on the road for the past thirty-
five yedrs.

of vital statistics. ' The Deputy Min-
ister, Hon. Dr, Roberts said, had no
idea of the farreaching effects of
this leg*is'laliou and was quit® willing
after a confeérence to bring the matter
t5 the attention of the Minister of the
department. He felt satisfled that
some form of A remedial measures
would be brought about to provide
until amended législation could be
brought down.

‘While at Quebec, Dr. Roberts had
addressed the Canadian Union of Mu-
nicipalities, in response to a special
invitation, on “Latest Ideas on Pub-
lic Health” He divided his subject
under three heads. The first was that
of education, as it was most essential
that the public should become recep-
tive of the importance of public
health. .

He then dwelt on the subject from
tuc housing standpoint. There was
Do subject, he said, of more import-
fnce in settling the present chaotic
conditions than the question of the
proper provision ¢f housing. Its place
should be under the Ministry ot
Health.. To back up this statement,
hu cited the authority of the Britigh
Government, whith has placed hous-
ing under the Ministry of Health ,and
24,000 houses are being bulilt in the
British Isles under the stipulations of
the health department. The reason
that housing shouli be Included is
because the people spend three-quar
ters of their time in houses, and it was
bis {deal to bufld houses in such a
way that the oceupgnts would be sur
rounded with an atmosphere that
would make for their moral and phy-
sical well-being,

The third and last fdea that Dr.
Roberts presented to the Céhference
was the necessary control of Public
Health by the Government through
the Ministry of Health. He argued
that this service should ba given a
status and be put on the same foot-
ing as the other services of govern-
ment. Tt was at least of equal im-
portance with the various other ser-
vices of government, because it per-
tains to the health and the very ex-
Istence in fact of the people for whom
these other services are being car-
ried on.

Speaking further about the question
of housing in the city and province
generally and its prevailing evils, the
Minister of Health said that it was
his intention ofputting through legis-
lation which would not allow a house
to be built unless it had first been
provided with water and séwerage.
