KILLED IN SCHOOL SPORT

At Boston- It Was_ in- the Annual Cane
Rush That Hugh Moore Met Death.

Boston, Nov. 15—Hugh C. Moore, of
Rochester, N. Y., a Massachusetts Insti-
tute of Technology, Freshman, nineteen
years old, met his death in the annual
Freshman-Sophomore cane rush at the
South End ball grounds this afternoon. He
died within 20 minutes after the rush, in
the ambulance while on the way to the
hospital. Moore had taken part in a Yoot-
ball game earlier in the afternoon. He
had been sick recently and was probably
in no condition to take part in both con-
tests. The cause of death was undoubtedly
due to suffocation and exhausted heart, al-
though an autopsy may reveal internal in-
juries as well. Moore was dragged from
the final pile up, while hands were still be-
ing counted upon the cane. His head
protruded from the twisted heap of legs
and arms and his eyes were shut. He was
quickly carried to a clear space where Dr.
Mixter, who chanced to be present, applied
restoratives and did everything possible to
revive him, but to no purpose.

Nearly all of the spectators had left the
field and they were thus spared a terrible
shock. Moore, who presently lapsed into
total unconsciousness, was placed in a city
hospital ambulance that had been summon-
ed, but breathed his last almost as the door
of the institution was reached.

The young man’s father, Mr. J. H.
Moore, of 38 North St. Paul street, Roches-
ter, N. Y., was notified of the sad event,
and is expected Lere tomorrow. Being a
Freshman, young Moore was not well
known, but those who did know him
speak of him in the highest terms. The
rush in itself was one of the roughest and
most fiercely contested in the history of
the M. I. T. in which the Sophomores won
19 to 11. Moore was one of the immedi-
ate defenders of the cane. Several times
the fierceness of the scrimmage relaxed in
order to allow some fallen contestant to
gain his feet. Moore’s like misfortune went
unnoticed and he fell so near the centre of
the fray that he simply had to take his
chances. There were others who went
down when the crack of the pisctol put an
end to the rush, but none of them were
so trampled or smothered as was Moore.
Technology men who learned of the sad
accident were ‘profoundly shocked.

THE LANSDOWNE LEAKING.

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THRTEEN KLLED

In a Railway Wreck In France
Yesterday.

PERUVIAN MINISTER
To That County Lost His Life In the
“Accident--Twenty People Were
Injured and Five Are Missing--
Car Was Thrown Over a Bank.

Bayonne, France, Nov. 15—The-Southern
express was derailed at noon today, be-
tween St. Cocures and Saubusse, about 33
miles northeast of Bayonne. The restaur-
ant car was precipitated over an embank-
ment. Thirteen persons were killed and
twenty others injured, seven seriously.
Five passengers are missing.

The list of killed includes Senor J. F.
(Canevaro, Peruvian minister to France, and
an attache of the Peruvian legation in
Madrid. ‘

I’he section of the line where the accl-
denit ocourred is under repair and the de-
railment is attributed to the great speed
of the express.

The engineer says that the ground gave
way under the locomotive, which sank
into the ballast. The restaurant car came
into terrific collision with the tender and
alone rolled down the embankment. It

. was luncheon hour and out of 34 passem-

gers in the train 30 were at the table.

The bodies were terribly mangled. One
of the butlers of the restaurant car, who
was slightly injured, became suddenly in-
sane and walked to and fro amd the
wreckage, singing at the top of his voice.
The engineer and stoker, who were
thrown into a field, had miraculous es-
capes,

Believes Nations :in Future Will War in
Industries Rather Than on Battlefield.

London, Nov. 15—Mr. OChoate, the
United States ambassador, this evening
distributed prizes to studemts of the Me-
chanics’ Institute at Burnley.

Replying to an address from the mayor
and corporation of Burnley, he recipro-
cated the wish that Anglo-American
friendship might never be disturbed.

“I venture to express the belief,” he
said, “that future pational conflicts will
be in the fields of industry and comimerce
rather than the field of battle and that
any nation which over-indu'ges in the de-
structive luxury of war will fall sadly
behind in the peaceful arts.”

Mr. Choalte added that it would not do
to rely too much upon Anglo-Saxon su-
premacy, as (Germany was making a bold
bid. The United States, however, had
mo intention, he declared, of being left
behind.

Explorer is at St. John's, Nfld, Fitting Out
an Expedition,

St. John’s, Nfld., Nov. 15—Mr. Evelyn

Zeigler. He will secure a sealing steamer
prior to next spring's sealing voyage, 1if
possiblé.

At Thompson’s )E‘Mines, Renfrew,
N. Si--He Still Lived When the
Machinery Was Stopped, but
Only for a Short Time--Had Been
Oiling the Machinery,

Halifax, Nov. 15—(Special)—A terrible
accident wheréby & young man named
Creighton MecDougall lost his life occur-
red at Thompson’s mines, Renfrew, about
11 o’clock this morning. William Carroil,
who was working with him, left him oil-
ing the machinery of the turbide mill,
which wds run by water power.

Shortly afiter Carroll left to sharpen an
axe, he heard a screéech, but thinking it
came from some boys who were playing
near, he paid ho atégntion to it. Return-
ing about a half r afterwards, to his
thorror he found McDougall being whirled
around, entangled im the ghafting.

He at once ran énd stopped the ma-
chinery and removed the unfortunate
man. McDougall still lived, but had his

legs broken and was so badly hurt intern-

ally that he died in' a shoft time.

Deceased, who was about 30 years of
age and belonged to Nine Mile River,
Hants county, was tnmarried, but leaves
his aged mother, whose sole support he
was.

THE WOMAN IDENTIFIED.

Bodies of New York Doctor and Woman
Found in a Hotel—Picture Recognized
by Her Husband.

New York, Nov. 15—Dr.-Christopher T.
Ahlstrom, of this city, and a woman were
found dead this morning in a bedroom in
the Boulevard Hotel, on Broadway. Botl
had been suffocated by gas. The doctor
was a widower and had lived with his
eighteen-year-old daughter Rachel. Dr. Ahl-
strom’s companion. was a handsome bru-
nette about 27 years v!d. She had the fea-
tures of a woman of.refinement, Iler cloth-
ing was of good quality,  On her left hand
were four rings, which the police say were
worth §1,000.

Dr. Ahlstrom’s body was taken to an
undertaker’s place, the woman’s to the
morgue. Coroner Seucca said he believed
both to have been accidentally asphyxiated,
but the finding of a:small vial in the room
which had contained a certain percentage
of cocaine had convinced him that an au-
topsy was desirable. The bottle bore the
label of a druggist named Wylie,
said he filled the bottle two weeks ago
for Dr. Ahlstrom on-a preseription calling
for four per cent. of cocaigne.

The woman was later identified as Mrs.
Harry Gardner of 109 West 101st street,
the wife of a man who followed the races.
'The identification was brought about by
Wylie, the druggist, who filled the prescrip-
tions of Dr. Ahlstrom.

Muys. Gardner's mother, it was learned,
lives in Chicago. When the husband of the
dead woman was found today, he said he
was out looking for her last night, after
he had failed to find her at home. When
he saw her picture today he identified it
as that of his wife. The couple were mar-
ried in 1893 and lived in' Ohio before they
went to Chicago. They left the latter place
last August and came to New York. Gard-
ner’s brother was a patient of Dr. Ahl-
strom. Gardner thought the doctor fond
of his wife, but never suspected her fidel-
ity. He believes she was lured to the ho-
tel by Ahlstrom and drugged and that
Ahlstrom, becoming “alarmed, killed him-
self.

The autopsy held late today showed that
death in both cases was caused by asphyx-
iation.

WANT THE “OPEN DOOR.”

Southern Cotton Manufacturers = Petition
Secretary Hay.

Washington, Nov. 15--Secretary Hay has
received a petition from nearly all the lead-
ing cotton manufacturers of the south that
he take such action as may be within his
power to prevent the interference by any
European power which might close the
foreign markets to the cotton manufactur-
ers of the United States as well as injur-
ing many other American interests. The
petitioners declared that the ‘‘open door”
policy is necessary to secure the retention
of the important trade in cotton drills and
shirtings with China, most of which are
manufactured in the Southern States.

S leorides Seen ut Nuthial.

Northfield, Minn., Nov. 15—More than
70 meteors were noted during the night at
the Goodsell observatory. During the early
morning hours a number of leonides were
observed, together with a considerable
shower from the constellation Gemini, the
start being unexpected.

