People’s Railway Annually Sends Thousands to
Many Parts of the World.

Soine very handsome and attractive

wall calendars have in the past been
issued by the Intercolonial Railway,
but it is safe to say that all previous
ones are eclipsed by the one just to
hand for 1 whichds not only ex-
ceedingly artistic, but one which
should be held in great value by those
who desire a calendar for a calendar’s
sake as well as for its artistic excell
ence. This is a highly useful calendar,
the date tabs being so plain as to be
easily read and yet not conspicuous
in an ornate sense being blended nicely
within a general design which might
be called strikin,

It is & twelve sheet gcalendar a sep-
arate sheet for each month, the
months commencing in February of
this year and ending in January 1909.
The design shows a good deal of
originality, aad for the workmanship
the lithographer is much to be com-
mended. The moosehead is there of
course.

CATTLE MUST STAY OUT

Earl of Carrington Says he Will Not
Consent to Removal of Exclu-

sion Law.

LONDON, Wednesday.—The Earl of
Carrington, president of the! Board of
Agriculture, speaking last night at
Lincoln, referred to the agitation of
the protectionists against supplying
American and o!heli imported beef to
the army. He strongly dissented from
the claims of the protectionists, and
declared that the feeding of the army
on home bred meat would mean an
annual increase of $750,000 in the army
budget.

The Earl of Carrington also said that
he never would consent to any altera-
tion in the law excluding Canadian
cattle from the country. The cattle
interests in this country, he declared,
were so phenomgnally large that it
would be a crime to run the risk of
again infecting British herds with dis-
ease,

Arcola, Sask., Man is Charged With
Perjury.
ARCOLA, Sask, Wednesday.—A

oung French Canadian of ‘Wauchope,
has been summoned on a charge of
perjury, the offense, it is alleged, hav-
ing been committed In securing a
license by means of which he was wed-
ded to his own nlece. Both partles of
the marriage are 17 years of age. It
was reported that the wedding was an
affalr of honor, the young man having
wronged his niece. It is further re-
ported that the Wauchope priest would
not marry the pair without a special
dispensation from the archbishop.
They them went to Manor, where a
license was secured and the ceremony
performed.

The magistrate sent the young man
up for trial which will come off at Ar-
cola in May. Much interest Is mani-
tested in the outcome, wnich will de-
yonstrate if under any circumstances
a man may marry his own nilece.

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The Country For Indust-
tial Purposes.

MONTREAL, Saturday.—An en-
quiry at the banks and leading finan-
cial institutions elicited the informa-
tion that no less than $100,000,000 of
new money will have found its way
into the Dominion by the end of the
present year, all being the gdirect re-
sult of the country's rapid yet thor-
oughly legitimate development. This
enormous amount, which will be
spent in the several provinces of the

Confederation dur{ng the year 1908,

is, of course, outside the proceeds of
grain, lumber, pulp and other com-
modities of export.

Going into the matter in detalil, it is
estimated that the Canadian Pacific
will quite probably bring in from $20,-
000,000 to $25,000-000 as a result of
the new stock issue and the sale of
other .debentures. Then there is the

rand Trunk Pacific, whose expendi-
ture cannot but be very large during
1908. In fact, the statement was made
on Saturday after a very careful cal-
culation that well on o $20,000,000
would be brought into Canada to the
credit of that compeny during the
present year. It is also believed that
the Canadian Northern will be a veryr
large spender during the coming sum-
mer, and the statement is made that
the $2,500,000 obtained a few weeks
ago by Mr. Willilam MacKenzie, elher
in London or Paris, will be increased
to around $10,000,000 before the com-
pletion of the C. N. R.’s enterprises
for the present year. It is liewise
known that the Gqvernment of the
Dominion will be a very large bor-
rower at different periods during 1908,
and those who are considered to be

au courant with the financial situation |

in Canada declare that, considering
the very heavy payments that will
have to be made on the account of
the Transcontinental Railway,the a-
mount to be obtained abroad by the
Finance Minister of the Dominion will
not be very much under $20,000,000.
Then it is quite probable that the
splendid advancement and healthy

'development of the towns and cities

of Canada, including the requirements
of Montreal, Winnepeg, and several
growing western communities will
necessitate from $8,000,000 to $10,000,-
000 being borrowed for their use. The
street rallways of the chief Canadian
centres will also require a good deal
of money, @nd, In fact, a large amount
is alreay authorized in Montreal and
elsewhere, so the calculation is made
that from $2,000,000 to $3,000,000 will
be wanted at least on this particular
account.

