AN AGREEMENT
OF THE CONSULS

Regarding Chinese Negotiations is 
Once More Announced.

Three Thousand Christians Said to 
Owe Their Lives to Russian Troops 

Scandinavian Missionaries Killed.

Pekin, Dec. 19.—At a meeting of the 
foreign ministers late this evening, 
everything in regard to the terms of 
the joint note was agreed to, including 
the British modifications. The ministers 
refuse to disclose anything in connec­
tion with the matter, believing that 
the home government should give the 
particulars to the public.

Washington, Dec. 19.—While nothing 
has been heard from Mr. Conger re­
garding the agreement said to have 
been reached in Pekin regarding the 
terms of the joint official note, the of­
ficials hope that the statements are 
correct, and that the way is now pav­
ed for its formal presentation to the 
Chinese plenipotentiaries. The officials 
here are unable to say just what the 
British modifications referred to in the 
Pekin dispatch are, but it is believed 
they rested upon the exclusion of the 
"irrevocable" clause, which the gov­
ernment has all along insisted must 
not appear in the preamble to the note.

SAVED BY RUSSIANS.
Brussels, Dec. 19.—The following dis- 

patch, dated Vladivostock, Dec. 18. 
has been received at the headquarters 
of the Scheuit missions here: “In the 
district of Pins all our interests have 
been entirely destroyed, except tne 
Episcopal residence. The bishops, 19 
Belgian missionaries, 4 Chinese priests 
and 3,000 Christians were saved by 
Russian troops arriving in haste in five 
columns. Commander Eletz, with a 
flying column, arrived first, Oct. 28, and 
made a heroic defense for five days. 
During the terrible siege he lost in 
dead and wounded one-third of his 
force. Although twice wounded he re­
fused to leave his post until the arrival 
of reinforcements.’’
