Willing To Take the Critics 
Through Part of London 

On Bath Tub Hunt.

London. July 12.—Britain, through 
Premier Baldwin in Commons and 
Marquis Curzon in Lords, today de­
manded that occupation of the Ruhr 
come to an end and that the allies 
unite in fixing a fair amount for 
reparations and asking Germany to 
pay it.

This was the gist of the long- 
awaited 'statement of British policy 
towards the reparations problem.

Baldwin was cheered to the echo 
as he pleaded for allied co-operation 
as well as an end of Ruhr ventures. 
A break with France is considered 
averted if the French Government re­
turns a favorable answer.

Security of Europe.
“The essential factors of settle­

ment of Europe’s ills," Baldwin told 
a crowded house, are;

"First, payment of reparations. 
Second, settlement of inter-allied 
debts. Third, security of Europe."

Italy, the prime minister said, is 
understood to be in accord with Bri­
tain on these points.

Referring to the last German 
reparations offer, Baldwin said that 
whether the late enemy’s offer was 
adequate or not, it should not be 
ignored, but should be examined to 
discover if there were' any possibility 
of progress.

"Our proposals have no other aim 
than pacification of Europe and re­
covery of an exhausted world," Bald­
win declared, while the Commons 
cheered.

The British reply to the latest 
German note, he said, is to be for­
warded forthwith. It will be first 
submitted to the allies, however, in 
the hope of securing joint action. 
This will be the chance of France 
and Belgium to renew the bonds of 
the entente.

Co-operation Is Vital.
Unity of action, co-operation by

cut off. This has led to the circula­
tion of trillions of paper money 
scraps, inferior in value even to the 
Austrian crown. Such a flood of 
paper money is the short way to ex-

Thorndale. July 12..— At Thorn­
dale yesterday hundreds of 
interested citizens witnessed the 
unveiling of a monument which 
shall stand in eternal memory to the 
heroes of West Nissouri who gave 
their lives for Canada in the Great 
War. At 4 o'clock in the afternoon 
crowds gathered to see the impres­
sive ceremony. Following a program 
of speeches and song, the handsome 
monument was unveiled by Nursing 
Sister Ada Buckle-Oliver. When the 
Union Jack enshrouding the huge 
statue fell off, spectators saw the 
marble figure of a soldier represent­
ing those who had gone and not re­
turned.

A firing squad of the First Hussars 
from London made the journey to 
Thorndale to represent the soldiers 
of this district who were comrades in 
France to those whom Thorndale was 
honoring. General W. B. King. C.M. 
G., D.S.O., was unable to attend the 
ceremony owing to illness, and in his 
place Colonel F. Ware officiated. Col. 
C. H. Reason. Col. C. Anderson. Capt. 
H. Lawson and Capt. E. Westby ac­
companied the firing squad of the

canal, establishing a line which the 
Germans could not pass. I fought 
beside them, and there were none bet­
ter in the world." said the colonel. 
He cited instances of local youths 
who had won military distinction on 
the fields of Flanders, and told of the 
brave deeds of the Thorndale soldiers 
whom they were honoring.

Following this address the monu­
ment was unveiled by Nursing Sister 
Ada Buckle-Oliver, while the firing 
squad presented arms.

Showered With Flowers.

memorial by the Women's Institute, 
and the marble Image was showered 
with flowers.

Lt.-Col C. H. Reason. D.S.O., as­
sured the mothers of the heroes that 
their graves in France were looked 
after with the best of care.

“It was my good luck to have a 
trip to the old country last year, and 
while there I took the opportunity 
to inspect the graves of our com­
rades we left behind. I found that the 
cemeteries were in good condition, 
and the people of France are not for­
getting our boys." said the colonel. 
"Some of the cemeteries have as 
many as 6,000 graves, and I can as­
sure you that the large ones as well 
as the small are beautiful. It gives 
me great pleasure to come back and 
tell of the care the last resting places 
of our heroes are receiving."

Several selections by the band 
followed, and Sergt. Moxley, the 
well-known London tenor, sang a 
solo.

WINNIPEG OPPOSED DISPUTE SALARIES CONTESTS NUMEROUS TRIAL AT STRATHROY
Canadian Press Despatch.

