Toronto, June 27.—Convictions 
registered against directors of the 
Home Bank of Canada by Senior 
Judge Emerson Coatsworth under 
bank act proceedings instituted fol­
lowing the failure of the bank in 
August, 1923, were quashed by the 
first appellate division of the 
supreme court of Ontario in judg­
ment handed down this morning.

Those convicted were R. P. Gough, 
Toronto, vice-president; C. A. Bar -

Five-cent fares on city lines of the London Street Railway Company 
are legal The company has the legal right to charge this existing rate 
of fare, not only now, but for another five years.

Strictly Legal Finding.
Montreal; S. Casey Wood, To-nard,

M. Stewart, Toronto, andronto; J. F.A strictly legal interpretation of 
the law has been handed down. The 
city fought its case on legal grounds. 
The company argued legal precedent 
to justify charging five-cent fares. 
Moral rights of the city or company 
were scarcely touched on during the - 
currency of the case. The whole 
fight hinged upon legal interpreta­
tion of the Beck act. The railway 
board has made a strictly legal find­
ing.

Precedents cited by street railway 
counsel at the hearing by the rail­
way court are given credence by the 
hoard's judgment. The interpreta­
tion act of 1914 showed "where an 
act is repealed or wherever any 
regulation is revoked, such repeal or 
revocation shall not save as in this 
section otherwise provided (a) revive 
any act, enactment, regulation or 
thing not in force or existing at the 
time at which revocation takes ef­
fect." The board supports this opin­
ion.

Lord Reading Cited.
Judgment of Chief Justice Lord 

Reading is also cited and supported. 
The board holds In conclusion that 
there is no obligation whatever on 
the company to sell or keep for sale 
tickets as originally provided in by- 
law No. 916, and that the company is 
not guilty of a breach of its agree­
ment, and that the application must 
be dismissed.

The board's judgment came quick­
ly, less than ten days after hearing 
of evidence at the county courthouse 
in London. Seven long pages of 
typewritten copy show the thor­
oughness with which the commis­
sioners have considered every phase 
of the case cited during the hearing.

Period Extended.
A new angle on the whole fares 

question is the board’s finding that 
cash tares of five cents may be 
charged by the company until March 
S. 1930, and for such five-year Incre­
ments thereafter, contingent on the 
city’s not giving notice to take over 
the road one year before the expiry 
of any one of these five-year periods.

According to the board, the city 
lost its opportunity to secure rever­
sion to a lower rate of fares because 
of flaws in the Beck act and subse­
quent failure to notify the company 
of intention to take over the road.

Finding In Full 
of City’s Appeal

C. F. Smith, Montreal.
In each case the judgment handed 

down is that of the majority of the 
court, that of C. A. Barnard and J. 
F. M. Stewart being written by Mr. 
Justice Hodgins. Chief Justice Sir 
William Mulock wrote judgment in 
the case of Richard P. Gough, and 
Mr. Justice Smith in the appeals of 
S Casey Wood and Clarence F • 
Smith. The names of the dissenting 
members of the court were not dis­
closed.

The directors have still to be tried 
on the conspiracy charges brought 
by the crown.

The sentences were: C. A. Barnard, 
18 months, plus 6 months’ indetermi- 
nate; Richard P. Gough, 1 year, and 
1 year indeterminate; S. Casey W 920, 
6 months, plus 6 months indetermi- 
nate; F. J. M. Stewart. 4 months, plus 
4 months indeterminate, and Clarence 
F. Smith. 6 months, plus 6 months 
Indeterminate.

Charge Not Justified.
Concluding a lengthy judgment in 

the appeal of Richard P. Gough, who 
was vice-president of the bank. Chief 
Justice Mulock says there is nothing 
in the evidence to justify any charge 
against him of dishonest or improper 
conduct. "He seems to have believed 
in the integrity and capacity of the 
president and general manager and 
to have relief upon the information 
(which later proved to be untrue), 
which was given by them to him as 
to the bank's position, and was thus 
misled. He has no reason to doubt 
the truthfulness of the president and 
manager, and therefore, though mis­
led by them, he was guilty of no neg- 
ligence."

Mr. Justice Hodgins' decision in the 
case of J. F. M. Stewart finds that

Paris, June 27.—The chamber of 

deputies has taken the first step to­
ward putting France back on a gold 
basis, in the words of Finance Min­
ister Caillax, by voting his fiscal bill 
330 to 34.

