■man 11That the production of apples is not 
overdone on this continent srd is not 
likely to be, is the message of ar interest­
ing editorial in the Country Gentleman 
of March 31st. While the writer treats 
his subject as being confined to the 
boundaries of his own country, Canadian 
growers of apples may take assurance 
that there will always be a good market 
for good/fruit properly handled The 
editorial f reads:

Fifteen yêars ago this country was in 
the midst of a great orchard boom. Trees 
were being planted by millions. Several 
widely separated regions were involved-q 
the Pacific Northwest, the Northeastern 
States, the Virginians—but everywhere 
there was if scramble to plant trees, 
particularly apples.

Enthusiasm slowed up perceptibly be­
fore 1918, and then war conditions made 
orchard planting practically impossible. 
Since the war the return of the planting 
fever has been notable chiefly by its 
absence.

At the height of the boom—it really 
ought not to be called that—many sober 
persons were greatly alarmed. They 
prophesied ruin for all fruit growers 
from over planting and overproduction. 
The time has now come when we can 
test their pessimism.

The statistics of the last census show 
that the orchard business, instead of 
expanding under the pressure of the 
boom, has actually and notably shrunk 
during the past decade. There were in 
the United States in 1920, practically 
24 per cent, fewer bearing apple trees 
than in 19l0. This is certainly a most re­
markable figure to appear at the dose 
of a period of unparalleled “expansion’'. 
The number of trees too young to bear 
decreased in the same census by almost 
30 per cent.

In brief, the pessimists have beeen con­
victed of ringing in a false alarm. There 
never was any danger of the fruit busi­
ness being overdone, as the gloom squad 
used to put it. Nor can anybody sup­
pose, after looking over the situation,

Dr. DeWolfe spoke 
on “Isaiah’s Vision of World Peace", 
with its bearing upon the present pro­
blems. The speaker made a brief re­
view of the political and social condi­
tions which prevailed in the days of 
that prophet and drew parallels between 
these and the conditions of the world 
today. He stated that although Isaiah 
saw evils clearly, he was an open-eyed 
Optimist, seeing the evil, yet beyond 
this, visioning dearly a world peace, 
which would be international and social.

Speaking of the conditions which 
would characterize universal peace, Dr.
DeWolfe said, that in such an age every 
man would have an even chance through 
the changing of the present established 
order; that the world would then have 
safety and happiness assured for all, 
even the smallest child; that men would 
be dominated by the spirit of righteous­
ness and that the motive power would 
be love.

of market fruit Even among the meet 
conservative plantings only a remarkably 
small percentage ever figures in the final 
harvests; during times of orchard in­
flation the proportion of failures is much 
higher.

A second and more assuring answer is 
that the market for apples has never yet 
been supplied. Even in those occasional 
years when markets are glutted and 
prices run below t e cost of production— 
even then the explanation is that market­
ing machinery has been inadequate, 
not that the consumptive market is 
over stocked. The fact is that this coun- ç 
try has never eaten more than a fraction 
of the apples that could readily be con­
sumed. nor have the export markets 
absorbed anywhere near the quantity 
they are capable of using.

If there ever comes a time when an 
effective union of apple growers makes 
an effort to stimulate consumption and 
distribution equal to the effort of the 
California orange growers, for example, 
then will certainly appear that the con­
sumption of apples is many times as 
large as the present normal crop, or any 
crop we are likely to produce for a hun­
dred years to come. For though we may 
hâve other "planting booms" perhaps-' 
more violent, we can now see that they 
do not affect the result very heavily.

Meanwhile tHtere is visible nowhere any 
normal and steady expansion of the 
apple-growing industry that remotely 
keeps pace with the growth of popula­
tion and the development of other 
branches of business. If one could imagine 
the commercial apple crop doubled in 
the next ten years it would still be a very 
simple problem speaking in a business 
sense, to market the whole output at a 
profit. It would, in fact, be much easier 
than to market tire product of one big 
automobile factory.

If any man wants to pine and worry 
about the apple game he must confine his 
sorrow to his own farm. The hungry 
American public will continue to eat 
apples—all it can get—and the men who 
can produce the good fruit and do it 
economically will make at the very 
least a good living at it. Competition 
won’t be a major factor in their calcula­
tions, especially the competition of the 
pessimiste.

FOREWARNED IS FOREARMED

As an aid to car owners who desire to 
prepare their cars for summer touring 
an auto firm has issued a list of hints 
and suggestions that should be of value. 
Among the more important points to 
be checked up are the following:

“Make sure that the generator and am­
meter are fuctioning Properly and that, 
lighting circuit, starter and horn 
nectiona are secure.

"Lamps should have fculbe of equal 
'candle power, have dean reflectors and 
be properly focussed.

"Test the steering gear to see that 
it does not bind at any point and is 
thoroughly lubricated. \

“Examine the brakes. Be sure7 that 
they are free and do not drag with lever 
and pedal released and that they hold 
with pressure when pedal is depressed 
or lever drawn back. Brakes should be 
so adjusted that the car can be brought 
to a stop without grdhbing. /

“Keep the radiator clean. Flush the 
water circulating system to remove any 
rust or sediment deposits as these tend 
to heat the motor.

“Be sure that afl hose connections are 
are the shades to be recommended, color?! changed once a year. Hot water rots the

Rim squeaks, due to loose rim lugs, 
may-be quickly overcome by applying 
a small quantity of oil or graphite grease 
to each lug, tightening each bolt to its 
capacity.

A convenient receptacle to have 
around the garage for cleaning bolts, nuts 
and other small parts is made by re­
moving the bottom from a tin can-and 
soldering in its place a coarse wire screen. 
The parts to be cleaned are then placed 
in the can the cover put on, and the re­
ceptacle is shaken id a larger pail con­
taining kerosene or gasoline.
