The Weather Proof Obelisk.

The Egyptian obelisk on the Thames embankment
seems to be bearing without injury the vicissitudes of
the English climate, so unlike that of Egypt. This
seems to be due to the peculiar composition of the
granite of which it as well as all the other known
obelisks were cut, aud which is marked by the ab-
sence of mica. In all other granites this readily des-
tructible material exists. Centuries have passed away
since this ancient monument was erected by the
Pharoah Rameses Il. at the main gateway of his
great temple at On, the Helioplis ot the Creeks.
There it stood for eighteen centuries, and was, about
twenty-three years B C., removed by order of Cleo-
patra to the palace she was erecting at Alexandria for
her friend and constant visitor, Julius Ceesar.  The
architect appointed by her was Pontius, the father of
Pontius Pilate, the Governor of Judeea. The rounded
cotners of the bases of these two obelisks had doubt-
less been chipped off by the gatekeepers at On and
sold to the pilgrim visitors. Pontius Architante had
eight bronze crabs cast and placed them under the
rounded corners of the stones, and on the big claw of
one of the two crabs which alone remained, was,
when the pedestal was cleared of its surrounding
sand, found this inscription: ‘‘In the sixth year of
Augustus Cwsar, I, Barbarus, Prewct of Egypt,

caused these obelisks to be erected by Pontius the &

architec.” Since then another nineteen centuries are
passed, und even this 3,700 years of weathering has
no erascd one single portion of the hieroglyphs.

Six Million Candle Light.

TBE GREATEST LAMP IN THE WORLD—THROWS
ITS RAYS 45 MILES.

The mest powerful artificial light in existence is the

roperty of the English Government, and is to be
ound in the Isle of Wight. The IamP referred to is
that of the lighthouse of St. Catharine’s Point, where
there is also a large fog-horn. The plant has three
engines of thirty-six horse-power each.  Two of these
are used for working the dynamos, and the other for
the fog-horn. The current is conducted by wires
across a road direct from the dynamos to the lamps,
there being no accumulators.

The light is obtained from a carbon lamp of special

pattern. The ordinary light is equal to 3,000,000
candles, but a light of 6,000 000 candle-power can be
and has been obtained. It is impos ible for any one
who has not seen it to imagine the wonderful bril-
liancy of the li,at, but sume idea may be formed from
the fact that it can be distinctly seen forty-five miles
away, and that at the Needles, fourteen miles distant,
it is quite easy to read very fine print by means of
the reflection.

On one side of the lamp-room is a quantity of very
thick glass fer repairing the windows broken, not by
storms so much as by wild ducks and sea birds which
are attracted by the light. A singular feature of the
lighthouse tower is a plummet and line hanging from
the ceiling of a lower chamber, the plummet pointing
to a spot on the floor. This is for the purpose of en-
abling the man in charge to tell when the tower is

" out of the perpendicular. The lighthouse was built

on an urder cliff, formed by a gigantic Jai.dslip which
occurred in 1799, and some portions of this cliff are
still slipping.

When you are living away from where your
Court is located and are in the habit of remitting
your dues, etc., be sure and send the proper amount
for that particular month. Don’t forget that the per
Capita Tax and the Special Endowment Assessment
are due in December and June of each year, and the
Court dues as arranged by the By-laws of your Court.
You have no right to expect the Financial Secretary
to continually remind you that you have sent your
monthly remittance minus these dues and assess-
ments.

Remember that the monthly report accompanied
by the cash must be sent to the Supreme Secretary
on the first of each month, and if your payments are
not in the Financial Secretary’s hands at the proper
time, it causes him to delay his report sometimes be-
yond the proper limit. The small amount of remu-
neration your Court may pay him for his services is a
pittance in comparison with the worry and anxiety
eatailed by the dilatoriness of perhaps half-a-dozen
members of the Court in this respect.

Courts, like individuals, feel stronger and work to
better advaniage when they have a cash surplus in
the bank, which they can fall back on in an emer-
gency. Ifa Court has by any means got behind in
its finances, we would earnestly impress upon the
officers and members alike the importance of using
every effort in their power to bring the Court uo to
a healthy financial state. There are numbers of
Courts who have retrieved their position and prestige
by two or three of the members, with energy and
pluck, taking hold and devising a scheme, such as a
concert, supper or musical and literary entertainment
on behalf of the Court, and pushing it through to a
successful issue.  ls it worth trying in your Court ?

