It takes the place of the Pat-
rons’ Reperter, which went under for lack of
financial support.

The Winnipeg board of trade has received
assurances from the controller of customs
that the customs postal pachago department
in Winnipeg will bo moved from the present
inconvenient building in south Winnipeg to
the pest office building.

The Manitoba Poultry and Pet Stock
astociation has issued a prizo catalogue of its
third snnual exhibition, which will be held
at tho Lycoum theatre, on tho 2nd, 8rd, 4th,
5th and 6th of March.

Fire broke out in Herron'’s block, Cypross
River, on Fob. 10, and the following business
places wero burnt to the ground: White's
hotol, Horron's goneral storo and dwelling,
Huston'’s hardwaro store, and Pearce’s gener-
al storo and dwelling. ~The block was
composed of wooden buildings. Creighton’s
now stone store on the west, and Farquhar-
son’s now hotel on the east, were saved. The
loss is fairly well covered by insurance, Lit-
or nothing was saved.

Mr, Bedford, superintendent of the Bran-
don Experimental Farm, recently shipped 560
bushels of sced grian to the Central Farm, at
Ottawa. It will be distributed fromn thero in
three pound bags to farmers living in all
parts of tho Dominion. This shipmont will
supply eight thousand applicants with a threo
pound bag cach. Tho farmers are requested
to sow the grain and report the result. By
th1s means tho suitability of the different
varioties of grain from all parts of the Domin-
ion will be ascertained, for cultivation in
other parts of the country. For instance, if
wheat grown in Manitoba will produce much
better results in Ontario than wheat grown
in that province, it might be shown that it
would pay Oatario farmers to buy Mauitoba
wheat for seed, and so on.

Grain and Milling Notes,

The Lake of the Woods Milling Company
have appointed a resident agent at Edmon-
ton in the person of J. D. Campbell. who has
been travelling agent for tho company.

Tho grian oxchange are in communication
with the inland revenue dopartment to see if
under tho adulteration act the sale of inferior
qualities of bluestone in this country cannst
be prohibited.

It is late in the season to build elevators,
but still this work is going on in Manitoba.
Chalmers Bros. & Bethuno, grain dealers,
bave commonced tho orection of a thirty
-thousand bushel elevator at La Riviere, Man.
The structurs will bs similar to the firm’s
alovator at Clearwater.

L. E. Boenz, of \Wotaskiwin, Alberta, is
erecting a small flour mill on tho Big Sténe
Creck at Frank Lucas’ place, on the é'o.lgnry
trail, about six miles n.reh. of Wotaskiwin.
Thoro will bo a saw and planer in confection,

‘The directors of the Lake of the Woods
Milling Company have decided to move the
head offices of the company for the I{eowatin
and Portage la Prairie mills to Winnipeg,
This will combine the mill offices with the
offices of the grain buying department, which
have always been in Winnipeg.

The grain exchange has made urrangements
with the railways to supply their agents with
samplos of good seed grain, with a view to
securing transportation of sced grain for the
farmers at ono half the ordinary rates onsuch
commodity. The Canadian Pacific Railway
has alrealy issued circulars to their agents,
authorizing thom to quote the reduced rates.
This is the sameo arrangemont that was in
force last spring.

Legal Dacisions.

The case of Pillar vs. Bertrand came up at
“Vinnipeg on Tuesday. Plaintiff was an em-
ployee of J. S. Douglas, who carried on
business as a furrier on Main street, but left
Winnipeg rather suddenly and was subse-
quently arrested in Montreal. Plaintiff, at
Douglas’s request, endorsed a note for him
for $5.000, for which Douglas gave him g
chattel mortgage on his (Douglas) stoek,
which contained a proviso that in tho event
of Douglas selling or in_any way disposing
of his stock without Pillars consent the
security should become due immediatoly.
Douglas made an sssignment to Bertrand a
fow days aftor the note was indorsed by Pillar,
who commenced this action and asks for an
injunction until the hearing to restrain the
assignee from disposing of the stock which he
hasin his possession.  Mr. Bradshaw for plain-
tiff ; Mr. Hough, Q. C. fordofondant. On tho
conclusion of the arguments his lordship re-
fused the motion to continue the injunction.

Duluth and Winnipag.

The Daluth and Winnipeg Railroad will be
sold at auction thismonth under a foreslosure
of mortgage. Starting 4.t Daluth this road
runs in a northwesterly direction for about
125 miles, ending in the woods on tho shore
of lake Winibigoshish. It passes through the
important town of Grand Rapids and has a
considerable traflic in lumber and other
foreat products and in supplies destined for
loggmi camps. It has never done much
more than earn operating expenses, however,
anq its financial success evidently depends on
its oxtension to the wheat ficlds of the Red
River Valley. The general undezstanding is
that tho Canadian Pacific will purchase the
road at the upset price named by the court,
and that it will have no competiter in the
bidding. Tho intention of the C.P.R. is said
to be to extend the rozd to o connection with
one of its lines at Emerson, Man., and
thus to obtrin, through this road and its
ownership of the Duluth, South Shore and
Atlantic, a routo for grain, cattle and other
through traffic fron the west, by way of the
south shore of Lake Superior that will be pre-
ferable to its present route around the north
shore. It is barely possible that the Great
Northern may think the Duluth and Winni-
peg a desirablo piece of property to connect
the branch which it hasst: ~d sastward and
which has rested at Fosston or soveral years,
and that Mr. Hill may putin a bid. Daluth
bas witnessed tho forecluso proceedings with
1o great interest, believing that, whatover
becomes of the road, it will iave to be operat-
ed for the benefit of that city aund that its
completion as a short line to the lower part of
tho valley of the Red will only come about
whon a strong company gots control.~—~North-
wost Magazine:

If tho growors will pack
their fruit in good shape and place it in tho
hands of jobbers in first class condi*‘on, thoy
will, we beliove, come out hottor i« tho ond
than by going to the small rotail dealors,
The towns are mostly small in this country
and most of the rotail dealers can tako only
limited quantities of fruit at a time, Besfdos
their returns would be slowand unsatisfactory
to an association such as tho growers gould
form. They would not bo in asgood position
as the jobbers to look after numorous small
accounts.

