THiE Faculty of Medicine of McGill Colleg«,e aufounce

to the Profession and the Publie that their Annual

Course of Lectures %vil1 commence on the first Mon-

day in November, and continue six rnoni,,hs, te the

end of April, 1855.
In makiug tlùsýannouncemfeflt, it is not considered j

necessar tenter inte much detail. The general

character of the Institution is well enougli known te

reïider an extended notice of its meaus of inst- uctien

unnecessary. The lengt.h of its session (six mnonths);

the large numiber of its Professors giving instrue-

tien on distinct branches ; the corumodieus building

it occupies, wvith large and well-fnirnishedl Lecture

and Dissectingr Roomns aud Laboratory ; its Library;

its Museum. its connection withi the Mentreal

General Hospital aind the University Lying-In Hoes-

pitl ;--furnish, evidence that Students following the

courses of this Sehool will have ample means of ac-

quiringr the knuledge necessary te q7nalily themi

for the arduous duties cf their profession.

The laxnented death of the late Professor of Mid-

-wifery has rendered sonie changes necessary which



the Faculty trust will not lessen the efficiency of

teaching ii tlie braniches ailected.

The statutes of tle Coilegre require attendance on1

Lectures during four sessions; but the tickets of othier

Colleges and Sehools whose curriculuin is sitnilar to,

or approaches that of, this University, are accepted

provided one session be passed in it.

The length. of these sessions, and the separation

of the distinct branches of professional study, are

advanitages to Stuidents wishing to comnplete their

studies in Euirope, though, it lias bcen found of late

ycars that Students prefer first cempleting their

studies hiere by graduating before visiting the Old

MWorld.
Somne changýes in the Regalations have been

muade, but not mnaterially altering the course of ini-

struction or the mode of examination. The princi-

pal of these is the division of the Medical Exa-

inination into priinary and final; the former of

whvlich, (comprehending the Elementary Branches,)

it is optional ;vith the Studcnit to undergro at the end

of lus third session. This is considered a booiî to

the Student, iii enabling, hmii to concentrate luis at-

tention more particularly on tiiose branches conupri-

sed in thie one or other of the examinations; wvhile

it afibrdls to the Professors the tilne and opportuinity

of ascertaining more completely the actual progress

mnade by the Student in his studies.

It was found during the last session that the pro-

posed division of the Examination, xvas very accept-

able to flhc Students, and a nimber of third year

Stuidents .,-me formvard tu takie advantage of the

privilege conceded to theni.

Witli a view to th-e sanie objeet, viz., ascertaining



the actual learning (medical and general) of the
candidate, it has been decided to examine the
Thesis previeus to, the final examination, and to
make a favorable report on it a neeessary prelimi-
nary te that exarnination.

Another new Regulation has been adoÈted, fixing
the number of Classes which a Student of another
sehool, desiring to graduate in this UJniversity, must
attend, to constifute the annus medicus required by
the Regu1lationsinstead of a -whole course as here-
tofore. By the present Regulationi the Classes re-
quired are any Four of the Six Months Classes, or
any Three of themn with Two of the Three Months
Classes, which latter are eqivalent to, One Six
Months Glass.

The Library and Museum are annually bain g
augmented. Clinical Instruction in Medicine and
Surgery is given at the Montreal General Hospital.

The Lying-In Hospital of the UJniversity wvill ha
found of much benefit te advanced Fupils in Mid-
wifery.

The Dissecting IRoom is furnishied with aIl neces-
sary conveniences, and being ligrhted up with Gas,
allow.s of dissection in the evening.

Finally, thue varions Courses of Lectures wilI ha
.illustrated and assisted by the use of Apparatus
(Chemical, and Philosophical)3 Preparations, Plates,
H lerbarium, Mficroscopes, Specimens of the AMateria.
Medica, &c. &o.

The Tickets of this University are received by the
British Collages, an-1 by those of the UVnitad States,
whose Tickets, under similar regulations, are like-
wise received by MeGili College.
