A few rules to be remembered in
giving medicine are

1. Always give exactly what the
doctor orders, neither more nor less.

2. Always give medicine on time—
if a dose is due at twelve, give it at
twelve and not at half past,

minutes before meal-time, those to be
taken after eating, twenty minutes
after the mweal is finishe*

reading the label on the bottle twice,
before and again after pouring it out.

12. Holding a piece of ice in the
mouth for a short time before taking
medicine will often render a disagree-
able flavor less noticeable; a drink of
seltzer afterward will help to ‘‘take
away the taste.” Castor oil given
with lemon juice, a piece of ice small
enough to swallow, seltzer added just
before taking, and a drink of seltzer
after, is not at all unpalatable. Hold-
ing the nose while taking medicine
will also diminish the taste.

be placed far back on the tongue and
washed down with a swallow of wa-
ter. Those with a disagreeable
taste can be given in jam or bread or
encased in wafers or capsules, which
can be bought for the purpose.
Pills can also be made easier
to swallow by giving in bread or
jelly. Unless pills are freshly made,
they should be pulverized, as they
soon become so dry aund hard that
they will not readily dissolve in the
stomach.

15. Never buy a large quantity of
medicine at a time; there are
few kinds that vill not deteriorate
by keeping; and because a medicine is
beneficial in one case, do not imagine
that you can give it to every one
whem you may think has the
ailment.

16. Medicines should be kept in a
cool, dry place and properly labeled.
All poisons should be marked as such
and kept under lock and key.—Amy
E. Pore, in Home Care of the Sick.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NO<1B-
WEST

Homastead Regulations

Any even numbeied section of Do
minion Lands in lanitoba, Saskit-
chewan and Alberta, excepting 8 and
26, not res-rved, may be homes tead-
ed oy any person who is the sole head
of & family, or any male over 18
years of age, to the extent of one
quarter section of 160 acres, more or
less.

Application for entry must be made
in persén by (he applicant at a Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency
for the district in which the land is
situate. Entry by proxy may, how-
ever, be made at any Agency, on cer-
tain conditions by the father, moth-
er, zun, caughter, brother or sister
of un inteading homesteader.

The homesteader is uired to per-

form the homestead duties under one
of the follo'" ng plans:

(1) At least six months’ re. lence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so d~
sires, perform the required residence
duties by living on farming land own-
ed solely by him, not less than eighty
(80) acres in extent, in the vicinity
of his homestead. Joint ownership
in land will not meet this require
ment.

(3) If the father (or mother, il the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
has permanent residence on farming
land owned solely by him, not less
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in
the vicinity of the humestead, or wp-
on a homestead entercd for by hiw
in the vicinity, such homesteader may
perform his owa residence duties ty
living with the father (or mother).

(4) The term ‘‘vicinity' in the two
preceding paragraphs is defined as
meaning not more than nine miles in
a direct line, exclusive of the width

of road allowances crossed in the
measurement.
(5) A homesteader intending to

perform his residence duties in ac-
cordance with the above while living
with parents or on farming land own-
ed by himsel! must notify the Agent
tor the district of such iutention.

Six months’ notice in writing must
be given to the Commissioner of Do-
minion Lauds at Ottawa, ! intention
to apply for patent.

Halley occupied the premises on the
south-east corner of King and Bay

In 1854 Mr. Halley held the office of
secretary of the Typographical Union.

He married, in 1853. Miss Joana
Bondidier, of Toronto, and of their
family of five children only two sur-
vive.

Home Journal,” in the town of Oak-
land. Mr. Halley was the author of
a history of Alameda county, Cal

—then a suburb of Chicago—the Week-
ly Vindicalor, afterwards publishing
the same in Oak Park, another su-

A verfect nebly planned
To warn, 1« mnfort and command,
Henrietta Macdonell  came an

historic race, the clan Macdonell, at

one time the most powerful in the
Highlands—a race that has aided
much to make history in Great Bri-

tain and Canada, and that has given
the voung nation many of her most

distinguished statesmen, soldiers and
divines. She inherited largely the
qualities that had characterized her
illustrious forbears and had gained
them distinction whether in  the
Church, state or army. She was
born eighty-three years ago at Ma-
tilda, n~ar Prescott, and was the

daughter of the late Col. James Mac-
donell and the grand-daughter of the
late Capt. Allan Macdonell (Leak) of
the King's Royal Yorkers; thus she
was descended from the renowned
“(“CHL:&HI'_\‘” whose three sons, bet
fer known among their Highland
clansmen by the names of their es-
tates in Scotiand—Leak, Aberhollader
and Cullachie—parted with their pro-
perties and emigrated from Glengarry
in Scotland to America and settled in

the then British province of New
York. A few vears after their set-
tlement in the Mohawk valley the
American revolution was at  its
height. The Scotch settlers, however,
preserved their allegiance to the
British crown, left the settlement

and succeeded in making their way to
Canada, where they were embodied
into different British regiments and
were engaged against the revolution-
ists.

On the maternil side, Mother An-
toinette was descended from the
Chisholms of Aberdeen, Scotland; her
mother, Madeline Chisholin of .ion-
treal, had the happiness of being re-
ceived into the Catholic Church on
'her death-bed.
