General  Wiscellanp.
A Startling Discovery in the Solar
System.

The American Journal of Bcience ond Arts
for November, contains two very important pa-
pers, explanatory of a discovery bitherto un-
koown to the general readler, which has been
made by eminent astronomers within the past
year. These are 1st. The observations of Pro-
fossor Turner, on the periodic meteors of Aug-
ust, and 20d. The August Ring of meteors, by
Professor A. H. Newton.—We quote from the
New York Journal of Commerce :—

“ It may now be regarded as & new and start-
ling feature of the solar system, that there is at
least one ring of meteorie formations surround-

recurrence of the meteoric display in August of
each year, is explained by the fact that the eartly|
passes, at the time, through the Ring and the
contact of its formations with our stmospbere
renders them visible in combustion. The article
of Professor Newton is specially valuable and in-
teresting as presenting the fact that the joclina-
tion of the ring to the ecliptic hzs beeaw measured,
and 80 far as fized as to render it certain that the
meteors of other known annual recurrence, can-
not belong to the same ring. Whether other
rings exist or not, remafns to be shown, but this
for the present may be regarded as ascertained,
a meteroric ring with an inclination of from 84
to 95 deg. to the ecliptic, and with a pericdic
time of 281 days, actually forme sn impnrtant
part of the solar system ; that the world passes
through this ring annually in August, and is sev-
eral days in passing from side to side, so that its
thickness is five to ten millions of miles.

This is & solemn question. Upon, its solution
intimately, our future destiny. Should
we erect the standard too high, we shall fail of
its attainment ; if we place it too low, it will be
s fatal as though we rejected the entire system
of Christianity. How momentous then the ques-
tion! Itis linked with our inimortality ; it goes
connected with our eternity.

What is it to be a Christian?  All the science
of salvation centers here ; all the practical results
of redemption culiwinate at this point. This set-
tled correctly, and its course pursued positively,
sod Jesus will see of the travail of his soul and
be satisfied ;,but an error here and all is hopeless
ruin,

The lowest type of s Cbristian, the babe in
Christ, is clearly described in Scripture. There
is no ambiguity in terms, no evasiveness of lan-
guage, no indirectness of application. Positive
sssertions, unequivocal principles, and reliable
tests are given. Portraitures of character, sketch-
ed upon the everlasting canvas of Bible history
by inspired limners, attest to the practicability of
its principles and precepts. The same conditions
are made, and provisions offered : the same prin-
ciples given, and tests applied ; the same rewards
proffered, and punishments threatened to all
None are saved beneath the fulfilment of its full-
est claims, and none are lost who comply with
its terms, There is no necessity for dry specu-
lations, or theologi- al disquisitions, or metaphys-
ical distinetions, for he that runs may read. The
plain letter of the word, the simple meaning that
a Sunday scholar uttaches to the character of a
Christian, is generally true. The awakened pen-
itent sees the way clearly, for the Spirit of God
writes these things 1:pon the truly awakend heart,
The difficulty in the settlement of this question
is with us. We erect false standards, “ meas-
uring ourselves by ourselves,” and God says we
“ are not wise.”

What, then, is the Bible standard? With its
open pages "y o v bt oy St 8 Se
be “ freely justified from all things,” and to be
“ renewed in righteousness and true holiness.”
To reach our Jesigns, we will briefly, in the lan-
guage of our excellent catechism, say, that “ jus-
tification is that act of God's free grace in which
he pardons our sirs, and accepts us as righteous
in his sight for the sake of Christ;” and that
“ regeneration is the new birth of the soul in the
image of Christ, whereby we become the chil-
dren of God.” These are concomitants, so that
every one who is justified is also’ regenerated.
Justification places us in a new relation. It
comes not within our province to defend this
doctrine or define it technically, but to show, if
possible, its practical bearing upon every-day
life : what it will do for us, or what it is to be
.saved in the lowest sense ; to be a Christian at
all, or in any way meet to be called the children
of God.

That the commission of sin is incompatible
with this state of grace is too palpable to admit
of argument. The word * justify ” indicates the
extent of this salvsiion. God cannot justify sin
in his creatures. His law must be unbroken by
those who remain his children. He condemns
sin of every character and degree, and upon whom
his forgiving smile rests is no condemnation. To
affirm we transgress one of the least of God’s
commands, and yet be accepted of him, is to say
he does at the same time forbid and allow sin in
his creatures, at the same time justify and con-
demn. * Sin is the transgression of the law,’
and,the known or wilful violation of that law is

of class-meetings ; less concerning their efficien-
ey. Addresses have been issued urging mem-
bers to attend. We need to find how to make
them so attractive that they will not willingly
be abeent.

