tisn of Lyons obeyed. Tetricus, and the Chnistian
of Palmyra obeyed Zenobia. ‘‘ Day and night"—
such were the worus whica the great Cyperiau,
Bishop of Carthage, addressed to the representative
of Valerian and Gallienus—* day and night do we

We are not writing to defend Laud, but in the
interest of common, ordinary truth. ‘ Episco-
pacy " and * Election " are not the only points
of difference between modern theologians.
Many Romanists during the 15th century
agreed with some Protestants on those sub-
jects. And again, there were Presbyterian
Protestants who refused to receive, and ex-
pelled from their cities the kEnglish exiles,
who fled, on Mary's accession, abroad ; the
Lutherans refused to receive them because
they were Sacramentarians ; (for so Luther
called those who denied Christ’s bodily pres-
ence in the Eucharist), such had to find shelter
elsewhere, (See Mosheim’s Ch. His. cen. xvi,,
sec. 3.)

It is simply an outrage on common sense to
attempt to persuade us that the Church which
used the Baptismal office and the office for the
visitation of the sick, which directed in her can-
ons that copes or vestments should be used in
Cathedral Churches at the celebration of the
Holy Communion, and that *“due and lowly
obeisance should be done” by all in the
Church, whenever the sacred name is used dur-
ing divine service, long before Laud was born,
was a Paradise of modern Low-churchism be-
fore his birth.

minutes while 1 bring before you a few thoughts that
have occured to me time and again while I wasa Sun.
day school teacher. It was not what I could say on
the subject that made me soggest it as one of the
topics worthy of oonsideration by our Association ;
but rather the hope that discussion of a question, so
t0 speak, the property of all, might elucidate some of
those oocult reasons for continuing a system, the
necessity for which, if it ever did exiss, to my mind
does s0 no longer, in these days when the art of teach.
iog has been reduced to a science, and when the best
pos:1ble methods must be followed if as teachers we
are to be a success. Without further preface, there-
fare, I would ask vonr attention t0 three points. (1))
W hat is meant by U'niform Teaching ! (2.) Isit d=sirable !
(8) [sitattainable!: On each of whese I want to be as
practical as possible. Oar time is too precious to
spend in theorizing, and our work too high and noble
rot to endeavor $0 get the very best results possible
ocus of it ; or t0 use & common expression, ‘' to work it
for all it is worth."”

Uniform Teaching.—Ferhaps I may be allowed first
to show whas it ie not. For some time during enforced
idleness, I visited a number of Sunday schools during
the hour of teaching so as to observe the different
methods in use, the lessons tanght, and, as far as
possible, the visible effects of such teaching. It be-
came at once apparent that each school was conduct-
ed on a system peculiar to itsell, no two being alike.
1 observed in some instances that the teacher was not
confining attention on the lesson set down for that
particular Sanday, but had apparently made his or
her own selection a$ hap hazard ; and this both in the
catechetical as well as the Bible lesson. Aund these
casef I found by no means isolated ones. Now what
is the effect when the Superintendent comes to sum
up this teaching at the clese of the school, in sach a
case! He finds oo asking a f;s;:}ending uestions,
that instead of getting answers f the whole school,
some of the scholars have neither been reciting or
studying the subject for the day. Confusion is engen-
dered 1n their minds, and the 1ntelligent ones are not
slow to draw conclusions and comparisons by no means
complimentary, when contrasted with their day
school. Again, I found that in less than tweunty
minates many teachers had got over the whole work
of the day, and as far as they and their classes were
concerned, were ready to be dismissed. I found on
the other hand, many who could not get time to teach
half the lesson prescribed. Some teachers have told
me that to teach the catechetical lesson took up their
whcle time ; others I have observed made no attempt
to teach i at all, but bave plunged at once into the
Bible lesson. . I may add that once or twice I bave
seen the story-book produced. and read diligently to
the class. Again I found another school where there
was no Bible lesson at all tanght. Now I think that
in all these cases which I bave cited, yon will agree
with me there is no uniform teaching. That there has
been a dissipation of force, and that the best results
need not be looked for. Let us come now to a defi-
nition of what it is. Again, if you will allow me, I
wiil give you a practical example: I found several
schools .in ~which the time was divided up into the
requisite number of periods according to the subjects
tanght, so much for each, as experience had shown.
Here it was impossible to give undue prominence to
oune branch of study to the exclusion of another. We
are sometimes apt to forget that Sunday school
teaching is something more than -mere recitation. I
bold that every portion: the singing, the reading of
God's word, the opening and closing prayers, even the
taking up of the collection are, and should be made
to be, valuable adjuncts to the more direct work of the
school. 8t. Paul gives good sound advice iu I Cor.

xiv, 15, 16, which, though alloding to the public ser--

vices of the Charch, may be usefully applied to the
Sanday school. He says: *I will pray with the
spirit, and I will pray with the understanding also. I
will sing with the spirit, and I will sing with the un-
derstanding also ; else when thou shalt bless with the
spirit, how shall he that occupieth the room of the un-
learned say Amen at thy giving of thanks, seeing he
understandeth not what thou sayeth.” Here you see
he joins the spirit and the understanding togetber,
showing how necessary it is that for any real benefit,
the two should go hand in hand.

