on the Throne, the Honorable the President commanded the Gentleman Usher of the
Black Rod to let the Assembly know-" It is His Excellency's pleasure that they
attend himn immediately in this House."

Who being come, with their Speaker,
His Excellency was pleased to open the Session by the following Speech to both

Houses:-c
"Mr.
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"Mr. President, and Honorable Gentlemen ofthe Legislative Counci7,
" Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly,

66 ALTHOUGH the situation of the Province did not require that I should
convene you before the usual period of the year, I am not insensible that

there are important interests at this time depending on the result of your deliberations.
"The birth of another Princess, since I last met you, has been a source of increased

happiness to Her Majesty, and of gratification to Her loyal subjects.
" The general tranquillity now happily prevailing and the relations subsisting be-

tween England and the remotest parts of the World, are highly favorable to British
enterprize, and I congratulate you on the participation of this Province in the revival
of General Commerce.

" The severe pressure to which all classes have been so long subject, although not
wholly relieved, has been materially alleviated. The favorable harvest of the last year
has given occasion for renewed thankfulness, and will lead the people to regard the
pursuits of Agriculture as a primary source of their prosperity.

" Considering the vast extent of the unappropriated Lands of the Crown, I invite
your attention to the means of facilitating their Settlement.

" Some Legislative provision is also required for the management of the Indian
reserved Lands, constituting some of the most valuable tracts within the Province,
and from which a fund may be derived, adequate to meet all the expenses incidental
to the present condition of the Indian population.

" Looking to the claims of a new Country to support in those branches of enterprize
which are essential to its prosperity, I recommend to you to afford such encouragement
as may be practicable to Agriculture, the Fisheries, and to Domestic Manufactures.

" The liberal appropriations you have made for the support of Schools, attest the
importance which you justly attach to the Education of the People. As the Act for
the support of the Parish Schools will expire in 1845, a careful inspection during the:
present year of the whole of the Parish Schools throughout the Province, would, with
the aid of a Training and Model School, facilitate the adoption of an improved and
comprehensive system for their more efficient management.

" The salutary effects of the regulations which were framed in the last year for the
Penitentiary at Saint John, of which the Reports will be laid before you, encourage
me to recommend that they may be applied, so far as may be practicable, in the other
Provincial Prisons.

" Some alteration is called for in the Laws for the regulation of Savings' Banks, and
for the due protection of the funds of the industrious classes deposited in them.

" Her Majesty's Government having consented to the passing of an Act for the
Consolidation of the Departments of Revenue, I recommend to you the adoption of
such arrangements as will increase the efficiency and diminish the expenses of the -
local Establishments.

" The Act of the last Session relating to the collection of a reduced Duty on Timber
and other Lumber, will, I hope, admit of such alterations as will obviate the objection
which has been found to apply to it.

e Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemem of the Hse of Assemmbly,
"I am gratified in being able to inform you that the Revenue in the last year has

materially
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materially improved, and from the revival of the Publie Credit I anticipate an early
relief from the financial difficulties of the Province.

" When the Accounts and Estimates are laid before you, I hope it will appear to
you that attention has been given to Public Retrenchment and Economy, and that it
will be found practicable, without increasing the public burthens, to afford that support
to public undertakings, and especially to the opening of Communications, which are so
essential to the settlement of the Country.

" An important Instruction from Her Majesty's Government, on the subject of
Differential Duties in the Colonies, will be laid before you.

"Mr. President, and Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislate Counci7,
Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the Hose of Assembly,

The settlement of the Boundary between the British Provinces and the United
States, by the Treaty of Washington, having renewed the question of the limits of
New Brunswick and Canada, a correspondence has ensued vith Her Majesty's
Government and with the Government of Canada, which, it is hoped, will lead to an
early and satisfactory adjustment of the claims of the two Provinces.

" In the correspondence of Her Majesty's Government, which will be laid before
you, in reference to the measures of the last Session, you will recognize the desire of
the Queen to uphold the principles of the Constitution, and I rely with confidence on
your just appreciation of the blessings, which, under Providence, it has been the means
of conferring on the people, for that support which will enable me to give effect to
Her Majesty's Gracious intentions for their welfare."

Which being ended,
The House of Assembly withdrew, and His Excellency was pleased to retire.
His Honor the President reported His Excellency's Speech.

THF HUMBLE ADDRESS OF HER MAJESTY'S LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL IN
GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

MAY IT PLEASE YouR ExcELLENCY,

We, Her Majesty's Dutiful and Loyal Subjects, the Legislative Council in General
Assembly, thank Your Excellency for the Speech you have been pleased to make at
the opening of the present Session, and beg to express our warmest participation in
the joy which we have no doubt has been felt throughout the British Dominions, at
the addition to Her Majesty's happiness in the birth of another Princess.

We join in Your Excellency's congratulations on the prospect held out to us of the
revival of Commerce in this Province, arising from the happy state of the subsisting
relations between England and the other Nations of the World, which we fully con-
cur with Your Excellency, in believing, must afford great encouragement to British
enterprize.

We are glad to perceive that all classes are in some degree relieved from the severe
pressure they have been subject to for some time past; and we are deeply sensible
of the blessing bestowed upon us by Divine Providence in the favorable Harvest of
the past year, which we trust will have the effect of impressing upon the minds of the
people a higher sense of the great importance of turniug their attention to Agricultural
pursuits as the surest source of future prosperity.

We beg to assure Your Excellency that our best attention will be given to any
measure that may be brought forward, for facilitating the beneficial settlement of the
unappropriated Crown Lands in this Province.

We shall be ready to give our aid and concurrence in any Legislative measure that
may tend to the good and provident management of the Indian Reserved Lands, by
which any fund can be provided and secured for the assistance and benefit of the
Indian Population.

We are deeply impressed with the great importance of affording every encourage-
ment to Agriculture, the Fisheries, and Domestic Manufactures, in connection with
the other Interests of this Province, and will give our cordial support to any measure
which may in our judgment tend to that object.

We will readily give our most diligent attention to any suggestion for the improve-
ment of our present Parish School system, and the introduction of a more efficient
management thereof, being fully convinced of the necessity of having the large appro-
priations annually made for the support of these Institutions expended in a manner
to produce the greatest possible good to those classes for whose more immediate
benefit they are intended.

We are happy to learn from Your Excellency that the regulations made last year
for the government of the Penitentiary at Saint John have produced a salutary effect ;
and so far as the same may be applicable, and can. be practically applied, we will
cheerfully concur in any measure for their introduction to the other Provincial Prisons.

We thank Your Excellency for calling our attention to the' Laws for the regulation
of Savings' Banks, as we are aware of the paramount necessity of providing every

B requisite
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requisite means for the protection and security of the funds there deposited by the
industrious classes.

The consolidation of the Departments of the Revenue, we concur with Your
Excellency, in viewing as a measure that will call for the adoption of such arrange-
ments as may secure the efficiency of the local establishments, and a reduction of the
expenses.

Any new measure relative to the collection of a reduced Duty on the Timber and
other Lumber of the Province that may be submitted to us shall have our best con-
sideration.

We are happy to learn from Your Excellency that there is a prospect of an early
and satisfactory adjustment of the question that has arisen as to the boundary between
Canada and this Province, as it is one in which the interests of this Province are
deeply involved.

We have every confidence in our Most Gracious Queen's desire to uphold the
principles of the British Constitution in this Province, which we are quite sure will
afford the best encouragement to the devoted loyalty and attachment of the Inhabitants
thereof, and we shall gratefully receive the correspondence Your Excellency alludes
to in reference to the measures of the last Session; and we beg also to assure Your
Excellency of our cordial support in any provision that may be requisite to give effect
to Her Majesty's Gracious intentions for the welfare of Her People in this part of
Her Dominions.

THE CURRENCY ACT.

EXTRACT FROM A DESPATCH OF LORD STANLEY TO SIR WILLIAM COLEBROOKE.

[No. 143.] Downing Street, 15th March, 1843.
SIR,- bave received your Despatch, No. 4, of the 27th January last.

Her Majesty's Government fully concur in the views which youentertain with regard to the expe-
diency of some definitive adjustment of the Currency of New Brunswick, and in their opinion the
desired change would be most advantageousTy effected by the substitution of some determinate stand-
ard of value for the present Money of Account.

The Legislatures of Canada and Nova Scotia have taken very desirable preliminary steps in this
respect, by the adoption of fixed valuations of the Currencies of Account in the respective Provinces
with reference to British Sterling Money, and to Foreign Coins of recognized intrinsic value; while
in several of the West Indian Colonies British Currency bas been substituted forthe nominal Currency
of Account, and in British Guiana the Spaihor South American Dollar has been aotdas the
Money of Account at its intrinsic and leaied value of 4s. 2d., as compared with Brts Sterling,
which at the same time makes the British Half-penny equivalent to the Cent, or 100th of the Dollar.

GRAND FALLS COMPANY INCORPORATION ACT.

SIR,-I have received your Despatch, No. 32, of the 17th April last, enclosing the copy of a Resm-

lution aopted by the Houw of Assembly of New Brunswick, on the 1lth of the same month, in
which that House have expressed their desire that the Act (No. 1389) passed by the Legislature of
that Province in their previous Session, for the incorporation of the Grand Falls Compasy, ehould be
disallowed.

As the operation of the Act i su spended for the signification of Her Majesty's pleasere, it will not
be necessary that any order of Her Minesty in Council should be made for the disallowance of it.
The wishes of the House of Assembly will be fulfilled by the more simple, and in some respects, more

convenient
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convenient course, of dropping all further notice of this Law. It will therefore not be submitted to
the Queen in Council for Her Majesty's confirmation.

ELECTION LAW, AND LEGAL TENDER ACTS.
EXTRACT OF A DESPATCII FROM LORD STANLEY TO SIR WILLIAM COLEBROOKE.

[No. 174.] Downing Street, 31st July, 1843.
SI R,-1 have received your Despatch, No. 45, of the 12th May, transmitting two Acts passed with

suspending clauses, by the Legislature of New Brunswick: the one (No. 1434) to improve the Law
relating to the election of Representatives to serve in the General Assembly ; and the other (No.
1435) to repeal the several Acts now in force for establishing a Legal Tender in all payments to be
made in this Province, and to niake other provisions in lieu thereof.

