SAWDUST BY-PRODUCTS

Neglect to Utilize It Involves Tremen-
dous Waste. \

Few persons have ever given muth
thought to the sawdu roblem. And
yet—

Experts of the New York State Col-
lege of Forestry estimate that 11 per
cent. of the lumber cub in the United
States every year is wasted in the
form of sawdust. That is to say, in
sawing the lumber, 11,000,000 feet of
perfectly good timber is ground up
and left to rot.

Of course, it’s impossible to saw up
logs without making sawdust. But|
lumbermen are just beginning to ap-
preciate the fact that there is value
in this by-product, and that neglect to
utilize it involves tremendous and un-
justifiable wasbe.
