P efforts made during the last
twenty years to solve the mystery of the
sun, and the nature of the operations going
on within and without its surface has been
somewhat dissppointing. As Prof. New-
comb aptly , @urs is almost the only
age in which astronomers have not been sat-
istied with their theories of solar phy-
sics. Still we have infinitely the advantage
of our d in our i ion oa
that subject.
* The points to be settled at the present
eclipse relate chiefly to the character of the
corona. The prominences, so called, which,
during total eclipses, appear as pinkish |
flames surrounding the moon, can be investi-
gated at any time by means of the spectio-
scope, but the corona is only visible in to-
tal cclipses, when the body of the sun is en-
tirely hidden by the moon.

““In a clear atmosphere at such times, the
black disk of the moon is seen’ to be sur-
rounded by an irregular glow of light very
similar to that of the milky way on a clear
night. During the present eclipse the coro-
na was unusually bright, and this taken
with the fact that the present is a period
when the snn is wholly without spots, indi-
cates that there is most likely a connection
between the two phenemena, the corona be-
ing brightest when there are few spots, and
faintest, as in 1870, when the spots are larg-
est and most frequent. As scen by me the
corona was an object of surpassing sublimi-
ty. At the moment of the totality my eye
was at the telescope in order to note the ex-
act moment of the disappearance of the suo.
For a minute or more the waning crescent
of the sun was extinguished, the fie d of vi-
sion was filled with a greyish, or nebulous
low, indicating the presence of the corona.
0 the naked eye the scene was Frunlly im-
pressive. There hung the dark body of the
moon, surrounded by a mysterious appendage
of light—the corona. In shape the cirona
was that of a parallelogram, longest in the
direction of the ecliptic or path of the moon’s
motion. First there was a well defined nuc-
leus of mi ky white light, which has some-
times been termed the inner corona  From
this on either side shot out long streamers,
for all the world like those of the aurora.
The who'e extent of these streamers on'either
side, from end to end, as seen at West Las
Animas was fully two degrees.

“ Prof. Langley, who was on the summit
of Pike's Peak, 14,000 feet above sea level,
in an atmo-phere of unexampled purity,
traced the corona 12 diameters from the sun’s
limb, or more than six degrees. Upon making
a more minute examination with the tele-
scope I found the corona to be anything but
a uniformly shaded patch of light. Every

where there was evideuce of the greatest
complexity of structure—zo great as to baf-
fle all attempts at drawing by one not expert
in such matters. In geueral there appeared
to be great variations in the brightne.s of the
coronain different parts. In places it was stri-
a‘ed with parallel rays ; in others, mottled,
like the milky way or the nebulaof Orion ;
without, however, any decided nuclei or ag-
gregations of matter. At about 50° east of”
the north poiut of the sun’s limb, and near
i's vertex or top, as seen by a naked eye ob-
gerver, were curious curved rays, shooting
out for a distance of perhaps half the diame-
ter of the moon, These did not stand verti-
cally to the surface, but were inclined. At
this point al-o there was a big gap or rift,
extending nearly down to the moon’s limb.
On all these points the yhowgmﬁ)h of the co-
rona which have been taken will afford the
best evidence.

«If, as now seems most probable, the cor-
ona is ly made up of meteoric matter,
or a collection of solid particles, it is evident
that the inconceivab'e heat to which they
miust be subjected in their proximity to the
sun is quite sufficient to maintain them in a
state of fusion, when they would give a con-
tinuous spectrum, as was observed almost
without exception during the eclipse.  The

A COLD-BLOODED MURDER.

A Farmer Deliberately Shot on the Pab«
lie Highway—The Murderer walks 21
miles to give Himself Up.

Quebee, Aug. 26.—At St. Catharine’s
Parish, in the county of Port Neufiin the
vicinity of the Gosford Railway, two
Irishmen, named Francis Conway and
Michael Farrell, have lived since their
childhood as neighbors.  Yesterday af-
ternoon, after Vespers, Conway, in com-
pany with two of his children and his
brother, started off to visit their father
in Volicartier, which is about four miles
from where he lived.

Conway
did not reply but proceeded on his way
to his father's, in company with his
children and his brother.

50'clock. On approaching the residence
of Farrell the occupant could be easily
discerned with & gun in his hand. He
is a tall, robust man, fair complexion,
about 40 years old, and of sanguine tem-
perament. He is reported to be very
passionate and revengeful. On seeing
the party returned, he walked quietly
down the path of his farm to the road,
and met there Conway and party with-
out aword. It is charged that Farrell
took & deadly aim with his gun at Con-

