Directors Ou’tlineThl;olicy For the Bhips
ping - of Ore.

Monday evening the board of directors
of the Brandon & .Golden Crown held a
meeting in the Hotel Armstrong, Green-
wood to discuss the ‘business of the com-
pany generally, and decided upon 2 policy
as outlined by Mr. Daly, for the shipment
of ore. Those present at the meeting
were: President, Hon. T. Mayne Daly,
Rossland; W. J. Porter of Phoenix;
Andrew Kelly, Brandon, Man:;
W. A. Maecdanald, Q. €., Nelaon; W. A.
Fuller, Spokahe;” W. L. Orde, seeretary,
Rosaland, and- George H. Collins, manag-
mg director, “Greenwood.

On Tuesday the visiting direstors of the
Brandon & Golden Crown Miiing ¢om-
pany, under the guidance of Managing Di-
rector George H. Collins, paid a visit to
the’ mine.: On their return the president
of the company, Hon. T. Mayne Daly, Q.
C., was séen and’ expressed lumself to a
(xreenwood Times reporfer as being well
pleased with the outiook for the-mine and
the work of development.- “We propose
shipping just ‘@s soon as cars can be eob-
tained at’™ Hartford Junction, where the
steel is laid on the Winnipeg spur, a dis-
tance of a little over a mile from the
mine. On the dumps we have fully 2,000
tons of ore immediately available for ship-
ping to the smelter. Briefly, thé mine is
developed by a main working shaft to a
depth of 320 feet, with levels at 100, 150
and 300 feet respectively. At the 100-feot
level a crosscut is being run to the ore
showing that was_exposed on the surface
by the railroad grade.

London, Jan. 30.—The Queen’s speech it

“The peace which had recently been
broken in South Africa, when last I ad-
dressed you, has unhappily not been re-
stored, but otherwise my relations with
other states are friendly.

people have responded with lovoc.. o and
enthusiam to the appeal which I have
made to them, and the heroism ot my
marines, who were landea to co-operate
with them, has not falien short of -the
nowiese wadiions of our muitary history.

“1 am deeply grieved that so mapy valu-
able lves snouid have iailen a sacrifice
but 1 have witnessed with the heartiest
gratification the patriotic eagerness urd
spontaneous loyalty with which my sub- |
jects in all parts of my dominion ne\e
cowe forwara to share in the common
ifense of their imperial interests. 1 am
connaent 1 snau not 100k to them n vain,
when 1 expeft to sustain and renew thew
exertions uitil they brought this struggle
for tme mamntenance of . tne empire and
the assertion of ‘its supremacy in South
Atrrica w a vistorious conclusion.

A treaty has ben conciuded with the
German empire for the adjustment of
the rights ciaimed by the two counines in
Samoa, longa and other isidnds in the
Pacihe. ‘Lo a portion. oF these stipula-
‘tions the government of the United States
has aso been a party. 2

“A bill will be mtroduced at an early
date to give ehect to the scheme of fed-
eration which bns. been adopted, atter
«careful consideration by five of my Aus-
trasian colonies.

*i dmave wached with cordial safisfac-
tion the gradual  debelopment of my
greater colonies into self-governing com-
munities.

“Lhe brilliant courage and eoldier-like
qualities of the colonial forces engaged’in
South Africa has already earned high ad-
miration, and patriotia offers of assist-
ance, which it was not possible to accept,
have come from many other colenies,
with popuiations ‘of various races. 1 have
received trom the ruling chiefs of the na-
tive states of India numerous otiers to
place their troos and the resources of
their states at my disposal for service in
South Africa. These proofs of their ioyal-
ty to myself and their devotion to the
cause of . my empire, have.afiorded me

fall in the autumn ‘over-a part of western
and central India, the narvests and pas-
turage have faied to such an extent as to
create a famine. Timely measures have
been taken by my government and 'by the
native states afiected to relieve the -suf-
fering and prevent. starvation.

Africa may have the effect of disfranchis-
ing those taking part in it, and you will
be ;asked to sanction a measure by which
this injustice will be ‘preventéd. -

war was uprermost in all minds when the
members separated  in October, and it
was believed there were troops enough in
South Africa to rapidly .clear the Queen’s
dominions, but their expectations.had been
sobered. Week after week had seen
<hecks, disappointments and deplorable
loss of life. In every instance the advance
of the British troops had been stayed by
farge bodies of the enemy. But the coun-
try had again and again gome through
greaater drials with courage and compos-

