CANADA WILL NOW

AID THE INCREASE Or
GUNSAND MUNITIONS

Heads of Canadian

Industrial and Fi-

nance in Important Conference With

Militia Council.

Ottawa, Sept. 14—Steps were taken
by the Government yesterday to or-
ganize an effective and energetic coal-
ition of the representatives of indus-
try and finance with the Militia De-
partment towards the production in
Canadian factories of war manitions
in the largest possible quantities and
with the greatest possible expedition.

The captains and kings of finance
and industry to the number of a hun-
dred or more were summoned to the
capital by Sir Robert Borden and Sir
Sam Hughes for a conference as to
how best to finance and produce the
ammunition, ordnance and supplies of
all kinds of war munitions which Can-
ada can furnish to meet the pressing
needs of Great Britain and her allies,
The Prime Minister and the Minister
of Militia came back to Canada
from London strongly impressed
both with the oportunity and with
the need for speeding up in Canada
the manufacture of war munitions.
The British War Office is prepared
to take all the war munitions Canada
can furnish especially in regard to
ammunition and ordnance.
CANADA WILL DO MUCH MORE

Yesterday’s conference was with a
view to taking counsel together as to
the possibilities of manufacture, the
methods of financing, etc. The con-
ference was, of course, of a confiden-

tial character, but the discussionem-

phasized the fact that through ade-
quate co-operation and organization
Canada can and will do much more
towards meeting the most urgent
needs of the allies at the present time

ADMIRAL SGOTT'S
APPOINTMENT 15
VERY PLEASING

British Press Thinks Him
the Right - Man in the
Right Place This Time.

Londcn, Sept. 14.—The appointment
of Admiral Sir Percy M. Scott, to
take charge of the gunnery defenses of
London against attacks by enemy air
craft, is hailed with satisfaction by
press and public. He is considered an
expert on all questions connected with
gunnery., Upon this point the naval
correspondent of The Times says, his
inventive genius and capacity for im-
provising gunnery material and ap-
pliances often have been shown to the
great benefit of the state.

In an editorial on his appointment,
The Chronicle says:

“We have been fortunate thus far
in escaping any important damage
from a military point of view in the
recent Zeppelin raids, but the man in
the street, without wishing to mur-
mur unduly against those in authority
is inclined to ask why Zeppelins have
been equally fortunate. Of course
only a very special gun has the re-
quisite vertical range, but such a gun
exists and there is no reason why we
should not have enough of them.”

BOOK EXPELLED

Swedish Socialists Get Short
Shift After Dis-
covery.

Stockholm, via, London, Sept. 14—
Professor Gustave Steffen, Oscar
Jerte, and Engve Larssen, three pro-
minent members of the Socialist
party were to-day expelled from the
party by the unanimous vote of the
Stockholm Socialist commune, on the
ground that they were co-authors of
the so-called war book,

This war book, which was publish-
ed two months ago, strongly advo-
cated Sweden’s participation in the
‘war on the side of Germany and has
been the most widely discussed pub-
lication in Sweden since the begin-
ning of the war. It presented an elab-
orate argument showing that for his-
torical reasons it was Sweden’s duty
to fight against Russia.

Although known that the book was
written by five men, the names were
not given and the anonymity caused
endlesi; speculation. The discovery
that part of the text was the product
of members of the Socialist Dparty,
which favors the entente powers, has
caused a sensation. ;

It is expected that the resolution
expelling the authors will be con-
firmed by the committee of the whole
party at a meeting next week.

BRITIH LOSSES
TREMENDOLS: AN
APPALLING TOTA

Official Notice in House of
Commons That 381,983
Total of Casualties.

London, Sept. 14—Official ad-
nouncement was made to-day in the
House of Commons that the total uf
British castalties up to Aug. 21st was
381,083 officers and men killed,
wounded or missing.

The losses of the British army dur-
ing the summer -were somewhat
smaller than in April and May.

The last previous statement of the
total of British casualties was made
by Premier Asquith on June 9. It
gave a total of 258,069 up to May 3r1.
The losses from that time up to Au-
gust 21 are therefore shown to have
been 123,914, a daily average of about
1,500. In the two months before the
end of May, the period covered in the
preceding announcement, the losses
averaged roughly about 2,000 a day.

CERARD AND‘AGOW
HAD. LONG TALK

Relationships of Germany
and America Are Very
Touchy.

