Mr. Schofield and his sing­
ers are to be heartily congratulated 
on the splendid work they accom­
plished and it is to be hoped such a 
clever conductor and such a capable 
choir will be heard again in the near 
future.

• practically a unit in declaring that 
the States could uot swallow the lat­
est insult from Germany.

The Now York Times, one of the 
sanest of the journals in that metro­
polis, jusl to hand, contains a 
lengthy leading article on the sub­
ject, during which it. says; —

“Will the Government and the 
people of the United States put up 
with this German order forbidding 
them the open pathways of the sea? 
They will not, they cannot. It aims 
to destroy billions of our trade, by 
tar the greater part 
merce, it commands us to obey rules 
and regulations which no sovereign 
nation can permit another to impose. 
The order is issued without a sha­
dow of justification in law, or right. 
Let Germany come forward with her 
fleets, let her establish a lawful and 
effective blockade belting the Brit­
ish Islands with her war ships, and 

will acknowledge its lawfulness, 
we will recognize her right to put 
that, kind of ban upon our commerce. 
Where she maintains no pretense or 
show of blockade, we can never ac­
knowledge her authority to employ 
the mine and the submarine to bar 
the access of our ships or of ships 
bearing American citizens and Am­
erican commerce, to the ports in­
cluded within her ban.

The German Government says it 
is the only way, that it must con­
tinue to fight for existence, and that 
it has resolved to fight in this abhor­
rent man ter “in order to serve the 
welfare of mankind in 
sense, and not to wrong its own peo­
ple.’’ Mankind!will know how to 
safeguard its welfare, and it is by 
prolonging the war by these means, 
or by any means, that the German 
government puts the greatest im­
aginable wrong upon its own people. 
Germany’s defeat is certain, it can­
not be long deferred, the interests of 
mankind, and of the German people 
would be best served by facing the 
truth now. The new war zone order 
is a counsel of desperation, and in 
itself may be considered an indica­
tion that the end of the war is not 
very far distant.”

of the death at the front of her hus­
band, Pte. R. Hughes, late of the 
84th battalion :

75th Battalion. Can. Eng.
e-o Army. Post Office

London, Dee. 12,1916
Dear Madam : In reply to your 

letter of the 12th inst;., I very muen 
regret to inform you that Pte. R. 
Hughes, No. 164119, of this battal­
ion has been killed in action.

We made an attack on the enemy 
position on the morning of Novem­
ber 18tli, and during that advance 
Pte. Hughes was badly wounded by 
shrapnel, he was admitted to hospit­
al, but in spite of all attention, he 
died on November 22nd.

As his company commander I can 
say that Private Hughes did his 
duty bravely, that he died like a 
true soldier, and that he was fear­
less and brave until the last.

Conveying this sad news to his 
relatives, I wish you would say that 
they have my sincerest sympathy n 
their loss, and that I trust '■they 
will be given strength to bear their 
great trial.

In such Case* I venture to 
predict that ultimately margarine 
will largely replace butter—palata- 
billty and wholesomeness being as-’ 
sumed equal—and dairymen will 
haAe to use their milk largely for 
other purposes than butter-making. 
The whole question is one on which 
we need light—not heat.

1. It is impossible to justify, 
moral grounds, the elimination of 
the competition between butter and 
butter substitutes, providing that 
competition is open and above 
board. For cooking purposes there 
arc already on our markets many 
different kinds of butter substitutes, 
and any attempt to prohibit, the im­
portation, manufacture and sale of 
these would be met with a universal 
protest, in which farmers would join 
as loudly as any others. It is just 
as unreasonable to prevent any 
would-be user of margarine from 
satisfying his desires, providing he 
knows what he is getting, and pro­
viding further, that you do not con­
vince him that the prohibition in 
question is in the public interest 
and that he must make the personal 
sacrifices which are involved. Fail­
ing so to convince him, you rest un­
der the imputation of exploiting 
your neighbor for your own selfish 
interest.

2. If the present restrictions on 
the use of margarine in Canada are 
to be justified, they must be justified 
on the ground that butter will come 
into unfair competition with mar­
garine. It seems to me that the gen­
eral public is not sufficiently inform­
ed on this question. What are the 
insuperable difficulties which pre­
vent margarine from being sold, for 
what it is? What are the dangers ef 
adulteration? To answer these ques­
tions we must' go to those countries 
which use margarine and get the 
facts.

that margarine displaces butter - 
which seems not to be the case in 
England at least—there remains the 
question a,s to what effect such dis­
placement would have upon the 
dairy interests. Milk may be used 
whole, it may he condensed and stor­
ed for future use, or it may be made 
into cheese. The change from the 
manufacture of butter to that of 
condensed milk or cheese does not 
necessarily involve any damage to 
the dairy interests. Indeed, it may 
involve an encouragement to dairy­
men. It is unwise to.get hysterical 
over the "destruction, of our dairy 
interests.” A better course would be 
to demonstrate clearly how those in­
terests would he jeopardized by the 
free admission qf margarine.

5. Permit me, in conclusion, to 
emphasize the desirability of all ar­
guments for the present “status 
quo” starting from the point of view 
of the public Interest, and being bas­
ed upon well-known facts; and, fur­
ther, that all arguments for the free 
admission of margarine should 
weigh well the experience of other 
countries and the probable situation 
A few years hence as well as at this 
present moment- Let there be light, 
not heat.