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The Last Foreigner to Leave Sian
Fu Has Reached London--Letter
From Dr. Morrison to the Times
From Pekin--Outbreak of Rebel-
lion Reported.

London, Nov. 16—Dr. Marison, wiring
to the Times from Pekin, Tuesday, says:

“The Tartar general, commanding in
the province of Sze Chuan, has been
nominated governor general of Man-
dhuria, in deference to Russia’s invita-
tion to (hine to resume the government
of that territory under Russian protec-
tion. ;
« “The Chinese peace commissioners have
received « telegram from the Empress
Dowager, dated November 10, censumning
their failure to prevent the dispatch of
foreign punitive expeditions into the in-
terior. The Empress Dowager continues
to issue decrees appointing officials to
office. She is unable to ize her posi-
dion and has even appointed literary chan-
cellers to eonduct examinations in the
provinces.

“Trustwortthy despatches from Niu
Chwang assert that, despite their assur-
ances that they will not loot the rail-
way, the Russians are transferring materi-
al from the Shan Hai Kwan line across
the river at Niu Chwang to the Russian
Manchunian railway.””

"Reported Outhreak of Rebellion.

Shanghai, Nov. 14—There are coutinued
rumors of the projected transfer .of the
Chinese court to Cheng Tu, but it is said
that the . viceroy of the province of Bze
Chuan objects to such an arrangement.
It is also rumored that a rebellion has
broken out in the province of Kan Su.
Chang Chi Tung, the Wu Chang viceroy,
i ia said to be. raising 100,000 troops and to
thave proposed to the Nankin viceroy that
tixey should combine forces to oppose the
allies.

An Intarview Asked.

London, Nov. 16—The Daily News pub-
lishes the following from Pefin, dated
November 12;

“lt is reported here that Prince Ching
and Li Hung Chang have requested an
interview with Count Von Waldersee,
which will probably be granted. ‘Lhe
‘ field marshal intenlds to make an excur-
sion to Nan Kau Pass and the Ming
tombs, as Prince Henry of Prussia did in
1808.”

Missionary Reaches London,

London, Nov. 15—The Rev. Evan Mor-
gan, the last foreigner to leave Sian Fu,
has arrived here. His tife and the lives of
the other missionaries in Shen Si province
were saved by Governor Tuan, a kinsman
of the notorious Prince Tuan. Governor
Tuan, when he received a decree from
Pekin to kill all foreignens, warned Mr.
Morgan and his colleagues and gave them
an escort. Mr. Morgun describes the gov-
ernor as “ a brave, friendly and noble
man, who at the risk of his life, saved
us.” The only foreigners left in Shen Si
are 20 priests, mostly Italians, and 12
nung, who are ocoupying a soit of fort
near Sian Fu, defended by machine guns.

1t is thought probable that Father
Hugh, of London, is in the fort and, pos-
sibly, it is to relieve this party that Field
Marshal Count Von Waldersee’s expedi-

 Germany's Conduct Caused the Affray.
Berlin, Nov. 15—An official version of
the wrecent affray between British and
German soldiers at Shanghai says that
two German soldiers had a row with the
landlord of a tea house and a British
police patrol arrested the Germans. At
the guard house the Germans resisted.
One of them was shot in the shoulder
and the other was obtherwise wounded.
It is admitted that the conduct:of the
Germans caused the affray, but it is said
the British exceeded their powers. The
Britivsh auwthorities have suspended a ser-
geant and are dealing with the matter in
a spirit of fairness. .

All Imperfalists.

Now a great change has come over our

rulers (cheers), and now it has come over
both. We are all imperialists (hear, hear),
and we have at last ahandoned the craven
fear of being great, which was the disgrace
—] can call it no less—of a previous age
“Teheers), and now we find that our people
—{ihe democracy—understand the nature

. and the extent o fthe possibilities ol this

great Empire of ours, Thiuk of it, gentle-
men—an Empire such as the world has
never seen. Think of its area, covering a
great ‘portion of the globe. Think of its
population embracing four millions of peo-
of almost every race under the sun.

ink of the diversity of its products.
There is nothing that is necessary or use-
fal, or grateful to man that is not produced
under the Union Jack. (Cheers). Think
alio, gentlemen, of the responsibilities and
the obligations which the possession of
guch an Empire entails. We have to bring
to all these dependent races—to all our
kinsman abroad we have already brought
—freedom and justice and civilization and
peace. (Cheers). And we recognize NOW
that all these varied peoples have become
one family, We recognize that their good
is ours, and our strength is theirs (cheers);
and we see that we are bound to them by
interests, as they are bound to us. What
ghonld we be without our Empire? Two
small islands with an overcrowded popula-
ion, in the Northern Sea. What would
> without us? Fractions t present—
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(Hear, hear). We are bound togeﬂxex', al-
g0, by something which in international
and national affairs is, perhaps, even
stronger than material interests—by senti-
ment, by common ideals, and common as-
pirations. And, therefore, it is that irom
them, from our kinsfolk, from our fellow-
subjects, we crave their affection, we in-
vite their syvmpathy, we delight in their

support. (Cheers). -

A Splendid Isolation.

That does not mean that we are hostile
to other nations. On the contrary, we
desire their friendship too. We should be
glad to have their approbation if it were
not purchased at the cost of more esesn-
tial objects. We hope that they will re-
ciprocate the fniendly feebings which we
express and feel for them, but if  not
we will humbly submit to our destiny--
we will endeavor to do without it. (Laugh-
ter and cheers). If we cannot pursnade
them, then we must be isolated; but if
even then we are surrounded and but-
tressed by these groups of sister nations,
1 say, in the words of a Canadian stages-
man, that our isolation will be a splendid
isolation. (Cheers). 1 do not say.that
in any spirit of vulgar ostentation. 1 do
not think that the view 1 am putting
before you is an ignoble view of our na-
tional destiny. Noj it is heitter for all of
us—it widens our horizon and broadens
our view to be freemen in a company of
nations—to be citizens of no mean city.
(Cheers). And, gentlemen, we have the
comfort of knowing in that case that &t
even the worst of disasters were to over-
take this country, it it were, as is sO
often prophesied by our eritics abroad,
that we are a fallen state, or if, by some
physical convulsion of nature, we were
to sink like a volcanic island in the seas
that we have ruled so long, even then we
should leave behind ug our kinsfolk across
the Atlantic and in the Pacific seas, and
they would carry to distant ages, and to
unknown heights, the sceptre of our great
dominion. (lioud cheers).

“I'he: Colonies and the \War.

But, gentlemen, these are hypotheses
which need not disturb us tonight. We
see no sign of this. To us, at any rate,
the signs of our decadence are invisible.
(Cheers). It is not as for a fallen state,
as for an exhausted and efiete civilization,
that I invoke the obligations of umity.
No; Britannia still rules the sea (cheers)
and, with humble excuses to the Navy
League, 1 think that she will continue
to do so. (Laughter and cheers). And
even on land, where we are told, and
where it was beforehang certain, that
the - difficulties of an unprecedent war
under circumstances absolutely novel
would reveal deficiencies which it is out
busines to correct—even on land, 1 say
we have done what no other nation in
the world could have dome. We have
given evidence of vitality, of actual pow-
er, and of potenitial resources which must
be most impressive. What an army was
that which we sent to South Africa, not
merely in its numbers, but in its com-
position aiso. We sent out irom these
shores a larger force than has ever left
them for a similar purpose hefore—five
times, at least, as large as the force we
sent to win the battle of Waterloo. We
have sent a force from the regular army
which no one who knew the organization
of our system ever expected could have
been sent; and to them have rallied the
militia, the ycomanry and the volunteers

(cheers) and they have made up togther
a composite force of which 1 think every
Briton may be proud. (Renewed cheers).
Iq a few days you will be called uwpon to
welcome home that gallant force which in
deference to a glorious tradition the city
of London offered to her majesty. (Cheers).
We give gratitude to theze men who have
covered themselves with glory, who have
shown themselves the equal of the best
troops in the world. (Hear, hear). We
owe them even more gratitude for the
example they have given, and the con-
fidence they have enabled us to feel, that
men like them will be found in tenfold
or a hundredfold theix. numbers if ever
the exigencies of Great Brtain should
require it. (Cheers and hear, hear).