As for miscellaneous expenditure
throughout the Dominion, for which
large sums of money have to be bor-
rowed, it is always more difficult to
calculate than when it refers to well-
nown enterprises, but it is generally
believe that the sum of $12,000,000 is
a conservative estimate of the amount
of money to be brought in on miscel-
laneous account. Te sum total of all
this will give the splendid figure of
$100,000,000, and the most satisfactory
feature of the calculation is in the fact
that almost every dollar of this money
will go into development and will
bring about an earning power of con-
siderable magnitude from the very
start or nearly so.

The expenditure at least of all these
millions brought in by the different
rallways means so much producing
power added to the already fine capa-
city of Western Canada, and when
the operation adds so materially to the
value of everything In sight it will be
sen at once how comparatively small
the Interest account, even on $100,000,-

000, will appear at the end of the
year's expenditure. Canadian bankers
consider, therefore, that there is no

reasén why the Dominion should be
very mueh influenced by any depres-
sion that may lay hold on the Uni-
ted States in the near or distant fu-
ture. There are absolutely no more
free lands in that country, with the
result that the immigration to the Re-
public remains to a very great extent
around their large cities, accounting
for the army of unemployed now de-
scribed in the newspapers. In Canada
the thousands - of newcomers are
spread over the west, and whether en-
gaged In the wheat flelds of Manitoba,
Alberata and Saskatchewan, or in the
mines or forests of British Columbia,
they become immediate producers, and,
consequently, contribute to the rapidly
growing wealth of the country. In a
word, the financial men of the country
do not thing Canada is going to orapid-
ly, even if she does secure a round
hundred millions annually to ald her
in the development' of her unrivalled
resources.

Mother Country Builds One half
Of The World’s

Tonnage.

LONDON, Saturday.—The statistics
of the world's shipbuilding in 1907
just issued by Lloyd's regjister, shows
a total output of mercantilé tonnage
by the United Kingdom of 1,742,365,
being aecrease of 220,200 tons as com-
pared with 1906, which was the high-
est on record. .The foreign output in
1907 increased by nearly 80,000 tons.

Great Britain, however, still builds
more than one-half the mercantile
shipping of the globe, which last year
showed a net increase of 1,984,800 tons
as compared with an increase of2,-
158,000 in 1906. The world's fleet of
sailing ships was reduced during the
‘'var by 180,000 tons and the steam

tonnage was increased by 2,164,800
tons.
The United States built in 1907,

475,000 tons, which was a slight in-
crease. Germany shows rather a ser-
fous ecline. Last year she built 275,-
000 tons as compared with 318,000 in
1906, while at the same time she pur-
chased less from Great Britain.
Great Britain is sun a large pur-
chaser of vessels built abroad. An-
nother matter of great discontent in
this country is the large percentage of
f reigners employed as seamen in the
British mercantile marine, numbering
a total of 40,000 with an annual wage
list of $10,000,000. While the question
of the unemployed is pressing heavily
ashore, this is considered unfortunate

and the British Navy League is tak-
ing active measures to agitate the
utilizing of the unemployed to take
the place of aliens on the ships.

days that it seems a far cry from the
days of our grand-parents when therc
,wé only a limited variety of the rav-

orite color to be obtained. One of the
most becoming of the new shades is
Cadet blue, while others are Copen-
hagen blue and Nattier blue.

Someone, I forget whom, has writ-
ten a little book all about lilac, The
volume is beautifdlly bound in lilac
purple, while a graceful specimen of
the fragrant flower forms the frontis-
plece. The garden lovers find such
books very acceptable. It is as though
they caught already the opening notes
of the distant spring song, and heard
all the birds a-twitter among the
green leaves. There is no more beau-
tiful flower than the lilac, and it is
certainly far worthier of the writer's
art than the sensational escapades
that form the stock-in-trade of so
many novelists. Lovers of flowers,
and especially of the lilac, should has-
ten to place this little book upon their
shelves.