Winnipeg, July 12.—Manitoba yes­
terday rejected the proposal of the 
Beer and Wine League which had the 
hacking of the Hotelmen's Associa­
tion for the sale of beer and wine 
with meals in licensed hotels almost 
as emphatically as had three weeks 
ago the province adopted the plan of 
the Moderation League for the sale 
by the government of all liquors for 
beverage purposes. In a total vote 
of 165,000 the moderation bill got a 
majority of 40.000. Today, in a vote 
of about half that figure, the "dry" 
forces have a majority of probably 
25.000.

There have been stirring sessions 
of the finance committee of the city 
council, but none quite as spectacular 
as last night's regular caucus, with 
Ald. W. A. Wilson presiding. In fact 
at one momentous juncture it was 
just the flip of a coin whether order 
could be restored to permit further 
progress, and Ald. George Burdick 
left his seat with the disgusted an­
nouncement that he could no longer 
sit with such an assemblage.

Several preliminaries were run off 
before the main bout, and it all start­
ed over city hall wages, and while 
Mayor Wenige clashed with Ald. 
John Greer upon several occasions, 
Ald. W. A. Wilson and Ald. John Col­
bert added generally to the "gaiety 
of nations" with frequent interrup­
tions, and after one lively tussle the 
Labor representative demanded that 
Ald. Wilson retract what he termed 
personal remarks.

Salary Elevated.
Despite the fervent opposition of 

Mayor Wenige and Ald. Colbert, the 
committee moved to deal with the 
salary issue as it pertained to the 
assessment department, and despite 
their further negative opinion, Com­
missioner Bennett’s salary was ele­
vated from $2,100 per annum to 
$3,000.

"When are we ever going to take 
up this salary question," questioned 
Ald. Wilson, when the city clerk's 
wage recommendation was sub­
mitted. and Mayor Wenige suggest­
ed that it be referred to his special 
conference with the departmental 
heads set for tonight.

Not Satisfied.
“That won't satisfy me." Ald. 

Greer challenged promptly. "There is 
considerable injustice being done 
here. We do not have to wait for 
your meeting, Mr. Mayor, to ascer­
tain what funds are available. I can 
tell you now. I urge consideration 
now for the assessment department 
and for a married man in the audit 
department receiving $80 a month. 1 
can't see how he does it.”

Complainant's Evidence,
Joseph Howe, the owner of the 

barns which had been burned, who 
swore out the information, gave his 
evidence first, stating that he was 
now living in Windsor, bi t at the time 
of the fire was living on his farm on 
the townline between Caradoc and 
Metcalfe. He noticed the fire first 
when awakened by Edward O’Dwyer, 
a neighbor. It was then burning 
freely in the small barn, and the only 
thing wrong to be noticed was that 
the top part of the double doors to 
the stable were open. The fire was* 
then beyond control, and rapidly de­
molished both the small and large 
barn, as well as contents of stock, 
machinery, hay and straw. Appar­
ently it had started in the mow full 
of hay in the small barn. Mr. Howe 
claimed he had last been in the barn 
about 9:30 o’clock, assisting Joseph 
Blackmore harness his horse, and 
everything was all right then.’

Mr. Blackmore, who had been a. 
New Year's guest of Mr. Howe, cor­
roborated this evidence.

Frank Marshall, a neighbor, knew 
nothing of the fire. He swore that. 
Wilson one day at dinner at his house 
had remarked that he had been away 
for a rest, as he was so nervous he 
was sick: "They were bothering him 
about the fire so." This was the only 
evidence to connect Wilson in any 
way with the fire or its origin.

Accused Is Cleared.
David Howe, a brother, of the com­

plainant. was the only other witness. 
His evidence absolutely cleared the 
accused. Wilson had been working 
for him at $20 a month since May, 
1922, and was a good, honest 
worker. "as good and straight a 
fellow as a man could meet." The 
evening of the night of the fire Wilson' 
had spent with Jack Maclean, a 
neighbor, returning at five minutes to 
eleven and proceeding straight to 
bed. Some time after one o'clock 
another neighbor awakened them and 
told them of the fire, upon which 
both he and Wilson had dressed and 
proceeded to the fire, which was then 
burning briskly. In February he had 
loaned Wilson sufficient money to 
take him to his home in Kingston, as 
he was ill and needed a rest. At that 
time the accused owed him in all $52., 
which amount he worked out upon 
his return. He closed his evidence 
with another outspoken statement of 
his regard for Wilson's worth and 
Integrity.