This is an application by the 
city of London for an order re­
quiring the London Street Rail­
way Company to comply with re­
quirements of the regulations 
lettered (D) and (R) of para­
graph 25 of bylaw No. 916. This 
bylaw, which is virtually the 
agreement defining the contract­
ual relations of the above city 
and company is set out at length 
In schedule A to the Ontario sta­
tutes of 1896, chapter 105—which 
enactment confirms the bylaw 
and declares it to be valid and 
effective in all respects.

Subsection D of section 25 of 
the bylaw provides (so tar as it 
is necessary to recite for the 
purposes of this application) 
that the company may charge 
and collect from every person on 
entering any of its cars for a 
continuous journey, etc., a sum 
not exceeding five cents. Sub­
section D further binds the com­
pany that it "shall sell tickets at 
the price of 25 cents for seven 
tickets, each ticket to entitle the 
holder to one continuous journey 
on the cars of the company as 
particularly set out in subsec­
tion D, between the hour when 
the cars commence running and 
12 o'clock midnight, and shall 
Continued on Page 3 Column 4.

Moved Four Years Ago.
Chapman's son, William, told the 

police, according to reports from 
Hamilton, that his father had been 
drinking heavily lately. It is thought 
that ho went to the apartment in 
search of liquor.

Chapman resided in London until 
about four years ago at 87 Becher 
street. For some time he was 
gardener at the Byron Sanatorium. 
He was also employed at the Empire 
Brass Company and Vulcan foundry 
for a time.

He was a patient at Brant hos­
pital. Hamilton, after moving from 
London.

Upon his discharge he became the 
proprietor of a small grocery store 
at the corner of John and Picton 
streets, Hamilton. He resided in that 
city at 429 John street north.

His family here described him as 
a very moderate drinker while in 
London. He was highly thought of 
by his associates and those who 
worked with him. He was a mem­
ber of St. James’ Anglican church. 
He was a powerfully built man.

Members of the family in London 
were deeply shocked at the tragedy. 
They could offer no explanation of 
how he came to be in the death 
apartment.1

Mother Lives Here.
Besides his widow and son, he is 

survived by his mother, one sister, 
and three brothers. His mother, two 
brothers and his sister are all resi­
dents of this city. His father. John 
H. Chapman, died several years ago.

Regina, Sask., June 26.—Cancer, 

depending upon its anatomical loca­
tion, is absolutely curable, provided 
treatment is applied in the early 
stages of the disease, H. W. Carson, 
senior surgeon of the Prince of Wales 
General Hospital. London. England, 
declared today at the annual conven­
tion of the Canadian Medical Asso­
ciation here.

Surgery, he declared, was the only 
safe method to be used in incipient 
cases. While the actual causes of 
cancer, Mr. Carson stated, continued 
to baffle the scientific world, there 
was every hope that the malady 
would be ultimately completely 
wiped out.

The day when communicable dis­
eases would cease to oe a menacing 
problem to mankind was foreshodow- 
ed by Dr. M. M. Seymour, deputy 
medical officer of health for Mani­
toba.

With continued advances, he be­
lieved it would become possible for 
the human being to ward off disease 
until. like the one-horse shay, which 
literally fell to pieces all at once.

Dr. J. A. MacGregor. London sur­
geon, agrees with Dr. H. W. Carson, 
of London, England, that cancer, 
depending upon its anatomical loca­
tion, is curable, provided treatment 
is applied in the early stages.

"I think that it is possibly so in 
the early phases," said Dr. Mac­
Gregor, today. "However, that has 
been the general opinion for some 
time, and there is nothing new In the 
Idea."

Other London surgeons interview­
ed by The Advertiser, expressed a 
similar opinion.

One result of the foregoing 
transaction is, in the opinion of 
the board, that the company was 
entitled to charge and collect 
from each passenger on their 
cars, with the exceptions men­
tioned. a cash fare of live cents 
from each child between the ages 
of 5 and 12 years; and that the 
company might do this not mere­
ly up to the Sth Maren, 1925, 
when the term certain of their 
fifty-year franchise expired, but 
also during any of the five-year 
increments thereafter, contingent 
on the city's not taking over the 
railway on the 8th March, 1925, 
or on the expiry of any five-year 
period thereafter. Section 1 of 
the act of 1922 confers the right 
thereby granted to the company 
“for the unexpired term of its 
(the Company's) franchise.” It 
seems to the Board that the 
franchise period of the Com­
pany is made up of two factors, 
the period of fifty years certain, 
terminating on the 8th day of 
March, 1925, and the successive 
Increments of five years there­
after, contingent on the failure 
of the corporation to give the 
requisite year's notice of its 
intention to take over the rail­
way. Each of these factors 
constitutes an essential part of 
the company's franchise period, 
under each the company is to 
enjoy and be subject to precisely 
the same "privileges duties, 
obligations and liabilities." It 
seems to the board, therefore, 
that enactment of 1922 applies 
as fully to the successive incre­
ments of five years for the pur­
pose of determining the rights 
of the parties as to the franchise 
term ending 8th March. 1925. 
In the event of the city not tak­
ing over the railway at the 
expiry of the Company's main 
franchise, terminating on 8th 
March. 1925, the company would 
have continued automatically in 
possession of the railway, sub­
ject to its rights under by-law- 
No. 916, as modified by the 
legislation of 1922.