There never was a better time than the present for
introducing the benefits of our Order to .iospective
members.

*“The question of climatic influences, or well
known unhealthy sections of the country is one which
has led some of our societies to confine themselves to
certain well 'efined sections of the country. It may
be safe to say that so long as the territory is large
enough to ovcrbalance the first proposition under
this head, that this t~ ritorial selection i» one of great
Importance, and o'.e which has caused no litile dis-
cussion among the fraternities.

*“ A fifth ground for selection, and one which has
attracted the most widespread discussion among all
organizations, is that of good or bad health, a purely
Physical qualification. It involves the question of
medical examiners and forms of examination, the ap-
pointment of, election, or selection of both subordi-
pate and grand or supreme lodge examiners, their
methods of control or removal, the questions they
shall put to applicants, the examination of the urine,
the action of the heart, family history, and many
other things. Much of al this may be proper to
discuss under other heads and at a different time ;
enough has been suggested to show that it is a point
of mitch moment in the question of selection.

*“The last important selection is one used only in
fraternal societics. It is that of the committee of in-
vestlgfttion and the ballot, and may be called moral
selection of iisks. To this more than any other
cause may be ascribed the success of fraternal bene-
ficial insurance. While in all other organizations
attempts are made to defraud through misrepresenta-
tions in regard to age or health or the substitution
of some other person for examination, or at death, in
our societies these must be reduced to a minimum.
The fact that a candidate must be recommended by
one or more members before his proposition for mem-
bership can be acted upon at all, that his qualifica-
tions and moral standing must be examined into by
a special committee appointed for such purpose, and,
if favorable, that then he must pess the scrutiny of a
secret ball ballot, ensures a moral tone to the appli-
cant which must in the very nature of things reduce
the percentage of attempted fraud to a very low one.
In fact, it results mn giving us men whose very
character should be of assistance in securing and in-
ducing others to join, men whose financial standing
deters them from lapsing, and whose willingness to
perform lodge duties lightens the burdens and lessens
the costs of crrrying on the business. If our mem-
bers will anly bear this fact in mind they will present
only good men ; and if investigating committees will
fully perform their duties they will often prevent the
intioductiont of not only poor moral risks, but poor
physical ones as well. "To this one special method,
enjoyed exclusively by fraternal organizations, may,
in my judgment, be ascribed the success which has
attended those societies which are members of this
congress. No one can tell to just what extent we are
indebted to this sort of selection for our wonderful
growth, but that it has been a most important factor
will be conceded by all. It surely tends to lessen
frauds, for it keeps out of our ranks those who would
be most likely to perpetrate them if they could. It
reduces the rates of lapses and raises the persistency
of membership because of the fact that honorable
men fulf) their contracts. It chooses those who are
most likely to appreciate the usefulness of our organ-
izations and undeistand the advantages of a common
biotherhood. Tt enables us to command the respect
and confidence of the legislatures and the courts, and
the support and approval of the public ; with it we
distance all competitors and defy all rivals.”—From
The Knigits of Honor Reporter.

1 extend to you a cordiat greeting and bid you a hearty wel-
come to this the fourth Annual Meeting of this High Court,
Through the goadness and mercy of our High Chief above we
Jave been s&)arcd another year, and we arc now met to consider
the past and plan for the future,

The time for which I was selected to preside over this honor-
able Body is very nigh its close, ar.d soon another brether will
£ill the position I now occupy.

Thus we are reminded that the years are rapidly passing and
with them our individual opportunities for good. ~ For months
during the past year 1 have suffered from neuralgia in my head
40 such an exteat »s to almost entirely unfit me for the duties of
the office.

During the year I have made several visits to each of the
Courts in thi. jurisdiction, except Court Delaware instituted
last summer at Florence, N. J., by the Supreme Chief Ranger.

Had an opportunity occurred I should have been glad to have
made a visit to this Court to encourage and assist_them in their
good work. I have no doubt but the pleasure of such a visit
would have been enhanced from the fact that this Court is
located where some of my boyhood days were spent near half a
<entury ago. My visits have been pleasant, the officers and
members of the several Courts having on all occasions treated
me with courtesy and respect. I am glad to report harmony
and good feeling among the members, and the Courts steadily
growing.

Last spring, through the earnest and persistent efforts of
Brother John Worrall, then a member of Court Elizabeth, No, 1,

High Court of Ontario.