1# the Dominion government were ap-
proached now, with the object of s curing
somo rolaxing of the gnarantine regulations,
11 tho interest of immigration to Manituba
and tho territories, we do not seo that thoy
could very woll refuse. The request made
by the Wiunipeg board of trade in this mat-
tor about a year ago, is really moderate com-
pared with the recent relaxing of the quaran-
une regulations in the East. The govern-
mont has permitted the bringing in of cattle
fn unlimitod numbers, in car lots or train
loads, tnorely on inspection. The board only
askod that bona fide settlers coming into the
country should be allowed to bring in their
cattlo, sitmply on inspection by & qualified
officor. Wo have not askead that cattle bs al-
lowed to como io for commercial purposes.
Suroly tho government caunot refuse, in the
{utorest of tho settlemen tof the West, what it
has already done in the East to aid a subsi-
dizod stoamship line. As itis now we are prac-
tlcally shut out of our best field for immigra-
tion purposas, by these quarantine regulations,
while wa aro receiving no benefit whatever in
roturn for this less. No time should be lost
in prossing this matter again vmon the atten.
tion of the government, if any concession is
to bo sccured «n time to be of any value this

yonr,

THE party spirit i3 always carried to ex-
treme longths in Caneda, and this session of
parliamont it seems to have boen even more
bitter than usual. It is therefore a great re-
liof to find that at least one discussion has
besn carried on in parlinment this session freo
from partizan narrowness apd party strifo.
Wo rofer to the so-called loyalty resolution,
which was moved by a Conservative, seconded
by a Liberal and adopted by the unanimous
vote of the house. For once there were
noither Tories nor Grits in the house, but all
wero DBritons. Narrow partyism was lost
sight of for the time in tho universal se.:ti-
ment of love and admiration for the great
Empire—tho greatest the world has ever seen
—of which vre form no mean part. This ox~
pression fr« m the Canadian parliament has
been called forth by the various dangers which
have recently threatened the Empire, I.ook-
ing at it in the light which we have at the
moment, the recent threatening aspect of
affairs has vastly contributed to solidify the
Empire and has given the Imperial idea a
great boost both in the mother country and
the colonies. The action of the Canadian
parliament i8 in no sense a menace tothe
United States. The American republic isthe
last country in the world which Canadians
would care to see the Empire come into con-
fliet with. At the same timo those of our
southern neighbors who have courted the
allusion that Canadians were anxious to
change their relations to the British Empire,
should just meke a note of this debate. It
might not prove entertaining reading tothem,
but it would remove the cobwebs from their
eyes, or at least the false impression from
their minds.

0

THE agitation in Winnipeg on the subject
of civic taxation has again waxed quite
strong, and it seoms likely that some chenges
wiil” be mado again. When the system of
the busiuvess tax was substituted for the old
plan of taxing stocks of merchandise, it was
thought that a great improvement had been
made, but it seems now that there is & vury
strong feeling among a large section of the
business people in opposition to the business
tax. Somo have even advocated going back to
the old system. We do not see, however, how
any reasonable person can for s momont
entertain an idea of going back to the old
system. It is quite true that the system now
i forco has increased the taxes of 2 number
of business men, in some cases to a serious
extent; but even after making every allow-
ance for this, tho new system is certainly a
great improvement on the old plan, and taken
all around i3 more equitable. There are no
doubt some inequalities and hardships under
the present business tax, and every offort
should be made to cither remove these, or try
to formulate a better system of taxation. But
to go back to the old personal property tax,
absurd asit isin principle and practice, is
not worthy of intellizent men,  The feeling
seoms to provail that the wholesale dealers are
tho principal supporters of the present busi-
ness tax. The wholesale dealers carteinly
agitated against the old system, but they are
not responsible for the working of the new
plan. They opposed the old plan bscause it
was working a great injustice to them. The
wholesale trade of Winnipeg is the most im-
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portant interest of tho city. Winnipeg is o
commercial city and its wholesale tradois
the ono great distinguishing featuro of tho
city. Wo aro not in a position as yot to
offer muct encouragement to manufacturing
interests.  Our wholesalo dealers have to
meet very strong cumpetition from Eastern
houses in their own ficld, while thoy cannot
compoto with the eastern houses in their
special field, Lvery effurt should therefuro
be made to place our wholesale trade on as
favorablo a basis as possible in order to com-
pete with outside houses. This matter of
civie taxation is quite an important itom to
the wholesale trade. If the porsonal tax sys-
tora were enforced here to the full extent, it
woull compel all the merchants to reduce
their stocks, and this in itself would bo an
injury to the commercial interests of the
city. Sume houses it would no doubt furco
out of business entirely, while othors would
carry portions or all of their stock outside of
the city limits, and simply maiotain offices
in the city. Taxation should be arranged so
as_to be equitable to all, and no idea should
be entertained which simply desires the shift-
ing of the grievances from ome class to
another.

Immigraut Arrivals,

The Interior report for 1895 reports on im-
migration as follows:

“The whole number of arrivals of the
immigrant class at the port of Quebec, Halifax
and Montreal during the first ten months of
;tzo present year was 23,363 as compared with

5,658 for the corresponding period of last
year or a decrease of 2,200, Of the persons
coming into the country between the lst of
Jenuary and tho 81st of October last 17,231
declared their intention of becoming residents
of the Duminion of Canade ; 18,928 during the
same period of 159t made this same declara-
tion. The perions who. signified their
intention of making thetr homes in Maritoba,
the Northwest Teritories and British Colum-
bia, numbered this year. for the period of ten
morths montioned 4,901, which is a decrease
of 1719 as compared with tho corresponding
period of 189%. As has been explained in
nrevious reports, the immigration agantsat
the ports of landing count the number of per-
sons arriving by the ocean steamers and
obtain from each a declaration as to whether
he intends to remain permanently in the
country or not. and the province in which he
proposes tv reside. Nu attempt is made to
keop trace of immigrants arriving from the
United States, except so far as they become
settlers on homestead lands.

Far the ton months of 1595 the number of
settlers who came from the United States was
1,822, and they made entries for 529 home-
steads. The percentage of entriesand cancel-
lations is shown by the report to be three,
tho lowest on record Tho percentagein 1871
was 64; in 1878, 7v; in 1884, 29: in 1890,
21; and in 1891}, 12.”

Dnited States Wheat Sarplus.

1t i3 well knowr: that Great Britam is the
principal buyer of wheat. For a series of
years, a decado or so ago, the proportion of
United Statos wheat (in grain and flom)
1 the total British importation, was 5L per
cont —a little more than the contributions of
all other nations Perhaps, in view of all
that i3 said of new sources of supply it may
ba supposed that our presont proportion is
groatly reduced. This would ba a hasty con-
clusion. Notwithstanding the great Russian
crops of 1893 and 1894, and vhe large Argen-
tine product of the latter year, let us analyze

the importation of the calonder yoar 1894 and
find a percentage from this country little
reduced, as follows:

The British statistical office converts flour
into wheat by adding 25 per cent. This
gives us 19,908,651 ewt. of wheat in flour and
ereases our proportion to 44,564,899 cwt.
out of o total of all imports of 94,048,488, or
47.4 per cent. This is only 8.6 short of our
record for o long period (15 years) of our high-
est prominence in the British supply.

This is for 1894, The proportion is some-
what roduced in 1895, but only by a few
points, not so nuch as we might expect from
the increase of Russian and Indian recoipts.
I am fortunately able to give the British
official figures for eleven months of last year,
as follows :

This makes the trtal equivalert to 97,935,-
695 cwt.. of wheat for eleven months. At the
same rato for December the imports of the
year will be about 107 million cwt., an in-
crease of 13 million cwt over the previous
year. Most of the fiour is from this country,
but the oxect quantity is not indicatad. Oar
pruportion will be reduced from 1895, but it
may still be something like four-tenths of the
entire British supply.

If tho bonanza farms would grow something
besides wheat, relegating that culture to rota-
tion farming, prices would be greatly improv-
ed. If they insist on enlarzing operations,
the chances are that they will get no more
cash for a big product than they would for a
small one. The cotton growers know that
from bitter experiedce, but it may not pre-
vent their taking more bitter in the future;
and wheat growers may not have learsmed
their lesson of overproduction vet. The day
has arrived in which farmers must fix their
own prices, as they can, notwithstanding the
minor disturbances of values by manipula-
tions of brokers.—{J. R. D, in the Country
Gentleman.