No system can be so perfect as not to be mar-

red by imperfect working. No means of grace
can fail to be profitable if rightly managed, and
infased with the right spirit. We certainly ought
to have learned the best management for a class,
after a century or two of trial and appreciation
of their excellences. But still there are many
classes feeble because inefficient, led by those
who really desire to invest them with the high-
est interest.

$3985.31; und the freight business for 1861
exceeds that of 1860 by $8,443.07/ In 1860
88,044 passengers passed over the line (exclu-
sive of drivers with horse and wagons, passing
free) and in 1861 but 81,350—a decrease of
8,685, The visit of the Prince of Wales served
to swell the number in 1860, and the civil war
in the neighboring States has doubtless during
the past-year affected travel, as it has the various
branches of trade.

The cost of maintenance of way we find to be
10 inconsiderabie sum upon our railway lines.—
During the past year it amounted to no less than
$366.56 per mile. But the Railway Commis-
sioner states that considering * it would be false
economy to permit the Fmanem way to fall
into direpair, the effect of such a state of things
being most disastrous to the rolling stock,” he
has ““spared no efforts to place ard keep it in
first class condition.”

1 am aware that some of these conclusions are
mere repetitions of ascertained facts, but truth is
never injured by repetition. Perhaps I should
have added to the list of my conclusions this one
—that farm manure and guano combined in the
proportion of 15 tons of the former to 3 cwt. of
the latter is the proportion in which I have found
these substances to succeed best ; and as regards
night soil, the best proportion is 25 tons of the
former to 1} ewt. of the latter. This last result,
however, may be greatly improved upon, and
therefore should not be taken as a just criterion,
either for the purpose of estimating the value of
the night s0il or determining the best mode of
applying it.

Bone dust was applied nine years ago as man-
ure for a turnip crop in a fleld of medium soil,
and this field was ploughed this year acd sown
with oats. The land where the bones had been
put gave seven bushels oats and 50 stone more
of straw than the land to which farm-yard ma-
nure had been applied at the turnip crop, besides
the grain having been 2 pounds per bushel hea-
vier; and, during the time this field lay in grass,
the portion manured with bones could be pointed
out from the rest by a darker color and greater
luxuriance of pasture.—Farmer’s Fricnd.

Packing Butter in Firkins.

In answer to an inquiry, a correspondent of
the Country Gentleman thus details his method
of packing butter in firkins, a mode for which he
claims the merit of succeas :—

We keep it thus coveréd until it goes to market, |
it being the only way we could keep a dairy per-
fectly sweet through the season.

These rules, strictly observed, I will warram
never to fail, if the butter is properly made. W
use good white-oak firkins. The manner of pre-
paring them before putting in the butter—fili
them with cold water, to soak four days; a hand-
ful of salt thrown in will make them better.
When we get ready to put the butter in the fir-
kin we rub the inside all over thoroughly with
salt, which forms a brine between the firkin anc
butter. All the salt used sbout butter in uny
form should be good dairy salt, as there is more
.or less lime in other salt, which renders it unfit
for butter. Good soft water is nlso essential, a-
bard limy water is very objectionable.

SawpUsST As A FIXER OF AMMONIA.—Saw-
dust is one of the very best absorbents for liquid
manures. Mixed with diluted sulphuric acid, it
is one of the best materials for fixing the ammo-
nia which is given off in stables. The following
experiments have been put on record :—A shal-
low basin in which sawdust, moistened with dilu-
ted sulphric acid was spread, was hung up in &
stable, and in the course of three weeks all the
acid in the sawdust was completely neutralized
by the amimonia in-the air of the stable, and »
considerable quantity of sulphate of ammonia
was formed in this manner. For this reasou,
sawdust mixed with sulpburic acid is recommend-
ed as a means of keeping stables sweet and whole-
some. This acid should be diluted with forty-
five times its bulk of water before it is applied to
the sawdust.  Just enough should be applied ty
make the sawdust feel damp. On aceount of its
porosity, sawdust retains the acid very perfectly,
‘and presents a large surface for the absorption oi |
the ammonia.— Pennsyleania Farmer and Gar-
dener.