In these Sunday schools that I have in my mind’s
eye, I found attention given to the singing hymns
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couraged to sing, in fact the singing was a prominout
part of the nstruetion. 1o the form of sorvice for
opening and closing [ fonr 'l no two schools to nyroee,
as a matter of fact we ditfer quite as wmuch as non
liturgical bodies of Christinns. 1 am strongly in
favour of a short respousive service of some sort, as
tending to educate the scholars up to their takiug
iore than a silent part in the services of the Church.
A fixed time shen for the oatechetical leason and the
recitation portion whether it be verses of the Bible,
or the collect for the day, or a hymn, theun I found
what I could not but recoguire as a good idea, evi
dently a compromise between those who find the hour
a great deal too long to teach in, and those who find
it all too short. At the stroke of the bell all ceased
what they were at, and a hymn was sung, shas afford-
ing a change of position, a rest for teacher and
scholar, and a point of departure to commence the
Bible lesson, which after occupying its stated time
was brought to u close by the superintendent's roview
of the work of the day. Ido notintend, in this paper to
put in a plea for any pargicular scheme of lessons. If
my Sundav school experience has taught me avy-
thing, it is that there must be no driving by any one.
Whatever advantage might be gained by the use of
the same lessons in all our schools, they would be
dearly bought at the sacrifice of that spirit of contid-
ence and mutaal regard which lies at the bottom of
successful work. I would strongly advocate, however,
for all the classes except the 1nfant, graduated lessons
on the subject taught in the school, examples of which
may be seen in the current numbers of the Church
Sunday School Mazagine,

To come now to the second point. /s ('miform teuch
Ing \n our schools desirable ¢ 1 think that the advaus-
ages are 80 plain if we only thiok of them that we
shall have no difficulty in arriving at a conclusion.
Now that all school teaching 18 improving, and ouly
the best methods are retained no matter how yener
able may be those rejected, if tried and found waunt
ing. I think we must ro longer go on satisfied with
what has been. FArcelsior must be our motto. As
better methods crop up we must sieze upon them,
graft them on our system, and each laboar for the one
common end, which I take to be the development of
the Christian life of onr scholars, and their education
ap to a point, at which, with charity towards all, and
8 hearty recognitiou of their worth, they can, ex animo
be firmly fixed in their attachment to their own
Church, as a true branch of the Catholic Charch, so
that with God's blessing, we may having doue our
best, hope that no storms in their after hife may cause
them to drift from their moorings, or make shipwreck
of their faith.

.

And now What chall [ say on the third head ? /s
such teachiny attainable ¢ I confess I approached this
question with diffidence ; a lion is in the path; if we
could only catch and chain him ap for a time, I be.
lieve his teeth and claws would be harmless, and he
would henceforth be powerless. Some call this lion
by one name, some by avother. I call it s f concert,
each goes ou in his own way quite happy and con-
tented with his own method. it is such a trouble to
make a change, the teachers and schbolars are used
to our way, aud although it must be confessed that
the results are not what we should wish, yet it has
been our way so long that we dishike the thought of
introducing novelties. My friends, the Christian virtae
of self sacrifice comes in just here. If it can be
demoostrated by this night's discussiou that a chaoge
would be for the best interests of the Chnrch, then in
God's name let us not be deterred by ditficulties, they
can Le overcome by united action

At the last meeting of our association at Holy
Trinity, Cavon Dgmoulin struck the keynote when
he proposed a meeting of all the superintendents to
discuss their work. Let some one take the lead in
this. If they can agree on common action the thing is
done, for I firmly believe that if a superintendent
kindly and plainly points out to his teachers how the

school can be improved, they will all beartily fall
into line.

I need hadly say to you as teachers that I am
assuming throughout the co-operation uf the clergy ;
without that failare is certain ; but [ don't propose to
entertain the idea for one moment that you will not
bave their cordial assistnace. I read the signs of
times wrongly if I don't see that all are coming to see
the folly of 1solation, I was going to say, the sin.

With agnosticism rearing its hideous form all around
s, now, if ever, is the time to present a united front
to sll foes, aud see that the young people committed
to our care are sent ont into the battle of life as far
a8 Ke can do it, thoroughly furnished untg all good
works.

Our Master, the Lord Jesns Christ expects nothing
less at our hands.

My time is up. Let me in concluding express the
hope that the outcome of the discussion to-night may
be action, the thing is feasible, it iy worth an effort

ZurLuLanp,—As there in good reason to hope that
the long night of discouragement aud difficulty that
bas hung over mission work in Zaluland and Swazi-

The present boundary of Zululand to the south is
the Tugela nver, which, since the proclamation of

** Holiness to the I.ord ! " where is that inscrip-
tion to be stamped now ? Not on the vestments of

gold, worn upon the forehead. Priest and frovite
have passed by. The Jewish tabernacle has ex-
panded into that world-wide brotherhood, where
whosoever doeth righteousness is acoepted. Morn-
ing has risen into day. Are we children of that
day? For form, we have spirit ; for Gerizim and
Zion, our common scenery. The ministry of Aaron
is ended. His ephod, with its gold, and blue, and
purple, and scarlet, and fine twilled linen, and oun-
ning work, has faded and dropped.