The last mentioned Act is still under the consideration of Her Majesty's Government.
The Provincial Act, 9 Geo. 4, cap. 36, sec. 4, declared that an appointment of a Member of the

Assembly to the Council should create a vacancy, and that the Speaker, during the recess, might cause
a Writ to be issued for a new Election. In the event of the appointment of the Speaker himself to
the Council, any four Members were, during the recess, to cause a Writ to be issued for a new Elec-
tion in his room. As at that time the Council was a Legislative as well as an Executive Body, an
appointment to it, of course, vacated the Seat of a Member of the Assembly. But the thirty fourth
clause of the present Act, which professedly revives the old Law, really goes much beyond it, for it
enables the Speaker, or the four Members, as the case may be, to issue the Writ during the recess,
not nierely in the two cases of death or appointment to the Legislative Council, but in any case of
vacancy, whatever the ground of it may be. The words are " in the event of any vacancy by death,
resignation, or appointment to the Legislative Council, or otherwise."

As far as I can ascertain, this Act, by clauses Nos. 31 and 32, for the first time, introduces a Law
enabling Members of Assembly to resign their Seats in that House.

VACATING SEATS OF MEMBERS OF ASSEMBLY ACT.

[No. 182.] (Copy.) Downing Street, 4tM September, 1843.
SIR,-I have to acknowledge the receipt of your Despatch, No. 31, of the 17th April last,-in reply

to mine of the 11 th August preceding, stating the objections entertained by Her Majesty's Govern-
ment to the Act (No. 1408) " to vacate the Seats of Members of Assembly in certain cases."

With your present Despatch, you enclose an Address to yourself from the House of Assembly,
with a Resolution passéd by that Body, declaratory of their adherence to the principle which the Act
is intended to establish, that Members of Assembly shall vacate their Seats on accepting appointments
in the Executive Council.

The Assembly, I observe, notice but one of the three objections urged in my Despatch against the
confirmation of this Act. Their Resolution and your Despatch are both silent on the subject of the
disqualification of Members from sitting in the House on their becoming Contractors for Public
Works not undertaken at the cost of the Government; and aiso on the subject of the Speaker having
to adjudicate on the question, whether a Seat is vacated or not.

As no attempt has therefore been made either by yourself or by the 4gislature, to vindicate the
provisions of this Act, to which your own and their attention has been called in my Despatch above
referred to, Her Majesty's Government have felt it their duty to recommend the disallowance of it;
and I have the honor to enclose an Order passed by Her Majesty in Council on the 23d instant,
dimllowing the Act accordingly. I have, &c.

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ACT TO INCORPORATE ARESTOOK BOOM COMPANY.

Si,-I have to acknowledge the receipt of your Despatch of the 24th June, No. 58, with its

enclosures, in which, with reference to the Bill to incorporate the Arestook Boom Company, you
express your desire to be made acquainted with the opinion of the Law Officers of the Crown, whether
the proposed measure, if passed into a Law, would be an interference with the Treaty of Washington.
I accordingly transmit to you a copy of their Report on this subject, and have to instruct you to
withhold your assent to the Bill in question, as it would be at variance with the Treaty of Washington.

My LORD,-We are honored with your Lordship's commande, signified in Mr. Addington's letter

of the 9th instant, stating that he was directed to transmit to us the accompanying letter from the
Colonial Office, dated the 7th instant, together with its enclosures, relative to a Bill passed in the last
Session of the Legislature of the Province of New Brunswick, to incorporate the Arestook Boom
Company.

Mr. Addington further states, that the object of this Bill being to carry a Boom for the preservation
of Timber across the Arestook River, which passes through the American Territory, discharging
itself into the St. John's, below the Great Falls, a doubt bas been raised whether such a Bill, if passed
into a Law, might not be construed to be at variance with the stipulations of the third article of the
Treaty signed at Washington on the 9th of August, 1842, and consequently the Lieutenant Governor
of New Brunswick judged it advisable to withhold bis assent thereto, until the opinion of the Law
Officers of the Crown should be taken upon the question.

Mr. Addington is pleased torequest that we would take these papersinto consideration, and report
to your Lordship our opinion, whether if this measure were passed into a Law in a future Session, it
could be deemed to violate the provisions of the above mentioned Treaty.

In obedience to your Lordship's commands, we have taken the papers into consideration, and have
the honor to report, that for the reasons stated by the Attorney and Solicitor Generals of New Bruns-
wick, in their additional observations upon this subject, we are of opinion, that the measure in question,
if passed into a Law, might be deemed a violation of the stipulations of the th'ird article of the
Treaty signed at Washington on the 9th of August last.

ACT RELATIVE TO DUTY ON TIMBER.

[ No. 184.(Copy.) Downing Street, 4th September, 1843.
SiR,-I have to acknowledge the receipt of your Despatch, No. 38, of the 20th of April lest,

transmitting certified copies of two Acta which had been passed by the Legislature-of New Brunswick,
the frst (No. 1432) intituled " An Act relating to the Collection of Duty on Timber and other Lumber,"
-and the second (No. 1433) intituled " An Act to establish sundry Regulations for the future disposal
of Timber and other Lumbe5 cut on Crown Lands."

Each of these Acts contains a Clause suspending the operation of it until Her Majesty's pleasure
shall have been signified.

I transmit for your information the accompanying copy of the opinion of the Queen's Advocate, and
of Her Majesty's Attorney General and Solicitor General, in answer to questions-proposed to them
respecting the Act for the Collection of Duty on Timber and other Lumber.

DFor
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For the reasons assigned in that opinion, Her Majesty will abstain from confirming the Act to
which it refers. It will therefore not take effect, or come into operation as a Law.

The Act to establish Regulations for the disposal of Timber and other Lumber cut on Crown
Lands, must of course be disposed of in the same manner as the first mentioned Act, to which it is
supplementary and auxiliary. Even without reference to this conclusive objection, there would have
been great difficulty in confirming this Act. Without any previous intimation of the Royal Pleasure,
it repeals a part of the Civil List Act; it grants, with no sufficient reason, extensive privileges to the
owners of Mills in actual operation ; and it does not require the payment in ready money of the fee
required for the Timber Licence.

From the statements contained in your Despatch, and in the Reports accompanying it, I however
conclude, that the present systei of Timber Licences requires modification ; that it is expensive in its
working, and that, under shelter of it, frands are committed which reduce the actual receipts much
below their just amount.

As you are fully aware of these evils, I trust that you will be able to obviate thein by adopting,
with the advice of the Executive Council of New Brunswick. some such arrangement as that to which
you refer in the latter part of your Despatch. '

My LoRD,-We are honoured with your Lordship's commands, signified in Mr. Addington's letter

of the 26th ultimo, stating that he was directed to transmit to us the accompanying letter from the
Colonial Department, dated the 17th of June, together with its enclosures, on the subject of an Act
which was passed by the Legislature of New Brunswick in the month of April last, relative to the
collection of Duty on Timber and other Lumber, and to request that we would take these papers into
consideration, and report to your Lordship our opinion, whether with reference to the third article of
the Treaty between this country and the United States, signed at Washington on the 9th August,
1842, there is any objection to the confirmation of the Act above mentionedby the Queen in Council.

Mr. Addington states that lie is at the sane time directed to transmit to us for our further informa-
tion the enclosed extracts from that portion of Lord Ashburton's correspondence with the Foreign
Office and with the Government of the United States, which preceded the negotiation of the third
article of the Treaty of Washington.

In obedience to your Lordship's commands, we have taken the papers into consideration, and have
the honor to report that the Act in question does not appear to us to contravene the article of the
Treaty referred to, and consequently that there is no objection, in that respect, to its confirmation by
Her Majesty in Council.

The construction however which bas been put upon the third article of the Treaty by the British
Government, is that the produce of those parts of the State of Maine which are watered by the River
Saint John or its tributaries, after it is brought within the Province of New Brunswick, shall
be dealt with in all respects as the produce of that Province; and it appears to us therefore that the
provision at the end of the first section of the proposed Act, excepting from Duty all Timber cut on ad'y
part of the United States, and passed down the River Saint John, and there shipped to thé United
States, may be considered to be inconsistent with the stipulation of the Treaty, and as affording an
objection to the confirmation of this Act, although it may not be a contravention of the Treaty, of
which the United States could complain.

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EXTItACT OF A DESPATCR ?ROM 811 WILLIAM COLEBROOKE TO LORD STANLEr.

[No. 38.] Dated 28th April, 1843.
MY LoR,-I have the honor to transmit to your Lordship, authenticated transcripts of two Acts

which have been passed by the Provincial Legislature, the first intituled 9 An Act relating to the
Duty on -Timber and other articles;" and the second " An Act to establish sundry Regulations for
the future disposal of Timber and other Lumber cut on the ~Crown Lands."

These Acts contain Clauses suspending their operation until approved by Her Majesty in Council.
They are accompanied by Reports from the Attorney and Solicitor Generals, and also from the
Executive Council, which have been friamed for the further elucidation of these important measures.

The manner in which the Revenue on Timber has been raised since the Civil List Act came into
operation, has been, on the application of parties, to put up to Public Sale the privilege of cutting a
specified quantity of Timber within certain limits marked out in the Forest, and defined as a " Timber
Berth." This privilege is granted only for a year, and the Government has to employ Officers, called
Deputy Surveyors, to inspect the Timber, and when any had been cut in excess of the quantity
licenced, it has been usual to seize it for the Crown ; the Government authorising its release to the
party on payment of " Stampage," or a Duty regulated according to the fine paid for the privilege,
Bonds being taken for the amount of these dues when not paid down.

The expenses attending this mode of administration have constituted a large deduction from the
gross proceeds of the Revenue, and in the last two years the maintenance of the establishment to pro-
teet the Revenue, which it has not been practicable to reduce, owing to the diminishea quantity of
Timber cut, has been greatly disproportioned to the amount realized.

lu addition to this, the effect has been to place a subordinate class of Officers throughout the
Country, in the exercise of extensive powers, and subject to undue influences.

Your Lordship will observe from the Report of Mr. Wilmot, who, before he joined the Executive
Council, took part in the measure in the Assembly, that the provisions of the two Bills were originally
included in one, and that those of the second Bill were afterwards separated with the object of pre-
venting the loss of the first, if the objection to the other should induce its rejection.

The first may therefore be considered to be limited to the object of raising for the purposes of
Revenue, a Duty of three per cent. upon Timber exported from the Province, exempting from the
operation of the Act such A merican Timber as might be shipped for American Ports in their own
vessels.