Mr. John Osborne said that a party
had been speaking to him, who was de-
sirous of engaging in the facture of
biscuits and confectionary in this town,
provided that a suitable building for that
purpose could be procured. He was not
in favor of bonuses, as he thought the
taxes already too high ; he would rather
personally assist an enterprise than im-
pose additional burthens on the ublic.
Mr. T. E. Hay was then c:lle«f upon.
He said that every ratepayer of the town
was agreed that we wanted more manu-
facturies located here; but how these
could be secured was the question. He
was in favor of assisting by way of loan
rather than by bonus, as he thought the
bonus system a bad one ; but there were
circumstances under which he .ould be
induced to grant a bonus. He thought
alarge woolen factory would be a great
benefit to the town, and a safe invest-
ment, and it would, bring trade here and
increase our population ; such an estab-
lishment would employ fifty or more
hands. He spoke of a party who wished
to establish tin manufacturing here,
which would furnish employment for
twenty-five hands.
Mr. Austin did not object to more
manufactories coming into the town, but
he objected to giving bonuses, as he
thought it was the ‘“rottenest system
under the sun.”  He did not believe in
creating a supply where there was node-
mand. His partner and himself had
built up their own foundry without any
bonus, and he did not like the idea of
bonusing rival establishments to suit the
interests of parties who had houses to
rent and lots to sell ; nor did he think
that the establishment of a large foundry
here would prevent the importation of
foreign implements. He did not think
that this was a time to bonus factories,
| when there was such a general depres-
‘ sion in trade ; he thought our taxes al-
| ready too high, and that asmall, healthy
[ business was better than a large, rotten
establishment.
Dr. Philp thought that more manufac-
| tories were needed, *but the question
was, how are we to induce them to come
here? He thought our taxes heavy
| enough already, and if we kept going on
| for five years more as we had been doing
during the past, we would be in the same
position as Toronto—have to pay 26 mills
| in the §. 1le did not think that because
| stores were to rent and lots to sell that
| that was any reason why the people
| should be taxed. He condemned the

New York Fashions.

INFANT'S WARDROBE.

The most important articles for outside
wear, comprised in an infant's wardrobe,
consist of a cloak, robe, yoke slip, jacket,
bib, and cap. .

The cloak is suitable for either summer or
winter wraps. 1t is made with & yoke and
sleoves that protect the body of the child

rfectly, as they fit more closely than the
SZuble capes sometimes used for cloaksa.
In some summer wraps the sleeves are
omitted. ‘The miother can put these in or
not at her own pleasure. For warm wea-
ther, repped pique or else small-figured Mar-
seilles is used for cloaks. If still thinner
goods are preferred, fine yet thickly woven
cambric is chosen. The trimmings are em-
broidery done on the garment or a heading

to an embroidered muslin ruffle, or else the

es are needle-worked in scallops, and the
e is omitted. Sometimes bands of in-
sortion are inserted in short lengths near the
edge, and a wrought frill is added, or else
merely an edging of needle-work. The
Hamburg embroidery is also used for thin
cloaks and for those of pique. For win-
ter, white, gray aud blue (either pale or
dark blue) cashmere of nice quality is se-
lected for these cloaks. The yoke, sleeves,

ed
rufl

and just below the yoke are warmly wadded, |
and the entire garment, including the upper

cape, is lined with thin silk. The upper
cape is handsomely embroidered, or it may
be trimmed with fine torchon lace; the
lower part of the cloak is trimmed or not,
accoding to fancy. Others are merely trim-
med down the fronts of the garment with
quilted silk or with bias striped plush or
velvet sloped wider toward the bottom.
Blue and white plaid flannel or else dark
gray flannel makes warm and pretty cloaks
for service in midwinter and for useful
wraps; they are merely hemmed, or else
thev are piped with silk.

The robe is intended for the infant's best
dress, such as the christening robe of lace
and inscrtion, or else for plainer dresses of
French nansook, striped muslin, or dimity.
All such dresses are now made high in the
neck, with long sleeves. The front is made,
according to a new fashion, in princesse
shape, with the waist and skirt in one,

shaped by long side forms that fit the gar- |

ment nicely at the waist, yet dispense with
all gathers, The back has the waist cut
separate from the skist, and the latter is
gathered at the top and sewed to it, = Ac-
cording to a late fashion, there is no trim-
ming ‘around the bottom of the skirt.

The sheerest French
nansook is used for such robes. The Pom-
padour square trimming, that on the neck
and wrists, the edging down the side gores,
and that arranged near the bottom as a
tablier, may be of narrow Valenciennes or
else of embroidery.  Another pretty design
is to make the side forms and back of plain
nansook, having only the front form of in-
sertion and tucking ; a border is then put |
around the entire garment of tucks in cﬁm-
ters separated by insertion and edged with
lace. Simpler dresses have merefy tucks
and a crimped rufle of the material for
trimming, ' It is a matter of taste abont
the length of the babe's dresses ; some mo-
thers make them a yard long from the
yoke down, others have them an eighth of
a yard longer than this, and elaborate robes
for christening are sometimes a yard and a
fourth long before the yoke. It is best,
however, to adopt a uniform length for all
the dresses, and have the muslin petti-
coats a trifle shorter, and also of uniform
length.
The day slip with yoke is the simplest
and most popular pattera for the dresses for
wear, It ists of two b 1th:
of nansook or barred muslin, or of dimity
gathered to a high yoke. The yoke is en-
tirely plain, but usually it is the objective
point for trimming—in eed, it is most often
entirely formed of trimming in lengthwise
tucks, and strips of insertion or needle-

work. The wrists of the sleeves are thep |

trimmed to correspond, and the skirt is
tucked in rows above a deep hem, or else
finished with a flounce of needle-work or
of tucked nansook edged with Valenciennes.
We repeat the caution that trimmings with
jagged edges or sharp saw-tooth points
should not be put around the neck and
sleeves where they will irritate the child’s
dainty flesh. American nansook such as is
wold for 40 cents a yard is used for plain
slips ; these usually measure a yard in length
from the yoke down.

Pretty little jackets to put on when a
light wrap is needed in the house are cro-
cheted of zephyr wool, or else they are madé
of fine cashmere of some delicate colour,
and nearly covered with embroidery in
daisy chains, rose-buds, or other light pat-
tern. Some have very fine white lace and
insertion for trimming ; those of white cash-
mere look pretty when lined with pale rose
or blue silk.