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FUMIGATION OF MAIL BAGS.
The citizens were diseppointed ycsterday
in not receiving their Kastern Canadian
and United States mail, w‘mch comes by
way of Spokane, and from all’ appoardncee
it may be severgl days, if indeed a week
or more does not elapse before it.does
arrive. In the interval the mal of each
day wiil pile up at Northport, and very
inconvenience. and loss will be
occasioned the people of the whole- dis-
trict. -The trouble has arisen in conse-
quence of the smalipox epidemic in Spo-
ka.ne, and the - precautionary - measures
* taken to prevent its spread to- this side
of the international boundary. 71hat such
measures are very wise andttimely, every-
one will concede, but their . enforcement
ought mnot to* - interfere:. with pos-
tal communication between the countries.
That such interference has ‘taken piace,
and is likeiy io continue for some days,
appears to be the fault entirely of our
quarantine officers here, or-at least of the
medical man in charge, who resides in
Nelson. It seems that he refuses to ad-
mit the mails untess they have been prop-
erly fumigated, and -insists that it is the
duty of the American officials to see ..at
this is done. The United States owcials
are quite  willing o fumgate the sealed
bags. but decline to open them and' fumi-
gate the letters. ‘As it is the people here
who are reaping the advantage entirely,
by obtaining their mail matter, it seems
to us that the .position of the united
States officials is quite  reasonable and
proper, and that the fumigation of the
.letters is part of the duty of the vanad-
ian officials. Besides this, the peal danger
of contagion froti’ this sourge would lie in
the letters themselves written by persons
residing in the infected districts, and -the
utmost care shouid be taken to seé that
the process of dumfectfdn’ 'be pmperfy
carried out. The pcople adoptmg praven-
tative’ measures then would  naturaliy be
inclined to trust to theirowt officers rather
than to what might be the indifferencd,
or at least. the irresponsibility of foreign-
ers. Why ‘should not the mail bigs ~be
. fumigated thoroughly at Northport and
"then brought here, where they could be
opened and their'contents be put “through
& similar but” more elaborate prooess by
officials here, under the supervision of a
competent medical man? ‘Some means at
least should be devised to prrvent the cut
ting off of all communieation.

THE MORMON EXCLUDED.

The decision arrived at by the American
congress to exclude Brigham H. woberts,
the Mormon repxl'esenmti.v-e,‘ from the
House, will be learned with satisfaction
by every person desircus of seeifig ‘the
preservation of good -sentiment in the
United States.” Had Mr. Roberts been
permitted to take his seat+and’to share
in making the laiys and ddmiklistering the
affairs of the Republic, it would have
been a recognition on the rart of the great
popular council of the nation of the in-
stitution of polygamy as cne which
would at least be. tolerated by the peo-
ple—and this would have been so uespite
the fact that the Mormon doctrines are
amder the ban of the law, and are only
.practised in secret. That they are prac-
tised in secret is thoroughly well under-
stood, bowever, and Mr.” Roberts as a
member of congress, would havc been. the
representative of those doctrines oefore
the people. The question of discounten-
.ancing ostormonism, is one not so much
of morality as, politics. Morality is rela-
tive, not absolute, but good statesmanghip

In
low water, miners of various periods,
using the most primitive methods, have
made fairly good wages. This has- aieo
been their experience in the gravel bench-
es situated along the river bank. It is
well known that cofors can be obtained
from the streets of Grand Forks by the
simple process of “panning.” This is the
convincing experience that’ appeals toso
many ekeptical new comers. The gold de
posits are not confined to the Jower end of
fthe valley. Placer mining is still carred
on every summer on Fourth of July creek,
less than five miles from the city, while
turther west, Rock and Boundary creeks,
other tributaries of Kettle river, yielded
‘wmillions of dollars to the advemturous
Argonauts in the early sixties. The de-
cision of Uolonel Johnson to engage in hy-
draulic mining operations has created great
emgmuum here.

It included Can-
adian whiskey and cigars, eurious Chinese
nuts and confectiomery, some  of the
strange looking sweetmeats being very
tasty liguors of various kinds in funny
looking bottles, and a %hiost of queer look-
ing dishes that the white man knows not
of. At Lai Yuen’s store, down near the
old Columbia & Western station, the vis-
itors during the day included many la-
dies.. The visitors were received in state
md with the so'emnity that the occasion
demanded. Cigars and wine werefirst of
fered, and then parce’s of nuts and sweet-
meats were presented to the visitors. At
Hop l.ee’s place, on. West Le Roi dvenue.
an elaborate spread was laid out, and the
visitors were numerous. Amongst them-
selves the Chinese had heaps of fun, and
propose to keep it up for some days.

Atthough new year’s-is largely a so-
cial celebration, it has its religious sig-
nificance as well. There is no joss house
in Rossland, and consequenuy no elabor-
ate observance is possible here, but all the
residents of the coony have time to burn
a few joss sticks in honor of their par-
ticular divinities, and say @ prayer or
two.