‘Berlin, Sept. 13, via London, Sept.
14—American Ambassador Gerard
had a long conversation last evening
wih Herr von Jagow, the German
minister of foreign affairs. The dis-
cussion did not specifically concern
the submarine question, nor was °t
evoked by any new developments in
connection with that subject, but 't
was indicated after the conference
that both the imperial chancellor and
the foreign minister are endeavoring
to improve German-American rela-
tions. o
Prominent and ;awedl-informed per-
sonages in Berlin éxpress the belisf
that the diplomatic and military leail-
ers in Germany are'doing their ut-
most to prevent ‘4 reoccurrence nf
misunderstandings and incideats: :n
the submarine campaign which have
heretofore clouded those relations,
and to eliminate as far as possible
the chances of torpedoing ships under
conditions to which the United States
objects.

It is pointed out, however, that
they are working under difficultiss,
particularly in view of the keenness
and ambition of the naval officers and
public opinion, which is proud of the

. submarine achievements, and is quick

to protest against any open indication
of a backdown.

The reriex of tuis attitude can se
seen in the press, from which an
acrimonious and abusive tone ‘o-
ward America of late has been caa-
spicuously absent. This is shown par-
ticularly in the comment on the Dum-
ba incident, almost all the papers
which comment, admitting frankly
and without bitterness that the Uni.
ted States is justified in the action it
has takén, and pointing out that it
need not affect Austro-American re-
lations, although, at the same time,
attempting to excuse Dr. Dumba
through his patriotic interest in the
Austro-Hungarian workers.

Furthermore, little is heard upon
the munitions question, and some of
the comment is in friendly tone.

Significant Fact About His
Report is No Mention
of Conscription.

London, Sept. 14—Lord Kitchener
has just presented to the cabinet his
estimate of the number of Britisb
troops it will be necessary to maintain
on the continent next year, according
to the parliamentary correspondent of
The Daily Chronicle, who declares the
estimate greatly exceeds the number
already in the field, large as that is.

The correspondent adds that he has
learned on indisputable authority that
David Lloyd-George, minister of
munitions, who formerly was a sup‘
porter of the voluntary system of en-
listment now has become converted
to compulsion, not so much for mili
tary reasons as for industrial. He is
said to believe the munitions problem
can be settled in no other way since
acceleration is impossible without a
relaxation of all restrictive labor re-
gulations and without utilization to a
far greater extent of unskilled labor.

During the past month the number
of recruits has sensibly diminished,
but men still are offering their ser-
vices faster than they can be equipped

RIGA LOOKING

" FOR DEFENGHE

Times Correspondent, After
Three Days’ Visit, is of
This Opinion.

By Special ‘Wire to the Courier.

London, Sept. 14.—After a three
days’ visit to Riga, the Times cor-
respondent has reached the conclu-
sion that the city is in an excellent
position for defense. The works in
its mneighborhood are strong: and
well prepared to resist attack, while
the river is broad and flooded by re-
cent rains.

The correspondent believes the
Germans more likely to seek posses-
sion of the town by an enveloping
movement than by a frontal attack.
The Russians have stripped the city
bare of everything that might be use-
ful to the Germans if its evacuation
becomes necessary. From half to two
thirds of the population left some
time ago and there is no sign of panic
among the pcople who remain.

Altogether, the correspondent de-
clares, there is more optimism in Ri-
ga than in Petrograd, although the
former city is only twenty miles from
the fighting line.

BILLION DOLLAR WAR
LOAN PROPOSAL O
HE ALLIED POWERS

Britain and France

Would Borrow the

Huge Sum on Straight rGE;Vt Bonds
Without Any Security Whatever.

New York, Sept. 14.—The present
plan of the joint Anglo-French Fin-
ancial Commission, it was reported
to-day, is to borrow $1,000,000,000 in
the United. States on straight British
and French government bonds with-
out any collateral whatever.

If this vast sum is obtained it
was said, it is to be spent, to the last
penny, in the United States in pay-
ment of wheat, cotton, meat and other
commodity shipments, including
munitions of war. It will therefore,
be classified as a commercial loan.
U. S. NEUTRALITY INVOLVED.

Whether the United States’ neu-
trality would be questioned should :
the bankers accept straight govern-
ment bonds as their security has been
given careful consideration. It was
said that the financiers familiar with
the plan had every reason to believe
that the Washington Administration
would not interfere.