Attitude of the Colonies.

then, gentlemen, what is there
else? 'The greatest feature of all in this
eventful modern . history. look at the
action of the colonies, the sell-governing
colonies, in the period of trouble and tral
which came upon the motherfand. What
sympathy they have shown! How prac-
tically they have shown it! How um-
versal has been the sentimemt! 1 speak
of the seli-governing colonies, because,
under the circamstances, it was their aid
only that we could acept. Kor political
reasons we were unable to acept the offers
that crowded upon us from every depen-
dency of the Queen, and, above all, from
the feudatory princes, who own her bene-
ficent suzerainty in our great dependency
of India. But, confining myself to the
self-governing colonies, what have they
done for us? At the first threat of war
they hastened spontaneously—it was not
our suggestion, it was their own good
thought (hear, hear)—to ofter their and,
and they have given us of their best and
their bravest. (Cheers). They have fougnt
and some of them have died, to maintain
the honor of the flag and the interes¥s
of the common empire. (Hear, hear).
They have done something more. They
have given us their moral support—the
moral suppont of great, free, independent
nations, proud of their own liberty and
able to take an impartial and judicial view
of the menits of the struggle in which we
were engaged. 1 do not think that any-
fhing e¢ould -have been more grateful  to
the people of this country, more useful in
regard to our position with other nations
than the sight of the colonies qi Great Drat-
ain—the sons of Great Britain—hastening
freely to give their support to the mother-
land in a cause which they themselves
have conzidered and believed to be just.
(Mear, hear). In view of ‘all thie, ix it
too wuch to say that’ in this last 12
moniths the emypire has heen born ancw?

And

An Empire of the World.

The empire now i9 undoubtedly not the
empire of Fngland alone, but the empire
almot of the world, of all our posses-
sions, of all our dependencies. lt must
be borne in mind in future that we re.ug-
hize in them absolute equality of right
and possession in all that ‘we claim 1n
rvegarxl to ourselves. 1 believe that this
new feeling is compensation for the war.
In our trial, our hands were stayed by
our colonies, as the hands of Moses were
stayed by Aaron and Hur till victory
waited on the army. Shall we ever forget
it? Will anyone ever again dare to sty
that the colonies are an cncumberance to
the empire which they have done =o much
to maintain  and  suppert? - (Cheers).
Gentlemen, this is the new situation.
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This is the new imperialism which has
been so grossly misrepresented, but wiich
, nevertheless, so well understood and
which has received the overwhelming sup-
port of the majority of this country with-
out relerence to ordimary party lines of
division. I'his is the feeling that you have
recognized by your kindness and generos-
ity to me tonight. And, gentlemen, it 18
full of promise for our descendants, if not
for us. 1 do®not thinle that there is any
fear now that we sha!l not hand down
those great possessions unimpaired and
strengthened as we received them from
our ancestors, and I am sanguine enongh
to look forward to a future even greater
than the présent. I cannot but believe
that when this pw‘xgreﬂs has been made
in so short a time, in the future still
greater progress wil be made. 1 thinl
I am not .wrong in seeing in the federa-
tion of Canada, and in the indissoluble
union of the commonwealth of Australia
—(cheers)—a sign and example to our
possessions in South Africa, and a fore-
shadowing of that greater federation—that
federation of kindred nations which will
realize the dream of every patriotic man,
and will =0 strengthen the foundations of
our empire that, in the good providence
of God, it will continue long into the
future to fuilil its misgion—its determmed
mission—justice, civilization and peace.

Transvaalers’ Wealth Will Con-
tribute to the Cost

T.ondon, Nov. 13—Sir Michael: Hicks
Beach, chancellor of the exchequer, speak-
ing this evening in Bristol, said it would
not he his privilege in the next hudget to
relieve the tax payers. He wished he could
say that he was not about to increase the
budget; but the government’s expenditure
had been enormous, especially in South
Africa.and China. He declared emphati-
cally, however, that the wealth of the
Transvaal would have to bear part of. the
South. African expenses.

“Of course,” said Nir Michael, “we_must
not spoil the future of the Transvaal by
attempting to lmpose upon it a greater
burden than it could reasonably bear. That
would be cutting our own throats. There-
fore the British taxpayers must necessarily
bear a large part of the cost of the war.”

He also emphasized the fact that- the
maintenance of a- strong army and navy
would involve a further considerable ex-
penditure.

No Cowards Under Roberts.

London, Nov. 14—Lord Rolerts, in re-
sponse to an inquiry from the Prince of
Wales, has telegraphed autliorizing a de-
nial of the charges of cowardice made in
Lord Rosslyn’s book against brother offi-
cers in the Sannas Post affair.

Lord Rosslyn, in view of Lord Roberts
denial, has written to the Prince of Walea
regretting that he was misinformed and
tendering an apology in the following lan-
guage.

“] owe to the regiments whose honor
my publication of a groundless report has
called in question, the deepest apology
and fullest reparation. 1 offer it to you,
Sir, as colonel-in-chief. 1 offer it to the
colonels of the various regiments. I offer
it to every officer, non-commissioned ofti-
cer and man, and I ‘sincerely trust that
this unqualified apolozy will be accepted
in the spirit in which it is ofiered.”

The First Contingent.

Ottawa, Nov. 12—(Special)-—A number
of reports and addresses from officers com-
manding the Canadian forces in South
Africa were received yesterday at the
militia depariment.

Colonel Otter sent a report from Kerste
Iabrieken, dated October 6. He acknow-
ledges the receipt of orders from the G.

watchword in the closing year of this
century.

“Loyalty to freedom”—yes. That is the
loyalty of Canada’ She is the oldest of
ithese peoples wiho have wrought for order
and Jibenty among themselves, and have
won by their own work -what they have
wought.

The men who raised this issue
in Quebec and in the maritime provinces
will have a very bad time when they
meat such Frendh Conservatives as Mr.
Bergeron and others who have been de-
feated dn consequence of this race cry.
No doubt one of the reasons why Mr.
Toster is not put forward more strongly
for tlre leadership, is the fact that he
sought 1o take advantage of the race cry,
and that it was used for his benefit in
the province of New Brunswick. No Con-
servative government has ever existed
withowt having a very strong support
from ‘the province of Quecbec, and no Con-
servative government can exidt without
the support of that province. Sir John
A. Macdonald, who probably understood
politics as well as the men who are now
posing as leaders of the Coneervative
pantty, mever made any secret of his de-
pendence on ihe province of Quebec for
support. For several years after confeder-
ation his might hand man was a French
member from the province of Quebec,
Sir George B. Canttier, and the union of
the two races was as fully recognized as
any political event could be. Now the
Conservative party, which has endeavored
1o benefit by racial difficulties, will have
tto pass through the valley of humiliation,
before it can expect to again win the con-
fidence of the people.

THE MONTICELLO.

——

It is stated by those whoo purchased
the Monticello and put her on this route
some ten years ago, ‘that before she was
Lought she was thoroughly examined and
found to be in every way strong and fit
for the business for which she was in-
tended. If this was the case the stric-
tures agiinst her unseaworthiness may
ne be well founded, although the fact
that she is now, at the bottom of the Bay
of Fundy is certainly very conclusive evi-
dence that something was the matter,
cither with 'the vessel, or with the way
she was managed. If the vessel was as
staunch and strong es is stated, the mis-
mangement’ which led to the disaster
must have been very great. It is said
that she was overloaded and that her
cargo was improperly stowed. Certainly
the captain took a great risk when he left
this port in the face of storm signals
which showed that there would be a
severe' gale on the coast.? Vessels of the
type of the Monticello, however strong
they muy be, are not suited to withstand
the fury of u gale. They carry too much
top hamper, and their superstructure of
wood is liable to be broken by the waves
and the hull flooded with water. In
such a case it is difficult to keep the ves-
sel afloat, Dbecause the water will pour
into her hold in epite of the best efforts
to prevent it. This is what happened %o
the Monticello. ‘Whether as a result of
a lcak, or from the waves which poured
on lier main deck her hull became filled
with water, her fires were put out, and
she sunk. No doubt the inquiry which is
10 be held on her loss will elucidate many
things which now appcar to be obscure
in regard to this disaster. The captain
intended only to go as far as Digby; why
@id he c¢hange his mind and undertake to
go around Cape Forchu in 'the teeth of a
violent gale? Possibly Captain Smith,
who was on board, may be able to throw
some light on the mutter.