The following is an interesting pas-
sage from the letter of a lady mis-
sionary in China, which will be appre-
ciated by all garden lovers: ‘You ask
if we have many homely flowers in
China. Not many, but what we have
we value very much. They include
buttercups, sorrel, wild roses (wild
and not scented) honeysuckle, viclets
(also not scented), one or two kinds of
clematis, also a kind of may or haw-
thorn lilac (unscented), exquisite pink
and yellow azeleas, and wonderful tall
white lilies.” These are all wild. Peo-
ple also cultivate camelias, chrysanthe-
mums, gardenias, and a few others,
but as a ryle they care very little for
flowers or for natural scenery. I
think it needs the “tnowledge and love
of God to make one appreciate His
works. We find the Christians much
more ready to appreciate the beauty
of His handiwork, espe@ally those who
have known Him for years.—Church
Family newspaper.

While the pink begonia, called the
‘Gloire da Lorraine,’ is one of the most
satisfactory Christmas plants when on
its best behavior, it is really very dif-
ficult to carry through the summer.

Sometimes it drops its leaves soom
after leaving the florist’'s store; in
that event it requires patience and
courage to undertake to bring it to
bloom again. If the leaves remain
green and buds are to be seen at the
tips of the shoots there is hope that it
may bloom again. It has been known
to bloom in the hoyse from Christmas
until May. If it does this it should be
given a rest in May, by gradually
withdrawing water, though it should
never be allowed to remain dry more
than a few days at a time, when it
srFould again receive water enough to
l‘eeps the leaves and stems from wilt-
ing. As soon as new shoots begin to
sprout from the base of the plant, the
water should be given more freely,
and after a few inches of growth are
made, the old shoots should be cut
away. The soil should be then replac-
ed with fresh soil, a part of which is
leaf mould—soil from the woods.

This plant does not take kindly to
outdoor treatment and should there-
fore be kept indoors all the year. If
it does well all winter, with its free-
blooming qualities, there are very few
more satisfactory plants for the home

There ‘are many other varieties of
begonias that are easy to grow, but
none is so free-blooming or so cheer-
ful a pink in color as the ‘Gloire de
Lorraine,’ There are two varieties of
‘Lorraine’—the one with the lighter
pink flowers is the most satisfactory
plant for the house

Cyclamen plants are among the most
satisfactory house plants we have, and
they are becoming more popular each
year as their requirements are better
understood. Cyclamen flowers will
last in good condition some weeks in
a cool room where the direct sunlight
does not strike them. A temperature
of fifty-five degrees at night is warm
enough, and they bloom more continu-
ously and the flowers possess more
substance when produced In that tem-
perature than in one higher,

If not allowed to become dry at the
root, and if not given more water than
they need, they will keep on bl#®ming
until the weather becomes warm
enough for most plants to be put out-
doors. They should then be taken out
of their pots and planted in the gar-
den, in some shady spot where the sun
shines only early in the morning and
late in the afternoon. About the mid-
dle of September they should be taken
up and potted carefully, mgking the
soil quite firm, in pots not tod large—
which means that if they were grow-
ing in pots six inches across before
being planted out, pots of the same
size will be large enough for the first
potting in the fall, as there is more

danger in too large a pot for this kind
of plants than in one too small.

Be careful not to allow the bright
sun to shine on the plants at any time
during their existence, except during
dull winter months, when they will
enjoy all the sun they can get.—West-
ern Home Monthly.

THE POLITICAL REVOLU.
TION IN BRITAIN.

For centuries the political contesty
cf Great Britain have Leen duels be.
tween the grcat Cuaservative and
Liberal parties, victory slowly but
surely inclining towards the latter
organization.

The Conservatives represented the
great landioldlng class who by mili-
tary force or patliamentary fraud
had managed to obtain possession of
most of the wealth of the country
and were determined to keep the
lower classes in ignorance and every-
body but themselves deprived bf
political influence.

The Liberals, largely composed of
middle class merchants and manu-
facturers, agitated for greater power
for the House of Commons and the
extension of the franchise to the
middle class, and finally to the whole
body  of citizens, hoping that the
lower classes would support them
against the Congervatives. This hope
has been realized, and the Conserva-
vives in the House of Commons havel
been thrown back into a hopelcss
wminority.