This constituted the crown's case. 
No evidence was offered on behalf of 
the accused.

Wilson, who quietly sat by his 
counsel's side during the trial, showed 
many evidences of his nervous state 
and his eight days’ confinement. He 
was outspoken in his pleasure at the. 
outcome, and said that he felt he 
had been unjustly persecuted in this 
matter, but that all the crown of-, 
ficials had been very kind to him, 
as kind as they could be in the cir­
cumstances.

He left with David Howe and Mrs. 
Howe, on whose farm he will continue 
to work.

Where Is France Going?
To read the reports emanating from Paris, it would 

require no great stretch of the imagination to conclude 
that we were back once more in that period from 1914 
to 1918, when the nations of the world thought, acted 
and spoke only in terms of armaments and men.

Here is a portion of the report presented to the 
French parliament:

"First—France, so long as she (France) bases 
her existence and respect for her rights upon the 
prestige of her strength, must, because of her will 
for peace, maintain a strong army.

“Second—That the army, solidly constructed 
upon the lessons of the war. ought to be definitely 
guided toward the search for more perfected arma­
ments than those with which the enemy can be 
equipped, so that the army may retain the prepon­
derance of force we are going to give it.

“Third—The time may come when those who 
i must decide whether to refuse or accept, or even 
; anticipate, war will have to bear a heavy responsi-,. 
I bility, and because of the very brutality and efficacy 
. of the first blows struck, it is important to give 

them, instead of receiving them."
And yet we were told that the world war was a 

war to end war. That statement, in the light of subse-

Far Too Many Accidents.
Ontario made a new record in June of 1923. In 

that month 5,523 accidents, 35 of them fatal, were 
reported to the workmen’s compensation board of this 
province.

Reduced to a day’s work, it means 200 accidents.
In the first six months of 1923 there were 27,745 

accidents, an increase over 1922 of 6,215, or over 1,000 a 
month.

The weak spot in accident prevention is that it 
always refers to some person else.

A man reads of a car wreck on the road. He 
seldom thinks that the same thing might happen to him; 
he looks at once for some reference to careless driving.

The man in industrial life is the same. He knows 
that some chap got his finger smashed, but his hand is 
not in danger; he knows another man who left off his 
goggles got an eye put out, but there can be no danger 
of that happening to him.

Coming 
as she did of good old theatrical 
stock — her grandfather. James 
Woulds, shared the management of 
the Bath Theatre with Macready—she 
early acquired a proficiency in her 
art which enabled her to play parts 
of a widely contrasted nature, and in 
her passing another link between the 
English stage of the last century and 
of the present day is broken.

While yet in her teens, Kate Bishop 
found her way to the famous old 
theatre, Sadler’s Wells, where she 
had the part of Venus in the bur­
lesque of "Ixion," written by Frank 
Burnand of “Punch,” and shortly after 
that, in 1868, she had her first en­
gagement at one of the leading Lon­
don west-end theatres. When Henry 
Irving revived the charming comedy 
“Two Roses,” he offered her the part 
of Ida. which she played most de­
lightfully, and in 1875 she began one 
of the longest runs known to the 
English stage when H. J. Byron's 
famous comedy, "Our Boys," was put 
on at the Vaudeville. For four years 
she played the part of Violet Melrose. 
It was in 1883 that Miss Bishop de­
termined to abandon England, for 
Australia, and for fifteen years her 
activities were confined to those dis­
tant shores. From 1898 until 1915 
she occasionally appeared at London 
theatres.