City Thought So.
The city evidently thought that 

this view might be entertained, 
since at the session of the legis­
lature in 1924, it procured to be 
passed "an act respecting the 
London street railway act. whose 
single section reads thus:

"To remove doubts it is hereby 
declared that the provisions of 
chapter 141 of the act passed in 
1922 intituled an act respecting the 
London street railroad, shall only 
apply up to the 8th day of March. 
1925, and from and after the said 
8th day of March. 1925, the said 
act shall be and the same is here­
by repealed."

The company contends that 
while this last-named act of 1924 
was effective to repeal the above 
act of 1922. its repeal did not re­
vive the repealed provisions of 

. section 5. sub-sections (d) and 
(r) of bylaw No. 916 as to the sale 
and keeping tor sale of tickets. 
For this contention the company 
cites section 14, paragraph (a) of 
“The Interpretation Act" (R. S. 
O., 1914, chapter 1), which reads

Dominion day fittingly on Wednesday
of next week.

Headlining the celebration for the 
day locally will be the monster gath­
ering in Victoria park at 11 a.m., at
which Rt.

It thus appears that by agree- 
/ent with the city the company 
was, under the provisions above 
in part set out, entitled to charge 
what (for convenience of refer­
ence) may be designated an adult 
cash fare of five cents, but were 
bound to sell on its cars and 
maintain a convenient place in 
the city for the sale of two 
classes of tickets as above. So 
far as appears the company ob­
served the obligations of sub- 
sections D and R of section 25 
of bylaw No. 916 until the trans- 
action to be presently referred 
to, by reason of which the com­
pany contends that it is exon­
erated from the obligation to 
sell or to maintain a convenient 
place for the sale of tickets of 
either class as above set out.

The Five-Cent Fare Act.
At the session of the Ontario 

legislature, in the year 1922, the 
company procured to be enacted 
"an act respecting the London 
Street Railway," being chap. 141 
of the statutes of that year. 
Whether or not the city was a 
party to this legislation, does not 
appear, but no question has been 
raised as to the competence of 
the legislature to pass it. Look­
ing to the preamble of chapter 
141, which it is permissible to do, 
(R.S. O.C. 1. S 9). It first recites 
the facts which induced the 
company's application to the leg­
islature, and the causes which 
induced the legislature to inter­
vene at the instance and petition 
of the company; they are briefly 
these:

(1). That by reason of in­
creased costs, the company could 
not continue to maintain and 
operate Its railway at the rate of 
fare then in effect:

(2). That in order to enable 
the company to continue to 
maintain and operate its railway 
so as to give a reasonable, and 
reasonably safe, service, it should 
be authorized to so increase its 
fares as to enable it to obtain 
sufficient revenue;

That it was expedient to grant 
the prayer of the company’s 
petition.

Terms the Same.
Chapter 141 of the statutes of 

1922, in the operative part of the 
first section, then proceeds to 
enact in terms practically identi­
cal word for word with the terms 
in which the company was. 
authorized by sub-section D of 
section 25 to charge and collect 
the adult cash fare of five cents.

The analysis below of subsec­
tion 25 (D) of bylaw 916, and of 
section 1 of chapter 141 (1922), 
sets out in parallel columns the 
content of the two enactments. 
It will be seen that in the act 
of 1922 there were two cash fares 
and two classes of free riders, 
just as in bylaw No. 916, and no 
reference whatever to tickets.

Bylaw No. 916.
(1) Cash fares.
(A) Adult, 5c.
(B) Children between 5 and 12 

years, 3c.
(2) Tickets.
(A) Seven for 25c (unlimited till 

midnight).
(B) Nine for 25c (limited as in 

bylaw).
(C) Two for 5c (children between 

5 and 12 years).
(3) Free.
(A) Children under 5 years when 

accompanied.
(B) Certain city officials.