To the members of the Independent Order ¢f Forest-
ers within the High Court Jurisdiction of
Oniario:

BRETHREN,—At a meeting of the High Standing
Committee in the City of Kingston on the r1th inst.,
eports were submitted showing the state of the Order
within this Province. So encouraging were they
that. it is with pleasure wt submit for your informa-
tion some of the figures given.

On the 3oth of June, 1850, the membership in
Ontario was 11,315.

1,950 new members were added up to the 1st day
of Jabuary last. After deducting suspensions 212,
withdrawals 129, deaths 19, there remained in good
standing on the last named date 13,405 members
In the same period 45 new Courts were instituted.

While the above record is satisfactory, yet the
High Standing Committec believes greater work can
be accomplished, ard with 2 view to stimulating all
Courts to inczeased activity during the remainder of

the Forestiic year, offers three prizes of $15.00 eack
to members of Subordinate Courts initiating the
largest number of members between the Is¢ 3farch
and the 30th June, 1891,

CLASSIFIED AS FFOLLOWS.

1. Courts having not more than 30 members on ".e
st March.

2. Courts having over 30 members and under 50
members on the st March.

3. Courts having 50 members or upwards on the
1st March.

To the member of any Court who shall bring in
the greatest number of new members to his Subordin-
ate Court between the 1st March and the j3oth of
June next, a prize of $15.

It will be seen by the classification made, weak
Courts do not have to compete with strong Courts.
Individual members competing are requested to
furnish the High Secretary with their names and
addresses as soon as possible.

The High Standing Committee especiolly desire to
urqe upon all the following :

(1) That Subordinate Courts be made attractive,
so that members otherwise callous will be drawn to
the regular meetings.

(2) That the members read carefully the Constitu-
tion and Laws and become familiar with the secret
work, and particularly is this urged upon Court
Deputies and heads of Subordinate Courts.

(3) That care be exercised in signing applications
ard medical reports, that the same mode of signing
is followed. The name of each applicant should be
written in full in the margin, or on the back of each
application in a plain hand. ’ '

(4) That in Courts where there are members who
have not received their benefit certificates within a
reasonable time, the names and addresses, together
with the name, run.ber and location of Court be sent
to the High Chief Ranger. In this connection the
non-receipt of a Certihcate of Membership, or a
Policy, is usually because of some error in name of
applicant or heneficiary, which preventsthe Supreme
Secretary issuing the Certificate or Policy, therefore
Courts should be most careful to give names of ap-
plicants and beneficiaries in full, written plainly.

(5) That all Subordinate Courts procure copies off
the Jatest ritual.

(8 That those Deputies holding Provincial Com-
missions are each expected to organize new Courts.
The good example sct in this respect by one or two
of their number is worthy of emulation. The High
Standing Committee hope this has only to be men-
tioned to bring about the gocd results they fain
would anticipate.

(7) That many Courts still send letters relating to
High Court matters to the Supreme Court officers
which should be maile¢ to the High Court officers
and wvice versa. Covurt Deputies are therefore se-
quested to see that communications are transmitted
to the proper officers ; returns and letters relating to
the Supreme Court to the Supreme Secretary, and
those relating to the Hisnm CoUrT to the Hicm
SECRETARY.

(8) That this circular be read in all Subordinata
Courts at cach meeting during the remainder of the
current Forestric year.

Court Hamilton, No. 170, Visited by a Trio of
High Officers.

From Hamilton Spectator.

On Thursday evening, 5th February Court Hamil-
ton, No 170, I. O. F., received an official visi: from
Brother Dr. Oronhyatekha, Supreme Chief Ranger,
Brother J. A. McGillivray, Q. C., Supreme Secretary,
and Brother David Millar High Vice Chief Ranger
of Ontario, and did itself proud by welcommng these
distinguished brethren most heartily. They were in
the handsome uniforms of Royal Foresters. The
preliminary proceedings took place in the society's
hall on King street east, which was crowded to the
doors, where a short speech of welcome was delivered
by Wm. Griffith, Supreme Vice-Chief Ranger. Dr.
Oronhyatekha spoke in reply, ziving a concise Listory
of the Order since its inception about nine years ago.
There is a reserve fund of $290,000, and it is rapidly
increasing. About 1,000 applicatious are received
monthly, and it has paid out over 800,000 in bene-
- fits, paincipally to widows and children. The doctor
claimed that the system of insurance in his society
was the most correct in existence, and all the new
societies recognize this fact and are copying it sub-
stantially. Brothers McGilliviay and Millar also
made afew remarks. The former wasduea asimilar
gathering in Toronto, and could not take part in the
banquet which followed.