Binder Twine.

Form Imploments, a journal published at
Minneapolis has the following regarding
binder twino, whizh will apply in Canada
as well as in the United States, owing to the
small duty on twino coming into this coun-
try. There is no particular activity in
binder twine at tho present time, as buyin
has not commenced :n real volume, thoug
retailers are mure willing to place early
orders for stock than in previous years. The
Jobbing houses have all made their connec-
tions for the year, and a good trade is antici-
cipated There has beon anadvance of about
half a cont in sisal fibre sinco the first of the
yeat, and manilla has made an almost equal
advance. This has been refiected by a nom-
inal advance of } cont in the price of sisal
twine, though no advance has been quoted 1n
other grades. Thoadvancein sisal is nominal

rather than actual, as tho gonoral quoted
prices aro 6 to 6} conts for sisal, 7 cents for
standard and 8 cents for manilla. These
prit o3 are shadad a fraction of a cont on car-
lot ordors, and tho general opinion 1s that
thoy will rulo about tho same throughout the
season  Salese.romado at this timeatguaran-
teed prices, indicating that tho retailer doos
not intend to risk o fall in prico, equally as
much as tho jobber does not anticipate one.

The attompted formation of a syndicato to
control tho sisal hemp product of Yucatan
has had a stiffoning influence in that grade,
but as the bulk of the twino used in the
northwest is manilla, it is of less interest
horo than further south, and consequently
has less offect.

It is reported that a catalogue house in
Minneapolis will buy the outire remaining
stock of twine in the hands of tho Western
Twine company in that city. This fact and
tha prison produet will have an unsettling
influence on the market in Minnesata, but
will also clear the market of all tho cheap
stuff, and once exhausted, it lies with the
manufacturers and  jebbors themselves
whether additional supplies can be obtained
cr not. New twino certainly cannot be ob-
tained and sold on tho same basis as old
stock, and the farmer will as soon pay his
home dealer a fair price as to send to a catal-
ogue house for the same goods at the same

prico,
Hides, Wool, Fars stec.

Sheep Pelts—The market is steady for all
grades, although medium and coarse wooled
pelts are in ‘Lo best demand. At the present
low prices of wool and pickled and finished
sheepskins, polts do not averago very high by
the piece.

Hides.—hides arescarce. For all hides are
scarce tho market is declining very heavily,
and it is hard to find any tanners on account
of the financial stringency who are in the
market at any price. When we issued our
last circular hides were very active, but we
intimatud that there might be a decline in the
market although we did not waunu to predict
it; but the way the market has turned it is
proven we were correct. Dry hides and
skins did not advance with greon and they
are dull at old prices.

Furs—The receipts aggregate quite large
although we receive them from over a large
part of the Northwest, These receipts might
oot be called extra large in good times, but
they are large compared with the demand
from manufacturers, The heavy decline in
bear and the heavy advanco in muskrat has
been only partislly anticipated, although it
was known before the London sale that bear
were out of fashion and were going to decline
heavily, Dealers generally get the feeling of
the sale as it approaches and change their
buying prices in anticipation, Thesalnas a
whole resulted as woll as was expected, be-
cause these furs could not have been sold to
United States manufacturers for scarcoly any-
thing. Presume what manufacturers huve
not failed will now want furs to use in their
business. The March sale will commenco
March 16th and close in about ten days.

Waol—The receints will not cut any figure
until the new clip, not enough to quote
prices. The market is active and advancing
1 Europe and declining in this country.

The inspectors of the Samson - Kennody
estate, give a report upon the removal of 82
cases of dry gouds from the warehouse of an
insolvent firm after suspension, to the wara-
house of D Morrice & Co. W. H, Riddell
and Z. A. Lash, Q.C.'s, who were retained,
gave an opinion regarding the matiter, and
instructed the inspectors to roport that the
removal of tho gocds under the circamstances
was perfectly legal. D, Morrice & Co, will
retain the goods.

The annual mecting of tho Western

Rotail Lumbermon’s = association  was
held in the MeclIntyro block hall, Winni-
peg. on  Wednesday  ovening  last,

In_ tho alsence of president Campbell
of Melita, vico-president A, Black of Winni-
peg ocoupied thechair, and called tho meeting
to order. ho expressed pleasuroe at sceing so
many present, stating that it showed tho
intercet that was still takon in the association.
About sixty membors wero presont, reprosont-
ing retail dealers from all partsof Manitoba.
Thore were also present D, C. Cameron, man-
ager of tho Ontario and Western Lumber Co.
R, Mather of the Keowatin Lumboer Co. D,
Ross, of Whitemouth, and D. Spragus of
Winnipeg. The latter gentlomen, as mann-
facturers, aroe honorary members of tho retail
association.

The secrotary was called upon to road the
minates of the previous annual meeting,
which woro adopted.

The chairman then read a letter fro:a the
president, who was absont in Ontario, and
thus unable to attend the meeting. It read
as follows : .

To the members of the Western Lumber-
men’s assoociation.

Gontlemen,—It is & matter of pleasurable
sa}zltisfaction to all, that our association meets
this
than have existed for ony or two years past.
The abundant harvest, with which our farm-
ers have been blessed, has brought prosperity
not ouly to this the most important class of
our population, but also to the goneral pub-
lic. In this renowed prosperity, the members
of our association, both honorary and active,
I am pleased to say, have participated in a
satisfactory degree.

Our association has made substantial pro-
gress in the way of of solidification. It 1s
truo that during the past year, we have had
somo disturbing conditions, but notwith-
standing these, I am convinced that we stand
stropger than ever. The immense advan-
tagesaccruing to the members, both honorary
and active, i3 bocoming to be more and more
appreciated. The general public, too, are
recognizing more clearly the laudable object
of our association; and are recognizing as
well, that while we wish to guard our owa
interests, we are not unmindful of their
welfare, as instance the liberal reduvction in
the price of lumber the past year. This
wider knowledge has considerably dissipated
their prejudices, and they are coming to
believe that, if we have faults, ¢ they lean to
virtues side.’

You will notice from the financial state-
ment submitted to you, that our balance i3
regpectabie and on the proper side. I would
recommend, however, that the fees be re-
stored, if not to their old figure, as nearly so
as possible. 'With a commendable object in
view, the fees last year were reduced 50 per
cont. We find now, that while the strictest
economy has baen observed, our expenditures
ozceeded the aceruing dues for the year by a
few hundred dollars. It is exceedingly
unwise for the depletion of our funds to
continue. A strong treasury is an element
of general strength, and, as no one can tell
when our strength can be tested, I trust you
will give this your very serious consideration.