It is very desirable that the question of Right should be definitely settled by reference to the opinion
of Her Majesty's Law Advisers, in order that it may be open to the Legislature to impose the
Duty upon all Timber exported, should it hereafter be found expedient so to do.

An advantage attending the proposed export Duty is that a Revenue will be equally raised on the
Timber eut on private Lands heretofore exempt, and if it should be hereaftér fcund to be practicablé
and expedient to impose the Duty on American Timber exported in their own vessels, it would hold out
an effectual means of preventing the evasion of the present Duties on the Crown Timber, which would
not be effected without a considerable augmentation of the present establishment of the Crown Land
Department.

ACT RELATING TO TH-E CURRENCY OF THE PROVINCE.

[No. 197.] <Copy.) Downing Street, 14th October, 1843.
SIR,--I have had under my consideration an Act passed by the Legislature ofNew Brunswick,with a suspending clause, on the lth April last, for regulating the Currency of that Province.
I have no objection to offer to this Act, except as regards the valuation assigned for some of the

Coins specified M it; and as these valuations are not correctly adjusted, according to the intrinsic worth
of the Coins, with reference to their contents in pure metal, and to the relative values of Gold and
Silver, it appears that the object of the Act could not be obtained without some modification of the
comparative Rates assigned for the Coins.
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I observe that the values, in the Provincial Currency, of Coins mentioned in the Act are as
follow, viz:-

The English Sovereign,.................................. £1 4 2
French Crown Piece,..................................................... 0 5 6
English Crown Piece,................................................... 0 6 02
Spanish, South American, or United States Dollar,................ 0 5 0
Gold Eagle of the United States,....................................... 2 10 0

But considering the Dollar to have been the Coin principally circulating in the Province, and to be
properly rated at 5s. Currency, the following should be the Rates of the other Coins, viz:-

The Sovereign,.................................................................. £1 4 0
English Crown,............................................................ 0 6 0
Eagle of the United States,........................................... 2 9 3

1 do not advert to the French Crown Piece, as this Coin is not now fabricated, and has consequently
been onitted from the Currency Acts both of Canada and Nova Scotia.

Under these circumstances, Her Majesty cannot be advised tu confirm the present Act, but you
will avail yourself of an early opportunity of recommending the Legislative Council and Assembly of
New Brunswick to pass another Act, in which the proper Rates mentioned in this Despatch should
be assigned to the Coins of the Province.

VACATING SEATS OF MEMBERS OF THE ASSEMBLY ACT.
E.XTRACT OF A DESPATCU FRO: LORD STANL1EY TO SIR WILLIAM COLEBROOKE.

[ No. 204.] Downing Street, 16th November, 1843.
SIR,-I have received your Despatch of the 29th August, 1843, No. 83.
I am happy to acknowledge, that, subject to one exception, the Attorney and Solicitor Generals

have now satisfactorily explained and justified those innovations.
The exception relates to the power given to the Speaker to issue new Writs, not only when the

vacancy is created by the death of a Member, or by his advancement to the Legislative Council, but
by any other cause. I do not pause to consider whether the construction given by the Attorney
and Solicitor Generals to this enactment could really be maintained. Admitting, for the sake of
argument, that it is the right construction, yet, as it presupposes the existence of the Statute 5 Vic-
toria, cap. 18, and as that Act has been disallowed by the Queen in Council, the basis on which the
whole of this legal argument rests, is subverted, and therefore the argument itself must fail.

I trust that there will be no indisposition on the part of the local Legislature to narrow the Speaker's
authority within its former limuits. If that course be taken, Her Majesty will be advised to confirm
the Act. If it be declined, I cannot undertake to say that Her Majesty's sanction will ultimately be
given to it.

ACT TO PROVIDE FOR SAFETY OF PASSENGERS ON BOARD STEAM BOATS.

The 8th section of this Act, which prohibits the Customs Officer from granting a Clearance of a
Steam Vessel,;without the certificate of the Commissioners appointed under the Act, that such Vessel
is duly equipped, appears to me objectionable, inasmuch as it is inconsistent with the duties of the
Customs Officer as defined by the Possessions Act, which requires him to give a Clearance upon
certain necessary formalities being completed.

You
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You will bring this objection under the consideration of the local Legislature, andin the meantime
Her Majesty's decision on the Act will be suspended. 1 have the honor, &c,

SIR,-I have te acknowledge the receipt of your Despatch, No. 24, of the 28th of March, enclosing

an authenticated Transcript of an Act, with a suspending clause, passed by the Legislature of New
Brunswick, (No. 1431), entitled "An Act to facilitate the negociation of a Loan te pay off the
Publie Debt."

It lias not been without hesitation that Her Majesty's Government have formed the conclusion
that the Queen should be advised te sanction this Law. But on the whole, we have thought that the
rejection of it might be productive of greater evils than any which can result froni the opposite course
of proceeding. We have especially been reluctant to impede any efforts which the Local Legislature
may hereafter make to extricate the Provincial Revenue from the embarrassment in which it is
involved.

Her Majesty in Council have therefore been pleased te make the accompanying Order specially
confirming and finally enacting this Act.

Whatever may be the relief to the Finànces of New Brunswick which the present Loan will
afford, that relief will be but temporary and transient. Evils of great magnitude, and of the most
threatening aspect in the Financial state of the Province, will remain in full and unmitigated force,
and will demand the most serious attention of the Local Government and Legislature. i do not
think it necessary or desirable that I should, on the present occasioi attempt to investigate either
the origin or the remedy of those embarrassments ; but it will be your duty te use every effort in
your power to induce the Legislative Council and House of Assembly, to institute a careful enquiry
into the state of the Public Finances, with the view of regulating the expenditure with the most
strict economy, and also with the view of defraying that expenditure without permitting a recurrence
to those burthensome arrears and debts which have called for the present enactment.

I have the honor te enclose te your Lordship, an authenticated transcript of an Act passed by the

Provincial Legislature, entitled " An Act te facilitate the negotiation of a Loan to pay off the
Public Debt."

This Act has a clause suspending its operation until confirmed by Her Majesty in Council, and is
accompanied by a Report of the Law Officers of the Government, and one by the Executive Council,
with the Treasurer's statement of the liablities of the Province; also a Report of the Finance
Committee of the House of Assembly.

The sum to be raised under this Act does not exceed £70,000, and is urgently required te redeem
the Credit of the Province; and as it is hoped, that on the confirmation of the Act, these funds may
be raised without the delay and uncertainty of negotiating a Loan in England, I earnestly recom-
mend that the Act may be passed, and that in this event, the Order of Her Majesty in Council may
be sent out as soon as it may be practicable.

SIa,-I have had under consideration an Act passed by the Legislature of New Brunswick on the

29th March, 1842, "imposing Duties for raising a Revenue."
My Circular Despatch of the 28th instant, will have made you acquainted with the objections

entertained by Her Majesty's Government, to the enactment, by Colonial Legislation, of Differential
Duties inposed on articles of import.

As therefore this Act ceased to be in operation on the 1st of A pril last, it is unnecessary, on the
present occasion, that I should do more than call your attentipa to the objectionable nature of the
Differential Duties imposed by this Act, especially that of 5s. 10d. per Barrel upon Foreign Wheat
imported from Nova Scotia, and to express my hope that the next Revenue Act passed by the Legis-
lature of New Brunswick, will be consistent with the principles adopted by Her Majesty's Govern-
ment on this subject.

DIFFEÛENTIAL DUTIES.

[No. 199.] (Copy.) Downing Street, 30th October, 1843.
SIR,-I have had under my consideration an Act (No. 1436) passed by the Legislature of New

Brunswick, in the month of March last, intituled " An Act imposing Duties for raising a Revenue."
This Act imposes Differential Duties upon almost all the principal articles of Foreign Produce, and

is so entirely opposed to the Possessions Amendment Act of Parliament of 1842, and to the views of
Her Majesty's Government, as explained in my Circular Despatch of the 19th August, 1842, upon
this subject, that were it not for the great inconvenience which such a course would inflict on the
Province, Her Majesty would have been advised to disallow this Act. But although it is not pro-
posed to adopt that course, in the present instance, it will be necessary that you should use your best
endeavours to induce the Assembly to amend this Act with the least possible delay, by the repeal of
the Differential Duties in question. You will also understand, and in whatever manner may be least
calculated to give offence, you will cause it to be understood, that you are not at liberty to assent to
any other Revenue Act imposing Duties of a similar nature.

If any such Act should be transmitted for the sanction of the Queen, Her Majesty's confidential
advisers would feel it to be their duty to recommend the disallowance of it.

Si,-Her Majesty's Government have had under their consideration the " Bill for the Consoli-

dation of the Revenue Departments, and to provide for the collection and protection thereof," in New
Brunswick, (of which a Copy accompanied your Despatch of the 22d March,. 1842,) which you
propose to introduce during the present Session into the House of Assembly; and 1 have to acquaint
you that Her Majesty's Government will not object to an Act passed by the Legislature in the terns
of the proposed Bill, except as regards the provisions of the eleventh and twenty second Clauses,
relating to the appointment of Free Warehousing Ports, which, in so far as they might authorize the
admission of Goods at places not constituted Free and Warehousing Ports by the Imperial Parliainent
Act 3 and 4 Wm. 4, cap. 59, or by Her Majesty's Order in Council, under the powers of that
Act, might operate in contravention of the Inperial Statute, and would therefore be inadmissible.

I have to observe, with reference to the alteration which appears to have been made in the forty
fifth clause of the Bill, as originally printed, that it would tend greatly to facilitate the assessment of
the Colonial Duties, and to simplify the accounts of the Officers of Customs, if they were to be rated
in Sterling money, and made payable in the manner provided for by the thirteenth Section of the
Imperial Act, 5 and 6 Victoria, cap. 49, relating to the Trade of the British Possessions abroad,
subject to the qualification in respect to the appointment of Free and Warehousing Ports, to which I
have adverted. You will be pleased to understand, that you are at liberty to introduce the proposed
Bili into the Provincial Legislature. I b &c.

The Lieutenant Governor lays before the Council,'Copies of two Despatches which
he has received from the Secretarv of State for the Colonies, in reference to the subject
of their Address of the Sth instant.

[No. 170.] Downing Street, llth July, 1843.
SIR,-1 have laid before the Queen the Address of the House of Assembly of New Brunswick,

(enclosed in your Despatch, No. 27, of the 1 5th April last,) recommending certain measures for the
reconstruction and improvement of the Legislative Council of the Province. Having maturely
weighed this A ddress, lier Majesty's coufidential advisers have humbly submitted to the Queen the
following opinion on the subject to which it refers.