The foregoing was the unanimous
opinion to-day of many of the scores
of prominent bankers from New York
and the chief cities of the country
who have visited the commission at
its headquarters here during the three
days of its stay in this city. As to its
correctness, the members of the com-
mission declined positively to com-
ment. All that the commission cared
to publish as authoritative was voic-
ed by Lord Reading, its chairman,
who received newspaper men last
night for the first time.

A STARTLING PROPOSAL

The outstanding feature of the situ-
ation that overshadowed by its tre-
mendous importance everything else
that has influenced the foreign ex-

change rates since their recent slump

began was the reported plan of the
Commission to establish its hoped for
credit here without offering any col-
lateral whatever. Some of the finan-
ciers who called on the Commission
with vaguely pronounced ideas that
Great Britain and France would not
only give their notes for whatever
sum they would borrow, but would
put up a huge collateral, dollar for
dollar of the loan, composed of ap-
proved American securities, were
startled by the radical proposal that
the money-should be borrowed abso-
lutely without collateral.

Still other financiers were prepared
for the proposal and were not sur-
pised.

These bankers, reflecting the ze-
ported views of the Commission,
pointed out that the credit of Great
Britain and France would be back of
the bonds given for the loan—a credit
that for generations has been regard-
ed as good as gold. With the Gov-
ernments of both nations. standing
back of the bonds, why, it was asked,
should there be required additional
securities?

FINANCIAL WORLD SHOCKED.

Generally, the commission’s reput-
ed plan came as a distinct shock o0
the financial world. In all the talks
that has preceded the commission’s
arrival here, and in all the gossip that
has followed it, there has been only
a whisper, now and then, that there
would be an attempt to finance a loan
of such mammoth proportions, or, in

Washington, bept. 14.—The United
States Government is not yet willing
to discuss with Germany the question
of (xbitrz-ltizm in connection with the
sinking the Arabic. It was stated
to-day by a high government official
that the “‘question of arbitration is not
in issue.”

It was explained authoritatively
that what the American Government
first wants is a disavowal of the at-
tack on the Arabic. Afterwards it
was indicated, the United States Gov-
ernment may be willing to arbitrate
the quesion of indemnity.

Count von RBernstorff, the German
ambassador, has communicated the
view of the American governmerit to
Berlin and it is expected that he will
receive a reply within the next week
or ten days. The United States is dis-
po Lul to give him full opportunity to
impress on the Berlin Government the
views of President Wilson as disclos-
ed to him yesterday by Secretary
lLansing. While officials realize that
the situation is grave, they are hope-|

The Situation.

The Germans, it is announced, after
desperate fighting, with heavy losses,
are astride of the Petrograd railway,
and have made an appreciable advance
on the way towards Vilna. This city
is the principal point in Western Rus-
sia, and its evacuation will probably
be considered the better course by the
advisers of the Czar. Meanwhile the
Russians still continue to give a good
account of themselves in Galicia.

In the other sections of hostilities
there is nothing of a definite nature to
report.

The airship raids on the Old Land
continue. There is a very strict cen-
sorship as -to results, and only the
most meagre information is allowed
to come through. It is difficult to
understand what the Huns hope to
achieve by these assaults upon wo-
men, and babes and other non-com-
batants in unprotected places. If their
idea is terrorism, then that fact serves
to still further demonstrate how ut-
terly they misunderstand the Old
Country spirit, just as they do the
feelings of all other peoples not sub-
servient year in and year out to the
iron heel of militarism. Instead of
fear, these murderous assaults nerve
the populace anew in their determina
tion to help in the smashing of the
German war machine, and on each
occasion the impetus to recruiting
becomes more and more marked.

“Canada helping the Motherland!
The silly phrase keeps recurring in
newspaper interviews and platform
speeches.

In this war. as has been urged so
often in these columns, Canada isn’t
fighting for the Motherland any more
than she is fighting for Canada—for
her own existence.

On Sept. 26th,
1866, about sixty men of the Seventh
Royal Fusiliers arrived here, and the
main body of the regiment came in
October. They were accompanied by
their band of thirty-eight pieces, and
many were the concerts they gave.
The Fusiliers left here on Wednesday.
March 24th, 1867, and on the same
day the left wing of the Seventeenth
Regiment, consisting of about five
companies, of some three hundred
men, took up their quarters in the
town. They remained until Sept. 4th,
when they were replaced by the Sixty-
Seventh Regiment, from Ireland, who
were here for an extended period.