THE LIBERAL MAJORITY,

Until the recounts are all over it will
be impoessible ito tell just what the Liberal
majority in the House of Commons is.
Encugh is known, however, to indicate
that it will be in the vicinity of fifity,
probably something more, and possibly
one or two less, a majority which is quite
sufficient and indeed more than sufficient
for all practical purposes. It may be that
the recounts now going on will still fur-
ther reduce the number of Conservatives
in the House, some of whom have been
clected by the narrowest of majorities.
The matter is not one of very great im-
portance, because with a majority of fifty
the government is strong enough, and 1s
likely to be etronger as 'the result of by-
clections when they take place. Thus it
will be secn that the people have answer-
cd Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s appeal to them
in @ wmoss emphatic fashion. They have
told the Conservative leaders plainly eil-

vices, and that until ‘the Conservative
party is reorgamized and comes forward
with some better policy than slander and
abuse, ithey cannot expedt to carry the
country. It looks indeed as if the Con-
servative party would be reduced to an
utterly contemptible -conidition, because
they have neither leaders nor men capable
of leading, or have they any policy which
is likely to commend itself to the people.

OUR CANADIAN SOLDIERS.

The praise bestowed upon the first con-
tingent, the Royal Canadians, by General
Smith-Dorrien, who commanded them, will
be gratifying to the people of Canada. He
says that there are no more gallant troops
in the world. This’is the view. of w man
whe was with them for months and who
saw_them nnder all tonditions of service.

and that some of the men in it had very
little training, it is remarkable how quick-
ly the regiment became efficient. No doubt
the intelligence of the men counted for a
good deal, as it always must in war, be-
cause most of the men of the Royal Can-
adians were of a high grade, well educated,
highly intelligent and full of resources.
The Canadian as a rule is much better
adapted for active service than the English-
man, because he knows more of country
life, and understands better how to make
himself comfortable. The British soldiers
are less resourceful than men who live un
der the conditions of life in Canada, where
men have to do many things\for themselves
which, in older countries, would be done
for them by others. The physique of the
Royal Canadian seems to have been Super-
jor to that of the average British soldiers.
They arc much better marchers, and it
is said that when it was the turn of the

‘Canadian regiment to lead the column the
ithree English regiments that were brigaded

with them found it difficult to keep up
the pace that was set for them by their
leaders. We trust, however, that the apti-
tude of Canadians as soldiers will not have
the effect of making our people too fond
of military service. We should be able to
defend our country and assist in the de-
fence of the Empire, but beyond that we
should not go. Peace is better than war,
and the triumphs of peace are greater than
any military glory that can be won on the
field of battle.

CONCERNING MAJORITIES.

——

The fact that the maritime provinces
gave a very large majority to the govern-
ment ought to close the mouths of those
opponernits of Sir Wilfrid Laurier who are
claiming thalt he depends upon the prov-
ince of Quebec for his support: To hear
these people talk it might be supposed
that the pecple of Quebec had no right
to express their views with regard to the
government of this country, and that it
is a piece of impertinence for ‘them to
lend ther support to any government.
But as we showed the cther day, when
the Conservatives were in power, they
had no theslation, whatever, in accepting
the suppcut of the province of Quebec. In
the first house elected after confederation,
Qir John A: Macdonald’s government had
a majorlty of omly 22, but this majonity
in the piovince of Quebec was 25, o that
without 1he supportt of that province his
government could - not have existed. In
the house elected in 1872, Sir John Al
Macdorald had a majority of only. six.
He was in a mfnority of 12 in Onitario,
and of two in New Drunswick, but the
province of Quebec gave him a majority
of 11 and so enabled him to keep in
office unltil the Pacific scandal overwhelm-
ed him. In the parliament which was
cledted in 1878 the province of Quebec
gave Si-x"Jo-hn A. Macdonald a majority
of 25, while in Vhe pariiament of 1882,
Qudbec gave the Conservative government
a majonity of 31. These Conscrmibive ma-
jeadties in the province of Quebec were
never objedted to by the Conservative
pailty, but on the contrary were gladly
welcomed, and it s quite absurd now to
find the sune people who had to rely on
the supportt of Quebec in times past, de-
claring ‘that tlie province of Quebec has
no righlt to .ive its suppout to a Liberal
government.

THE CENSUS.

The duminion census which is to be
taken next year should show Canada with
a population approaching six millions. Tt
should show also a grealt increase in the
manufadturing indusitries of the country,
and an all round degree of progress
whieh will be ‘highly gratifying to all
good Canadians. With respect to the prov-
ince of New Brunswick we have no doubt
that the census wiil* show a mudh more
favorable result than was the casze in
1891. The census of that year for the first
time showed that New Brunswick stood
still betiween 1881 and 1891, the actual
increase of population being only 31 per-
gons. Tt was a very unsatisfactory show-
ing in aany ways. It was a severe finan-
cial loss to the province, because until the
number of 400,000 is reached the province
receives annually from the dominion gov-
ernment a subuidy of 80 cents a head. If
the population ‘had increased between
1881 and 1891 to the extent that was ex-
pected, New Brunswick would have re-
ceived batween $300,000 and $400,000 of
additional revenue during the past ten
years. This, it is almcst unnecessary 1o
say would have made the financial condi-
tion of the province easy in compaison
with whalt it has been. 1f the natural in-
crease of New Brunswick is equal 1o
aboult 20 per cent. of the population cvery
ten years, the province should show a
population of about 385,000 in 1901 if there
h&d been no luus by emigration from it.
Large numbers of persons have left the
province during the past ten years, but
many have returned, and prcbably it will
be found that New Brunswick has 360,
000 inhabitants when the census of New
Prunswick is taken next year, an increase
of about 40,000 over the number of the
yvear 1891. -

rance A. Wilson, of Montreal, that the
liquor intterest was in favor of the govern-
ment in the recent election. We do mot
ferring 'to this matter, the fact being that
in this constituency at least the liquor
interest was divided, and that at least
one very influential ‘dealer in liquor was
on the Conservative side.

The make up of the
commission was a sufficient indication of
what its report would be, because all the
men in it with the exception of Rev. Mr.
McLeod, Mr. Fodter’s cousin, were op-
posed to prohibition. The Liberal party
is not as muth involved in the liquor in-
terest as is the Conm‘ati\'e party, and
while a Liberal government will endeavor
to do justice ‘to all, it will not be run in
the liquor interest or-in any other private
interest. . s

The Sun is engaged in making charges
against the government in connection with
the receny elections, This is a business
which the Sun has been following up for
the past four years. Yet we fail to see
that it has advanced the interests of its
party .by' this course  'of conduct, The
truth of the matetr'is that the people of
Canada are weary of that kind of thing.
The late camppign against the goveri-
ment was merely a campaign of slander.
Everyhbody was charged  with being a
“thief,” a “robber,” a '‘boodler” or with
being connected in vtrfing to defeat the
wishes 'of the “people by means of false
ballots. The people heard all this until
they beecame weary of the constant reiter-
ation of charges which were never proved,
and they ended the matter by voting the
present government into power. It is
evident that the people do nct believe the
charges made by the Conservative papers
agingt the  Liberal” party, and it would
be the part of wisdom on the part of
those journals to adopt a different policy
and endeavor ‘to run their sheets in ac-
cordance ‘with the rules of courtesy and
decency. '

The manner in which the Montreal
Star has dropped the Conservative party
is exciting the ridicule of its contempor-
arics. On the day after the election it
had a brief editorial refewring to the re-
sult, which was couched in” the mildest
po:sitle language, and which might have
been publiched in a Liberal journal, so
free was it from bias, Since then it has
not a word to say on the subject of the
election. It is devoting its attention to
matters of an entirely different character

from  those which were discuss-
ed in its columns so frequent-
ly and so  violently before the

memorable seventh of November. ‘I'he
Star evidently has come to the conadlus-
ion that the Conservative party is a very
dead duck indeed, and it does mcit pro-
pose to identify its fortunes with it.

Ewart Scott Grogan, the young FEng-
Jishman who won renown as an African
explorer by his. remarkable journey of
6,500 miles from -Salisbury to Cario, was
interviewed Dby ithe New York-Mail and
Lxpress at the Holland House, is in
that city for a three weeks’ stay. He is
inaking arrangements for -the publication

, this side wof -his book, which has al-

ady appeared in England under the title,

om the Cape to Cario.