But the working men soon found
out that their interests were receiv.
ing scant attention from the Liberal
leaders; and independent candidates—
gome merely Trades-Unionist, or
Laborite; ®ome Socialiss, took the
field. Ia the election of 1900, one|
Socialist, and some dozen Laborites
were elected. In 1906, eighteen or
twenty Socialists and some forty or
fifty Laborites entered the House of
Commons, and one Laborite was
given a seat in the cabinet. \ Since
then the Socialists have captured
several mew seats at bye-elections, and
the Labor party has more aad more
brought itself into line with Socialist
principles, namely, the establishment
of a co-operative commonwealth in
which the public shall own and
operate in its own interests all the
means of production (land, factories,
etc.) distribution (railways shipping,
telegraphy, telephones, etc.), ana
exchange (coinage and currency).

At the Liberal Convention in Camp-

Billois and Wm. Curry, M. P. P,
were unanimousl
to contest the local elections. At the
public mecting in the evening the
tﬂngip!e speakers were Hon. Mr.
wBillois and Premier Robinson.

Hon. Charles H. LaBillois.

Mayor Murray in inrroducilng the
speakers referred to Mr. LaBillois®
twenty-five years' uninterrupted ser-
vice for the County of Restigouche,
services which in that time were in-
valuable to this county.

Mr. LaBillois thanked the chair-
man for his kind words and said that
it he listened to his own
wishes his speech would be short,
but in fairness to the premier, in fair-
ness to the electors and in fairness to
himself he would be obliged to go into
matters more fully as he felt it was
due the electors that he give some re-
port of his stewaraship.

He would ask those present to go
back with him to the beginning. In
1882, when Mr. Kenny, who by re-
moving from Restigouche and settling
on the St. John river created a va-
cancy, 2 number of his friends, feeling
that the French population, which had
increased in mumbers, was entitled to
one representative, had induced him
to allow himself to be placed in nomi-
nation and had been finally persuade&
to enter the contest. With the large
number of staunch friends, many of
which were due to the influence of
his father before him, he had little
difficulty in securing his election, and
since that day he had been success-
ful, he had ever worked in the best
interests of the county. It gave him
great pleasure that afternoon to be a-
gain unanimously chosen, along with
Mr. Currie, to contest the grand old
county of Restigouche in the inter-
ests of the Liberal party. His col-
league, Mr. Currie, was a very able
man, a man who had the grasp of the
business of the province, a man who
could attend to the county business in
the legislature in a manner equal to
any this county had ever sent to Fred-
ericton.

The Road Act.

One of the great canvasses used a-
gainst the present governmnt, and one
that is used at very opportunity, is
the Road Act. Before the road law
was enacted it was a notorious fact
that forty-five per cent. of the statute
labor was never done, that the roads
were not attended to as the govern-
ment would wish.  With this in view
the present road law was enacted.
It had been in some respects @
disappointment to the wovernment,
and now the conclusion had been are
rived at that this law would be re-
pealed, and amother enacted, making
it optional to do statute labor, and
allowing the municipalities to elect
the officers and say what amount of
money was to be xepénded. Now
that this law will be repealed it
should not be used as a canvass.

Go Back Twenty-Five Years.

The premier would deal with the
financial and other phases of the gov-
ernment’s policy, so he would not
dwell upon them It-the older elect-
ors will go. back twenty-five years
and view the schools of that day what
would they find, what was the state
of the schools of those days? They
were poor in number, poor in char-
acter and almost useless as factors in
the education of our young people.
Contrast this with the state of affairs
of today, when every parish has fine
school houses of modern type, when
nearly every child can read. Twen-
ty-five years ago one or two news-
papers were received in each settle-
ment, Today every home has its
newspaper. Take the parish of Bai-
moral as an example. The people
of that parish are a working people,
are a sober people, and a quiet people,
but what was the state of their
schools? They were not fit for
school purposes, and there were not
enough of them. The clergy and
business men endeavored to have this
remedied, but every resident wanted the
school built at his own door, so noth-
ing was done, At last he had called
a meeting of the electors, had talked
plainly to them, and the result was
that today the settlement had in its
nine miles of road seven fine schools,
which were a credit to the county of
Restigouche. The same can be said
of the Tobique, of Lorne, of Robinson-
ville, of Sellarville, of Glencoe, and
other parts of the county.