The association of Kate Bishop 
with the London stage recalls the 
days of really great acting, such as 
seen a century ago when London 
was roused to enthusiasm by the 
acting of Edmund Kean, and fifty 
years later was applauding the then 
rising Henry living, in whose com­
pany Miss Bishop frequently ap­
peared. It is fortunate that it is not 
only in Shakespeare that English 
actors and actresses have been able 
to touch “greatness.” Ellen Terry 
had inspired moments in “Olivia.” 
and in “Charles I." Charles Warner 
in the 80's had his opportunity as a 
bricklayer in a melodrama, and in 
1891 in a now forgotten play called 
"Handfast” Cyril Maude, in a scene 
of craven terror at the end of the first 
act gave a display of passion and in-

Four score and upward, not an hour 
more or less:

And. to deal plainly,

In the part of Iago. Irving gave a 
most vivid piece of silent acting. It 
was his practice to speak the solilo­
quy beginning: "Thus do I ever make 
my fool my purse." at the end of 
act one, standing close up to the 
footlights and leaning back against 
a dark, heavy table. When he came 
to the words “How, how? let’s see." 
he covered his face with both hands 
and remained so for some moments. 
Then, very slowly, he drew his hands 
down revealing gradually a face all 
ablaze with the devilish plot that had 
come into the villain’s mind. Those 
who recall how extraordinarily elo­
quent a mask Irving’s face was in 
those days and how significant his 
eyes and lips could be. will under­
stand the visible and audible shiver 
that used to pass over the audience 
during this most daring and illumi­
nating passage of acting.

Memories of Ellen Terry’s Ophelia 
in the mad scene recall the wandering 
eyes, the low. exquisite voice, the 
virginal grace, the heartrending, 
quiet and beauty of her art. As the 
audience watched Ellen Terry in the 
scene with Laertes, they seemed 
struck dumb with sorrow And contem­
poraneous with Ellen Terry, was the 
joyous, superb. Titanesque figure of 
Ada Rehan as Katherine and as Rosa­
lind. That wondrous Irish woman of 
a magic, indescribable moment. One 
such came in her rendering of a 
speech commencing: "Were it not 
better: because that I am more than 
common tall," just before the end off 
the first act of “As You Like It."

It is a fact that at the end of those 
eight and a half lines, the entire 
audience used to burst into a roar of 
cheers that stopped the play for half 
a minute. No doubt Ada Rehan en­
riched the passage with some sudden 
inflection of voice, flash of the eye, 
splendor of gesture. No one seemed 
able to explain, presumably for the 
reason that no‘ one could sit suf­
ficiently calm under anything so elec­
trical and electrifying as to be able 
to analyze its method.

I wonder how pr. ence of mind 

can be best taught. Confidence 
comes with knowledge. It is a twin 
of knowledge. If you know all about 
a subject, you cannot be upset if 
sudden call is made on your knowl­
edge.

A good driver Is never frightened if 
the horses act up and stand on their 
hind feet. He knows exactly what 
to do. It is to be expected that doc­
tors will know what is required in 
every sort of emergency. But every 
layman should know how to act in 
any event so common as a faint.

Let us see what a faint is:
It is due to a failure in the normal 

action of the heart. Instead of act­
ing as a strong pump, sending the 
blood In forceful stream to the brain, 
it is stilled in its action. It is flabby 
and weak, barely moving the blood 
through the vessels.

To be well and strong, to have all 
the organs function, to have the heart 
do its work properly, there must be 
an abundance of blood in the brain. 
These are brain centers which con­
trol the action and direct the move­
ments and functions of the body. 
Everything stops if the blood supply 
is shut off and the brain is lacking in 
the life-giving fluid.

You know how quickly a plant or a 
spray of flowers will wilt if it is shut 
off from its supply of water. If the 
brain is deprived of its necessary 
fluid—the blood—the body wilts.

The whole secret of life then is to 
keep the brain supplied with blood. 
Not only life itself, but vigor and 
normal function demand an unfail­
ing supply of this fluid.

Gravitation acts on the fluids of 
the body exactly as it does on fluids 
outside the body. Water runs down 
hill—so does blood.

To keep the functions of the body 
going there must be blood in the 
brain. If the heart is too weak to 
force the blood upward into the brain, 
gravitation must be called on for 
assistance.

Place the fainted person flat on 
the floor, with the head lower than 
the body. This is to make it -easy 
for the blood to reach the brain.