Revenue Aseured.
If the matter rested there it 

might have been said with some 
warrant of truth that the com­
pany had not by such legislation 
advanced appreciably towards its 
objective. namely. increased 
revenue from fares charged and 
collected. The legislature had 
simply re-enacted what was al­
ready In subsection (D) of sec­
tion 25, conferring no new rights, 
hut omitting all reference to 
tickets.. But a different complex­
ion is put on the matter by a 
consideration of the opening 
words of section 1. which reads, 
“notwithstanding anything con­
tained in any agreement or by- 
law or in any general or special 
act of this legislature the London 
street railway may for the un­
expired term of its franchise 
charge and collect, etc." It 
seems to the board that these in­
troductory words of section 1 
read in conjunction with the re­
citals in the preamble, can have 
only one effect so far as the sub­
ject matter of this application is 
concerned, namely, that the pro­
vision requiring the company to 
sell and provide facilities tor sell­
ing tickets was intended to be re­
peated and was repeated for the 
unexpired term of the company’s 
franchise. This conclusion is 
supported by the provisions of 
section 3 of the act of 1922. This 
was the effect imputed to this 
section of the act of 1922 by the 
parties chiefly interested in its 
application, the city and the com­
pany. From the 13th June. 1922, 
when the act of 1922 became law, 
the company admittedly ceased 
to sell tickets to intending pas­
sengers on their cars, and treated 
the provisions of subsection (D) 
and (R) of section 25 of bylaw 
No. 916 as repeated, and the board 
so held.

Hamilton, June 26.—After many 
hours of investigation about the dirty 
flat, where the bodies of William 
Buda. Mary Lakatuch and Samuel 
Chapman, formerly of London, were 
found this morning, their heads bat­
tered in by a blunt instrument, the 
police tonight were forced to admit 
they were no nearer a solution of the 
triple murder than they had been in 
the morning. The first belief that it 
was a double murder and suicide has 
been abandoned. The terrible injuries 
were such as could not have been self- 
inflicted by any member of the trio.

It was a gruesome sight that the 
police saw when they mounted to the 
Second floor of the Ferrie St apart­
ment where the murder was com­
mitted.

"Where an act is repealed or 

wherever any regulation is re­
voked. such repeal or revocation 
shall not save as in this section 
otherwise provided:

“(a) Revive any act, enactment, 
regulation or thing not in force 
or existing at the time at which 
the revocation takes effect."

"The board is of opinion that 
it should give effect to the com­
pany contention. There can be 
no doubt as to the application of 
the above provision of "the in­
terpretation act" in limiting the 
effect of the legislation of 1924. 
By reason of the legislation of 
1922, the provisions of bylaw No. 
916 as to tickets were undoubted­
ly repealed. The consequences 
flowing from such repeal are 
clearly stated by Lord Reading, 
then chief justice in the case. 
Watson V. Winch (1916), I. K. B. 
688, adopting the language of the 
court in surtees V., Ellison 9 E. 
and O., 750-752, as follows:

“It has been long established 
that, when an act of parliament 
is repealed it must be considered 
(except as to transactions passed 
and closed) as if it had never ex­
isted. That is the general rule." 
The board is not aware that any 
different canon of interpretation is 
to be applied where an instru­
ment (other than an act of par­
liament) conferring rights or Im­
posing obligations has been re­
pealed by a competent act of the 
legislature. If therefore the pro­
visions as to the sale of tickets 
contained in bylaw No. 916 were 
effectively repealed by the act of 
1922—and the board holds to this 
view—it follows that these pro­
visions were "as if they had 
never existed." and being non­
existent by force of the act of 
1922 they were not revived when 
the repealing act of 1922 was in 
turn repealed by the act of 1924. 
If the board’s conclusion is well 
founded, it follows that there Is 
no obligation on the company to 
sell and keep for sale tickets as 
originaly provided in bylaw No. 
916, and the company is not guilty 
of a breach of its agreement, and 
that the application must be dis­
missed.

The application is dismissed * 
but without costs, except that the 
city will pay $15 in law stamps on 
the order.

Should Be Reported
The case of Mrs. Mabel Mott of Toronto, who 

was held up at Detroit by the immigration 
officials while on the way to see her husband 
who was dying in a Detroit hospital, has been 
referred to in these columns before, but the full 
recital of her troubles appearing in the Toronto 
Star makes the case even more heartless.

Arriving at the immigration office in Detroit, 
she showed the telegrams from the Detroit hos­
pital, in which she was urged to get there as 
quickly as possible. In spite of this she was not 
allowed to leave, but was taken with many 
others to another examination room, and it was 
fully three hours before she was released, and 
by the time she reached the hospital her husband 
was dead.

After his death she wanted to accompany 
his remains for burial in Austin, Minnesota, the 
old home of her husband, and was informed that 
she would have to leave that place and be back 
within two days after the funeral, otherwise 
there would be trouble in store for her.