When the party began to reassemble in Newport’s
dining-room, it soon became apparent that that noted
hostelry would be taxed to its utmost. And so it
proved. And the enthusiasm and general good.feel-
mng prevailing were something to wonder at. Over
150 solid citizens of ambitious Bamilton were there.
The menu would have tempted the most dyspeptic
and satisfied the most voracious. But there were
very few present burdened with stomachic qualms;
the majoriiy—the whole party, in fact—set 10 work
with a will and covered themselves with glory.

4. L. Davis, Past Chief Ranger of Court Hamilton,
occupied the chair in a most efficient manner.

e was supported on his right by the guest of the
evening, Dr. Orcnhyatekha, and United States
Consul Monaghan, and on his left by Brother Millar,
High Vice-Chief Ranger; Alex. McKay. M.P.; Wm.
Griffith, Supreme Vice Chief Ranger; and Joseph
Fletcher, Chief Ranger of Court Hamilton. Among
the many prominent citizens present were noted Dr.
* Stark, Ald. Griflith, W. J. Grant, W. A. Kerr, C. D.
Blachtord, H. Cooper, P. Carnegie, Charles Tre-

enza, Charles Burdon, Oliver Hillman, W. R.

owell, L. H. Patten, Chas. Baird, Cyrus King, Dr.
Anderson, J. L. Davis, T. Scott, R. V. Mathews,
Wm. Murray, Fra % Close, T. H. Stinson,M .L.A.,
Hugh Murray, Past Grand Master, A.F. & A.M.,
and other iistinguished brethren.

The first toasts were those of The Queen and
Goveroor-General, and these were honored with such
ringing enthusiasm as hearty, healthy, loyal Canadians
can bring to bear.

The next toast was that of the President of the
United States. Before Col. Monaghan respunded
Foley Parker, of St. John, N. B., sang Marching
Through Georgia, the compaty joining in the chorus
with grand effect.

Col. Monaghan expressed the pleasure it gave him
to be present, and paid a_complimeat to the gentle-
man 2t the bead of the Order, whose acguaintance-
ship he had formed. He had found out from Dr.
‘Oronhyatekba that he had a tender spot in his heart

for the United States, but while that was the fact he
had yet a tenderer feeling for Canada. All men
sheuld love their own country first and best. If the
President were present he would have felt honored by
the applause which had greeted the mention of his
name. The spezker then referred to the President’s
large and expensive family, There were fifty-three
millions of people under his care, and took $335 000,000
to provide food, fuel and shelter for these. Other
nteresting figures were also given, especially concern-
ing the pension list, the Colonel stating that it re-
quired £100,C00 000 per year to maintain.  “* I per-
sonally know,"” said the honorable gentleman, *‘ that
there are many in Hamilton who are in receipt of
stipends from our Government. The money thus
abtained isa God-send to them in their helpless-
ness.” He told the story of an old man who had
recently secured a pension in this city, and so happy
was he over the affair that going to the Consul’s
house he had forgotten to ring the bell, but rushing
in called ont joyously, ‘'Oh, Col. Monaghan, I've
got it at last.” That old'man receives $25 pcr month
and a bulk sum of something like $go0. He spoke
of the benefits of the pension system in maintaining
widows and orphans, and argued that it was better
for the U. S. Government to spend 8100,000,000 in
that way than by meintaiving a standirg army, which
would c2rtainly be 2 menace to Canada, and would
entail a vast expenditure for armament upon the
latter country. He fondly hoped that the tinic would
never come when a standing army would be required
by either the United States or Canada, and that no
serious differences between the two countries would
ever arise. *‘ We are one peogle ; we have the same
destiny ; we have the same hopes ; speak the same
language and have spring from the same family of
men, and it would be a crying shame if we had any
difference that could not be amicably settled by ar-
bitration.” The Colonel's speech was Il udly ap-
plauded.

‘“Lhe Supreme Court” was the next toast. It
was r ceived with tokens of marked enthusiasm and
heartily drunk. ¢ Toodle de-Tum” was sung in
cupital style by Brother Parker.