During the past year a number of questions
for adjustment, have come before your direc-
tors. In every instancethey haveendeavored
to obtein ths fallest possible information
bearing upon the various questions, and in
every instance their conclusions have beep
beasad upon a consciontious desire to deal just-
ico to all parties. If they have fallen short
in any respect, [ am sure your generous
nature will forgive what your good sense may
have seen wrong in their judgment.,

It affords me much pleasure to bear testi-
mory to tho indefatigable attertion our

ear under conditions more fuvorable.

secrotery hasgiven to the affairs of our associa-~
tion, Iz) not presumo he noeds any apology
at my hands, but if thero bo any who have
misunderstood ais intention, I should simply
ask to quoto the words of president Tuthill of
tho Mississippi Valloy Lumbormoas' associa-
tion :

“Theroseoms to be in some quartors a dis-
postition to think our secrotary is a little too
peorsistont and pushing in the pressntation
aud collection of claims sent to him for
adjustmont, but you must remembor that
bohind every ono of theso claims thorois a
red hot retailer, with every hair turned the
wrong way, impatient of his ten per cent
regardless of any explanation. 1t has beena
~vonder to me, as well as others of tho direc-
tory, that hegets along with so little friction,

When he gets a olim from any of our mem-
bers he must ask the acoused of making the
shipment for an oxplanation of it in writing
#0 a complote record may bo kept of all cases.
Ws have nut found our secretary guilty of
unbusiness-fiko or ungontlemanly conduct in
his way of doing business, still if he fails to
collect the claim promptly he is liable to be
acoused of being in loaguo with the
wholesalers, or on the other hand,
is criticisad by the wholasaler for over
activity in his efforts to get roplies to his
communications, which aro not unlikely to
receivo as tardy attention as any which come
to the wholesaler’s desk.”

But, as I have said, I am not aware our
secrotary requires any justification at my
hands. The results of his labors are a sufli-
cient commeondation.,

I cannot omit to make mention of theloyal-
ty of vur honorary members to tho association.
Tho closer arrangement entered into last year,
I believe, has boen faithfully observed on
their part. Perbaps a3 much cannot be said
of all activo mombers, but I beheve any
breach of arrangement has been surrounded
by extenuating circumstances. Taking it all
in all perhaps the new conditions of mutual
fidelity between honorary and active members
have been as well observed as counld reason
ably bo expected under a change so complete
and so sudden.

Several matters will come up for your con-
sideration. As govd always comes of discus-
sion, [ trust your deliberations will be full
and cordizl, exemplifying the good sense and
harmony that have always characterized our
meetings in tho past.”

Mr. Black toos excoption tothe recommen-
dation of the president as to an increcse in
the dues., He thought that so long as they
had a good balance to their aredit, and there
was no special object in view to raise a fund,
it would be unwise to increase the dues to
the old fee of $10.

The secretary read his annual report and
presented his financial statemont, It showed
that only $65 in dues was outstanding out of
a total collectable of over 31,000. The finan-
cia} statement was discussed at length, but
no serious objections were made to any item.
The statement showed that expenditure last
year had exceeded income by about 8200, ow-
ing to the redaction in the dues, but
there was still a balance on hand of about
2800 carried over.

The membership of the association was
shown to be 147, There were iwenty with-
drawals during the year, nine of whom were
parties going out of the business, ‘['wenty-
three now members were added, including
three re-instated. Five of the new members
were honorary.

Much harmony has prevailed among the
members or the association the secratary says
in his report. Ho further made referonce to
the demoralization of the lumber trade at
Brandon 1y the senscless war among the
dealers there, and the belief was expressed

that the cutting would not likely becoatinued
this year.

GRAIN AND PRODUCE.

WHEAT.—GENERAL SITUATION.—Wheat
has been weaker this week and prices have
averaged lower. Large receipts of spring
wheat in the Northwest States, casier cables
onsomo days, small decreass in stocks, etc,
bave contributed to this feeling. Ths de-
cline, however has not been heavy. Ship-
ments from all exporting countries Jast week
reached 7,000,000 bushels, Argentine ship-
ments showing a heavy increase.

WHEAT—LOCAL SITUATION.~The casior
feoling in leading marketseserted a depressing
11 fluence upon ths local trade. As Manitoba
country markets have been dacidedly above a
parity with leading United S-ates markets,
tho decline this week at Shicago and olsowbore
was particularly depressing here. Still, prices
in Mauiteba country markets, to farmers,
wero well maintained all the week on the basis
of 5% per bushel for No. 1 hard
at 18 and 19 cent freight rate points, and 1c¢
lower at 20 cent frexg%m rato points to Lake
Saperior parts, Theso pricesaro really based
on speculative ideas, asthey are above actual
valucsat thomoment, based on pricesin impor-
ting markets. Farmers havebeen marketing
very little wheat this week, bat this could bo
accounted for by the cold, rough woather
which has prevailed, aside from tho ten-
dency to hold which has been ovidont
all winter so far. It is to bs ho
the woather will be favorable for marketing
graio for tho balance of the winter, to enable
farmers to market the large supply thay stall
bave on hand. With rough woather and
consequent bad roads, the farmers would be
upable to market their grarn until after
seeding was comgleted.  Thero is a consider-
able movement of wheat from Fort William
olevators to Montreal, thus rolioving tho cle-
vators there sufficiently to onable thom to
koep taking in_ wheat from tho west.

$81.65 to 8L 70 for strong bakers per sack of 98
pounds, deliverod to city retail dealers;

$1.25, delivered. Brauds of country mills
are offered at 5 to 10c under these quotations.

MILLSTUFFS.—City mills are selling at 89

Vancouvor, Fob. 11, 1896,

This week business improved with tho
weathor. Whosesalers now report trade good
and collections fair, Qutdoor work hay com-
menced on an extensive scale and there are
fow idle mon in the cities. The lumber trade
is very brisk and owing to the advance in
prices more hopefut for all concerned. One
very important feature in the lumber is the
fact that at tho present timo thero are some
14 vessels loading at the mills at this part,
their combined capacity being about 18,800
tons, Besides these 14 vessels there aco two
more unloading merchandize and sugar. In
a fow days the Australian and Oriental
steamers will bo in, whon the harbor and
foreshore will presont a scono of mercantile
activity never before witnessed. ‘The days
gome have prophesied, when the shipping of
Vancouver would be 5 or 6 times greater than
the presesent may not bo so for off. The
wholesale market is generall firming up.
Cured meats will be & cert higher next week,
while fresh meats will also advance. Sugar
bas mado another fractional advance and is
firm at the higher price. The third raise
has taken place in flour, on account of
the rapid advance of the Canadian article it
is almost impossible to keep track of the
United States brands, Fruits are becoming
firmer. All the imported eggs are coming
from Oregon just now. ‘They are purchased
at the train in Oregon at 15¢ Jresh, and rush-
ed through to Victoria, Vancouver, West-
minster, and Nanaimo, and sold faster than
they can be delivered at 22c. Ranch eggs
are in great demand at 25 cents wholesale.
The Delta creamery butter is selling rotail at
80 cents, but thanks to the government edu-
cation of the farmers of British Columbia
excellent dairy can be had at 22 or 25¢ retail.