The House of Assenbly insist that the Legislative Council of New Brunswick ought to be com-
posed of persons connected with all the great Religious Denominations, and with all the more consi-
derable social interests of the Province; that they should be men of independent property, and of
unimpeached personal reputation; that any Member beoming bankrupt or insolvent, or a public
defaulter, should immediately vacate bis Seat; that some period sbould be prescribed, beyond which,
no Legislative Councillor should be permitted to absent himself from bis duties without incurring a
similar forfeiture; that of the whle Body, a decided najority should be persons exempt alike from
any direct influence of the Executive Government, and froin any dependence on the popular branch
of the Local Legisiature; and that the entire number of Legislative Councillors holding Office at
the pleasure of the Crown, should never be greater than might be necessary for the conduct of the
business of the Governnment in that House.

From this Address, and from your own Despatch transmitting it, it would appear that there is little
conformity between these principles and the existing compbsition of the Legislative Council of New
Brunswick. It is maintained in the Address, and it appears to be virtually acknowledged by yourself,
that of the present Memibers, an unduly large proportion are holders of Offices at the pleasure of the
Crown ; that such official persons constitute a majority of the Members usually present at the Meetings
of the Legislative Council; and tbat there are some considerable Religious Denominations and social
interests in the Province with-which no Member of that Body bas any immediate connexion. The
absence of any provision for vacating the Seats of Members in the various cases already mentioned,
is a fact which demands no proof.

Under these circumstances, Her Majesty's Government have humbly submitted to. the Queen their
opinion that it would be proper to revise the Instruments by which the Legislative Council of New
Brunswick is constituted. We bave recommended that on that revision the number of Legislative
Councillors should be increased to twenty one; that of that number seven only should be persona
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holding Office at the pleasure of the. Crown, and that the Quorum should be fixed at eight. We
have further advised Her Majesty that provision should be made for vacating the Seats of Members
either in the case of Bankruptcy or Insolvency, or in any case where a Member should be a defaulter,
or should be convicted of any of the crimes, which in the technical sense of the word are distinguished
as infamous. To these Rules we have proposed that another should be added, for rendering void the Seat
of any Member absenting himself, whether with or without leave, after the lapse of a certain prescribed
period.

Thus far it bas appeared to us that no practical difficulty would arise in giving effect to the views
of the Assembly ; but it may not be equally easy to adopt their suggestions as to the qualifications
which they desire that every unofficial Member of the Legislative Council should possess. To find
fourteen gentlemen all at once able and willing to serve in that House, all independent in their
fortunes, and all se connected with the social and Christian Denominations of the inhabitants, as that
no sucli interest or denomination shall be without some one Patron or Representative there, is a
problem of which it may not be possible to discover any perfect solution. The utmost that can be
promised or attempted is, that in the selection of Members, these recommendations will be borne in
mind, and will be acted upon as far as may be found practicable.

The House of Assemnbly further recommend that no Councillor should hold his Seat except se long
as lie may possess a certain Proprietry Qualification. To this recommendation the Queen bas not
been advised to accede. Her Majesty's Government have not thought it right that the Royal Pre-
rogative of selecting Legislative Councillors, should now, for the first time, be narrowed by such a
réstriction, or that such a precedent should be establisbed in opposition to the practice, which, during
the last two centuries, has uniformily prevailed throughout the widely extended Colonial possessions
of Great Britain.

Such being the advice which the Ministers of the Crown have tendered to the Queen, I have
received Her Majesty's commands te instruct von to signify to the House of Assembly of New Bruns-
wick, that Her Majesty lias been graciously pleased to approve and to adopt our recommendations; and
that the necessary instruments for carrying them into effect, will be transmitted to you before the next
Session of the General Assembly of the Province. The Queen further commands me te convey
through you to the House, the assurance of the gratification with which Her Majesty bas received
the renewed expressions of loyalty and affection contained in this Address. Relying implicitly on
the attachment of her faithfuf Commons of New Brunswick to the Constitution under which they live,
it is peculiarly grateful to the Qneen to find, that the changes which they pé6pose for her acceptance
are entirely in the spirit of that Constitution, and appear to Her Majesty well calculated to promote
the great ends, with a view to which it was established, by Her Majesty's Royal Predecessors.

SIR,-In my Despatch of the ilth July, 1843, No. 170, I informed you that Her Majesty's
Governnient had humbly submitted to the Queen, their opinion that it would be proper to revise
the Instruments by which the Legislative Council of New Brunswick is constituted. That revision
was postponed only until I should be in possession of the additional intelligence which your Despatches
of the 20th October, 1843, No. 100, and the 14th November, 1843, No. 109, have conveyed to me.

On proceeding to execute the intention which I had thus announced, aided by your two last men-
tioned Despatches, it bas been gratifying to me to discover that it will be practicable to fulfil the
pledges contained in my Despatch of the 1 lth of July, without incurring the inconvenience of intro-
ducing any change in the Royal Commission and standing Instructions under. which you are acting.

1. The first change te be made is that of increasing, from fifteen te twenty one, the total number
of the Members of the Legislative Council. 'I exercise of the power reserved te Her Majesty by
the Royal Commission, the Queen bas partially effected this alteration, by issuing, under the Royal Sign
Manual, the four accompanying Warrants for the appointment of.four of the additional Councillors.

2. The
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2. The rule, that of the twenty one members of the Legislative Council, seven only should be
persons holding office at the pleasure of the Crown, being a rule in restraint of the Royal Prerogative,
and obligatory on the Crown itself, is as fully established, and is as binding when laid down in Her Ma-
jesty's name, in pursuance of the commands which the Queen has been pleased to lay on me for that
purpose, as if it were incorporated in the Royal Instructions.

3. That the Quorum should be fixed at eight, is a rule, the repetition of which would be superfluous,
as it is already to be found in the Royal Commission.

4. As the Commission already authorizes you, on sufficient cause, to suspend any Member of
the Legislative Council, and as tbey all hold their offices at the Queen's pleasure, the principle that
every seat shall be vacated on proof that the holder has become Bankrupt or Insolvent, or a publie
Defaulter, or guilty of any infamous crime, is a rule which, without any change in that Commission,
may be effectually established. If any such case should arise, you will immediately exercise the
power of suspension already vested in you, nor will the Queen hesitate to confirm any such sus-
pension, by the final removal of the person affected by it, if the fact on which your original order
may proceed, shall be substantiated.

5. The last change contemplated in my Despatch of the 1 lth of July, regards the effect of the
unauthorized or protracted absence of Members of the Legislative Council. On referring to your
present Instructions, you will however see that all that is necessary for securing this object is a close
adherence to the provisions of them.

Whenever a change in the office of Governor General may render indispensable the issuing of a
new Commission and Instructions, care will be taken that they should be framed in strict accordanèe
with the views and intentions explained in my present Despatch, and in that of the lIth of July.
In the meantime you will find that there is nothing in the existing Commission and Instructions which
could in any degree obstruct or interfere with the complete fulfilment of Her Majesty's gracious
purposes. For the more complete elucidation of them, you will communicate this Despatch, and my
Despatch of the l th July, to both Houses of the Provincial Legislature, in compliance with any
Address for the production of them which they may present you.

force relating to Bankruptcy in the Province, beg leave to report the following facts:-
w There
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There are several Petitions before the House, five for and two against the repeal of
the Bankrupt Laws. There is one from the City of Saint John with one hundred and
fifty five signatures, praying for their repeal, and that no further enactments on the
subject be made until a Bill for the purpose shall be fully and maturely considered
and compared with the enactments of Great Britain and other countries upon the
subject, and carefully reviewed by able Comnissioners to be appointed for that pur-
pose. There is also another from Fredericton, with one hundred and fifty signatures,
praying a suspension of the Laws, or such amendments as will remove the evils now
experienced therefrom. There is also another Petition from Northumberland, with
one hundred and seven signatures, praying the same as the above mentioned Frede-,
ricton Petition. There are also two from Gloucester, one with three hundred and
four signatures, and the other with three hundred and fifty one signatures, both praying
a repeal or such amendments as to remedy the evil arising therefrom.

These Petitions make in the whole one thousand and sixty seven Petitioners in favor
of the repeal or suspension of the said Laws, or such amendments as will remedy the
evils arising therefrom, as set forth in the said several Petitions.

There are also against the repeal the following Petitions:-One from Saint John,
with seventy signatures, and another from Fredericton, with eighty nine signatures,
making in the whole one hundred and fifty nine Petitioners against the repeal.

We have also had before us the Return made by the Register of the Court of Chan.
cery, of the list of persons who have filed Declarations of Insolvency under the Laws
in question, and also of persons against whom Fiats have been granted, and those
who have obtained their Certificates.

These lists comprehend from the 24th October, 1842, to 6th February, 1844, from
which it appears there have been in Ihat period three hundred and forty persons in
the Province who have filed Declarations of Insolvency, and that two hundred and
forty nine Fiats have been issued, of which al but one have been upon voluntary
Declarations.

We have also had before us a Letter from Robert F. Hazen, Esquire, Commis.
sioner of Bankruptcy for the City and County of Saint John, for Westmorland and
King's County, addressed to a Member of this House, at his request, óontaining the
following information on the subject:- -

" On the receipt of the Fiat, the Bankrupt is notified to surrender, &c., within thirty
days ; and on his surrender I questioned him generally as to his debts and assets.
Two public Meetings of his Creditors are then appointed and published in the news-
papers, one about a month and the other about three months after the surrender. At
the first of these Meetings he is examined, on oath, touching his dealings, debts,
assets, &c., and if he makes a full disclosure and conforms to the Acts, a Certiacate
of surrender and conformity is granted to him, upon which he may be discharged out
of custody. He is required to file ail his books, papers, &c., and to give up his
property to the assignee, as soon as possible after his surrender. At the second
Meeting he is also subject to an examination, and this last Meeting is adjourned to
a certain day, when the Bankrupt is required to finish his examination. I also require
a balance sheet to be filed prior to the adjourned Meeting to fiùish. The sitting for
the Certificate is appointed after the second Meetiqg. Any Creditor who has prved
his claim can examine the Bankrupt or any witnesses. Independent of these

Meetings,

Meetings, the Bankrupt is subject to any examination that may be required, and ôn
application and good cause shewn, the Bankrupt can be summoned for examinatiou
at'any time. From the time of the receipt of the Fiat to the granting of the Certi-
ficate, always five months elapse, during the whole of which time the Bankrupt is
subject to examination.