Alr. Grogan i< a splendid evample of
the young Britisher of birth and educa-
téon, viio finds in England too small an
outlét for his activities.  Tall, broad-
shouldered and alent, at the age of 26
he has traveled over a greater portion of
the earth than the great mass of men
compass in a lifetime. lor the past five
veans he has been trying to get an idea of
the British empire.

Mr. Gaogan first became interested in
the subject of African exploration in 1895,
when he served his Queen in the second
Matbele war. In January, 1898, he left
England with his friend, Arthur Sharpe,
and, picking up the northward trail at
Salisbury, pushed onward, until after
three years full of excitement and ad-
venture, e saw the biue waters of the
Mediterranean.

Pioneer of Civilization.

“In Ruwenzori, near the Mountainz of
the Mocn, I met a very nice fellow named
Bagz. He had spent some years in the
wedtern United States on a ranch. When
1 found him, he was in the service of the
Bnitish foreign oflice, working under the
Uganda administration. He is one of a
common type—men who are forever hang-
ing on ihe edge of civilization. Just as
soon as they get in touch with the ad-
vancing tide they throw up their billets
and are off again. They are always hover-
ing a hundred miles ahead of the main
guard. And ths is characteristic only of
the Anglo-Saxon. The spirit of adventure
and progress is their very life.

«With the Teuton and the Frenchman
it is entirely different. To lay down a
broad rule it may be said that the Anglo-
Saxon goes for adventure and the German
for inseots. The Fremchman goes neither
for the adventure nor the insects, but
pour la patric. When I reached the Nile
1 picked up a  Frenchman named De
Tonguedoe. Ie had been a member of
Major Marchand’s expedition and he had
done a lion’s share of the work. -What
Marchand himself accomplizhed has been
‘very much over-estimated. De Tonguedoc
was the last Frenchman to evacuate the
Nile valley.

Mr. Grogan's most diflicult undentaking
was the exploration of the 10,000 square
miles of swamp lyving between Boer anid
Sabar, widdh lad never before been tra-
versed by a white man. He lost two bear-
e, who were devoured alive by the mo-
quikoes. Lhe young explorer is mudh in-
teresited in the projected Cape and Cairo
railway. In speaking of i this morning,
he said: .

“My contention, which 1 have elaborat-
«d in my book, is that there will never
be a radway all the way from the Cape
to C4iro. In point of fact, there is mno
need for it. The first step is to link the
various waterways and provide steamehip
connection, Kifteen hundred miles could
be covered in this way. The bodies of
waker on which steamens can be placed
are Lake Kivu, Albert Edward Nyanza,

Albert Nyunza, and, of course, the Nile.”

An Important Discovery.

One of the most important discoveries
made by Mr. Grogan was that of the
true sources of the Albert Nile. He found

North of the lake he discovered {wo
adtive voleanoes, one of recent origin.
Tlere he met a tribe of cannibals from
{he Congo VaMey, known as Baleka, and
lwter he enconntered a tribe of men-apes,
mudh like the supposed missing link of
Darwin. At Fort ‘Gerry, Mr. Sharpe was
obiged to rdturn to Kngland, and Mr.
Grogan conttnued his journey alone.

A shoching accident occurred Thursdsy
morning about 11 o’clock in the I. C. R.

Up till last February he was
driver of No. 2 hose wagon, and then took
a position as brakesman in the I. C. R.
vard. Yesterday morning at the time of
the accident he was engaged in making a
flying switch. e had uncoupled the en-
gine irom a string of cars, rode on the back
of the engine to the switch, turned the
switch so as to causé the cars to run on
another track and, as they approached him
he made an attempt to get on the first car
by stepping on the brake beam. 'The beam
was covered with snow, his foot slipped and
the unfortunate man fell under the trucks.
the first car passed over him without do-
ing much injury, as he lay flat on the sleep-
ers. but the brakebeam of the second car
being lower caught his clothes and dragged
him some distance to a frog where his
body was thrown over the rail and the
wheels cut him almost in two. The wheels
then left the rails and the cars were
brought to a stop. McDaid was instantly
killed.

A number of persons working about the
yard saw the accident and gave the alarm.
A crew of men were set to work and
had to raise the trucks so that thd mangl-
ed remains could be removed. Coroner T.
D. Walker was summoned and gave per-
mission for the removal of the remains,
which were taken to the home of the de-
ceased’s widowed mother in Gilbert’s Lane.

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Vessels Larger Than Any in
the World, or Planned,

ARE BEING BUILT

(I

At New London, Conn.--Iron Steam=
ships, Primarily Intended as Cargo

Carriers, but Will Also Take Pas-

sengers--Will Run from Pacific
Coast to the Orient.

New TLondon, Conn., Nov. 15—Actnal
work began this week on the laying of the
keels of the mammoth iron steam8hips - to
be built at the works of the Fastern
Shipbuilding Company, Groton, opposite
New London, and from this date the
work of putting together the hulls of the
ships will go rapidly on.

There was issued from the office of the
company today an authoritative statement
regarding the size of the ships now build-
ing at, the works, which shows the pro-
jeated ships to be larger than any vessels
in the world now huilding or planned.
The new vessels will be of 20,000 tons
regizter and 233,000 tons displacement or
just 10,000 tons more displacement. than
the neiv Atlantic greyhound Deutschland.
The new steamers which are being built
primarily for cargo carriers are -not as
long as many Atlantic linens - but are
much wider ‘and deeper. The following
are the principal dimensions of the ves-
seis:  Length, 630 feet; beam, 73 feet;
depth, 56 feet. They have each five con-
tinuous decks extending the whole length
of the ship, with three additional partial
decks amiddhips, The carrying capacity of
these ships is tremendous and the holds
are sudh that 28,000 tons of coal can he
cairied. The dead wieight carrying:capa-
city at normal draflt is stated as 20,000
tons. Passenmgens will also be carried and
excdilent accommodations are provided
for nearly 1,000 passengers in three class-
ex. The veszels have twin screws, triple
expan-ion engines and water tube boilers.
Althiough devigned to be primarily  cargo
cartiiers, they will have a speed of 14
knots an hour and carry over 4,000 tons
of coul in bunkers.

The vessels are designed to carry cat-
tle, chilled or frozen meats in refrigerat-
ing chambers, fruit.or any kind of cargo
thait may appear for transportation.

It s estimated that when completed
the steamships will cost fully $5,000,000
and are intended to run. from the Pacific
coast to Orientnl ports in connection
with the Great Nonthern Railroad.

The RKastern Shipbuilding Company at
he poesent time has several hundred men
on its payrelly but when the work gets
well under way; it is esvimated that fully
2,000, men will be employed.

Tangier, Nov. 14—Signor Pappone, the
chief of the Italian military mission To
the court of Morocco, had a hard experi-
ence- as he was returning to Fez the
other day. As he and his caravan ap-
proached the gates of the capital two
pasding Moors levelled their long guns at
him, and without doubt meant killing.
The soldier accompanying Signor Pap-
pone at once placed his body between that
of the Italian and his assailants, and,
rather than kill a countryman, the two
Moors gave up their murderous scheme.:
The would-be murderers walked off, and
were not amvested. This is the latest re-
suld of the murder of the American pro-
tege, Azagu, whose murderers still parade
the town at large.

The forthcoming struggle with France
is in the air. Only white men are able
to realize what an utterly futile and hope-
less one it will be for the Moors against
France’s trained-legions, with their arms
of deadly precision. The Sultan’s arms
factory, however, is in a state of great
adtivity, and weapons and ammunition
ave being turned out as fast as possible.