Interprovincial Bridge.

The interprovincial bridge at Mata-
pedia was another matter which he
was glad to be able to state was almost
an accomplished fact.

I found that the monies
expended by bonds coming due, ex-
penditures on steel bridges, subsidies,
and the purchase of the Central Rail-
way had not been met by a bond is-
sue because of the condition of the
money market at that time, it not be-
ing in a good position to sell bonds.
Hon. Mr. Tweedie when he found
these amounts coming due thought
best to make temporary loans at five
per ¢ent,, rather than issue bonds. As
soon as I came to the position of
Provincial Secretary, I took a trip to
Montreal and consuited some of the
best financial experts in Canada, and
was told by those 'well qualified to
give advice that the opinion of the
best financial minds in Canada was
to make a temporary loan at five or
six per cent. rather than sell bonds
at the rate of the money market.

Grand Cascapedia, Feb. 5.—
Yesterday at noon the house of Mr.
and Mrs. Andrew Campbell was
burned to the ground.

The occupants of the house where
the tragedy occurred were Mr. and
Mre. Andrew Campbell, their son,
George, his wife, and five children.
Two of the children were at school at
\thee time of the fire and another hap-
pened to be outside somewhere. George
Campbell was in the woods getting
eut wood.

Her Clothes Were on Fire.

Abeut noon a neighbor noticed the

es issulng from the roof of the
house and hastened to the scene. At
the door he met Mrs. Andrew Camp-
bell coming out witk’ her clothes on
fire, She was call¥ig her husband to
save their grandchild Lottle. The old
man was doing some chores in the
stable at the time, and quickly respond
ed to her call. He entered the house
and that was the iast seen of him
alive. Later his remains were found
beside those of his grandchild Lottie.

Mrs. George Campbell, it is sup-
posed, ran upstairs to save her young-
ett child and perished in the attempt.

Names of Victims.

The dead are Andrew Campbell, Mrs
George Campbell and two children,
one aged two years and the other two
months. Nothing was saved. The
day was bitterly cold. A high north
west wind prevailed which helped to
fan the flames and it was no time be-
fore the house was in ashes.

Mrs. Andrew Campbell was badly
burned about the hands, neck and
back and Is at present in a precarious
condition.

Mysteries Surround Fire.

How the fire originated is @ myster)
and how it could have gained suc!
& headway  in the middle of the da)
as to prevent its occupants getting
out in time is still a greater mystery

All the outbuildings were saved. the
neighbore carefully guarding them
from catching fire. The bodies werc
all recovered shortly after the fire
had spent itself. Those of  the twc
grown persons were burned to a crisp,
but those of the children were not
badly marked, having been wrapped
in blankets.

Inquest to be held.

The bodies were placea in coffins
and conveyed to Wm. Dimock’s, a
neighbor. from whose house the fun-
erals will likely be held today

Coroner DeWolfe of Paspebiac was
expected to hold an inquest last even-

NET DEBT IS
$259,504,613.

OTTAWA, Saturday.—The financial
statement of the Dominion for the
month of January and for the first
ten months of the current fiscal year
shows an increase of $304, 337 in total
revenue for the last month as com-
pared with January 1907 and an In-
crease of $9,374,642 for the ten months.
The total expenditure on consolidated
fund account for the ten months was
$56,332,684, an increase of $10,,650,229.
Of this increase $2,032,244 1s charge-
able to January figures, payment of
subsidy increases te the Province a-
mounting to $1,600,000 ana of interest
charges on the public debt totalling
$2,623,459 both falling due last month.
For the ten months the surplus of re-
venue over expenditure on consolidat-
ed fund account amounted to $24,-
691,738. The total expenditure on
capital account as enterea on the books
books of the finance department up
to January 31st was$22,245,499, of
which $17,446,975 was cnargeable to'
public works, railways and canals.
The National Transcontinental Rail-
way Is, of course, responsible for the
major portion of this amount The
total net debt of the Dominion at the
end of last month was $259,5604,613.