Elevate the legs to make it hard 
for the blood to go to the feet and 
to make it go more naturally to the 
head.

Lower the head, so that the brain 
will get all the blood it can.

If you do nothing else, you will 
have spared the victim of fainting 
the danger of death from mistaken 
efforts to promote his comfort.

peroxide a good bleach for the skin, 
and in what proportion should it be 
used?

A.—Equal parts of lemon juice and 
peroxide can be used, although plain 
lemon juice or peroxide cold cream 
is also good.

SUNDAY BATHING.
Editor of The Advertiser:

Sir.—The Ministerial Alliance wish 
to close the Thames Park swimming 
pool on Sunday. It is strange how 
they are always willing to restrict 
the liberty of the poorer classes and 
deny them what they concede to the 
rich.

Only a few years ago they were 
desperately fighting to close the 
Springbank car line on Sunday. 
Those who can afford it can go to 
Port Stanley, but those who cannot 
afford either to go there or to travel 
in limousines, must stay at home. 
The alliance never thinks of peti­
tioning parliament to pass a law 
forbidding the use of motors on a 
Sunday, except by doctors and in 
other cases of necessity.

It was recently announced from one 
of the city pulpits that 65 per cent 
of the inhabitants of the average 
Canadian city never darken a church 
door, even once a year. If they know 
this why should they presume to 
govern the movements and habits of 
a large majority of the citizens? 
They have no more right to do so 
than the aforesaid citizens have to 
present a. resolution to parliament 
to close the churches on Sunday.

The Ministerial Alliance has no 
right, either to close the playgrounds 
and swimming pools or to petition 
to have them closed. I fail to see 
the force of their argument published 
in Tuesday night’s papers. They 
say it you open the baths you will 
have to allow baseball next. Well, 
the baths are open in Toronto and 
in Port Stanley, but there is no 
more sign of baseball being allowed 
there than here. They say: “The 
city should not officially encourage 
Sunday bathing." Then why in Sam 
Hill is the city allowed to ship the 
thousands of people down to Port 
Stanley without protest?

What is allowed to the richer in­
habitants should not be denied to 
the poorer. The great majority of 
people never go to church anyway; 
so the ministers are determined to 
see that they go nowhere else, unless 
they can afford an auto or a rail 
ticket. That is certainly a case of 
straining at a gnat and swallowing 
a camel if ever there was one.

They say the citizens have every 
opportunity to go to the baths on a 
week day—morning, noon and night.

THE NAUGHTY ALDERMAN.

Sir: Undoubtedly the action of the 
London Ministerial Alliance, which

His worship is 
against depriving the kiddies of a 
cool plunge on hot Sundays, while 
the ministers believe that the great­
est good will accrue to the greatest 
number by making Sunday a quiet, 
restful day on which both old and 
young can gratefully and reverently 
worship God, and inasmuch as there 
are six days on which our boys and 
girls can splash about In the waters 
to their hearts' content, there seems 
to be no urgent need for keeping the 
pool open on Sundays. So evidently 
there must be room for differences 
of opinion, and freedom for all within 
the law and the gospel.

I agree with the logic of the mayor 
when he asks: “If they are going to 
bar the children and adults from 
these pools on Sunday, why then 
should we not halt Sunday bathing 
at Port Stanley?" and I will gladly 
join his worship in an effort to dis­
courage this mad rush of all sorts of 
people to the Port on Sunday, both 
by public and private conveyances.

But just a word, if you please, Mr. 
Editor, about Alderman Peter J. 
Watt. He says such cruel, cutting 
things about the ministers, and uses 
such naughty words, that one is 
tempted to think he must have a 
grudge against the ministers of the 
alliance. ' The outspoken alderman is 
reported to have said: “Those who 
object to using a public swimming 
pool on Sunday, such as we have in 
Thames Park, are a set of narrow-

The passing of the entrance examination is quite 
an event in the young life of a boy or girl. It seems 
to mark the first definite step in having arrived at 
some standing in education that is required and 
recognized.