A case like that should be reported to the 
authorities at Washington, not as a protest from 
this country, but because it is not conceivable 
that the United States government would wish 
to have in its service an official from whom the 
traits of common decency had entirely departed.

IRRIGATING PLANT IN INDIA
A BOUT 100 miles from Bombay, India, one 

of the largest irrigation projects in the 
world is nearing completion as the last rocks 
in the dam, one mile long and 170 feet high, 
are being put in place, says Popular Mechanics. 
The lake which this barrier will form will be 
eighteen miles long and forty-six miles in cir- 
cumference. Its waters would cover an area 
fifteen miles square to a depth of 143 feet, suffi- 
cient to irrigate approximately 1,000,000 acres. 
If the rocks in the dam were placed end to end, 
they would reach halfway around the world. 
Two canals, longer than the Panama, will dis- 
tribute the waters to the farms. At the site 
of the dam, the rainfall averages only forty 
inches a year, but the lake will extend to a 
district where the fall is more than six times 
that amount.

r AME comes suddenly to few men. but it came 
n to Sir Rider Haggard in a single night. 
4 From the moment of the publication of 
"King Solomon's Mines." the name of this popu­
lar writer, whose death recently came as a great 
shock to his countless admirers, was a household 
word all over Britain.

Sir Rider wrote "King Solomon’s Mines" as 
the result of a five shillings bet. His brother 
had just finished "Treasure Island," then a new 
book, and declared it was the finest thing he 
had ever read. Rider bet him five shillings he 
would write a book that would sell as well.

His brother laughed, but Rider was in earn­
est. He started work at once, and presently fin­
ished his book. He spent much time in these 
days traveling between London and Norwich, and 
the story was written in the train.

One of the big scenes in "King Solomon's 
Mines" was inspired by a memory of his school- 
days. A private tutor, to whom he went when 
he was nine years old, always wore a ring which, 
he told Rider, had been taken from the finger 
of a Peruvian mummy. This mummy had been 
found in a mound sepulchre in the land of the 
Incas, and as the discoverer touched the ring 
the whole mummy crumbled into dust.

Some time after "King Solomon’s Mines" had 
been written, the novelist was able to secure this 
wonderful old ring, and presented it to the 
British Museum.

THE SOFTBALL MENACE.
Golf and softball are working from both ends to cut into the attend­

ance at baseball, but the transplanted U. S. national pastime, according 
to its most ardent supporters, is being threatened by a worse menace 
than the lack of spectators, and that is the possibility of a lack of 
players.

They claim that softball has supplanted baseball entirely in the 
schools. Its inexpensiveness, rhe fact that it can be played on the 
minimum of ground space and the important fact that it is easier on 
windows than hard ball are the contributing factors.

However black the outlook may appear at present though- cooler 
heads profess to believe that softball has reached its peak in popularity. 
Softball is here to stay, but the novelty of the pastime is getting a bit 
worn, and is sure to become somewhat more frayed as time goes on. 
First of all. softball is essentially a recreation, and it has been slightly 
overdone, as enthusiasms usually are. It should send its present 
devotees back to baseball, more keenly appreciative of the finer points 
of the real game than they were before they took up softball.

Locally softball will continue to have the official sanction of the 
schools, but as long as there are vacant lots and money for gloves 
and bats to be earned in all manner of ways, youngsters will centinue 
to play baseball.

Kansas City. Mo., June 26.-Fire- 

men and laborers searched the 
charred and twisted wreckage of the 
Gillis theatre building today and un­
covered the bodies of two victims 
of the explosion and subsequent fire 
that demolished the building late last 
night.

Finding of the bodies brought to 
three the total number of victims of 
the blast. John Hogain, fireman, died 
In a hospital from injuries received, 
when a fire truck overturned while 
en route to the scene.

With the finding of the bodies to­
day. Fire Chief Alex Henderson ex­
pressed the belief that not more than 
one or two additional victims would 
be found in the debris. Only three 
men have been unaccounted for.

Numerous investigations failed to 
reveal the exact cause of the ex­
plosion. It was generally believed 
that the tragedy resulted from es­
caping gas in the basement of the 
restaurant located in the theatre 
building.

What is casual water and what 
are the rules of play when there is 
casual water on the course?

Casual water may be defined as a 
temporary accumulation of water 
caused by rain, flooding, etc., that 
Is not among the recognized hazards 
of the course, and that in any way 
interferes with the lie of the ball 
or stance of the player.

If 
a ball lies in casual, water on the 
fairway, the player may drop another 
ball within two club's length of 
the margin and as near to the spot 
where it lay, but no nearer the hole.