Dr. Oronbyatekha, the Supreme Chief Ranger,
10se to reply and was warmly applauded. He said
that he deeply regretted to disappoint the Toronto
brethren, but he was not sorry that he had remained
over in Hamilton. Thespeech of the United States
Consul was well worth staying for. “I am an
American myself,” said the doctor, ““a genuine
American, and spent many of the happiest days of
my lifein the United States.” Continuing he jocu-
larly remarked that the reason that the sick benefits
of the Order were limited to twelve weeks was be-
cause of the fact that aoy of the Court physicians
could kill or cure in that time. He said the Inde-
pendent Foresters was one of the best fraternal or-
ganizations in existence, but regretted that the white
majority of the Supreme Court had decided not to
admit women into the Order. He feli, however,
that sentiment was growiny in that direction, and
hoped before long that the Courts would know the
refining influcnce of women. He concluded by some
complimentary references to the Order in Hamilton,
thanked them for his kind reception and wished them
all manner of prosperity.

Brother Gri%lh and Brother Millax also responded
on behalf of the Suprerae Court, and gave some in-
teresting information about the Order in Ontario.
Some 2,000 members had been added to the membes-
ship roll during the year,

NOTES OFTHE VISIT OF TWO ILLUSTRIOUS FORESTERS

It was with a good deal of pleasurable anticipa-
tion that I responded in propria persona to the
summons of our able and devoted Finauncial Secretary
to meet two notables of our beloved Order on Friday
night, in our Court room here.

The distinguished visitors werc no other than
Brother Millar, H.V.C.R., and Brother C. C
‘Whale Chief Provincial Organizer and Inspector
General, as, perhaps, he may fitly be catitled.

The visitors were met by the Chief Ranger, Pa-t
Chief Ranger and other brothers, and conducted to
the Cowt roum, where without any dclay, the meet-
ing settled down to business.

I could truthfully say that **the gathering was
large and intelligent,” if I were dispased to follow
the exanole of the newspaper reporter who once
wrote so of an occasion on which only the lecturer
and himself were present. The lecturer, he after-
wards explained, was large, and he was intelligent.
But I do 1.0t want to institute invidious comparisons,
and. at any rate, on second thoughts the instances
really are not parallel.  The lecrurer was large it is
true, in our case—PBrother Whale of course cannot
help his very palpable tendency to embonpoint how-
ever mouch he may lament it—and the reporter I
fancy I may siy without being regarded as wanting
to borrow a dollar from him on the strength of the
flattery, was possibly intelligent. But on the other
hand, -Brother Whale had a companion lecturer,
making two of them, and the reparter could count
about a score present besides hims:l, every one in-

telligent—it goes without the saying—for doesn’t the
fact of their being Independent Foresters establish
that? Andg stil—I may as well make the point
clearer than by jocular reference—the turnout was
not as representative as it might and should bave
been. A muster such as I have mentioned, and
which included a contingent {rom the sister Courts
of Glenmorris, was rather unworthy of the occasion.
1 plead guilty mysell to censurable irregularity of
attendance at the ¢rdinary meetings of Court Brant ;
but I am glad that upon this Ossa 1 have not to pile
the Pelion of absence from 2 special meeting such as
the one about which we are talking. But I shallnot
proceed further in this direction and move a want of
confidence motion, so to speak, in the local Foresters
who were conspicuous by mnon-attendance. All I
would say—and it is as much for the benefit of other
Courts, which in the future may be visited in like
manner, as it is intended as a pipeful for Court
Brant delinquents—is that the Paris .‘oresters who
failed 10 avail themselves of Bro'hers Miller and
Whale’s presence Friday night missed a ** good
thing ” and no mistake ! And now to what happened.