Important Suit re the M. & L.WER

At the court house at Winnipeg, on Feb.
10, the full court delivered judgement in
Grey vs. Manitoba and Northwestern Railway
company. In 1893, the Messers. Allan ob-
tained tha appointment of a receiver for
the whole line of the Manitoba and North-
western Railway company by decres of the
court. Messrs, Grey and Heron-Maxwell, the
trustees for the bondholders of the first 180
miles of the road, then filed a petition for
leave to commence an action to have areceiv-
er appointed on their behalf for their division ;
for foreclousure of the road; for immodiate
possession, and for sale of the railway.
The court held that there was no authority
guthorizing a foreclosure of the road or pos-
session, but granted leave to bring an action
for a receiver and sale.

In this suit, Juitice Dubue, on an interim
application, appointed A. M. Nanton receiver.
The case came on for hearing before Justico
Killam, who confirmed the appointment of
& receiver but directed a sale of the ruad.

From this decision of Judge Killam’s the
company appealed to the full court on the
ground that under tho railway act onlya
completo section of the road could be sold,
The only completed section was the first 180
miles; the balance of this was situated in the
Northwest Territories, and over this portion
the court bad no jurisdiction. Not being able
to sell this part of the road, tkey cou.d not
sell that portion which was within this pro-
viace, because that is neither an iutegeral
soction of tho road within the meaning ot the

railway act. The company further contend-
od that the appointmout of the receivoer was
wrong. becnuse the caraings of the rvad,
mortgaged to the trustees, wero subject to tho
workivg expenses of the whole railway. The
received had been appointed to receive all the
earnings of the road, and they asked that this
appointment be varied and thet an inquiry
bo made to sezortain what were the working
expenses of the road, and that thoso expenses
be ficst paid out of the receipts.

Tiie case came up for argumont before the

full court in July last. Judgment was deli-
vered allowing the appeal, setting aside tho
order for sale of the road, and dec?aring that
the earaings of the-road, mortzaged to the
plaintiffs, were subject to the working ox-
penses of the whole railway. As tho receiver
13 still continued in his position to a certain
oxtent, no costs are allowed for the hearing,
but the company was allowed thocosts of the
appoal,
After the decision had beon rendered, Mr.
Phippen was seen and questioned asto the
effect it would have on the claims of the old
creditors of the company. At the time the
first receiver was appointed the company
owned a considerableamount to various credi-
tors throughout the province, and as their
debts -wore not secured by morgage, the
receiver refused to recognize their claims,
and the result has been, that nothiag has
been paid out on account of these. This was
a great hardship, Mx. Phippen admitted, and
ho stated that if the present judgment was
upheld it was quite probables that these
claims would be paid in fuli,

In the majority of cases, they are what
would probably be he'd to be ‘‘working ex-
penses” of the railway, and if so, entitled to
payment in priority to the claims of the
bondholders.

World's Wheaﬁ Stocks Totals.

Details of stocks of wheat available, both
coasts of the United States and Canada, on
Fobruary 1, as reported to Bradstreet's, are
contrasted with those on like dates in preced-
ing years as follows: Feb I, 1893, 103,481,-

bushels; Feb. 1, 1895, 120,035,000 bushels.

The world’s totals of stocks of .wheat on
Feb. 1, 1896, present a more builish aspect
than for several months. Thais is dus not so
much to the falling off of available supplies
in the United States as to restricted takings
by Europe and the recent shrinkage of re-
serves, both on the continent and in the
United Kingdom.

In the Urited States and Canada, both
coasts, the falling of in total supplies Feb. 1
as compared with last year shows a shrinkage
of only a little in excess of 16,000,000 bushels,
about 13 per cent., but the total held, as des-
cribed, on the Ist instant wasonly 103,481,000
bushels, as contrasted with 120,085,000 bush-
els one year ago, with 109,455,000 bushels on
Fobruary 1, 1894, as compared with 118,712,
000 bushels on February 1, 1893. Oathe
corresponding date in preceding years the
range of total stocks of wheat in the Unit-
cd States and Canada both cossts, was from a
wtal of about 52,000,000 bushels to 72,000,000
bushels, and to 84.000,000.

The least bullish featu~e of the movemsent
of tho domestic and Canadian wheat crops is
that for January. The net falling off
in the quantity available ecast of the
Rocky mountsins last month was only 157,-
000 bushels, as contrasted with the enormous
decreass in Jaunuary, 1893, of 5,799,000 hush-
els. For seven months of the ceroal year
onded January 80, 1895, tho net decreass in
available wheat supplies in the United States
and Canada, east of the Rocky mountains, is
only 41,267,000 bushels, as compared with
55,247,000 bushels in the liko seven months
in the preceding cereal year, but is much
heavier than the correspondiug falthug off in
tho cereal year 1893-94.

Thoe ssvon months' decresse in available
wheat stocks on the Pacific coast, amounting
to 1,781,000 bushels, is in surprising contrast
to tho cormspondin§ decreases there in pre-
coding years, the falling off for seven months
in 1891-95 having baon 5,233,000 bushels, and
in 1893-91 8,741,000 bushels.

. The netdesrease in available wheat stooks
in the United States aud Canada, both ccasts,
during the sovon months under discussicn is
46,081,000 bushols, whereas in the like period
in the preceding cereal year the falling oft
wad 60,480,000 buskels, and 84,958,000 in the
provious year.

. The total quantity of wheat available for
immediate distribution in the United States
and Canads, both coasts, plus the quantity
affoat for Burope froun all exporting countries,
on February 1, ‘added to available stocks in
Burope, as reported to Bradstreet's, is as fol-

Beerbohm's special cable to Bradstreot’s
this week announces thefinal official Russian
report, that the wheat crop of the empire will
be 80,000,000 bushels s than in 1894, and
tkat the rye crop, the principal food product
there is 115,000,000 bushols amaller, which
means reduced supplies to wheat-importing
countries from Russia, as well as from Aus-
tralia and India.

For months past wheat afloat for Europe
from all sources has besn decressing, which
is in sharp contrast to the increasing totals
afloat & year ago up to the month of May.
Moreover, the United Kingdom is reportea to
require 21,000,000 bushels more to be impor-
ted than at the corresponding period a yesr
230, unless it is to intrench upon its reserves,

Decline in Plain Wire.

During the past ten days or so the plain
wire market has developed a veory unsettled
foeling, owing to free offers of American oiled
and aanealed wire in Western Ontario.
Theso are the first since the American iron
markeot improved last spring, and as our own
inakers havondvanced their prices, salesagonts
for American houses booked quito a numbor
of orders. Tho competiticn was folt most
keonly on certain guages of viled and anneal-
and plain annealed wire. It finally cul-
minated this week in & shading of domestic
maker's prices on certain lines, and further
changes may follow if low American offors
are kept up. The declines so far consist of a
reduction of 20c on the price list of No. 10
oiled and unnealed to $2 60, and 80c¢ in No. 11
ditto, to $2.60. In plain anpealed wire, No.
14 has been redcced 25¢, to 83. These reduc-
tions have led to the cancelling of quite a fow
orders placed last week for forward delivery
with American selling agents, The trade
discount continues unchanged at 20 per cent,
of tho lisis. Terms remain the same, also 4
months or threo per cent. off 30 day’s lots of
less than 1,000 pounds f o.b. Mountreal. To-
ronto and Hamilton freight prepsid to points
whererate docs not exceed 25¢ per 100 pounds.