" I have been thus particular that the public may know how the business is con-
ducted, and that eveiy opportunity is given to investigate the conduct of the Bankrupt.

"I do not suppose you want a formal statement of the cases, and therefore subjoin
the fellowing particulars:-

"Seventy one Fiats received prior to Ist January, 1844:
"Twelve ditto subsequent:
«Certificates of conformity in all things granted in twenty six cases:
"Opposition to the granting of the Certificates have been made in three cases:
"And Creditors have attended at the examainations of Bankrupts in twenty two

cases in ail.
" Should you require any further information in the matter, I will with pleasure

furnish it.
" The Bankrupt Law needs muth amendment, but the policy of repealing the Acts,

from which much good may be derived, is in my opinion very questionable."
We have also examined the Honorable Mr. Hatch, Commissioner for Charlotte,

who states that there have been about twenty llve Fiats in Bankruptcy received by
him altogether, in which he has granted about eight or nine Certificates of discharge,
and has refused them in two cases; there weie only three in which the Certificates
were opposed, the remaining cases have not yet been decided; there were several
cases in which the Creditors attended the examinations but refused aftérwards to
make any opposition to the Certificates. Does not know of any case before him of
fraud or perjury. In a common uncontested case the expense would be about twenty
pounds.

Mr. Robinson, the Coimissioner for York, Queens and Sunbury, having been
also examined, states there have been about fifty Fiats before him; of these about
eight Certificates of discharge have been granted, and about thirty six in which the
ordinary proceedings are still going on. One Certificate has' been refused on the
ground of fraud expressly ; another was suspended owing to the incorrect manner of
keeping books, and for erasures and alterations therein; only six cases in which
parties have been examined at Meetings of Creditors at ail. In a common uncon-
tested case the expenses are about twenty five pounds, at all events under thirty
pounda.. Their increase will dependon the opposition. He thinug the Act at-present
injurious in some respects, and requires amendments.

Having ascertained the foregoing facts, your Committee refrain from expressing
any opuinon or recommendation thereon, but submit the same to the consideration of
the.

It makes the value of the Pound Sterling of British Silver of equal value with the
Sovereign as a legal tender to an unlimited amount, although the intrinsic val"e of
the former is at least 6 1 per centum less than the latter, and is also of the like inferior
value to the Spanish, Mexican and American Dollars, rated at 5s. Currency.

The-Sovereign is by law a legal tender in the United States at $4.84, equal to
£1 4 21 of New Brunswick Currency, and generally commands a higher rate in that
Country; but no value being affixed by law there to British Silver, it is deait with
as an article of merchandize, and seldom, if ever, exceeds in value $4.50 or £1 2 6
of British Currency to the Pound Sterling: Such being the relative value of the two Coins
in the United States, and as every Coin in circulation in this Province is regulated by
its worth there, the Committee are of opinion, that unless the legal value of the
Sovereign is increased beyond 24s., at which it is rated by the present Bil, it wll
soon cease to circulate in this Province; and if British Silver is made a legal tender
to an unlimited amount, that Coin alone will remain in circulation. No better proof
need be adduced, that such will be the inevitable result of fixing the value of the Sove-
reign in this Province below its worth in the United States, than the fact, that owing to
the same cause, the Spanish and Mexican Dollars have gone entirely out of circulation,
their value being about two per centum more in the United States than their legal value
here at 5s. Currency.

The Committee would therefore recommend, in order to remove these objections to
the Bill, that the following Rates, as exhibited by the Canada Act, should be substituted
in lieu thereof, viz:

First.-Because the enactrments of this Bill are partial in their operation, and impose
an onerous tax which bears upon one class of the community only, that class being
the freeholders who have already, in the purchase of their Land, paid the Goverument
for the value of the timber growing thereon, in the full faith and confidence that by
so doing they would have the right of exportation of that article to the Foreign market
free of any further public charge or duty thereon, and the measure is therefore a
breach of public faith to those individuals.

emondly.-Because by this mode of relieving the lumberer upon the ungrantei
Crown Lands of the rate of stumpage heretofore required to be paid for the timber,
it gives him-an undue advantage in bringing his lumber to market over those who have
already paid the Crown for the timber growing on their Lands, in the purchase thereof,
and is in fact granting a relief to the lumberer on Crown Lands at the expense of the
landholders.

Thirdly.-Because the tax is general upon all sawed lumber as well as upon squared
timber, and in that respect imposes a direct duty on the export of our Home Manu-
factures, thereby taxing the industry and énterprize of the inhabitants of the country,
a measure most impolitic and unprecedented in Legislatioi in any country, and more
particularly injurious in a new country like this.

Fourthly.--Because it is imposing a direct tax upon the Staple Commodity of the
country, and the only produce of the Soil this Province yet affords for exportation ;
and is- at variance.with the numerous Petitions heretofore sent-to the Home Govern-
ment from the people, praying for protection and encouragement for the exportation
of this article, as affording the principal means of remittance for the extensive impor-
tations into the Province of British goods.

thus to be erected into a new County, which cannot fail to impose upon them heavy
burthens for the erection of the requisite Public Buildings and other expenses incident
to a new County, or as to the extent and boundaries of such new County; that while
the Government of Canada claims so large a proportion of the present County of
Carleton, it is inexpedient to divide the said County into two distinct Counties, until
the Boundary Line between this Province and the Province of Canada is finally deter-
mined by the Imperial Government; and as this unsettled Boundary forms the
northern limits of the County of Carleton, it is quite impossible to establish the con-
templated division upon those just and equable terms adapted to the wants, interests
and convenience of the inhabitants of such part of the Territory as may eventually be
continued to this Province.
. Secondly.-Because, as the greatest proportion of the Territory sought to be erected
into a new County by this Bill, is avowedly claimed by both Provinces, and has been
the suject of a lengthened correspondence between the two local Governments, this
attempt on the part of this Province- to gravely legislate on the subject without the
concurrence or knowledge of Canada, is a most unwise and injudicious exercise of
the powers of this House, and cannot in the slightest degree strèngthen Our right, but
on the contrary, displays a want of courtesy and foibearance in this stage of the pro-
ceedings, which cannot but be offensive to the Government of Canada, and may tend
alike to embarrass and prolong the decision of the question, and to weaken the just
claim which we unquestionably have to theTerritory.

Assembly, That the fourth section of an Act made and passed in the fifth year of the
Reign of .Her present Majesty, intituled ' An Act relating to Bankruptcy in this Pro-
vince;' and also the second, fourth and fifth sections of an Act made and passed in the
sixth year of the same Reign, intituled ' An Act in addition to and in amendment of
the Law of Bankruptcy;' and also all other provisions in either of the said recited
Acts which may relate to the ve _-ntary Declarations of any person being deemed an
Act of Bankruptcy, or that persons owing debts less than five hundred pounds in
amount may become Bankrupts, be and the sane are hereby repealed; Provided always,
that when any Fiat in Bankruptcy may have been struck or granted before the passiug
of this Act, whether founded on the voluntary Declarations of an alleged Bankrupt or
otherwise, proceedings may still be had and continued thereon, and by, against or for
such alleged Bankrupt, his person, estate or effects, in all respects the same and with
the like force and effect ·to all intents and purposes, as if no part of the said recited
Acts hiad been repealed as aforesaid.

" I. And be it enacted, That when and so soon as the proper Commissioner shall
have received any Fiat and Documents as is provided in the said Acts, he shall forth-
with endorse thereon the day and hour on which he received the same, and by warrant
under his band and seal shall appoint one fit and proper person to be a Provisional
Assignee of the estate and effects of the said alleged Bankrupt, and shall cause a copy
of such Fiat to be served on such alleged Bankrupt, if he shall be found within the
jurisdiction of such Commissiùner, and if not so found, then to be left at the last place
of abode or business of the said alleged Bankrupt, or delivered to bis wife or some
adult member of bis family, or agent, together with a notice, setting forth the appoint-

after directed ; and in case the said alleged Bankrupt should not within the said period
of seven days after such service of the copy of the said Fiat and the said notice, file
with the said Commissioner such Declaration, or when the sa'd Chancellor or Master
of the Rolls shall have determined and confirmed the said Fiat of Bankruptcy, that
the said Commissioner shall, as soon as may be thereafter, cause public notice of the
said appointment to be published by two several insertions in one or more of the
Newspapers of the County, City and County, or District in which such Commissioner
hath jurisdiction; and if there shall be no Newspaper printed in the said County, City
and County, or District, then in the Royal Gazette of this Province ; and shall thereby
require all persons indebted to thesaid Bankrupt by a certainday tobe therein expressed,
to pay aül such sum or sums of money, debts or duties as they may owe to the said
Bankrupt, an4 deliver up all other property and effects of the said Bankrupt in their

Ka possession,
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possession, power or custody, to him, the said Assignee; and by the saine notice shall
require all the Creditors of the said Bankrupt, within three months from the day of the
date of such notice, to deliver in and prove to the satisfaction of the said Commissioner,
their respective claims and demands, whether the same be actually due or to be-
come due against the said Bankrupt; and shall by such notice appoint two public
meetings of the Creditors of such Bankrupt to be held, for the said Bankrupt to
surrender and conform ; the last of wbich meetings shall be on a day not less than
thirty days, and not exceeding sixty days from the date of such advertisement, and
shall be the day limited for such surrender; Provided always, that such Bankrupt
shall and may, if so minded, before the expiration of the time allowed for filing such
Declaration of dissent, surrender to such Fiat, and such person shail be free from
arrest or imprisonment by anv Creditor in coming to surrender, and after such sur-
render, during the tii'e limited and appointed for the last of such meetings so to be
advertised as aforesaid, and such further time as shall be allowed him for finishing his
examination, and for such time after finishing bis exanination until his Certificate be
allowed and confirrned, or during any suspension of such allowance or any conditional
allowance, as such Commissioner shall, from time to time, by indorsement upon the
surnmons of such Bankrupt, think fit to appoint, provided he was not in custody at
the time of such surrender; and if such Bankrupt shall be arrested for debt, or on any
escape warrant in coming to surrender, or shall, after bis surrender, be so arrested within
the time aforesaid, he shall, on producing bis summons, signed as required by this Act,
to the Officer who shall arrest him, and giving such Officer a copy thereof, be imme-
diately discharged.