Tt is about time that Europe was open-
ing its eyes to the true nature of the
French policy in North Africa. During
the swmmer, when the illness and death
of  the: Moroccan grand vizier pointed to
an immediate cri in Morocco—a. crisis
which undoubtedly Was only staved off
by the interest of the French in their
exhibition—English journdis took the mat-
ter up, and echoed again the warnings
already given explicitly in the spring.
More recently Germany woke to realize
the situation, and the German press agi-
tated forr measures of precaution until
their government sent a warship to Mo-
gador, and - their diplomatists opened up
negdtiations in the matter of a compen-
ating concession, the exact character of
has not yet leaked  out. Spain,
duning the last two menihs, has been tuk-
ing aadtive steps toward guarding against
infringement of her Morocco coast nights,
and assevting her traditional claim - to
consideration where the disposition cf the
decaying North African empire is con-
cerned. Among the powers closely inter-
edted England alone has apparently made
no move yat toward aranging for com-
pensation in the matter of France’s quite
centain edting-up of Morocco. This js not
easily understood when ~ong -remembers
that the Moroccan coast is within modern
qun-thot of Gibraltar; that the Spanish
occupation ‘of Ceuta i a menace to o
one; and that the establishment of
French rule and French fortifications on
the nonthern littoral of Morocco, would
straightway reduce Britain’s ‘prestige and
pradtical strength as gatekeeper to the
Meditterranean and the east by not less
thian one-half. Now the exhibition is
over the wieldeix of France’s destinies
are betiring themselves in'‘all directions;
forces are heing concentrated on the Al-
ger'an borders of Morocco; the latter
counltry itself is in a state of foment and
unred: whidh  is notably favorable to
France's designs.

They railed from San
Francisco on the same steamer that carried
Mrs. Conger, wife of the United States
minister to China, and Mrs, Willard, spend-
ing a month in Japan and reaching Pekin
about the end of last April.

Mr. Conger procured for them a permit
to travel in the interior of China. They
spent a week on the Mongolian plateau

and returned to Pekin May 25.

When going to Mongolia they observed
Boxers drilling and practising contortions
outside of Pekin with modern swords and
spears. Upon. their return they heard Chi-
nese gun practice 15 miles distant from the
capital, which was ridiculed in Pekin.

While in Tien Tsin they were stoned
by the mob until they bribed the police
to interfere. The Russian vice-admiral,
Alexieff,forwarded them June 4, by a con-
struction train and wagon, under Cossack
guard, to Harbin, the triangular crossing
point of the Riberian railway, where Amer-
ican material is brought up by way of the
Amur and the Sungari rivers.

Eighty miles below Blagovostchensk, cap-
ital of the Awur gevernment, communica-
tions were obstructed, but they got with-
in thirty miles by wagon. The Chinese were
expected to attack the village and the en-
tire population, with the exception of Prof.
Wright’s party and the Cossacks, fled.

Prof. Wright observed Cossacks burning
Chinese villages, and he passed throngh a
burning city of 10,000 pecple. Iie counted
a hundred bodies in the Amur river with-
in five minutes.

Ultimately he managed to secure a boat
going up the river to the railway at Vrot-
insk and reached Omsk after a fortnight.
At this point Prof. Wright and his son
left the railway, taking the Irtish river to
Pavlodar. Thence they proceeded 1,300
miles by wagen to Tashkent, making 70
miles as a daily average and one day cover-
ing 132 miles.

They visited Samarcand, Baku, Tiflis,
Vladilkavkas and Moscow. The object of
the journey was to study glacial phenome-
na in Asia for comparison with American
phenomena. !

Proved to be a case of a wife’s
Spitefulness.

Boston, Nov. 14.—Another attempt to
identify Edward F. Blaney, who is serving
a sentence of six months at Deer Island
for threatening his wife, as Kdwin Hall,
the man, wanted in Piscataquis' county,
Me., for the murder of Alexander M. Mec-
Kimmie, in' July, 1888, -met with signal
failure this afternoon.  State Detective
Ira M. True, of Mainej C. W. Hayes,
'.PisoaJtaquis county, attorney, Maine Game
Warden ,‘C. C. Nichols and others who

‘_knew Hall visited the island and after an

jnter\’ie.w‘ with the prisoner ‘all united
in declaring that Blaney is not the man
for whom the Maine authorities are
gearching. Funther than that absoiute
proof that the two men are not identical
was furnished, as Mr. True had records
.to '«how that while Hall was 5 feet 9
inohes tall, Blaney is but 5 feet 3 inches;
Hall had a long neck, Blaney a short one;
Hall had large open eyes, while Blaney's
are always nearly closed.

Wlaney vehemently denied all knowledge
of the murder, saying that he had as-
sumed the name of ldwin L. Hall be-
aause he had been arrested under hie
right name and had to begin life over
again, He said the charge brought against
him by his wife was made through spite
and that he never laid hands upon nor
threatened her.

Blaney was arrvested two - weeks ago
upon complaint of his wife, Jennie, who
said her husband had threatened her life.
After his arrest she told the police that
in 1885 Blaney had murdered a man in
Maine, saying that he was Fdwin E. Hall
who was: wanted *in Maine for this mur-
der. Attorney General Haines was noti-
fied of the factz and replied that Edward
E. Hall was wanted for the MeiCimmie
murder but that it was not advisable to
send for him, as ‘the attorney general
had no record: of the case and it would
he difficult to secure evidence.

The prisoner was accordingly tried on

:the complaint of his wife and sent to the

island. An investigation of the case was
set on foot, however, which resulted in
today’s visit of the Maine officials.

Sargeant Major Edwards Killed Himself
in Halifax,

Halifax, Nov. 14.—Sérgeant Major Ed-
wards, of the Royal Artillery, committed
suicide at his quarters at the citadel early
this morning by blowing out his brains with
his carbine. Ie was to have been married
at Trinity church at 6.30 a. m. to Miss Cassie
Allen and she with her bridesmaid, friends
and the clergyman/ were waiting at the
church when the awful news was brought
by .the cabdriver who.had gone to bring the
bridegroom to the church. The bride to be
was prostrated and had to be carnied from
the church. The unfortunate man was 38
years old and .in good health and no cause
can be assigned for the deed. Rumor says
ne had a wife and family in England.

Odbur W. Coleman.

Moncton, Nov. 14—(Special)—The
funeral of the late Odbur Coleman, a
vidtim of the Monticello disaster, took
place this morming from the family resi-
dence on Queen stveet, and was attended
by a Jarge number of sympathizing
friends.

1. Steele, of Ambherdt, an intimate ac-
quaintance of the deceased, assisted by
Revis. J. M. Robinson and G. W. Fisher.
Interment took place at Hopewell Cape.
Among the toral tributes were a couple
of wreaths from Levy Bros,, Hamilton,
Ont , for whom he travelled, and Senator
and Mms. McSweeny and other Moncton
friends.

Two Boston burglars stole a safe in
dayiight.

Boston, Nov. 14—A daring robbery,
which the police are now actively cngaged
in investigating, was committed about 4
o’cloek this afternoon, when the rooms of
David Morse, at 85 Lowell street, West
End, were broken into-and a safe weigh-
ing some &M pounds, containing $3,-
000 worth of money, diamonds, watches
and jewelry, was taken out bodily and car-
ried away. Mr. Morse, who is a heavy real
cstate owner. was absent looking after his
property. His two sons, Max H., and Men-
dell, are engaged in the jewelry business
selling to the retail trade, and kept their
stock in trade in the safe which stood in
a room on the first-floor of the house which
they also occupied as a sleeping room.

This morning, father and son left the
house about 11 o’clock and, upon their re-
turn late in the afternoon, discovered that
the safe had becn stolen.

The Morses occupy one of the suites on
the first floor, consisting of a front and
rear bedroom, withi kitchen between. The
thieves passed - the front entrance  and
forced the kitchen door, which, in addition
to the usual lock, was reinforced by a bar
and padlock. They forced the padlock,
then broke in the door  and gaining an
entrance to the front room, rolled the safe
about three feet from its pesition af the
head of the bed, then apparently lifted
it up and carried it to their wagon wailing

the identity of the robbers. Two 1nen
with a covered junk wagon, one wheel
partly broken, were seen about the place
just before noon and again shortly after
3 o'clock by neighbors and these men the
police are seeking in connection with the
case. Lowell street is mear the Boston &
Main freight tracks-and the thieves evi-
dently believed that their team would not
be especially noticed among the numerous
trucks and wagons that arve always to be
seen in that locality.

The description of the two men ag given
by neighbors is mcagre. One is said to
have been about 40 years of age, while the
other was much older and had gray hair
and whiskers. A woman tenant in the
building who saw the men, asked them
what they wanted, to which they replied
that they had come for an express pack-
age. She then went to her apartments
and, thought no more of the matter.

The subjedt of marriage and divorce
came in for a good deal . of attention at
the hands of the general Kpiscopal con-
ferknce of 1898, so much in fact that a
commititee of twelve were appointed for
thhe purpose of taking the matter under
consideraltion and make such recommen-
dation to the next conference of that .
My‘ as would pave the way for changes
in the present tenets of the church on the
subjects of maiviage and* divorce.