“I passed entrance" is a phrase used by many a 
boy in looking for employment, and it carries the proof 
of there having been a fairly good grounding in neces- 
sary subjects.

i As usual, there are those who have failed, and their 
parents hold, for the time being at any rate, that the 
system is wrong, and that there should have been a 
recommendation without the entrance exams. Not many 
years ago all the pupils tried entrance; it one tailed 
who had done good work he could be recommended 
afterward. The old system was quite fair, because as 
long as there were to be final examinations all had to 
try them.
, At present the system used tn London permits of 
recommendations on the principal's report, based on the 
year’s work. But the entrance board comes in here, 
again, and claims that a certain number must write in 
order to check up the work and reports of the princi­
pal. The idea is quite right, as it is necessary that 
there should be a standard kept, but it does seem unfair 
to ask some competent pupils who should be recom- 
mended on their year’s work to write on the finals in 
order to justify the work and marking of the teacher. 
The system of marking the papers is fair enough, and 
there is no move made to keep any pupil back—in fact 
very often an effort is made to give every mark con- 
sistent to help him along. The present system can 
hardly be regarded as the last word, as it is probably 
leading up to some plan that will eliminate entrance 
examinations. This would not call tor the holus-bolus 
passing of an entrance class, but tor judgment based 
on the year's work and effort.

The authorities very wisely hold now that com­
plete failure in any one subject does not necessarily 
mean that the pupil be plucked. There are some pupils, 
for instance, who cannot spell, but they are well ad­
vanced tn all other lines. It would be a waste ot effort 
to put such pupils back for a year in all subjects in 
order that they might try to secure a better standing 
in one.

TRYING TO SPLIT GERMANY.
(From the Manchester Guardian.)

That the French government has for a long time en­
couraged Dr. Dorten, the leader of the separatist move­
ment in the Rhineland, is so well known as hardly to 
need documentary proof. But the proof, for whatever 
it may be worth, has now been provided by the secret 
report of the chief French commissioner in the Rhine- 
land on France's dealings with Dr. Dorten. These date 
from the armistice to the present time, and have been 
consistently tortuous and unsuccessful.

He was able, as without French support he could 
not have been, to carry on propaganda and found news­
papers which aimed at separation from the German 
state. Even so he never seems to have had a following 
of much importance. The only other part of Germany 
where a separatist movement exists is Bavaria, and our 
Berlin correspondent reported last week the trial of 
German conspirators in Munich who were also financed 
by the French.

M. Poincare has denied that he seeks the dismem­
berment of Germany, but it is impossible to find any 
other motive for these intrigues in both the Rhineland 
and Bavaria. Even if one believes that the separatist 
movements are bound to fail, one must admit that there 
is sufficient local support to make disorder and blood­
shed possible. The report on the Rhineland admits as 
much. What would have been said if, for example, we 
had found the Easter rising in Dublin had been supported 
by French money? That happens to have been unthink­
able. (But it ought to be equally unthinkable that French 
money should be used to finance civil war even in Ger­
many. - ...

Jersey City, N. J., July 12.—Four 
of the biggest mitts on the American 
continent will flail through the night 
air here, driving for a shot at the 
million-dollar heavyweight champion- 
ship, when Jess Willard, the giant 
of Nort. America, and Luis Firpo. 
the mammoth of South America, pull 
their bulk through the ropes in 
Boyle's Thirty Acres tonight.

Before a crowd that probably will 
run close to 100,000, the former 
heavyweight champion and the cave- 
man from Argentine will battle twelve 
rounds to decide the next opponent 
for the discredited world's cham- 
pion, Jack Dempsey. Expecting the 
biggest and perhaps the greatest 
heavyweight fight of years, thousands 
swarmed into Jersey City today, and 
thousands more were waiting across 
the Hudson in New York to take 
a late dash through the tubes for 
the scene of the battle.

Rush for Tickets.
The quest for tickets was much 

Greater and more earnest than on 
the previous occasion here when 
Dempsey and Carpentier were get­
ting ready for the first battle of the 
century. Representatives of Rickard 
were here.picking spots for the cir­
cus wagons from which would pass 
out one dollar and two dollar seats, 
starting at 5 o'clock this afternoon. 
The wagons were followed by swarms 
who were ready to grab off first 
position in the line.