Afier routine Brother \Whale addressed the mem-
bars.  He first proposed to formally conduct an initi~
ation, adding that he would prefer a real candidate
to a substitute. There was no real candidate, how-
ever, and <omething in the speaker’s fraternally
fiendish demeanor as he rubbed his hands together
and called for any sort of victim turned every one of
us into a Bob Acre. Like Artemus YWard, who was
nobly willing to sacrifice his wife’s relations to the
war, each of us was quite ready to pripose some
other brather to be put through. Finally Brother
Whale abandoned his *‘fee-fiu-fum” quest and
settled down to verbal explanation of ‘‘the correct
thing,” not anly as regards initiation but als»in the
general work of the Court, in which he noted no
little room for improvement. Very fully and lucidly
indeed did Brother Whale instruct as, and that, too,
without reference to ritual at 3ll, detailing minutely
paraphernali.. and prccedure in the initiztion cere-
mony, he expressed the opinion rhat the very practi-
cal lessons inculcated in duly observing these rites
had a wholesome influence on the candidate and im-
pr-sced the essential principles of the Order very
strongly on him ; while at the sume time his desire
to be a witness himselt of the work stimulated him
to induce another to join. Nevertheless the speaker
was not indisposed to admit that in scme respects
certain rigorous featurss of the *“road™ might with
safety be modified. I am sure a’l present were
edified by the clear :nd concise presentativa of the
secret work of the Order. as well a5 imprested with
the earnestness and zealous devotedness of this able
and courltcous instructor. A vein of geniality and
jocoseness ran through his address, brightening up
dry details and cnhancing the interest which he sus-
tained in it to he close.

Taking advantage of the speaker’s invitation to
ask questions, Brother A. ]. Sinclair, M.D., Court
Physician, cnquired as to the real purport of the fra-
ternal obligations impcsed on Foresters.  Brother
Whale at some length clucidated this point, dwelling
on the general obligations enjoined by Divine law
on 3 man 20 his fellows, but more particularly point-
ing out the special duty encumbent on the good and
loyal Forester in respect of his brothers of that
Order.

Brother Miller was then introduced. He claimed
no specizl distinction by reason of long conrection
with, or notable work for the Order. The High
Court had honored him with his present office

for a term ; but later on he and other officers would
be down again on the benches, while subordinate
brothers would be called to the platform. He wasa
ﬁain spoken, unassuming man hiwself, he said, and

id no claim to gifts of oratory or capacily to in-
struct his brother Foresters, He believed in cen-
ducting the Order on the lines of honesty, prudence,
and good, sound common sense; and this, he
thought was being done. Brother Miller, after re-
ferring to his old-time acquaintance with the neigh-
borhood and his pleasure at being enabled to revisit
it after the lapse cf many years, went on to point out
the phenomenal growth and solid prosperity of
Independent Forestry, which now boasted over
24,000 of a membership, with a reserve fund nearing
a quarter of a million, [It is very considerably over a
quarter of a million.—ED.} and which had in it the
true elements of substantial and lasting strength and
progress. He referred to the progressive and excel-
lent business management characterizing the Laecu-
tive. Brother Miller also alluded feclingly to the
date Brotber Webster Court I 2puty of Court Brant,
to whose memory he paid a deserved and graceful
tribute, which could not have failed to be appreciated
by members present who had been associated with
the good brother in the institution of the Court in
gly, 1885. Many a capital joke was cracked by the

igh Vice Chief Rarger in the course of his enter-
taining and instructive speech: lor instance, the
Recording Secretary, in apologizing for a little
remissness in the minutes, candidly declared he had
forgotten the previous meeting until he was going to
bed that night; ““that recollection,” remarked the
High Vice Chief Ranger *‘occurred to Brother Me-
Clung when he was praying to be forgiven his sins of
swmission.”

At the call of Brother Whaie who was in the
<chair, the following brothers spoke : Court Physician,
Sinclair, delivered an eloquent and exhaustive ad-
dress, in which be pariicularly complemented the
Order on having the services of Supreme Medical
Examiner, Millman, who, he said, was an old col-
lege mate of his, and was eminently fitted, both by
natural gifts and professional acquirements, for his
imzortam office.

Shief Kanger, T. A. Howell, briefly did his share
in welcoming the visitors and extalling the merits of
Forestry.

Past Chief Ranger, Flanagan, a loyal old stand-by
and charier member, also spuke happily.

Financial Secretary, Doidge, with accustomed
modesty, gracefully said his say.

Brother Talbot Torrance moved the retirement of
SBrother Whale from the chair as preliminary to 2
~ote of thaoks to that officer and the High Vice
Chief Ranger, which motion was put, unanimously
carried, and happily acknowledged.

A couple of visiting brothers neatly and appropri-
ately responded to the call on them, after which the
Conrt was closed in due form.

It is the intention, I belicve, of Court Brant to
avail themselves of the offer of Brother Whale's ser-
vices for a weck, a5 an aid to augmenting the mem-
barship and putting new life into No. 168.