Lyman C. Mosher, who was engaged with
the men in their business in Detroiv was ar-
rested at their store, 44 Jefforson avenue, by
Deputy United btates Marshall Large, and
taken before the commissioner, where another
warrant was issued charging him with being
implicated with them in theiroperations. In
detault of §500 bail he was remanded to jail
»nd his czamination was fixed for next Thurs-
day alternoon.

City, Ind., where they are engsged in the

s'I‘he charge against them is that they used
tho Uuited States meil for the distribution of
circulars in which they promised to pay
liberal prices for all furs shipped them, and
that they did not fulfil their promises, there-
by perpotrating & fraud.—Detroit, (Mich,),
Tribune, Dacember 29, 1593.

Charles G. Doriot. junior member of the
firm of Charles H. NMosher & Co., the Indian-
ians who comprise the Detroit Raw Fur Com-
pany, came to this city this morning,
appeared before Commissioner Graves and
pleaded not gunilty to a charge of using the
mails with intent to defraud. Ho was roleas-
on his porsonal recognizance to appear for
examination when notified. and Mosher, the
clerk. was also released from jail on tha same
conditions. Mr. Doriotstated that his partner
would ccmie here for examination upon notifi-
cation. The case will probably not be taken
up until next week.—Deotroit Journal, De-
cembar 81, 1895.

Postmaster Enright received on Thursday
from the postmaster-general at Washington
an order declaring the business of the Detroit
Raw Fur Company to be fraudulent and for-
bidding the delivery of all mail addressed to
that company. This is the first fraud order
that has been issued affecting Detroit parties
iré r;; long time.—Datroit Tribune, January 4,
1896,

Unlawlul use of the United States mails is
the charge against Charles G. Doriot and

I Charles H. Mosher, of Columbia City, Ind.,

partners in the Datroit Raw Fur Company,
and Lyman C. Mosher, their storekeepor in
this city. Thay are alleged to have sent out
circulars soliciting the shipment of furs, with
the intention of paying for the furs raceived
below their market value. To show this
alleged state of affairs, a number of winesses
were examined by as-istant United ‘States
attorney Charles T. Wilkins, the oxamina-
tion taking place in the court room bef.re
Commissioner Graves. .

The first witness wae Chas. Dyer, of New
Haven. Ho testified 1hat he had shipped $20
worth of furs to the Detroit Raw Fur Com-
pauny early in December. On December (8
the firm sent him a cheque for $i1.60. He
cent the chequo back and demanded tho re-
turn of his furs, but the firm only returned
the chequo, sayiug that was all the furs were
worth, and it was impcssible to send them
back as they hod become mixed up with the
other furs. This was the same answer given
all the subsequens witnesses, who had;request-
ed the return of the s, N

Geo E. Hunt, of Flint, sworo ho hadse ¢
the firm a quantity of furs on Decomber 1.
for which he had been offered $10.50 by one
and $10.77 by another buyer. The Detroit
Raw Fur Compabpysent him a check for 85.68.
This he returned, with a demand for his fars,

but he got the check back again with the
usual unswer. Win, Schroeder, of Bay City,
a fur buyer for Traugott. Schmidt & Sons, of
this city, swore that on Dicember 19 he had
oxamined thn furs and offerad Hunt $10.5)
for them  Ho stated that they could not have
lost half of their value during the shipment
to Datroit. Similar testimouy was offered by
Mark Slomon, & Dastroit fur dealer, who had
looked the fins over on tho same day and
offered $10.77 for tho lot.

Albert Kelly, of Smith Creok, shipped the
firm some furs on November 27, for which he
had paid §t.  Ho received a check for $1.20,
and when h) wroto the firm demanding full
value or his goods back ho got neither. Sib
sequontly he came to Detroit to make thines
hot for-the firm, as he said, aud then he was
given 88 more,

Edward Brenner, of Port Hope, shi a
lot of furs to Datroit in November, for ‘\)\?l(;?ch
he had paid 88 25. and which ho elaimed to.
be worth between $13 and $15. He received
thirty-seven cents in postage stamwvs, which
he sent back asking to return the furs, The
firm sont the stamps back to him, accumpani-
ed with the usual answer. Bronner sont the
stamps back again and domanded the returc
of his goods atonce. In reply he recived the
thirty-soven cents again and a horsa hide
which he had sent with the furs. Bretner
testified that he subsequently sold the horss
hide to Berry Bros., of this city, for $1.80.

Other witnesses were examined and
the defendants were bound over to appear
at the next term court on bail of $1,00) each.

'“The Flying Squadcon " and Coensd
Beof.

The New York Presssays: ‘ If Easland’s
flying squadron were to attack the United
States she would use United States munuions
of war against Americans. The fleet isstock-
ed with beof, canned in the United States, A
day or two before ths sq 1airon was ordered
to sail west. the British goverument bought
500,000 pounds of corned beef of a Chicago
firm. The meat was already in the com-
pany’s London storeroom, so that thero was
no need of a shipment from this port, For
nearly three years the British government
has bonght no uited States canned beef, but
has depended on supplies from it3 colenies.
This sale is taken as iudicating that Austral-
ian supplies have been exiusol. Uaited
States houses, sinco tho complications abroad
have caused comment, have increased their
stocks at foreign por's, and the Chicago housa
was able to supply tho government of Great
Britain at the shovtest possible notice. Tho
Chicago house has sold recontly a lot of beef

—2,000,000 pounds— to the Fronch govern-
ment."”
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Third Congress of the Empire.

Mr. Kenrie Murray, the secretary of tho
London chamber of commerce, has issued a
circular stating that many indications of
approval of the thid congress of chambors of
commerce of the empire, proposed to be held
in tho city of London in June next. had been
received from Canadian bodies. Mr, Cham-
berlain. M, P, sccretary of state for tho
colunies, hus accepted the position of honor-
ary president,

I'he council of the London chamber of comn-
merce, who now convene the confere:ce,
state that prominence was given at the
second congress to the subject of commercial
relations between tho mother country and
her colonies and vossessions, In this connec-
tion tho council of the London chamber nute
with satisfaction the 1891 Qctawa couference,
the negotiations opened up betwe n Canada
and the Cape of good Hope for closer com-
mercial relations, the discussion of intercolon-
ial free trade by Australian governments, and
the passing of tho Colonial Customs act in
1895, removing disabilities of Australian
colonies in negotiating tariff treaties with
other self-governing colunies,

The congress recommended the orgaunizing
of boards of labor copciliationand arbitration.
Siuce 1892 not ouly have a number of such
boards been formed in the United Kingdom,
but also in the colonies.

Special legislation has also been passed in
several colonies. It was recommended by
the second cobgress that every endeavor
should be mado to codify the commercial law
of the Empire. Certain ¢bstacles were point-
ed out by the lord chauncellor to thesummon-
ing of a conferenco for affecting this object,
but his lordship tovk every available oppor-
tunity to push forward the codification for
the United Kingdom. Examples of action in
this direction are the Merchant Shipping Act
of 1894, codifying the law on this subject, the
Sale of Goods Act, 1893, and the Bill of Salo
Act, 1893,

The second congress recommeded that tho
Merchandise Marks Act should be extended
to all British possessions and enacted in all
British colonies. This recommendation has,
in tho main, been carried out, inasmuch as
only the Bahamas, Malta, New South Wales
and Queensland have failed to adopt special
legislation in this direction.