And be it enacted, That whenever any Bankrupt is in prison, or in custody
under any process, attachment, execution, commitment or sentence, the Commissioner
acting in the prosecution of the Fiat against him, may, by warrant under his hand and
seal, directed to the person in whose custody such Bankrupt is confined, cause such
Bankrupt to be brought before him at any meeting, either public or private; and if
any such Bankrupt is desirous to surrender, he shall be so brought up, and the
expense thereof shall be paid by and allowed to hin out of the estate of such Bankrupt;
and such person shall be indemnified by the warrant of the Commissioner, for
bringing up such Bankrupt; provided the Assignee may appoint any persons to attend
such Bankrupt from time to time, and to produce to him his books, papers and
writings, in order to prepare an abstract of bis Accounts, and a statement to shew the
particulars of his estate and effects, previous to bis final examination and discovery
thereof.

"V. And be it enacted, That any Bankrupt who shall, after such certificate shall have
been
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been.confinmed, be arrested, or have any action bro'ught against him for any debt, Caim
or demand, proveable under the Fiat against such Bankrupt, shall be discharged upon
entering an. appearance, and may plead in general that the cause of action accrued
before he became Bankrupt, and may give this Act, and the special matter, in evidence;
andsuch'Bankrupt's certificate,and the confirmation thereof, shall be sufficient evidence
of the Bankruptcy,. Fiat and other proceedings precedent to the obtaining suc& certi-
ficate; and if any such Bankrupt shall be taken in execution, or detained in prison
for such debt, claim or demand, wbere judgment has been obtained before the
confirmation of his certificate, it shall be lawful for any Judge of the Court wherein
judgment bas been so obtained, on such Bankrupt producing his certificate, to order
any officer who shall have such Bankrupt in custody, by virtue of such execution, to
discharge such Bankrupt without exacting any fee, and such officer shall be hereby
indemnified for so doing.

"VI. And be it enacted, That all claims made by any person against the estate of
any Bankrupt, with the affidavit or affidavits accompanying the same, shall be lodged
with the Assignee of the Bankrupt's estate, at least forty eight hours before the time
appointed for the holding of the public meeting at which such claim is to be adjudi-
cated upon ; and it shall be lawful for the Commissioner acting in the prosecution of any
Fiat, to examine upon oatb, either by word of mouth or by interrogations in writing,
every person claiming to prove a debt under such Fiat, or to require such further
proof, 'and to examine such other persons in relation thereto as he shall think fit. .
. " VII. And be it enacted, That any person who at the time of the receipt of the Fiat
by the proper Commissioner, shall be surety or liable for any debt of the Bankrupt, or
bail for the. Bankrupt, either to the Sheriff or to the action, if he shall have paid the debt,
or any part thereof in discharge of the whole debt, although he may have paid the
same after the receipt of the Fiat by the said Commissioner, if the creditor shall have
proved bis debt under the Fiat, shall be entitled to stand in the place of such creditor
as to the dividends and all other rights under the said Fiat, which such creditor pos-
sessed or would be entitled to, in respect of such proof; or if the creditor shall not
have proved under the Fiat, such surety, or person liable, or bail, shall be entitled to
prove his demand in respect of such payment as a debt under the Fiat, not distin-
guishing former dividends, and may receive dividends with the other creditors.

"VIII. And be it enacted, That it shall be lawful for the Commissioner, at the
time appointed for the last examination of the Bankrupt, or any enlargement or
adjournment thereof, to adjourn such examination sine die; aDd in such case he shall
be free from arrest and iinprisonment for such time, not exceeding three months, as
such Commissioner shall from time to time, by endorsement upon the summons of such
Bankrupt, appoint, with like penalty upon any officer detaining such Bankrupt, after
having been shewn such summons.

" IX. And be it enacted, That all affidavits to be made or used in matters of Bank-
ruptcy, or.under or by virtue of any Act relating to Bankrupts, or of this Act, and
whether before or after any Fiat in Bankruptcy, shall and may be sworn in this Pro-
vince before the Chancellor, or Master of the Rols, or any Judge of the. Supreme

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Court; in the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, or in any other of the
British Dominions, before any Judge of any Superior Court, or Mayor or Chief Magis-
trate of any City, Town, or Borough, attested by a Notary, or in any Foreign
Country before a British Minister, Consul or Vice Consul.

" X. And be it enacted, That it shall be lawful for the several Commissioners
authorized to act in the prosecution of any Fiat in Bankruptcy, in all matters within
their respective jurisdictions, to take the whole or any part of the evidence,- either
vivd voce on oath, or upon affidavits, to be sworn as aforesaid.

" XI. And be it enacted, That it shall not be necessary to insert any notice in
Bankruptcy in any of the Newspapers wherein the same may be required to be in-
serted by any of the provisions of this Act or of any of the Acts relating to Bank-
ruptcy, oftener than in two successive Newspapers aforesaid, and that the matter of
such notice may be made known, and also ail adjournments of meetings, by a short
memorandum thereof in the same Newspaper in which the first notice was published.

agreeable to the justice of the case, and as shall be conformable to the Laws then in
force relating to Bankruptcy in this Province.

" XIII. And be it enacted, That any Creditor may continue any action or proceed
on any judgment which may have been deemed to be waived or suspended by reason
of his having proved the sane debt for which such action may have been brought, in
any case where a Certificate of discharge shall be finally refused the Bankrupt, any
thing in the Acts relating to Bankruptcy to the contrary notwithstanding.

"XIV. And be it enacted, That every Bond, heretofore made and executed by any
person or persons, (with his or their sureties,) having applied to be made a Bankrapt
under the provisions of the Bankrupt Laws of this Province, may be sued for and
recovered with costs of suit in any Court of Record in this Province, in the name of
the Officer to whom the same is given, or bis successor in office, by order of any Com-

several interests; provided that no greater sun shall be recovered in the said suit en
the said Bond than the aggregate of such taxed bill, nor than the penalty of the
Bond ; and provided also, that wfherever the said expenses can be got from-the estate
of the Bankrupt in the hands of the Assignee, such Bond shall not be put in smit.
. " XV. And be it enacted, That so much of the Act relating to Bankruptcy in this

THE HUMBLE AND DUTIFUL ADDRESS OF THF LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL OF

NEW BRUNSWICK, &c. &c.
MOST GRACIOUS SOVEREIGN,-

WE, Your Majesty's Most Dutiful and Loyal Subjects, the Legislative Council, in
General Assembly, beg leave humbly to approach Your Majesty's Throne, te express
our attachment and devotion to Your Majesty's Person and Government.

Deeply impressed with the opinion, that the happiness and welfare of Yeur
Majesty's Loyal and Faithful Subjects, the People of New Brunswick, can only, be
maintained by securing to them the mixed form of Government which has placed Your
Majesty's Kingdom foremest among the Nations of the civilized world, We would
respectfully solicit Your Majesty's gràcious consideration to the present position of the
Legislative Council, as one Branch of the Provincial Legislature, and humbly submit
that it should be established upon a more permanent basis, and in closer analogy to
the second Branch of the Imperial Parliamni,t.

Your Majesty will readily perceive that for a Legislative ]Body to hold Office ierely
during pleasure, has a tendency to expose them not only to eecutive influenep, but alsQ
to the indirect and often more formidable influence of the popular Branch of the
Legislature, whenever that Branch happens to be dissatisfied with their proceedings;
and although in times of comparative tranquillity such influence may be rárely exerted,
in cases of emergency, when vital questions are under discussion, the independence
of the Council, intended as a great Constitutional check to the other two Branches,
may be placed in peril, and the great object for which that middle Branch was called
into existence will either be fettered or rendered inefficient.

We beg humbly to representthat the weight and influence of the Legislative Coneil
as an Independent Branch of the Legislatui-e mainly depend upon its ebaracter for
stability in the eyes of the Country, and thatit wo&d be highly desirable that the tenure
of Office of the Members of the Legislative Council should be di4ring good behaviour,
and should also be subject to the same disqualifications and ga4ç of vacating the Spats
of the Members by reason thereof, as are prescribed for the Legislative Council of
Canada by the Imperial Parliament.

We therefore earnestly implore Your Majesty's benign and favorable eonsiTeration
of the subject, and that Your Majesty will be graciously pleased to adopt such measures
as will seeure to tbis Branch of the Legislature those rights and privileges, so essential
to the perfection of the Colonial Constitution of Your Majesty's Loyal Province of New
Brunswick.

DISSENTIENT:

First.-Because it is an unconstitutional interference with a Royal Charter esta-
blishing the College, granted after mature and deliberate consideration by His late
Majesty George the Fourth, accompanied by a munificent endowment, and is a direct
infringement upon the Royal prerogative; and the exercise of a power which a Colonial
Legislature has no right to, without the previous assent, both of the Crown and the
Corporation, specifying the alterations so agreed to be made.

Secondly.-Because it is the acknowledged and exclusive right of the Crown to
institute Corporations, more especially so in respect to Universities, and there is no
instance in any part of Great Britain of a University being erected, or the Charter
thereof, when once granted, being altered by Act of Parliamnent or by Legislative
enactment in any other part of the British Dominions, except on one occasion in Upper
Canada, and then only under the peculiar circumstances of that case, which do not
exist in this, and therefore should not be resorted to as a precedent.

Thirdly.-Because this measure is adopted without any application from the Corpo-
ration on the subject, or any assent thereto by or on the behalf of that Body, and is
a direct infringement upon its rights, privileges and interests, although solemnly pro-
tested against by its Members in this House.

Fourthly.-Because under the provisions of the present Charter the University is
open to all denominations of Christians, and the Professors may be of any Christian
denomination; that it excludes no one from what may be considered essential benefits
of the University, which is placed on a.more liberal footing than any similar Institu-
tion ih Great Britain, or even in the United States of America; and the only exclusive
provision in the Charter, as far as regards Religion, are the Divinity Chair, Degrees in
Divinity, and the composition of the Council, and these were advisedly introduced to
retain to the Institution a certain Religious character-that of the established Church
of England and Ireland-which it was intended it shoukdUhave when the Charter was
granted; and no case has beén shewn of the governing Body so composed, having ever
introduced any regulations of an exclusive' nature to the prejudice of. any Christian
denomination whatever ; but on the contrary, their proceedings shéw a désire to extend
the benefits of the Institution as widely as possible to all. Fiftly.
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Fifthly.-Because the main object of the Bill is to introduce into the Council, as the
governig Body of the Corporation, persons of all the various denominations in the
Country, a measure which would, in all probability, lead to great dissension, difficulty
and confusion in the proceedings of the Council, and government of the University,
and would have the effect of depriving the Institution in its government, of a Religious
character of any denomination of Christians ; and a Council so composed would have
the power of abolishing the Divinity Chair altogether, and leave the Institution without
any Religious instruction.