This committee went into session to-
day. Alt the forenoon session nothing of
a definite nature was accomplished. This
afternoon the commitibee resumed work
and as the members issued at' the close
of  this session it was announced that the
conference - of the commititee had beens
adjourned sine die and that three canoas:
had been drafted. ;

The first canon . adopted is entitled
“Holy matrimony and impediments there-
t0.””

Berlin, Nov. 14—The reichstag reas-
sembled today. The speech from the
throne dwelt at considerable length on
the events in Uhina which have excited
such deep emotion among civilized peo-
ple, saying: “The fanatical hate and dark
superstition incited by the umscrupulous
advisers of the court have driven mis-
guided masses of Chinese to acts of
atrocity againdt the ouftposts of wesiern
civilization and Christian worship dewel-
ling peacefully in their midst. My min-
ister died at the hand of an assassin in
a courageous attempt to overcome the
rising pemil. The foreigners at the capital
saw  themselves threatened, life and
limb. These things of horror united

the civilized community, where otherwise

there was a divergence. naltions
against which the unparalleled onslaught
way directed drew closer. Their rons
fought with one mind, shoulder to should-
er, even as yonder standards float side
by side. So the governments show them-
selves in council, united with the sole
wish to restore speedily an orderly state
of things, and after the punishment of
the chief culprits avert a recurrence in
the future of sudh a disturbance of the
peace of the world.” L

In announcing that the relations of Ger-
many wiith alt the powers were good, the
speech recalls his majesty’s sorrow at the
assaissimattion of King Humbent of Italy,
saying he was “My ally and my dear
friend, who fell a wvictim to a dammable
outrage.” The speech then proceeeds: I
would sooner have consulted the reichstag
on the measures in China but .for the,
necessity of prompt action and the dif:
ficulty of furnidhing reliable information.

_Whenever the reichstag could form de-

sisions or estimate the expenditure re-
quired the government felt confident that
the representatives would not refuse their
subsequent sandtion to the necessary ex-.
penditure.” .

Turning to to domestic mattera his
majesty said that in comsequence of the
natural growth of the revenue and the
increased taxation voted last session more
abundanit funds were available in almost
every branch of life in the empire, especi-
ally for measures for the benefit of work-
ers and for the defence of the country. A
customs tariff, he added, would prebably
be lid before the bundesrath during the
present session. The speech concluded by
announcing varions bills that would -be
inftroduced.

The ceremoony of opening the reichstag
occurred at noom in the Knight's Hall of
the Schloss in the presence of the em-

peror. : b

At the conclusion of.the speech from
the throne William was warmly
cheered and Count Von Buelow, the im-
perial chancellor, formally declared - the
seasion opened.

Even the Kreuz Zeitung admits that the
criticisms for the government's course ‘‘Are
not without a certain justification.”

Even the papers, however, which criti-
cize admit that -the reichstag will vote the
credits asked. The Freisinnige Zeitung
points out that the speech from the throne
fuiled to mentian that the budget forecast-
ed for 1901 will necessitate a loan of 97,
000,000 marks to balance.

Contrary to the usual practice, admis-
sion cards for the press and visitors to the
opening of the reichstag by the Emperor
were not issyed. 'l'his is explained as due
to extra precantions now taken for His
Majesty’s safety.

A memorandum accompanied the sup-
plementary credit bill, explaining that the
uprising in China was at first such that its
suppression could be lett to the Chinése
government, but it assumed a form men-
acing to the whole foreign community.
Its ohject was then clear, namely, the ex-
clusion of the whole foreign element by a
reign of terror. 1t is added that the Chi-
nese government, if not unwilling, was at
least incapable of controlling the move-
ment, and the powers had to protect their
subjects, the military forces of all the pow-
ers participating to an equal degree. To
stop international military action now
would mean bringing about a {resh sacri-
fice of time and the lives of peaceful in-
habitants. Nevertheless, the object of such
action was solely the restoration of tran-
quility in China. Its task did not go be-
ond the suppression of open hostilities and
all attacks on the inner life of China not
essentially necessary, were being avoided.

The supplementary credit bill asks  for
152,750,000 marks, it being assumed that
China will eventually pay all the costs in-
curred by Germany.

The Liberal newspapers express dissatis-
faction with the reasons adduced in the
speech from the throne for the EKmperor
not having obtained -the sanction of the
reichstag before sending the Chinese ex-
pedition. The Kreuz Zeitung, the organ of
the Prussian Junker Squirearchy, while ap-
proving the speech, asserts that the Right
will not be able to support the government
on every kind of question during the ses-
810"

The National Zeitung says:

“Parliament, of course, will grant the
expenditure demanded, but it must clearly
give the government to understand that in
future it expects different treatment.”

Providence, R. I., Nov. 12—Tug Teaser,
Capt. Haley, which lost. her two barges,
Hudson and Robert Ingle Carter, off Mon-
tauk Point, in the gale last Friday, ar-
rived in this port this morning. For three
days the Teaser has been unsuccessfully
hunting over the wide waste of waters oft
the south shore for the missing barges.

Captain Haley said this morning that
in the worst sea he ever saw in all his
years of seagoing, the barges broke away
from his tug last Friday at 7 o’clock. The
hawser did not part, but pulled the bits
out of the head barge, the Robert Ingle
Carter. Captain Haley thiought that one
or both of them might have been carried
ashore on Block Island and accordingly
cruised around the north and west sides,
but found no wreckage.. He is of the
opinion that both have foundered. = He
eays that Captain Webster's wife was
not on board the Hudson. As yet Mrs.
Webster has made no inquiries at the
offices of R. B. Little & Co., owners of
the Hudson.

There is still a chance that both barges
survived the storm. The Hudson has the
poorest chance, as she is 33 years old, and
of course cannot be considered as staunch
as a newer vessel like the Carter. There
were three men on the Hudson, Captain
Webster, whose home is in Waketield,
and his halfsbrother, and probably four
men on the Robert Ingle Carter.

The latter barge, like the Hudson, is
a madeover schooner and has already had
quite a _career, for three years ago she
was wrecked at the  entrance of Portland
harbor and one or two of her crew were
lost. After she was floated, her masts
were taken out and she was converted
into a barge, but her name remained
the same.

PETROLEUM PRICE FALLING.

Result of Phenomenal Supply in West
Virginia.

—

New York, Nov. 14.—Consumers of crude
petroleum are in hopes that for the first
time in three years the price of that pro-
duct will shortly be §1 a barrel. The foun-
dation for these hopes rests on the phe-
nomenal ‘supplies of petroleum discovered
in West Virginia within the past few days,
one well on the Newton Turner farm start-
ing off with "a production of $8,000 worth
per day, and another at Sand Fork, produc-
ing 7,000 barrele every twenty-four hours.
So strong is the production of these two
wells that the price cf oil has been reduced
five cents a barrel, credit balances having
fallen from $1.10 to $1.05.

The owners of the Turner well are now
engaged in drilling half a dozen other wells
on the same farm, the output of which they
expect to.be as good as that of the Turner
well. Should their expectations be realized
there can be no doubt but that petroleum
will be bought at a price unheard of in
years.

CAMPAIGN AGAINST KIPLING.

Poet of the Court After the Poet of the
Camp.

London, Nov. 14.—Poet Laureate Austin’s
disproval of Rudyard Kipling's verse is well
known, A singular letter in the Times,
printed in large type and signed “‘A.’ de-
clares ‘‘an outspoken utterance of what
,many of us have been thinking, that such
epithets as ‘Tommies,” ‘Absent-minded Beg-
gars’ and kindred vulgarities and abomin-
ations should be allowed to become obsolete.
Any one using them should be reproved for
want of propriety.’”

Austin recently hit at Kipling when he re-
ferred to Goldsmith's verse as ‘‘ an enduring
rebuke to the fawdry vulgarity of writings,
of some overloaded with color and ethers
disfigured with slang, that have earned in
these roccent days a resomant if fugitive
popularity.’

TYPHOON’S DREAD WORK. .,

Over Seventy Bodies of Victims of the
Recent Tornado at Hong Kong Already
Have Been Recovered.

————
Hong Kong, Nov. 14.—The bodies of 22
persons who were killed by the collapse of
houses on the shore in the typhoon which
struck Hong Kong last Friday night have
been recovered. More than 50 hbodies have
been taken from the harbor, and the re-
mains of many victims are still to be found.
The damage to property and crops is enorm-
ous.