Rickard announced that 35.000 of 
the choice seats had been sold and 
that 25,000 cheaper seats in the re­
serve sections were available. He 
predicted that all the reserved seats 
would be sold hours before the gates 
of the big pine arena are opened.

Frank Hague, mayor of Jersey 
City, announced that all arrange­
ments have been completed to handle 
what may turn out to be the biggest 
crowd that ever saw a boxing match.

Police on Job.
More than a thousand police and 

firemen will be stationed in and im­
mediately outside the arena. Hun­
dreds of plain-clothes men from New 
York. Newark and Philadelphia have 
been added to the Jersey City force 
to work through the crowds and 
watch for pocket diggers.

Willard and Firpo were both rest­
ing themselves in their training 
camps. Because neither of the 
principals has to make weight, the 
boxing commissioners suspended the 
rule for forcing them to weigh in this 
afternoon and will allow them to step 
on the scales just before they go 
in the ring.

Willard probably will weigh around 
240 pounds and Firpo is expected 
to be about 214 pounds.

Firpo still rules as * favorite in

Questioned further, he said: “The 
idea of prohibiting swimming on 
Sunday is about as sensible as a 
regulation prohibiting walking on 
Monday. If only one boy or girl 
learns to swim by going to the pools’ 
on Sunday, it is sufficient to justify 
the move of keeping the swimming 
places open all the time."

He added that swimming in no 
way violates the command to keep 
the Sabbath holy, and that it is a 
natural exercise that in an emerg­
ency may mean the saving of lite, 
and any regulation which cuts down 
the opportunities of learning to swim 
is not only short-sighted, but child- 
ish.

Sunday bathing, with particular 
reference to the throwing open of 
the Thames Park swimming pool on 
Sunday, is regarded by prominent 
[London citizens in a great many 
lights other than the purely ethical 
view of the issue.

The standpoint of what they be­
lieve to be common sense is chosen 
by a great many people who prefer 
Ito discuss the question from this 
angle rather than that of the moral 
issue, “Does Sunday bathing comply 
with a Christian observance of the 
Sabbath?"

The number of citizens interview­
ed by The Advertiser on this issue, 
at present an important one in civic 
circles, gave varying answers, some 
considering it from the view of the 
working people, others as advocates 
of the old-fashioned day of rest, and 
iothers as a precedent which might 
be followed in other cases.

Mrs. A. T. Edwards.
"I think, of course, that the old- 

[fashioned day of rest, when children 
spent Sunday at Sunday school and

Constantinople. July 12. — Reports 

received here from Angora indicate 
that the Nationalist government is 
displeased with the results achieved 
by Ismet Pasha at Lausanne.

The majority of the cabinet is un­
derstood to consider that he gave in 
to the allies more than he was author­
ized to do. The Angora newspapers 
are unanimous in declaring that the 
peace treaty is a mere trap that the 
allies do not intend to discharge the 
obligations they have assumed under 
it and that Ismet has been fooled.

Since Monday cabinet meetings 
have been held daily for the purpose 
of considering the’ peace situation, 
and after stormy debates new orders 
were telegraphed to Ismet instructing 
him not to sign the peace pact un­
less complete satisfaction is given to 
Turkey on the following points:

One—No clause regarding conces­
sions should be included in the peace 
treaty, since concession questions 
are similar to those relating to the 
holders of bonds that evidence Tur­
key's debt and must, be settled by 
private arrangements between the 
concessionares and the Turkish gov­
ernment. Consequently the Arm­
strong-Vickers concession which the 
British succeeded in including in the 
treaty, should be left out.

Two—The allies must give full 
guarantees that their battleships now 
in Turkish waters will be withdrawn, 
together with the allies armies. The 
period of six weeks allowed to the 
allies to evacuate Constantinople is 
regarded as too long and must be 
reduced.

flexible. Slaves could earn money 
and buy their freedom. Many of 
them became shopkeepers and small 
businessmen, paying part of the 
profits to the masters and laying by 
another part for ultimate emancipa­
tion.

Epictetus, whose lofty stocism ap- 
proached in some particulars the ideal 
of Christian love, was a slave.