Although Imperial penny postage, as
approved by the congress has not yot been
introduced, it is to be noted that the colunial
rates of postage to and from the United
Kingdom havo been uniform since 1892.

The second congress expressed s decided
opinion in favor of the total abolition of light
dues levied in the United Kingdom on vessels
visiting its port. This much-to-bo-desirod
romission has not yot beon aflected, but a
dopartmental committes appointed by the
board of trade has been considering the whole
subject of the dues and theirincidoncoe. Their
report has not yet been presented.

Tho council thinks that somo, if not all, of
the following questior~ might be usefully dis-
cussed by the cou_.css, preference being
naturally given to questions of an imperial
rather than those of 8 increly local character -
1, commercial relations between the mother
country and her colonies and dependencies;
2. boards of labor conciliation and arbitra-
tion; 8, codification of the commercial law
of tho empiro; 4, bills of lading reform; 5,
commercial education ; 6, the decimal systom
of weights,measuresaund currency; 7, imgerial
penny postage ; S, light dues; 9, railways—
light railways—railway communication with
India and tho cast; 10, intercolonial trado
ralations: 11, arbitration for internationsl
disputes ; 12, imperial trade marks registera-
tion and patentlaw; 18, cable commumeation
—construction—rates—codo; 14 steamship
communication, rates, ssubsidies, war nsks,
insuranco; 15, closer connoction between

govornmont and chambers of commorco—by
ostablishment of commorcial advisory or
consultatvie councils, homeand colonial ; 16,
bills of exchange, uniform procedure; 17,
supply of government publications to cham-
bers of commerce, and natural interchange
of documents; 18. parliamoentary commercial
parties, homeand colonial ; 19, representation
of United Kingom in colonies, and of colonies
1 tho United Kingdom to make up for want
of consular officers, whoare only appouinted to
foreign countries; 20. appeintment of an
imperial council to consider questions of im-
porial interest ; 21 copyright.

Cattle Exports of Australia

Tho Loundon Times says: **A valuable
report on the cattle exports of New South
Wales and Queensland has beon made by the
United States cobsul at Sydney. He points
out that New South Wales has an area of
810.700 square miles, or about six times that
of Towa. Queensland occupies 668,500 square
niles, or thirtecen times the area of lowa.
But in both colonies together there is probab-
ly not as much of what Americans would
regard as good agricultural land as wold mako
half of iowa, yet fully enough pastore! land
to make ten such states ws Iowa. Hence,
there are vast possibilities for pastotal indus-
tries. The scanty rainfall and insufficient
water supply are now being supplemented by
artesian borings, the success of which has
greatly cxtended the pastoral capacities of
theso colouies. The borings have been prose-
cuted by both government and piivate euter-
prices.  The Coawburrah in New S,uth
Wales has a daily flow of 5,000,000 gallons,
and the aggregate discharge in the colony is
put at40.000,000 gallons perday. In Queens-
land 800,000 gallons daily are furnished by
the Charleville well.

* Land being very cheap, it is held in large
tracts. As there are practically no winters,
cattle can fattemn all the year round on
nataral grasses, and hence ars prepared for
mar ket at little cost. In Now South Wales
one-half of the alienated lands, or 21,000,000
acres, are held by 677 persons, with an aver-
age holding of 81,000 acres. Only 28 per
cent. ¢f the 198,818/000 acres are alienated,
while 66 per cent. are leased, the leaseholds
being enormous tracts.  All but 10 per cent,
of thelands of New South Wales are either
alienated or leased. Of the 427,800 acres in
Queensland but 12,500,000 acresare alienated,
while 280,500 ucres are leased. Some of the
leascholds aggregate fully 1,000,000 acres,
and portions of this cost no more than a
farthing peracre per annum forrent. Twen-
ty-two per cent. of Queensland lands are
neither sold nor loased, prebably being almost
worthless.

‘“ At current values cattle can be raised in
Queensland at s proficfor their hidesalone. On
apparently reliable information there aro
about 7,000,000 head of horned cattle .in
Queensland and 2,500,000 head in New South
Wales. The peoplo of the United States
bave about five-sevenths of ona head of
cattle per capita, the people of New South
Wales about two head, and the people of
Queensland nearly twen'y head.

‘ For soveral years thero has been consider-
able export trade from Syduey in frozen and
preserved meats, but the greater advantage
of having 1--at slaughtored nearer to the
markots of consumption determived tho colon-
ists to mako an effort to participste in the
livo stock export trade to Earope. With
this object 520 cattle were shipped on the
Southera Cross for London, via Capoe Horn,
and tho result has boen too recently beforo
tho British public to need detailing agrin,

‘ The annual ‘cattlocrop’ of New South
‘Wales is sbout 400,000, with an annual con-
sumption in Syduoey of 110,000 head. The
Queensland cattlo crop is about 1,000,000
head, with o consumption which may bo put

at 50,000 head. Most of the cattle hitherto
exported have beon fattened in Queonsland
and conveyed by rail to Syduoy. Fat cattlo,
avoraging about 1,600 pcunds, aro worth
about £21 per head in Sydney—sold by tho
poungd not or estimated dressed woight. Tho
freight to London, including fittings and
{ree storage for foud, is £3 per head. The
average weight of thoso shipped has beon
about 850 pounds dressed—1,600 pounds gross.
It is assorted that cattlo do not shrink when
taken off the pasture and put on prescribed
shipping food.

‘* No co-operative mavement has yot arisen
in this branch of the eattle trade. but as
prices are very sensitive under compotion, the
possibility of the expansion of thisantipodean
iodustry i3 urged upon American cattle
feedors as deserving  of their attontion.
W hilct the peoplo of the United States have
an advantage of from 9,000 to 12,000 miles in
distance, yet in the face of much cheaper pro-
duction, or of lower purchas price, together
with the reduction of freights, the snorter
distance from the Umted States would, it is
contended, hardly outweigh the advantages
possessed by Australian compet tors, should
their trade becume well established.

“Tho Australian pastures are about as far
from the centres of meat corsumption asit is
possible to get.  Yet, says the consul, with a
successful trade that would justify specially
fitted ships and regular cargoes, fine. well-
fattened cattle of an average weight of 1,600
pounds could be put into the Londun market
from Australia more cheaply than from any
other port of the globe.”

Wheat in Argentina.

The almost brilhant promuise of thoe wheat
crop has teen changed to a prospect of disas-
ter by o most heart breaking spell of bad
weather. The damage done already is large,
and each fresh downpour serves to putan-
other nail in tho coffin of the harvest. Qual-
ity und quantity will alike be aflected, and it
only remains now to humbly pray that the
quality will not bo wor e than last ssason's,
aud the estimate of au expert of 1,500,000 tons
must now be looked upon as well-nigh imps-
sib’a the likely total being somothing aboue
1,250,000 tous.

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Fur Trade Matters.