Sixthly.--Because it is establishing a most dangerous precedent of altering a Royal
Charter by Legislative enactment, and might, if confirmed, lead to endless alterations
therein, every two or three years, according as the opinions or prejudices of different
Denominations may dictate, until the Institution is ruined for any useful purpose.

As it appears that the provisions of the Imperial Passengers Act had been fully
complied with in the case of this Vessel, and as I conceive there can be no doubt
that the construction put by the Commissioners on the Local Act is a correct one, I
have to request yort will take whatever steps may be in your power for the purpose
of reimbursing to Messieurs Cooke the amount which they have been obliged to pay
beyond the single Head Money on the Emigrants introduced by them.

Letter from Messieurs, Cooke, stating that their Véssel, called the " Londonderry,"
which sailed last year with Passengers for Saint John, New Brunswick, was fined
double Head Money on her arrival there, because it was not inserted in her Clearance

- that the " Passengers were embarked under the sanction of Her Majesty's Govern-
ment," and enclosing a Ceïtificate, signed by the Collector of Customs, as well as by
the Government Emigration Agent at Londonderry, shéwing that she had duly cleared
from that Port on the 15th April, 1843.

As we have no doubt that the expression of the "Passengers being shipped under
the sanction of Her Majesty's.Government," in the New Brunswick Act, is intended
to convey no other meaning than that the provisions of the Imperial Passengers Act

have
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have been complied with; and as the enclosed Certificate from the Collector of Cus-
toms at Londonderry is satisfactory on this point, we think it would be only right
that the portion of Head Money which has been levied at Saint John, upon a different
supposition, should be repaid, and we would submit to Lord Stanley that the Lieute-
nant Governor be requested to take the necessary steps for the purpose, upon the
application of the owners or any parties duly authorized on their behalf.

SIR,-A vessel of ours called the " Londonderry," cleared from this Port last April

with Passengers for Saint John, New Brunswick. On her arrival there the Vessel
was fined double Head Money, because it was not inserted in her clearance that the
" Passengers were embarked under the sanction of Her Majesty's Government." We
enclose a Certificate signed by the Emigration Agent and Collector of Customs here,
that the Vessel was cleared ont agreeably to the present Act of Parliament, and we
consider it unfair the ship should be fined when we have broken no law. Will you
be good enough to give us some explanation of this business: and if the authorities on
the other side acted correctly in what they have done, we shall thank you to inform
us if there are two Passenger Acts-one made in New Brunswick and one at home;
this we have reason to believe is the case, as under the late Act which was lately
repealed, we had a liberty of taking one Passenger to fifty without any fine being
imposed, and by their law the fine was double Head Money for all the Passengers
on board, even if there were only one Passenger over, and when the Home Act gave
us one to every fifty to come and go on. We have Vessels in the Passengers Trade
to New Brunswick and Canada every year, and we should feel obliged by your giving
us what information you can on this subject, and how we are to act in future.

Srn,-I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your Letter of 9th instant,

transmitting a copy of a Despatch from Lord Stanley, dated 10th July last, with
enclosures, relating to the exaction of double Head Money at this Office in May last,
on Passengers per Barque Londonderry, and requirng my Report thereon.

I have the honor to state, that in a Letter to you on th7e 26th May last, I subtnitted
the case of the Barque Londonderry for the opinion of the Law Officers of the Crown,
viz: whether the full compliance of the 'strict regulations imposed by the late Act of
Parliament respecting Passenger Ships might not be considered tantamount to a Cer-
tificate from the Officers of Her Majesty's Customs at the Port of Clearance, of the
sanction of Her Majesty's Government to bring out Passengers, and thus relieve the
Master from the extra Head Money, which, as a precautionary measure, I had de-
manded and received. The opinion of the Attorney General, under date of the 1st
Juné, conveyed to me in your Letter of 3rd June, was, that the double Head Money
must be exacted in all cases where the Certificate of the sanction of Her Majesty's
Government be not produced, so long as the existing Provincial Passenger Act
remains unrepealed.

Report of the Cbmmissioners of the Provincial Penitentiary for the Year commencing
lst January, and ending Slst December, 1843.

The Accounts submitted herewith, exhibit an expenditure amounting to the sum
of one thousand five hundred and seventy sevsa pounds three shillings and five
pence, the details of whicb, with Vouchers, have been transmitted quarterly to His
Excellency the Lieutenant Governor; a reference thereto will shew that a very con-
siderable portion of this expenditure has been applied in discharging all, except ninety
eight pounds, of the unpaid Accounts of the preceding year, and in repairs and
expenses connected with the improvement of the buildings and grounds, as also in
the purchase of Looms and apparatus for the manufacture of Clothing for the use of
the Prison, and only in so far as yet productive as prospectively to provide to a cour
siderable extent for the wants of the Prison, and in the purchase of Seed' and Manure,
which have produced a quantity of Vegetables equal to the years consumption,
accor'ding to the present number of inmates, and sufficient Seed for a surceeding
years crop. Nearly three hundred thousand Bricks have been manufactured in the
year, and about two hundred and eighty thousand, of the estimated value of £350,
remain unsold, and may be made available for the expenses, in part, of the year
entered upon.

The
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The receipts from sources as detailed in the Account annexed, amounts to the sum
of one thousand five hundred and seventy seven pounds four shillings and one half-
penny, leaving eight pence halfpenny only of funds in the Commissioners hands;
while there remains unpaid Accounts, for want of funds, of not less amount than £130,
of which, ninety eight pounds are of the previous years expenditure, and remaindér
for the vear now ended. The Commissioners beg to refer to their last years Report
of the insufficiency of the wooden pailing with which the Prison is enclosed. Several
Prisoners have at different periods during the year made their escape, and recaptured
at considerable cost.

The importance, in case it be intended to continue the Prison as a Provincial
Institution, of having the whole grounds enclosed by Stone and Brick Walls, induce
the Cominissioners to suggest, as the least inconvenient means of accomplishing it,
that a grant of a not less sum thàn £300 per annum for five years, be made to be
specially expended for that purpose; this united to the Prisoners labour, would, not-
withstanding the great extent of Wall required, probably effect the object within the
period named.

The Commissioners have given much consideration to the importance of rendering
the labour of the Prisoners more productive, and thus gradually reduce the charge
upon the Public Revenue. The following considerations present themselves:-L-

The fact of similar institutions in the United States supporting themselves by the
profitable employment of the Convicts, has induced, on the part of the Commissioners,
the utmost desire of placing the Penitentiary in like circumstances. It must how-
ever be borne in mind, that in every case of such desirable results the inmates of the
Prison are very numerous, and no inconsiderable number committed for a term of
vears, or for life. That such institutions are complete in the appointed means of
employing to the best advantage each Prisoner at such trade as he may have acquired
a previous knowledge of, or if not in possession of such previous knowledge, ample
ineans exist for his acquiring it. How widely different is our infant institution
circumstanced-the inmates so limited in number as to make the cultivation of the
grounds and manufacture of Brick the means of full employment for at least two
thirds of the year. The time of commitment never for life, rarely for more than one
vear, and the majority fron one to six months. Not more than two or three are at
any one time in confinement, possessing a knowledge of any trade, and quite as
limited a number only, are committed for a sufficient period to admit of instruction,
did the means exist. The constantly increasing population of a new country, will
most likely unhappily remove the first disability, of want of numbers at but too early
a period. If then in anticipation of events which experience renders so certain, the
Legislature make provision for gradually surrounding the grounds with sufficient
Walls, and thus preserve the establishment in improved efficiency, it cannot be other-
wise than a public benefit, and operate as a check upon crime.

to make a Report to Your Excellency, for the information of Your Excellency and the
Legislature, of the number of cases which have been admitted into the Asylum during
the last year, with the result of the Treatment adopted, and I am happy to have it in
my power to show that this Institution, though exceedingly limited in the means for
the proper treatment of the Insane, will bear no mean comparison with others more
highily favored.

Of the deats, one was the result of organie disease of the heart induced by long
intemperance, causing Dropsy, &c. Another was in articulo mortis when admitted,
and lived but a few hours afterwards.

Of the other two, one was an old man, and was carried off by a severe attack of
Fever; the other died from long continued Diarrhea.

One patient jumped from a third story window, fractured both arms and dislocated
the elbow joint, but we managed to keep her quiet afterwards, although she had pre-
viously been exceedingly violent, and made a good cure of her in a few weeks.

A young làd of 16 came to the gate and demanded admission, followed by bis
father, who grieved exceedingly at his determination to go to the Asylum, from a very
common but false impression that confinement there was rather a disgrace. He was
in hopes that his son would relent and wish to go home with him so soon as he had
seen the interior of the establishment, but in this he was disappointed; he persisted
in staying there, as he said he knew it was the only place where he had a chance of
recovery, and he felt quite sure that if he remained out he would destrny himself, as
he had several times threatened to do already.

One, incurable, belonging to Scotland, we sent home, as the cost of his passage was
a small amount compared to what bis maintenance would have been here for years.

We have one deaf and dumb Lunatic who gives us a good deal of trouble in con-
sequence of the imperfect education he has received.

Much work bas been done by the inmates during the past year for the Institution.
We have had a Tinsmith who has made Tin ware enough to last us for a year to
come. Indeed, whenever we get a Mechanic we make the most of him for the
benefit of the establishment, as bis occupation is not only useful to us, but the best
means of promoting bis own recovery.

I cannot close this Report without complaining of the common custom of sending
Patients to the Asylum without any clothing but that on their backs. I can make no
exception in favor of any of the Counties, for they come to us in this state from every
part of the Province, and sometimes iti perfect rags. When a Parish is relieved from
a charge of this kind, care should be taken that the unfortunate Lunatics have at least
a change of clothing, but the general practice of neglecting to do so, very materially
increases our expenses for clothing.

Si,-I have to desire that you would call the attention of the Legislature of the

Colony under your government to the following statement and suggestions:
The imposition of discriminating Duties on Goods imported into the British

Colonies,
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Colonies, when the discrimination is made for the protection of some bgnch of British
or Colonial industry, is an office of great difficulty. To the right discharge of it, an
intirnate acquaintance with the Commercial Treaties and Political Relations between
this Kingdom and Foreign States is indispensible. To Legislate on such a subject in
ignorance of those Treaties and Relations, would be to render inevitable much serious
practical error.