Suits for Big D;mages.

Colorado Springs, Colo., Nov. 15—T'wo
additional suits for $100,000 each have
been filed in the distriat court here
against Sam Strong, the well-known
Cripple Creek mine owner by William
Lenox and others and the Strong Gold
Mining Company. The complaints allege
that Strong caused the explosion wihich
destroyed the buildings of the Strong
mines on May 24, 1894, thereby greatly
injuring the plaintifis.

Grand Rapids, Mich., Nov. 15—Hon. Ed-
win F. Uhl, United States ambassador t0
Germany - under Cleveland’s second ad-
ministration, who has been ill at his home
here for the past 10 days, suffered a re-
lapse today and it is feared his condition
is serious.

Czar's lllness Said to Be From Poisoning:

Rome, Nov. 15.—A rumor is current in
Rome that the illness of the Czar is due to
poisoning, and it is asserted that cipher
telegrams have been raceived at the vatican
saying that an attempt was made to
poison both the emperor and the empress,
but that the latter was not affected.

This story, however, is not believed. King
Victor Emmanuel telegraphed for definite
information and got a quick reply that the
Czar was well as could be expected.
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LESSONS OF THE WAR

LetEer From a Man Who
Has Had ’

AFRICAN EXPERIENCE.

Traditional Methods Have Been
Destroyed Utterly--Bravery and
Not Recklessness Will Character-
ize Future Fighting.

To the Editor of The Telegraph:

There can be little doubt that the war in
South Africa-now drawing to a close, has
marked the birth on innumerable radical
changes in modern warfare. Distinctive uni-
forms for officers, and glaringly brilliant uni-
torms for men on active service, are already
things of the past. We have awakened to
the unutterable folly of exposing so vital
a factor as an officer to absolutely unneces-
sary and useless risks. {

‘Murat, ringletted and adorned in a uni-

form which historians tell us was the very
coquetry of military costume, could no
longer ride unscathed at the head of his
charging Frenchmen. Modern weapons have
rendered the old style of warfare not only
obsolete, but impossible, .
One important feature is that such Napo-
leonic methods as the taking of a position
regardless of the cost, no longer meets
with anything but disapproval,f or the life of
each humble private has now ascended into
importance,

I need only touch superficially on the
great revolution which has taken place in
military methods generally., The press
throughout the world has made that appar-
ent-to all. 1 may say however, without fear
of contradiction, that a parallel would be
difficult to find in the annals of war.
Unfortunately, thowever, sweeping im-
provements are so frequently . heralded by
disasters, that we may therein almost recog-
nise the working of a law. We have seen
this in the navy, in mercantile marine, in
railways, theatres, ete.

’_I‘he most vital result of this epoch is, I
think, the triumphing of plain, practical
common sense over our absolutely quixo-
tic ideas of valor, and the dignity of war—a
type, and a noble one, though mistaken, of
British conservatism. In this element we
will find the true source cf our disasters.
lgnorance of Boer methods can certainly
be no plea, for we had sufficient demonstra-
tion of these so far back as 1881. But it is
scarcely fair to father the blame to the
general stupidity of our officers.

There has been - an absolute change in
our opinions of warfare. From one pole we
have-gone to the opposite extremity of the
other. The change is so remarkable, that
it might be profitable to consider it briefly
—more particularly in relation to its effect
on press criticism of our officers.

Since the commencement of the war,
many and unfavorable have been the cam:
ments throughout the civilized world on
the tactics and general methods of the Brit-
ish. Under these, the popularity of General
Buller particularly, has fluctuated ther-
mometer-like. Severe, and even bitter has
been the criticism of his daring, open style
of warfare—his frontal attacks, and his
storming of positions.

Let us consider the matter. Since the de-
plorable war of '81, up till this present war,
there can be no hesitatioft in affirming, that
the general opinion of British subjects on
Boer methods of warfare, was oné of scath-
ing and unutterable contempt. They were
characteriged in the most forcible epithets,
as despicable and cowardly. The Boers were
continually spoken of thus: ‘‘Why, they
dare not fight us openly; But hide like rats
among impregnable rocks on which they
rest their rifies when taking aim, etc.”
Such a style could never be dignified by the
glorious name of war. It was altogether
abhorrent to British ideas. ‘There was noth-
ing valorous, nothing noble, nothing digni-
fied about it. It was only ignoble, inglori-
ous, absolutely undigaified.

Because the Boer took advantage of every
available inch of cover, and absolutely avoid-
ed all unnecessary risks, he was a coward
who would not fight fair. British ideas of
tair play were outraged.

Of course, the Boer was perfectly aware
that to come out into the open was to court
speedy anihilation. He therefore, naturally
preferred the comparative security of his
nock or corner, recognizing therein his
only hopes of making any show.

Our valiant. gemeral, however, imbued"
with British ideas—the traditions of centur-
ies—''marched his men to the top of the hill.”
but, alas, he never marched. them down
again. They were stood there like so many
dolls in a shooting saloon, to meet the fate
inevitable. .
One old- Boer in speaking to me of Majuba
hill, said: ‘I could have wept as I shot the
poor lads down, one by one.”

How dearly we pay for our British®pride
our conservative, tenacious clinging to the
traditions of our fathers. One disaster is
insufficient to bring about a remedy. The
misltakes must ever be emphasised by sev-
eral.

Kinally, the reaction occurs, and hereih
lies the crux of my argument. Observe now
the striking contrast betwixt the ante
bellum, and the post bellum views of the
British public. They turned round and con-
demned their own officers for not employing
those methods of warfare which, since 1881,
they have so scathingly and incessantly
condemned as altogether cowardly on the
part of the Boer. Surely there was never
a greater reaction of opiniom.

Nor was the old opinion held merely
among civilians. I have served the Queen,
and can affirm that it was echoed also in
military circles. B

The ‘“Hole and Corner’” methods were
most unfavorably considered by brave men
like Byller. They instinctively hated them
as they hate any breach of rules in the
“manly art.”” They were undignified, and
seemed to cast an insidious slur on British
bravery—they were a style of warfare
never previously entertained by us, and most
‘eml-nently distatsteful to the heroes of so
many hard, hand to hand fights. ‘“Who's
afraid?”’ beat out the gallant hearts whose
only fear is to be thought cowardly. The
very records of the past—unfading, immor-
tal—threw as it were, an obligation on the
present. These records had to be maintain-
cd; and the soldiers of the Queen have
never, and will never shirk open and daring
contlict. How often in the past have they
cheertully undertaken the most apparently

been greater bravery in all ranks, than in
this war?

I am convinced that this noble conserva-
tism in our conception of valor, and of the
dignity of war, is accountable for most that
is blamed in our methods, particularly at the
commencement of the war. :

After repeated disasters, however, our
old views reluctantly disappear in favor of
the wiser, the cleverer and more scientific,
and the infinitely more humane style.

And we bave been: taught this by the
Boers. We now admit that owing to the ex-
igencies of modern warfare, we have been
compelled to adopt that which we previous-
ly condemned, as the only warfare now
practicable. :

I fancy, on the return of Lord _Roberts,
we will see the issue of a new khaki drill,

torlorn hopes—and could there possibly have |
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book, while the old red one will be relegated
among the cobweb-bound antiquities of the
war office. The old things have passed
away. An officer will never again take ter-
rible and useless risks—cover will no longer
be disdained, and out of the ashes of the
phoenix of obsolete systems, will arise #
luxuriant growth of improvements which
will render us a very dangerous foe. Thus
the experience, (he education we have fe-
ceived in this war, may be the means of en
suring a lengthy and desirable peace in ou
midst.

In conclusion: While we cannot overloo’:
or cease to deplore the fact that so many
brave men have been needlessly .sacrificed,
pperhaps, when we lodk behind at. the spirit
which 1 am convinced impelled
the circumstances, our condemnations may
give place to a feeling of national pride ahd
admiration, at this modern example of the
mad unflinching bravery, which has built
up, and upheld our Empire, g ?

Remember, too: It is only durin 3=
ent war that this ‘llole and CO!EH::]'? fv:k
has assumed the dignity of warfare.

With regard to tho other points criticised
I may say that the only surprise possible to
any one who know the country, and the
terrible difficulties with which*an invading
force must necessarily contend, is that our
mistakes have not been more fatal and more
drequent.