In fact, a newly-rich Roman added 
lustre to his household quite often 
by immediately bustling out into the 
market place and nicking up at cur­
rent dates a few used but almost 
as-good-as-new Greek philosophers, 
poets, rhetoricians and other cul­
tured bargains. Cicero's copyists 
were slaves.

Even Plato, with his vision of to­
morrow, could not conceive of a state 
where the many were not kept .n 
ignorance and drudgery that the few 
might become the intellectual orna­
ments of the age.

Slaver y fooled the ancients just as 
it will fool anybody who trifles with 
it under any of its aliases, even to the 
alias of privately agreeing with Plato 
that the many must work so the few 
may become rich and wise and pow- 
erful.

And the rich and wise and power­
ful despise labor. Because these

A similarity between the ancient 
and modern worlds lies in the atti­
tude toward labor.

Labor was despised because it was 
cheap. It was cheap because of 
slavery. The proportion of slaves to 
tree men in cultivated Athens was 
large; in Rome during the days of 
the empire, it was so large that to 
protect the comparative handful of 
masters the most stringent laws were 
enacted.
iIf a master was killed in his house 
every slave on the premises, regard- 
less of his part in the assassination, 
was put to death. Naturally when one 
infuriated slave turned on an owner, 
every other slave not in a like des­
perate state of mind insured the 
safety of his skin by defending the 
master’s precious life.
I So cheaply were slaves’ lives held 
that even the amiable first emperor, 
the golden Augustus, slew one with 
his own hand for killing a nightin- 
gale.

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Greeks despised labor they never 
touched tools.

But it was the touch of an idle ap­
prentice upon various glasses that 
paved the way for the telescope.

Lacking the telescope, the Greeks 
went wrong on their astronomy, and, 
as a by-product of that mistake they 
went wrong on most of the guesses 
as to what the world was like. Lack­
ing the microscope, they also went 
wrong on what was before their very 
noses.

In fact, because they left manual 
labor to slaves and hence never re­
leased the natural human impulse to 
find quicker and easier methods, they 
missed the scientific knowledge 
which, linked with their bold philoso- 
phy, would have made them speed 
up civilization by many centuries.

Even Archimedes, whose suggestion 
of what he might do with a lever if 
he had a place to stand is known to 
every schoolboy, was so indifferent 
to knowledge unseemly for a philoso­
pher that he refused to write down 
any of his remarkable discoveries in 
mechanics, hydrostatics and optics!

The steam engine was anticipated 
by steam-driven machinery invented 
and operated in the century before 
Christ.

But the Roman world was obsessed 
with the idea of military conquest 
and passed it up. Why fuss with 
labor-saving devices when slaves 
taken in war could be bought in 
chariot-load lots?

The modern drudge is the lineal 
descendant of the ancient slave. And 
he is as great a menace to mechan­
ical, political and spiritual progress 
now as he was then.

The harder society makes the ex­
ploitation of human beings the more 
it greases the wheels of progress.

Montreal. July 12.—Premier Stanley 
Baldwin’s speech before the British 
House of Commons was the outstanding 
event in the world situation. Greeted 
with cheers by crowded house. Premier 
Baldwin delivered a statement on Brit­
ain's attitude towards reparations "The 
sole ground of divergence among the 
allies is as to best effective means of 
realizing ends which are vital to all," 
the premier declared, “namely, payment 
of reparations and recovery of the 
security of Europe. Britain is as de­
termined as any of the allies to make 
Germany pay reparations to fullest ex­
tent of which she is capable, but if we 
as Germany to pay in excess of her 
capacity, we shall not succeed in ac­
complishing our purpose. I am firmly 
convinced that measures resulting in 
the ruin of Germany will be fatal to 
Britain, to the allies, and to all the 
world. The allies are obtaining less 
reparations now than before the Ruhr 
venture began, and such reparations 
as we receive have been exacted at 
the price of growing dislocation of the 
German economic system and probably 
the entire collapse thereof."

Both Wall street and the Montreal 
Stock Exchanges were inactive in the 
first part of today's session, but the 
speech from the British premier will, 
undoubtedlv, clarify the situation and 
prove to be the turning point for an 
immediate improvement in security 
prices as well as in the general econ­
omic situation. There was no change 
of importance in local prices and the 
undertone remains firm.