The Leipzig correspondent of the Now York
I'ur Frade Review wring on January 11 says.
**‘I'he usual number of visiturs from Qerman
and Austrian citios attendod the New Year
fair with a geucral domaud for furs, One
articlo—nutria—was missed by thom, as it
has been imperted during the past winter
only in small quantities, trappors in Syuth
Amerien reporting the catch extremoly light.
The few skins on hand, together with those
which had beon repurchased from abroad,
were quicklv suld at advauced values. Opio-
ious regarding the future of American furs
are diverso hero, sumeo fur merchauts believ-
ing that all articles excepting musquash will
decline, aud that skunk will be very cheap.
Other fur merchants, a smaller number, state
that all Awmerican articles, skunk excepted,
will bo dearer. Of course, one or the other
must be nearly right, but we are inclined to
belive that a great deal will depend upon tho
finaucial condition of the various buyers.
Many firms had heavy losses through bad
debts during the past year but as they could
stand thoe loss it is not improbable that they
will speculate tv a considerable oxtent in
order to retrieve their losses. Musquash has
suld fairly well, and stocks aresmall, and an
advance in prices is fully expected. Mink
and marten have had a smaller sale than in
gnod years  However, there are no stocks
anywhere, and it is thought that both articles
will hold their own. Raccoon was cheap
in 1S95 avd considering theo situation in
general. wo thing this article will do better
1n the spring. as the different dyed produc-
tious have met with a regular demaud.
There are no views for better prices for
American ojossum, a3 dyed skiusg are no
longer in extended use.  There is no appar-
ent reason for higer prices for bear, aud
meoderate values are expected.  As beaver
will be uscd to produce a number of articles
heretofore made of nutria, lower prices need
not ba Jovked for. Owing to the troubloin
the Orient, prospects canuot be regarded as
zood for red fux. (iray fux is st presentin
very little demand on tho continent. Lyux
suflers fur the reason affecting red fox, aud
though prices are very low new customersare
not found and the article has not proved a
success, even when dyed in the new shades,
the only demand and that a limited one, be-
ing for black-dyed skins.  Otter has been in
good demand—the dark skins for men’s coat
collars and the palo skins for plucking. Luw
prices are not expected.  Bluo fox is neglect-
ed. Wlf for rugs is only in limited demand.
Australian opposum sells only in consequenco
of the present very low prices. ‘but ounly
small quauntitics are in demand. Tho samo is
true regarding wallaby aud wombat. Japau-
ese fox ~ell: well as herowfore, especially blue
dyed skipvs. "There is the usual good demand
but no stock of real chinchilla. Bastard chin-
chillais in good request. In Russian fus
astrachan receives a good deal of attention.
Prices of raw skirs in Russiz have declined
considerably, and naturally Leipzig holders
of dyed skius are not eager to sell. Itis
thought that at tho present prices tho articlo
will again be ‘taken for America. Persian
met with a fair demand until the begining of
December, but has been rather quiet since
that date. Some small lots of old skins wero
recently sold at the low prices gencrally pro-
vailing at the ond of tho year, but freshskins
will be dear if purchases becomo general.
Raw skins in Raseiv are 1n small quantity,
and held at high prices.  Prices for broad-
tails are <« mewhat casier than last year, and
sales hmited 1n quantity.  Somo important
transactions have rocently been noted in
white hares, French. English and German
firms being the buyers, a good proportion of
the skins being taken for brown dycing.
Superior grades woro prefured and pnces
wero firmer than before. White fox have

sold only to a limitod oxtent and prices are
lower than they wore one year ago. Ermino
sells more slowly than during the past season,
but we regard 1t as o favorable condition that
prices are not as hgh as formerly.  Sable of
medium grade has been purchased here for
France aud other countries. Slightly dyed
sable,prepared by Russian sable artists, makes
a good article fur French and German use.
Thibet has Ybeen a little cheaper sinco thefirst
of Decomber—a consequenco of large supphes.
Thero bas been & continued demand for
black-dyed skius of superior quality. asit is
expected to be in good reguest again next
autumn. Sasveral parcels ¢f Russ1an squirrel
belly linings, especrally dark sorts, have been
taken for Eugland at moderate prices., Raw
squirrels have had a slow sale, Squirrel
tails aro in guud request and twisted tails are
selling vory slowly. DBoas sell slowly.”

History (;f fﬁa Horse Shos

Horso shoeing dates from the development
of the Christian era. The earliest histories
wo have of the use of horses dates back, pro-
bably 1600 or 1700 bef.re Christ. In the first
era of civilizatiun the horse travelled with the
Nomad Iunvaders over Europe, reaching the
porthern parts of Denmark and then into
western Europe; bat down to historical times
the horse was probably only used iriegularly
aud paturally horse sheeing was hardiy need-
ed. The first representation we have of a
horse in historical times was about 200
years before Christ. Simultaneocusly, among
the monuments of Nineveh and Babylon, wo
havoe representations of the horse, so distinct
that thoy show the true Asiatic race. Follow-
ing that, are repro-entations of the horse in
Greek art, and in Grecian sculpture.  After
Greok art had begun to affect Itaban art, wo
find representations of the horse so distinct
that oven the ornameuts of the bits, with the
reinsand caparisons appear. Yet there is no
representation of shoes on a horse up to that
timo. Afterwards, in Nenophon's account,
which has already been referred to, andin
all tho accounts down to the time of Mithn-
dates the (ireat, where he speaks of the
cavalry bewng stupped on account of thoe
horses feot being sore, wo have no representa-
tion whatever of the shoe of the horse.

It isnov until about the second century
that wo find traces of tho shoecing of the hor-e
in certain shoes which are now tu the museum
at Mayence, Germany, which evidently wero
only used &8s & protection to feet which had
becomo sore—two shoes, one of thom a flat
plate with & matel cap coming to the front
part of tho hoof, and sets of rings to fasten it
to the pastern, the othor a shce consisting of
8 cup with four sets of rings with which also
to fasten it to the pastern. Such shoes un-
doubtedly could not have been used at all for
any purpose beyond that of protecting a soro
Zoot. About the fifth century, in Kome, wo
find horso shues which began to approximate
to thoso used to-day. Mr. Russil referred
a while ago to theshue having been developed
in northern countrics, where caulking was re-
quired on account of the ice.  The traces of
tho earliest horse shoes have beeu found show
evidently that they developed among the
Huns, and in the northern part of France
among the Normaus, in tho neighborhood of
the filth contury. A few conturios later,
about the tenth century, at the time of the
tho early crusades—from 191 on to 1200—the
hourse shos had been deveioped to a fargroater
stato of perfecticn aud the use of caulks camo
in. Tho shoes of tho first contury were held
on with two natls, sometunes with four nals.

In the tenth, cleventh and twelith centar
ios shoos were found with ton and somoumes
with six nails, with caulks at the heels and
toes. At an carlier period shoes were found
among tho Huns, during therr migrations,
and they were in goneral use among the Nor-
mans, and in the northern part of Spaio and

in Italy. Inthe neighborhool of the fifteenth
contury tho shoo had reached alinost the per-
foction of the ordinary horse shoo of to-day.
Among the crusaders from Italy w~o finda
horse shoe with four nails, ovenly made.
Sinco that timo thero has been jittle chavge
except in certain modifications in special
parts of the shoe.—Dt. R, S, Huidekoper Je-
fore tho New York Farmers'Club,