But in the nature of the case it is impossible that this knowledge should be pos-
sessed in the requisite degree by the various Local Legislatures of the Colonies of this
Kingdom. They have no means of knowing the state or the objects of pending
negociations, nor even of ascertaining with absolute precision the terms of Treaties
actually concluded. If they legislate at all on these subjects, they must do so in igno-
rance of some facts which cannot be safely excluded from consideration. Neither is
it possible that forty distinct Legislatures, having no means of mutual communication
and concert, should act consistently with each other on such subjects. The local
opinions or interests of each Colony must dictate the Laws of each; and the general
Code of the Empire, compiled from so many different sources, must be at the utmost
variance with itself as a subject on which unanimity and consistency is indispensible.
In such a state of the Law, Her Majesty's Government could not negotiate or treat
with confidence with any Foreign State for Commercial purposes; nor could they
fulfil such Treaties as might be made. Painful and injurious discussions with those
States must arise, and perhaps indemnities and compensations must have to be paid.

For these reasons Her Majesty's Government decidedly object in principle to the
assuiption by the Local Legislatures of the office of imposing differential Duties on
Goods imported into the respective Colonies, Parliament having already prescribed
the Rules by which such Duties are to be discriminated with reference to the place of
origin or of export; to Parliament alone the power of altering those Rules must be
reserved. The single exception to this general rule will occur in any cases in which
lier Majesty's Government may have suggested to any Local Legislature the enact-
ment of any such discriminating Duties. If such cases should arise, the Ministers of
the Crown would be able to take the necessary measures for obtaining the subsequent
sanction of Parliament for any such innovation.

You will therefore exercise all the legitimate influence of your office to prevent the
in.tm@rbatob .telislatnl-re nf th£ Cly un"Id mnt nry i _&-

by which Duties may be imposed on Goods in reference to their place of production,
or to the place from which they may be exported. In the same way you will exert
yourself to prevent the introduction of any Law imposing on refined Sugar imported
into the Colony, higher Duties in the case of Sugar refined in this Country in bond
from Foreign Sugar, than in the case of Sugar refined here fronm British Colonial
Sugar.

If unfortunately your efforts should be unsuccessful, and if any such Law should
be presented for your acceptance, your duty will be to withhold your assent to it.
From the discharge of that duty, however unpopular it may be, you will not shrink;
for by declining to undertake it, you would only subject Her Majesty's Government
and the Colony itself to a still more serious inconvenience.

Her Majesty could not be advised to sanction any Colonial Law imposing discri-
minating Duties which Her Majesty's Government had not previously recommended,

or
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or which PaAiament has not expressly establisbed, or enacting such Duties on any
terms which Parliament has not prescribed. The disallowance of any such enact-
ments would therefore be inevitable, and that measure would be attended with far
more serious inconveniences.than any which could result from your own refusal to
accept them. I trust, however, that there is no good reason to anticipate or to
provide against such a contingency.

January Sessions, 1844.
The Grand Jury of ouP Lady the Queen, at this present January Term of the Court

of Cormon Pleas and General Sessions of the Peace assembled, beg to present to
the Court as follows, viz:-

That a loathsome and frightful Disease has existed in Tracadie, in this County, for
some years past, pronounced by an eminent Physician to be a species of Leprosy;
that it principally, if not altogether, prevails among the poorer classes, who are unable
to procure fo' themselves suitable medical advice, care and attention, but are left to
the mercy of their neighbours in their affiction.

The.people, however, alarmed at the Disease, generally shun the afficted, and have
hitherto been in the habit of confining, in some instances, the Leper in a log enclosure
constructed for the purpose, far apart from other habitations, and there, by means of a
hole cut in the logs, providing him with food until he c'an no longer feed himself,
when of course he dies-a practice the most revolting to humanity and discreditablé
to the Country in which it is allowed to be followed.

We have now learned with great regret that this Distemper is spreading itself over
that part of the Country, and that there are about twenty cases at present in Tracadie
and its neigbourbood. Under these circumstances, the safety of the public health, no
less than the cause of huianity, demand that sone effort should be made to relieve
and succour these afflicted creatures, other than the shocking mode now used, and we
beg that the Justices in Session wll cause a represéntation of these facts to be trans-
mitted to His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, with a request that he will use his
influence to obtain, a small sum of money from the Province Treasury to be applied
to the building. of a Lazaretto or Leper House, and the hire of a suitable person to
attend the sick.

DEAR SIR,-Agreeable to your request, 1 have enclosed a copy of our Report to the
late Board of Health, of which you were Chairman.

The Disease, of which this is a Report, consists of the formation on different parts
of the body, but especially the face, of many projecting tubercles-small solid circum-
scribed and enduring tumours-varying in size from a pea to an olive, irregular in
shape, softish and of a reddish or livid colour at first, but afterwards of the same
tawny or dusky purple tint as the integuments, in the thickness of which they are
developed. These tubercles are generally very indolent, and are attended with a
considerable degree of puffing of the parts on which they are evolved, in consequence
of which they occasion much deformity. They tend naturally to suppuration and
ulceration, though they also often disappear by resolution, the ulcers in which they
terminate never spread, but become covered with an adhering scab under which
cicatrization takes place slowly but pretty certainly. They are generally insensible,
and likewise the skin for some distance around them. In many cases the deformity
produced is very great; the parts affected is swollen or enlarged generally, the
forehead uneven and traversed by deep furrows, the eyebrows are tuberculated and
overhanging, the nostrils sinuous and dilated, the ears pendulous and lobulated, the
lips enormously thickened, the chin greatly increased in size, and the whole of the
surface affected, unctuous and tawny. The tubercles are not confined to the surface
of the body, but are likewise formed in the moutb, throat, nostrils and lungs. In one
case we saw, although the individual bad only two tubercles on the face, and none on
the body or extremities, the mouth and throat were thickly studded with them. The
sense of smell becomes blunted, the voice grows husky and weak, the patient is
affected with cough, quick pulse and dejection of spirits, Ps well as weakened in bis
muscular powers. In many cases there is extreme oppression of their breathing.

In all the fatal cases I have seen, death was caused by the affection of the lungs.
The general opinion amongst the inhabitants where the Disease at present is pre-

valent is, that it is contagious, and I think some of the cases strongly favor that
opinion, but whether it is correct or not, common prudence and humanity require
that something be done to allay the fears of the one, and provide for the others, as I
am creditable informed the people have ban'shed them frorm their houses, and that
the cases have increased to double the number of our Report.

I would likewise call your attention to the extraordinary fact, that there bas been
no importation of Disease for the last two years, which can only be accounted for by
the small number of Emigrants who have arrived in this Port during that period, but
as a continuance of this is neither to be expected nor depended upon, it is necessary
we should have some Quarantine Laws to protect us. In framing that Law it would
be better to insert Medical Practioner for Physician, otherwise you might find it diffi-
cult to get Health Officers; and that term would include both Physicians and
Surgeons.

We do hereby certify, that agreeable to the Order of the Board of Health, 8th of
February last, we proceeded to Neguac and Tracady, and examined ten individuals
labouring under Greek Elephantiasis or Black Leprosy ; of those two were at Neguac,
one at Tabisintac, and seven at Tracady; and we have reason to believe there are
more cases of the Disease concealed, as it excludes them from Society when known,
and they believe it is incurable, so that there is every inducement to conceal and
none to divulge.

We do further certify, that we are unable to assign a positive cause for its spreading
in those parts; but as it is difficult to account for the appearance of some of the cases,
unless by contagion, we would recommend a cautious intercourse until further obser-
vation either confirms or refutes its contagious properties. In the mean time we
feel convinced that it is not highly contagious, or that it requires a peculiar constitu-
tion or predisposition to render the person liable to its contagious influence. . We are
unable to account for the origin of the disease in Tracady, but have been informed
that it was brought from Caraquet by a Mr. Landry, but have reason to doubt the
correctness of that opinion.

Sln,-The French Brig " Rosanna," of Bordeaux, Captain Benoit, while fishing on

the Banks of Newfoundland last month, was run down by the British Ship "' Lotus,"
Watson, Master, on her voyage from Liverpool to this Port. The
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The French Captain and Crew were received by the " Lotus," kindly treated, and
landed here on the 12th instant. Time was not allowed to secure clothing or other
necessaries before the brig sank, so that the men arrived here destitute of adequate
clothing, with no money, and unable also to converse with or procure information
from any one around them touching the mode of their return to Europe.

Under those circumstances it became my duty to procure them shelter and clothing,
and they were lodged and provided for in the Marine Hospital in this City, clothing
supplied, and arrangements made for their conveyance to Boston, where I understand
a French Consul is stationed. It affords me much pleasure to have been of service
to Captain Benoit and his Crew, seventeen in number, satisfied at the same time,
that I only act as every French Gentleman holding a like office would have done for
shipwrecked British subjects.

Si,-With reference to the Return which I had the honor to transmit for the

information of His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, on the 22d ultimo, I beg to
state, that as the Accounts shew an annual surplus of about two thousand pounds, I
consider an explanation as to the cause of this surplus necessary.

x* His
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His Excellency is aware, that up to the 5th July, the Post Office Departinent in
this Province was under the management of the Deputy Postmaster General of Nova
Scotia, to whom the Revenue was paid, and by whose order the expenses were
defrayed. Several of the Offices in this Province, as Dorchester, Richibucto, Chatham,
Newcastle, Bathurst and Dalhousie, remitted direct to Halifax the several amounts
collected, quarterly, without reference to the Saint John Office.

The Postage collected on account of the United States Government, which has
averaged about eight hundred pounds annually, and which swelled materially the
Revenue arising in this Province, was paid by the Deputy Postmaster General of
Nova Scotia, to the Postmaster General of the United States. This will in future be
paid by.me.

The sum of one thousand one hundred and four pounds ten shillings heretofore
paid by the Deputy Postmaster General of Canada, for riding work performed between
Fredericton and the head of Temiscouta Lake, is from and after the 5th of April
next, by order of His Lordship the Postmaster General, to be provided for by the
Revenue collected in this Province.

These two items alone will exceed the sum which appears in the Returns as surplus
for the last two and a half years, and the additional expenditure necessary for the
support of the augmented establishment at this Office, will create a large deficiency
in the Revenue.
